However, if the
officer believes his attempts will
cause damag& to the vehicle and
possiblelitigation from the vehicle
owner, he will offer to call a lock-
smith and explain to the motorist
that there willbé a charge from the
locksmith for the service.

The policy also notes that the
officer will stay with the motorist
until assistancearrives.

However, if theofficer iscalled
away for an emergency, he is to
explain this to the motorist and
some member of the department
will recheck the scene no later than
one hour after leaving it to make
sure the motorist has been assisted

Fighting against poverty:
What choices for County

A two-part panel discussion on
poverty in Floyd County, which in-
cluded former Kentucky governor
Bert Combs, US Congressman Chris
Perkins, and Appalachian historian
Harry Caudill, concluded Friday,
with general agreement among pan-
elists that 30 years of regional devel-
opment efforts have been successful,
but that serious, long-term problems
still exist,

The panel discussion was pre-
dgented by the Modern Social Prob-
lems class at Prestonsburg Commu-
nity College on Monday and Friday
of last week.

On Monday, area social workers
and teachers examined theimpact of

sverty in Floyd County and the ef.
ects of last December’'s CBSshowing
of “48 Hours”, which featured the
county in a negative light. (See the
March 7 edition of The Floyd County
Times for Monday's panel discus
sion.)

Friday’s mixed group of high
ranking politicians and local leaders
examined the problem, if not from
the proverbial ivory tower, certainly
from a perspective somewhat re-
moved from the cycle of poverty fac-
ing nearly one quarter of Floyd
County’s population.

“Wehave made tremendous prog-
ress on the poverty problem in Ap-
palachia and in Eastern Kentucky,”
said Combs, to theoverflowingaudi-
enceinthe Pike Buildingauditorium.
“l think the programs sponsored by
the Kennedy and Johnson admini-
strations were successful, to a large
extent. The Appalachian Regional
Commission was enacted and
brought hundreds of millions of dol-
lars into the region for roads, water
projects, and other facilities. | think
this school (PCC) is symbolic of the
improvements that have been made
since the early 1960s."

Perkins, UScongressman from the
7th Congressional District and East-
ern Kentucky's representative in
Washington, agreed withCombs that
E(;sihve economic and social change

s occurred in the past, but ques-
tioned the role that the federal gov-
ernment played in the area under
former Pres. Ronald Reagan, and
currently under Pres, George Bush.

"..since lwasso
intelligent, why did 1
stay in Eastern
Kentucky? ... They
anything about Floyd
County.”

“Bush said he wanted to be the
‘Education President’, but the cur-
rent budget shows cuts in student
loans,” said Perkins. “I seenothingin
his recent bill to Congress that will
improve education in this area.”

‘erkins noted that positivechange
in the region can be encouraged, but
without federal support, it will have
to be accomplished on a piecemeal
basis, without the federal resources
which could speed the process. He
alsodiscussed the pervasive attitude
of eynicism which, he said, exists in
Washington, DC, toward those liv-
Ing in poverty.

“There’s a real lack of compassion
in Washington,” said Perkins. “It
scems that everyone thinks the poor
are lazyand don‘t want work. Well, 1
know some protty shiftless peoplein
Eastern Kentucky, likeeveéryone else
does, but | know that most are hard-
workin leand they wantjobs.”

Repairs to begin soon

A crumbling road in Calf Creek
has prevented school bus travel four
times in past months, requiring 30
children to walkas muchas twomiles
a day to and from the bus stop. But
the road will be repaired as soon as
possible, said Floyd Coun!r Judge-
Executive John M, Stumbo Tuesday.

The road has been closed four
times to bus traffic since Jan. 1, said
CalfCreek residentMartha Kidd, who
has 11- and 13-year-old daughters
crossing the section of roadeach day.
Sheand other local parents arescared
of the possibility of a serious acei-
dent.

