Public transportation coming to Floyd County

The start-up of a Floyd County 

public transportation system rna y be 
only a few months away, potentially 
providing much needed, affordable 
transportation for Floyd Countian~ 
without access to privately-owned 
vehicles. 

Evelyn Blackburn, transportatiun 
coordinator for the Big Sandy Area 
Development District, has been work­
ing on plans to bring the first stage of 
a county transportation system into 
being, within the constraints of de­
creased federal spendtng for r;uch 
projects. 

"As funding gets tighter, we have 
to look at creative approaches for 
transportation/' said Blackburn. "A 
regular, large-scale public transpor­
tation system like Lexington has 
would never work here. That'-. not 
what we're trying to do." 

What Blackburn and the BigSandy 
ADO are proposing is to begin coor­
dinating transportation systems 
which currently exist in the counly. 
Senior citizen center vans and the 

two new vehicles being used for non­
emcrg<'.ncy medical transportation are 
the most likely candidates for incor­
poration into a public tiamport pro­
gram. 

''If senior citizen vans are making 
runs and they aren't full, why not 
utilize them for public transporta­
tion?" asked Blackburn. "A van run­
ning from Auxier to Prestonsburg 
mayonlyhavefiveridingina vehicle 
that holds 12. Wccanaccomplishtwo 
goals at the same lime by filling the 
other S<'at..;and charging a small fee." 

Such n.pr~m-eoqld pay for it­
._cJf, believes Blackburn. Persons 
wishing to catch a ride would call-in 
to a coordination center to check van 
sclledulesandsign up torideoneday 
in advance. For a small fee, residents 
would ride with other public trans­
portation pa sscngers, seni orci tizens, 
or persons being transported for 
medical treatment. 

For many persons tied down at 
home without a private vehicle, such 
a service would allow for llhopping, 
doctor appointments, or just a chance 
to go into town to visit friends.

Howell was charged with crimi­
nal abuse in the first degree and 
endangering the welfare of a minor. 
According to Conn, hewasputunder 
a SSO,OOO cash bond, which was re-
duced thrre day:. later to a S5000 
property bond. 

'The incident is under investiga­
tion by the OCpartmentofSocial Serv­
ices and the Prestonsburg Police 
Department In addition to Officer 
Conn, Sgt. Mike Omerod from the 
Prestonsburg Department and 
Trooper Larry Woods from the Ken­
tucky State Police assisted in the ar­
rest. 

"l have high hopes that this could 
work in the area," said Blackburn. 
"You won't see big buses running, 
but we could see mini-vans In and 
out of hollows, opening up the lives 
of people who have been isolated in 
the past." 

Other Area Development Districts 
which have implemented similar 
programs have proven e;uccessful, 

said Blackburn, and usually charge 
about one dollar for a ride. 
Prestonsburg Senior Citizens Center 
has expressed interest in participat­
ing in the transportation program, 
and Blackburn foresees an initial 
system possibly linking Betsy layne, 
Martin and Prestonsburg. 

A request for $30,000 in federal 
funding has been made to ~tablish a 

coordination and dispatch center for 
the program in fiscal year 1991 . 

If progress on the project contin· 
ues, public transportation could be 
available in Floyd County beginning 
julyl, 1990.

Middle Creek tests water, 
builds case for city water 

Following last week'::. meeting 
between the Middle Creek Action 
Development Association (MCADA) 
and representatives of the Big Sandy 
Area Development District and 
Prestonsburg Utilities, steps are being 
taken to check water quality in the 
area, says Don Timm, chairman of 
the water committee for MCAOA. 

"I'll be gathering water samples 
from Middle Creek residents this 
week, to test for the presence of sew· 
age and bacteria in water supplies," 
said Timm. ''The tests will be con· 
due ted at Morehead and will cost$12 
for each household." 

Timm noted that it may be pos-­
sibletolinktwoportionsoftheMiddle 
Creek area to city water systems. 

"Bill Harvey Howard from 
Prestonsburg Utititiessaid he'd agree 
tohookupabout30housesthatruna 
mile past Overni~t Trucking Co., if 
theyallpaida$3{ilhookupfee," said 
11mm. "The pro\ilem is that no action 
is possible tiUjuly,bl!cau$etheydon't 
have the pipe to run the line." 

