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Building closing fails 
to stem school rash

A month-long rash outbreak con­
tinued this week among McDowell 
Elementary School students, despite 
the closing of the junior high building 
and the movement of sixth, seventh 
and eighth grade students to tempo­
rary classrooms in McDowell High 
School. 

There were 29 reported cases of 
the rash Monday and about 15 on 
Tuesday, reported! y from all ele­
m~ntary grades except kindergarten, 
satd elementary school Principal 
Frank Pack. 

As in past weeks, the children 
apparently experienced a red, itchy 
rash, which faded quickly once the 
children were removed from their 
classrooms. 

School and state health officials 
remained mystified as to the cause of 
the outbreak, which has seriously 
disrupted classes and forced closing 
of the McDowell schools for six days 
in the past four weeks. 

''We had hoped that the closure of 
the junior high building would solve 

the problem," said br. Andrew 
Pelletier of the state Epidemic Intelli­
gence Service. "Unfortunately, it 
appears the problem hasn't been 
solved. This is extremely frustrating 
for everyone. Investigations don't 
usually progress this way. We nor­
mally find the cause of a problem." 

Pelletier noted that no causes for 
the rash have been pinpointed, de­
spite weeks of cleaning and the test­
ing of air, water, and paper in the 
school. The rash continues to affect 
all elementary grades, except for 
kindergarten. The decreased number 
of reported cases on Tuesday, how­
ever, did provide a ray of hope in the 
strange and aggravating situation. 

"It's better than yesterday," said 
Pack Tuesday, after noting the previ­
ous afternoon that the outbreak con­
tinued to "totally destroy the educa­
tion process" at the school. "Students 
are getting used to the new class ar­
rangement and only three or four 
children went home today." 

Pack said that junior high students 
were adjusting to the temporary class-

Miner dies 
in roof fall 

A Prestonsburg coal miner was 
killed Tuesday morning at the Crys­
tal Star Mine above McDowell, near 
Price, when an unsupported section 
of roof collapsed on him. 

The accident reportedly occurred 
at 8:20 a.m. at the Ernco Mine #2 
(Crystal Star) in Harry Moore Hol­
low. Richard Watts, district supervi­
sor of the state Department of Mines 
and Minerals, estimated that the roof 
fall occurred about 350 feet under­
ground, when a large section of un­
supported roof collapsed on Burt 
Conl~y, 48, of Town Branch Road, 
killing him instantly. 

According to the Floyd County 
Coroner's Office, Conley was work­
ing as a machine helper inclose prox­
imity to machine operator Ralph 
Brown of Teaberry, when the col­
lapseoccurred. Brown escaped with­
out injury in the accident. 

Members of the Left Beaver Res­
cue Squad and inspectors with the 
Department of Mines and Minerals 
responded to the accident. Hydraulic 
jacks were used to move the fallen 
rock and recover the miner's body. 
The mine site was sealed to all but 
rescue workers and members of 
Conley's family following the inci­
dent.

Education refortn tnandates changes

"Cleansing" is the word State Sen. 

Joe Wright used last week in refer­
ence to the changes in school govern· 
ance that will take place with 
Kentucky's new Education Reform 
Act. 

Speaking at a press briefing on the 
Act in Frankfort, Wright said the Task 
Force on Education Reform "tried to 
examine the extent of politics in 
schools" and attempted "to remove 
the politics and nepotism." 

As early as this summer, there­
form will begin to take place and will 
range from Frankfort to the farthest 
school system in the state. Affected 
by the changes in how Kentucky 
schools are run will be everyone from 
the elected Superintendent of Public 
Instruction to board members in each 
school district to personnel at indi­
vidual schools. 

Sweeping changes are in store at 
the state level under a reorganization 
of the Department of Education; at 
the district level, under a reining in of 
school board powers,andattheschool 
level, under a new system of manage­
ment in which principals will share 
decision making with teachers and 
parents. 

First, let's look at the Education 
Reform Act as it affects school gov­
ernance at the state level. 

At the top is the newly configured 
State Board for Elementary and Sec-

ondary Education. Members of this 
11-mem ber board will be appoint¢ 
by the governor and confirmed by 
thestateHouseand Senate. The board 
will include a representative of each 
of the state's seven Supreme Court 
districts and four at-large members. 

