If the dream of this year's Grand 
Marshall of the Festival of FACES 
parade comes true, then every day 
will be a festival in Aoyd County. 

Billie Jean Osborne, known 
throughout the area for her own 
musical talents as well as for her abil­
ity to mold young musicians, is get­
ting closer to realizing her dream of a 
musical training ground and show­
case for area youth. 

FACES Festival participants are 
getting an indication of what she 
means this weekend as Osborne pa­
rades the musicians she has brought 
together from throughout the county 
schools. 

She'll take that a step further this 
summer with a program in music 
and drama education through 
Prestonsburg Community College. If 
her plans succeed, the 30-year vet­
eran music teacher will put together a 
cooperative effort with Aoyd County 
Schools tocreateacountywidemusic 
education program that will aJso serve 
as a touristattractionfor the Big Sandy 
region. 

Under the auspices of her non­
profit corporation, Kentucky Opry, 
Osborne will initiate a music and 
drama program that will incorporate 
the county schools. The program, she 
says, will use "innovative approaches 
tomusicanddramaeducationwithin 

the standard clas.;room atmosphere." 
But the classroom will be ex­

inggravels. So the officers were asked 
to come in on Prom night and check 
out those trying to purchase alcohol. 

"What was so funny about the 
kids was that they would come in 
with their prom clothes on and we 
knew they were in high school and 
underage," Blair explained. "The girl 
we arrested tried to lie her way out of 
it, saying it was her identification and 
we could call her parents, of course, 
doing it at a time when they weren't 
home." 

Blair said that his office acts upon 
the request of the stores because of 
their concern about teenage drink­
ing. 'The people voted the county 
wet so there would be some control 
on the sale of alcohol and we are 
going to see that it is kept that way. 

Blair said that personnel in his 
office are often requested by busi­
nesses to pose as clerks to detect fraud. 

Some of the characteristics of co­
dependency are feeling empty, 
lonely, helpless and unloved; taking 
careofothersand only feeling worth­
while when needed by others; feel­
ing confused about what is wanted 
out of life; getting into harmful rela­
tionships with alcoholics or abusive 
persons, and staying in these rela­
tionships even when harmful physi­
cally, mentally and emotionally.

• What changes in the local gov­
ernance structur€ and process would 
promote more equitable and sensible 
development? 

• Arc there structural and proce­
dural changes that would improve 
the responsiveness and accountabil­
ity of local governments? 

MACED,a Berea-ba~<.>d, nonprofit 
development organization, has un­
dertaken the project as a means for 
stimulating further economic devel­
opment throughout the state. Since 
its founding in 1976 MACED has 

conducted studies on the coal and 
forest products industries, water 
quality, housing and commercial 
finance, and education. 

Those studies identified policy 
issues that have been addressed sub­
sequently by both the public and 
pri va tc sectors in ways that expanded 
economic opportunities within the 
state. MACED's study on education 
in the Fifth Congressional District 
presented to the Shakertown 
Roundtable in 1986led to the crca tion 
of the community-based educational 
reform group Forward in the Fifth. 

Elizabeth Ungar Natter, formerly 
an attorney with the Department of 
Law, Kentucky Cabinet for Natural 
Resources, will assist Harker as co­
director of the project. "With her legal 
knowledge, she will be a great help in 
defining what opportunities exist 
under current law and what legisla­
tion would be needed to carry out the 
recommendations made by the 
people of this state," said Taylor 

During the two-year prOJect, 
Harker and Natter will organize 
public meetings throughout the state 
to seck opinions from a wide range of 
citizens on how local govcrnmentcan 
bestscrvcanyone. They will also work 
with the media to focus attention on 
theideasand issues generated by the 
project. 

Sallie Scott, project coordinator for 
MACED, has established in Idea Bank 
to register all the ideas. offered at these 

meetings and by telephone and mail. 
"We will also interview government 
officials, authorities on local govern­
ance, and community leaders for their 
guidance in what issues we should 
discuss at the public meetings," said 
Scott. 

