Avanell Hicks Mur-
ray said it was a “memorial chapel”,
and it resembled a gazebo. It was
square and open above the waist-
high, lattice-panelled walls, There was
a door in each of the four sides and
benches were built along the inside
walls. Stepsled from each doorof this
open air chapel into the graveyard.

When the pallbearers and mourn-
ers reached the cemetery, Junior's
coffin was placed atop wooden saw
horses inside the chapel and when
family and friends were inside, final
rrayers for the dead were said. Un-
ess kneeling for the blessing, every-
one sat on the benches or, if there
were a lot of mourners, stood out-
side.

I never saw folding chairs nor a
greenawning oradvertising So-and-
So’s funeral home; 1 never saw a
hearseand, in fact, the graveyard was
inaccessible by car or hearse and
speaking of this with Avanell, she
said most coffins were carried to the

aveyard by the pallbearers, the
amily and friends trailing behind.
Sometimes, the coffin would be car-
ried by mule and wagon, or pickup
truckifavailablebutboth werescarce
in those days.

However, the grave was dug and
covered (today’s terms, “opening”
and “closing” of the grave, were not
in vogue at that time) prior to the
arrival of the coffin and I'm certain
our fathers, uncles and brothers —
expert diggers of coal — dug the
graves. After the last prayers were
said (or preached) family and friends
gathered about the gaping, open
grave, silently watching as the casket
was lowered by men who were
friends of the family.

The mourners continued tohuddle:

close to the grave, weeping as it was
filled in, shuddering when the dry
clodsofearth hitthecoffin withheavy,
resounding thuds. Whatflowers were
putonthegrave either came from our
own flower gardens or, in winter,
weremadeofcrepe paperanddipped
into wax for weatherproofing. How-
ever, wreaths were sold at the com-
pany store.

e saddest funeral for me was
that of Theresa (Tessa) Zanzonico.
Tessa wasabout my ageand shedied
shortly after we all made our First
Holy Communions. Until locating
and speaking with her sister, Gilda, I
had noidea what had caused Tessa’s
death. Tessa, Gilda related, had the
measles and though their mother
Laurie had sweated the measles out
of Tessa, shebecame very illand was
takento the hospital ateither Estillor
Lackey and there, Theresa Zanzon-
ico, aged nine, died. Gilda said the
“doctor” never told them what, ex-
actly, caused Tessa’s death, only that
“It was the measles.”

We
knew Tessa and, too, we wereseveral
years older at the time of her death.

dry wilted flowers were removed;
leaves wereraked, weeds were pulled
up and the men struggled to remove
fallen tree limbs and other winter
debris, When the graves were clean,
fruit jars were filled with fresh cut
flowers and, those who had no flower
gardens, placed new waxed crepe
paper flowers on the freshened
ves.

Graham “Canny” Turner said
therehad notbeenadeathin hislarge
family for 57 years. Yet, they observe
Decoration Day. It was a big event,

Myrtle Bentley said, “We made
our own flowers from crepe paper, it
was cheap and came in such beauti-
ful colors and we had real flowers we
grewinour yardsaboutthecompany
houses,” and like Josephine Martin,
“On Decoration Day we cut all the
live flowers in the yard and took them
to the graveyard.” And, Myrtle’s
mother always packed a lunch and,
though all agree it was sad, Decora-
tion Day became a festive outing.

Mommie always carried a brown
paper sack packed with a tablecloth
and theingredients tomake our lunch
and one of us kids carried the jug of
iced tea and another toted the grate.
Mommie would set ms to finding
rocks, a fire would be laid and the
grate placed atop therocks. Mommie
made bannock bread, a form of bis-
cuit dough that she pinched off, flat-
tened between her palms and fried
on a little round iron griddle (I have
that griddle). The lard, flour and
buttermilk to make the bread were in
the brown paper sack.

To go with the bannock bread,
Mommiehad either home cured ham
slices, or fried chicken and, always,
hard boiled eggs. The saltand pepper
would be wrapped in separate little
pieces of waxed paper. Mommie
would have a gallon jar of iced tea or
lemonade (we never had soft drinks
or prepackaged fruit drinks, Mom-
mie said they’d rot our teeth).

