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Teachers ask for 20% pay increase, board approves 15

Representatives of Floyd County
teachers Wednesday night requested
a 20 percent pay increase from the
Board of Education, but board mem-
berstempered the request by approv-
ing five percent less.

William “Bud” Reynolds, acting
president of the Floyd County Teach-
ers Association, said teachers want a
10 percent increase above the 10 per-
cent mandated by the state
legislature’s education reform bill,
HB940.

Reynolds, reading a prepared

statementduring the publiccomment
segment of themonthly meeting, said
thatincreased taxesthis year will take
almost all of themandated 10 percent
raise, leaving teachers with one half
of one percent extra.

“Other districts have been willing
to support their teachers by granting
them a pay raise in addition to the
mandated 10 percent,” Reynoldssaid.
The large crowd present, mostly
teachers, applauded.

The board did not address the
salary issue until near the end of the
two-and-a-half hour meeting. Floyd
County Schools Superintendent Ron

Hager presented the board with two
options for teacher pay raises. Option
one, he said, included a 10 percent
increase as rei‘tiired by the state, and
option two, which he recommended,
tacked on an additional five percent.
The 15 percent increase, Hager
said, would meananaverageincrease
of $3750 per teacher. That would put
the highest paid teacher’s salary at
$32,760 per year and a beginning
teacher’s pay at $19,910.
' Hager’ssecond option, makingthe
total increase come to 15 percent, is
contingent on the board’s ability to
raise additional revenue through

Adams said the board has received a
letter supporting increased tax reve-
nues from the Floyd County Cham-
ber of Commerce. “This tells me the
business community is willing to go
to that level to help children in our
county,” Adams said.

teachers in the county. “Other coun-
ties have settled, but we're still wait-
ing,” he said.

“Teachers are committed to going
after more,” said Wheelwright High
School teacher Carol Stumbo, who
also read a statement during the
public comment segment.

The board also approved an aver-
age 10 percent increase for non-teach-
ing employees. Pay for substitute
teachers, especially, received a boost
— almost double ‘previous rates.
Hager said the new salary schedule
for substitutes will go as high as $84
perday forretired teachers who serve
as substitutes and will start at more
than $40 for beginning substitutes
who have a minimum of 80 hours of
college. :

The boara also gave the go-ahea
to next term’s recommended calen-
dar. Aug. 15 will be the official open-
ing day, with the first day for stu-
dents on Aug. 16. Barring major dis-
ruption of the schedule, schools will
close for the 1990-91 school term on
May 20.

Schools will be open during the
state basketball tournament, unless a
Floyd County team is in the tourna-
ment.

Under state mandate, the board
approved the search for a person to
fill the new position of director of
assessment, research and student
services. “I don’t recommend adding
to the central staff,” said Hager,
“We‘ve had enough criticsm on that.
But this could be one of the most
important positions in a school dis-
trict.”

The board authorized Hager to
createajobdescription, advertiseand
“see what happens.”

On Hager’s recommendation,
board members voted to require
persons planning to retire to notify
the board by March 15 of the year in
which the retirement is to be effec-
tive.

The board also decided to name
the new Garrett/Wayland school the
James A. Duff Elementary School in
honor of longtime board member
Duff.

The superintendent asked the
board to okay the use of the vacant
Wayland school for offices for sup-
port services and for storage. The
request was approved.

The first years that I taught were
inold stonebuilding. Theroom wasn't
modern. The chairs were old; the
blackboard almostimpossible to write
on, but some twenty years later, that
is not really what I remember the
most about that experience.

This past year, I watched students
from the high school where I teach
win two of the four categories in the
writing contest for our county liter-
ary magazine. The writing was all
judged by outside people. Now that
is something that should not have
happened, not at the school where
test scores are at the lowest in the
district. But it did happen and it
happened because two teachers at
our school believe in what their stu-
dents can do. Somehow we have
gotten things all turned around in
this county. Somehow we have lost
sight of whatreally goesoninaschool

 district on a day to day basis. | have

listened to so many people this year
talk about the welfare of the children
inthis county—abouthow everything
is being done for the “good of the
children”.

