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Maytown volunteers demonstrate
quick response, effective action

The doctor in Lexington stared in
disbeliefwhenT ]J. Compton’s daugh-
ter told him that her father had been
rescued and resuscitated by mem-
bers of a small volunteer fire depart-
ment.

“He just couldn’t believe it,” said
Bonita Compton. “He had said some-
thing like It's amazing how fast the
911 can bring a quick response.’ 1
looked at him and laughed and said
that we have no 911 and that the
Maytown Volunteer Fire Departinent
made the rescue.”

Thestory beganon Saturday, June
9, the day that T. J. Compton of Mar-
tin died ina valve pitat the Kentucky
Hydrocarbon plant near Maytown.

Compton, a worker at the plant
for 33 years, reportedly entered the
pit to shut off a sprinkler valve when
he was overcome by gas fumes.
Compton collapsed and remained in
the pit until other workers noticed
him and tried, unsuccessfully, to pull
him out of the pit.

A call was made to the Maytown
Volunteers. Upon arrival at the pit,
the volunteers were informed that
thereappeared to be some kind of gas
leak inta the pit. Compton could be
seen at the bottom of the pit in a
doubled over position, with his face
down.

Nevertheless, Firefighter Keith
‘Hayes donned an airpack and went
into the pit. A rescue rope was tied
around Compton’s waist and plant
workers assisted the volunteers in
gettinghim to the top.

“When we got him up to the top,
hehad no pulseand he was not breath-

ing,” said Hayes “Doug Bailey imme-
diately started giving him CPR and
we had him breathing again in a few
minutes.”

Compton was taken to Our Lady
of the Way Hospital in Martin before
being transferred to a Lexington
hospital.

“I now have the utmostrespect for
the men of the Maytown Volunteer
Fire Department,” said Bonita Comp-
ton “Ifthey hadn’t gotten to the scene
and got my dad out and did CPR, he
wouldn’t be with us today.”

T.J. Compton now suffers from a
slight loss of short term memory, but

by his own account feels that he is
getting better “They tell me that I
died down there,” he said. “But the
boys down at Maytown got me out
and gotmebreathing again.Ido thank
them for that.”

Compton said that he hopes to be
back at work by the first of August.

The gas leak that caused the pit to
be dangerous was repaired shortly
after the accident, according to Tho-
mas Flannery, a supervisorat Hydro-
carbon.

While they are only a small outfit
with limited budget and equipment
reserves, the members of the May-
town Volunteer Fire Department
exemplify what is meant by “Service
To Others.”

Doctor's drug authority revoked

A physician who briefly had a
practice in Allen this spring has had
hiscertificate to prescribe medication
revoked by theUS Drug Enforcement
Administration.

Inan order issued June 19, acting
DEA administrator TerrenceM. Burke
took away the prescription writing
authority of Dr. Ekambaram Para-
meswaran, also known as Dr. E.
Param.

The order further announces that
any applications for renewal of the
registration in the future are to be
denied.

Param had previously operated
the Martin County Medical Clinic in
Inez and an office in Warfield. He
reportedly opened a practice in Al-
len, near the postoffice, in thespring,
but the office has recently been aban-
doned and efforts to contact the
physician have been fruitless.

The order, published in the June
26 edition of the Federal Register,
traces investigations of Param’s writ-
ing of prescriptions for controlled
substances to 1983,

In1985, West Virginia State Police
apparently checked up on Param
while investigating allegations of il-
licit drug sales by membeérs of a Ker-
mit, W.Va, family.

A West Virginia State Trooper
reportedly recorded anoffice visithe
made to Param‘soffice, during which
the physician gave him a prescrip-
tion for 30 dosage units of Tylenol 4,
a Schedule I11 controlled substance,
and onefor 20 unitsof Percodan, also
controlled.

According tothe order, Param did
not conduct a physical examination
of the undercover policeman, and the
policeman did not indicate he suf-
fered from severe pain.

