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Public .forum on education commissioner 

Few offer opinions, input on state school superchief

EducatorsfromJohnson, Magoffin 

and Lctchercounties,along with other 
concerned citizens, disclosed their 
opinions on qualities and criteria for 
the selection of a new Commissioner 
of Education Monday when four 
members of the Kentucky Education 
Management Selection Commission 
visited Prestonsburg. 

The public forum meeting was the 
third of four such meetings held 
around the state. The group's goal is 
to seck public input regarding the 
sclcctaon of the Commissioner of 
Education as mandated by the rt.'CCnt 
t..'<iucation reform act passt..>d by the 
Kentucky General Assembly. 

About 25 people were in atten­
dance for the forum held at 
Prestonsburg Community College. 
However, only seven of those pres­
ent chose to sharetheiropinions with 
the commission members. 

Johnson County Schools Superin­
tendent Frank Hamilton was the first 
person to address the panel. Hamil­
ton stated that he felt a Kentucky 
resident or native should be selected 
for the position and recommended 
Dr. Dan Branham for the job. Hamil­
ton stated that Branham was unaware

Union workers at Highlands Re­
gional Medical Center approved a 
three-year contract by an almost 
unanimous measure Sunday. 

A total of 188 members of the 
Service Employees International 
Union voted to approve the new 
contract, while only 13 members 
voted to turn dOY..'l\ the offer and go 
on strike against the hospital. 

The new contract offers employ­
ees a six percent increase in salary for 
the first year, with five percent raises 
for each of the two additional years, 
said union president Larry Daniels. 

It also carries improved health 
and dental insurance benefits, as 
well as improved retirement and 
pension benefits, and upgrades in 
cmploymcntrankings for both part­
time workers and licensed practical 
nurses, Daniels saad. 

"Everyone is just so pleased," said 
Daniels. "I think that both labor and 
managementarehappywith the new 
contract." 

Honaker man 
killed in mine 

A Floyd County man was killed 
last week in a roof fall at a C&N Coal 
mine operation at Indian Creek in 
Pike County. 

Lenme Kidd, 38, of Honaker was 
killed Friday when a roof fall occurred 
at the mine. An estimated one to one­
and-a-half tons of rock reporedly fell 
on Kidd. Thecauseofdeath was trau­
matic asphyxiation, according to joe 
Back of the Hall Funeral Home in 
Martin. 

Kidd was reportedly half-owner 
of C&N Coal Co. and worked in the 
mimng operation. 

Funeral services were Monday at 
11 a.m. 

''The hospital is very, very pleased 
with the new contract," said Donald 
Nunnery, personnel director for 
HRMC, ''The employees were very 
accepting of the new contract.

Hospital officials and union rep­
resentatives have been in contract 
negotiations since April27.

Michael Dale Wallen, 25, of East 
Point, formerly of Allen, was found 
dead in his basement after reportedly 
being shot five times in the head with 
a .22 caliber pistol.

Cyrus said that Wallen and his wife, 
Lenora Ann Wallen, 25, had been 
involved in a lengthy argument about 
a pool game they had played earlier 
that day. Lenora Wallen had a lump 
on her head that was allegedly caused 
by Wallen, Cyrus said. 

I enora Wallen was charged with 
murder at the scene and has been 
lodged in the Big Sandy Regional 
Detention Center in Paintsville. 

An invcsti&ation of the shooting 
incident is bemg conducted by the 
Johnson CountySherlff'sDepartment 
and the Kentucky State Police.

More $$ for 23 (111aybe) 
US Congressman Chris Perkins 

announced Tuesday that the House 
Appropriations Committee has ap­
proved additional funding for the 
fourth consecutive year for the ex· 
pansion of US 23 in Eastern Ken 
tucky. 

Perkins said $4 million has tx.'en 
allotted to begin work on the 13-milc 
stretch of US 23 between Paintsville 
and Prestonsburg. 

"Eastern Kentuckians arc well 
aware that US23 is a heavily traveled, 
dangerous road that is crying out for 
expansion and refurbishment," Perk· 
ins said. ''The additional $4 million . 
.. is a testament to the commitment 
on the part of myself and my col­
leagues to ensure that improvements 

•.·:in be made to its (US 23's) southern 
end." 

Perkins said that the most recent 
approval raises the total of froeral 
funding for US 23 to more than half 
the amount rcque~tcd by the Ken­
tucky Department ofTransportation, 
according to information provided to 
the congressman two weeks ago. 

''The four-laning of US 23 is a 
crucial step to Eastern Kentucky's 
efforts to improve its infrastructurE', 
its economy and the Seventh District's 
link with neighboring states both to 
the north and to the south," Perkins 
said. 

The funding, part of the Transpor­
tation Appropriations Bill for fiscal 
year 1991, is scheduled to go before a 
House vote tomorrow. 

Keeping your cool 
Hot weather got you down? Beware, these soaring temperatures can 

do more than just give you a case of the lazies. Heat exhaustion is a very 
real possibility, especially with the high humidity to accompany the 
high temperatures. 

The phrase "heat index" refers to the temperature plus the humid­
ity, alias "what your body will be feeling." Yesterday's heat index 
reached about 110 degrees, and that's something to sweat about. 

