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Dropouts
targeted
by grant

Congressman Chris Perkins an-
nounced Monday that the Appala-
chian Regional Commission has
approved $600,000 in funding to
continue a state-sponsored program
designed to encourage Eastern Ken-
tucky students to stay in school.

The ARC’sgrant willbechanneled
to the Kentucky Department of Local
Government and will be used exclu-
sively to discourage students in East-
ern Kentucky schools from dropping
out, according to Perkins.

“Education is the key to the future
of Eastern Kentucky, and 1 whole-
heartedly support the state’s contin-
ued commitment toward encourag-
ing students to stay in school,” Perk-
ins said. “The more children that stay
in school, the better cliance we have
to make our region a more attractive
place for business and a better place
to live.”

The project, administered by the
Kentucky Department of Education,
uses various approaches to dropout
prevention and is currently imple-
mented in 25 Eastern Kentucky coun-
ties,

The ARC's portion of the grant
amounts to almost three-quarters of
the program’s total cost of $802,832.
Of the remaining funds, the Com-
monwealth will provide $34,830, with
the rest coming from local sources.

Sheriff's officers find drugs,
check out 'strange behavior'

The Floyd County Sheriff’s Office
released information this week on a
drug raid in Martin that was con-
ducted on July 13.

Chief Deputy Linzie Hunt and
Deputy Lloyd Powers investigated
the area Saturday and found seven
marijuana plants which were confis-
cated. ;

Later that evening, Chief Deputy
Hunt was called to investigate re-
portsofa womandisplaying “strange
behavior” near the dam at Jenny
Wiley State Resort Park.

“There was a woman who was
apparently trying to run her car into
all;ig hump of ground ataturnaround

spot,” said Hunt. “She had a little
two-and-a-half-year-old baby under
her arm, and when officers ap-
proached her she held the baby out
and asked them if they wanted to see
the baby.

“What really scared us was that
we couldn’t get the baby to wake up.
Hehad arapid pulseand rapid breath-
ing, but we tried everything and we
couldn’t get the child to wake up.”
Hunt said that officers feared that the
child might have been drugged and
reportedly had the child transported
to a local hospital for observation.

After questioning, officers discov-
ered that the woman had been on
medication for a mental health prob-
lem and had recently stopped taking
the prescribed medicines. She was
transported to a local hospital for
treatment. ¢

Local agencies resent spill regulations

The Occupational Safety and
Health Administration is not making
any friends with its ordinance on
hazardous waste spills and releases.
OSHA so controls the actions of any
responding units to spills as common
as truck fuel and chlorine that any
local efforts are extremely hampered.

Now before any fire department
can shut off the source of the spill, the
firefighter needs to be specially
trained and have specialized safety
equipment. The responding agency
also must report to a series of agen-
cies or face a fine upwards of $10,000
and a year in jail.

Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom
Blackburn said that he was really
perturbed when OSHA enacted these
regulations. In fact, hesaid, half of the
fire departments on hand last Octo-
ber when the regulations were intro-
duced gotup and leftand didn’teven
hear therestof the speech about what
they can and cannot do.

He said it seemed unreasonable
that OSHA has demanded the need
for specially trained personnel and
technical equipment, yet has refused
to set up a team or provide funding
for regions to assemble one.

“The cities and counties are liable
to make sure their people are trained
and OSHA will fine people,” said
David Chaffins of Disaster and Emer-
gency Services.

“They’ve almost put fire depart-
ments out of business handling stuff
that we've handled for 100 years,”
Blackburn said. “We are all suffering
under all this, the only difference is
that we are making the step that
everybody will eventually have to
make. They may hold it off for the
next two or three years until some-
body gets fined or something. The
city has made it a point to go on and
deal with this and work with the
program and avoid any fines we can.”

According to the law, untrained
personne] are not allowed on the
scene. This requires that all firefight-
ers and police officers be trained, not
all to the same extent. There are four
levels of training: 1) Awareness,
which enables a person to identify
the substance and then evacuate the
area if it is hazardous; 2) Operations,
which enables some diking and con-
tainment of the spill substance; 3)
Technician, a person trained with the

proper equipment to stop or slow a
leak by plugging a hole or turning a
valve, etc,;and 4) Specialist, someone
who can conduct cleanup operations
and all the other needed actions.
ChiefBlackburn, Chaffinsand one
other firefighter have been trained to
the Technician level. Two other
Prestonsburg firefighters are pres-
ently at the EPA Schoolin Cincinnati.
According to Blackburn, all local fire-
fighters will be trained to the Opera-
tions level. He said he sees no need to
go to the specialist level since that is

“Our people will be technicians
and operations. The law, and that’s
what makes this thing a little bit hairy
for any of us, says anybody going to
this scene will be at the operational
level. Any police officers blocking
traffic, by law they have to be at the
operationallevel, they haveto take so
much training.

“According to your levels of train-
ing, youcanonly goto certain zones,”
Blackburn said. “And if you have no
training whatsoever, you don’t need
to be where that overturned truck is
leaking product around the soles of
your shoes. Heneeds tobe back at the
cold zone, blocked off where you are
protected and you have the public
back there where they are protected.
These are laws, and if you allow
someone in those zones and they
become contaminated then you are
subject to fine. All of our hands are
tied on this. If you have no training,
that’s when you get into problems.”

Every incident has zones around
it. The first and most dangerous zone
is the “hot” zone, The next is the
“warm” zone, meaning there is no
danger of being in contact with the
product, and then there is a “cold”
zone, which means you are beyond
any contamination.

The proposed HazMat Team
would be equipped and trained to go
all the way into the hot zone, fix the
problem and come back out. The
closest such team is at Ashland, but
they are there for Ashland Oil Com-
pany, according to Chaffins.

