Iraqi invasion traps Floyd doctor 

DR. SYED BADER 

A spokesman for Congressman 
Chris Perkins said Tuesday thatPerk­
ins' office had no new information on 
the whereabouts of a Floyd County 
physician and his family, believed to 
have been trapped Aug. 2 in Kuwait 
during the Iraqi invasion of that 
country. 

Perkins' assistant Orner Waddles 
said Perkins had been in contact 
Monday with the State Department, 
seeking information on Dr. Syed 
Badrudduja, of Prestonsburg and 
chief of staff at Highlands Regional 
Medical Center. 

"We were in contact (Monday) 
with theStateDepartment," Waddles 
said Tuesday, "but they indicated that 
many channels (of communication in 
Kuwait) had broken down. They are 
trying to fmd where people are and 
updating the numbers," Waddles 
added. "The department is working 
with us to find (Badrudduja), but there 
are so many still unnaccounted for. 
He could be among those already out 
or he could be still in there." 

About 500 of a reported 3,000 
Americans trapped in Kuwait during 
the August 2 invasion by Iraq have 
managed to slip out of the country, 
the State Department reported Mon­
day. Waddles said Perkins office had 
no information on whether Dr. Bad­
rudduja, known locally as Dr. Bader, 
was among those who successfully 
fled the country. 

Badrudduja, 4 7, is a native oflndia 
and a naturalized American citizen. 
A surgeon, he has worked at High­
lands Regional since 1975. 

According to an Associated Press 
report Tuesday, family members have 
not heard from Badrudduja, his wife ' 
Meraj, or his three children, son 

Haulers halt work 
on Mud Creek

Coal is still moving out of Mud 
Creek,exceptatfiveoperations where 
independent truckers have called a 
hauling strike. 

About 50 members of the newly 
formed union, Independent Truckers 
of Eastern Kentucky or ITEK, have 
called the strike against operations 
owned by Buck Coal Inc. Truckers 
say the company has refused to give 
haulers any increase in the per ton 
haulage rate. 

"No other trucker is going to come 
up here and try to haul that coal," said 
a striking trucker at a Mud Creek 
picket site. "There's liable to be a 
rifle in any one of these trucks here. 
Somebody would end up with some 
flat tires at least." 

The truckers who are striking were 
promised support from other ITEK 
members at the trucker's rally Sun­
day in Prestonsburg. 

The truckers stated that other coal 
companies, including Ashland Coal 
and Turner Elkhorn Coal, had given 

drivers a 50 to 80 cent raise per ton in 
response to the truckers' demands. 

Ashland Coal representative 
David Todd, however, denied that 
the truckers had been given an in­
crease from Ashland Coal. "We have 
not increased the rates, we are talking 
to the truckers about their added 
expense caused by the bypass (of 
Prestonsburg), but it is at the talking 
stage. There has not yet been an in­
crease in the haul rate." 

Todd said that independent coal 
truck drivers deliver some 3.5 mil­
lion tons of coal for the company an­
nually. 

Efforts to contact representatives 
of Turner Elkhorn Coal were unsuc­
cessful, and company officials have 
not returned calls. 

The truckers who arc on strike 
against the Buck Coal companies all 
own the vehicles they usc Lo haul the 
coal and are a small part of the lTEK 
group, estimated at about 300, who 
met for the Sunday rally.

The "stink" just won't go away for 

Prestonsburg City Council which 
agreed Monday night to rethink its 
decision to built public rcstrooms in 
the municipal parking lot. 

A group of local citizens who live 
near the proposed facility appeared 
before council with a petition bearing 
the signatures of 125 persons op­
posed to the building. 

"I just don't think it's appropri­
ate," said Bertha Parsley, whose home 
is closest to the planned restrooms on 
Central Avenue. "There's a public 
toilet in the courthouse right across 
the street." 

"Have you ever been over there to 
use the county's restroom?" asked 
Councilman William Callihan, refer­
ring to the poor condition of Lhe court­
house facilities. 

"Whal do you think it would be 
like over there (in the city 
restrooms)?" Parsley responded. 

Councilman William 0. Goebel 
reminded that the council had been 
petitioned two years ago to building 
public resLrooms. "These are going 
to be very well kept," Goebel said. "If 
not, we will tilke everything out and 
use the building for storage. If it's not 
maintained, I'll be the first to move LO 

close it." 
The building of the restrooms is 

"part of a plan to improve the use of 
the parking lot," said Councilman 
Mike Vance. "It came up because 

there was more interest in using the 
parking lot for more activities, such

"The truckers' fight is not with the city or Prestonsburg. I totally support 
the truckers' organization," Latta said.

Oil companies wasted no time 
pumping up pump prices after the 
Iraqi invasion of Kuwait, justifying 
the price-hike with arguments that 
the situation would create a short­
age in crude oil production and 
supplies.

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THE CIVIL WAR INSTITUTE 
by Dr. Thomas D. Matijasic 

History Professor 
On Sunday, June 24, some 245 

peoplefromcitiesand towns through­
out the United States and Canada 
gathered at Gettysburg College in 
Pennsylvania. They ranged in age 
from 16 to 87, and they represented 
every race, religion and social group 
withinNorthAmerica. Theonlything 
uniting these individuals was a de­
sire to learn more about the Ameri­
can Civil War. 

The Civil War Institute is a highly 
specialized, week-long, summer 

, program developed by Gettysburg 
College to bring together scholars, 
researchers and Civil War fanatics of 
every description. The institute con­
centrates on one aspect of the war 
each summer. The theme for this 
year's activities was "1865 - The 
Final Year of the War." 

The program began with a presen­
tation by Phillip Shaw Paludan, pro­
fessor of history at the University of 
Kansas. Pauludan is best known fot 
his research on Northern society 
during the war ,and his address re­
flected his academic bias. He pointed 
out that the common people were 
more important to the Union cause 
then famous generals or politicians, 
because the war effort could not have 
been sustained without their support. 

Even though the people of the 
North were divided ethnically and 

economically, they were united in the 
belief that their way of life gave ev­
eryone a fair opportunity in the race 
to achieve prosperity and social re­
spectability. Seeing the United States 
as the last, best hope for humanity, 
the people of the North were willing 
to stay the course to victory in order 
to preserve and expand that system. 

By 1865, the common suffering 
shared by millions of people who had 
lost friends and relatives actually 
helped to create "a people" out of the 
diverse ethnic groups that inhabited 
the Northern states. It also helped to 
reunite North and South since both 
had undergone a fiery trial to purge 
the nation of the sin of slavery. 

Two full days were spent by par­
ticipants retracing Lee's final retreat 
from Petersburg to Appomattox 
Court House. The guide for the tour 
was Ed Bearss, the chief historian for 
the National Park Service. Bearss 
brought to life the frantic flight of the 
Army of Northern Virginia during 
the final nine days of the war. 

The Appomattox campaign was a 
running fight rather than a series of 
large-scale battles. Lee knew that he 
had to outdistance three pursuing 
Union armies to resupply his men 
and juncture with Joe Johnston's 
Confederate forces to the south. 

General Grant was determined to 
prevent that union of confederate 
armies to bring the war to a speedy 
conclusion. The victory of Grant's 
forces was far from inevitable, and 
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both commanders demanded heroic 
efforts from their soldiers during the 
final days ~f the conflict. 

One of the rna jor factors adding to 
the growing strength of the Union 
military during the last year of the 
war was the utilization of large 
numbers of African-American sol­
diers. The Institute recognized the 
contribution made by black soldiers 
during the war in an address by Jo­
seph Glatthaar, the author of "Forged 
in Battle," and with a special showing 
ofthefilm "Glory."Glatthaarpointed 
out that blacks suffered a tremen­
dous amountofdiscriminationin the 
Union army during the Civil War. 

Many Northern whites did not 
want black soldiers in their army. To 
pacify the white population, black 
soldiers received less pay, generally 
performed more fatigue duty, and 
had toserveunderwhiteofficers. Yet 
blacks were eager to serve, es pedal! y 
the free blacks of the North. In all, 
178,000 black soldiers joined the 
UnitedStatesColoredTroops(USCD. 
and saw action in 41 major engage­
ments. 

One of the m<.st heroic actions 
taken by a black regiment during the 
waroccurredinSouthCarolina, when 
the men of the 54th Massachusetts 
assaulted the confederate batteries of 
Fort Wagner. The motion picture 
"Glory'' details the lives of the men of 
the 54th Massachusetts and their at­
tack on Fort Wagner. 

The final day ot the institute was 
spent on a discussion of the assassi­
nation of Abraham Lincoln. During 
the past decade William Hanchett and 
William Tid well both produced books 
that put forth the theory that John 
Wilkes Booth was an agent of the 
confederate government, rather than 
being a demented gunman. Both 
authors were on hand for the debate 
and they put forth strong evidence 
that the highest ranking members of 
the Confederate government had 
approved a plot to kidnap Lincoln in 
order to try him for war crimes against 
the South. Booth knew a number of 
Confederate agents and may have 
been recruited to participate in this 
plot.