“The road broke in January snd
the county has come out a couple of
times to red dog it and to prop it up,
but it keeps washing down,” said
Kidd. "These children have to walk
over it every day, or get parents to
drive across to cf:'up them off. It's a
danger for all of us.”

Kidd and otherparemssar atleast
30 children now have to walk to the
mouth of Calf Creek tomeet theschool
bus. Earl Ousley, Floyd County
school’s Transportation Director, said
the decision to stop the bus run up
Calf Creek was necessary to insure
the safety of the schoolchildren.
“That piece of road broke back
near theditchline,” said Ousley. “It's

Stumbo said that work to
repair the crumbling road, whichruns
next toa S-foot bank beside thecreek,
will start as quickiv as possible.

“We're going to have to drill into
rock, so we can set the steel inand do
the job,” said Stumbo. "This is the
only way we can take care of the

roblem. We're going to get Hayes
illing to come in with a special
drill, that can swing aver the bank
and do the drilling. Once the equip-
ment is available, it should take no
time, maybe half a day.”

Stumbo noted that the effort was
complicated by the proximity of
houses, which preventsa recutting of
the road more deeply into the bank.
He was unable to set a date for when
rond work would begin, sayinga start
date depended on when Hayes Drill-
ing completed It's present project on
Pine Mountain.

A beer license wasdenied toChar-
les Hutchinson by the Floyd County
Bevnragc Control Administrator,
Denzil Allen, due to the petition
against his application for an enter-
tainment license, according to rec-
ords at the County Clerk’s Office.

In February Hutchinson was also
denied the entertainment license
because of the complaints against it
from area residents and also on a
written réecommendation of County
Attorney Jim Hammond, nu‘u‘ling'.,
“The applicant has a criminal case
pending in Floyd District Court; a
court date was set, he failed to ap-
pear,and an FTA was issued. Also,a
plumbing health warning was posted
on the building being renovated by
the applicant.Said warning was
removed by the applicant or at his
discretion, contrary to the lawsof the
Commonwealth of Kentucky.”

Hutchinson said he planned to
have a juke box and pool tables, as
well as live entertainment on occa-
sion, at the proposed club. He also
noted that he would be the only es-
tablishment affected if the precinct
goes dry.

“1 don’t see what the big deal is.
I've tested the juke box out, and even

at full blast it can’t be heard from the
road,” hesaid.

Legislation withsignificantimpact
upon a variety of areas within the
Commonwealth received positive
endorsements from lawmakers this
week,

Affecting the mechanism by which
child supportis paid in the Common-
wealth is House Bill 639. The legisla-
tion was passed by the House and
establishes specific support guide-
lines that conform to the federal
Family Support Act of “988, Passage
of the measure was necessary to
conform to the federal mandate and
involved a possible loss of substan-
tial amounts of federal assistance to
the Human Resources Cabinet if not
implemented

But, the final version of the bill
includes six amendments.

Historic events provided book-
endsal the beginning and end of last
week’s activities in the Houso of
Representatives.

Il start first with the latter event

After eight months of deliberation
and study, the Task Force on Educa-
tion Reform completed its work and
acomprehensive education package
— totaling some 800 pages of pro-
posed modellegislation — wasintro-
duced inthe House. The race against
theclock is now on for our Education
Committee to review the bill and
move it to the full Flouse for consid-
eration before the end of the 1990
session.

We have 14 legislative days left
before we recess on March 29 to
approvesweepingeducationchanges
and find a way 1o fund them. And
even though education has domi-
nated the headlines for much of the
session, work is also continuing on
the rest of the budget for the 1990.92
biennium. Plainly, much work re-
mains tobedoneand timeisgrowing
short.

Other bills aimed at improving
our education system and the way
we fund it moved out of committee
last week,

One major problem we've tried to
deal with involves making certain
that property taxes in Kentucky are

fairly assessed and uniformly col-
lected.