The second section of Middle 
Creek w hlchcould be t~1.eeipient of 
city water within the next ~ne.to two 
years, said Timm, is the S&te Fork 
Road area, near the Magoffin Cout\ty 
line. A water line from Magoffin is 
expected to run to the county line, 
providing a potential hookup for 
about 50 households in the area. A 

Fanner's Home Adntinistrationgrant 
would be necessary to fund such a 
project. 

"We've estimated the cost of this 
section would run about $200,000," 
said OavidCardneroftheBigSandy 
ADO. "At this point, it's still just a 
possibility."

Cable television and ill~gal gar­

bage dumping were the primary 
topics for consideration Monday at 
the Allen City Council meeting. 

Representatives of Charter Cable 
failed to appear at the Monday meet­
ing, further angering Allen reside~ts 
and council members who are d1s-

gruntled with Charter's service to the 
community.Councilmembersagreed 
to give Charter one more month to 
contact the city before Tel-Com Cable 
Co. will be invited to provide cable 
service to the Allen area. 

Following complaints by local 
residents, the council agreed to place 

a screen on a culvert in Hinton Hol­
low, in order to prevent trash from 
washing down onto local residents' 
property.

According to Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson, he and eight deputies 
surprised one person in a house, be­
lieved to be used for drug trafficking 
activities, when they rushed the house 
and kicked down the door. 

Apparently, the person in t:he 
house jumped through a back wm­
dow and escaped into the woods 
behind the building. A search of the 
surrounding area yielded no suspects. 

A medicine bottle of Valium and 
20 young marijuana plants were 
confiscated in the raid. The plants 

were later destroyed. 
"I think that they (the drug traf­

fickers) went out to pickup a load (of 
drugs) before the raid," said Th­
ompson. "They'reluckypeople. This 
raid wasn't as fruitful as I expected.'' 

Despite the disappointment, two 
apparentcustomersofthedrughouse 
were arrested during the raid, and a 
vehicle was impounded. Further 
investigation continues in the case. 

In other reports, Thompson said 
that over 25 arrests were made dur­
ing the weekend, the busiest week· 
end for arrests since the first of the 
year. Thompson also noted that a 3/ 
4 ton truck was confiscated, follow­
ing a l:>urglary attempt at Little Paint 
Creek, on Saturday night.

mately passed by both houses bear 
the mark of progressive thinking. The 
fate of some was disappointing, but 
now their sponsors can regroup and 
use the next two years to plan a more 
effective strategy. 

By far the source of greatest hope 
is the education reform bill. While 
we're not as convinced as some that 
its provisionsrepresenta cure-all, the 
bill does indicate that the state is 
willing to take a giant step forward in 
addressing educational ills. 

The next step is up to the people. 
Do we care enough to carry out the 
reform? 

To make the reform a reality will 
require a big dose of generosity on 
the part of the thousands of politi­
cians who now run the public schools, 
a willingness to cede a bit of power 

befriended. So, it was nothing to 
worry about. 

I wasnervousatourfirstmeeting, 
then I recognized Jeanne as someone 
I had sung with in the community 
choir And yet, we had not spoken to 
each other (She was a soprano and I 
an alto; we sa ton opposite sides of the 
room).

academic goals. Bonuses will be 
awarded to schools which demon­
strate real improvement and provi­
sions are also built into the bill which 
could mandate the dosing of schools 
which fail to perform up to accept­
able levels of excellence. 

The bill contains tough language, 
tough fiscal measures and tough 
performance schedules. No matter 
how tough the plan rna y appear to be, 
it is nowhere near as tough as grow­
ing up without an adequate educa­
tion or as tough as not having the 
preparation to effectively compete in 
the job market. 

We've had to be tough during this 
session in order to make things better 
and more fair for our children and 
our children's children. 

I said Thursday that one day, I 
hope to visi l the floor of the Kentucky 
House of Representatives and see 
those scats occupied by men and 
women who grew up with the ad­
vantages provided by passageofthis 
bill in 1990. I hope and pray tha~ on 
that day, each of those house mem­
bers can claim that our actions truly 
made a differencej that the 1990 
Education Reform Bill proved to be 
thefoundation of greater opportuni­
ties and an improved quality of life 
for each one of them and a11 of their 
peers. 