The board's job will be to adopt 
policies for governing the state De­
partmentofEducationand to hire the 
Commissioner of Education, a new 
position. 

The Commissioner will be the top 
honcho- the education guru. He­
or she-will im plementeducational 
policies and direct all persons in the 
Department of Education. 

Wheels arealread y turning for the 
national search for the first Commis­
sioner, who is to take office Jan. 1, 
1991. An Education' Management 
Selection Commission, made up of 
persons appointed by the governor 
and legislative leaders, is to conduct 
the search for the Commissioner. 

Interestingly, the Act requires that 
the vote on the new Commissioner be 
unanimous. 

David Hornbeck, a former Mary­
land education manager who served 
asconsultantto the task force, is being 
mentioned as a possible candidate. 

So, where does that leave the 
Supcri ntendentof Public Instruction, 
the office presently held by Dr. John 
Brock? The answer has to be: Out in 
the cold. 

The reform act strips the elected 

Superintendent's duties on Dec.31 of 
this year and reduces his salary to 
$3,000 annually - hardly worth 
mounting a campaign for. 

At the top, this is probably the 
most striking example of the attempt 
to depoliticize the school structure. 
The assumption is that an appointed 
Commissioner will be similar to a 
chiefexecutiveofficerof the business 
of education, whocanconcentrateon 
the job of running the department, 
rather than running for office.

Repeated calls to the Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department and the Ken­
tucky State Police have not signifi­
cantlyreduced the problem, residents 
say. 

"When Henry Hale was Sheriff, 

he literally cussed me out when I 
reported the problem," said Hall. 
"Before the last election, (Sheriff Paul 
Hunt) Thompson was told about the 
situation and he promised he'd do 
something, but nothing's been done 
about it yet." 

"The State Police are aware of a 
problem," said Green. "There's a 
constant stream of cars up here, with 
yelling and screaming, open alcohol, 
and disturbances. The problem is 
giving our neighborhood a bad name. 

KSPSgt. Prater said he was aware 
of reported problems in the neigh­
borhood, but noted that troopers 
couldonlyrespond to reported prob­
lems as they occur. 

"We haven't been receiving that 
many calls from the David area, 
maybeoneor two a week," said Prater. 
"If they call with a complaint, we'll 

send a trooper. They need to call us 
when things are actually happening. 
Troopers respond on an as-needed 
basis, and sometimes a trooper may 
befollowinguponanothercomplaint 
when a call comes in. He has to wrap 
up one before he can respond to 
another," Prater concluded. 

Sheriff Thompson was reluctant 
to discuss the David situation. 

"I have no comment except this," 
said Thompson. "I've been in office 
three and a half months and things 
take time to accomplish. To the best 
of my knowledge, I wasn't asked to 
thispastmeetinginDavid.Oneofmy 

deputies did attend a meeting in 
David two months ago." 

While state police have tentative! y 
agreed to increase patrols in the area, 
neither Prater nor Thompson would 
discuss the existence of any ongoing 
investigations into drug trafficking 
problems which might exist in the 
David area.

Two vacant structures 
up in flames this week

Atwo-storydwellingonStamper's 
Branch, owned by Randy Hall, was 
totally destroyed by fire early Sun­
day morning and the flames dam­
aged a neighboring house, as well. 

The Hall structure was unoccu­
pied, but the home of Terry Hill across 
the road was not and the flames 
jumped over, melting the tar on the 
roof, according to Assistant Fire Chief 
Mack Stewart. 

Fifteen members of the Wayland 
Fire Department fought to save the 
Hill residence and other surrounding 
structures but were unable to do 
anything for the Hall place. Although 
the response time was about five 
minutes for the department and there 
was no trouble with a water source, 
the home was completely engulfed 
when they arrived, Stewart noted, 
and there was no chance of it surviv-

ing the blaze. 
The fire is still under investiga­

tion. 

The efforts of the David Fire De­
partment were in vain Tuesday as 
another vacant building was de­
stroyed by fire. The old Howard Hill 
Store at the intersection of 404 and 
850 at Goodloe was fully involved 
upon the department's arrival around 
3 a.m, according to Fire Chief Jackie 
Howard. 

Howard noted that little could be 
done to put out the blaze and the 
firefighters successfully concentrated 
on protecting the neighboring struc­
tures. 