Harker and Natter expect several 
results from the project. "I will give a 
large number of people their first 
experience in participating in dia­
logue, persuasion, and critical reflec­
tion, so vital to the democratic proc­
ess," said Natter. Equally important, 
their ideas will form the basis for a 
plan of recommended changes in the 
way local governments in the state 
are organized and function. 

''Those changes will surely in-

crease the participation of far greater 
numbers of people in government," 
said Harker. ''That participation will 
enable the people of Kentucky to in­
fluence development and create a 
quality of life that will provide the 
opportunity for theirchifdrcn to stay 
in Kentucky and to work for and be 
proud of their community." 

Harker hopes that the plan for 
change produced by this project will 
be adopted by state and local law­
makers. "Around the world we are 
seeing people who have been left out 
of the political process making their 
governments respond to their needs 
and aspirations. It can happen in 
Kentucky," he said.

Six grants from the US Depart­
ment of Labor will be used to acquire 
data processing equipment for30un­
em ploymcnt insurance offices across 
the state and in Frankfort, said De­
partment for Employment Services 
Commissioner Darvin Allen, whose 
agency administers Kentucky's un­
employment insurance program.

The Kentucky Department of 
Agriculture will administer a unique 
thistle control program this summer 
invclvmg the release of thousands of 
insects that feed on the troublesome 
weed. 

In a cooperative effort with the 
Virginia Department of Agriculture 
and Consumer Services and the Uni­
versity of Kentucky College of Agri­
culture, about 15,000 thistle weevils 
will be collected near Blacksburg, Va., 
transported to Kentucky and released 
at selected sites. The weevils (Tricho­
sircalus horrid us) feed on the rosettes 
of musk (nodding) thistles, which 
have become an increasing problem 
on Kentucky farms. 

Employees of the department's 
Div1sion of Pest and Weed Control 
will collect the weevils in June at 
various sites in southwestern Vir­
ginia UK' s entomology department 
will assist with selecting the release 
sites in Kentucky. Exact dates for the 
collection and release have yet to be 
determined. 

Agriculture Commissioner Ward 
"Butch" Burnette coordinated the 
program with Virginia Commissioner 
Mason Carbaugh, who is a fellow 
officer of the National Association of 
State Departments of Agriculture. 

"Mason was telling me about their 
(Virginia's) program at our last 
NASDAconference, so I asked him if 
they would help us establish thistle 
weeds in Kentucky," Burnette said. 
''They have been very gracious in 
agreeing to allow us to collect weevils 
in Virginia." 

Thistles were a major problem in 
some areas of Kentucky last year, and 
the spread is continuing. Lastyear,34 
counties reported either moderate or 
heavy infestation. The worst infesta­
tions were reported in central Ken­
tucky 

The Pest and Weed Control Divi­
sion administers two programs I<? 
control thistles via chemical applica­
tion during the spnng, before the 
thistles bloom and produce seeds. By 
using the weevils, further control can 
be obtained during periods when 
chemicals are ineffective. 

The musk thistle can be a problem 
in fall-planted grains, alfalfa or clo­
ver if conditions are favorable for 
seeding establishment and winter 
survival. The weed is most commonly 
found along roadsides, railroad 
rights-of-way, fence borders, waste­
lands and in pastures. 

The plant begins flowering in early 
to mid-May and continues through 
August. Each flower head is located 
at the tip of a long stem or branch, 
which moves or nods as the flower 
increases in size and matures. 

The plant dies after all its seeds 
mature, but the seeds spread through 
the wind and establish new plants. 
The musk thistle produces an aver­
age of 10 000 seeds per plant, and 
about 70 'percent of the seeds will

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germinate the following year. 
Studies have shown that moder­

ate infestation of musk thistle reduce 
pasture yields by more than 20 per­
cent. Livestock usually won't graze 
infested areas, but occasionally feed 
on the flower heads. 