When the graves were clean,
Mommieand the other women would
group together and share the picnic-
like lunches. I do not remember it as
such, but think thewomen spread the
food onthetableclothsinsidetheopen
airchapel.,

After workingtocleanthegraves,
after eating the delicious lunch, we
girls would gather in a group to our
selves, yawning slce})ily but listen-
ing to the sounds of our mothers’

. voices while the boys, hiding their

emotions, pretending tobe untouched
by the event, raced down the steep
hillsideat the first opportunity, leav-
ing us to bea part of what they called
“a mushy, woman’s thing.” Our fa-
thers would be grouped apart, butall
voices were soft, hushed as menand
women, remembered the dead in
reverent tones.

I remember slow, hot tears creep-
ing down Mommie’s face; | remem-
ber our mothers’ faces as being much
too old for their young years; I re-
member them recalling, if an adult,
both the harshlifeand thegood times
of thedeparted;if thedeparted wasa
child or infant, faces were averted
and the grieving parents’ hand or
shoulder patted tenderly with mur-

murs of “There, there, now.” Some
happy recollections would be men-
tioned and theseevoked muted laugh-
ter and tender smiles.

Several times during the spring
and early summer months, Mommie
took us up to the Martin Branch
Cemetery, up on the hill behind Mrs.
Ring's house. Though we had no
friends or relatives buried there, we
cleaned off several graves. I think
Mommie disliked the idea of those
graves being so terribly neglected,
and, too, it was a chance to getus all
outofthehouseand, ourchores were
always followed by bannock bread
sandwiches and iced tea.

I'have noidea why some of us coal
camp kids had a fear of graveyards —
and the casket sheds. As Helen Wal-
lace said, “We kids were scared to
death of it (the casket shed).”

Myrtle Murphy Bentley recalled
the casket house, "l was scared to
death of that place! During the De-
Eression the union took part of the

uilding todispense food tothe mines.
My brother and 1 took a little red
wagon to go and get our part, but 1
got away from there as soon as pos-
sible!”

But, every coal camp had a casket
shed. The one in Wayland, like the
one in Glo, was close to the tipple, a
disturbing thought considering the
proximity of the mine. Estill had a
casket house, and caskets were dis-
played in the basement of the com-
pany store. With a wide grin and
muchchuckling, BobWallacerecalled
these caskets and the 1937 floods:

“Beaver Creek ran behind the
company store and, when the flood
waters rose they covered theloadin
docks at the back of the store and,
soon, filled the basement where the
coffins were ondisplay. As the water
rose higher and higher, the coffins
floated out the loading dock doors,
bobbing gently on the rushing, swirl-
ing water. A group of young miners,
higher than kites on ‘shine, one of
whom was my brother, climbed into
the open coffins and began to paddle
them like boats!”

Tom Dixonrecalls thecoffins float-
ing in the basement and said they
weremoved to the hay houseatShop
Fork and were finally sold to Ryan’s
Funeral Home at Martin.

For whatever reason our parents
and grandparents filled our hearts
with stories of “haints” and
“ghosties”, we wereterrified of grave-

ards — after the sun went down.

ony Whitaker and hisbrother, Dave,
decided to play a little joke on one of
the Martin girls.

Archie Beverly, a quiet, shy fel- -

low, was dating one of the Martin
Eir]s.To gettothegraveyard from the
ountain, one angled down toward
the baseball diamond. There were,
Tony said, two sets of Martins, one
that lived across the bridge and then
up over the cemetery to get to the
other Martins and that was the home
of the girl Beverly was dating.
“Archie was taking her home one
Saturday night and my brother, Al-
len, and his bunch decided to play a

Allen wenthome, got
a sheet, and he and his buddies hid
behind one of the biggest tombstones
they could find. Allen later told me,”
Tony said, “that there, in the moon-
light, came shy Archie Beverly and
the little Martin girl, up over the rise
of the hill, they topped the hill and
they were at the cemetery. Allen let
out a big groan, and they stopped.
Covered with that sheet, Allen
stepped out from behind the tomb-
stone, extended hisarms and moaned
again.

Allensaid, “Tony, I neverinallmy
life seen a gun as long nor a barrel as
big around as the one Archie pulled
outofhisshoulder holster! He cocked
the hammer and 1 think he’s still
standing there today, ‘cause we re-
ally took off!”