If this system cares about the chil-
dren in this district, it must start ac-
knowledging the fact that the welfare
of the children is tied in a very real
way into what ha};pens to the teach-
ers in this district. For the good of the
children in this district:

1.Youmustseek outthebestteach-
ers that you can find and you must
pay them accordingly. If you want
workers—people who think of them-
selvesinvery limited ways, then what
you pay them does not matter. You
get what you are willing to pay for.

2. Provide teachers with the help
and the assistance tocontinue togrow

rofessionally once those teachersare

ired because the work that theydois
the most important thing that’s hap-
pening in this system. Teachers need
tobesent to professional conferences.
You also need to provide teachers
with the very best help that you can
find, people who come witha strqng
knowledge of content and teaching
methods.

in that way. We do complain when
we see money being spent and noth-
ing coming of the results.

3. Discriminate about the quality
of the work being done. Praise those
teachers that do a good job. Exercise
the responsibility that you have to
supervise and evaluate teachers, If
weak teachers can not be improved
or be helped through this district’s
efforts, then do not allow them to
remainintheclassroom. Good teach-
ers suffer when the poor ones are
permitted to remainin the classroom
without performing. They destroy the
credibility of those of us who are
working hard.

The ideal family is father, mother
and kids, something like the Hux-
tables or the Cleavers or the clan of
Father Knows Best or Donna Reed.

Once upon a time I thought those
types of families were the norm and
most of the folks I knew were abnor-
mal because their families and their
parents weren'’t perfect. Now, [ know
thatif any family came even close to
those television images, it was rare.
And today, it's increasingly hard to
find or to emulate.

More and more kids are growing
up without their fathers around to
warrant comparison with Cliff Hux-
table or Jason Seavers. I was one of
thosekids, butl was oneof the luckier
ones. I was fortunate enough to have
two uncles who came closer to being
afather tomeatdifferenttimesinmy
life than many blood sires.

One is my blood aunt’s husband.
He didn’t take me to raise, but I'm
sure there havebeen times he thought
he had. His youngest son and | were
almost inseparable as we grew up,
truly as close as brother and sister,
and Randall was generous enough to
share his dad with me.

Uncle Elmer included me when
weall walked —ninealtogether —to
the Sipp or Royal Theater on Satur-
day nights when we all were young.
There was always room for me when
we piled into his car for Sunday out-
ings to Dewey Lake.

Many’s the time he reached into
his pocket and counted out coins
equally for Randall and me. And I

guess he never minded all those
countless times he came home from
theminestoseemy smiling faceathis
supper table.

Ashyman, notgiventomuch talk,
he was never the type for hugs and
cuddling. And sometimes he seemed
a little overwhelmed by the rowdi-
ness and loud affection of his wife’s
extended family. But his love was
always known. (How else would he
have put up with us?)

More than three years ago when I
was considering coming back home
after what seemed a hundred years
being away, I asked Uncle Elmer if I
could move into the little house be-
hind his and my aunt’s. I had put the

uestion off as long as possiblz, fear-
ing he might hesitate in answering.

I'll never forget thereaction of this
silent, undemonstrative, unemotional
man. There was silence for what
seemed like minutes while I regret-
ted the asking. He slowly took off his
cap, brushed his hair back, looked to
the side, then at me. In a quavering,
low voice, he said, “Now, Pam, you
know you'reas welcome as the flow-
ers in May.” And then he brushed a

“tear from his eye.

This man, who seldom spokeand
certainly seldom with emotion, had
said the sweetest wordsI’d everheard
him utter. Backin Pennsylvania when
Itried torelay theincident to friends,
it was always with tears and always
knowing that I could not quite con-
vey how truly special the moment
had been.