The Drug Control Branch of the
Kentucky Cabinet for Human Re-
sources also reportedly investigated
Param in 1984. An audit of Param’s
controlled substance inventory re-
vealed “unexplained ’shorlagt"s" of
prescription drugs. Audits in 1987
showed similar shortages.

Thecombined resultof twoaudits
conducted in September 1987 re-
vealed shortages of about 48,000
dosageunitsofcontrolled substances,
ranging from Didrex to Valium, the
federal order states.

The DEA administrator said, in
the order, “The unexplained short-
ages and overages from each audit
show, at the very least, that Respon-
dent (Param) failed to adequately
maintain therecordsrequired by law
tobekeptcompletely and accurately.”

A physician, a Eointcd by the
Kentucky Medical Board, also re-
viewed Param’s records and noted
that Param’s prescribing practices
were “excessiveand inappropriate.”
Many patients, the reviewer said,
received both Percodan, Tylenol 4
and Valium simultaneously.

As a result of the review, the

Medical Board in1987issued anOrder
of Temporary Restriction, suspend-
ing Param’s authority'to handle con-
trolled substances. The Board lifted
the restriction last year,

Param was indicted in Martin
Countyin1988 onchargesoftraffick-
ing in a controlled substance. He
entered a pleaagreementinwhich he
pleaded guilty toa misdemeanor. He
wassentenced to%0daysinthecounty
jail, but the sentence was probated
fora year on the condition the Param
not practicemedicine or reside within
100 miles of Inez,

In theJune order, the DEAadmin-
istratorsaid, “Atbest, his prescribing
practices could be characterized as
excessive and inappropriate. At
worst, he was responsible for divert-
ing thousands of dosage units of
controlled substances from legitimate
medical use into the hands of scores
of drug abusers.”

Param, according to the order, is
quoted as saying that the medication
he prescribed “was asa resultof poor
prescription practices notin keeping
with good medical practices but
neverthelessinaccordance with good
intentions.”

Cars Today

To avoid breakdown,
check your car

In the spring a young man's fancy
lightly turns to thoughts of getting
the car ready for cruising,

That also applies to women, of
course,

The American Automobile Asso-
ciation reports it made 21,4 million
emergency road servicecallslast year.

So here’s the annual checklist to
help you guard against breakdowns:

—Look at the pavement beneath
the vehicle, especially where it nor-
mally has been parked, and see if
thereareany stainsthatindicate leaks.

Oil generally is black. Transmis-
sion and brake fluid generally have a
reddish tinge, and coolant is green-
ish/yellow. Brands differ, however,
so if you are uncertain, check the dip
sticks or reservoirs,

Caution: Make certain the engine
is cool, Never try to remove the cool-
antcap whentheengineishot,and be
careful of today’s thermostatically-
controlled radiator fans that can start
up even when the engine is not run-
ning.

—While under the hood, check all
hoses and belts for cracks or weak
spots, and make certain all belts have
no more than about aninch of play in
them, It's easier to replace belts in the
driveway before they break on the
road.

—Filters, air and fuel, also are
important. Air filters generally are
easy to replace. The ease in dealing
with fuel filtersdepends on the model.

—If your state does not require
safety inspections, brakes and the
exhaust system also should be
checked by a technician.

—Try the air conditioner. If it is
not cooling well, it probably needs to
be recharged.

—Change the oil and oil filter.
Again, on most models this is not
overly difficult. But if you have
qualms, take it to a service station.
The protection for your engine is
worth the trip,

—An excellent way of checking
the exterior of a car is to wash it — by
hand.

Spray well in the fender wells and
beneath thecarifit has been operated
oversalted roads, but the same istrue
if it has been at the beach. Get in the
cracks.

Then when wiping it down, look
for nicks and cracks, little places
where the paint protection has been
voided by road chips or parking Tot
abuse, and touch them up beforethey
become worse.

Warranties against rust are grow-
ing every year, but you can help, too.
Wash and wax a car for maintenance
as well as beauty. Waxing down
under, where it is hard to reach, is
very much worth the effort.