Some of the symptoms a person should be aware of that may be in­
dicating the beginnings of heat exhaustion are dizziness, headaches, 
nausea, vomiting, some change in mental s~tus and wann, moist skin. 

If not intenupted these symptoms could progress into heat stroke 
which is quite dangerous. Heat stroke means your body temperatur~ 
has risen to about 105-106 and hospital treatment is needed. It is 
basically a severe state of dehydration. 

Some simple first aid measures and keeping cool tips can be 
!oll~wed to P!event an>: type of trip to th~ hospital, though. First, dress 
m hght dothmg and dnnk plenty of flutds. Try to stay in the shade or 
cool areas and wear a hat. A quick way to cool down would be to place 
a cool, wet rag around your neck or run your wrists and elbows under 
cold water. 

Also rem~mber ~o take it easy and ~ove at a slower pace than 
normally wh1le restmg frequently and dnnking more than the usual 
amount of water.

Following a presentation by Main 
Street Program manager Rosemary 
Armstrong, council agreed to waive 
business permit fees for farmers who 
will participate in the proposed 
Farmer's Market at Richmond Plaza 
parking lot. The motion was made by 
William 0. Goebel and seconded by 
Hale. Armstrong said she expects the 
market to open in about two weeks. 

Council members also said they 
will look mto a concern raised by 
representatives of veterans groups 
about the veterans memorial at Archer 
Park. Blake Meadows and Millard 
Hughes of Disabled American Veter­
ans and Eddie Akers of Veterans of 
Foreign Wars contend the memorial 
is obscured from view by a waterfall 
in the park and trash that collects 
there.

"When we get people (tourists) here 
and they have to part the trash to put 
their boat in or out of the water, they 
won't come back," Fannin said. 

After a second by Goebel, council 
passed the motion. 

Hale raised concern over the un­
sightliness and danger of a long-time 
burned out house at the end of the 
West Prestonsburg bridge. Fire chief 
Tom Blackburn said he would check 
with Fire Marshall Larry Adams 
about the structure. 

Hale also cited unstable blocks at 
the end of the same bridge, graffiti on 
the bridge and a damaged drain to 
the river. Public works superinten­
dent Mike Meade said he would check 
on the items.

sible to a move now afoot in Wash­
ington to enact a devastating fossil 
fuels tax that could cost our state 
more than $900 mil !ton a year. 

I recently JOined other senators m 
calling on President Bush to reject 
this new tax, which is now being 
considered by some members of the 
Whtte House congressional "budget 
summtt group." 1 did so. because this 
is just one more short-stghtl'd effort 
to balance the federal budget on the 
backs of hardworking and 
hardprcssed Kentuckians and Ken­
tucky industries. 

Advocates ot thts i!pproach arc 
talkmg about a tax ba!'.ed on the car­
bon content of fo~sil fuels -$15 per 
ton on coal, $3,25 per barrel on petro­
leum and 40ccntcrs per million cubic 
feet on natural gas. Direct annual costs 
to Kentucky industries alone could 
come to $528 million for coal, $314 
million for petroleum and $74 nul­
lion for natural sas.

Recalling 
public officials 

Dear Editor, 
Recall is one of the thr(.>C basic 

toolc: of dtrcct democracy. Another ic; 
referendum, which wasthesubjectof 
the last letter on local governance. 
Initiative will be addrcc;sed in the 
future. 

Recall is simply a provision of the 
law which allows voters to remOV(.> 
elected officials from office without 
waiting for the next regular election. 
Currently, only 17 states allow for 
recall of elected officials at the state 
government level. Many states have 
recall provisions relating to munici­
pal and county offices. Kentucky has 
no provision for recall. 

Under current Kentucky law, 
cll'ctcd state officials are removable 
only by impeachment by the legisla­
ture for illegal conduct in office. 
Countyofficialsguiltyofmisconduct 
can be impeached by the legislature, 
or arc automatically removed from 
office upon conviction in court f9r 
m isfcasanceor malfeasance. The leg­
islature has some flexibility in pre­
scribing ways to remove elected city 
officials; current statutes allow re­
moval forcauseaftera public hearing 
by a unanimous \'Ole of the city 
commissioners or alderman. 

ln Alva W. Stewart's 'The Initia­
tive, Referendum and Recall: Theory 
and Application," direct democracy 
is traced back to the ancient Greeks. 
Stewart suggests that in this country, 
"The first real surge of interest in 
direct democracy came. near the end 
oft he 19th century. Voters who were 
angered by political corruption and 
the strong-armed influence of busi­
ness interests in state capitols de­
rna ndcd grca tcr control over political 
and legislative machinery. Among the 
innovations developed by these 
'Progresstvcs' 'At!re the direct pn 
mary, the initiati\ie and the recall." 

For cxampfe, Wisconsin adopted 
recall in 1926. In Wisconsin all elec­
tive offices at the state and local level 
are subject to recall. Recall has been 
used to remove a number of local 
officials and school board member<: 
over the years.TI1e recall petition must 
be signed by electors equalingat least 
25 percent of the vote cast for the 
office of governor at the last election, 

mthestate,coulltyordistrictinwhich 
the incumbent was elected. If the 
petition is successful, a recall election 
1s held to fill the~fficcforthc remain­
der of the term. TI1e incumbent or 
other candidates can file to be placed 
on the recall ballot. 