Anybody who works a hazardous
material incident must be at the op-
erational level, even in the cold zone.
All emergency personnel should at
least be at the awareness level. That
way, if they respond to an accident
and someone is injured they will be
able to identify hazardous situations
and leave the scene. These require-
ments put quite a burden and re-
sponsibility especially on volunteers.

The required training doesn’t
mean everyone has to go to EPA
School; the training will be offered
here through vocational education
and some local instructors with DES
such as Major Larry Adams of the
Prestonsburg department, Chaffins

said. “If they are going to work inci-
dents, they have to be trained.”

These are not DES policies, but
state and federal OSHA regulations
that DES is the coordinating agency
for. The DES ordinance discussed at
Fiscal Court (on Friday, July 20) was
only an ordinance for a county or city
government to pass to recoup county
funds spent on a hazardous material
incident from the person responsible
for the spill.

Chaffins’ intent was to get some-
thing on the local level so that the
municipality can direct-bill the com-

pany that spills the material. Since
this is not the county’s ordinary line
of business, it could not bill for the
spill without this ordinance. More
than likely local material will be used
on a local spill, so this protects the
county.

The coordinating effort between
the five surrounding counties has
already begun for the establishment
of a regional hazardous material re-
action team, Chaffins said. Until then
allthey can dois what they have been
doingsince March, observing, report-
ing, and acting according to the law.

FIGHTING BACK AGAINST

OUT-OF-STATE GARBAGE

The problem of garbage being
imported into our state has reached
crisis proportions. Last year alone,
close to a half-million tons of out-of-
state waste was dumped in landfills
scattered between Ashland and Padu-
cah. The steady stream of trucks
coming from New York, New Jersey,
Pennsylvania and others threatens to
turn our state into the Garbage Barge
of America.

In order to turn this situation
around, I introduced legislation to
give Kentucky officials, and not
Washington bureaucrats, controlover
out-of-state garbage. My bill author-
izes either the state or the county
where a landfill is located to impose
higher dumping fees on out-of-state
garbage.

At a recent meeting of the Senate
Environment and Public Works
Committee, | testified that establish-
ing a national policy which gives
states immediate and complete con-
trol over out-of-state garbage is an
idea whose time has come.

The only way to accomplish this
goal is by allowing states to increase
tipping fees on imported garbage.
The National Governor’s Association
has endorsed my proposaland called
higher fees onimported garbage criti-

cal for proper waste management.
The environmental organization
Friends of the Earth stated that my
legislation is the best tool for states to
regulate garbage flowing across their
borders.

Under certain circumstances,
counties may find it economically
advantageous for landfills to accept
imported garbage. My legislation
recognizes this factand gives officials
the flexibility to impose the fees on
whomever they choose and in what-
ever amount they believe is appro-
priate. Therevenue thatisraised from
this fee can be used by the state or the
county to pay for road maintenance
to handle the increased number of
garbage trucks, help landfill opera-
tors meet increased environmental
protection standards, or decrease the
local tax rate.

Environmentalists and govern-
ment leaders agree that the only way
to regulate or shut-off the flow of out-
of-state waste is by giving states the
authority to impose dumping fees on
imported garbage. My legislation will
do exactly that and also provide the
groundwork for developing a long-
term management plan that empha-
sizes recycling and other measures
that will allow us to dispose of our
waste while protecting our fragile
environment.

resolution that would prohibit any
commission member from servin
on the board of a private, for-profit
waste facility in Floyd County. The
commission unanimously declined
the resolution. This resolution is a
state law which governs the Floyd
County Fiscal Court. By declining
this resolution, the waste commis-
sion has placed themselves outside
of the law that governs the Fiscal
Court which appoints the waste
commission members.

At the present time, any com-
mission member can open, own or
operate a private waste company in
Floyd County and still continue to
serve on the Floyd County Solid
Waste Commission. A member can
also serve on the board of a private
waste company.

I certainly hope we aren’t going
to be exposed to another profit pol-
luting company with little regard
for their neighbors or be exposed to
a sign that might read, “Bush’s
Burning Incinerator” or “Caudill’s
Chemical Waste Management.”

By all accounts, the Beaver Valley
Hospital had a humanitarian aspect
thathas been lostin the high technol-
0gy medical practice of today. Those
who could not pay were treated
anyway. If a family member of a
patient had nowhere to sleep and
nothing to eat, arrangements would
be made for the comfort and security
of that person.

Mrs. George Knollof Wayland said
that she was married in 1932 and
soon after became “with child. We
didn’t have any money at all, not a
dime,” Knoll said.

“We had problems with both me
and the baby, and my husband and I
rode a train in from Wayland. Dr.
WalkStumbo found out that wedidn’t
have any money, and my husband
told him that he would have to hitch
a ride in from Wayland every day,
but Dr. Walk called a boarding house
intownand had atray of food sentup
for him every day that we were there.
When my husband asked the doctor
how much he owed him, Dr. Walk
told him that he didn’t owe a dime.
1“;: }’ost our baby, but he did save my
1e.

“He was as tough as nails,” Knoll
said of Dr. Walker Stumbo. “But I
don’t think there was ever a better
doctor in this area.”

Mrs. Joe Hicks of David Road said
that she was a patient at Beaver Val-
ley for two weeks in 1930. She was 18
yearsold and themotherof two young
children. “We were there for two
weeksand it didn’t cost usadime, we
couldn’t afford to pay.”

Hicks also said that the hospital
staff fed and sheltered the mule that
sheand her husband rodeinon. Meals
provided at the hospital were served
on a long table at which patients sat
and ate, “just like we were at home,”

,Hicks said.

Like many of Martin’s low. lying
buildings the Beaver Valley Clinic
was prone to flooding. Wanda Gre-
gory, who worked atthe hospital until
it closed in 1967, said that she helped
clean the building after a particularly
bad flood shortly beforeit was closed.
“I would have let the flood have it. I
don’t know why anybody would
want to clean up a mess like that.