Rape inside marriage is still rape, law says 
Wife rape is now a crime in Ken­

tucky and mental health profession­
als who work with domestic violence 
victims are preparing for a possible 
increase in cries for help from bat­
tered spouses. 

Kentucky's 1989 Uniform Crime 
report included 829 cases of rape. At 
the same time, a survey last year by 
the Kentucky Domestic Violence 
Association of 666 spouse abuse cen­
ter clients found that 299 had experi­
enced forced sexual relations with a 
spouse or live-in companion. 

Counselors at the state's 10 rape 
crisis centers and 14 spouse abuse 
centers recently completed training 
on House Bill38, Kentucky's marital 
rape law. 

''This joint training session high­
lighted both the provisions of the new 
law and the special needs of abused 
spouses who have been raped," said 
Carol Jordan, domestic violence spe­
cialist with the state Department for 
Mental Health and Mental Retarda­
tion Services. 

"In the past, these victims often 
have fallen through the cracks. We've 
had services for rape victims and 
services for victims of spouse abuse, 
but not services for victims of both," 
Jordan said. 

"In preparation for dealing with 
cases arising from the new law, rape 
crisis center staff learned about 
domestic violence and spouse abuse 
center staff learned about sexual as­
sault issues." 

The training covered areas such as 
each agency's services, Battered 
Woman Syndrome and Rape Trauma 
Syndrome, a review of assault stat­
utes and sexual assault statutes, the 
importance of forensic examinations 
in gathering evidence for criminal 
proceedings and ways agencies can 
begin to address victim needs and 
when to make referrals. 

The staffs of the agencies at the 
training divided into groups accord­
ing to service regions to begin a dia­
logue on how to coordinate local 

services. 
"Rape crisis center and spouse 

abuse centers which serve the same 
areas opened communications and 
discovered referral methods which 
will best serve the marital rape vic­
tim," said Jordan. 

"Marital rape victims' needs are 
slightly different," said Jordan. "Sex­
ual assault is the most intrusive type 
of assault and will impact the victim 
differently. 

"A marital rape victim frequently 
experiences an overwhelming sense 
of shoc,kat being raped by the person 
in whom she should be able to place 
the greatest trust- her husband. 

''Women raped by their spouses 
often face an extra difficulty in shar­
ing their painful experience with 
others." 

Since marital rape had only been 
illegal since July 13, state officials will 
learn muchaboutthis underreported 
crime as time goes on. In order to 
learn about the problem in a compre­
hensive manner, a client question­
naire has been developed. 

Feds provide reference 
for radon retnoval 

"Counselors at the rape crisis 
center and the spouse abuse centers 
will ask the same questions to victims 
of marital rape to determine what 
improvements need to be made in the 
service area," said Jordan. 

"For instance, we will find out 
how law enforcement agencies and 
the court system responds to marital 
rape, if women use the new status to 
prosecute the offender and obtain 
recommendations from the victims 
themselves on how to improve serv­
ices to victims of spousal rape." 

Kentuckians wanting to remove 
potentiallyhazardousradongasfrom 
their homes can now look to a federal 
referral list when choosing a radon 
mitigation company. 

The Environmental Protection 
Agency lists 22 Kentucky companies 
as having been trained and tested for 
radon removal procedures through 
its voluntary national proficiency 
program." 

The Kentucky Department for 
Health Services administers the pro­
gram in the state and coordinates 
training and testing for interested 
companies. 

Jeana Phelps, coordinator of the 
department's radon control program, 
says that Kentuckians who discover 
elevated levels of radon gas in their 
homes now will know which compa­
nies are in good standing with the 
federal agency's procedures and stan­
dards for radon removal. 

"After a home has been tested and 
the homeowner knows that radon 
needs to be eliminated, two things 
should be done," she said. 

"First, the homeowner should 
choose a contractor from the EPA 
proficiency list to make sure the 
company has been trained in proper 
radon elimination methods. 

"Second, the homeowner should 
become familiar with the EPA's ra­
don mitigation guidelines to make 
sure that the contractor's work fol­
lows these state-of-the-art proce­
dures." 

Both the list and a copy of the 
guidelines are available from envi­
ronmentalists in local health depart­
ments in al1120 counties. 

Phelps also recommends that the 
homeowner require, in the written 
contract, that themitigationcompany 
agree to abide by EPA-sanctioned 
techniques and procedures forradon 
removal. 

Companies on the list have under­
gone training and testing that cover 
topics such as radon entry, testing 
procedures, inspecting buildings, 
selecting a reductioncompany,health 
effects and worker safety. 

The companies in the voluntary 
program agree to continuing educa­
tion and retesting every two years. 
Firms that do not continue to meet 
EPA requirements will be removed 
from the EPA referral list. 

Additional training and testing 
sessions are scheduled for 1990 and 
Phelps says she expects more Ken­
tucky companies to be added to the 
EPA referral list. 

Kentuckians interested in having 

their homes tested for radon may 
request a referrallistofradon-testing 
companies operating in Kentucky. 
Thislistisalsoavailableinlocalhealth 
departments. 

Radon is a radioactive gas occur­
ringnaturallyfrom the breakdown of 
uranium. In outdoor air, it is diluted 
and usually harmless. However, 
when the colorless, odorless gas is 
trapped inside a building, it becomes 
hazardous. 

Scientists estimate that between 
5,000 and 20,0(X)] ung cancer deaths a 
year in this country may be attrib­
uted to radon exposure.

ADDRESSING ANTI-PERSPIRANT 
DOUBTS 

While deodorants suppress bacterial growth and mask odors 
under the arms, anti-perspirants actually reduce underarm per­
spiration. However, many people avoid using anti-perspirants be­
cause they contain aluminum compounds. High levels of alumi­
num have been found in the brains of some Alzheimer patients. In 
1987 the FDA addressed this issue when it concluded that "the 
amo~ntof aluminum thatmightbeabsorbedthrough the skin from 
an anti-perspirantwould be insignificant." Further study has since 
brought forth no conclusive evidence that aluminum in the diet, 
medication, or cosmetics increases the risk of this disease. Con­
sumers should certainly avoia the use of anti·perspirants (or 
deodorants) if they irritate the skin or initiate allergic reactions.

Record number found jobs with help last year 
A record 85,236 Kentuckians ob­

tained new jobs last year thanks to 
the state Departmentfor Employment 
Services, with nine out of every 10 
placements made to full-time posi­
tions and one in every five place­
ments inhigher-payingmanufactur­
ingjobs. 

BetweenJuly1, 1989, andJune30, 
1990, the agency exceeded 80,000 
placements for the third consecutive 
year, including nearly 73,000 in full­
time positions. Each Employment 
Services placement interviewer 
helped an average of 352 people find 

jobs. 
Employment Services Commis­

sioner Darvin Allen said Kentucky 
manufacturing employers led other 
sectors with 24,677 or 29 percent of 
the job openings filled. 

''We've been able to hold our edge 
in manufacturing while many other 
states are having problems," Allen 
said. 

"Kentucky has developed a broad 
manufacturing job base with steady 
growth in textiles, apparel, printing 
and publishing and motor vehicle 
industries."

Retail and wholerale trade com­
prised 17,501 or 20.5 percent of the 
placements. Another 17,446 or 20.5 
percent of the applicants filled serv­
ice positions. The remaining place­
ments were spread throughout other 
categories. 

Allen said several factors aided 
Kentucky's continuing success link­
ing applicants and employers. 

"We've had about 30 satellite 
companies related to the Toyota plant 
in Georgetown begin operations and 
most of them use our services," he 
said. 

"Those companies not only create 
their own jobs, our records show the 
new positions have a ripple effect, 
adding service sector jobs as well." 

Another element in the record 
placement level is the fact that an 
estimated 1,300Kentuckybusinesses 
now use the Department for Employ­
ment Services exclusively to meet its 
job placement needs. 

Allen said, ''We spend a signifi­
cant amount of time emphasizing 
employer involvement. This year 
we've created a state Job service 
EmployerCommitteeand are encour­
aging local JSECs in all field offices." 
About 75 percent of the officers have 
a local JSEC. 

"Employer input is crucial to ef­
fectively serve employers and job 
seekers," said Allen. "Establishing a 
state JSECbrings employers together 
and encourages the exchange ofbusi­
ness ideas and suggestions." 

The 28local Employment Service 
offices are called upon for a wide 
variety of services including job coun­
seling and testing, job recruiting and 
employee skills workshops. 

''We exceeded last year's place­
ment goal of 74,700 by 14 percent," 
Allen said. "The visibility of ourlocal 
offices over the last two years has 
multiplied the number of applicants 
using the department from 225,000 to 
nearly 400,000." 