House Bill 429, adopted by our
budget committee, would allow the
state RevenueCabinet toremovelocal
assessors from office for malfeasance
of office or for consistently or deliber-
amlgunderva!uingpmperty.

urrently, property valuation
administrators may only be removed
by local circuit courts. Another re-
form facet of this legislation would
require both the buyers and sellers of
property to sign deeds and would
make it a felony to lie about the pur-
chase price of property on this docu-
ment.

A bill aimed at improving local
boards of education across the state
cleared another hurdle. Our Educa-
tion Committeeapproved legislation
requiring school board candidates to
show proof of a high schooldiploma
or equivalent. Senate Bill 215 would
require the candidates to submit the
proof when they file nomination
papers for a school board seat.

Two important corrections bills
alsoreceived committeeapproval last
week. House Bill 603 would establish
a special commission to develop a
long-range planfor our overcrowded
state prison system. The bill also

encouragesalternative sentencing for
nion-violent felons.

House Bill 667 would strip the
state of most of its authority to close
county jails. County jilersand judges
would serve on a commission and
assistinwritingjail lations. More
state money n&:ﬁiﬁ: uired for
housing pri if the bill becomes
law and additional funding for jail
construction would come through a
$10 increase in court costs,

In other action, a committee ap-

roved legislation which would al-

ow the state racing commissions to
set dates for intertrack wagering and
to require Kentucky tracks to simul-
castraces. Thewide-rangin _
would not force Churchill &wnsand
Keeneland to simulcast races to each
other,

A campaign-finance reform meas-
ure was adopted by the House, re-
ducing the legal threshold for identi-
fyingindividual contributorsbyname
on finance reporting forms from $100
to $25,

SMALLFARMERS SHOULD
BE FREED FROM A POINTLESS
TAX-WITHHOLDING BURDEN

My office has been flooded with
complaints from Kentucky farmers
who face a nightmare of paperwork
stemming froma totally unnecessary
tax-collection provision slipped into
a federal deficit-reduction bill passed
last year,

Ihavealready introduced legisla-
tion to help start the process of ad-
dressing these very well justified
complaints, | plan to work with oth-
ers in Congress, including other
members of our Kentucky delega-
tion, in responding as quickly as
possible to this very serious and
widespread problem,

This problem is particularly ag-
gravating for two reasons:{timposes
a pointless bureaucratic burden on
small and part-time farmers across
Kentucky and the nation. And it
enables the federal government to
temporarily getits hands ontax reve-
nues from hundreds of thousands of
struggling, seasonal farm workers
who lack sufficient earnings to pay

taxes in the first place.

All of this trouble has been caused
by an obscure provisionof the Omni-
busBudgetRecondiliation Actof 1989,

This provision applies to farmers
who already are required to with-
hold Social Security payments from
farm workers’ checks. It says that
these same farmers also must with-
hold federal income taxes from farm
workers’ pay, effective with the be-
ginning of this year.

Farmers are being taken by sur-
prise by this previously unnoticed
provision in a massive budget bill.
Small-scale family farmers are not
Frcparcd to see that tax-withholding

ormsare filled out properly by part-
time workers. They have enough to
do without trying to become fax
advisers to workers who might be on
their farms for only a short time.

This burden might have some
justificationifitcould help tobalance
the federal budget. But most farm
workers, including many struggling
to raise families, are seasonal work-
ers with incomes requiring the pay-
ment of little or no taxes. More than

half earn
meaning that all of their tax with-
holdings would be refundable.

The government would collect
some 5240 million in the first year of
these new withholdings. But netreve-
nues would drop to only about $20
milliona year as farm workers began
filing for tax refunds. In effect, the
government would be using our farm-
ers as middlemen in a drive to get
interest-free loans from those least
able to part with their had-earned
money.

This is an extreme example of a
%:owing federal tendency to mask
the budget deficit at all costs and to
pile burdens on the backs of middle
and low-income people.