House Bill 929 also passed the 
senatewithonlya few revisions which 
the bouse accepted. This measure 
provides for a$600millionroad bond 

issue. The projects which will be 
funded under this bill will go a long 
way toward enhancing the economic 
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for thegoodoftheschools.ltwillalso 
require teachers and school admi nis­
trators to be willing to retrain, to 
experiment, to have an open mind 
and to give change a chance. 

And most important, it will re­
quire all citizens to become involved 
in education reform, to willingly put 
our money where our mouth is, and 
to realize that we cannot put the total 
responsibility of socializing, civiliz­
ing and educating our children on 
our schools. 

Every Kentuckian has a stake in 
the success of education reform, 
whether young or old, whether par­
ent or childless, whetherrich or poor. 
All of us will profit in the long run by 
improving the quality of our educa­
tional system.

Kentucky. Many of the new rural 
highways targeted for construction 
under the bill will effectively link areas 
which have been isolated from major 
interstates and transportation corri­
dors essential to many businesses and 
industries. 

The senate version of the bill in­
cludes a provision that prohibits any 
changes in the six-year road plan for 
projects scheduled for the next two 
years. By making this requirement, 
those projects specified for construc­
tion or other action in the road plan 
will be implemented without being 
endangered by any cabinet, execu­
tive or legislative changes.

Patton seeks Stumbo's state House seat

Ed Patton knows he's got a battle 
on his hands, trying to unseatincum­
bent95th Districtlegjsla tor and House 
Majority Leader Greg Stumbo in the 
upcoming May 29 Democratic pri­
mary. 

Despite the perceived difficulties, 
Patton believes a win is possible if he 
can get his grassroots, anti-school 
board, anti-special interest platform 
across to Floyd voters. 

"I'm running because I don't feel 
the county is making the progress it 
should be," said Patton, 47, a lifetime 
McDowell resident who graduated 
from Eastem Kentucky University 
with a degree in education. After 
teaching in the county school system 
for five years following graduation, 
Patton said he started a career in fi­
nance and banking. 

dates who opposed existing board 
members. 

The suit is pending in federal court 
in Pikeville and is scheduled to come 
to trial this summer. This experience 
with the school system, he said, has 
compelled him to declare himself an 
anti-school board candidate. 

In an interview Tuesday, Patton 
noted three key concerns facing 
county residents: economic develop­
ment, access to safe water, and roads. 

"If an industry came into our area 
now, what could we show them for 
an industrial site?" asked Patton. 
'What we need is to inventory old 
strip mine sites in the county, and 
develop some of them into industrial 
sites. 

"More important is the need for 
safe water around the county," he 
continued. "We need water lines 
linked throughoutthecounty, bring­
ing safe water to the public. People 
have the right to drinkable, safe wa­
ter." 

Patton reserved special concern 
for the county road system and the 
proposed state project to build a 
Garrett-McDowell connector. 

''I'm as tired as everyone with 
dodging potholes, particularly on KY 
122and US23,"notedPatton. ''We're 
not getting the service we should be 
for our tax dollan;. 1 also think the 
Minnie to Garrett road is a waste of 
money. I think the people in Left 
Beaver are against it and I think it'll 
be bad for business in Martin and 
Wheelwright. People want work to 
be done on KY 122, adding passing 
lanes and making it safer around the 
new high schoof (Left Beaver high 
school). I don't know anyone for this 
(Garrett-McDowell) project, except 
for property owners and Greg 
Stumbo." 

Patton strongly believes that pub­
lic officials, including state represen­
tatives, need to return to a philoso­
phy of public service expressed by 
early leaders of the United States, 
setting higher ethica 1 standards while 
addressing the needs of the people 
theyreprP.sent. 

''1 see this position I'm running for 
should be more of a volunteer posi­
tion, to work for people in the dis­
trict," said Patton. "If the public per­
ceives that a representative is being 
handled by special interest groups, 
something's wrong. This 'Greed' Bill 
(a bill introduced in the 1990 legisla­
tive session to provide a pension to 
retired legislators) is also wrong. 
Stumbo voted to increase this pen­
sion plan. I'm against it and plan to 
work as a legislator to stop it." 