The store owned by Jenny Hill 
had been vacant for several years, 
and the fire is being investigated for 
possible arson by the Kentucky State 
Police, Howard stated.

If your water's bad, and you can't 
cook your beans in it, tell them about 
it. If the water smells like rotten eggs, 
let them know. This is the informa­
tion we need to have." 

Following the survey and random 
well testing, a determination will be 
made as to the cause of water con­
tamination in the area. If pre-1977 
mining is found to be the culprit, the 
state Division of Abandoned Lands 
will apply for funding from the fed­
eral AML fund in January 1991. If 
successful, work to run a waterline 
connection to the mining-affected 
areas could begin next summer. 

Floyd County Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo, who co-chaired the 
public meeting, noted that a key fac­
tor in the plan to bring municipal 
watertosouthernmostFloyd was the 
planned expansion of the Beaver 
Elkhorn water plant in Allen. 

Stumbo said that an increase in 
pumping capacity at the plant was 
required in order to pump the water 
as far as Melvin and Weeksbury. He

Housing Authority 
to receive funds 

Ginger Van Ness, acting rna nager 
of the Louisville office of the US 
Department of Housing and Urban 
Development (HUD), recently an­
nounced that the Housing Authority 
of Floyd County will receive$172,917 
to assist its operations this fisc a I year. 

The federal funds will be used by 
the Housing Authority to help cover 
the difference between projected 
expensetooperatethe 107 apartments 
it manages and the rental income 
received from the families residingin 
the apartments. 

The Floyd County Housing Au­
thority is a local agency formed un­
derstate Ia w to serve the low-income 
needs of Floyd County. The Housing 
Authority is assisted by HUD. 

An impetus tor this move may 
have been thesituationofSupt.Brock, 
who had scarcely taken office before 
announcing his intention to run for 
the US Senate. 

An equally startling move by the 
task force was the provision that all 
employees of the State Department 
of Education will lose their jobs as of 
June 30, 1991- a move that has re­
ceived applause in some camps and 
threats of lawsuits in others. 

Theoretically, the new Commis­
sioner will be able to structure a new 
management staff of his own choos­
in& literally from scratch. The new 
staff would not be tied to the old 
tradition of education management, 
which legislators contend is not 
working. 

Realistically, many present Edu­
cation Department employees will 
probably be rehired in the interest of 
effecting a smooth transition. 

The new team will take over on 
July 1, 19~1, reorganized under the 
auspices of the Commissioner who 
will have had six months to come up 
with an organizational plan.

The sprrit of the reform act ap­
pears to mandate more of a service 
role for the new department and less 
of a regulatory one. 

Its broad purposes will be to assist 
schools in curriculum design, admini­
strationand finance; tomonitorschool 
management, and to carry out re­
search and planning. 

The Act requires the department 
to set up regional service centers to 
aid school districts in developing their 
professional staffs. This includes 
training programs for principals and 
superintendents whose roles will 
change considerably. Employment of 
the local managers willbecontingent 
on their completing the training. 

The Act also mandates the crea­
tion of an Education Professional 
Standards Board todetermineteacher 
certification regulations. The Act also 

opens the door for certification of 
persons who have the skills but lack a 
teaching degree. 

A final component of the Act in 
regard to state governance is the 
removal from the Department of 
Education of adult and technical 
education programs. 

The current Board for Adult, Vo­
cational Education and Vocational 
Rehabilitation will be transferred to a 
new sta tc-levcl Cabinet for Workforce 
Development. The thinking behind 
this component - and it appears 
reasonable- is that these areas are 
tied directly to theavailabilityofjobs 
and a trained workforce in the state.

At press time, the House of Repre­
sentatives had overridden six of 21 
bills the governor vetoed during the 
10-da y legislative recess. On this, the 
final day of the 1990 session, we will 
be considering action on vetoes over­
ridden by tne Senate before returning 
to our homes. 

Most of you are aware of many of 
the measures we enacted this year. 
The Education Reform Bill with its 
ambitious revenue-generating plan, 
the Certificate-of-Need or "Hum ana" 
Bill as it was nicknamed, the $600 
million Road Bond Bill and the Mari­
tal Rape Bill were among the most 
highly publicized -and successfully 
enacted - bills we debated during 
this session. 