Field tests in Virginia and Mis­
souri showed that the weevils could 
reduce thistle numbers by 50 tO 95 
percent over a five-to-seven year 
period. The weevils, which multiply 
rapidly, feed on the flower heads, 
thereby reducing the spread of seeds. 
They will not feed on crops. 

Department employees will col­
lect the weevils from thistles in Vir­
ginia using nets. The weevils will be 
stored in cardboard cartons and 
placed in a cooled container for trans­
port. The insects then will be sprinkled 
at Kentucky release sites at a rate of 
five to 10perplant. The recommended 
starter colony is 200 weevils per site. 
They arc most effective in areas that 
have not been mowed or sprayed. 

''This program can have a long­
term impact on thistle control," 
Burnette explained. ''The results 
won't come immediately, but we'll 
see a gradual reduction each year. 
This will work well in supplement­
ing our spraying activities." 

The General Assembly recently 
approved additional funding for an 
expansion of the thistle control pro­
gram. This year the department ex­
pects to usc control measures on 
10,000 acres of Kentucky farmland. 

Improved computerization of the 
unemployment insurance claims 
process is expected to reduce the time 
applicants and benefits specialists 
spend on gathering information, Al­
len said. "We fully expect this equip­
ment to allow us to process an initial 
claim faster and with fewer errors. 

"It also should make for a better 
workingcnvironmentforourstaffby 
reducing some of the repetitious 
paperwork they now are required to 
produce." 

For example, claims that have a 
potentiallydisqualifyingissucrequire 
hand-written forms to be sent to the 
applicant and employer, but with the 
new equipment, the forms will be 
com pu tcr genera ted. 

The advances will save about 
$350,000 annually in administrative 
costs. By eliminating errors and cut­
ting processing time, the system will 
have an unemployment insurance 
trust fund savings of $775,000, Allen 
said. 

Allen noted that Kentucky's sys­
tem of collecting and verifying un­
employment insurance claims and 
paying benefits was first automated 
in 19n and ufdated in the early 1980s. 
The system s data base, including 
applicants' work history and benefit 
payments, will be revised with the 
new equipment. ·

Implementing House Bill 940" will 
be the focus for a 7th District Leader­
ship Conference in Pikeville Tues­
day, May 22, at the Landmark Inn. 

More than 500 civic, education. 
political and business leaders and 
concerned parents have been invited 
to attend the sessions which begin at 
8 a.m. with registration and conti­
nental breakfast. 

The conference is sponsored by 
the 7th District EducationalDevelop­
mentCommittee with assistance from 
Morehead State University and the 
Kentucky Department of Education 
which is the funding agency. 

Gov. Wallace Wilkinson has been 
invited to speak and another key fig­
ure in the reform movement, former 
Gov.

cations of HB 940 for local school 
districts, the conference is designed 
to assist those districts in planning 
for the implementation of the educa­
tional reform package in three areas:

PCC LIBRARY HAS 
MAJOR BOOKS 

ON FUNDAMENTALISM

Since many Floyd County Times 

readers are interested in religious 
fundamentalism, I know they will be 
as pleased as I was to discover that 
the Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege Library contains several studies 
offundamentalism' s history. 

When I came to Kentucky two 
years ago, I did what many academic 
peopledowhentheyareonaparticu­
lar college campus for the first time 
- go to the library to look for the 
boob in their specialty area. I was 
happy to find that the PCC Library 
held at least four major accounts of 
portions of fundamentalism's dra­
matic history. I wrote my doctoral 
dissertation at Ohio University on 
Fundamentalism in the 1930s, and I 
continue to research the general sub­
ject I was impressed with PCC'scol­
lection on fundamentalism. 

Oneoftheleadingdisputesamong 
historians of fundamentalism is how, 
in the first place, to define "Funda­
mentalism." Older interpretations 
have a sociological cost to them, but I 
support the now-dominant focus on 
theological principles as the essential 
way to understand this particular type 
of conservative American Protestant­
ism. The term "fundamentalist" is 
often used, especially by journalists, 
to describe many political as well as 
religious groups, but I apply it in its 
original doctrinal sense. This goes 
bac1< to 1920, when the word was 
coined by a Baptistnewspapereditor 
during maneuvers before the annual 
Northern Baptist Convention, now 
the American Baptist Convention). 