Tony Whitaker will never forget
thecasketsdisplayedin thebasement
of the company store at Wayland:

“Coffins were stored in the base-
ment. | used to stock meat for Ray
Law, and one day, things were slow
and they told me togo over to the big
store and down into the basement, to
go to row so-and-so, aisle so-and-so
and get something. | tried to please
them, and I stayed along time, hunt-
ing the article they'd sent me after,
They turned the lights offand locked
me in the basement and — I ran into
those caskets! I can’t describe how
scared | was!”

Mr. and Mrs. Pittman, Nancy’s
parents, areburied inMartin’s Ceme-
tery, Nancy said, “Because my dad
always wanted to be buried there,
facing the town of Wayland.”

There aren’t many funerals today
atMartin Cemetery in Wayland, Bob
Wallace and | talked of this: Mostly,
he said, folks are buried at Davidson
Memorial, up the river at
Prestonsburg; or the biggest one in
the countyatIvel, and anotheratVan
Lear. These three have perpetual care
and as so many family units have
splintered over such great distances,
perpetual care has become impor-
tant.

But through it all, there was the
shining beacon of the company store
—to shroud you, put you in a coffin,
and sell flowers for your burying.

Like Ruben Lafferty said, “The
company had you from the cradle to
the grave.”

[ am pleased to report that [ have
cosponsored a bill to help Kentucky
and other states solve one of our fast-
est growing problems, the dumping
of garbage across state lines.

With Americans now generating
160 million tons of municipal solid
waste a year — 30 percent more than
in 1970 — metropolitan areas on the
East Coast and elsewhere are run-
ning out of landfill space. Their to-
tally unacceptable solution has been
to try to turn Kentucky and other
states into dumping grounds.

This year alone, approximately
488,000 tons of out-of-state garbage
will bedumpedinKentuckylandfills.
On any given day in Northern Ken-

tucky, for example, 50 semi-trailers
will be lined up on country roads
leading to existing landfills. With
more and more landfills being pro-
posed, this problem is recognized as
anincreasing threat toourentirestate.
Gov. Wallace Wilkinson has raised
the possibility of calling a special
session of tiie Kentucky General
Assembly to consider issues includ-
ing a ban on out-of-state garbage.
The catch is that Kentucky and
other states have never won the au-
thority to impose such bans, accord-
ing toSupreme Courtinterpretations.
Unless Congress grants that author-
ity to the states, any restrictions on
interstate garbage shipments could
be overturned as unconstitutional
restrictions on interstate commerce.
Citizens of Kentucky and other

And am cosponsoring
legislation, introduced by Sen. Dan
Coats (R-IN), to eliminate this intol-
erable gap in state authority.

Our bipartisan proposal contains
simple language giving states the
right to refuse out-of-state garbage
and toimpose fees onany solid waste
that might be accepted under state
regulations.

This bill also requires the Environ-
mental Protection Agency to collect
and distribute detailed information
on solid waste shipped in interstate
commerce. This provision should be
helpful in our drive to forge a na-
tional policy on the management of
municipal solid waste.

The Congress now is considering
several bills dealing with environ-
mental standards as well as with
recycling and other programs to re-
duce our ever increasing generation
of solid waste, now placed at 1,300
pounds per person each year,

While strongly supporting the
broadest efforts to eslagri’sh a sound
national solid-waste policy, 1 am
currently giving the highest priority
to our move toallow states to protect
their borders from an onslaught of
out-of-state garbage.

Asworthyas this legislationis, we
are going to need a lot of help from
concerned Kentuckiansand others to
get it passed by a Congress already
overloaded with critical issues.

Werecently tried without success
to attach our bill to the Chemical and
Biological Weapons Control Act. My
reaction is that we will keep coming
back with this bill until we do suc-
ceed, whetheritis in this Congress or
the nextone, The peopleof Kentucky,
Indiana and other threatened states
deserve no less,

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OUT-OF-STATEGARBAGE
GLUT THREATENS
STATE'S ENVIRONMENT

Each day, hundreds of trucks
depart cities and towns throughout
the Eastern portion of the United
States destined for Kentucky. These
trucks arrive carrying a cargo that
many of usdo notwantbutare forced
to take — garbage. Last year, close to
a half-million tons of out-of-state
garbage was dum in landfills
scattered from Ashland to Paducah.
To make matters worse, plans are
already in place to construct new,
bigger dumps which could easily
double or triple the amount of gar-
bage now flooding our state.