In the years since I came back, he
and | have growneven closer. We've

sat on the porch, just the two of us,
and he's told mestories from his child-
hood in Auxier and of his mining
work there and in West Virginia and
Right Beaver and Breathitt County,
taliing to me as much probably as
he’s ever talked to anyone other than
his wife. We've taken frequent walks
up the holler he was able to buy only

afterretiring from morethan40years *

in the mines. We've worried silentl

together when my aunt has been sic

and the strength we’ve bothrelied on
has ebbed. We've picked weeds to-
gether and have poked our noses
under the tractor hood, trying to fig-
ure out how to make it purr. We've
picked upapplesand chopped down
cattails. And we’ve both loved a:

rambunctious elkhound, two black”

cats and a wonderful, sometimes
unruly, wifeand aunt.

If not my father by blood, he is in
spiritand I love him.

My mother’s brother has likewise,
at different times, been as much fa-
ther as uncle. When I was a sassy,
feisty little girl, he and his new wife,
Aunt Bea, treated me more like their
child than a bratty niece. He still
laughs about thetime they took meto
the carnival and were shocked when
I didn’t like my first taste of cotton
candy. (Istilldon’tlikeit.) He used to
remind me occasionally of the black
patent leather shoes they gave me,
butwhichlungratefully complained
hurt my feet.

When Uncle Dan and Aunt Bea
moved to Ohio and had three sons,
Uncle Danalways found room forme
to visit during the summers, even

though space and money were al-
ways at a premium. When I gradu-
ated high schooland could notafford
the typical college tenure, he let me
stay off and on with them to attend
the University of Daytonand Wright
State University, treating me as his
own offspring. He waited up, with
Aunt Bea, when [ came home from a
second shift job, having had to take
thelastbus of the night. Henever had
ajob worthy of his intelligence or his
dedication, but he always had room
for me.

1 suppose, too, I always felt a spe-
cial kinship to Uncle Dan because of
his generosity, his gentleness and his
loveofreading, He'salwaysappeared
to take life in stride, although, shar-
ing thatimage, I know hetakesit very
hard. And one of my favorite memo-
ries of him will always be of his total
absorption in a book, despite what-
ever is going on around him.

As the end of the field and office
operations of the 1990 Decennial
Census approaches, the staff and
management of the Ashland District
Office wish to acknowledge both the
Floyd County Times of Prestonsburg
and theresidents of Eastern Kentucky
for their cooperation and support
which was so evident during our
operations.

While there were a few instances
where minor problems occurred
during our field operations, there
were many tens of thousands of cases
where people demonstrated theirlove
for their country and their patriotism
by fillingout their questionnairesand
returning them in a most timely
manner. In thousands of cases, re-
spondents added written notes in
order to ensure that the Census Bu-
reaureceivedall theinformation they
needed to compile accurate popula-
tion and housing statistics.

More than 195,000 questionnaires
weredistributed in the 23 counties of
the Ashland District. Over 128,000 or
65.3 percent of those were returned
by mail to our office. Thatreturnrate
is appreciably higher than the na-
tional average. This has helped us
keep the costof our operations under
what was budgeted and has resulted

in significant savings of our tax dol-
lars.

Especially worthy of note, were
thecontributions of theFloyd County
Times. Yourarticlesabout the Decen-
nial Census did much to increase
Census Awareness and aided us
measurably in our efforts to recruit
both field and office employees. In
total, more than 1000 people have
been employed in the Ashland Dis-
trict.

There are three more operations
planned between mid-June and Oc-
tober to help ensure that no one is
missed. “Were You Counted?” Will
ask anyone who believes they or
members of their household were not
counted to contact us at 1-800-999-
1990. “Field Followup” will recheck
every housing unit which was listed
as vacant or delete. “Local Review,”
the last of these will give the local
governments (cities and counties) the
opportunity to add housing units to
thecount which may have been over-
looked.

The field and office staffs and the
managers of the Ashland Districtare
grateful for the cooperation of EAst-
ern Kentuckians and the Floyd
County Times. With your help, we
are completing the most thorough
and accurate Census ever in the 200
years since the first Census.

The best way to avoid such prob-
lems, Chapman adyvises, is to make
sure rider and bicycle fit each other.
The seat should tilt slightly down-
ward, and there should be about two

inches between the groinand top bar

of the frame when the rider straddles
the bicycle.