Avoid abrasives — some waxes
have them — if your vehicle has the
new base coat/clear coat paint.

Even the new “easier-to-under-
stand” owner’s manuals are confus-
ing on when to have the oil changed.
Most differentiate between “hard”
and “normal” driving, but what’s
confusing is that “hard” driving is
normal for most persons.

Hard driving is the stop-and-go
few miles to work and the store in
which the engine hardly ?els up to
running temperatures before being
shut down again. Normal driving is
taking it out on the interstate and
runningitat55 mph foranhourorso.

If still confused, have the oil and
filter changed at least twice a year,
spring and fall for most persons. The
costis minorcompared to what could
happen.

Norm Hudecki of Valvoline Inc.
says the proper grade is in your
owner’smanual but most automakers
have been recommending 5W-30 or
10W-30,

“Whether you're driving through
Death Valley or Colorado’s snow-
capped mountains, the operating
temperature of your car’s engine will
be about the same,” he adds. But if
you are pulling a boat or camper “it's
important you have the right vehicle
and the right motor oil.”

He suggests heavy duty oil for
such and suggests even then you
avoid long periods of idling, such as
occursin traffictie-ups near highway
construction projects or auto acci-
dents.

Tires, say the tire experts with a
great deal of truth, are the most ne-
glected component of the modern
motor vehicle.

Tire pressure should be checked
routinely every week or so, and next
time you look you should also look
closely at the tread. Uneven wear
indicates the vehicle might be out of
alignment, and if the edges of the
tread have worn more than the cen-
ter, you've been running on under-
inflated tires. Conversely, if the tread
is thinning in the center, you‘ve been
over-inflating your tires.

Today’s front drives, with a great
majority of weight on the front tires,
demand that your tires be rotated,
according to the directions in the
owner’s manual.

Your reward for such attention is
amazingly long-wearing tires, better
handling and a wealth of peace of
mind.

If your engine has been acting up
— hard to start, giving you little fits
and spits — now’s the time for a
tuneup. If its running well, don't fix
what ain’t broke.

New incinerator regulations proposed

At Gov, Wallace Wilkinson's di-
rections, the Department for Envi-
ronmental Protection has drafted new
regulations for municipal, medical,
and hazardous waste incinerators,

In January 1990, the governor
noted that state regulations govern-
ing theincineration of waste were

inadequate to protect public health
and theenvironment. In an Executive
Order, theGovernor declared amora-
torium on the issuance of state per-
mitsf@rthecunstructionoroperatinn
of any new or expanded waste incin-
erators and instructed the Depart-
ment for Environmental Protection

to develop new regulations.
“Preliminary drafts of these regu-
lations havebeen completed and have
beensubmitted to the Environmental
Quality Commission forreview,” said
Hisham M. Saaid, acting director of
the Division for Air Quality. When
adopted, these regulations will:

= Establish more stringent ‘emis-
sion standards than present regula-
tions for solid waste, hazardous waste
and medical waste incinerators;

* Establish design and operating
requirements for incinerators;

* Require training and certifica-
tion for incinerator operators;

* Require that the owners and
operators of small hazardous and
medical waste incinerators (those
with charging capacities of less than
500 pounds per hour) receive state
permitsto constructand operatethose
incinerators. Current regulations
exempt such sources from state per-
mitting requirements, thus allowing
their construction even during the
governor’s moratorium;

* Encourage recycling as an alter-

On any given night of this
season of:srarsc audiences, you see
more people from Johnson and Pike
counties, it seems, than from here.
And you see more tourist traffic
than local.

This makes no sense,

In fact, ifanything, every seat in
the house should be filled every
night, and at least half by people
from thisarea. What we're doing
now, obwiously, is allowing
outsidersto enjoy one of our prime
treasures while we're ignoring its
existence.

The Rotarians who operate the
concession stand at performances

have the pleasant opportunity to
talk with many of the theatregoers.
People from Michigan, Indiana,
Virginia, Illinois, lowa — you name
it—comment regularly on what an
outstanding operation {cnny Wiley
Theatre is. They nearly always say
something to the effect that they
envy us for having a theatre such as
thisin our communirg.