Those opposed to recall believe 
that it disrupts representative gov­
ernment. 1hosc in favor of recall be­
lieve that even the threat of its usc 
discourages ell'cted officials from 
misusing their offices. 

In Kentucky, recall could be used 
to oust corrupt officials, officials who 
ignore the publi~ and officials ~h? 
engage in uncthtcal but legal ac,.hvt­
ties. Recall could apply to all elective 
offices at the -:tate and local levels of 
government, or only to selected of­
fices. For ino:tancc, .at the local level 
county judge-executives can be ex­
tremely powerful. Local officials arc 
only required to abide by very li~­
itcd ethics laws, and many placl's m 
Kentucky have a history of a few 
powerful people controlling local 
government. For these reasons, 
county judge-executive might be a 
good office to make subject to recall. 

Kentucky Ia w requires a constitu­
tional amendment to institute state­
wide recall for all elective officers at 
the state and local levels. An obvious 
question is whether the legislature 
can be p<'rsuadcd to pas~ an amend­
ment that would subject it and its 
fellow electro otfidals to additional 
5crutiny and accountability.

Do you think 
Kentucky should institute recall pro­
visionsstatewidc?Should recall apply 
to all state and local offices or just to 
selected offices?

School relics on the generosity of 
strangers to maintain his health 
. Mitchell has a rare health c~ndi­

tion ~at keeps him from producing 
suffic.tent levels of certain immunog­
lobuhns ("antibodies") which are 
necessary to fight infections. As a 
result, Mitchell must receive plasma 
from healthy blood donors every 
three weeks to keep his antibody 
levels high enough to help prevent 
the respiratory illnesses that once 
plagued him. 

"ltused tobethatlgotpneumonia 
three_ or fo~r times every winter," 
explamed Mttchcll, "but since I started 
this treatment I' ve only been in the 
hospital once." 

. S~x years ago, Mitchell began re­
cetvmg plasma transfusions to resup­
ply the antibodies in his blood. Al· 
though the transfusion takes only a 
s?ort time, there arc several precau­
tions the Central Kentucky Blood 
Center must take.

of technology signals we turn our full 
attention in its direction. 

For other people it is a lifeline, a 
~ethod of companionship, a connec­
tion to the world outside ourselves. 
We feel compelled to answer its call 
no matter what we are doing at the 
time. It is practically inescapable for 
it is in virtually every home, office, 
and other place of business. 

Annoying to some, salvation to 
others, the telephone has become a 
routine part of our lives. 

Whether you personally like or 
hate th; telephone, one segment of 
our sooety has found it to be an indis­
pensable element in functioning ef­
fectively: the business world. Aside 
from those who call you at all hours 
of the day and night trying to sell the 
latest necessary item or magazine for 
your home, most businesses find it 
virtually impossible to operate effi· 
ciently without a telephone. Sales 
calls going out, customers calling in, 
information gathering, complaints, 
concerns, questions, all these and 
more go through most business tele­
phone lines every day.

First, acceptable donors must be 
recruited. Even though Mitchell's 
A+ blood type is fairly comon, it is 

not have to search long to find cus· 
tomers who have feft frustrated, 
:rngry,_and/ or confused when spcak­
mg wtth a business representative 
over the_ telephone. Perhaps the rep­
resentative speaks too quickly, does 
not speak clearly enough, or sounds 
impolite. Maybe the customer 
mumbles, has difficulty explaining 
the reason he/ she telephoned, or does 
not know with whom to speak. The 
most common frustration for both 
persons tends to be the belief that the 
other is not listening. 

Regardless of the source of the 
problem there are several things 
people and businesses can do to 
improve usage of the telephone, in­
cluding telephone personality and 
voice quality. 

The telephone looks so easy to use 
-you talk in one end and listen to the 
other-but it is a little more compli­
cated than that. For your voice to 
come across more clearly you should 
hold the mouthpiece directly in front 
of the mouth. If it is tucked under the 
chin or pressed against the lips many 
letters and words sound muffled or 
distorted. By having the mouthpiece 
directly in front of the mouth a per­
son can speak in a normal, con versa· 
tiona! style rather than thinking she/ 
he needs to whisper or yell in order to 
be heard. 

One technique in using the tele­
phone t~t is important, especially 
for a bus mess firm, is identification of 
the caller. It takes a listener at least 
two seconds or three syllables before 
~dj~sting to t~e sound of your voice. 
::.o, m answenng or making a busi· 
nessc.all yo'! should always give your 
greeting ( Good morning/ after­
noon/ evening") before you give the 
na~e ~f yo~r business or company. 
This wtll asstst the person in remem­
bering your company name.

not always easy to find a match for 
him. His plasma donors must have 
very low levels of the immunoglob­
ulins IgA, because Mitchell could 
have a very severe reaction if he re­
ceived plasma containing IgA. 

Because IgA-deficient donors are 
extremely rare, the Blood Center must 
continually search for new donors 
while encouraging regular donors to 
keep coming back. 