“Iused to love to go into the deliv-
ery room and hear the babies make
their first cry,” Gregory said. “That is
just the most beautiful sound in the
world.

“My least favorite memory is of
when we had ‘to empty those spit
cans in the mornings. Those old men
with emphysema and lung problems
would fill those things up during the
night and another girl and I had to
empty them. She would start gag-
ging at the smell sometimes and we
would both get sick.”

It would seem that the compas-
sion of the staff at Beaver Valley did
not change, even though the doctors
onstaffdid changethrough theyears.
Dr. Claude Allen is remembered as
one of the hospital’s primary physi-
cians and one of the more dedicated
surgeons to practice at the facility.

Estill Jean Endicott of Cow Creek
explained that she and her unborn
child had been given up to die when
she was in Beaver Valley Hospital in
1960. Endicott said that it was during
the biggest snowfall of the year with
accumulations of two feet or more
and Dr. Allen got a jeep todrivetothe
hospital to work with the dying
motherand child. Through hisexpert
care both mother and child survived.
Of the incident, Endicott said, “It’s
something I'll never forget.”

When Friday’s edition of The
Times reached Judy Stauffer in Chil-
licothe, Ohio, she was prompted to
call. “My mother, Madgalene Hamil-
ton, worked at the old hospital in
1952 (as a nurse’s aide). And that's
where she met her husband Elic Blan-
ton, my father. In fact, T-was born’
there as was one of my brothers.

“I hate to see it torn down. I guess
it's called progress,” Stauffer said.
She added that her mother, who was
from Ligon, lived on the third floor of
the hospital while she worked there.

Libby Martin, a resident of Way-
land, wrote her memories — good
and bad — of the Beaver Valley
Hospital soeloquently that The Times
is running them as she wrote them:

“] remember the Beaver valley
Hospital so well. My life and the life
of my unborn child were saved there
in the early fall of 1945.

“] had been a patient for five days
with a bowel infection and I was also
seven months pregnant with my sec-
ond child, when I developed acute
appendicitis. My doctor, Dr. Claude
Allen, was on a fishing trip and was
not available.

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Filling God's Pantry takes help of local humans

God’s Pantry. The name is some-
what deceptive. Some may think it is
achurch soup kitchen. Others might
thinkitisa program distributing food
only to one church affiliation or an-
other. God’s Pantry is neither.

God'’s Pantry Crisis Food Center
is an ecumenical, community-based
program established to meet the
hunger and nutritional needs of the
people in 48 counties in Central and
Eastern Kentucky. Through its food
bank program the pantry provides
both food and non-food products to
private, non-profitorganizations who
are involved in meeting the needs of
the hungry poor.

The purpose of food banking is to
prevent usable food from going to
waste and to channel this f to
hungry people through organizations
that serve the needy. God’s Pantry
acts as a clearinghouse to distribute
food and non-food products to
children’s homes, day care centers,
nursing homes, soup kitchens and
emergency food programs.

God's Pantry operates two ware-
house locations to serve member
agencies. The Lexington site is the

primary facility, while the West
Prestonsburg warehouseisintended
to serve member agencies from
Breathitt, Floyd, Harlan, Johnson,
Knott, Leslie, Letcher, Magoffin,
Martin, Perry and Pike counties.

Inthe past year God’s Pantry East
(as the West Prestonsburg office is
known) has held two food drives,
which have not been as successful as
staff had hoped. Manager Debbie
Amburgey said that one reason the
drives were unsuccessful was “be-
causesomany peoplein thisarealive
right at the poverty level. Nearly 37
percentliveat poverty level or below
poverty level.”

Charles Slone, a VISTA volunteer
whosecures food donations for God’s
Pantry East, agrees. “We’ve never
done any statistics,” he said, “but we
suspect that most of the giving comes
from people who can identify with
poverty rather than those who are
well-off. Realizing this, the food bank
has since concentrated onimproving
communityawarenessof whoweare
and what we do.”

Amburgey agrees that lack of
awareness is the most difficult prob-
lem for God’s Pantry East to over-
come. “I know that there are many

agencies outthere who qualify to use
our goods, but they simply don’t
know about us.”

Amburgey sees many people who
are surprised to discover how they
can benefit from God'’s Pantry East.
“Ijust wish more churches and cther
agencies understood what we do —
that we offer items that can make a
food budget stretch further.”

Aboveall, God’s Pantry Eastis not
a supermarket. “We are not trying to
take business from grocery stores,”
said Amburgey. “That wouldn’t be
fair. Besides, we rcally do not offer
the same things. | don’t have fresh

anty Bank in Martin.”

Both agreed that the small dona-
tions are, in many ways, more mean-
ingful. “We got a $2 donation from a
lady overinPippa Passes,” said Slone.
“To me that was important because

TURNING MEMORIES
INTO MEMOIRS
by V. Gay Herrin
Associate Professor
Developmental Writing

Memoirs (written personal ac-
counts of happenings) increasingly
are becoming a popular form of writ-
ing. Mostweeks TheNew York Times
has a memoir listed among its best
sellers of non-fiction. These generally
are written by celebrities such as
moviestars or political personalities,
and they usually make forinteresting
reading.

One of the more recent memoirs
on this list was My Turn, by Nancy
Reagan, who clearly defined the art
of memoir whenshesaid, “..I wantto
tell my side of the story.” A memoir
does evolve from an event or time in
history, but it does more than report
facts — it also reports the author’s
emotions and feelings about what
happened. In other words, a memoir
is the personal side of a story — the
side only that particular person can
write.

For example, there have been
many books writtenaboutJacqueline
Kennedy Onassis, but the most cov-
eted book is her memoirs, which was
not and apparently will not be writ-
ten. We know what has happened to
thisintriguing woman, but wedo not
know how she felt or feels about any
of it.