''We're proud of the job employ­
ees do in local offices and we rca>6-
nize thatit'sa vital partofKentucky's 
economy."

Here's how spring flooding 
affected bass fishing 

Well known bass tournament pro 
Ken Cook can' tremember ever fish­
ing under such drastic conditions, 
and he hopes he doesn't have to do it 
again. 

Cook, a former fisheries biologist 
and now a member of the Evinrude 
Outboards pros taff, fished a tourna­
ment late this past springd uring some 
of the heavy rains and flooding that 
hit portions of the nation. 

In a word, fishing was tough. 
"During the two tournament days, 

hewaterrosebetweensixandseven 
feet," explains Cook. "I have fished 
rising water before, and it's normally 
a fairly good time to fish, but not 
when it comes up that much that 
fast." 

Cook was fishing a national tour­
nament on Truman Lake in Missouri 
when the flooding occurred, and the 
fast rising river affected both fish and 
fishermen, says the Evinrude pro. 

"The fish became very scattered," 
he explains. "Rising water usually 
moves bass to the newly flooded 
vegetation, but because thewaterrose 
so much, the fish had far more cover 
to use. 

"That cover changed from day to 
day, too, as the water continued to 
rise. We started fishing in practice 
when the bass were in shoreline 
bushes. Then, as the water rose, those 
bass moved to newly flooded wil­
lows. The next day the fish changed 
to flooded hard woods, and after that, 
to something else. 

"Because rising water tends to 
scatter fish, you want to use a. fast 
moving lure like a spinner bait so you 
can cover a lot of areas," he explains. 
"In this case, however, floating de­
bris, particularly matted grasses, 
clogged spinnerbaits and buzz baits 
so they weren't effective." 

As a result, Cook continues, an­
glers were forced to use slow-mov­
ing lures like jugs where they could 
better control the retrieves. They had 
tofishmuchslowerand they couldn't 
cover as much water. 

"I spoke with other anglers who 
fished lakes with similar flooding 
problems about the same time," says 
Cook, "and they encountered the 
same situation. You needed to fish 
fast to cover a lot of water, but you 
couldn't because you couldn't use 
fast moving lures effectively." 

Water rising that dramatically 
creates other problems, as well, the 
Evinrude angler points out. One is 
that you can't relocate specific cover 
or structure that held bass just a day 
or two earlier. 

"In practice I found a little logjam 
where l caught a seven-pound bass,"

KEEP OUT ZEBRA MUSSELS 
Zebra mussels are colonizing fish 

spawning areas in the Great Lakes 
Area, threatening natural fish repro­
duction and causing other problems 
as well. 

Zebra mussels, which measure 
about one and a half inches in the 
adultstage,notonlycanattach them­
selves to any object, but tend to form 
clusters. They also reproduce rap­
idly and can live up to eightdaysout 
of the water. 

Help put a lid on zebra mussel 
infestation. Check boat bottoms, fish-

ing gear and other equipment before 
leaving an area known to have zebra 
mussels. And don't forget to dump 
all water from live wells.

Attacked by a rogue phrase 
by Aaron Pass 

As the Scottish poet Robert Burns 
so aptly observed, "The best laid 
schemes o' mice an' men ...... Gang aft 
Agley." This is also true of the stirring 
outdoor prose that graces our hunt­
ing and fishing magazines and col­
umns. 

Often these are mere glitches such 
as typos, word transpositions or 
benign redundancies. Most of us who 
essay to picture verbally the great 
outdoors have been guilty of such 
phrasing as, " .... as the sun was set­
ting in the west," -forgetting in our 
attempt at eloquence that the sun 
hardly ever sets elsewhere. 

Sometimes the errors are more 
factual. One writer redundantly 
advised that, ''Wetlands are always 
damp." Another was no mathemati­
cian: "America's four species of cat-· 
fish- the blue, the channel and the 
flathead - may be caught .... " And 
one was a bit hazy on geography, 
reporting that when the crappie are 
biting on a certain lake, "the word 
spreads up the East Coast as far as 
Ohio." 

However, sometimes the words 
take a weird turn so that the error 
itself makes a strange kind of sense. 
Here is a sampler of rogue phraseol­
ogy that conjures up mental images 
wholly unintended by the writer. 

Apparently looking for cheap 
thrills as well as a trophy, a deer 
hunter wrote that he waited for two 
hours for "the big buck to come in to a 
clearing and expose himself." An­
other claimed that he" shot a buck out 
of my tree stand." He did not report 
how the buck got up there. 

the woods too long. 
But above all else, the unclear 

pronoun antecedent leads to the most 
interesting mental images such as, 
'The ducks were headed straight for 
the blind where the hunters waited 
with their wings cupped and their 
feet outstretched." 

To give fishermen theirfair due in 
the world of poor word choice, we 
presenttheanglingexpertwho wrote, 
''When you catch a trout at a given 
depth, it is seldom a fluke." Quite so, 

but conversely, when you catch a 
fluke at any depth, it is almost never 
a trout. 

And fittingly, it is another angler 
who takes top honors for stretching 
his syntax into quite a fish story. The 
writer reports that a record crappie 
was "caughtonaliveminnowweigh­
ing five pounds, 1 ounce." Not only 
would I be happy to catch fish the size 
of that guy's bait, I would love to see 
the crappie that bit a five pound 
minnow.

Going for records 
Baseball must keep track of more 

records than any other sport. Every 
possiblevariationofhittingandfield­
ing is there in the record book. Some 
are pretty obscure. I wouldn't be 
surprised to hear a sportscaster say a 
playerhadjustsettherecordformost 
consecutive singles by a left-bander 
in the American League during a 
twilight doubleheader while batting 
as a designated hitter. 

But some records are important, 
and when a player is closing in on a 
big one, the pressure really increases. 
The media follows the player's every 
move, and it gets to be like he's under 
a microscope. 

This year Cal Ripkin Jr. of the 
Baltimore Orioles has set fielding 
records, including most consecutive 
chances by a shortstop without an 
error. Cal also has not missed pia ying 
a game for years. As time goes on, he 
gets closer to Lou Gehrig's record of 
2,130 straight games set from 1925 to 
1939. That was a record no one 
thought would ever be challenged. 

There has been some speculation 
by the media that Cal's play was 
suffering because of these records. 
The suggestion has been made that a 
day off would help, and the only 
reason he was still being played ev­
ery game was to continue the streak. 

I don't think so. Cal is the kind of 
player who can live with pressure. If 
he wasn't, he would have bowed out 
of the consecutive game streak long 
ago. I agree with his manager, Frank 
Robinson: You've got to play the best 
player available for each position, and 
there's nobody better than Rip kin at 
shortstop. The man is fielding his 

position flawlessly. I've seen him 
make plays that other shortstops 
would never attempt. Sol don't think 
he's uptight at all about these rec­
ords. 

Now I have my own perspective 
on records from the time I broke Babe 
Ruth's all-time home-run record 
when I hitmy715inApril1974. Ifeel 
that the best thing for a player is to 
approach every game as if it had no 
meaning or importance beyond the 
desire to win and to play the best 
game possible. Youcan'tthinkabout 
records when you go to the plate­
not if you are a professional athlete. 

Roger Maris was another player 
who faced pressure when he broke 
Babe Ruth's single season home run 
record by hitting 61 homers. Roger 
had it tougher than I did. He was on 
a time limit. It had to be done in that 
oneseason.RogeralsoplayedinNew 
York City, the media capital of the 
world, and the Yankees had more 
writers traveling with them than 
players. 

The press only started hounding 
me after I reached 700 homers. But 
after playing over 20 years in the 
major leagues, I wasn't going to let 
breaking a record get me uptight and 
unable to swing the bat the way I 
knew I could swing it. You can't play 
this game uptight. 

I finished 1973 needing just one 
more homer to tie Ruth and another 
to break the record. Those home runs 
came quickly in 1974, the record 
coming at the Braves' home opener. I 
was thankful for that, because in 
baseball and in life, tomorrow is 
promised to no one.

Owners are responsible 
for dogs, says guidebook 

Reportsofdogsattackinglivestock 
and other forms of wildlife on private 
property have been coming in lately 
in the Floyd County area. 

Dogs, whether wild or someone' s 
pet, have a tendency to chase and 
even attack livestock such as cattle, 
chickens, other dogs and animals on 
private property. Who is responsible? 

According to Kentucky' sDogLaw 
and Regulations, dated 1988, respon­
sibilityfordamagedogsdotoprivate 
property lies with the dog's owner. 

The Kentucky Dog Law states, 
"The owner of a dog is liable for all 

damage that the dog does. Licensing 
does not relieve the owner of his re­
sponsibility." The law further states, 
''The licensed dog is supposed to be 
kept at home and if away from home 
should be under the control of its 
owner." 

The Dog Law also says, "any 
person may kill any dog which he 
sees in the act of pursuing or wound­
ing any livestock or wounding or 
killing poultry or attacking humans, 
whether or not such dog bears the 
license tag required by the provisions 
of this Act. There shall be no liability 
of such persons in damages or other­
wise for such killing." 