I know that others, including US
Rep. Hal Rogers and Sen. II:iitch
McConnell from our state, also have
introduced bills tolift thisintolerable
new burden. Our task now isto work
together ih a bipartisan fashion —
and to work as quickly as possible —
to restore a degree of fairness to a
ll:ghly important aspect of our tax

from the US Census Bureau

When you answer questions on
the 1990 census form by filling in the
little circles witha pencil, the process
of puttingcensusinformationto work
in your community begins.

Each dark dot becomes a bit of
information that — when electroni-
cally combined with all other census
answers from your community —
will produce a valuable statistical
profile of people and housing.

Just how are these census num-
bers used when they are published
for your block, neighborhood, city,
county, and state?

Here are major ways census
numbers are used, two of which are
required by law:

* Political Representation: Your
community’srepresentationinthe US
House of Representatives, as well as
in state and local governments, is
determined bycensusnumbers.Equal
political representation for your

community means that everyone
must be counted in the 1990 census.
Missed people in the census could
mean under-representation for your

areain these legislaturesandaloss of
political power.

* Government Program Funds:
Billions of dollarsin federal and state
government assistance to communi-
ties for a variety of locally admini-
stered programs aredistributed each
year. By law, many of these funds are
allocated based on census popula-
tion, age, housing, income, poverty
and other statistics. These projects
include educational, health, human
services, and community develop-
ment programs that help everyone.

Each person not counted in the
census means’a potential doilar
amount lost to your local govern-
ment for those programs in which it
takes part. Census figures are used
for 10 years—until the next census —
as the statistical foundation of send-

* Their high number of working
mothers withsmallchildreninalow-
income neighborhood — revealed by
a study of census statistics —
prompted community leaders in a
midwest city to seek and win ap-
proval for a day-care center.

* Elderly residents in an urban
neighborhood in the South had no
recreation facilities. By using census
numbers to bolster their request for a
community center, thesenior citizens’
organization was able to argue suc-
cessfully before the county commis-
sioners for a new center.

* Minority organizations in a
western city were upset with their
lack of adequate representation on
the city council. Using census facts
and figures, they were able to win a
redistricting that allowed voters to
choose additional minority council
members in the next election.

Census numbers aren’t meant to
sit on a shelf in a big volume gather-
ing dust. They are meant to be put to
work in your community.

Reports of adult abuse up sharply

In 1980, there were fewer than
1,000 reports of abuse of adult Ken-
tuckians, imcluding 1,500 involving
spouse abuse,

By the end of the decade, state
adult protection staff were wurkmg_
with a caseload of more than 15,000
reports, including 8,600 cases of
spouse abuse, according to statistics
in the 1989 Kentucky Adult Protec
tion Services Registry Report by the
state Department for Social Services.

More than anything else, veteran
Social Services investigators attrib-
ute the dramatic increase in these
reports to one point many Ken-
tuckiins now considerabuse of adults
the same way they see child abuse o
neglect — a situation in which the
victim and /or family needs outside
ht‘[;l

“[Public awareness on issues suah
as spouse abuse, neglect of the eld-
erly and self-neglect by adults unable
to care for themselves has grown
significantly here and nationwide in
the past 10 years,” said Social Serv-
icesCommissioner Larry Michalezyk

"And while these numbers reflect
a more accurate picture of the scope
ofadultabusein Kentuckytoday, we
also feel the state still has a long way
to go before there is an u]uaIJ,!uH':u
attitude about child abuse and adult
abuse

“1t's natural human nature for
people to react more readilr toade-
fenselesschild ina potentially harm-
ful situation than to a spouse or an
older person whomay beassumed to
be able to seek help on his or her
own,” Michalczyk said.