Patton says he is currently work­
ing to raise funds to develop a televi­
sion advertising campaign and has 
been campaigning door to door, 
trying to raise support for the May 
election. 

"1be way I'll win is by going out 
and talking to the good, common, 
everyday people out there," said 
Patton. "They're the ones who a.re 
going to choose." ·

"We needed someone to do the 
job" is Jim Sparks' simple response to 
thequestionofwhy he hired a per5on 
who is mentally handicapped. 

Sparks, who manages Lee's Fa­
mous Recipe Fried Chicken in 
Prestonsburg, was among the first 
area employers to participate in Proj­
ectTIME,a program to place persons 
with mental illnesses or retardahon 
in regular jobs. 

Since December, "Bobby'' ha-; been 
one of Sparks' best workers. The 
young man's mild retardation has 
not kept him from learning a job and 
taking on the responsibility of a busy 
workplace. 

Always on the job when he's sup­
posed to be, Bobbytakescareofmuch 
of the restaurant's maintl!nance 
chores. He explains that he washe& 
the walls, cleans the parking lot and 
tends to theoutsidegreenery. He has 
also helped out, on occasion, In the 
kitchen. 

The job is not the only difference 
in Bobby's life. Through the Moun­
tain Comprehensive Care program, 
Bobby is teaming how to live on his 
own. "Our people have been teach­
ing him to handle his money, cook 
and clean for himself - to be self-

sufficient," says program coordina­
tor Tony Bentley, who has placed 13 
mentally handicapped persons in jobs 
in the five-<..ounty area. 

"I appreciate people like Jim 
(Sparks)," says Bentley, who has 
designated the restaurant manager 
as the program's Employer of the 
Month. "He makes things happen. 
l-Ie has given Bobby the opportunity 
to prove himself." 

"Bobby gets no special treatment/' 
says Sparks, "and heappreciates that. 
He's grown a lot since he's been here. 
He's fearned a lot about dealing with 
life." 

"I enjoyeverybitofit," says Bobby, 
who lives on his own within walking 
distance of his job. "I do whatever 
they tell me to do. I have better bosses 
than anybody ever had!" 

Bobby's confidence received an 
extra boost when he was able to get 
new glasses, new hearing aids and a 
new set of teeth. He smiles almost 
constantly to show off his straight, 
solid teeth-and out of obvious joy.

One of the greatest downfalls of 
many grass lures, especially those 
alongthelinesofthetraditional "rat'', 
is that, because of the designs which 
make them weed less, it is quite diffi-
cult to hook a fish with them. Fortu-
nate! y, tackle companies are com pen-
sating for this propensity a ndare now 
producing weed less grass baits which 
offer a hlgh strike to hooked fish ra-
tio. STRIKE KING'S GRASS FROG 
and BAGLEY'S GRASS RAT are 
Fttime examples of improved grass 
ures. 

BURKE LURE'S new SPRlNG 
FROG is a tiny 1/8 ounce frog imita-
tiqndesigned for use with light tackle. 
A single, upturned hook cradles the 
frog's crotch' and is quite weedless. 
Most weed-bedbaitsarerather large, 
but Burke's Spring Frog is unique in 
that it is small enough to be used by 
light tackle enthusiasts. Personally, I 
have had trouble sticking bass which 
strike this lure, but toying around 
bass-filled weedbeds with an ultra 
light rod is exciting enough to make 
up for the occasional missed strike. 

SNAG PROOF INC., maker of the 
well known Snag Proof Frog, has 
introduced two grass baits this year. 
The MOSS MASTER BUZZBAlT 
features a soft, collapsible body (much 
like their fro~ which is fitted with a 
triple·blade zzer. With a fast re-
trieve, this bait sprays water like a 
typical buzzbait, yet it floats at rest, 
providing anglers the opportunity to 
pause the bait over holes in the grass, 
something not possible with a tradi-
tiona! buzzbait. 