On Thursday, the first of two days 
set aside for consideration of vetoes 
and wrap-up of remaining legislative 
business, we bade farewell to one of 
our most distinguished and respected 
colleagues who has chosen to retire 
from his seat in 'the General Assem­
bly. Rep. Bobby Richardson, the 
Gentleman frorn Barren, was hon­
ored for 18 years of devoted service to 
his constituents, theCommonwealth 
and to this body of lawmakers. 

In his swan song address, Rep. 
Richardson reminded us all of the 
historic journey the legislature has 
made from its once-subservient role 

TROUBLING MOVE BY TV A 
COULD TRIGGER URANIUM 
PURCHASES FROM SOVIETS 
I have always workedingoodfaith 

with the Tennessee Valley Authority. 
But I have to report that I am deeply 
concerned about a recent TV A action 
-an action showing apparentdisre­
gard for the future of our nation's 
vital uranium-enrichment enterprise. 

The TV A has made a thinly dis­
guised offer to tum to the Soviet Union 
as a possible supplier of enriched 
uranium to fuel its nuclear reactors. 

This very troubling move could be 
made only at the expense of the TV A's 
traditional supplier, the struggling 
uranium-enrichmententerpriseofthe 
US Department of Energy. 

Our uranium-enrichment enter­
prise is crucial to the national secu­
rity as well as to the energy security 
of this nation. It also is very impor­
tant to the economy of this region, 
with plants employing thousands of 
workers in Paducah and Portsmouth, 
Ohio, near Ashland. 

The TVA already has contributed 
to the problems of the DOE enter­
prise through heavy "demand 
charges" for electric power sold to 
DOE under outmoded contracts 
negotiated in the late 1960sand early 
1970s. 

Now the TV A may be abandoning 
its sister agency, the DOE, in time of 
trouble. It is jumping ship on the DOE 
enterprise and fishing for Russian 
enriched uranium. 

Earlier thi s year, the TV A sent out 
a bid request for enriched uranium 
from forcign suppliers and urantum 
brokers. These brokers are in the 
busincssofbuyingdumped material 
and co-mingling supplies of enriched 
uranium. 

The Soviet enrichment cntcrpric;e 
has lost mi!ttary and other locall us­
tomcrs as a result of Chcrnobyl and 
arms negotiations and now is look­
ing to dump production outside the 

as a sort of puppet of the executive 
branch to its current role as an equal 
member of state government. He 
reminded us of the enormous respon­
sibility that comes with wielding 
authority of any kind. He urged us 
never to forget that we serve at the 
pleasure of the voters and it is those 
voters to whom we owe our personal 
best as their voices in Frankfort. 

Our friend, Rep. Richardson, pro­
vided us and all who observed the 
activities of the Kentucky General 
Assembly during his tenure, with 
some of the mostdaringandsubstan­
tial remarks ever uttered on the House 
floor. 

He challenged us to question all 
sidesofanissue, toalwayschoosethe 
greater good and not to accept mere! y 
the lesser evil when making deci­
sions that affect the people of Ken­
tucky. 

He provided a model of brilliant 
statesmanship, prudent thought, 
cooperative spirit and, at times, rene­
gade tactics. But, regardless of his 
methods or our reactions to them, he 
had at the heart the best interests of 
his constituents and the best interests 
of the state he so proud! y calls home. 
It was more than fitting that the final 
hours of the 1990 session included 
the opportunity for members of the 
House to pay their respects to one of 

USSR. By the very nature of the world 
market, this is the low-priced supply 
that the TV A would be tapping into 
at the expense of the DOE. 

Since becoming chairman of the 
Energy Research and Development 
Subcommittee of our Senate Com­
mittee on Energy and Natural Re­
sources in 1987, I have worked to 
save the DOE enterprise from inter­
nal and external problems. One of my 
first jobs was to deal with TVA's 
demand charges, which were bank­
rupting the DOE program. 

From 1985 to 1990, the DOE's 
enrichment enterprise has paid TV A 
almost$2.5billionfor power that DOE 
never received. These charges have 
siphoned off funds that could have 
been used to develop the next gen­
eration of enrichment technology, 

the finest among us. 
In a session fraught with tension 

and controversy, we each felt that 
even the mostdifficultsituationshad 
been well worth the effort in the final 
analysis. We were reminded that now 
is the time to accept the many chal­
lenges before us as a Commonwealth 
and to work together - from the 
Governor's Office to the working class 
taxpayer - to shape the future of 
Kentucky according to the mold we 
cast during this session. 