A frequent confusion even among 
historians is whether or not to sepa­
rate fundamentalistl> from other con­
servative Protestants. Again, this is 
best done in the realm of doctrine, 
where a meaningful and helpful dis­
tinction can be made. I contend that a 
Jist of six specific beliefs identifies 
Fundamentalism, which I highlight 
with a capital "F," and divides that 
position from other conservative 
Protestantism, which is more vaguely 
or loosely fundamentalist in the 
popular understanding. The key 
Fundamentalist dogma, to which the 
others are corollary, is that the Bible is 
inerrant. This is based on the assump­
tion that the Word of God would not 
be given in a document containing 
errors. 

sense), and this is the subject of two of 
the oldest book-length studies of the 
movemenl ThePCCUbrary has both: 
Stewart Cole's ''The History of Fun­
damentalism," published in 1931;and 
Norman Furniss' ''The Fundamen­
talistControversy," published in 1954. 

Cole's work is essentially his doc­
toral dissertation, written two years 
before at the University of Chicago. 
He was a liberal seminarian who 
adopted the prevalent academic view 
that Fundamentalism should be con­
sidered as a consequence of socio­
logical forces. Furniss held a Yale PhD 
in American history, and to some 
degree he cast his volume as a re­
sponsetoMcCarthyism, the commu­
nist-hunting hysteria that peaked in 
the year that Furniss' account was 
published. Both books are more use­
ful today as reference works. 

Cole's is generally structured 
around Fundamentalist organiza­
tions, particularly those opposed to 
teaching Charles Darwin's theory of 
biological evolution in public schools. 
Furniss has interpretive chapters, but 
more chapters deal with Fundamen­
talism by denominations. 

A third PCC holding with impor­
tant material on Fundamentalism is 
Kenneth Bailey's "Southern White 
Protestantism in the Twentieth Cen­
tury,"' published in 1964. It is an 
expansion of his Vanderbilt disserta­
tion on the anti-evolution movement. 
Fundamentalism is treated mostly in 
a chapter on the 1920s. Bailey is more 
even-handed than Cole and Furniss. 

called the Princeton Theology, which 
most directly brought inerrancy into 
Fundamentalism. 

In Part Three, Marsden discusses 
the most important years in 
Fundamentalism's history: 1917-1925; 
from World War I to the Scopes Trial. 
The war era heightened the influen~e 
of premillennialism, a prophecy-on­
ented theology of which dispensa­
tionalism was a subpart. 

After the war, Fundamentalism 
moved on two fronts. In several ma­
jordenominations, notably the North­
ern Baptists and Northern Presbyte­
rians, Fundamentalists attempted to 
take control of denominational ma­
chinery. Secondly, they carried their 
opposition to teaching evolution into 
the political arena under the leader­
ship of William Jennings Bryan; the 
Kentuckylegislaturewasoneoftheir 
first stops. In 1925, in bothdenomi~­
tional assemblies and the Scopes Tnal, 
the Fundamentalist offensive began 
to fall apart. 

Part Four is a different kind of 
section, com posed of four brief inter­
pretations of Fundamentalism as 
types of phenomena; ~al, pol~ tical, 
intellectual and Amencan. This ap­
proach allows Marsden to consider 
his material topicallr, as an addition 
to his chronologica treatment. The 
deep Fundamentalist ambivalence 
toward American culture is a frequent 
theme; Fundamentalists sometimes 
identified with the "establishment" 
and sometimes with the "outsiders." 

Themajorityofthisunitappeared 
in earlier articles, but it should bring 
those reading Marsden for the first 
time to a great appreciation of his 
pre-eminence in the study of Funda­
mentalism. 