These superdumps mean that
more New Jersey waste will be con-
taminating our state’s groundwater,
more garbage trucks from Pennsyl-
vania will be tearing up our roads,
and trash from New York will be
polluting our countryside. In spite of
the opposition from thousands of
Kentuckians, our state is well on its
way to becoming the garbage barge
of America.

Tohelp Kentucky gain control over
this rising tide of waste, I will be
introducing a bill that gives the state
governmentin Frankfort the author-
ity to charge haulers a higher fee to
dump out-of-state garbage in our
landtills rather than the same fee
levied on instate garbage. In addi-
tion, it will also set up a registration
system and database to help local
governments keep track of where
garbage is coming from and what it
contains.

In many cases, counties find it
economically advantageous for
landfills to accept waste from other
states. My legislation recognizes this
fact and gives officials the flexibility
to impose the fee on whomever they
chooseand in whateveramount they
believe is appropriate. If the state
wants to keep garbage out, it can
impose prohibitively high tariffs on
haulers who bring it in. This will
ensure that if other states want to
send garbage to Kentucky, the resi-
dents of those states, and not Ken-
tuckians, pay the true costs associ-

ated with disposing of it.

The revenue that is raised from

this fee can be used by the state or

counties where the landfill is located

to pay forroad maintenanceto handle
the increased number of garbage
trucks, help landfill operators meet
new, more stringent regulations to
protect the environment, or create a
trust fund thatcanbe used tocleanup
any contamination from the landfill.

Giving the state government au-
thority to impose higher dumping
fees on out-of-state waste represents
the first step in controlling this prob-

lem. Left unchecked and without

regulation, trash brought into Ken-
tucky threatens to turn our state into
agarbagepitfortherestof thenation;

we can not allow this to happen. By

starting now and developinga long-
term management plan thatempha-
sizes recycling and other measures,
we will be able to dispose of our
waste in a responsible, environmen-
tally sound manner that protects our

precious natural resources.

that. Weneed additional support from
area residents, and we badly need
volunteers to help with fundraising
and to serve as ushers and seam-
stresses,” she said.

To help allay expenses, Vaughan
said thetheater this yearis marketing
several souvenir items, including
mugs, bumperstickers, tee shirts and
sweatshirts. In addition, Vaughan,
business manager Connely McCray
and board members have spent the
last several months speaking to civic
groups throughout the region, in-
forming them about the productions
and asking for attendance and finan-
cial support.

Pointing out that the theateris the
Big Sandyregion’s only cultural tour-
ist attraction, Vaughan said, “The
theater is very important to economic
developmentin thisarea. [f weloseit,
there is nothing to replace it or take
up the slack.”

Vaughan applauds the efforts of
area business in support of the thea-
ter. She is especially proud of the
three nights this summer that have
been sold out to area organizations.

The Floyd County Chamber of
Commerce has committed to having
its members fill the theater on June
27. The Pike County Chamber of
Commerce has likewise bought all
thetickets for June 28 for Pike County
Employee Appreciation Night. Wolfe
Creek Collieries in Martin County
has bought out the Aug. 25 perform-
ance for its employees.

Assuming thetheater survivesthis
season, the state Parks Department
has committed some $500,000 for
renovations to the facility next year,
the first significant evidence of state
support in the local theater’s history,
which dates to 1964. Vaughan said
the state has funded renovations at
other drama sites many times over.

Thelocal operation getsabout one-
tenth of its funding from the state
through the Kentucky Arts Council.
The other 90 percent has to come
from ticket sales and local contribu-

medical waste disposal and it would
meet requirements of any state,” said
Robert Ford in response to what he
considers community mispercep-
tions.

Barney Walker, who lives next to
the hospital, described, during
Saturday’s meeting, changes in the
environment in the area since the
incinerator first fired up. “We used to
have all the noises of the night, but
now there’s deadly silence,” Walker
said. “Thereare no frogsinthebranch,
and I've found dead birdsintheyard.