Theseat should be high enough so
that when a pedal is at the bottom of
its stroke, the leg is not straight but
slightly flexed (10-15 degrees is
Chapman’s guideline). The seat
should also be far enough from the
handlebars that therider’sarms form
a right angle with the body.

Other bicycling tips from
Chapman, the University of Califor-
nia, Berkeley, Wellness Letter and
others:

—Avoid long periods in the rac-
ing “drop” position. Despite its aero-
dynamic advantages, theclassic pose
cramps hands, shoulders and neck.
Shift frequently from that position to
riding with hands on the top of the
handlebars. Don't lock your elbows

whileriding. Consider padded gloves
or handlebars.

—"Feather brake” on long hills or
in wet weather, tapping the brakes
with intermittent pressure. If forced
to brake suddenly, move your hips
backward to keep therear wheel from
flippi;xg up.

—When riding over bumps, raise
the buttocks off the seat and keep
knees slightly bent for maximum
shock absorption.

—Don’t wear headphones or a
backpack while cycling. You need
your hearing and balance.

—Wear shoes with rigid soles for
maximum forceon the pedals. Watch
out for errant pants cuffs that can get
caught in the chain or sprocket.

—After a long uphill push, pedal
from time to time on the downhill
glide without accelerating the bike.
This otherwise pointless motion pre-
vents the buildup c¢f soreness-pro-
ducing lactic acid in the muscles.

— Use reflectors on the bicycle.
Wear bright, reflective clothing and,
of course, always wear a bicycle hel-
met. About 90 percent of bicycling
deaths involve collision with a car,
and 40 percent occur at night,
Chapman said.

Dangers await those who wander
onto abandoned mine sites

Late last year, a 21-year-old Cali-
fornia man was climbing a fence that
wasinstalled tokeeptrespassersaway
from an abandoned mine site. As he
did so, the fence gave way and the
man tumbled 400 feet to his death
down the adjacent mine shaft.

Each year, according to the US
Labor Department’s Mine Safety and
Health Administration (MSHA),
abandoned mines, sand pits and
quarries claim the lives of adults,
teenagers and children. They have
been the sites of drownings, suffoca-
tions and head, neck and back inju-
ries.

“Most victims of these tragedies
are trespassers, explorers or curious
youngsters who usually go to these
abandoned mine sites in spring and
summer months,” said Assistant
Secretary of Labor for Mine Safety
and Health William J. Tattersall. “The
public must be warned that all aban-
doned mines are potential killers and
should be avoided.

“Many potential dangers await
persons who venture onto idle sur-
face or underground mining proper-
ties,” said Tattersall. These include
hazards such as slippery slopes, icy
waters and unknown water structures
at quarries, oxygen-deficient air,
explosive gases, and poor roof condi-
tions in abandoned underground
mines.

A 14-year-old Missouri boy broke
his back and ankle after falling 35 feet
into an abandoned sand mine. The
boyand his cousin had crawled under
afencein order to play near the mine.

Three Colorado teenagers explor-
ing an abandoned coal mine last
summer were overcome by poison-
ous gasand died inthe mine. A fourth
teenager was rescued but hospital-
ized.

A 15-year-old Connecticut youth
died of massive head and internal
injuries late last year after falling 100
feet into an abandoned rock quarry.

The following eulogy for Lucille Newsome, composed by her son, John,

was read at the services at her home on June 10, 1990, by Bob McCormick.

Lucille Martin Newsome, was born Dec. 27, 1929, on Branhams Creek, KY. She was the eldest
child of John and Sadie Martin. She is survived by her husband, Andy Newsome, two sons, Gerald
D. Newsome and John W. Newsome, and two grandchildren, Andrea Newsome and Gerald
Brandon Newsome. Her surviving extended family includes two sisters, Mary Ann McCormick and
Betty Rucks, two half sisters, Ocie Alley and Clara Hamilton, four brothers, Bobby Gene Martin,
Noah Martin, Andrew Martin, and John Paul Martin, and a host of aunts, uncles, cousins, nieces and
nephews. She died June 7, 1990, at St. Mary's Hospital in Evansville, Indiana, at the age of 60.