So what do we do? We don't go.

Many excuses are offered.

Excuse #1: It costs too much.

Come on, now. That's about the
lamest. Go toa play in Lexington
and Louisvilleand you'll pay
upwards of $20 or more, plus you'll
have to drop a few more bucks for
%?\s, food and possibly lodging.

eatre in larger cities is almost
}:riced out of reach. Generally, the

olks who complain about the less
than $10 ticket price think nothing
of dropping $75 for a pair of jeans
with holes in them or $20 for a
bottle of booze or $15 for a steak
dinner. They’ll give their kids $10
or more to blow on junk food at the
movie theatre.

Excuse #2: I've never heard of
the shows.

You’ve heard of Jenny Wiley,
haven’t you? And even if you've
scen the show before, it's been
revised this year and is probably
the best interpretation yet. If you
haven’t heard of the others, here's
your chance to find cut about them.
Each was a highly successful show
onBroadway.

Excuse #3: Somebody told me
that somebody told them that
somebody said the shows are not as
good this year.

Is that how you make all your
decisions? Musical theatre makes a
classic example of “different strokes

S

for different folks,” What appeals to
one person might turn off another.
For instance, I've seen “The Sound
of Music” at least a dozen times and
haveloved it just as much each
time. But some folks condemn the
show as too sappy. And 1'd see
“Oklahoma” and “The Music Man”
every week if | could, but once was
enough for “Funny Girl” which
some folks love.

Is your taste based on what
“somebody” said. I hope not.

Excuse #4: Therc’s no place to
park because of the convention
centerconstruction,

Granted, whoever made the
decision to build the convention
center smack in the middle of the
theatre parking lotis a few bricks
shy of a load, but there is still
plenty ofSarking for theatre
patrons. Don't be put off by the
hulking construction. Rangersare
there every evening to direct
parking, and accommodations are
made for persons who cannot walk
very far for health reasons. (The rest
of us would do well, for health
reasons, to do more walking.)

Excuse #5: This is amateur
theatre; it’s not like a real theatre.

Ahem. You really need to check
the shows out before you make that
statement. These are among the
most talented and energetic young
people you'll see assembled
anywhere. They're selected through
competitive auditions hereand at
several other locations. Most have
been singing and dancing since
they were toddlers, and many have
had the best training their parents
canafford.

Those are the major excuses.
Here are the reasons we should all
support Jenny Wiley Theatre.

First, it's quality theatre right
here in our own backyard, some-
thing we have that very few other
people have.

Second, it provides an opportu-
nity to extena our cultural experi-
ence and to expose our children to
something besides sports and
parking lot sitting. Not that there’s
anything wrong with sports; it's
just that there is more to life.

Third — and most striking — if
Floyd Countians don't start
supporting Jenny Wiley Theatre,
there likely will be no theatre.

HELP FOR LOW-INCOME
RURALRENTERS
CLEARS SENATE

One of the most pressing social
needs facing our country today is
affordable housing. Asitstands now
there are thousands of low-income
people who are walking a fine line
between beingabletoafford anapart-
ment in a public housing develop-
ment or living on the streets.

Many are elderly or handicapped
and barely making ends meet on a
fixed income.[f they should suddenly
become sick or injured, unexpected
expensescould force them out of their
apartments and into homeless shel-
ters. On June 21, Democrats and
Republicans in the Senate unani-
mously joined together and passed
legislation ] authored, the Rural
Rental Housing Affordability Act,
that will give those people most in
need financial assistance in making
their rental payments.

My legislation will bring help to
more than 115,000 people nationwide
who are currently paying more than
30 percentof theirmonthly incomein
rent and living in Farmer’s Home
Administration (FmHA) 515 multifa-
mily developments. Theamendment

adopted by the Senate will reduce
rental payments for eligible recipi-
ents to not more than 30 percent of
their monthly income. | ¢all this af-
fordability assistance.