Once an acceptable donor is found, 
Mitchell has a skin test at the CKBC 
Donor Center in Prestonsburg to see 
if he will have a reaction to the plasma 
he will receive later that week. 

The test, he said, has another bene­
fit. "It desensitizes the body, sortofa 
warning signal so the body will more 
readily accept something new." 

If there is no reaction, the follow­
ing Friday evening Mitchell travels 
130 miles from Prestonsburg to the 
Blood Center in Lexington where he 
receives his unit of plasma. The trip 
gets tiresome, said Mitchell. '1 know 
every chuck hole in the Mountain 
Parkway." 

In several recurring experiments, 
calling 100 businesses, only seven 
made their names understandable in 
the opening of the telephone call. As 
a business you want your name to be 
one of the major things the customer 
remembers. 

If you arc making a call, plan and 
organize your telephone call. Jot 
down the points you wish to make in 
order of their importance. Look them 
over and think about them for a few 
minutes so that you will not forget 
something important. Also, date the 
notes of the telephone call in case you 
need to refer to them in the future. 
Finally, be brief. If extensive detail is 
needed makesureitissentin writing. 

When you are getting a call from 
someone else, be sure to jot down a 
few notes during the conversation 
and write down the date. Listen for 
the general nature of the call, is it a 
problem, question, or complaint? 

If Information is requested that.is 
not readily available, do not keep the 
caller waiting while you look for it. 
Call him/her back later and have the 

. information well organized. And 
finally, be brief. Complicated infor­
mation can often tie up your '1ife­
line" of the telephone for an exten­
sive amount of time. This can hinder 
others from contacting you. 

When the conversation has come 
to an end avoid slamming the re­
ceiver down onto its cradle or hook. 
The microphone in the mouthpiece 
will transmit the "slam" sound asthe 
line disconnects. Press the discon­
nect button or hook with your finger 
and then put down the receiver. This 
isespcciallyimportantforbusinesses, 
for no customer enjoys hearing that 
loudbangofthereceivercuttinghim/ 
her off at the end of a conversation 
with your company. 

Once the telephone rings and it is 
answered, your telephone personal­
ity takes over. It is amazing how 
drastically the personalities of some 
people change when they get on the 
telephone. Normally courteous 
people can become fire-breathing 
dragons, bullies become meek as 
mice, and shy persons find the 
strength to "talk our leg off." The 
point is that on the telephone we have 
the luxury of being anonymous, 
unknown. No one can see what we 
look like or what we are doing, they 
know only the sound of our voice and 
what we say. 

For businesses, this is a major part 
of their contact with the public and 
for some it may be the first and last 
contactwithacustomer. One should 
speak in a pleasant, normal voice and 
convey a positive attitude about the 
business and customer. 

You must be certain to be courte­
ous and patient with each telephone 
call, regardless of what is going on 
around you and how you feel at the 
time. If this is a first contact, it can 
determine how willing the customer 
is to contact you again. 

The final area of improvement 
comes in the form of voice quality. As 
stated before, strive to be conversa­
tional and natural. A void speaking 
so loud that your voice becomes 
blurred or indistinct. Speak in a nor­
mal voice. If the connection is weak 
you may either try calling again or, if 

If Mitchell docs react to the skin 
test, the Blood Center must find an­
other donor. The search may take up 
to a week, but this poses no threat to 
Mitchell. 

Ever grateful to the strangers who 
donate, Mitchell said, "Even though I 
don't know them, I appreciate them 
for keeping me out of the hospital. 

"Some people don't understand 
that CKBC collects only donated 
blood and plasma, unlike some cen­
ters that pay donors. That's why I'm 
always encouraging people to do­
nate," the educator said . 

Mitchell may be one in a million 
but he is also one among the many 
who rely on blood donors, whether 
for an extended illness or for an 
emergency. All blood types arc 
needed all of the time, for different 
reasons, for different people.

Finally, make sure 
your articulation is clear. Take great 
care in forming your words and 
phrases. 

Remember, the listener has only 
the sound of your voice to receive 
your message. She/he cannot see 
you, you mustbeabletoexplain what 
you mean. 

The telephone has become an es­
sential element in virtually all busi­
nesses and in most homes. Much of 
our current business is conducted by 
!clephone. Through several slight 
tmprovements wecangeteven better 
at using this tool. Remember, be 
patient, pleasant, and clear, and make 
Ma Bell proud!

Obviously the first course of ac­
tion would be preferable, but long 
standmg hab1L' arc hard to break. 

Now, thanks to a few good-inten­
tioned groups of mdtviduals, several 
areas will be freer of the litter. Most 
recently, R&S Trucking, May Metal 
and Worldwide Equ1pment have 
taken on the old road to Allen, KY 
1428. The three companies, all located 
along that strt.'lch of road, have split 
the 6.3 miles evenly and plan quar­
terly cleanup sessions.

Nursing honte -moratoriu-m to end; 
approval of beds tied to budget 

Certific<~tc of need actions on 
Medicaid-eligible nursing home beds 
between July 1, 1990-June 30, 1992 
will be tied to the level of long-term 
care Medicaid funding authorized in 
the state budget. 