Memoirsareso personal thatwhen
Jimmy and Rosalyn Carter tried to
team write their memories of the
Carter Presidency, they frequently
had toseparatesectionsintoJimmy’s
memories and Rosalyn’s memories.
The truth in a memoir is the truth as
the writerseesit, and sometimes that's
more fiction than fact.

Afterall, wetend tosee ourlivesto
our advantage, and that’s okay for
memoirs because they are not to be
read as historical documentsor philo-
sophical truths but simply as stories
from a personal point of view.

The writing of memoirs is not
restricted to therichand famous; they
justseem tobe the only ones whocan
get published or sell enough to be

listed as a best seller by The New
York Times. As a matter of fact, the
memoir is a common person’s craft,

but I only recently came to realize
this.

Since I've sent my three children
into the world as young adults, I of-
ten find myselfdriftingback, actually
daydreaming about events of their
childhoods. Most of my memories
are delightful, endearing or comical,
but some are of heartrending, tiring
and trying times.

The Ties That Bind...And Gag! ( on
The New York Times bestseller list
for six months), so sometimes I fash-
ion my stories after her very infor-
mal, conversational style and organ-
1ze them as separate taies with titles.

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More women, infants affected by Medicaid

Kentucky’s Medicaid program
will serve an average of 8,000 addi-
tional infants and expectant mothers
in each of the next two years due toa
voluntary expansion of theeligibility
coverage plan approved by Gov.
Wallace G. Wilkinson and the 1990
General Assembly.

The expansion extends Medicaid
to families with incomes at or below
185 percent of the federal poverty
level for prenataland delivery careto
womenduring their pregnancies and
for 60 days following delivery and

forinfants toage1. The previous limit:

was 133 percent of the federal pov-
erty level.

“This is the third prenatal and

infant care expansion of Medicaid
since 1988,” said Commissioner Roy
Butler of the Department for Medi-
caid Services.

“However, while the previous
raises from 100 percent of the poverty
level were mandated nationwide by
the federal government, thisaction is
strictly voluntary by Kentucky tomeet
]the needs of more low-income fami-
ies.

“The importance of early medical
attention for Ercgnant women and
newborns with health problems has
become more apparent during the
last few years,” Butler said. “In the
long run, this care decreases infant

Emergency housing, special job
training, food and clothing for
Kentucky’s homeless citizens will be
supported with $377,870 in federal
funds, Cabinet for Human Resources
Secretary Harry]. Cowherd, MD, has
announced.

Grants under the federal Stewart
B. McKinney Homeless Assistance
Act willbe provided by the cabinet to
23 regional community action agen-
ciesacross the state for use during the
1990-91 fiscal year.

The five-county Big Sandy Area
Community Action Program, head-
quartered in Paintsville, will receive
$20,000, the fourth highestamountin
the state, behind Louisville-Jefferson
County, Bowling Green and Lexing-
ton-Fayette County community ac-
tion programs.

This is the fourth year of the
McKinney homeless support fund-
ing and the agencies will have about
$21,000in third-year carry-over funds
for services next year.

“For many of these agencies, the
grants represent the difference be-
tween staying active in helping the
homeless and being forced to close or
severely curtail their basic food and
emergency shelter services,” Cow-
herd said.

“In other areas, the funding will
enable thoseagencies to extend these
typesofassistance for the first time to
the homeless in their communities or
to support existing programs as of-
fered bychurches, the Salvation Army
and public housing authorities,” he

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Natural resources
cabinet invades
KY State fair

Moveover midway rides, livestock
shows and blue-ribbon winners. The
Kentucky Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection Cabinetis
planning an outside exhibit at this
year’s Kentucky State Fair that’s sure
to catch the attention of all the fair’s
visitors.

For the first time ever, the cabinet
1s leaving the confines of an exhibit
building tocreateanoutdoordisplay
entitled “Discover Your Environ-
ment.” y

Each tent in the exhibit highlights
the activities of individual cabinet
agencies. Technicians willbeonhand
to demonstrate regulatory activities
such as air monitoring, asbestos
removal and water testing.

Children are sure to be delighted
by a special hands-on exhibit spon-
sored by the Division of Forestry,
Kentucky Forest Industries Associa-
tion, Nature and Conservation Cen-
ter and the Kentucky Department of
Education. Nature stories and special
activities will entertain youngsters
daily.

A demonstration on the art of
chainsaw carving and appearances
by Smokey Bear will occur at this
tent. Also, the Commonwealth’s his-
tory willbe traced through the growth
rings of a 250-year-old tree.

Fairgoers will notbe able to over-
look the mountain of trash built by
the Division of Waste Management.
The mountain will simulate the hun-
dreds of pounds of trash four people
generatea year.

Next to it will be a much smaller
mountaincontaining that same trash
with all of the recyclables removed.
Visitors will learn about the basic
how-to’s of recycling, community
recycling programs, and how to buy
recycled products.

A manmade stream wiil be fea-
tured atthe Division of Water’s tent,
Fairgoers will learn how inspectors
work with Water Watch groupsacross
the Commonwealth to keep water-
ways clean and usable.

Air monitoring will be conducted
each day at the Division for Air
Quality’s tent. Instruments just like
the equipment in the air monitoring
trailer are placed inand around cities
in the Commonwealth.

Thedivisiondisplayalsoincludes
an exhibit on asbestos removal. A
protective “moonsuit” worn by as-
bestos removers is a highlight of the
display:

In addition, representatives from
the Louisville Vehicle Emissions
Testing Program join the air quality
display to show how pollution con-
trol devices work on cars and trucks,
how they are tested and how their
use can help clean up the air we all
breathe.

Visitors will be able to see how the
Commonwealth’s waterways are
kept safe in the Division of Water
Patrol’stent, Water Patrol officers will
demonstrate required safe boating
equipment and techniques.