Thedubalsohopestoeducatethe 
public and pet owners in Eastern 
Kentucky on such issues as tempera­
ment disorders, inherent and genetic 
diseases, environmentalhaiards and 
the ever-increasing overpopulation 
that exists. 

Clubrnembersfeelthatbyhaving 
AKC sanctioned shows, tourism in 
Eastern Kentucky will be increased 
greatly. By attracting out-of-state 
enthusiasts, these shows will bring 
in more tourists and funds to the area 
that was formerly being spent else­
where.

Most homeowners arc unaware 
that regardless of their income there 
are federal, state and local programs 
that will help them repair and re­
model their homes. 

Government at all levels recog­
nizes that neighborhoods are the basis 
of life in our country. When a neigh­
borhood deteriorates, many things 
haplJen both physically and socially. 
Homes that are shabby seem to make 
a neighborhood more attractive to 
crime and criminals. An area in de­
cline is like a spreading cancer. 

As homes become rundown and 
in need of maintenance, the residents 
lose their desire to keep up the neigh­
borhood. Streets become receptacles 
for trash, schools lower their stan­
dards and very quickly the selling 
price of homes in the area drops 
sharply. This accelerates the cycle of 
degeneration. 

In order to keep and maintain the 
nation' shousingand neighborhoods, 
gov.ernment at all levels has programs 
tog1vehomcownersmoney(thatdoes 
not have to be repaid) forrepairsorto 
lend them money at below market 
levels or at no interest. 

In many areas utility companies 
will do energy conservation work free 
or at low cost and in other places will 
lend homeowners money at no inter­
est to pay the contractoroftheir choice 
for the necessary work. In addition 
there are tax incentives to promote 
efficient energy use. 

These programs are not restricted 
to low-income people, slum. areas or 
urban neighborhoods. Owners of 
single or multi-family dwellings are 
eligible for some programs regard­
less of income. Most of the loans offer 
long terms and low payments. 

Some of the other home improve­
ments covered undertheseprograms 
are: attic and wall insulation, new 
windows, outerwall siding, security 
doors and locks, window 
guards,sidewalksand masonry work, 
bathrooms and kitchens, electrical 
and plumbing work, new roofs, gut­
ters or downspouts.

Milestones help parents identify kid's putrition needs 
. Because parents are the primary 
mfluenceonchildren'snutrition, they 
need accurate information to make 
healthful food choices, according to 
Jeannette Endres, registered dietitian 
and professor at Southern Illinois 
University. 

Endres counsels many parents on 
numerous nutrition situations using 
"developmental milestones" that 
segment childhood nutrition into age 
groups: infants to 12 months, tod­
dlers 1 to 3 years, preschoolers 3 to 5 
years, and children 6 to 8 years. 

INFANTS TO 12 MONTHS 
"Now that he can eat solid food, 

he loves to break crackers and squish 
bananas," observes one parent, de­
scribing her infant's interest in ex­
ploring food. 

For baby, eating is more than just 
food-it'sa timetosquish,mashand 

fling- all in the process of learning. 
Encouraging children to explore 

tastes and textures is an important 
part of their sensory and motor de­
velopment, Endres said. Parents 
should introduce a variety of foods 
then allow children to "explore." 

TODDLERS, 1 TO 3 YEARS 

'The mere sight of spinach makes 
her scream," marveled the frustrated

Beetles emerging from soil; 
ready to damage crops soon 

Green June beetles are emerging 
from the soil and may damage trees, 
shrubs, fruits and vegetables in the 
coming weeks, according to an ento­
mologist at the University of Ken­
tucky. 

The beetles feed on the leaves of 
many trees and plants as well as corn 
ears, ripening fruit and garden vege­
tables, said Lee Townsend, an Exten­
sion specialist with the UK College of 
Agriculture. Green June beetles espe­
ciall y enjoy thin-skinned fruits, such 
as peaches, grapes, blackberries and 
raspberries. 

The pests are about one inch long 
and have velvety green wing covers 
and bronze to yellow areas along the 
side of the body. 

Green June beetles are active in 
lawns and grassy areas in the early 
morning and Ia te afternoon. They 
burrow into the soil, leaving small 
mounds of loose soil that resemble 
miniature mole burrows. At night, 
they stay under debris or in the soil. 

Birds, especially blackbirds and 
robins, are useful natural enemies of 
the beetles, Townsend said. A physi­
cal barrier such as cheese cloth may 
be used to protect small plantings. 

GreenJ une beetle populations also 
can be reduced with Sevin, which is 

registered for blackberries, raspber­
ries, grapes and peaches, or pyre­
thrin sprays, which are registered for 
many fruits and vegetables. Repeated 
applications of pyrethrins will be 
needed because these ''knock-down" 
insecticides work primarily by direct 
contact with insect pests and have 
little residual effect.

Kentucky's liquid legend lives on 
Kentucky bourbon is the stuff 

legends are made of, Kentucky leg­
ends, anyway. At various times the 
drink was used as money and medi­
cine, but for many pioneers, it was a 
necessity. 

One historian wrote, ''The new­
born got a weak toddy at birth, the 
mother had it stronger, the father 
straight, the old and cold bathed their 
limbs in it." 

It's only natural that Kentuckians 
held a special reverence for the bour­
bon.ltwasdevelopedin Georgetown 
by the Rev. Elijah Craig. 

This "all-American" drink, the 
only liquor that is truly "native" to 
the United States, takesitsflavorfrom 
a mingling of corn and rye aged in 
charred white oak barrels. The 
strength and body of the drink are 
credited to the corn grain and the 
smooth, mellow flavor comes from 
the rye. 

Kentucky is the world's leading 
producer of bourbon. Although it's 

made in a few other states, connois­
seurs agree that the best bourbon is 
made right here where it all began, 
probably because of the limestone in 
the water. 

Whether or not you're a bourbon 
lover, a tour through one of the state's 
working distilleries is worth the trip. 
There is also a whiskey museum 
where visitors can explore bourbon's 
unique place in Kentucky's heritage. 

Maker's Mark in Loretto, south of 
Bardstown, is one of the state's best­
known distilleries. It may come as a 
surprise to find that it's also aNa­
tional Historic Landmark, the only 
op7ratingdistillerythatcanmake that 
da1m. 

The majority of the activities here 
are still done by hand for that "per­
sonal touch." You can see bottles as 
they are carefully dipped into the 
distinctive red sealing wax that has 
become the trademark of this bour­
bon. Tours are offered daily, Monday 
through Saturday. 

Boulevard Distillers in Law­
renceburg is the home of Wild Tur­
key Bourbon, another well-known 
favorite. This is the bourbon that was 
chosen to represent Kentucky at the 
1893 World's Fair. Here you can 
experience the sights, sounds and 
smells of a working distillery, from 
mashing and malting to bottling. ln 
between you'll see how bourbon is 
fermented, distilled and aged. Tours 
are offered Monday through Friday. 

You may also want to visit An­
cient Age Distillery in Frankfort, 
where you can see the world's only 
one-barrel warehouse. A burgoo 
house, built by a former plant man­
ager, Col. Blanton, houses two 100-
gallon kettles for burgoo and a huge 
oven for cornbread. Blanton, known 
for celebrating in the Kentucky tradi­
tion, simply wanted to supply his 
own parties and picnics. 

A nine-story warehouse higlights 
this tour of one ofthecountry' s oldest 
and largest distilleries. Tours are of­
fered Monday through Friday. 

in a museum next to the distillery. 
Here you'll sec the world's oldest 
"moonshiner's still," a film on bour­
bon making, and a collection of bour­
bon artifacts. The distillery itself is off 
limits, but daily tours do include a 
visit to the bourbon warehouse. 

Nearby in Bardstown is Heaven 
Hill Distilleries, the largest family­
owned distillery in the country. 
Guided tours are offered Monday 
through Friday. 

While you're in town, you won' t 
want to miss the OscarGetzMuseum 
of Whiskey History. Getz at one time 
owned a distillery in Bardstown, and 
this is the collection of memorabilia 
he spent nearly 50 years acquiring. 
After his death in 1983, his widow 
agreed to move the collection into 
historic Spalding Hall, where you'll 
still find it today. The museum is 
open daily. 

Clifford J. Schornak, Sr., of Marietta, 
Georgia, and the captain of the cruise 
ship ''Dolphin" enjoy reading the Floyd 
County Times somewhere on the high 
seas between Key West, Florida, and 
the Bahamas.

A little further westin Owensboro 

is Glenmore Distilleries, where gin, 
vodka, Boston cordials, schnapps and 
flavored brandies are bottled in addi­
tion to bourbon.