Other potential factors impacting
Kentucky's adultabuse numbers are
more reports from police following

changesintheadult protectionlaw in
1984, the aging of the population,
highcostlongsterm careforcing more
elderly citizens to move in with chil-
dren for care, and increased alcohol

and drugabuse,

Statistical information in
Kentucky’s 1989 adult protection
reportincludes;

* A profile of the alleged victims
showing 1) the overwhelming major-
ity (85 percent) were women; 2) nearly
a quarter of the alleged victims (24
percent) were 60 yearsofage or older;
and 3) more than half (55 percent)
were married com pared to 16 percent
whoweresingle, 13 percent widowed
7 percent separated and 6 percent
divorced (198% percentages were vir
tually the same as in 1988),

*Totalreportsclimbed from 15,495
in 1988 to 15,496 last year, while
substantiated cases ruse from 9,924
(70 percent) to 11,012 cases (71 per
cent);

* The investigations involved
13,611 individuals, compared to
11,958 reported victims ofadultabuse
the previous year;

* Cases of spouse abuse — the
most prevalent type of adult abus
reported —rose from 7,428 in 1985 (o
8,600 last year;

* Cases of self-neglect tan adult
unable to act to meet personal or
medical needs) dropped from 2,079
in 1988 to 2,002 last year,

* Neglect by caretaker (relative,
guardian, nursing home staff, etc)
was up from 1,720 cases in 1988 1o
1,884 in 1986;

* Incidents of alleged exploitation
(usually of the elderly by relatives,
guardians or other caretakers) grew

from 712 in 1988 to 782 last year;

* All other types of adult abuse
(incidents of non-spousal physical
abuse) rose from 2,537 in 198810 3,271
in 1989;

* The reports were made primar-
ily by law enforcement agengies
(4,334), spouse abuse shelter staff
(2,825), hospital personnel (1,099),
relatives (1,029), friends of neighbors
(737) and home health agency staff

(532); and

* The highest percentages of
Kentucky’s total adult abuse cases
came from the Bluegrass (19 percent)
and Jefferson County (22 percent)
regions, while thelowest percenta
of reports came from the Buffalo Trace
(1.1 percent), Gateway (2 percentiand
the Salt River and Kentucky River
(2.2 percent) regions. Despite having
Hm.uﬁ state vs. area percentages, there
were still more than 3,100 adult and
1500 spouse abuse reports from
Kentucky's rural regions

“None of these are principally
urban or a rural problems in Ken-
tucky,” Michalczyk said. “They're
human problems and, in most cases,
family problems.

“Our ongoing campaign to fur-
ther raise publicconsciousnessabout
adult abuse has a theme that says it
all, ‘Abuse, it hurts atany age.”

As late winter melts into early
spring, thefishing bug bites and gets
anglersitching totest their local water
A traditional target over much of the
country al this time is the walleye

The walleye is often erroneously
called the “walleyed pike” or “jack
pike” The walleye actually is a
membeér of the perch family, includ-
ing sauger and yellow perch. (We
won‘teven getintoall thefish, mostly
sunfish, that are miscalled "purch"}.
The walleye’s other nickname,
“marble eye,” is descriptive of this
species’ large, opaque or rmlky eyes.

Thoselargeeyesand slightly elon-
gated jaws filled with needle-sharp
teeth {causing it to be confused with
the pike) suggest twoimportant facts
about the walleye lifestyle. It is a
denizenofdeep, dark waters, anditis
a predator, feeding mainly onsmaller
fish. Anglers take note, as these two
habits are the keys to walleye catch-
ing success

Anotherwalleyecharacteristicthat
isof particularinterest toearly spring
anglers is that this fish spawns very
early in the year. When water tem-
peratures reach the low to mid 40 F
range, walleyes congregate to stage
an upstream spawning run. This not
only concentrates the fish but also
brings themintoshallow water where
they may be more easily caught.