MANN'SBAITCOMP ANY intro-
duced a new plastic worm called 
(unimaginatively enough) THE 
TOPWATER WORM. 1 really like 
this bait because unlike traditional 
pencil-thin floating worms, this one 
is a hefty, snaky-looking thlng which 
seems much larger than its seven-
inch length. Designed by noted lure 
designer, Jack Davis, the Topwater 
Worm features a body shaped like 
boat hull which keehs the lure riding 
hook-up through t e slop. A giant 
egg sack provides ample space for 
the insertion of rat ties, and a reversed 
foot on the worm's tail enhances the 
bait's swimming action. 

I believe this lure will be not only 
a wonderful top water grass Jure, but 
a phenomenal big bass worm as well. 
Rigged Carolina-style so thatit tloats 
over a one ounce sinker, it should be 
a deadly structure lure. Too, its large 
size makes it ideal for flipping and 
night fishing.

Viceroy Butterfly 
Soars To New Heights 

The viceroy butterfly (Limenitis 
archippus) has been designated 
Kentucky's state butterfly by the 
General Assembly. 

Mimicking the orange and black 
coloration of the monarch butterfly 
has helped the smaller viceroy but­
terfly survive It seemf; predators find 
monarchs distasteful {bitter) to the 
palate, and birds that don't want to 
repeat this unpleasant experience 
usually refuse a viceroy meal as well. 

Butterfly enthusiasts can distin­
guish the viceroy by a black line 
running across the lower wings. 
White spots also appear in the black 
outer edges of wings. 

V1ceroy butterflies can be found 
statewide, especially near river beds, 
wet meadows, marshes, drainage and 
irrigation ditches and around wil­
low, poplar or aspen trees.

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Driver's tests sometimes test the testers

sometimes wonder why they don't 
qualify for Kentucky State Police 
hazardous duty status. 

Sammons of Prestonsburg has 
been driver's license examiner since 
1964, and Lee of Martin, since 1980. 
The two - perhaps the gutsiest 
women in Floyd County - admini­
ster road tests for persons applying 
for a motor vehicle operator's license, 
most everyone's ticket to ride. 

The two are responsible for test­
ing applicants in Floyd and johnson 
counties.

Sammons explained that most 
applicants are so nervous during the 
testing process that she' sneversure if 
the car is going to go forward or back­
ward.

'5' for sideways," she laughed. "I've 
had whiplash on more than one occa­
sion. I remember once starting a test 
and I fully expected to go forward, 
but mstead we shot backward into a 
telephone pole. 

"You get used to those knocks and 
bangs after a while," she said. 

Sometimes when Sammons closes 
her eyes at night after "one of those 
days," she admits thinking about 
what might have been. 

"I think about that fence post that 
was beside the window right next to 
my eye," she said. '1 realize that it 
could have punctured my eye. Or I 
think about crawling out of the 
driver's side door because mine is 
jammed or against the ground." 

It's not every time, of course, that 
someone being tested is at fault in an 
acctdent. "An examiner downstate 
not very long ago was injured when 
another motorist ran a red light," 
Sammons reported. 

A lot of strange vehicles have been 
used for driver's tests, such as a jeep 
withnorollbarsanda ''bigfoot'' truck.

basin typesetting. Hunters came into 
our area early in American settle­
ment. Some made friends with the 
Indians and may have enjoyed mas­
querading as members of the tribes. 
Sign language would have made it 
possible to communicate until the 
hunters mastered the Indian lan­
guages. 

From our Indian ancestors we have 
been given many things that have 
been accepted into mountain tradi­
tion. Dried beans- shucky beans or 
leather breeches - came from the 
Indians, who called them A-Ni-Ka­
YI..Sv-Hi-Tsu-Ya. Other gifts from the 
Indians to our generations are hom­
iny corn drink (Gv-No-He-Nv), 
mushrooms (Slick-Co-Downs, Co-Ni­
Lo-Que), and corn bread. 

Among Indian dishes that did not 

unty 
Kettle 

stick in our culture are yellowjacket 
soup (5-Ka-V 00-Ca-Ma) and a rec­
ipe for frogs (Wi-Lo-Si). This recipe 
says to catch toads, twist off their 
heads, pullingofftheskin while hold­
ing the critter under running water to 
keep the meat from becoming bitter. 
Parboil~ then cook as any other meat. 