I wish to extend toeachofyoumy 
personal thanks for the many words 
of encouragement and the many 
gestures of support I received during 
the legislative session. It is my hope 
that the decisions I made on your 
behalf fairly reflect the consensus of 
my district on the many issues we 
considered. Your advice, the time you 
spared to contact me by phone and by 
letter, the many personal visits paid 
to me and the prayers sent up on my 
behalf are gratefully acknowledged 
and appreciated more than I canaptly 
express here. 

It has been my honor, pleasure 
and privilege to serve as your repre­
sentative in a session of such historic 
proportions. I look forward to return­
ing home and to your ongoing sup­
port.

I intend to keep pressing to put 
our enrichment enterprise on a solid 
foundation so that we are not getting 
fuel for our nuclear reactors and 
nuclear submarines from foreign 
sources. Right now, the TV A is part of 
the problem .I wish it could be part of 
the solution.

Sotne AFDC recipients eligible for aid 
Former Aid to Families with De­

pendentChildren (AFOC) recipients 
whose benefits are discontinued due 
to work-related income now may 
obtain temporary child day-care 
support under Kentucky's welfare 
reform plan. 

The statewide Transitional Child 
Care Assistance Program, which 
became effective April 1, is a joint 
effort of the state departments for 
Social Insurance and Social Services. 

Under the program, anyone who 
hasbeenanAFOCrecipientforthree 
of the past six months and whose 
benefits were terminated due to in­
creased earnings is eligible for child 
care financial aid. 

'The expense of child care is sig­
nificant," said Social Insurance 
Commissioner Mike Robinson. "By 
providing temporary assistance, the 
former .AFDC recipient won't be so 
overwhelmed with a sudden finan­
cial responsibility that may not have 
been present before employment." 

Social Services Commissioner 
Larry Michalczyk added, "As the 
program title states, it aids recipients 
during the transitional period be­
tweenreceiving AFOC assistance and 
earning enough income to become 
self-sufficient. 

"Child care is a tremendous ex­
pense to parents trying tore-enter the 
workforce and this new program 
should give the needed support to 
remain employed," said Michalczyk. 

The program is funded by both 
federal and state monies. Program 
recipients are required to contribute 
toward the child care expense accord­
ing to a sliding-fee scale. Also, par­
ticipants can receive assistance for 
only 12 consecutive months. 

Robinson said there are no firm 
numbers on people who may benefit 
from the program change. 

"Currently, between 90 and 100 
Kentuckians' AFOC benefits are ter­
minated each month due to an in­
crease in earned income," he said. 

"Not everyone leaving che AFDC 
program will need child care aid. 
However, some people may have

been long term AFDC reci pi en ts and 
the sudden loss of that assistance may 
be monumental. 

"This simply gives a person time 
to take full responsibility for their 
finances before completely shutting 
them off from any kind of financial 
aid. 

"For some people the transitional 
child care will mean the difference 
between maintaining financial inde­
pendence and falling back into the 
welfare trap," he said. 

Those leaving the AFOC assistance 
program will have to request child 
care assigtance; persons will not be 
automatically enrolled. However, as 
people leave the AFOC rolls they will 
be notified of the program's existence. 

Current AFDC recipients who 
desire more information regarding 
transitional child care services or a 
list of child care providers should 
contact the office of the Department 
of Social Services in their home coun­
ties.

Nearly 63 percent of all the Cen­
sus forms delivered to Floyd County 
havebeenreturned,accordingtoNick 
Raybourn, Ashland District Office 
manager. 

The county is running a slightly 
greater rate of return than some sur­
rounding counties, Raybourn com­
mented, noting that it was difficult to 
tell the total number of returns at this 
point since they are continually 
coming in. 

As of Monday, March 26, both 
hand delivery of more than 183,000 
questionnaires and mail out delivery 
of more than 14,000 questionnaires 
was completed in the region, Ray­
bourn said. 

Respondents were asked to fill out 
and mail back their questionnaires by 
April1, "Census Day." Anyone who 
didnotrcceiveaquestionnaireshould 
call 1-800-999-1990 and one will be 
delivered. 

Every household in the county 
should haverecentlyrcceiveda "Mail 
Reminder Card" with the toll free 
number on it. If you received one and 
had already mailed your Census in, 
don't be concerned. 