If a reader pursues these volumes 
on Fundamentalism's early history, 
heorshemaydevelopanappctitefor 
related topics, too. Some can be re­
searched in the PCC Library, other 
articles and books would have to be 
brought in through inter-library loan. 
Either way, this community library 
would be serving its intended pur­
pose. 

In 1970a watershed publication in 
Fundamentalism's historiography 
appeared, and the PCC Library owns 
it, too. Ernest Sandeen's ''The Roots 
of Fundamentalism" was the first 
book-length scholarly study to give 
primary, almost sympathetic atten­
tion to Fundamentalists' beliefs. The 
coverage is from the mid-1800s to 
1920, with an epilogue-like chapter 
on the 1920s that hints at the work's 
deficiency. While many have ap­
plauded Sandeen's focus on theol­
ogy, we felt that his thesis is too nar­
row. He contends that Fundamental­
ism was formed by the union of two

Seatbelts save two lives

A miracle happened a couple of 
weeks ago in Floyd County. A small 
miracle, like most miracles these days. 

The scene could have been from 
th~ script of any action movie, only 
th1s happened on the David Road. 

It had just begun to rain at 12:45 
p.m.onTuesday,Mayl, whenAnnie 
Rosenberg, 16, approached the 
Crows Nest curve on her way to the 
David School. She and her passenger, 
Shawn Johnson, 18, were surprised 
by a speeding red truck that had 
crossed the center line onto her side 
of the road. 

She swerved to miss the truck and 
lost control of her car. As Rosenberg 
struggled to regain control of the 
weaving car, "the back wheels went 
off the road, the car flipped four times 
and landed on its top." 

Rosenberg said she watched as 
the car rolled and felt the metal of the 
car crunch, "but I was confident I 
wasn't gonna die. After the first time 
the car flipped and the seatbelts held 
us in place, I felt secure." 

Once the car stopped, she said she 
"felt numb kinda." Johnson recalls 
that he knew he "was all right and 
wanted to check to see if she was all 
right." 

''There we were, hanging upside 
down by our seat belts/' says Rosen­
berg, still shaken by the experience. 

"We were jarred around quite a 
bit, but we lived," added Johnson. 

"Our first thought," Rosenberg 
explains, "was that we were trapped 
inside the car. 

"We were afraid the car would 
blowuporsomething,likeinamovie 
when you see a car flip, it always 
explodes," she said. The fear of ex­
plosion was foremost in their minds. 
"I've gotl 0 seconds to get out" is how 

Rosenberg describes the "time clock 
that went off in my head." 

According to johnson, the two had 
to unbuckle their scatbelts and posi­
tion themselves because they "had to 
push the doors open with our feet." It 
took several minutes to exit the car. 

Once out of the car, the two were 
surprised to find that they were alone 
on a road that is usually heavily trav­
eled at that time of day. "You know 
how you expect 10 cars would stop, 
and there was no one," Rosenberg 
said. 

Bythetimetheyhadclimbcdupto 
the road and caught their breath, a 
car stopped. 

Both smile as they explain that the 
passengers of the car rolled down the 
window, pointed to the wreck, and 
asked "Are they alive? Arc they all 
nghtr' 

Rosenberg giggles brightly, "Boy 
were they surprised when they real­
ized we were the ones from the 
wreck!" 

Johnson explained that he usually 
didn'twearaseatbelt-untilamonth 
or so ago when Rosenberg started 
driving. 

The young woman added that she 
"simply wanted Shawn to wear his 
seatbeltand hecomplicd.lkeptthink­
ing, what if we wrecked and he died 
but I lived? I justcouldn'tbear that." 

Rosenberg says that wearing 
seatbelts was a habit she learned from 
her parents. Johnson said that his 
parents wear seatbelts only occasion­
ally. 

"If people knew ahead of time that 
they were going to wreck, they would 
buckle up," Rosenberg said. johnson 
nodded in agreement, "I've been 
driving for a couple of years and never 
wore a seat belt. Now it feels like 
EVERY time I get in a car I will put 
one on."