“Is this just a coincidence? [ don't
know. But I do know we have a prob-
lem, a bad problem,” he said.

Echoing her husband’s concern,
Phyllis Walker said, “The creek is
dead. When you go to bed, youdon't
hear any frogs. There are three little
girls who live nearby. I'm concerned
about them. I'm concerned about my
neighbors, my mother, patientsatthe
hospital.”

Ford, responding Tuesday to the
allegations, asked, “Has anyone seen
a dead frog and sent it off for analy-
sis?”

Phyllis Walker also told the group
that she had been called by a physi-
cian at the hospital “who accused us
of trying to shut down the medical
center.” She added, “That’s not our
aim at all.”

Another local resident, Deborah
Johnson, read to the Saturday audi-
enceseveral pages relating toresearch
on the effects of poliution and physi-
caldisorders caused by chemicalsand
typical medical wastes.

Again in response, Ford said no

chemicals are burned in the incinera-
tors, The facility deals strictly with
medical wastes such as needles,
medicine bottles, gloves, masks, body
tissue and blood.

Greg Wilcox of Auxier said his
primary concern is not related to the
burning of wastes from the local
hospital. “My primary concern is if
the incinerator is strictly for High-
lands only. When you go todragging
garbage from out of the county or out
of state, you're playing with fire”
Wilcox told the audience.

“We have turned down wastes
from out of state,” Ford said. “We
never had any intention of having a
large incinerator that would serve
needs outside of this area.”

Ford added that wastes are ac-
cepted from medical facilitiesin Pike,
Johnson, Martin, Rowan and Ma-
goffin counties, where other means
of medical waste disposal are not
available. “There’s not enough medi-
cal wastein Eastern Kentucky to merit
an incinerator any larger than what
we have. It takes five counties to get
1500 pounds of waste,” he said. “We
then reduce it to 100 pounds, fitting
into a 30-gallon waste can.”

He indicated that having one
“state-of-the-art” facility, such as
Medisin’s, saves several area hospi-
tals from having inadequate disposal
equipment. “Paul B. Hall (medical
center) in Paintsvilleand Our Lady of
the Way in Martin both shut down
their less efficient incinerators to use
this one.”

Several who live near the incin-
erator complained Saturday of “gray

and yellow ash” on their cars. The
problem accelerates during rain or
when “the air is heavy,” residents
said.

Ford contends that the ash does
not come from the incinerator. “Our
incinerators have been inspected
twice by the State Environmental
Protection Agency and found to be
operating within Clean AirStandards.
Stack emissions are virtually non-
existentdue to thedual chamber high
technology incinerators weoperate,”
the manager said.

Ford also said the steam that resi-
dents havereported seeing comefrom
the incinerator stacks is actually
coming from the hospital’s giant air
conditioning stacks, located near the
incinerator. He said that the hospital,
because of its size and cooling needs,
requires an extensive air condition-
ing system with two stacks.

“When its rainy or there's a lot of
moisture in the air, more condensa-
tion is created in the air conditioning
vents” and results in the emission of
steam, Because of the location of the
incinerator and the hospital’s cooling
stacks, the steam sometimes appears
to be coming fromthe incinerator but
is not, he said.

Johnny Ross of the state Environ-
mental Protection Agency reported
that samples of the ash have been
taken by the agency and sent to a
laboratory in Frankfort. He said he
expected to have the results by
Wednesday (today) or Thursday.

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THETOPWATER TWITCH

It's a silvery, shimmering dinner
plate, one made of an ethereal china
and flecked with glimmers of pure
golden sunlight. Itisalsoa boundary
separating the air breathers from the

ill-equipped, a boundary that often
servesasacommonmeetingground.
For here the fish find food, from in-
sects to frogs, mice to baby ducks,
and men find a thrill unlikeany other
in the world of sportfishing.

Trout sip daintily at floating in-
sects,and bluegill pop mostanything
falling onto the water’s surface. Butit
isthose species of fish that we refer to
as bass that smash helpless swim-
mingcreatures(or reasonable facsimi-
les thereof) in explosions of fins and
foamand causeourhearts toskipand
stutter.