Lucille died of heart failure as a complication of a prolonged bout with endstage emphysema.
There can be little doubt that she would have died much earlier had she not possessed an incredible
determination to continue living, to cling to the last shred of life available to her. And that was
precisely what was left the last year and a half of her life, a mere shred, but she took that shred and
expanded it into a full and meaningful life. Imagine hanging by a thread for a year and a half, staring
death in the face, all the while wearing a serene and uncomplaining smile. Sometimes heroics are
not loud. There is a popular injunction that goes somewhat as follows: Change the things you can
change, accept the things you cannot change, and have the wisdom to know the difference. No one
better exemplified this wisdom than Lucille. She realized that when you are dealt a bad hand by life,
you simply play it and get on with things. She spent the last six months of her life on a ventilator. She
could have given up, but there was never the slightest indication that the thought had even crossed
her mind. In the end the Grim Reaper prevailed, but he knew he had been in a fight, and had only
claimed her body. He would never touch her indomitable spiiit.

Lucille taught school on Mud Creek for over 30 yeers. She worked and paid for her own
education, getting a degree from Pikeville College. Part of the time during these years she rode a
horse to school. And the pay. Forget the pay, the job was practically a donation. However, by the
time she retired she was driving to school in air-conditioned comfort and the pay was somewhere
above the poverty level. Actually the pay had become quite decent, but her major reward had never
been money. Itwas the satisfaction of teaching hundreds of kids the three R's and of every day doing
a job well. Yes, doing a job well. If she had a credo, it was: Work. The word “lazy" was not in her
vocabulary. She counted it almost a sin to sit down until just before bedtime.

In 1948, she married a handsome Gl named Andy Newsome. When he got out of the service,
they made a home together on Branhams Creek and raised two sons. It is often said loosely of
someone that they would give you the shirt off their back. We usually discount this as exaggeration.
With her it was really true. She would do pretty much anything for her immediate family and close

Lucille was a believing Christian. Her regard for Biblical values was unshakeable. Over her life
she attended many different services, but her sympathies were mainly with the Regular Baptists.
This was not arejection of any other church, butwas simply in keeping with the tradition of her family.
Ultimately any person's relationship with God is an individual matter, known only to that person and
God. We believe she was on good terms with her Creator.

When the dust finally settles, any thoughtful person will have at some time in his life asked
himself: What s it all about? What is my life worth? There is the religious answer and it is of prime
importance. Butin addition to that, each human being must find his own personal answer. There is
no universal prescription, but there are qualities that are almost universally admired. Lucille
possessed many of these to a high degree. One could begin to make a list but it would be almost
beside the point. Sure she was honest. She was trustworthy. Faithful, certainly she was faithful. She
had pride, the good kind. One could go on. But perhaps the greatest compliment she could be paid
is the one give the great philosopher, Voltaire. ltwas said of Voltaire that above all else he was alive,
marvelously alive, and that he made life throb to a swifter, stronger beat. Lucille Martin Newsome
was marvelously alive and nc one came within her orbit without being touched and affected by her.
To those who knew her best, her husband and sons, she was, is, and will always be, a hero. «

same, it cost me $1,120.94 last year to
do my job. Maybe all teachers spend
far less butI suspect that the majority
of teachers do buy quite a few mate-
rials. Buteven whatteachers spendis
not the realissue here. If all the mate-
rialsin the world werein our schools,
thatalone will not do it. A workbook
or a computer is not education. You
can putall the equipmentand all the
supplies that you want into a school
or classroom and it will do no good
unless there is a good teacher who
knows what to do with them. What

counts is the attitude of those teach-
ers.
The Floyd County educational
system has just emerged from trying
experienceand we have the opportu-
nity to begin again. If we have not
learned from what we have been
through, it was a tragedy.