My focus on the 515 program is
well founded. This housinginitiative
providesapartmentsinruralareasto
low-income families and the elderly.
According to a recent Government
AccountingOfﬁce(CAO)reFort,(wer
90 percentof 515 housingis locatedin
rural areas with populations under
10,000 and over 40 percent of the
households are headed by a senior
citizen. :

In Kentucky, FmHA has financ
317 rural rental housing complexes
for senior citizens and families, Once
my legislation becomes law, over
3,000 people in our state will become
eligible to receive this affordability
assistance.

It is a tragedy when the elderly,
handicapped, and low-income fami-
liesare forced to forego food or other
necessities just so they can p:':;v the
rent. The Rural Housing Affordabil-
ity Assistance Act will provide relief
to these people so they can stay in
theirapartments and continueliving
intherural areas that they call home.
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The difference between genius and
stupidity is that genius has its limits.

Growingjackpotmeans
strong sales for lottery

As the LOTTO KENTUCKY jack-
pot grew during recent weeks, lot-
tery officials were tracking the in-
creasein salesas well.

When officials prepared the
budget for Floyd County for the
coming fiscal year, they had current
audit information because of a pro-
gram initiated by State Auditor Bob
Babbage.

“This year each fiscal court and
county fee official in Kentucky was
able to plan their budget using cur-
rentauditinformation,” Babbagesaid.

"Also taxpayers in each county
will have access to current informa-
tion about how their tax dollars are
being used,” Babbage added.

Babbage said he first heard about
the delay in audit information when
he was a candidate for state auditor.

“Everywhere | went county offi-
cials and members of the media told
me to make current audit informa-
tion my top priority,: Babbage said.

He did.

Babbage explained that the
Auditor’s office had received several
new assignments from the General
Assembly during the 1980s.

Some of the major assignments
include the annual statewide audit of
motor vehicle registrations, the finan-
cial audits of all Property Valuation
Administrators, the responsibility for
the oversight of the Kentucky Lottery
audits, a special review of the finan-
cial managementof Kentucky schools,
and other special assignments from
the Governor and the General As-
sembly.

With the increased volume of
work, theoffice steadily fell behind in
county audits until 1988.

With the implementation of
Babbage’s plan, production of county
audits increased to over 800 during
the most recent fiscal year as com-
pared to 375 for the 1987 fiscal year.

Success in bringing audits to cur-
rentyear status had somedrawbacks,
Babbage explained, noting that some
officials were billed foraudit services
twice in the same fiscal year. He also
had to contend with a specific limit
on the size of his staff, Babbage said.

To get county government audit
to current year status, Babbaged
devised a jpint venture between his
staff and private audit firms.

Babbage first described the proj-
ect to privateaudit firms interested in
participating in the joint venture, let

Simply put,
it's rare for blacﬁ bears to be aggres-
sive toward humans.

The smell of food, however, does
attract bears. Did you ever knowany
animal accustomed to a handy food
source that didn’t return time and
again foran easy meal?

Bears are primarily vegetarians,
eating fruits, berries, grasses and
acorns, and sometimes, meat. This
means household garbage not regu-
larly picked up sﬁould be buried.
(Remains of animal carcasses should
always be buried.)

Black bears were once native toall
of Kentucky’s forests, but with in-
creasing human activity and accom-
panying habitat destruction, the
bruins all but disappeared from the
state by the early 1900s,

Over the years, idle farmlands in
Eastern Kentucky began growing up
in trees, expanding the habitat range
for black bears living eastand south-
east of Kentucky. Bears from the
bordering states of Virginia, West
Virginia and Tennessee (which have
huntable black bear populations)

began traveling into Kentucky.

state were reported more and more
frequently. Inthe pastcoupleof years,
it became apparent to biologists that
blackbears werereestablishing them-
selves in Kentucky.

Recently, the Y(entucky Depart-
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources
received reports of 74 bear sightings
from a 12-county area in Eastern
Kentucky. Biologists estimate a total
populationofaround 400black bears
in eastern portions of the state.