That means Kentucky's 10-year 
moratorium on cxpano;ion of long­
term care beds will end during the 
fiscal year that began July 1 with 
nearly 1,000 additional beds expected 
to receive certificate of need (CON) 
approval. 

(Despite an almost continuous 
moratorium since May 1980, CONs 
have been granted for 3,668 skilled 
nursing or intermediate care beds 
since then.) 

Toensurethatall applicants wish­
ingtobutld or expand nursing homes 
have an equal opportunity to do so, 
thefollowingactions have been taken; 

(1) An executive order by Gov. 
Wallace G. Wilkinson will extend the 
current moratorium on new or con­
verted intermediate care, nursing 
facility, nursing home and skilled 
nursing beds. The governor's order 
covers the period from the June 30 
expiration date of the moratorium 
until the annual revision of 
Kentucky's State Health Plan is final 
(expected in August). 

The limited moratorium includes 
an exception allowing approval of 
replacement projects for facilities that 
fail to meet life safety codes. 

A moratorium on new home health 
services, which began in 1986, ended 
as scheduled on June 30. 

(2) A publtc hearing on the I990-
92StateHcalth Plan willbeconducted 
in Frankfort on July 27. Among pro­
posed revisions to the plan arc con­
tinuahon of the long-term care bed 

moratorium until jan. 1, 1991, and a 
set of priorities for cases of compet­
ing, acccptableapplicatiuns for long­
term care beds. 

The Commission for Health Eco­
nomics Control in Kentucky 
(CHECK), the CON review panel, 
would usc the priorities as part of its 
consideration of the plan in review­
ing CON requests. 

The recommended priorities, in 
descending order, arc: 

(A) An application to dcliccnsc 
beds inacountywithmore beds than 
needed under the plan and to add the 
same or fewer beds to a county with 
fewer beds than the plan indicates 
arc needed; 

(B) An application in a county 
with no long-term care beds of the 
level sought; 

(C) An application in a county 
and an Area Development District 
with fewer beds than the plan shows 
arc needed, or a proposal in which 
both the propoo;cd county site and 
every adjacent Kentuckycountyhave 
a plan-indicated shortage of beds; 

(D) An application for beds 
shown as needed in both the county 
inquestionandstatcwidcasa whole. 

(3) The CHECK panel will revise 
its annual schedule for consideration 
of long-term care applications. The 
new schedule will allow all interested 
parties to file applications ~hr~ugh 
mid-November. All apphca hons 
reviewed and deemed complete will 
be acted upon by the commission on 
March 20, 1991. 

The 1990 General Assembly au­
thorized additional funding for ex­
pansion of Medicaid-eligible long­

Beardsley of Bardwell in Carlisle 
County for failing to comply with a 
court judgment to clean up an open 
dump he operated at the former site 
of Honest John's Usl'<i Cars.

:neg~ I burning. 

The department filed a complaint 
in Franklin Circuit Court in August 
1988, and a restraining order was 
issued prohibiting Beardsley and his 
employees from engaging in further 
illegal activity at the site. 

When Beardsley failed to respond 
to the complaint, the court imposed a 

fi ne and ordered Beardsley to clean 
up and properly close the site. The 
fine was assessed at$10,000aday for 
open burning violations and $1,000 a 
day for operating an illegal disposal 
site. The site burned for two days. 

The department has collected the 
$22,000 fine, however, efforts are still 
being made to have the site cleaned 
up and closcd. Motionson the cleanup 
will be heard in FranklinCircuitCourt 
in September. Judge Ray Corns al­
lowed 75 days before motions are 
heard to give Beardsley an opportu­
nity to include Honest John's Auto 
Sales Corp., the property owner, in 
the court action to share the cleanup 
cost.

Burrier recommended the follow· 
mg practice.; to mamtain the quality 
and safct} of home canned foods· 
.. tart with fresh, wholesome foods; 
choose an appropriate canner for thP 
type food being canned; be sure jar 
lids arc scaled; and store canned 
goods properly. 

Microorganisms that can reduce 
quality or cause food spoilage live 
and multiply quickly on the surface 
of fresh food and on the inside of 
bruised, insect damaged and diseased 
food, Burrier said. Therefore, it is 
important to can produce and meats 
at the peak of freshness and quality. 
Cut small diseased lesions or spots 
out of food and discard diseased or 
moldy food. 

"For o p timum quality, can most 
vegetables within six to 12 hours after 
harvest," she said. "Fruits like 
peaches, pears and plums need to 
ripen several days between harvest 
and canning. If you must delay can­
ning other fresh produce, keep it in a 
shady, cool place. 

"Home-slaughtered red meatsand 
poultry should be chilled and canned 
immediately. Put fish and seafood on 
ice, eviscerate immediately, and can 
within two days." 

Selection of the correct canner for 
the food being processed is nC'Ce'lc;ary 
to maintain quality, she said. 

The acidity of foods being canned 
dtctates whether a boiling water or 
prcs"ure canner should be U"-ed to 
prevent growth of botuhsm bacteria 
111 heat processcrl, home canned 
foods, according to Burrier.