The cabinet’s Emergency Re-
sponse Team is always on-call to
respond to train derailments, spills,
truck accidents and other emergen-
ciesinvolving hazardous substances.

Fairgoers can look through the
fully equipped ERT vehicle that has
the necessary first aid supplies, pro-
tective gear for on-site evaluations,
equipment for gathering data and
samples at the accident site, and an
ERT “moonsuit.”

The Division of Energy tent fea-
tures a solar panel generating elec-
tricity. The exhibit also shows pollu-
tion-reducing mass transit systems,
solar cars and a demonstration on
how to caulk.

Division of Environmental Serv-
ices technicians will show some of
the equipment used in testing envi-
ronmental quality, onland, in the air
or in the water. The exhibit also pro-
vides a photographiclook atsome of
the processes that go on in the
division’slaboratory.

Farmers and landowners will be
especially interested in the Division
of Conservation’s exhibit. A no-till
planter will be displayed, and staff
members will demonstratehowitcan
plant a seed without disturbing the
field.

The Department for Surface Min-
ing Reclamation and Enforcement
will display a strip mine site model.
The model shows various phases of
mining, from disturbance of theland
to its reclamation.

The exhibit promises to be inter-
esting, informative and fun for all
ages during the Aug. 16-26 fair in
Louisville. Located onthe East Lawn,
it will give people the opportunity to
see how the cabinet works to protect
the environment. Visitors will also
discover how they can help protect
and enhance Kentucky’senvironment
and its natural resources.

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Upping the catch
with new sunglasses

help them catch more fish or bigger
fish. A list of fishing aids that has

appealed to those who fish would -

includea multitude of items ranging
from special lures to very elaborate
(and expensive) electronic depthfind-
ers.

Now, thanks to optical science,
fishingenthusiasts haveanotheritem
to add to their fishing arsenal.

The main reason it is difficult to
see below the surface of a body of
water is because of daylight reflect-
ing from the surface of a lake or
stream. If reflected light could be
eliminated, it might be easier to see
those areas where fish like to hide
out.

Now people who fish are discov-
ering special sunglass lenses with
unique polarizing properties to cut
out reflected glare. Polarized sun-
glasses are not especially new, but
what is new is all the lens forms in
which these hard working sunglasses
can now be made.

Polarized lenses originally were

only made of glass. They featured
two wafers with a plastic polarizing
filter sandwiched in the middle. Such
lenses were heavy and the glass
wafers had a tendency to separate.

Today, however, many polarized
lenses are made of lightweight plas-
tic and utilize a polarizing filter that
is molded right in the plastic so any
delamination is a thing of the past.

Polarized lenses cannow bemade
inalmostany prescription, including
bifocals, trifocals and even the new
“no lines” bifocals. Polarized sun
lenses are also available with silver
and gold mirrored coatings, ultra-
violet absorbing filiersand even come
ina version thatincorporatesa popu-
lar “blue blocking” filter.

Special polarizing glass lenses
have recently been introduced that
darken automatically in the sunand
lightenindoors.

No, your eye doctor can’t guaran-
tee you'll catch more fish when you
wear polarized lenses, but at least
you'll be able to see the one that got
away!

How To Spinnerbait
For Grass Bass

If you plan to fish grassbeds for
bass this summer, do it with a wil-
lowleaf spinnerbait.

That’s the advice from full-time
professional angler Jertry Rhyne,
who's been a spinnerbait fisherman
for 29 years. He thinks the willowleaf
blade offers several advantages over
other types of spinnerbaits.

“A willowleaf produces a lot of
flash and vibration,” says Rhyne, a
member of the Johnson Outboards
Pro Staff, “but it doesn’t disturb the
grass the way other blades do. It
doesn’t snag and get clogged on ev-
ery cast.”

Willowleaf blades — so named
because they have the same long,
narrow shape as the leaf of a willow
tree — come in several sizes. Rhyne
uses a variety of sizes depending on
the thickness of the grass, water clar-
ity and size of the bass present.

Larger willow leaf blades often
work wellin Floridaand other places
where you might expect really big
bass to be,” Rhyne notes, “but in
colder water where youmay retrieve
theluremore slowly,a smaller blade
might be more productive.

“Youreally have tolet the fish tell
you what they want.”

One thing the Johnson pro does
notdoismixanother blade style with
the willowleaf as many anglers do.

“] think a second, smaller blade in
front of the willowleaf takes away
some of its effectiveness,” he says. “It
changes the flow of water over the
willowleafsothelargerblade doesn’t
create as much vibration.”

Rhyne does not use tandem blade
willowleaf spinnerbaits, either. Al-

though such lures produce a lot of
vibration, Rhyne feels the first blade
offsets the second. Tandem blade
willowleafs are also difficult to cast.

“What I do like with my spinner-
baits is a light wire so I can feel more
vibrations,” he explains, “and I likea
large5/0hook, regardless of thelure's
weight and size.”

When he fishes a willowleaf spin-
nerbait in summer grass, Rhyne con-
centratesalongtheedgesof the grass,
often casting parallel to the edge and
keeping the lure just a few inches
below the surface.

He suggests changing retrieve
speeds periodically, suddenly speed-
Ing up or slowing the lure, to try to
triggera following bass into striking.

“Another popular retrieve with
willowleaf spinnerbaits is to bring
the lure through the grass and then
letitfall down the edge of the grass,”
Rhyne adds. “Bass fgrc uently hold
along the edges of cover like this, and
they ambush the spinnerbait as it
flutters down beside them.”

Rhyne has been fishing spinner-
baits ever sincehe used hisfirstonein
1961 when he was a fishing guide on
South Carolina’s Santee-Cooper
lakes. His client one day was a lure
manufacturer who produced some of
theearliestspinnerbaits, buthe fished
them more like a plastic worm.