Maintenance increases 
blooms of annttal flowers 

Gardeners can Increase the num­
ber of blooms and extend the season 
of annuals by mulching, fertilizing, 
watering, rcmovlngdcadbloomsand 
pruning, according to a University of 
Kentucky horticu I lutist. 

"For most annuals, the major 
summer prohll•lll IM having enough 
soil moisture," said Sharon Bale, an 
Extension specialist with the UK 
College of Agriculture. "Inadequate 
soil moisture is critical, especially 
when plants arc heat stressed." 

Mulching is one of the best ways 
to retain soil moisture and moderate 
other environmental extremes, ac­
cording to Bale. 

should be an inch of water in the 
flower bed. If you're using a leaky 
pipe or soaker hose, the soil should 
feel wet at least four inches deep 
before you turn the water off." 

Dead blooms not only are un­
sightly, but they provide a location 
for some diseases to start, according 
to Bale. Dead blooms also help retard 
development of new flowers. 

Periodic pruning can rejuvenate 
plants and keep them from becoming 
gangly, Bale said. 

"Some annuals, like petunias, 
benefitfromsomelightpruning." she 
explained. '1f they are not cut back 
periodically, they become leggy and 
start to decline. Cut flowers such as 
zinnias need to be cut back to main­
tain plant vigor."

The' convenience' 
of the lottery 

More than 25 percent of adults 
cited the purchaseoflottery tickets as 
the service they used most in conven­
ience stores, according to a Gallup 
Poll survey. The results of the poll 
were cited in the June-July issue of 
"Convenience Store News," an in­
dustry trade publication. 

The facts were among the results 
of a survey conducted by the Gallup 
Organization in early 1990 in which 
1,000 people were read a list of serv­
ices offered by convenience stores and 
asked which, if any, they had used in 
the last month. 

The survey indicated that 67 per­
cent of adults used or purchased a 
service at a convenience stored uring 
that month. Of those services, the 
purchase oflottery tickets led the pack 
with 26 percent of all adults saying 
they had bought lottery tickets. 

Use of a pay phone followed with 
19 percent, then car wash (12. per­
cent), automatic teller machines (11 
percent) and pharmacy, check cash­
ing and credit-card purchasing, each 
with 10 percent.

If an organk mulch, such as straw, 
bark or grass eli ppings, is used, natu­
ral decomposition of the mulch may 
tie up some of the available nitrogen 
in the soil. Therefore, annuals can 
benefit from some added nitrogen 
fertilizer. A water-soluble fertilizeris 
easy to use and allows gardeners to 
fertilizeindividual plants rather than 
having to cover a large area. 

"Watcringwillhcnecessarysome­
timcduring thl~wowing season," Bale 
said. "WatcrlnH tnny seem simple, 
butitisoncof tlw hardest gardening 
tasks to do right. Common mistakes 
are watering at lhc wrongtimeofday 
and not applying enough water. 

"Becau:re many people work, late 
afternoon or the evening is the most 
convenient time to water. However, 
watering in the late afternoon or 
evening is not good for the garden 
because the foliage stays wet at night 
and this helps promote many disease 
problems." 

Bale recommended using a leaky 
pipe or a soaker hose, which direct 
water at the soil rather than the foli­
age. Since these mechanisms are 
placed only where water is needed, 
they conserve water. 

''When you do decide to water the 
garden, water, don't sprinkle," she 
said. "Frequent, light watering tends 
to bring plant roots too close to the 
soil surface, and plants generally don't 
tolerateperiodsofdryweather.Apply 
about two inches of water at a time to 
an area. 

"To check water penetration from 
anoverhcad sprinkler, put a container 
in the spray pattern; when an inch of 
water collects in the container, there

"If you' rea typical parent, you've 
been preparing for this day by pur­
chasing new clothes, buying school 
supplies, and filling out registration 
and medical forms," said Detlef B.

""Some form of periodontal dis­
ease affects about 40 percent of chil­
dren and about 70 percent of youths 
in the United States. An early sign of 
periodontal disease is swollen gums 
that bleed easily, especially when 
teeth are brushed.

"*Children need smaller brushes 
specifically designed for them. Gen­
eral! y, a brush with soft, end -rounded 
or polished bristles is recommended 
because it is less likely to injure gum 
tissue. All children go through tooth­
brushes quickly. A dentist will rec­
ommend suitable brushes, as well as 
floss. 

"'"Adentistwillchecktomakesure 
the child is getting the appropriate 
levels of fluoride, one of the most 
effective elements for preventing 
tooth decay. Even though the regular 
water supply may be fluoridated, it is 
still important to discuss with the 
dentist any additional fluoride needs 
the child may have. 

""Sealants are dear or shaded 
plastic materials that can be painted 
ontodecay-pronesurfacesoftheteeth. 
By forming a thin covering over the 
pits and fissures, the sealants keep 
plaque and food out of the crevices in 
the teeth, reducing the risk of decay. 

••Malocclusion is a condition in 
which the teeth are crowded, crooked 
and out of alignment with each other, 
making them difficult to clean. As a 
result, they are more likely to decay, 
and the gums more likely to become 
inflamed. A dentist may refer a child 
to an orthodontist, a dentist who 
specializesintreatmentofsuchprob-

They also protect against 
head and neck injuries by cushioning 
blows that might otherwise cause 
concussions and lead to jaw fractures. 

..,.Smokeless tobacco is a danger­
ous addiction that carries multiple 
dangers, including oral cancer and 
heart disease. As little as three to four 
months of smokeless tobacco use can 
cause periodontal disease and pro­
duce precancerous lesions. Tobacco 
in any form can jeopardize a child's 
health and cause incurable damage.

Fat, sugar substitues 
In response to consumers' health 

and nutrition concerns products 
geared to lower fat and sugar intake 
continue to appear on the market. 
Several fat and sugar substitutes have 
been developed in recent years. 

"Consumers should know the 
characteristics of fat substitutes and 
artificial sweeteners to receive the 
most benefit from these products," 
said Fudeko Maruyama, an exten­
sion food and nutrition specialist with 
the University of Kentucky College 
of Agriculture. 

"It is necessary to know the sugar 
equi valent of artificial sweeteners and 
whether these and fat substitutes are 
heat stable," the nutritionist said. 

One fat substitute, Simplesse, has 
been approved by the Food and Drug 
Administration. Another, Olestra, is 
awaiting FDA approval. 

Simp !esse, manufactured from egg 
whites and milk protein, has the taste 
and texture of fat without the calo­
ries, Maruyama said. It hasaboutone 
to two calories per gram, compared 
to nine calories per gram for fat. 

"Heat causes the product to break 
down," she added. "So it cannot be 
used in cooked or baked foods, but it 
can be used on hot foods. 

"Although products are not a vail­
able at this time, sour cream made 
with Simplesse could be used on 
baked potatoes and coffee whitener 
could be used in hot coffee. Other 
potential products containing Sim­
plesse arc rna yonnaise, cream cheese, 
salad dressings, artificial butter and 
cheese spreads." 

The FDA has approved Simplesse 
as a Generally Regarded as Safe 
(GRAS) food additive in frozen des­
serts, according to Maruyama. Fro­
zen desserts made with Simplesse 
are being test marketed in Louisville, 
she said. 

Although frozen desserts made 
with artificial fat are intended to be 
used as a substitute for ice cream, 
they cannot be called ice cream be­
cause of FDA regulations, according 
to Maruyama. 

FDA "Standards of Identity'' re­
quire a product to contain a mini­
mum amount of certain ingredients. 
For instance, ice cream must contain

"The FDA approval process is long 
and complex, so it is unclear when 
Olestra will be declared safe for use 
in foods." 

Consumersmaychoosefrom three 
FDA-approved artificial sweeteners, 
Sweet 'n Low, Equal and Sweet One. 

Sweet 'n Low (saccharin) is 300 
times sweeter than sugar; one packet 
is the equivalent of one teaspoon of 
sugar.ltisheatstableandcanbeused 
in cooking and baking. 

Equal (aspartame) is 180 times 
sweeter than sugar; one packet is 
equivalent to one teaspoon of sugar. 
It is not heat stable and may lose its 
sweetness over time. 

Sweet One (acesulfame-K) is 200 
times sweeter than sugar; one packet 
is equivalent to two teaspoons of 
sugar. It is heat stable. 

''These sugar substitutes generally 
work best in recipes the manufactur­
ers develop specifically for their prod­
uct," Maruyama said.

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING 

THE USE OF PUBLIC AND PRIVATE 
SEWERS AND DRAINS, PRIVATE 
WASTEWATER DISPOSAL. 

THE INSTALLATION AND CON­
NECTION OF BUILDING SEWERS, 
AND THE DISCHARGE OF WATERS 
AND WASTES INTO THE PUBLIC 
SEWER SYSTEM(S): AND PROVIDING 
PENAL TIES FOR VIOLATIONS 
TIIEREOF: 

In the City of Martin, County of Floyd 
County, Kentucky, State of Kentucky. 