Anglers casting bucktailjugs, soft-
bodied plastic grubs and lead heads
tipped witha liveminnow probecreek
mouthsand deepriver pools. Aslow,
steady retrieval with occasional
"hnp.t':“ imparted tothe bait is effec-
tive. Small minnow-shaped
crankbaits alsoare eftective, but since
walleye fishing means bottom bump-
ing, lots of hang-ups occur. Cheaper
lures are easier on your pocketbook

The spawning run means more
and faster walleye action and the
opportunity to cast to fish in rela-
tively shallow water, During the rest
of the year, walleye angling consists
mns!i? ol deep vertical jigging and
deep trolling with lures or bait at 20,
30, 40 and even 50-foot depths

However, even spring anglers
must remember the walleye's big,
light sensitive eyes. Particularly in
shallow water, walleyes dislike and
avoid intense direct light. Thus, the
best times to fish for them are early
morning, lateafternocon and atnight,
(wheresafeand legal). Cloudy “gray”

Immediately following James
“Buster” Douglas’ stunning knock-
out of Mike Tyson, an announcer on
HBO proclaimed,”This just may be
the b:g;;csl upset in the history of
boxing ™

Later, sportscasters around the
nation amended Jim Lampley’s re-
mark stating, “lt may be the greatest
upset in the history of sports.”

It sounded good at the time. But
was it really?

Certainly the victory by Douglas
was shocking. The mere fact the fight
lasted two rounds defied logic, But
back to the question: Was it the great-
est upset of all-time.

I have pondered that over thelast
few days. In a furious search through
a variety of record books, | have
concluded it was not. Butit wasclose.

It is tempting to say the greatest
upset in the history of sportsoccurred
in 1987 when Joab Thomas hired Bill
Curry as Alabama’s football coach.
However, we'll leave thatfor another
list.

Here are the 10 greatest upsets in
sports history:

1. USA hockey team beat the Sovi-
ets in the 1980 Winter Olympics at
Lake Placid. The stirring victory ig-
nited a nation. It's one thing for an
unknown fighter to beat the cham-
pion, but here were the world’s most
powerful nations battling in the
Olympics. Given no chance goingin,
the USA pulled the shocker, which
will forever be remembered asoneof
the greatest moments in sports his-
tory,

2. New York Jets over Baltimore
Colts in Super Bowl II1. The Jets, led
by Joe Namath, were given nochance
in the 1969 game. The oddsmakers
rated them 18-point underdogs. But
Namath led a stirring 16-7 victory,
shnckirq?the sports worldand chan%-
ing the face of professional football
torever,

3.Cassius Clay over Sonny Liston.
Listonentered the heavyweightfight
a 7-1 favorite against the Louisville
lip. When Liston failed to answer the
bell in the seventh round in Miami
Beach, Clay leaped into the air, pro-
claiming, “1 am the greatest.” For
nearly 14 years, he kept his word.

4. New York Mets winning the
1969 World Series, The year before,
the Mets finished inninth placein the
National League, 24 games out of
first. Butnot only did they shockall of
baseball by winning the pennant, they
bested the Baltimore Orioles, four
games to one, in the World Series.

5.Carnegie Techover Notre Dame
in football in 1926, The Irish entered

i thegame80and regarded as the best
inAmerica, Carnegie Techhad lostto
New York University and Washing-
ton and Jefferson. Knute Rockne
thought so little of the opponent, he
allowed his assistant, Hunk Ander-
son, to coach the game, Rockne went
to Chicago to scout the Army-Navy
game. Carnegie shocked Notre Dame,
19-0. Rockne showed up the follow-
ing week.

ADULTS AND CHILDPROOF CAPS

Childproof caps on medications have helped to greatly reduce the
number of accidental poisonings of children under age six in their own
homes. Ironically, the caps may contribute to the accidental poison-
ings of children in their grandparents’ homes. The problem lies with
the inability of many older people to manipulate childproof caps. Ar-
thritic adults in particular find them difficult to open. Consequently,
elderly patients may circumvent the intended purpose of childproof
caps by leaving them off, aligning the arrows, or switching bottles. If
a visiting grandchild finds the improperly-stored medication in his
grandparents’ home, the stage is set for an accident. This can prove
disastrous for a child. Also, 2 medication that is improperly exposed
to air may lose its potency, which can be detrimental to the older

patient.