Besides food, the Indians gave us 
furs, pottery making. basket weav­
ing, wovenmaterialsandgardenim­
plements. An early hoe was made 
from the face bone of a deer attached 
to a piece of wood for a handle. Found 
in our area have been stone imple­
ments for farming that date back, it is 
believed, to the ice age. 

I have found shards, pieces of bro­
ken pottery, that had feathers in them. 
Theycrumbleeasily, but the feathers 
inside are quite distinct. An arrow 
head, which a grandchild removed 
from the premises, had the earmarks 

of that period. Many other old items 
have been lost, due to the fact that we 
did not recognize them as part of our 
history. 

An official map of Virginia 1796 
does not show Beaver Creek, which 
was named for the many numbers of 
that animal that Jived here. The many 
dams and unfriendly human resi­
dents may have discouraged the en­
trance of map makers. 

George Washington, himself, may 
have been assigned to survey this 
area as the Big Sandy River was part 
of his assignment. A local genealogist 
has information concerning his line­
age, and Washington dates back in 
thejamesMarlin family of that time. 

The river and streams either had 
no names or Indian names at that 
time. A trek from the james River to 
the Ohio, with an I ndianguide, would

One of the most significant trends 

of the late '80s and early "90s is actu­
ally something of an anti-trend; The 
renewed emphasis on tradition, 
family and home. 

Hand in hand with this return to 
traditional values is a renewed inter­
est in religion among people under 
40. As the Baby Boom generation 
produces its own Baby Boomlet, 
meml>ers of this generation are re­
turning to the religions in which they 
were raised, hoping to instill in their 
ownchildrenanappreciation for their 
heritage. 

For Jewtsh families, the celebra­
tion of Passover, or Pesar h (its He­
brew name) is an opportunity to in­
struct children in some of the history 
and rituals of the jewish faith. 

This year, Pa ssovcr begins on April 
10. The holiday lasts for eight days, 
and commemorates the jewish Exo­
dus from slavery in Egypt 

Food plays a very important part 
in this holiday In fact, another name 
for Passover is Hag Hamtwt, which 
means the festival of unleavened 
bread. Unleavened bread (matzah) is 
eaten during ra~sover, because thb 
is what the Jew$ took wtth them on 
their flight from Egypt. (They were in 
too much of a hurry to wail for the 
bread to rise). 

FoodseatenduringPassovermust 
be "kosher for Passover,'' which 
means that they must contain abso­
lute! y no leaven. Leaven is defined as 
anything made with yeast or any· 
thing that could easily ferment, such 
as flour. 

The main event of Passover is the 
Seder, which is both a rehgiou!i scrv-

ice and a feast. The Seder is held at 
home, rather than in a synagogue, 
and is led by the head of the nouse­
hold, with the other fami1y members 
also taking part. It takes place on the 
first, and sometimes also on the sec­
ond, night of Passover. 

The Seder proceeds m a certain 
order, which is defined by a book 
called the Haggadah. During the 
ceremony, historical narrativeis read, 
hymns are sung, questions are asked 
and answered, and symbolic foods 
are eaten. The symbolic meanings of 
these special foods are explained in 
the Haggadah. 

Besides matzah, these foods are: 
karpas, a green vegetable such as 
parsley or celery, which is dipped in 
salt, water or vinegar; maror, a bitter 
herb, often horseradish; roasted egg; 
meat bone(ora poultryneckorwing); 
and haroset,a sweet mixture, often of 
grated apples, ground walnut~ and 
red wine. 

Besides these foods, there h> no 
pre~cribed menu for the Seder meal, 
as long as all the foods served are 
kosher for Passover. Menus vary, 
depending on the family's ethnic 
background and to which they be­
tong (Reform, Orthodox, Sephardic, 
etc.} For those who do not have a 
collection of family recipes, the ones 
that iollow will be a good starling 
point in building a group o~ cher­
ished recipes to pat;s on tochtldren, 
grandchildren and other family 
members. 

Parents who 1Vtsh to deepen their 
chtldrcn' s ttndc.:r<,ta ndingofPassovcr 
and the other Jewish traditions will 
find some valu.1ble ideas in The 

Complete Family Guide to Jewi~h 
Holidays (Adama Books), by Dalia 
Hardof Renberg.