Preparations are now being made 
for a number of follow-up operations, 
according to Raybourn. Each ques­
tionnaire not received back in the 
district office will require a Census 
enumerator to make a personal visit 
to. gather the information, Raybourn 
said. This is a costly and time con-

"The Census Bureau estimates that 
it will cost around $10 in salary and 
mileage to collect the Census infer­
rna tion for each non-response house­
hold," Raybourn said. 

"If we have 50,000 households not 
mailing their questionnaires back, it 
will cost on~ half million dollars to 
collect the information. If you have 
not answered and mailed back your 
census questionnaire, you will cost 
the government and yourowncounty 
more than you think."

When going cam ping what are the 
essentials you need to pack along? 

Dependable lights are among the 
most important pieces of outdoor 
gear. Whether hunting, fishing or 
camping, lights are essential to func­
tion in the predawn and evening 
hours. 

Three types of lights will fulfill 
mostoutdoorsmen' s needs: hand held 
flashlights, Coleman lanterns and 
dual purpose lights. 

Flashlights, which come in a wide 
range of sizes and styles, arc simply 
indispensable. From tiny pocket size 
models that operate on one or two 
AA batteries, to large multi-battery 
models, sportsmen can choose many 
models to fit many general needs, as 
well as special n~eds. 

Waterproof models, suitable for 
fishermen, boaters and waterfowlers, 
even models that float, should be 
considered standard equipment for 
most outings. 

Lights are not the only important 
items needed for camping. Accord­
ing to cam ping enthusiast Frank Clark 
of Hueysville, you definitely need 
something to start a fire with. 

"Beside matches, you will need 
some dry kindling to start your fire," 
he explained. "A hatchet is important 
for putting up your tent and cutting 
wood. It comes in handy when you 
want to poke (stir) your fire also." 

Clark says that a good sleeping 
bag is an essential whether you stay 
inside the tent or not. The sleeping 
bag should be good for the tempera­
ture you will be sleeping in. 

"There are different sleeping bags 
around and it depends on when you 
go camping as to what kind you 
would take. I have one that is sup­
posed to be good for down to 20 
degrees below 0," he stated. 

Clark says that he likes to take a 
mat of some kind along to put under 
the bag. He says the mat acts as a 
cushion for your sleeping bag be­
sides keeping the cold ground from 
reaching you. 

Water is very important to take on 
a camping outing, explained Clark, 
as are cooking utensils and a first aid 
kit.

Shotgun Patterning 
For Turkey 

Turkey hunters, being keenly 
aware of the importance of shot pat­
terns and the relation they play to 
clean kills, must pattern their gun 
before heading to the woods on open­
ingday. 

Your shotgun throws a shot pat­
tern as unique as your own finger­
print. For example, while my full­
choked shotgun may throw a per­
tcctly uniform pattern with #5 shot, it 
might leave big holes with #6 shot. 
Another hunter, using a gun/barrel/ 
choke combination identical to my 
own, mightdiscoverthathisgungets 
the opposite results, or that his gun 
throws its pattern density tot he right 
or left of the point of aim. 

Astute hunters should study their 
shotgun's pattern with different sized 
shot (4s, Ss and 6s) in order to maxi­
mize the chance for a good shot, and 
minimize the chance for a lost or 
wounded turkey. 

Winchester is now producing a 
wonderful turkey patterning kit 
complete with instructions and tar­
gets. Some dealers who carry the kit 
arc supplying it with a couple of 
rounds of each shot size in order to 

facilitate your testing. 
If you cannot locate Winchester's 

turkey patterning kit, you can con­
struct your own targets. A mature 
gobbler's head and neck, which is the 
kill zone, is roughly the size of your 
clinched fist and the first six inches of 
your wrist. You can create turkey 
targets by tracing your clinched fist 
and wrist on a large (30" x 30") piece 
of paper. 

For proper testing, you will need 
at least six targets, 2 each #4, #5 and 
#6 turkey loads, and your fulL super­
full, or extra-full choked shotgun. 

To start, tack a target to a large 
piece of cardboard or plywood so 
that the center of the turkey's neck is 
about 30-inches from the ground. 
Now, back off about 25 yards from 
the target and assume a sitting posi­
tion similar to that which you will use 
when hunting. Using a #4 shell, aim 
at that point where the turkey's head 
and neck join and then fire. Mark that 
target "#4 shot- 25 yards". 