Pound for pound, black bass,
striped bass and white/striped bass
hybirds provide more topwater en-
tertainment thanall other freshwater
species combined. If you need a quick
burst of energy, there’s nothing like
the eruption of an 8-pound buck-
etmouth on a Zara Spook, or a 30-
Eound striper violent?y engulfing a

ed Fin, toget the adrenalin surging.

“Topwater plugs are one of the
best lures in existence for catching
big fish. But even if that were not
true,” saysanihnglegendTom Mann,
“topwater fishing would still be the
most enjoyable way in the world to
catch fish.”

Tom Mann, one of the greatest
bass fishermen of all time, ranks top-
water fishing among his list of favor-
itetechniques. Hailing from Eufaula,
Ala,, Mann was not only a founding
father of modern day bass fishing,
butalsoaleaderin theanglingindus-
try. ;
Under his guidance, Mann's Bait
Companyand Hummingbird became
household names (in fishing house-
holds anyway), and the Fish World
Company, Tom’s most recent under-
taking, is a rapidly growing tackle
manufacturer.

Topwater fishing, more so than
any other form, is a learned art. From
choosing the plugs toknowing when,
where and how to work them, no
other angling technique is so seem-
ingly simple yet so covertly compli-
cated.

“Thekey to topwater fishing,” says
Mann, “is knowing when to fEi;;',h dif-
ferent types of plugs. Basically, I use
minnow-type twitchers in calm wa-
ter next to shallow cover, poppers
and chuggers when the water is
choppy, and a stick bait when I'm
fishing open water orrelatively clear
and deep water. A prop baitiskind of
a catch-all topwater pﬁ.:g in that you
can use it in place of any of the other
three lure types.

“You just have to experiment to
see what the fish prefer. And buzz
baits are great lures to use when the
fishare hitting topwater baits butare
scattered because you can quickly
coveratremendous amountof water
with a buzzer.”

Mann says most anglers believe
that topwater baits should only be
fished in the morning and evening.
“That is a grave mistake, for topwa-
tersare often productive throughout
the day. In my opinion, the key to
usingtopwater plugsin the middle of
the day is fishing them in shade next
to cover.”

Mann continues, “All topwater
plugsareworked withmovements of
your wrist, and to be a successful
topwater fisherman youneed tolearn
the propertechnique to fisheach type
of lure.

“When fishing for black bass, you
should concentrate on shallow water
structures if the water isat all dingy.
In clear water, switch to a stick bait
and work it overtop deeper struc-
tures inopen water, Also, youshould
always use long casts in clear water
and decrease the size of your line. For
all around use, 10-pound testisideal
for topwater plugs, but you should
increase the line size when fishing

Typical black bass baits of this sort
include the original Rapala, Storm'’s
Thuderstick, Bomber's Long-A,
Bagley’s Bang-O-Lure, Mann’s
Stretch 1-Minus and Fish World's
Pogo Minnow.

For the most part, these 4- to 6-
inch pencil-like hures are the first
topwater baits used in early spring,
Cool water means inactive fish, and
that calls for a bait with a slow, quiet
retrieve — a bait that can be worked
ata productivecrawl overtop alikely
looking spot.

The basic technique here is to cast
the minnow-imitation past the struc-
ture, let it sit for a moment, twitch it
ever so softly, and then repeat this
sequenceuntil thelureis wellbeyond
the structure. As the water warms,
the presentationisaccelerated. When
the fish are aggressive, some anglers
will “slosh” the bait over the surface,
sometimes moving it three or foar
feetata time.

In the spring of the year, these
baits are tremendously effective on
largemouths, smallmouths and
hybirds when worked over expan-
sive shallow water, gravel flats.

Minnow imitations are superb
striper baits as well, though larger
lures like 7-inch Cordell RedFins,
Storm'’s Shallow-Mac, Mann's Super
Stretch 1-Minus, and 7-inch Rebel
minnows are typically used. These
gargantuan pieces of plasticaremost
effective when retrieved slowly and
steadily just under the surface so that
they leave a V-shaped wake like a
fleeing shad.

Likelyareasinclude pointsdump-
ing into the old river channel, shal-
low flats which are near deep water
and crawling with schools of baitfish,
and overtop of underwater humps.

Topwater fishing is nota sport for
the faintof heart. Butif you happento
be fearless and pacemaker free, the
sportis undeniably the mostexciting
in the angling world. For when fish
and steel meet on a silvery surface,
anything might happen!