Student athletes' progress
is subject of federal bill

The US House of Representatives
recently passed HR 1454, “The Stu-
dent Athlete Right to Know Act.”
Included in the final passage was an
amendment introduced by Cong.
Chris Perkins that would require all
post secondary institutions eligible
to reccive federal assistance to dis-
close to prospective students the
graduation/completionrates for their
institution.

“The passage of “The Student
Right to Know Act” represents a sig-
nificant step toward helpingstudents
and their families make more in-
formed decisions about postsecon-
dary education. All students, notjust
athletes, deserveaccess to graduation
rates and other pertinent statistics.”

The Perkins amendment has two
specific parts to it. The first requires
the disclosure of completion/gradu-
ation rates for degree-seeking, full-
time studentsby July 1,1992. Perkins
said that to eliminate the confusion
and concern about the part-time stu-
dent, part-time students were re-
moved from the measure. As it now
stands, only full-timestudents ‘gradu-
ation progress will be measured.

An interim status report will be
due from the schools on July 1, 1991.
“This will ensure that we have some
practical information on this matter
during the reauthorization period.”

The second part of the legislation
will require the Secretary todevelop,
inconjunction with thehigher educa-
tion community representatives,
definitionsand methodologies for the
disclosure of the following:

—Graduation/completion rates,
broken down by program or field of
study;

—Graduation/completion rates,
brokendownbyindividual school or

academic division within the institu-
tion;

—The rate at which graduates of
theinstitution pass the state required
tests to be employed in various pro-
fessions; and,

~—Placementrates.

Robert Downey Jr. began career
in movie by Dad at age 5

Q: Can you tell me someth-
ing about Robert Downey Jr.
who starred in the movie
Chances Are with Cybill
Shepherd? —E.S., Anchor-
age, Alaska

A: Robert Downey Jr. was
born in New York City,
April 4, 1965. He made his
acting debut at the age of 5in
the motion picture Pound,
produced by his father,
avant-garde filmmaker
Robert Downey. Since then
he has worked steadily. On
television he was signed as a
regular on NBC’s Saturday
Night Live and had a fea-
tured role in the NBC mini-
series Mussolini: The Un-
told Story. His film credits
also include America, Back
To School, Greaser’s Palace,
Tuff Turf, First Born, Weird
Science, The Pick-Up Artist
and Less Than Zero.

Q: I was wondering while
watching Sergeant York on
TV if Gary Cooper is still
alive and where was he born?
Also, is Joseph Kearns, who
played George Wilson on
Dennis The Menace still
alive and his age? —Pete
Roy, Mountain Lake, Md.

A: Cooper was born in
Helena, Mont., on May 7,
1901. He died of cancer in
1961. An interesting
sidelight about the film
Sergeant York concerns
Alvin York, the most decor-
ated soldier of WWI. He had
been courted for years by
movie studios interested in
filming his life. He only
agreed to sell the rights to his
life if he had casting ap-
proval, and the only actor he
would approve to play the
title role was Cooper. Joseph
Kearns, who played the first
George Wilson in Dennis
The Menace, died on Feb.
17, 1962 before filming was
completed for the 1961-62
season. He was replaced in
May by Gale Gordon.

Q: Can you tell me what
has become of Mark Stevens?

RM Downey Jr.

I have seen him recently in
1940 movies with Jean Fon-
taine and others. You seem to
be the only persem who has
information on all the stars.
—Marian Fain, Ladington,
Miss.

A: Richard Stevens was
born Dec. 13, 1915, in
Cleveland, Ohio. Trained as
a painter, he began hisacting
career 1n Canada, on stage

‘and on radio. He returned to

the States in the late’30s
where he served as an an-
nouncer and production
manager in an Akron, Ohio,
radio station. His film career
began in the early 1940s,
billing himself, at various
times, as Mark Stevens,
Stephen Richards and Paul
Mark Stevens. During
the '60s and early*70s he
owned and operated an ex-
clusive restaurant in Major-
ca, but then returned to
Hollywood to resume his
career. After several guest
appearances on television,
he has retired.