Althoughhabitat playsa vital role
in sustaining any wildlife, the key to
the future of black bears in Kentucky
rests with its people. Bears and
humans can coexist as long as atti-
tudes are shaped by knowledge and
understanding.

Black bears have reclaimed their
native land, and I, for one, hope
they’re here to stay.

When selecting a new
electric trolling motor, let applica-
tion be your guide.

For many young Floyd and Pike
County children who needed a
stimulatingdevelopmentand thera-
peutic preschool before 1987, there
was “noroom in the inn,” according
to Rita Conley of Mountain Compre-
hensive Care Center.

The reason the children couldn’t
find a place had to do with their
handicaps.

first word. Some had parents who
were not able to care for them all
day, every day. Others had been
abused and neglected and had
learned to act in very destructive
ways.

That changed when MCC's
Children’s Center opened at Harold
two years ago.

The MCC program, which alse
enrolls a small number of children
without problems, hasateacherand/
ortherapistfor every three children,
and some children have one staff
personassigned to them.

The program, which hasrecently
completed expansion to allow for

integration of more children with
severe problems, is ajointeffort with
the Floyd County School System.
Through a contract, the program
implements Public Law 99-457 by
providingeducationand therapy for
young children. Floyd County
Schools’ special education depart-
mentdirector Ogie Slone has given
the program supportand adminis-
trative backing, Conley said.

The program was the first such
projectof this typein Kentucky. Now
thereare similar programs in Louis-
ville and Western Kentucky. The
Department for Social Services has
also contracted with the program to
provide a nurturing day care for
many children since 1987.

The Children’s Center program is
based on the “Gentle Teaching” model
developed by Dr. JohnMcGee, as well
as positive parenting approaches.

“Webelieveintheinherentdignity
and worth of each child regardless of
their behavior or disability,” said
Conley, who developed and now di-
rects the program.

“Many of our children come to us
without internal controls and feeling
bad aboutthemselves. Everything we
do is geared toward increasing their
developmental potential and expand-
ing their sense of worth,” she said.

The atmosphere at the center is
calming and stimulating at the same
time. Inaddition to highlyindividual-
ized guidelines for the children, there
are “staff rules” that include no rais-
ing of voices, no negative physical
intervention and no verbalization or
body language that reflects non-ac-
ceptance of any child, Conley ex-
plained.

Theroomsarelight pinkand white
and colorfully decorated.

The combined experience of the
staff, which includes a child psychia-
trist, totals 42 years. Vicki Brown, a

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highly proficient signlanguage inter-
preter, is the supervisor. Many of the
children have experienced their first
communication by using sign lan-
guage at the center, Conley said.

The program, which operates five
daysa weekonthelocal school system
calendar, is highly structured and

incorporates state-of-the-art early
childhood curriculumand techniques.

Transportationisprovided, and the
fall, spring and summer sessions in-
clude several trips into the commu-
nity.

Huntersaid that partof whatkept
him going was theencouragementhe
received from his mother, Virginia
Grace, “You know,” Hunter said, “at
firstshedidn’t want me tocome here
because it was so far away from
home.”

AccordingtoHunter, his mother's
attitude changed “when she saw the
change in me, that I had a goal, she
kept pushing me and kept telling me
to stick with it. Now my mom says

MSU faculty pay going up

Morehead State University’s
Board of Regentshasapproved a $55.8
million operating budget for 1990-91
whichincluded a 14 percentaverage
salary increase for faculty members,
MSU’s faculty salary increase is the
largest among the state schools who
have announced their salary sched-
ules.

Withapproval ofthebudget, MSU
hiss takets what President C. Nelson
Grote called a “giant step” toward
addressing a problem that has
plagued the school for several years
— low faculty salaries.

The increases which range from
11.27 nt to 20 percent are ex-
pected to bring MSU faculty salaries
up to the average of the state’s re-
gional universities. “While that mid-
pointisalwaysa moving target, based
on our calculations we will be at the
median of Kentucky’s regional uni-
versities,” the president said at the
board meeting on June 22.