Employers increase 

use of aptitude tests 

Many Kentuckians who have long 
sincegradua ted from high school and 
even college arc finding out that the 
anxiety of taking tests is no longer 
absolutely behind them. 

Statistics compiled by the Ken­
tucky Department for Employment 
Services show the number of people 
required to take the state-admini­
stered aptitude test as part of their job 
search process tripled from 1985 to 
1989. 

Nearly 70,000 Kentuckians took 
the General Aptitude Test Battery 
(CATS) from July 1988 to June 1989 
(the last statistical year for which 
complete figures are available) and 
state officials expect the annual 
numbers will continue to grow. 

"Research and experience show 
that the GA TB is a good indicator of a 
person's ability to learn and be suc­
cessful in a job," said John Hodgkin, 
director of the Employment Services' 
field services division. 

'The GA TB should be viewed as a 
single step- not the sole determin­
ing factor- in the hiring process," 
Hodgkin said. "Employers still need 
to interview applicants and consider 
such factors as education, experience 
and references before making a deci­
sion." 

for example, tests cover general 
learning ability, verbal and numeri­
cal aptitude and manual and finger 
dexterity. It is the only aptitude test 
used by the Department for Employ­
ment Services to aid companies with 
employee selection. 

''You can't study for the GA TB," 
said Greg Kring,counsclingand test­
ing section supervisor for the divi­
~ion. "Of the 12 tests, only three arc 
school influenced. The rest depend 
on innate abilities." 

The GA TB cannot be retaken for 
five years unless someone attains a 
CEO or has other documentation 
showing he or she has improved 
reading or math skills by a grade 
level, Kring said. "We always tell 
applicants if they arc not at their 
physical and mental best, to resched­
ule," he said. 

Hodgkin said moreemploycrsare 
usingaptitudetestssuchasthcCA TB 
now because US employers arc re-
cruiting workers who can learn new 
job requirements needed to become 
competitive in a world market. 
"EmployerssaytheCATBhashelpcd 
them increase productivity and de­
crease turnover and time spent train­
ing people," he said. 

The international test is near) y 50 
years old, but before 1982 its usc was 
limited to measuring abilities for 
about 450 jobs. A new method cal~d 
"validity generalization" allows jobs 
to be divided into "families" based 
on related characteristics, so that 
12,()(X) jobs are now covered. 

The expansion of theCA TB plus 
its use by Toyota Motor Corp. as a 
screening tool foritsapplicantsmade 
the test popular in Kentucky, Kring 
said. Manufacturing com panics, such 
as General Electric and Philip Morris, 
are the most frequent users of the test, 
he said. 

"Only 2-3 percent of DES job 
applicants in the state took theCA TB 
five or six years ago, now about 20 
percent take it," Kring said. "!tis now 
a sufficiently practical tool to be used 
successfully with occupations as 
varied as doctors, cooks, managers 
and computer operators." 

Although the GA TB can help 
employers make personnel decisions, 
it is not a cure for all hiring woes and 
its results are sometimes misunder­
stood. 

"Instead of a pass/fail test, one's 
ability is ranked in comparison with 
othcrpcop1ewhohavctakcn the test," 
Kring said. "People often thinkGA TB 
scores arc like the grading system 
used in schools, but they're not. In· 
steadofpcrccntbcinga failinggrade, 
in general, it represents average per­
formance."

FOR WORLD'S CHAMPIONSHIP 

In a few weeks, the 20th edition of 
bass fishing's world championship, 
the BASS Masters Classic, will take 
place, and if a tournament favorite 
can be established, it has to be Mis­
souri pro Guido Hibdon. 

After all, Hibdon has been getting 
ready for the Classic ever since the 
location, the james River in 
Richmond, Va., was announced 
nearly a year ago. 

'TheJamesRiverhasbeengoodto 
me," smiles the Johnson Outboards 
Pro Staff mem her, who won the 1988 
Classic on the James, then near! y won 
again last year in the very same place 
when the Classic was again held in 
Richmond. 

''You could blindfold me now and 
I could still drive my boat to that one 
little slough where I've caught all 
those fish the last two years. Even 
though a lot of anglers know where it 
is now, I'll still go back to it again, as 
fast as I can get there." 

Hibdon can be established as the 
favorite for another reason. He has 
just completed one of his most suc­
cessful fishing seasons ever, winning 
on major tournament and earning the 
coveted BASS Angler of the Year title 
for overall consistency. 

The Johnson pro placed second in 
the Angler of the Year standings last 
year. 

"When I won the Classic in 1988," 
says the popular Missouri fisherman, 
"it gave me a tremendous boost in 
confidence. I really can't describe the 
feeling, except that now I feel like I 
can win every tournament I enter. 

"I had been close a number of 
times over the years, but winning is a 
lot different than being close." 

Hibdon's trademarl< in bass fish­
ing has been to find tiny, secluded 
creeks, pockets and sloughs other 
fishermen overlook, then work those 
areas thoroughly during the tourna­
ment. He used this technique to win 

the 1988Ciassic. 
"I believe I could have done it 

again last year," he remembers, 
"except that I made a major mistake. 
I felt the little slough I'd fished would 
have received too much pressure 
during the year to have many bass 
left in it, so I didn't go back when the 
tournament started. 