“llooked at the lurcand thoughtit
would be more productive if you
brought it right through cover in-
stead of pumping and dropping it
along the bottom,” Rhynerecalls, “so
that’s how I started retrieving it.

“Oncel did, things started getting
exciting. I believe I caught three bass
over eight pounds thatday.I’vebeen
a spinnerbait fan ever since.

TOURNAMENT TRICKS

LakeOkeechobee, Fla., guide Steve
Daniel has successfully fished pro-
fessional bass tournaments for years,
buthe’sone angler who doesn’tmind
giving away tournament tricks.

As a guide on the huge lake, he
offers a full dawn-to-dark day of in-
struction aptly titled “Fishing A
Tournament Tackle Box,” in which
he shows clients how to properly use
all the lures in the tackle box he takes
to the tournaments.

“It’s really been fun to see the in-
tenseinteresttheclientshaveinlearn-
ing the different techniques we use
with lures,” explains the Johnson
Outboards ProStaffangler. “Many of
them are club fishermen looking for
an edge over their fellow club an-
glers.

“The objectof theday on the water
is to learn more about lures, rather
than simply catch bass.”

One of the tricks Daniel shows his
clients is how to modify a small top-
water chugger plug so it more effec-
tively imitates a fleeing baitfish.

“What we like to do,” explains
Daniel, “is use a wood file and take
off the bottom edge of the face. In-
stead of having a concave face, we
change the plugso the facejust slants
straight back.

“The result,” he continues, “is a
lure that doesn’t “pop’ the water
nearly as loudly when you move it.
Instead, it'smuchquieterand swishes
through the water.

“It doesn’t dive when you reel it
back fast either. It stays on top of the
water. When weare trying to imitate
a fleeing baitfish, we make a long
cast, then reel this lure back to the
boat as fast as we can. Because the
face is smooth, the lure stays on the
surface.”

He also recommends using these
lures with 15 to 20-pound test line,
because it will help them float better.

In his day of instruction, the
Johnson pro also discusses plastic
worms, buzz baits, spinnerbaits and
crankbaits. With both spinnerbaits
and crankbaits, he recommends fish-
ing 20-pound test line because he
doesn’t think bass pay much atten-
tion toline with these particularlures.

What does spook bass, he tells his
clients, is fishing a really noisy lure

- like a buzz bait in shallow water.

“In shallow water, you want to
retrieve a buzz bait just fast enough
to make the blades turn and keep the
lure on the surface,” he explains. “In
dingy water, or over slightly deeper
depths, you can use a buzz bait that
makes a lot of noise.”

Thusfar, Daniel’s instructiondays
have been quite popular and he in-
tends to continue them.

“When I was just getting started
fishing,” hesays, “Ilearned alotfrom
talking with the tournament pros.
Now, [ haveachance to share some of
my tournament knowledge with
others, and it’s a lot of fun.”

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Caves are cold, wet and fascinating

Brent Wilkins didn’t crawl under
his bed when he was a kid. He never
locked himself in a closet. And he
never spent the night in a relative’s
basement. But Wilkins sure loved to
spend time in caves. Big caves, little
caves, all types of caves.

When his family would visita pay-~
to-see cave, suchas Carlsbad Caverns
in New Mexico, Wilkins would usu-~
ally slipaway from the tour group. “I
always wanted toleave the groupand
‘see somethingin the cave thatnobody
else might have seen,” Wilkins said.

Wilkins, of Collierville, Tenn.,
hasn’t lost his love affair. He lives for
weekends whenhecan getaway from
his job and go caving.

Heisn't alone, though. The lure of
going where few people have gone
helps cavers forget how cold, wetand
miserable a cave can be.

“Cavesare not very pleasant,” said
Jerry Vineyard, deputy state geologist
in Missouri. “You're generally cold,
wet and muddy when you come out
of a cave; you're half caked with mud
and you feel frozen to the bone. But
you keep going back.”

Why? “Becauseit’s something you
must do,” said Wilkins, who consid-
ers himself a “modern day explorer.”

Each cave is different. In addition
to stalactitesand stalagmites, calcium
rich waters have helped create odd-
shaped formations, including cave
pearls, cave popcornand draperies.

Despitethedarkness, wet passages
and curious formations, there is a
surprising diversity of cave creatures
abletosurvivein yearround tempera-
tures in the mid-50s.

Cavers must deal with bats. Three
endangered species of bats are found
in Arkansas caves: theIndiana bat, the
gray bat and the Ozark bit ear bat.
Cavers also might find wood rats,
vultures, raccoons, pickerel frogsand
salamanders.

OnlyMissouri has morecaves than
the Tennessee, Alabama, Georgiaarea,
said Jeanne Pridmore, administrative
secretary for the 8900-member Na-
tional Speleological Society in
Huntsville, Ala. The offices for the
NSS are located on — naturally —
Cave Avenue.

There are 3,000 caves in northern
Alabama, including one located un-
der the Huntsville courthouse.

Dr. William T. Hill, director of
Tennessee’s department of conser-
vationgeologydivisionin Nashville,
said, “Thereare thousands of caves”
in Tennessee.

Most are located in the midstate

caver for more than 25 years, said
Arkansas “is saturated with caves.”
Because of theabundance of cavesin
thearea, hefavors cavingin the Ozark
Mountains in the north central and
northwestern portions of the state.

Wilkins, president of the 30-
member Memphis chapter of the
West Tennessee Grotto Club, recently
returned from rappelling downa 440-
foot cave near Scottsboro, Ala. The
cave featured five miles of passages.
He hopes to one day rappel a 580-
foot drop in a Georgia cave.