Be it ordained and enacted by the 
Council of the City of Martin, State of 
Kentucky as follows: 

ARTICLE 1 -DEFINITIONS 
Unless the context specificallr indi­

cates otherwise, the meaning o terms 
used in this ordinanceshallbeas follows: 

1.1 Biochemicaloxy~endemand (BOD) 
shall mean t~e qua~hty o~ ox:rgen util­
ized in the b10cl\enucal oxtdation to or­
ganize matter under standard laboratory 
procedure in five (5) days at 20" C, ex­
pressed in milligrams per liter. 

1.2 "Building Drain' shall mean that 
part of the lowest horizontal piping of a 
drainage system which receives the dis­
charge from soil, waste and other drain­
age pipes inside the walls oft he building 
and conveys it to the building sewer, 
beginning five (5) feet (1.5 meters) out­
siae the inner face of the building wall. 

1.3 "Building sewer" shall mean the 
extension from the building drain to the 
public sewer or other place of disposal, 
also called house connection. 

1.4 "Combined sewer" shall mean a 
sewer intended to receive both wastewa­
ter and storm or surface water. 

1.5 "Easement" shall mean an acquired 
legal right for the specific use of land 
owned by others. 

1.6 "Floatable oil" is oil, fat, or grease 
in a physical state such that it will sepa­
rate by gravity from wastewater by tre~t­
ment in an approved pretreatment facil­
ity. A waste snall be considered free of 
floatable fat if it is properly pretreated 
and the wastewater does not interfere 
with the collection system. 

1.7 "Garbage" shall mean the animal 
and vegetable waste resulting from the 
handling, preparation, cooking, and serv­
ing of foods. 

1.8 "Industrial wastes" shall mean the 
wastewater from industrial processes, 
trade, or business as district from domes­
tic or sanitary wastes. 

1.9 "Natural outlet'' shall mean any 
outlet, including storm s~wers, and 
combined seweroverflows,IDtoa water­
course, pond, ditch, lake, or other body 
of surface or ~round water. 

1.10 "May' is permissive (see "shall," 
1.18). 

1.11 "Person shall mean any individ­
ual, firm, company, association, society, 
corporation, or group. 

1.12 "pH" shall mean the loga_rithm of 
the reciprocal of the hydro&eruo~ con­
centration. The concentration IS the 
weight of hydrogen ions, in grams, per 
liter of solution. Neutral water, for ex­
ample, has a pH value of7 a~d a hydro­
gen-ion concentration of10-. 

1.13 "Properly shredded garbage" 
shall mean Uie wastes from the prepara­
tion, cooking, and dispensing of food 
that have been shredded to such a degree 
that all particles will be carried freely 
under the flow conditions normally pre­
vailing in public sewers, with no_ particle 
~reater than 1/2 inch (1.27 centimeters) 
m any dimension. 

1.14 "Public sewer'' shall mean a 
common sewer controlled by govern­
mental agency or public utility. 

1.15 "Sanitary sewer'' shall mean a 
sewer that carried liquid and water-car­
ried wastes from residences, commercial 
buildings, industrial plants, and ~titu­
tions together with minor quantities of 
ground, storm and surface waters that 
are not admitted intentionally. 

1.16 "Sewage" is the spent w~t~~ of a 
community. The preferred term IS was­
tewater'', 1.24. 

1.17 "Sewer'' shall mean a pipe or 
conduitthatcarries wastewaterordrain­
agewater. 

1.18 "Shall" is mandatory (see "may, 
1.10). 

1.19 "Slug" shall mean ~ny discharge 
of water or wastewater which in concen­
tration of any given constituent or. in 
quantity of flow exceeds_ for any pen~d 
of duration longer than fifteen (15) nun­
utes more than five (5) times the average 
twenty-four (24) hour con~entration of 
flows during normal operahon and shall 
adversely affect the collection system 
and/or performance of the wastewater 
treatment works. 

1.20 "Storm drain" (sometimes ter;med 
"storm sewer") shall mean a dram or 
sewer for conveying water, groundwa­
ter subsurface water or unpolluted wa­
ter' from any source. 

1.21 "Superintendent" shall mea~ ~he 
Superintendent of wastewater facilities, 
and/or of water pollution control of the 
City of Martin, or authorized deputy, 
agent, or representative. 

1.22 "Suspended solids" shall mean 
totalsuspenaed matter that either_flo~ts 
on the surface of, or is in suspcns1on ID, 
water, wastewater, or other liquids, and 
that is removable by laboratory filtering 
as prescribed in "Standard Methods for 
the ExaminationofWaterand Wastewa­
ter" and referred to as nonfilterable resi­
due. 

1.23 "Unpolluted water" is water of 
quality equal to or better than the efflu­
ent cnteria in effect or water that would 
not cause violation of receiving water 
qualify standards and would not be 
benefitted by discharge to the sanita!r 
sewers and wastewater treatment facili­
ties provided. 

L24 "Wastewater'' shall mean the 
spent water of a community. From th_e 
standpoint of source, it may be a co~bt­
nation of the liquid and water earned 
wastes from residences, commercial 
buildings, industrial plants, and institu­
tions, together with any groundwater, 
surface water, and storm water that may 
bef.resent. 

.25 "Wastewater facilities" shall mean 
the structures, equipment, and processes 
required to collect, ca~ away, and tr.::at 
domestic and industnal wastes and diS­
pose of the effluent. 

1.26 "Wastewater treatment works" 
shall mean an arrangement of devices 
and structures for treating wastewater, 
industrial wastes and sludge. Sometimes 
used as synonymous with: "wastewater 
treatment plant'' or "water pollution 
control plant''. 

1.27 'Watercourse" shall mean a natu­
ra 1 or arttfida I cha nne! for the passage of 
water either continuously or intermit­
tentlv. 

AkTICLE 2- USE OF PUBLIC SEW­
ERS REQUIRED 

2.1 It shall be unlawful for any person 
to place, deposit, or permit to be depos­
itea inanyunsanitary ma~eron ~ublic 
or private property within the City of 
Martin, or in any area under the jurisdic­
tion of said City, any human or animal 
excrement, garbage or objectionable 
waste. 

2.2 It shall be unlawful to discharge to 
any natural outlet within the City of 
Martin, or in any area under the jurisdic­
tion of said City, any wastewater or other 
polluted waters, except where suitable 
treatment has been provided in accor­
dance withsubsequentprovisionsofthis 
ordinance. 

2.3 Except as hereinafter provided, it 
shall be urilawful to construct or main­
tain any privy, privy vault, septic tank, 
cesspool or other facility intended oru!>ed 
for the disposal of wastewater. 

2.4 The owner(s) of all houses, build­
ings, or properties used for human occu­
pancy, emp1oyment, ~ec~eation ~r other 
purposes, situated wtthin the Ct~ and 
abutting on any street, alley, or nght of 
wayinwhichtliereisnowlocatedormay 
in the future be located a public sanitary 
or combined sewer of the City is hereby 
required at the owner(s)' expense to in­
stall suitable toilet facilities therein, to 
connect such facilities directly with the 
proper public sewe~ in ac~rdance :Wi~h 
the provisions of this ordmance, wtthm 
ninety (90) days afterdate of official notice 
to do so, provided that said public sewer 
is withiri five hundred (500) feet of the 
property line for residential users and 
one thousand (1000) feet of the property 
line for commercial and industrial users. 

ARTICLE 3- PRIVATE WASTEWA­
TER DISPOSAL 

3.1 Where a public sanitary or com­
bined sewer is not available under the 
provisions of Article 2, Section 2.4, the 
building sewer shall be connected to a 
private wastewater disposal syste~ 
complying with the provisions of this 
article. 

3.2 BeforecommencementofcoflStruc­
tion of a private wastewater disposal 
system, the owner(s) shall first obtain a 
written permitstgned b)' the Superinten­
dent. The application for such permit 
shall be made on a form furnishecfby the 
City, which the applicant shall supple­
ment by any plans, specifications, and 
other iriformation as are deemed neces­
sary by the Superintendent. A. permit 
and inspection fee of twenty five (25) 
dollars shall be paid to the tity at the 
time the application is filed. 

3.3 A permit for a private wastewater 
disposal system shall not become effec­
tiveuntilinstallationiscompleted to the 
satisfaction of the Superintendent. The 
Superintendent shall be allowed to in­
spect the work at any stage of construc­
tion and, in any event, the applicant for 
the permit shall notify the Superinten­
dent when the work is ready for final in­
spection and before anr unde~ground 
portions are covered. The mspectionshall 
be made within seventy-two (72) hours 
ofthereceiptof notice by the Superinten­
dent. 

3.4 The type, capacities, location and 
layout of a private wastewater disposal 
system shall comply with all recommen­
dations ofthedepartment of public health 
of the State of Kentucky. No permits hall 
be issued for any private wastewater 
disposal system employing subsurface 
soiJ absorption facilities. No septic tank 
or cesspool shall be permitted to dis­
charge to any natural outlet. 