Study the target. If the shot indi­
cated that your point-of-impact is a 
little off-center, try compensating for 
it with the next shot. 

Now repeat the procedure with a 
#5 and then a #6 shell. 

Now analyze the pattern density 
produced by each shot size. Compare 
the targets to determine which pat­
tern produces the most even disper­
sal of pellets. For best results, the 
shell you use should be able to pro­
duce at least six hits to the vital head 
and neck area, and more than that is 
desirable. 

If you discover that your shotgun 
is throwing the center of its pattern 
well off-center, you might want to 
take it to a gunsmith for possible 
correction. Another option is install­
ing open sights, or even a low power 
scope, so that you canadjustforpoint 
of impact. 

While most turkey huntingis done 
with 10-gauge or 3" 12-guage shot­
shells, you need to remember that 
some 3" 12-gauge shotguns throw a 
more uniform pattern with two3/4-
inch shells. 

Shotgun patterning is the first step 
to a successful turkey hunt. Don't 
even think about hitting the woods 
without doing it! Good Hunting!

TRACING A FAMILY HISTORY 
By Sandra Robertson 

"Where did I come from?" has 
different meanings for the child, the 
parent hearing the question and per­
sons working on their genealogies. 
Many persons get curious about their 
families and want to learn more about 
them. 

Sometimesamarriage,anewbaby, 
retirement or the death of a family 
member will trigger the desire of 
persons to find out where they came 
from. 

Once hi tten by the genealogy bug, 
you may have a lifetime hobby. One 
branch of the family tree will lead to 
another one. Here are some proce­
dures anyone can use to get started 
digging for roots. 

The best place to start is within the 
family. Often an oldermemberofthe 
familyremembersmanydetailsabout 
his or her growing up and what life 
was like for them and who their rela­
tives were. Possibly there are pic­
tures, family Bibles or other docu­
ments.Onceagoodnegativehasbeen 
made, copies can be generated as 
needed. There are special lenses for 
35mm cameras that allow the ama­
teur photographer to make these 
copies. 

When talking with an elderly 
family member, keep a written rec­
ord of the facts which you gain from

these discussions. For accuracy, these 
facts many need to be verified later. 

A trip tofamilygraveyard s is also 
in order. A written record of the in­
formation on the tombstones is help­
ful for obtaining birth and death dates. 
Also some marriage and familial re­
lationships may sometimes be found 
from what is written on the stones. It 
is also a good idea to record whe1e 
family members are buried and di­
rections to the graveyards. 

As families become more scat­
tered, the younger generation lllay 
need these directions to help them 
find the cemeteries in the future. If 
gravestones are being eroded by 
weather, another step to take in pre­
serving family history is to make a 
map of the cemetery showing loca­
tions of the specific graves. 

Next, visit libraries in your com­
munity to discover what types of 
genealogical materials are available. 
Possible records include census rec­
ords, books telling where specific 
information is kept for each stale, 
books telling how to write a geneal­
ogy in an organized fashion, and 
materials relating to the history of the 
area in which the library is located. 

Be prepared with paper, pencil 
and time when you go to the library. 
Allow at least two hours for an initial 
getting acquainted with the sources 

and a beginning search. This type of 
fac t-finding mission will help to ver­
ify information gained from family 
members and from family records. 

Check with any area historical 
societies for information they may 
have. For example, there is an active 
historical society in Auxier. There may 
be information locally about your 
family. I am interested in knowing 
about other historical societies. If 
anyone has information about them, 
let me know. 

After checking local sources, a trip 
to Frankfort is in order for serious 
genealogists. The Kentucky Histori­
cal Society located in the Old Capitol 
Annex is open to the public, as is the 
Kentucky Department of Libraries 
and Archives located on Coffeetree 
Road. This department is the official 
custod ian of stale documents. 

When planning a trip to these 
places, call and inquire about their 
open hours and any special regula­
tions they may have for persons us­
ing their collections. Be prepared to 
spend several hours in each location 
because the type of records housed 
there is generallynoncirculatingand 
has to be used on the premises. 

Happy searching. Genealogy is an 
exciting adventure once you have 
sta rted. But beware- you may find 
a horse thief as well as someone who 
came over on the Mayflower.