The textbook gave us a pretty good
history of that type of domicile.
Shelter had been a major problem
for colonists in America. Many were
still living in holes in the ground as
late as 1830 because of the lack of
suitable materials available to build
with. In their favor wasa wilderness
of trees. They had to supply the el-
bow grease to achieve their E)al.

As in the making of a dress, a
pattern wasrequired tobuild acabin,
or an attempt might prove to be
dangerous. Our textbook for the
course said that the log cabin plan
was brought to America in the 1630s
by Swedish settlers. They were ac-
customed to the use of log con-
structed homes, and they builthomes
of that description on what is now
the Delaware River. Germans later
adapted the plan, as did the Scotch-
Irish.

The prototﬁne of a log cabinis a
one-room building, made of round
or hewn logs, witha chimney atone
end. Its availability for enlargement
was limited by the necessity of notch-
ing the logs at the ends in order to
hold them together. Fitting the
notches to hold up the walls was a

problem, if a larger dwelling was
needed. This booi information left
me feeling inadequate for the job.

head of a short hollow. Inquiry re-
vealed that a coal company had elimi-
nated it many years before.

buraing stove occupied much of the
aforementioned lean-to kitchen. Eve-
rything had beenrecently cleaned, and
all kitchen utensils were in place.

As an educator for 16 years, | re-
sent hearing how we teachers and
public school officials are totally to
blame for illiteracy in the US. There
are many reasons forilliteracy; notall
of them deal with the public schools.

Learning to read begins when
children begin to talk, not in kinder-
garten or first grade. The proper atti-
tude toward school is setin a child’s
mind before he/she attends Head-
startor kindergarten. However, par-
ents expect the school tochangeall of
this in nine-month period over a 12-
year span.

ThroughoutKentucky, the Say No
ToDrugs program has been presented
to our children in the schools. It ap-
pears to have made a lasting impres-
sion on some of our five-year-olds. |
am told that one child walked up to
his parent who was drinking beer
and said, “Beer is a drug; say no to
drugs.” When thesechildrenare teen-
agers or adults, maybe they will still
say no todrugs, even though parents
are not setting good examples.

Recently, Kentucky initiated anew
sex educationprogramin theschools.
Many lawmakers, educators and
parentsdebated thequestionof what
is appropriate subject matter and at
what grades should we begin this
program.

Syndicated columnistMike Royko
wrote in his April 29 article “Tune
out, or turnoff,” that partof the prob-
lem with “sex and violence” in our
society is “the parents of the kids who
average three to four hours a day in
frontof the tube. And those who pay
little or noattention to whattheirkids
watch.”

Royko said, “You can trace par-
ents through their kids. Just look for
the students who have the shortest
attention span and sloppiest study
habits.” These are the students in
whom teachers mustinstill a sense of
directioninalargeclassroom of many
other students with various other
needs.

Kill, shoot, blow up, hit, beat —
theseare words thatkids learn early.
A friend’s child could recognize the
words Ghostbusters, Batman and
Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles when
he was three years old. Children can
learn to read long before they start
school.

A father sat in my office one day
boasting of how he “put his foot
down” withhis wifeaboutnotletting
his child attend Headstart that fall.
Ashis youngchild listened carefully,
the father said, “I hated school and |
don’t want my son to be miserable in
school any sooner than he has to, so
I'm not letting him go this year.”

Now the father is unemployed,
divorced and the child hates school.
His mother struggled to get the child
enthusiastic about Headstart. With
the cooperation of his mother and
kindergarten teacher, the child’satti-
tude toward school is improving.

We expect our schools to be coun-
selors, pastors and teachers, Brady
W. Slone, supervisor for instruction
for the Knott County Board of Educa-
tion, offers a defense of schools in his
April 8, “Appalachian Voices” article
in the Lexington Herald-Leader.
(Ironically, itis two pages over from
Robert Maynard’s assault on public
schools.)