The average staff salary increase
will be six percent, with the increases
ranFing- from 4.2 percent to 9.47.
Calling the staff salary increase the
“down side” of the budget, Grote
told theboard that “a year from now
we tohave to takea serious
look at pur staff salaries and make
them a priority for 1991-92."

Mswotal budget represents a
12.8 percent growth over the previ-

ous yearwhichisattributed toalarger
state general fund allocation, addi-
tional tuition revenue as a combined
result of enrollment growth and the
11 percent hike in fees, and projected
growth inauxiliary operations.

Thebudgeta]soreﬁﬁcledasigniﬁ-
cantincrease in the percentage of the
Educational and General budget al-
located to instruction — the largest
percentage in more thana decade —
45.8 percent.

In his remarks Grote also noted
thatMSU had received $2 million for
instructional equipment from state
bonds for the 1990-92 biennium. Other
budgethighlightsinclude funding for
expanded services and offerings at
the MSU-Ashland Extended Campus
Center and the MSU-Big Sandy Ex-
tended Campus Center located in
Prestonsburg. Funding was also in-
cluded for five new faculty innursing
and radiologic technology tosupport
the reinstatement of the associate
degree in nursing program and two
additional faculty members in ele-
mentary education.

In other action, the board reaf-
firmed the university’s affirmative
action/equal employment opportu-
nity policy; approved revisions to
various university policies, and re-
scinded selected academic and ad-
ministrative policies.

Job opportunities abundant in ag economics

For city dwellers, the farmer and
the grocer represent the most visible
links in the agricultural chain.

Farmers, somehow sustaining a
passion for the land despite facing
major financial troubles, get our
sympathy. Grocers, with their gleam-
ing aisles and computerized cash
registers, get our money.

Butthousands of people are work-
ing at jobs that don’t get as much
publicity, yetare essential to keeping
the chain intact, experts say.

Many make sure farmers get the
supplies and services they need.
Others market, process and distrib-
ute food.

And some keep sharp eyes on
agricultural prices and production
trends, crucial information for both
farmers and consumers.

“There'sa serious need for people
who are able to perform these func-
tions,” says Loys L. Mather, a profes-
sor of agricultural econumics at the
University of Kentucky's College of
Agriculture.

Agrl-icultural economics is one of
several programs that have hel
UK’s College of Agriculture f:onps?z*‘.:E
tertly rank among the best in the

nation.

Its graduates usually have no
trouble finding good jobs that often
startat $27,000 a year and more, col-
lege officials say.

Butthe program is not easy. What
it amounts to is practically a double
major in business and agriculture,
either of whichis difficult enough by
itself, Mather observes,

Interested high schoo! students
need to pursuea pre-college curricu-
lum, along with courses and activi-
ties designed to enhance their com-
municationsand 1zadership skills, he
alvises,

Orice at UK, students should be
prepared to tackle such widely di-
verse subjects as animal discase con-
trol and farm water management,
money and banking, international
trade and the fundamentals of in-
vesting,

They can choose one of five spe-
cialty ficlds. Most pick agribusiness
management, which leads to jobs in
marketing and sales of agricultural
supplies, orcommodity merchandis-
ing and price analysis.

Ofthe 131 students enrolled inthe
agricultural economics program at
UK last year, more than half were
taking courses in agribusiness man-
agement, Mather says.

And while most students in the
college come Irom ruralareas, jobs in
agribusiness management ol’fer S0
much promise that “many in the
program have no farm background
atall,” Mather emphasizes.

Other specialty areas arz:

—Agricultural financial manage-
ment, whose graduates find careers
withbanks, creditagenciesand other
lending institutions that deal with
the agricultural community.

-—Agricultural economics science,
which prepares students for gradu-
ate school and beyond, for research
and teaching, ;

-—Farim managemenc, wilose
graduates generally work more
closely with agricultural production
by operating their own farms or by
signing on with professional farm
managementcompanies.