'The spot I did fish produced only 
three bass, and on the second day 
whcnitrainedsohard, I felttheslough 
would become too muddy to fish so I 
didn't go back that day, either."

On the other hand, I don't know 

how these guys can really put in 
enough effort in trying to make them­
selves better athletes -better foot­

Bo Jackson has been able to do it for 
the last two years, but I think that the 
older he gets, the more he's probably 
going to concentrate on one or the 
other. 

Even in playing one pro sport, 
there's a danger that an athlete will 
wear himself out. But with two sports, 
you never give your body a chance to 
rest during the year. Your go from 
one sport to the other, and each re­
quires a different finesse. In football, 
you can afford tohavehuge thighs .In 
baseball, youcan'tplaybuiltthatway. 
Your need to be a little more stream­
lined, like Deon Sanders, in order to 
be a great ball player. 

A few athletes in the past have 

managed two sports. Ron Reed, for 
instance, played basketball for the 
Detroit Pistons one season and also 
pitched for the Atlanta Braves. Gene 
Connelly of the Milwaukee Braves 
and PhiladelphiaPhillies also played 
in theNBA. There were a few of them 
through the years, butl still think you 
have to concentrate on one sport or 
the other. 

Reed, for instance, didn't have a 
Hall of Fame career, but he certainly­
had a better career in baseball than he 
would have had in basketball. He 
was a dependable major league 
pitcher for many years. 

All sports require different areas 
of concentration. It's hard to be tops 
in more than one. And I'm not sure 
it's fair to the teams you play for. A 
pro athlete is paid to give his all to his 
team. I just don't see how that's pos­
sible, when one sportis always going 
to take away something from: the 
other, no matter what.

How advertisers play us for dutntnies

If theMichacljordansofthis world 

did not endorse basketball sneakers, 
would a pair cost only $20 again? 

Wouldn't that be nice- a world 
where hype doesn't figure into the 
cost of a product. 

But it's our fault. We allow adver­
tisers to play us for dummies, so they 
do. We're the people who, studies 
show, choose our favorite soft drink 
on the basis of whichathletedrinks it. 
And we'll switch when they switch. 
Take tennis heroine Chris Evert. Now 
she likes Diet Coke over Pepsi. It used 
to be she hawked Lipton Tea, so we 
drank Lipton tea. 

How dumb arc we? Well, adver­
tisers think we're real dumb. 

Example: How many adults know 
the-difference between one brand of 
sneaker and another? None do. So we 
ask our kids. And they say Michael 
jordan jumps highest. He's the latest 
fad, and that's why we pay between 
$40 and $100 for a pair of his sneak­
ers, because Michael jordan leaps 
highest. "I wanna leap high, 
Mommy." 

But they neglect to tell us the 
commercial is a fake. Really, Michael 
jumps off the top of a backboard. 
Then they show us the film clip in 
reverse slow motion. 

It's too bad the "Hey Vern" guy 
doesn't seJI sneakers, then they'd be 
$20 again. The Hey Vern guy can't 
jump, and neithcrcanourkids,so$20 
ought to be sufficient for a lousy pair 
of play shoes. 

We also let football players sell us 
our underwear. Steve Largent, the 

great Seattle Scahawk pass receiver, 
walks around our TV screen in his 
white cotton underwear. He and his 
son roll around and play catch in 
their white, cotton underwear. 

So we buy Steve's brand over the 
undies with the little fruits. 

Why don't advertisers appeal to 
realAmerica?Whynothaveasweaty 
lineman, sitting on his living room 
couch, endorse underwear. "It ain't 
Hanes until Bubba says it's Hanes." 

In some instances they fool the 
kids into fooling the parents. An 
example is the jim Rice-model base­
ball glove. For 15 years, jim Rice was 
one of the worst outfielders in the 
majors.

Kids know Rice as a slugger. So 

they want a jim Rice glove. Logical? It 
is to them. They want to wear the 
glove of a home-run hitter more than 
the glove of a hustling fielder like a 
Len Dykstra. 

Advertisers know all this. They 
know how we think. So pretty soon 
there'll be a Bo Jackson basketball. 

And what do you get for your 
glove money these days? Figure 
payi,ng $40 to $100-plus for a real 
glove and about $24 for an almost­
feather glove. 

But, be careful. Read the labels, 
which say things like "real-leather 
webbing" or "nearly all leather" or "I 
can't believe it's not leather.'' 

I learned about the "almost­
leather" tag when I put some oil on 
my son's $24 Ron Guidry glove, and 
it puddled-up in the pocket.

When ~neof the most prestigious 
crafts festivals in the region cranks 
up Friday, a Floyd County woman 
~ill be ~mong the 110 craftspeople 
displaymg their handiwork. 
. Sue Sax:ders, who gave up nurs­
~~g last wmter to take up her long­
time hobby full-time, willsetupshop 
at the Berea Craft Festival as Blue 
River Handweavings, her business 
name. 
. Now in 1ts ninth year, the festival 
IS expected to attract some 10 ()()() 
craft enthusiasts and onlookers. 
Sanders is one of only about a dozen 
newcomers whose work was judged 
good enough to be a part of this 
year's festival. 