“That’s half the height of the
Empire State Building,” said Wilk-
ins, 32. “To get inside the cave in
Alabama, I had to get permission
(from the landowner) and crawl
around a two-foot ledge looking
straight down into a deep dark hole
thesize of my store. It was enough to
putalumpinmy throat, butit wasan
incredible experience.”

Caving is so popular in Missouri
that the state has designated 1990 as
the Year of the Cave. Vineyard said
5,000 recorded caves areinMissouri.
There were 437 after the state’s first
cave survey in 1956.

“Certainly there are a lot more
that we haven’t found.” said Vine-
yard, 55, who has been involved in
caving for more than four decades.
“Caves are fascinating. And people
who gointo caves develop high con-
servation ethics.”

Conscientious cavers, said Prid-
more, follow the same motto: Take

nothing but pictures, and leave noth-
ing but footprints.

“It’s a total escape from the real
world,” Wilkins said. “We've pushed
miles past where man had never been
before. When you bust through into
anunchartered area of acave, it'slike
stepping foot on the moon.”

Wilkins said hedoesn’tthink there
isa “fearless caver.” Headmitsbeing
caught in some dangerous spots,
including once in Missouri when his
partner got stuck in a passage three
to four feet wide and one foot high.
Because of his small frame (5-6, 125
pounds), Wilkins wasabletosqueeze
through the passage. His partner,
who was 50 pounds heavier, couldn’t
resist trying, too. He got stuck.

Wilkins said “true panic” hit him
when he realized if his partner was
stuck, so was he, as his way out was
now blocked by his partner.

“I knew I would have to not con-
vey my fear to him or we'd be in
worse trouble,” Wilkins said, noting
that his partner was hyperventilat-
ing. Getting as close to his partner’s
face as possible, Wilkins talked to
him to help him calm down and he
was able to back out of the passage.

“If you're prepared, the most
dangerous thingaboutcavingisdriv-
ing to the cave,” Pridmore said.
“We’ve had a very low accidentratio
in our caves. But it's like anything
else, you can get into trouble if you
aren’t prepared. You need to know
what you're doing.”

The work of the day had required
much time,and by nowit was getting
dark. To walk off their huge meal,
they went coon hunting. Returning
home about midnight, they flew into
the leftovers from supper and ate as
muchagain. This time they laid down
on it, and he declared it did not hurt
them a bit. Later in years, he was

tomato has several nutrition pluses.
It is low in calories and rich in vita-
mins C and A. It is also a source of
potassium and iron. The tomato is
naturally low in sodium and free of
fatand cholesterol, makingita healthy
addition to almost any diet.

SELECTING AND STORING

Choose smooth, firm and plump-
looking tomatoes with a good color.
Ripe tomatoes should be completely
red orreddish-orange, dependingon
variety. Since vine-ripened fomatoes
have a short storage life, it may be
necessary tocomplete theripeningat
home.

To ripen tomatoes, keep at room
temperature. The process can be
quickened if the fresh tomatois placed
inabrown paper bag. Tomatoes have
a natural gas, ethylene, that hastens
the ripening when they are confined
inaclosed bag. After the tomatoesare
ripened, they can be stored in the
hydrator drawer of a refrigerator for
several days. One pound has about 2
large or 3 medium tomatoes. One
bushel contains about55 poundsand
yields 20 to 40 pints.

TIPS ON HANDLING

It isn’t necessary to peel fresh
tomatoes before eating them. If the
tomatoes are to be peeled, use heat to
cause the skins to slipaway from the
flesh. Submerge tomatoes ina pan of
boiling water for about 30 seconds.
Transfer to cold water and the skins
will peel right off.

To slice tomatoes, use a serrated
knife.

To broil tomatoes, remove core

Bake in hot oven, 425
degrees for 10-15 minutes.

To microwave, half tomatoes
crosswisc, dot lightly with butter or
margarine. Microwaveonhigh power
for 3-4 minutes for 4 halves or 5-6
minutes for 6-8 halves.

Suggested seasonings for broiled,
baked or microwaved tomatoes:
chopped green onion and 1/2 tsp of
sour cream, dill with1/2 tsp mayon-
naise, grated onion and shredded
cheddar cheese, fresh herbs such as
basil, chives, fennel, marjoram, rose-
mary, sage, tarragon or thyme.

1/4 cup chopped onion
1/2 cup coarsely chopped green pepper
1 Tbsp flour
1 tsp salt
1 Tbsp sugar
3 slices toasted white bread, cut in 1/2
inch squares

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Use
tomatoes held at room temperature
until fully ripe. Cut out stem ends of
tomatoes. Coarsely chop tomatoes
(makes about 2-1/2 cups); set aside.
& a medium saucepan melt marga-
rine. Add onion and green pepper;
saute for 3 minutes. Add flour; cook
and stir for 1 minute. Stirintomatoes,
salt and sugar; cook and stir until
mixture boils and thickens. Stir in
half of the toast squares. Pour into a
greased 1-quart casserole. Top with
remaining toast squares. Bake until
hot and bubbly, about 15 minutes.

STUFFED TOMATOES

Tomato shells or petals make an
attractive way to present many sal-
ads, such as chicken, tuna, potato,
chilled vegetables, coleslawand even
gelatins with vegetables.

Tomake tomato shells, firstslicea
whole tomato crosswise at its fullest
part so that the core is removed.
Hollow out a shell using a paring
knifetoslicearound the tomatoanda
spoon to scoop out the middle. The
shell should be about 1/2-inch thick.
Next, stuff the shell with a filling of
your choice.

To make tomato petals, first re-
movethe coreofa whole tomato with

a paring knife. Then slice the tomato
intoquarters, leaving thebottominch
of the tomato intact. Separate into 4
petals and fill thearea between them
with salad.

BROILED TOMATOES

Broiled tomatoes make a colorful
and delicious garnish or side dish.
On small, uniform tomato halves,
sprinkle Parmesan cheese mixed with
buttered bread crumbs. Broilundera
preheated broiler until bubbly.