3.5 At such time a public sewer be­
comes available to a property served by a 
private wastewater disposal syste~ as 
provided inArticle3,Section3.4, a direc;­
tionconnectionshallbe made to the public 
sewer within sixty (60) days in compli­
ance with this ordinance and any septic 
tanks, cesspools, and similar private 
wastewater disposal facilities shall be 
cleaned of sludge and filled with suitable 
material 

3.6 The owner(s) shall operate and 
maintain the private wastewater disposal 
facilities in a sanitary manner a tall times, 
at no expense to the City. 

3.7 No statement contained in this 
article shall be construed to interfere with 
any additional requirements that may be 
imposed by the health officer. 

ARTICLE 4 - BUILDING SEWERS 
AND CONNECTIONS 

4.1 No unauthorized person(s) shall 
uncover, make any connectio~ with or 
opening into, use, alter, or diSturb any 
public sewer or appurtenance thereof 
without first obtaining a written permit 
from the Superintendent. 

4.2 fhere shall be two (2) classes of 
building sewer permits:j (a) for residen­
tial and commercial service, and (b) for 
service to establishments producing in­
dustrial wastes. In eitner case, the 
owncr(s)or his. agentshall~ake applica­
tion on a specta[ form furniShed by the 
City. The permit application sha~l. be 
supplemented by any plans, specifica­
tioflS or other information considered 
pe~ent in the judgment of the Superin­
tendent. A permit and inspection fee of 
twenty five ($~.00) ~oll~rs for a reside~­
tialorcommerctal butldmg sewer per nut 
shall be paid to the City at the time the 
application is filed. 

4.3 All costs and expenses incidental to 
the installation and connection of the 
building sewer shall be borne by the 
owncr(s). The owner(s) shall indemnify 
the City from any loss or damag~ that 
may directly or indirectly ~ o_ccastoned 
by the installation of the buildmg sewer. 

4.4 A separate and independent build­
in& sewer shall be provided for every 
bmlding; except where one building 
stands at the rear of another on an inte­
rior lot and no private sewer is available 
or can be constructed to the rear build in~?; 
through an adjoining aller, ~ourt, yard, 
or driveway, the front bmldmg may be 
extended to the rear buil~in~ and the 
whole considered as one butldmg sewer, 
but the City does not and ~~.notassume 
any obligation or responstbility for dam­
age caused by orresulting f~m any such 
single connection aforementioned. 

4.5 Old building sewers may be used 
in c~nnection with new buildin6s o~y 
when they are found, on exammallon 
and test by the surer~ten~ent, to meet 
all requirements o thts ordmance. . 

4.6 The size, slope, aligru;ne~t, maten­
als of construction of a buildmg sewer, 
and methods to be used in excavating, 
placing of the pipe, jointing, testing ana 
backfilling the trench, shall all conform 
to the requirements of the b~ding and 
plumbing code or other a~;>plicable rules 
and regu1ations of the City. In the ab­
sence ol code provisioflS or in amplifica­
tion thereof, tnematerialsar.d procedures 
set forth in appropriate specilicatioflS of! 
the ASTM and WPCP Manual ofPracticej 
No. 9 shall apply. All such connectioflS\ 
shall be made gaslight and watertight 
and verified by proper testing. Any de­
viation from the pn;scribed pr~edures 
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and materials must be approved by the 
Superintendent before installation. 

4.7 Whenever possible, the building 
sewer shall be brought to the building at 
an elevation below the basement floor. In 
all buildings in which any building drain 
is too low to permit gravity flow to the 
public sewer, sanitary sewage carried by 
such building drain shall be lifted by an 
approved means and discharged to the 
building sewer. 

4.8 No person(s) shall make connec­
tion of roof downspouts, Foundation 
drains, aeraway drains, areaway drains 
or other sources of surface runoff or 
ground water to a build in~ sewer or build­
ing drain which in tum IS connected di­
rectly or indirectly to a public sanitary 
sewer unless such connection is approved 
by the Superintendent for purposes of 
disposal oJ polluted surface drawings. 

4.9The applicant for the building sewer 
permit shall notify the Superintendent 
when the building sewer is ready for 
inspection and connection to the public 
sewer. The connection and testing shall 
be made under the supervision of the 
Superintendent or his representative. 

4.10 All excavatioflS for the building 
sewer installation shall be adequately 
guarded with barricades and lights so as 
to protect the public from hazard. Streets, 
sidewalks, parkways, and other public 
property disturbed in the course of the 
work shall be restored in a manner satis­
factory to the City. 

ARTICLE 5 - USE OF THE PUBLIC 
SEWERS 

5.1 No person(s) shall discharge or 
cause to be discharged any unpolluted 
waters such as storm water, groundwa­
ter, roof runoff, subsurface drainage, or 
cooling water to any sewer, except storm­
water runoff from limited areas, which 
stormwater may be polluted at times, 
may be discharged to the sanitary sewer 
by permission or be discharged to the 
sarutary sewer by permission of the 
Superintendent. 

5.2 Stormwater other than the ex­
empted under Section 5.1, Article 5, and 
all other unpolluted drainage shall be 
discharged to such sewers as are specifi­
cally designated as combined sewers to 
storm sewers to a natural outlet approved 
by the Superintendent and other regula-
tory agencies. Unpolluted industrial 
cooling water or process waters may be 
discharged. on approval of the Sup~rin­
tendent, to a storm sewer, combmed 
sewer, or natural outlet. 

5.3 No person(s) shall discharge or 
cause to be discharged any of the follow­
ing described waters or waters to any · 
public sewers: 

(a) Any gasoline, benzene,naptha,fuel, 
oil, or other flammable or expfosive liq­
uid, solid, or gas. 

(b) Any waters containing toxic <?r 
poisonous solid.s, li'\uids, <;>r ~ases m 
sufficient quantity, etther s~y _or by 
interaction with other wastes, to IDJureor 
interfere with any waste treatment proc­
ess, constitute a hazard to humans or 
animals, create a public nuisance, or cre­
ate any hazard in the receiving waters of 
the wastewater treatment plant. 

(c) Any waters or wastes having a pH 
lower than (5.5), or having any other 
corrosive property capable of causi_ng 
damage or haZard to structur25, eqwp­
ment, and personnel or the wastewater 
works. 

(d) Solid or viscous substances in 
quantities or of such size capable of caus­
ing obstruction to the flow in sewers, or 
other interference with the proper opera­
tion of the wastewater facilities suCh as, 
but not limited to, ashes, bones, cinders, 
sand, mud, straw, shavin~, metal, glass, 
rags, feathers, tar, plastics, woocf, un­
ground garbage, whol_e blood, ~aunch 
manure, bair and fleshings, e~trails and 
paper dishes, cups, milk contamers, ~tc., 
eitherwholeorgroundbygarbagegrmd-
ers. 

5 4 The following described substances, 
materials, waters, or waste shall be lim­
ited in discharges to mu~~ipal systen:s 
to concentrations or quantities which will 
not harm either the sewers, wastewater 
treatment process or equipment, will not 
have an adverse effect on the receiving 
stream, or will not otherwise endanger 
lives, limb, public pro~erty,orconstitute 
a nuisance. The Supermtendent may set 
limitations lower tnan the limitatioflS es­
tablished in the regulations ~l~w ¥ in 
his opinion such more severe limitati?ns 
are necessary to meet the above obJCC­
tives. In forming his opinion as to t~e 
acceptability, tne Superintendent will 
give coflSideration to such factors as the 
quantity of subject waste in relation to 
flows and velocities in the sewers, mate­
rials of coflStructioh of the sewers, the 
wastewater treatment process employed, 
capacity of the wastewater treatment 
plant, degree of treatability of the waste 
m the wastewater treatment plant, and 
other pertinent facto~. The limitations.or 
restrictions on matenals or characteriS­
tics of waste or wastewaters discharged 
to the sanitary sewer which shall not be 
violated without approval of the Super­
intendent are as follows: 

(a) Wastewater having a temperature 
higher than 1501 Fahrenheit(65' Celsius). 

(b) Wastewater containing more th~n 
25 milligrams per liter ~f pe~leum oil, 
non-biodegradable cutting oils, or prod­
uct of mineral oil origin. 

(c) Wastewater from industrial plants 
containing floatable oils, fat, or grease. 

(d) Any garbage that has not been 
properly shreddea(see Article 1, Section 
1.13).Garbagegrindcrsmaybeconn~d 
to sanitary sewers from homes, hotels, 
institutioflS, restaurants, hospitals, cater­
ing establishments or similar places wh~re 
garbage originates from the preparation 
offood inkitcheflS fort he purpose ofcon­
sumptionofthepremisesorwhenserved 
by caterers. . . 