ABSORBING READING

Since 1980, when 890 cases of toxic shock syndrome were
reported, studies have uncovered a link between tampon ab-
sorbency and the likelihood of contracting this potentially
fatal condition. The higher a tampon’s absorbency level, the
more likely a woman is to develop menstrual toxic shock
syndrome. This rare disease causes a sudden high fever,
vomiting, diarrhea, dizziness or fainting, and a sunburn-like
rash. Untilnow, awoman's search for the lowest absorbency
tampon that is convenient for her has been complicated by a
labeling inconsistency among manufactures. However, since
March, 1990, the FDA has standardized tampon labeling so
that "junior," "regular" and "super" designations exhibit the
exact same absorbency levels for all brands. This should
make tampon selection easier. -

Association of America to try to le-
gislatively block the right of brokers
to be compensated for their work. In
reality, there is no legal or ethical
barrier prohibiting real estate profes-
sionals from receiving fees to cover
the cost of services provided, the
speakers said,

MBA/s claim thatreceiving fees for
the provisionof servicesisa violation
of the Real Estate Settlement Proce-
dures at (RESPA) is baseless, Griffin
said.

RESPA does prohibit fees paid for
simple referrals to lenders that in-
volve no work on the broker’s part;
and, NAR's policy supportsa ban on
such fees, called “naked” referral fees.

However, the law allows the collec-
tion of payments for actual services
rendered, Griffin pointed out.

Providing the most up-to-date
mortgage information available for
home buyers—information they
expect—requires the installation of
computerized networks. Brokers
should not be expected to waive all
rights to fees to recoup the costs for
using the technology, Griffin said.

He discounted MBA's claim that
NAR membersare trying tochargea
fee for mortgage location assistance
they have long provided for free. “If
we have been providing free advice,
then mortgagebrokers should notbe
charging for their services,” Griffin
said.

If MBA’s campaign, being waged
at the federal and state level, is suc-
cessful, then “real estate industry
sophistication will diminish to the
detriment of the consumer,” Griffin
said.

Expanded real estate services “is
nota big Realtor (versus) small Real-
tor issue,” he noted. “Small Realtors
havetherighttodetermine whatkind
of service they want to offer and not
be recognized out of business.”

Druger pointed out that the issue
has, however, pitted Citicorp, the
nation’s largestmortgagebankerand
thus the largest MBA member, against
the rest of MBA's membership. “We
believein this (broker-assisted mort-
gage originations),” he said.

Throughcomputerized homeloan
originations, real estate profession-
als are positioned to instantly pro-
vide purchasing options, qualify

cutting the time to closing from one
to three months to as little as a few
days, Druger said. Citicorp has found
thatits serviceresultsinahigherrate
of closings, as well as quicker clos-
ings, inadditiontocustomersatisfac-
tion. Mortgageoriginationrepresents
“a service of real value” to custom-
ers, he added.

The collection of fully disclosed
fees from the buyer for mortgage
assistance does not represent a con-
flictof interest for a broker receiving
acommission from the seller, Druger
noted, “It's no disadvantage to the

seller for the buyer to get the best
financing possible from the Realtor,”
he said. :

Schlott, whose company provides
acomputerized mortgageorigination
service, said his network offers a
choice of up to 60 lenders—many
more than generally are provided to
abuyer by a mortgage broker. Origi-
nating the mortgage at the point of
sale actually reduces costs for buy-
ers, since a step in the home buying
process—using the mortgage bro-
ker—is eliminated, he said.

“The consumer has to have access
to one-step shopping,” Schlott said.

According to Schwartz, the bro-
kers” ability to offer a variety of serv-
ices, along with their knowledge of
local markets, represents the key to
the continued success of the real es-

tate industry.

With overall real estate activity
expected to be slower in the years
ahead, business expansion in the
industry will result from the provi-
sion of new services, rather than in-
creased sales, he said.

In the face of such an inevitable
change, “those in weaker positions
try to prohibit functional innovation,”
Schwartz said, cautioning NAR
members not to “get boxed in” by
MBA's efforts.

Computerization, used to provide
information on neighborhoods and
estimated home values, as well as
mortgage selection, will enhance the

personal involvementofbrokers wi th
sellers and buyers, Schwartz said.

“What makes it (the home sales
industry) work is local experts, who
can use technology to deliver sery-
ices and products,” he said.

Griffin concurred with Schwartz
“Realtors counselbuyersand sellers;
and deal with emotional issues. That
will not change.”