—Public policy analysis, which
readies students for work with local
or state governments, with the US
Department of Agriculture, with
development councils or lobby
groups. Many go on to law school,

Public policy is the choice of Brian
Thomas, whose grandfather owns a
large farm in Clark County. He plans
to go tolaw school after he graduates
nextyear, buthe figureshe may wind
up managing the family farm.

“I'm aiming in a different direc-
tion from actual farming,” he says,
“maybe environmental law. But I
hope the farm is in my future, and

whatl’mlearning here will definitely
help.”

Farm management appealed tc
Clint Harris. He graduated in May
andaccepledajob with Perdue Farms
Ine., a Maryland-based com pany that
ranks as the world’s third largest
poultry producer.

Heisa service supervisor with the
responsibility of overseeing poultry
operations on 30 independent farms
under contract to Perdue.

Harrisinitially thought he wanted
to be a veterinarian.

“But] saw that there were proba-
bly more jobopportunitiesinagricul-
tural economics so | switched over,”
he said. “It looks like it turned out to
be a good move.”

“Summer time and the livin’ is
easy.” A famous quote froma famous
song!

It is summertime and an impor-
tanttime for every youngster, foritis
durin theIonﬁlazydaysnfsummer
that children have time to develop
the habit of recreational reading, a
habit that needs to be developed
during childhood and nurtured dur-
ingadolescence ifitis to bea lifclong
pleasure.

Getting youngsters hooked on
booksisa parental responsibility, not
a school responsibility. Although
good school reading programs in-
clude reading for pleasure, the main
task ofa school reading program isto
develop effectivereading skills. Prac-
ticeinreading mustbedoneathome.

Just as parents praise, prod and
cheer their youngster to do well at
sports so also must parents praise,
prod and promote reading for fun,
Readingisaninvolvement sport, not
a spectator sport,

Recent reports from The Reading
ReportCard indicated that nine-year-
olds had maintained the reading
performanceof1984, butthat13-year-
olds had shown little improvement
since 1971. Could this have some-
thing to do with many competing
events for children’s time?

Most of us as parents are very
interested in seeing that our child
learns to read. We read to little ones,
tell them storiesand sympathize with
an amused grin at the first grader’s
disappointment the firstday of school
when he or she has not learned to
read. We offer hugs and kisses and
assure our child that very soon now
the magic will happen and he or she
will be able to readF.’e

Alltoosoon, however, other inter-
estscompetefor timeand we feel that
reading, that magic kingdom, is no
longer our problem. We forget the
need for PRACTICE.

Thelibrary is waiting for you and
your child. How about enrollingina
summer reading program? How
about checking out some story tapes
for use on the long vacation car trip.
After all, you have a captive audi-
ence.

Story tellingand story readingare
marvelousentertainment. Maybe, just
maybe, that way you won't be cfeaf
from themusic onslaught. Howabout
Eetting junior to read stories to little

rother. Picture books make marvel-
ous practice for a reluctant reader.
And it’s a great ego trip to have an
admiring sibling not to mention the
fact that it gives mom and dad some
peace for awhile.

With education reform in Ken-
tucky, local school boards have an
opportunity to help create a new
vision for education.

That was the feeling of the Ken-
tucky School Boards Association
Board of Directors which held its
quarterly meeting June 22-24 in
Lexington,

Dr. Michael Usdan, president of
the Institute for Educational Leader-
ship in Washington, DC, offered the
board membersa perspectiveonthe
national education reform move-
mentand where Kentucky is viewed
inthat movement. He noted that the
nation is watching Kentucky in its
new reform efforts.

Board members have “an opgor-
tunity to assume new responsibili-
ties” said Usdan. As policy setters,
boards will be able to spend more
time on broader issues while more
“ministerial decisions” are being
made at the building level, Usdan
explained.

Heurged board members tocapi-
talize on the interest and momen-
tum currently in education with the
Presidential Education Summit last
fall and interest from the Judicial,
Executive and Legislative branches
of Kentucky government as well.