Because she's so new to weaving 
as a business, Sanders has not tried 
to advertise or sell her work. "1 
haven't been seeking out markets" 
the Blue River resident said. "I ne~ 
a lot of inventory for this show so 
that's what I've been concentrating 
on." 

She plans to take between 40 and 
50 woven rugs to the Berea festival 
alongwi th several sets of placemats~ 
Many of the placemats will make the 
trip u_nfinished. She will complete 
the tymg of the fringe as part of the 
demonstration crafts entrants are 
expected to do as festival··goers pass 
through. 

"I obviously can't take my loom," 
she said, pointing to the huge, 
wooden piece of equipment that 
takes up about a third of her living 
room. 

The weaver is proud to point out 
that she was given the loom when 
she graduated from Berea College. 
Although a nursing major, the petite 
blond worked with the college's Fire­
side Weavers as her work/study 
assignment. 

She explained that each year an 
endowment, funded by a former staff 
member, pays for a loom for an out­
standing weaver at the college, and 
she won. 

eecauseofherinterest in the craft, 
she augmented her nursing courses 
at Berea with art classes in wea'l(ing. 

The craftswoman did use her 
nursing degree for a time, first at a 
Richmond hospital and then with 
Hospice of Big Sandy in Floyd and 
Johnson counties. 

"I always knew in the back of my 
mind that I would do weaving on a 
full-time basis," she said. In January, 
she took the plunge and obviously 
feels she made the right decision. 
Being chosen to exhibit at the Berea 
festival is a validation of her talent. 

'1t's a nice situation, being at 
home," Sanders said. "Sometimes I 
don't go out of the holler for several 
days." 

She does admit that working at 
home leaves her open for interrup­
tions she wouldn'thavewithanout­
side job, such as talking with neigh­
bors or seeing things that need to be 
done around the house. 

Another distraction is the five 
sheep she is raising, with the thought 
ofonedaylearningtospin wool and

"Right now, I enjoy the animals just 
for the sake of having them." 

Sanders' work represents a cross 
between the functional and the ar­
tistic. Her rugs, some plain weave 
and others with double binding, are 
designed to be used as floor cover­
mgs. But her use of color and pattern 
makes them works of art. 

"I like to work with colors," she 
said,matter-of-factly. Two and three 
inch bolts of material are stacked to 
the ceiling on a shelf next to the 
loom. Most are soft pastels from 
which she weaves strong patterns. 

Sanders buys the cloth, mostly 
end pieces of sheeting from south­
ern manufacturers, at a store in 
Maysville. 

The craftswoman takes special 
care with the fringe on her rugs and 
placemats. "I spendafairamountof 
time on fringing so it doesn't get 
tangled in the wash," she said. 

For pricing, she keeps track of 
how much time she spends on each 
piece and figures a per-square-foot 
cost. A 3'x5' rug of solid colors takes 
an estimated three hours, she said, 
while a multi-pattern rug adds an­
other three hours minimum at the 
loom. 

Sanders is looking to sell a good 
bit of her work during the three-day 
festival, July 13-15, at Indian Fort 
Outdoor Theater near Berea. Other 
craftspeople in such disciplines as 
pottery, carving, quilting, wood­
working and jewelry making will 
come from 20 states for the show. 

Representatives from David 
Crafts comprise the only other local 
exhibitors. 

Along with the crafts displays 
anddemonstrahons,a variety of mu­
sicians, dancers and regional foods 
will be featured at the festival. 

Festival hours are 10a.m.-6 p.m., 
Friday through Sunday, and admis­
sion is$3 for adults, withchildren'11 
and under admitted free. For more

It was the custom to take guests 
around the homeplace to show off 
posf,cssions. A new calf, or a newly 
purcha~ed mule or horse would take 
the menfolks to the barn where they 
might also remark about the yield of 
corn last year and the expectations 
this yl!ar. 

A fattening hog for fall slaughter 
was always of interest. They might 
remark as to how it was fattening, 
slowly or rapidly, and the contents of 
the feed it consumed. 

Among the hogs' favorite food was 
the dishwater and scraps from such 
feasts as weare discussing. Dish wash­
ing aids had to be chosen with care. 
Steel wool pot scrubbers could not be 
used in water destined for hog slops, 
for pieces dislodged from the scrub­
ber could become stuck in the throats 
and intestines of the animals. 

Middlings or some other food 
supplement was added to the water 
and scraps to supply sufficient nutri­
tion for the animal. Horse weeds were 
also cut and carried to the fattening 
hogs in huge amounts. They loved 
them.

It was the practice to place valued 
i terns on the walls.

cutting up cauliflower, cabbage, cu­
cumbers, onions, sweet peppers, cel­
ery and carrots which she had pur­
chasedat the supermarket. (This may 
be a solution for other nongarden­
ers.) 

Susie had thehousesmellinggood 
from boiling the pickling solution. 
She was good enough to give me the 
recipe. 

Combine 2 cups sugar, 2 cups 
vinegar (red or cider) and one cup of 
water. Place on the stove, bring to a 
boil.