CANNEDTOMATOES

Use only firm, ripe, perfect toma-
toes. Do notcanoverly-ripe tomatoes
because they may not have enough
acid for safe processing. (They canbe
satisfactorily frozen for use in soups,
casseroles and other cooked dishes.)

To loosen skin, dip tomatoes into
boiling water for about 1/2 minute,
thendip quickly into cold water. Cut
out stem ends and peel tomatoes.

HotPack.Cutpeeled tomatoesinto
quarters. Bring to a boil; stir to keep
tomatoes from sticking. Pack boiling
hot tomatoes to 1/2 inch of top. Add
1/2tsp saltand 2 Tsps bottled lemon
juice to pints, 1 tsp salt and 4 tsps
bottled lemon juice to quarts. Wipe
jarrimsclean. Adjust jarlids. Process
in boiling water bath (212 degrees),
35 minutes for pint jars and 45 min-
utes for quart jars.

As soon as you remove jars from
canner, complete seals if necessary.

CHILI SAUCE
1 gallon tomatoes (after peeled ,cut up)
1 quart onions, chopped

3 cups brown sugar
4 Tbsps salt*
3 tsps pepper
1 tsp mustard seed
1 tsp celery seed
1 tsp allspice
2 tsps cinnamon
1 tsp whole cloves
1 quart vinegar

Combine tomatoes, onions, sugar
and spices. Cook until thick. Add
vinegar and cook until very thick.
Pack in hot jars and adjust lids. Proc-
ess 15 minutes in boiling water bath
canner. Makes 5-1/2 pints.

*Saltis for flavoring only and may
be omitted for low-sodium diets.

TOMATO SAUCE
101bs.tomatoes, peeled, cored and chopped
3 medium onions, finely chopped
1 cloves garlic, minced
1-1/2 tsp oregano
2 bay leaves

tion, issued in May 1988.

According to Cooper and Clayton,
nicotine is the most addictive drug
known to man. It is a mood altering
drug whose abuse can cause side af-
fects thatinclude causing the blood to
have an increased tendency to clot;

bowel; and a suppressed insulin out-
put. These are in addition to the more
commonly recognized smoke related
health problems such as pulmonary
emphysema and lung cancer.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING
ORDINANCE NO. 1-89 RELAT-
ING TO THE RESTRICTED USE
OF TRAFFICALONG KENTUCKY
RT. 1428 THROUGH THE COR-
PORATE LIMITS OF PRESTONS-
BURG, KENTUCKY.

WHEREAS, the City of
Prestonsburg has experienced a sig-
nificant amount of damage and de-
struction to the City’smain thorough-
fare, Ky. 1428 a/k/a North Lake
Drive and South Lake Drive; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City
Council recognize that the main
contributors to the problems experi-
enced causing damage and destruc-
tion to KY 1428, underground utili-
ties and adjoining property are ex-
cessively weighted vehicular traffic
that use said route through the City
of Prestonsburg; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City
Council further recognize that the
excessively weighted vehicular traf-
fic along said route jeopardize the
public health and safety and causes
great inconvenience to the traveling
public generally, and

WHEREAS, the City Council of
the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky,
adopted Ordinance No. 1-89 estab-

lishing certain weight restrictions
along said thoroughfare which, at
the request of the Department of
Transportation should be amended
as hereinafter set out,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE
CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, KEN-
TUCKY:

1. That the section of KY 1428
beginning at the city limits near its

junction with KY. Route 3 between
its junetion with K¥- Rt 3 to U.S.

Highway 23 at the entrance of the
Bert T. Combs Mountain Parkway is
hereby closed to through vehicular
traffic having a gross weight
exceeding 44,000 36,600 pounds.
Further this restriction also applies
to that section of KY 1428 at or near
the Prestonsburg High School up to
and including the Cliff Bridge, a/k/
a University Drive.

2. This ordinance has no effect or
application to trucks or vehicular
traffic originating or delivering
within the corporate limits of the
City of Prestonsburg along streets or
alleys adjacent to KY 1428, but is
intended to restrict the use of the
subject roadway by vehicular
through traffic havinga gross weight
in excess of 44,000 36,000 pounds.

3. Signs notifying traffic of this
weight restriction shall be posted at
the intersection of KY Rt. 1428 and
U.S. 23 at the entrance of the Moun-
tain Parkway; at the split of KY Rt.
1428 and U.S. 23 at the Prestonsburg
High School and at the Cliff Bridge,
entering the City of Prestonsburg.

4. The City Police Officers shall be
responsible for monitoring and en-

5. Motorists found in violation of
this restriction shall be issued a cita-
tion by the City Police Officer. The
fine for violating the restriction shall
be $50.00, if paid within fourteen (14)
days. If the motorists fails to pay this
fine within fourteen (14) days, the
fine shall be increased to the sum of
$100.00. If the cited motorist fails to
pay this fine within thirty (30) days,
the amount of the fine shall be in-
creased to $500.00, and the City At-
torney shallbedirccted by the Mayor
toinstituteactionin the District Court
to collect the fine.

6. Action by a court 6f competent
jurisdiction declaring any section,
sub-section, phrase or word of this
ordinance to be invalid, unconstitu-
tionaland/or void shall noteffect the
remainder of this ordinance which
shall remain in full force and cffect.

7. This ordinance shall be in full
force and effect from and after its
adoptionand publication, as required
by law.

8. All ordinances or any parts
thereofin conflict with the provisions
of this ordinance are expressly re-
pealed to the extent of such conflict.

9. By virtue of the need to raise the
weight limit as directed by the Com-
monwealthof Kentucky Transporta-
tion Cabinet, an emergency is de-
clared necessitating the waiver of first
reading and passage of this amend-
ment ordinance upon vote of the
Council.