(e) Any waters or wast~s conta~~ 
iron, chromium, copper, zmc, and smu­
lar objectionable or toxic substan~es to 
such degree that any such matenal re­
ceived in the composite wastewater at 
the wastewater treatment works exceeds 
the limits established by the Superinten-
dent for such materials. . . 

(0 Any waters or wastes contammg 
order producing substances exceeding 
the limits whicn may be established by 
the Superintendent. 

(g) Any mdioactive wast~ ?r isotopes 
of such naif life or concentra.ton as m_ay 
exceed limits established by theSuperm­
tendent in compliance with applicable 
state or federal regulatioflS. . 

(h) Quantities of flow, concentrations, 
or both which constitute a "slug" as de­
fined herein. 

(i) Waters or wastes containing sub­
stances which are not amenable to treat­
ment or reduction by the wastewater 
treatment processes employed, or are 
amenable to treatment only to such de­
gree that the wastewater treatment plant 
effluent cannot meet the requirements of 
other agencies hav~g _jurisdiction over 
discharge to the recctvmg waters. 

(j) Any water or wastes which, by ~­
teraction with other water or wastes m 
the public sewer system, release obnox­
ious gases, formsuspended solids which 
interfere with the collection system, or 
create a condition deleterious to struc­
ture and treatment processes. 

5.5 If any waters or wastes arc dis­
chargcdorareproposedto be discharged 
to the public sewers, which waters con­
tain the substances or possess the charac­
teristics enumerated in Section5.4 of this 
Article and which in the judgment of 
Supcr~tendent, may have a deleterious 
effect upon the wastewater _ f~cilities, 
processes, equipment, or recetvmg wa­
ters or which otherwise create a hazard 
to ufe or constitute a public nuisance, the 
Superintendent may: 

(a) Reject the wastes 
.(b) Require pretreatment to an accep~­

ablP. condition for discharge to the publtc 
sewers. 

(c) Require control over the quantities 
and rates of discharge, and/or 

(d) Require payment to cover added 
cost of handling and treating the wastes 
not covered by existing taxes or sewer 
charges under the provisioflS of Section 
5.10 this article. 

When considering the above ~lterna­
tives, the Superintendent shall gtve con­
sideration to the economic impact of each 
alternative on the discharger. If the Su­
perintendent permits the pretreatm~nt 
ore.<J.ualizationof waste flows, the des1gn 
and mstallation of the plants and equip­
ment shall be subject to the review and 
approval of the Superintendent. 

5.6 Grease, oil, and sand interceptors 
shall be provided, when, in the opinion 
of the Superintendent, they are necessary 
for the proper handling of liquid was.tes 
containing floatable grease in excesstve 
amounts, as specified in Section 5.4(c), or 
any flammable wastes, sand, or other 
harmful ingredients; except that such 
interceftors shall not be req~d f?r pri­
vate livmgquarters ordwellinguruts. All 
interceptors shall be of a type and capac­
ity approved by the Superintendent, and 
snail be located as to bereadilyandeasily 
accessible for cleaning and inspection. In 
the maintaining of these interceptors the 
owner(s) shalf be responsible for the 
proper removal and disposal by appr:o­
priate means of the captured matenal 
and shall maintain records of the dates, 
and means of disposal which are subject 
to review by the Superintendent. Any 
removal and hauling of the collected 
material not performed by owner(s)' 
personnel must be pe~formed. by cur­
rently licensed waste disposal firms. 

5.7Where pretreatment or flow-equal­
izing facilities are provided or required 
for any waters or wastes, they snail be 
maintained continuously in satisfactory 
and effective operation by the owner(s)' 
at his expense. 

5.8 When required by the Superinten­
dent, the owner of any property servi~ 
by a building sewer carrying mdustrial 
wastes shall install a suitable structure 
together with such necessary meters and 
otnerappurtenancesinthebuildingsewer 
to facilitate observation, sampliitg and 
measurement of the wastes. Such struc­
ture, when required, shall be accessibly 
and safely located and ~hall be con­
structed in accordance wtth plans ap­
proved by the Superintendent. The struc­
ture shall be installed by the owner at his 
experlSe and shall be maintained by him 
so as to be safe and accessible at all times. 

5. 9 The Superint~ndent may_ req~ire a 
user of sewer servtces to provtde infor­
mation needed to determine compliance 
with this ordinance. These requirements 
may include: 

(1) Wastewaters discharge peak rate 
and volume over a specified time period. 

(2) Chemical analyses of wastewaters. 
(3)1nformationonrawmaterials, proc­

esses, and products affecting wastewater 
volume arid quality. 

(4) Quantity and disposition of spe­
cific liquid, sludge, oil, solvent or other 
materials important to sewer use control. 

(5) A plot-plan of sewers of the user's 
property showing sewer and pretreat­
ment facility location. 

(6) DetailS of wastewater pretreatment 
facilities. · 

(7) Details of systems to prevent and 
control the losses of matenals through 
spills to the municipal sewer. 

5.10Allmeasurements, tests and analy­
ses of the characteristics of waters and 
wastes to which reference is made in this 
ordinance shall be determined in accor­
dance with the latest edition of "Stan­
dard Methods for Examination of Water 
and Wastewater", published ~y the 
America Public Health Assoctation. 
Sampling methods, location, times, du­
ration, and frequencies are ~o be ~eter­
mined on an inCiividual basiS subject to 
approval by the Superintendent. 

5.11 No statement contained in this 
article shall be coflStrued as preventing 
any special agreement or ar~ngeme.nt 
between the City and any mdustrial 
concern whereby an industrial waste of 
unusual strength or character may be 
accepted by the City for treatment. 

ARTlCLE6 
6.1 No person(s) shall maliciously, 

willfully, or negligently break, dama~e, 
destroy, uncover, Cleface or tamper w~th 
any structure, appurtenance or eqmp­
ment which is part of the wastewater 
facilities. An)' person(s) violating this 
provision shall be subject_ to immediate 
arrest under charge of diSorderly con­
duct. U 

ARTICLE 7 - POWERS AND A -
THORITY OF INSPECTORS 

7.1 TheSuperintendentandot~erduly 
authorized employees of the c~~ Ix:ar­
ing proper credentials and identi£i~tion 
shall be permitted to enter propertte~ for 
the purpose of inspection, obServation, 
measurement, sampling and tes~g per­
tinent to discharge to the comm~tt_y sys 
tern in accordance with the prov!Ston of 
this ordinance. 

7 2 The Superintendent or other duly 
authorized employees are ~uthorized _to 
obtaininformationconcerrungindustrial 
processes which have a direct bearing on 
the kind and source of discharge to the 
wastewater collection syste~.

The mdustry must 
establish that the revelation to the public 
of the information inquestionmightresult 
in an advantage to competitors. 

7.3 While performing the necessa'.Y 
work on private properties referred tom 
Article XII, Section 1, above, the Su pcrin­
tendentorduly authorized employees of 
the City shall observe all safety rules ap­
plicable to t!le premises established oy 
the compar.y, and the company shall be 
held harm!ess for injury or death to the 
City employees, and the City shall in· 
demnify the company agai.nst loss or 
damage to its prop~rty. ~y Ctty_cmploy­
ees and against habihty clarrns and 
demands for personal injury or property 
damage asserted against the c<;>mpany 
and growing o~t of the gaugmg and 

sampling operation, except as such may 
be caused by ne~ligence or failure of the 
company to mamtain safe conditions as 
required in Article 5, Section 5.8. 

7.4 The Superintendent and otherduly 
authorized employees of the City bear­
ing proper credentials and identification 
shall bC permitted to enter all private 
properties through which the City holds 
a duly negotiated easement for the pur­
poses of, but not limited to, inspection, 
observation, measurement, sampling, 
repair, and maintenance of any portion 
ofthe wastewater facilities lying within 
said easement. All entry and subSequent 
work if any, on said easement, shall be 
done ln full accordance with the terms of 
t!J.e duly negotiated easement pertaining 
to the private property involved. 

ARTICLE 8 - PENAL TIES 
8.1 Any person f~und t~ be violating 

any provisiOn of this ordmance except 
Artic1e V! shall be served by the City with 
written notice stating the nature of the 
violation and proviCiing a reasonable 
period of time stated in such notice, per­
manently cease all violations. 

8.2Anyperson wh~sha~continu~any 
violation beyond the time limit provtded 
for in Article 8, section8.1,shalfbe guilty 
of a misdemeanor, and on conviction 
thereof shall be fined in the amount as 
providedin Ordinark.""C. Eachdayin which 
any such violationshallcont:inueshall be 
deemed a separate offense. 

8.3 Any person violating any of the 
provisions of this ordinance shall become 
liable to the City for any expense, loss or 
damage occasioned the City by reason of 
such violation. 

ARTICLE9

9.2Theinvalidityofanysectionclause, 
sentence or provision of this ordinance 
shall not affect the validity of any other 
partofthisordinancewhichcanbegiven 
effect without such invalid part or parts.
