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School board, teachers reach settlement on strike :

The second longest teacher strike
in the state is over.

Teachers will be back to school
tomorrow and students will return to
the classroom Tuesday, after the
Floyd County Board of Education
voted unanimously last night to ac-
cept an agreement approved by the
Floyd County Education Association.

Board policy reads: “No athletic
contests or activity will be held on
days when schools have been closed
for the entire school day because of
inclement weather or other emergen-
cles.” :

The cancellation of football games
not only upset the school coaches but
fans as well. “If we are not allowed to
play our game with Paintsville, I
wonder who will pay the penalties

man Bill Weinburg, Leon Huffman
of the Pike County Economic Devel-
opment Authority, county officials
and other industrial business people.

duce the gap between teachers’ and
administrators’ salaries.

According to a release by KEA,
Rank I teachers would receive a 32.2
percentincrease overtwo years; Rank
11, 32.4 percent and Rank III, a 48.7
percent increase.

In an attempt to reduce the gap
between administrative and teacher
pay, the board will cut back all
administrator’s salaries by one month
in extended employment or cut back
to the state recommended work year.

Also, administrators will receive
the state-required minimum five
percent increase next year.

Other agreements are: no student
or employee of the school system
will be punished as a result of the
strike; equitable distribution of mo-
nies for instructional supplies and
materials consistent with board-
adopted program of studies for all
schools, including allocation of fee
monies based on enrollment for each

_..school, in order to eliminate student
“fees. '
An assessment committee com-
* posed of teachers will be formed to
identify needs at individual schools.
Plus, a resource center will be devel-
oped at Garrett or Wayland school.
Floyd County supervisors will begin
to identify materials, supplies and
instructional resources that can be
placed in the center on a voluntary
basis.

The settlement also guaranteed
participation of students, teachers,
parents and administrators in recom-
mending priorities for the school
system’s budget. A committee will
consist of eight teachers, students,
parents and administrators. The pact
also guaranteed participation of teach-
ers, students, and the principal in
every school in recommending indi-
vidual school budgets, except for site-
based decision management schools;
guaranteed involvement of parents,
teachers,administrators and the board
in the implementation of the new
educational reform act; and set aside
for teacher use 75 percentage of those
staff development funds that are not
otherwise designated for specific staff
development for teachers.

Principals will sit down with their
staffs to determine the most effective
use of this additional half hour of
instructional time to meet the needs
of their students.

The FCEA executive committee
recommended members vote for the
agreement.

The teachers’ group voted 275 to
69 in favor of the settlement pro-
posal. A total of 136 FCEA members
did not vote Thursday.

“Even though we have not
achieved everything we wanted, we
have made asignificantstep in chang-
ing the way Floyd County schools
operate,” said a prepared statement
given to teachers before the discus-
sion on the proposal began. “We have
begun toundo generations of neglect
and abuse of teachers and students.
‘We canbuild on this year’s successes
and assure that these changes are
permanent.”

“I feel this is the best package we
can present to our membership,” said
Reynolds. “It’s now in their hands to

_either accept it or reject it.”

Board Vice Chairman James A.
Duff and board member Ray “Shag”
Campbell met with Superintendent
Ron Hager Wednesday to see if
budget cuts ‘“concerning luxury
items” could be made in order to give
teachers a 16.5 percent pay raise and
to discuss an incentive package, ac-
cording to Duff.

Duff said it would cost approxi-
mately $180,000 to give the teachers
a 16.5 percentraise. “It’s all a matter
of how you prioritize things,” Duff
said. “I noticed a $60,000 cost for
new furniture. If we could pull that
out, we could almost give teachers a
half-a-percent raise.”

FCEA negotiators worked with
Superintendent Hager for six days
trying to reach an agreement. The
two sidesreached animpasse Sunday
onthesalary issue but didreach agree-
ments on seven other requests of the
teachers yesterday.

asked Glenda Justice of Wheelwright,
whose son Mike plays for the Tro-
jans.

pay the rest. We have 11 seniors we
need to buy for.”

If the games are not played schools
must forfeit the contests and pay the
forfeit fees called for in contracts
signed the schools. In the game in-
volvingPaintsville and Wheelwright,
a $1,000 forfeit fee is at stake.

“It’s all up in the air right now
whether we are going to play or not,”
explained coach Roger Johnson of
Wheelwright. “Mr. Hager is calling
the shots now. We stand to lose close
t0 $3,000if the game is canceled. The
contract forfeit fee, concession stand
and gate receipts.I know the school
doesn’t have $1,000 to pay.”

“Parents have been calling me and
I just told them to call Mr. Hager,” he
explained further. “There is no way
we can make the game up unless both
teams have the same open date.”
Wheelwright’s open date is October
5 and Paintsville has no open date.

“I’m not all that upset about it,”
said acalm Mrs. Cruise Caudill, who’s
son plays for the Trojans. “I don’t
think the board should put pressure
on the kids and interfere in their play-
ing football. The kids are noton strike
the teacher are. In the wintertime, if
there is not school they play basket-
ball, what’s the difference now?”

The Floyd County Board of Edu-
cation issued the cancellation order
Wednesday afternoon.

“I think the decision is outra-
geous,” related Mary Wallen, along-
time supporter of Allen Central foot-
ball. “T think they are jeopardizing
every team in the county from having
the possibility of playing in the play-
offs this year. Canceled games can-
not be rescheduled. I think that poli-
tics has interfered with the students
in the school system too long. Poli-
tics in our school system interferes
with everything.”

“Our school cannot afford (a for-
feiture fee of) $1,000,” she added.
“Our boys are really upset. I’'m not
blaming the teachers, they have todo
their thing and our young men need
to do what they have to do. It just
makes me stop and wonder if every-
thing here is above board.”

Wallen’s son, Brian, is a senior at
Allen Central this year and plays for
the Rebels’ football team. “Brian is
very angry over the action of Mr.

Hager. This is his last year of school
and this season means a lot to him. It
will be his last chance to go to a
playoff.”

Evelyn Meadows, mother of Al-
len Central’s Brett Meadows, was a
bit more vocal in her assessment. ““I
think it is awful what they are doing
to the kids,” she remarked. “It’s just
hatefulness on Mr. Hager’s part. He
is just trying to get the kids to blame
the teachers, it’s not the insurance.
Their insurance isn’t any good any-
way.”

Some parents thought the reason
for cancellation of the games was due
to insurance problems, but Mrs.
Meadows said the blame belongs with
Hager. “If he wanted to settle this
thing he could have. I hope the teach-
ershold until they get what they want.”

“It’s a bad thing,” echoed Allen
Central coach Dewey Jamerson. “No
school, no sport. A lot of teachers
don’t care if there are sports or not. If
we don’t play we forfeit and pay the
forfeit fee. In football you sure can’t
play back to back games.”

There was some question as
whetherlast week’s games were legal.
According to Billy Wise, with the
Kentucky High School Athletic As-
sociation, the games last week are not
affected. “Yes, the games were legal
and do count,” Wise said in a tele-
phone interview Wednesday after-
noon.

Whether Hager had the authority
to cancel the game without board
approval was also questioned.

“The superintendent has the right
to cancel any game in his district,”
Wise explained. “The state associa-
tion has given the schools permission
to play (during the strike), but the
decision to cancel can come from the
superintendent because he has been
put there to oversee the school dis-
trict. Also,” Wise added, “we would
hope that whoever makes the deci-
sion to cancel will weigh all matters
before making the decision.”

Wise said that if a team is playing
an important district game and has to
forfeit that game and wins the re-
maining ones, that one loss could

prove fatal to their chances of mak- ‘

ing the playoffs.
The two schools involved in dis-
trict games are Wheelwright and

Last week the court au-
thorized the formation of a
fire protection taxing district
for Middle Creek, over the
objections of some 200 resi-
dents who petitioned the
court to nix the proposal.

While residents offered
specific reasons for oppos-
ing the measure, it is rea-
sonable to assume that re-
sistance to the tax is based
largely on the fact that the
tax is simply a tax.

Funding rural fire depart-
ments has never been easy
and it has never been ade-
quate. i

Few services are more
important.

Rural fire departments are
staffed by unpaid volunteers
and the costs for fire protec-
tion usually are picked up by
residents who volunteer to
pay annual dues.

Some pay, some don't, but

those who don't still get the
same protection as those
who do.

That's not fair.

Enter fire district taxes.

Everybody pays, fire de-
partments have the reve-
nues they need to provide
adequate equipment and
services, and residents can
rest easy, knowingwhenthe
need arises, help is avail-
able.

But the most significant
asset arising from providing
sufficient funding for volun-
teer departments comes in
dollars and cents.

Itis not unusual, in fact, for
residents of fire protection
districts to actually save
money by paying fire pro-
tection taxes.

Those savings are gener-
ally realizedthrough reduced
fire insurance premiums,
and many times those sav-
ings will exceed, considera-
bly,the amount paidintaxes.

If, forexample, you pay $100

ayearinfire protectiontaxes
and see your insurance
premiums drop $200 be-
cause community insurance
ratings improve, you're
making money. :

Patronage is the practice of favor-
ing in employment or promotion
decisions those who are in the appro-
priate political party or who are
“politically connected.”

Many people feel that the public
interest is not served by patronage
becauseitallows less qualified appli-
cants to be hired or promoted for
political reasons. But others say it is
only natural for people to reward
their friends with jobs. In Kentucky,
many observers say state and local
governments, as well as school sys-
tems, regularly practice patronage.

Recently, the US Supreme Court
addressed the problem of patronage
inacase filed against the Republican
Party of Illinois. Those who filed the
suit said that the Republican Gover-
nor of Illinois froze hiring for 60,000
state government jobs, then required
thatall hiring and promotion requests
go through his Office of Personnel
for approval.

The plaintiffs alleged that the
Governor’s Office screened the re-
quests to see whether the person had
voted in the lastRepublican primary,
contributed to a candidate, or had the
support of the Republican party be-

fore taking a personnel action. They
argued that this tremendous power
over jobs wielded by the Republican
Party put undue political pressure on
employees and potential employees.

The Supreme Court found that
this pressure interferes with the po-
litical freedoms guaranteed by the
First Amendment, which forbids gov-
ernments from controlling free
speech.

The Supreme Court rejected the
argument that patronage is necessary
to induce people to participate in the
party system, finding that political
parties canalso be “nurtured by other,
less intrusive, and equally effective
methods.” The Court said that in the
context of patronage, the issue is
“whether the government, without
sufficient justification, is pressuring
employees to discontinue the free
exercise of their First Amendment
rights.” The Supreme Court found
that such practices as firing, hiring,
denying promotions, and denying
transfers for political reasons vio-
lated that test.

The use of patronage for hiring
and other employment decisions is
best prevented by a properly func-
tioning merit or civil service system,
based on qualifications such as edu-

I

and its consequences

cation, experience and job perform-
ance. Ideally, decisions are made by
professional staff people responsible
for insuring the agency’s effective-
ness, withoutthe inputof people such
as political party officials.

In Kentucky, statutes. require a
civil service system for state govern-
ment and for firstclass cities. (Louis-
ville is the only one in Kentucky.)
Second through fifth class cities may
pass an ordinance to create a civil
service system foremployees. Coun-
ties may elect by ordinance to estab-
lish a civil service system for em-
ployees of the county fire and police
departments. Urban county govern-
ments may establish a civil service
system for employees under their
comprehensive plans. (Lexington-
Fayette County is the only place in
Kentucky which has elected to oper-
ate as an urban county government.)

And of course, the recent school
reform law attempted to eliminate
patronage from the school systems
through such measures as forbidding
political activities by teachers and
transferring most hiring decisions
from superintendents to principals,
who are accountable for the progress
of their schools.

The Supreme Court’s ruling found

long standing practices of patronage
hiring to violate individual rights.
This ruling will have its greatest ef-
fect on local governments that have
characteristically relied on the pa-
tronage system rather than the merit
system for hiring and promotion de-
cisions.

Any employee of a city, county or
local agency who is fired or not hired
for political reasons may file a law-
suit in federal court against the
agency, to get his or her job back, or
to get the job for which he or she
would have been hired if political
influence had not prevented it. Such
cases can be hard to prove, but pa-
tronage practices will not cease un-
less those who are victims of it seek
fair treatment through the courts.®

As the days of the school strike
come to an end it is important for all
parties concerned to consider that
one of the most important aspects of
the educational process is a stable
environment.

Stability at home requires unity
and agreement between the parents.
As the authority figures for the chil-
dren they must live by the old adage,
“United we stand divided we fall.”
Without this unity parents no longer
can effectively rear their children.

In fact, the center of power that
determines the operation of the home
shifts from parents to children when
there is division among those in au-
thority. This spells disaster. Children
arenotin the position to know how to
run their homes so as to establish
stable environments that will help
them reach their potential and de-
velop their talents.

The children who assume control
in their homes because there is no
clear source of authority are normally
notanarchists. Usually, they aretrying
to make the best of a bad situation.
However, the possibility of children
trying to take over decision making
to instinctively manipulate their
environment should not be disre-
garded either. When left to fend for
themselves children live in chaos.

School boards, school adminis-
trators, school staffs, and teachers act
asagents for the parents, according to
the moral law, in serving the needs of
their children. Therefore, there is a
direct parallel between the relation-
ship of children to parental authority
and to school authority. In fact, one
could consider these two as husband
and wife. If they fail to agree, fail to
work together, and choose to co-exist
in disharmony they surrender the
leadership of our schools to the chil-
dren.

Perhaps the greatest mistake in
our school system is yet to be made.
If, as a result of this strike, we send a
clear signal to our children that there
is neither unity between parents and
school authorities, norbetween teach-

ers and school administration, then
division will drive the wedge of chaos
into our school system and destroy
it’s efforts. Should this happen all of
us will suffer, especially our chil-
dren.

Perhaps, this moment in history
affords us the greatest opportunity to
make the most of our school system.
Now we can create a stable atmos-
phere which is the seed ground of
education. If parents show their chil-
dren that they are both committed to
the value of education and make
amends for any way they have not
promoted it; if parents, teachers and
school authorities apologize for their
past mistakes, acknowledge past
success and, in fact, work together
forthe common good then education’s
future will be bright, especially, in
Floyd County.

Private schools not affected
by county teachers' strike

Classes are in session at two of
Floyd County’s three private schools
which have not been affected by the
county’s current teachers’ strike.

Mountain Christian Academy and
the Piarist School, both in Martin,
reportbusiness as usual with no prob-
lems relating to the strike.

“We’ve been in session since
August 20 and we’ve had no teachers
or students miss school because
they’ve thought we were also on
strike,” said Father David Powers at
the Piarist School. “We certainly
sympathize with the teachers and hope
it is settled soon.”

Neither school reported any sub-
stantial increase in inquiries about
enrollment, but Harold Tackett, dean
at Mountain Christian Academy,
reports a renewed interest in the
school.

“We’ve not picked up any new
students from the strike but we’ve
had about 20 calls concerning enroll-
ment,” Tackett said. ‘“We’re almost
up to capacity but we have a few
openings in some classes.”

Although, MCA is a private

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Kentucky wins $2.4 million private grant
for Children’s Mental Health Care

Kentucky will receive $1.4 mil-
lion — and possibly up to $2.4 mil-
lion— in private funds to implement
“Bluegrass IMPACT,” an intensive
treatment program to serve an esti-
mated 1300 children with severe

- mental disorders, Gov. Wallace G.

Wilkinson announced recently.

The competitive grant is from the
Robert Wood Johnson Foundation,
the nation’s largest health care phil-
anthropic organization. The Cabinet
for Human Resources has bee
awarded $1.4 million over the next
two years and, after a review by the
foundation, an additional $1 million
may be granted.

“This is a momentous achieve-
ment on behalf of Kentucky’s emo-
tionally troubled children,” Wilkin-
son said.

“With this grant, the Robert Wood
Johnson Foundation is recognizing
the work by this administration and
the General Assembly to move Ken-
tucky significantly forward in terms
of non-institutional, community-
based treatment options for youth
with severe mental health problems.”

HumanResources Secretary Harry
J. Cowherd, MD, said “Gov. Wilkin-
sonand the 1990 legislature approved
$19 million to support the develop-
ment of community-based treatment
and the improvement of hospital-
based services for severely emotion-
ally disturbed (SED) children in the
greatest need.

“The Foundation was particularly
impressed with state-local coopera-
tion on plans to implement ‘Blue-
grass IMPACT.’

“ ‘Bluegrass IMPACT’ will be a
full range of community and family-
based resources for SED children in
the 17-county Bluegrass region,” he
said.

New—drug helps infants breath

The Food and Drug Administra-
tion has approved the use of a drug
that is life saving for premature in-
fants who have Respiratory Distress
Syndrome.

This drug has been available to
infants in the neonatal intensive care
unit at the Methodist Hospital since
January and is also utilized in the
neonatal units at the University of
Kentucky Chandler Medical Center
and Cabell Huntington Hospital.

The newly approved drug, Ex-
osurf Neonatal, was made available
totheinfants at Methodist through an
expanded treatment program. The
program was administered by the
Burroughs Wellcome Company and
was approved by the US Food and
Drug Administration.

Exosurf is the most thoroughly
studied surfactant in history. In addi-
tion to the clinical trials, more than

10,000 infants received Exosurf Neo-
natal through the expanded access
program which involved more than
400 hospitals in the United States
including Methodist.

Respiratory Distress Syndrome is
adisease that many premature babies
develop and it is caused by a lack of
surfactant in immature lungs. Scien-
tists discovered that physicians can
replace the missing surfactant with
an artificial one which would reduce
the surface tension and allow the
infant to breath. Exosurf is a syn-
thetic surfactant that helps maintain
lung inflation and prevents lungs from
collapsing.

Studies show that Exosurf Neona-
tal reduces death and complications
that are associated with Respiratory
Distress Syndrome. If given within
24 hours of birth, the surfactant has
reduced death from respirator dis-
tress by 66 percent and death at one
year of age by 50 percent.

Smart Shopper's Club fraudulent

A default judgment has been ob-
tained against the operators of the so-
called Smart Shopper’s Club, accord-
ing to Attorney General Fred Cowan.
The Court action obtained by
Cowan’s Consumer Protection Of-
fice prohibits the Club from continu-
ing its illegal activities and awards
the Attorney General a judgment for
civil penalties and restitution to con-
sumers. The dollar amount of the
penaltiesand restitution are not speci-
fied in the judgment and will be de-
termined at a later date.

OnJune21,the Attorney General’s
office filed suit in Jefferson Circuit
Courtand obtained arestraining order
against Unimax, Inc., a Utah corpo-
.. ration; More Financial Services of
California; and two individuals, also
from out of state, who operated the
Smart Shopper’s Club. Prior to the
Attorney General’s suit, Smart
Shopper’s marketed to consumers in
the Louisville, Lexington and Bowl-
ing Green areas.

“The Smart Shopper’s Club had
experience in other states and moved
into Kentucky with a sophisticated
operation. They made a lot of prom-
ises to a lot of Kentucky consumers

who have received nothing in re-
turn,” Cowan says.

According to affidavits filed with
the lawsuit, members of the Club
were asked to pay $60 per month for
coupons allegedly worth $70 that
could be used at any grocery store of

the members choosing. As alleged in
the Complaint, however, the coupons
were nothonored atany grocery stores
in Kentucky and were worthless.
Members were also offered the op-
portunity to make money by solicit-
ing new members into the Club as
part of an illegal pyramid scheme,
according to the suit.

The Defendants failed to respond
to the action within the required time
period and a default judgment was

entered by Judge Jack Mudd on Aug.
20. “It appears that the operators of
the Smart Shopper’s Club knew that
their scheme was fraudulent and
decided not to defend against our
Consumer Protection suit,” Attorney
General Cowan says.

The next task for the Attorney
General’s Office s tolocate all of the
Club’s members in Kentucky so that
an exact figure for restitution and
civil penalties can be computed.

Full-scale, recycling facility
planned for Eastern KY

Addington Resources Chairper-
son Larry Addington announced the
construction of a $4 million recy-
cling facility in Eastern Kentucky,
the first of many which the company
intends to build in the US.

At the same time, Addington re-
leased an offer to settle litigation
against its landfill subsidiary, Green
Valley Environmeu.tal Corp., includ-
ing an offer to reduce the landfill size
and a written guarantee not to accept
East Coast garbage.

The recycling facility, which will
be constructed and operated by
Addington Environmental, Inc., is
capable of recycling up to 75 percent
of municipal solid waste, Addington
said. Addington Environmental is a
subsidiary of Addington Resources,
Inc. The system relies primarily on
automation, as opposed to hand-sort-
ing, to separate the waste stream into
reusable components.

The facility will be the first major
recycling operation in Kentucky,
Addington said. The state currently
generates about 4.6 million tons of
solid waste annually.

The recycling facility, which is
initially designed to handle 400 tons
of solid waste per day but can be
expanded to handle up to 1000 tons
per day, is located in Boyd County,
about three miles from the Green
Valley Landfill.

Green Valley constructed the first
phase of its landfill in 1989, but a
Circuit Court judge ruled in January
1990 that the landfill could not open
until landfill opponents were given
the opportunity for additional hear-
ings.

Green Valley delivered a settle-
ment offer to landfill opponents on
Tuesday, in which the company of-
fered to reduce the size of the landfill
from 937 acres to just 37 acres. The
company’s offer stated that the size
of any expansion would be limited to
150 acres and that no further expan-
sions would be sought until the landfill
was at least 80 percent complete.

Approximately 25 acres of the
landfill is already constructed with a
compositeliner consisting of two feet
of compacted clay and a synthetic
liner. The landfill also has a leachate
collection system and is surrounded
by 14 ground water monitoring wells.

The company also said it would
sign “a contract, affidavit, court set-
tlement or other document” guaran-
teeing that Green Valley would not
accept waste from the East Coast.

The chief complaint from landfill
opponents has been the size of the
landfill and their fear that it would be
used for disposal of large volumes of
garbage from New York, New Jersey
and other eastern states, where landfill
space is limited.

Addington said he would be will-
ing to limit the source of garbage to
Kentucky and a 75-mile radius of the
landfill. He said an area of that size
would insure that the recycling facil-
ity and landfill could be operated
profitably and would help keep the
cost of disposal for the community
low.

In addition to its environmental
operations, Addington Resources,
Inc., mines and markets coal and is
engaged in contracting and highway
construction operations. Its stock is
traded on the NASDAQ National
Market under the symbol ADDR.

he Cabbage Patch

C

Hereitisthe last day in August. It’s
been a very busy month here. One I
have enjoyed, even with all the extra
work.

The past week we have gotten a lot
of garden ground cleared and tilled
up. I have dug most of our Trish pota-
toes, served our fall crop of mustard,
turnips, rope and kale.

We turned and tilled under a good
crop of vegetables, morning glories
and grass, broadcast complete fertil-
izer plus composted and tilled again
before sowing seed. The next day it
rained. From the looks of the tiny
plants now coming up we will have a
great crop of greens this year.

Greens are not only delicious they
are full of vitamins and nutrients we
need. When they are mature, and still
tender and bug free, gather them to
can and freeze for winter use.

I still have plenty of tomatoes to
harvest and can. I did give a neighbor
part of them. She had none and I
couldn’t keep up with them. In two
days there were over a dozen 25 1b.

lard buckets of tomatoes picked from
one, the largest, tomato patch. From
the looks of this one patch, they will
continue to produce up to the first
frost. Of course, there will be fewer to
pick as the season wears on. I thank
God for the top crop of tomatoes this
year, as I have not been so lucky the
past two or three years.

My “late” crop of beans and corn
are looking good. They need cultivat-
ing at this time. Morning glories have
apicnic in my fall garden. Sometimes
I let them alone as long as possible as
fallinsects doless damage tothe leaves
when they are mixed in with the
morning glories. I haven’t figured out
whether insects like the flowers better
or if they have a harder time finding
the bean vines when the patch isn’t
kept as clean as it should be. The
grass, weeds and morning glories do
compete for nutrients, I know, but if
your soil is good, rich loam they can’t
getitall, ‘

Sometimes when I see gardens all
finished with nothing to harvest and
all the vegetation dead, I think maybe

they are the smart gardeners. I look
forward to the harvest of vegetables
up through the months of September
and part of October. Really up to the
first killing frost.

It will soon be time to top and
blade my field corn. Fodder is a well
liked and healthy food for my
husband’s goats. Topping and blading
the foliage makes it easier to gather
the corn after the frost. Also the stocks
make a good place to keep the pump-
kin outof the cold for Jack-o-lanterns
and future pumpkin pies.

Our sweet potatoes will be dug
later onin September and itlooks like
we will have another good harvest
this year.

With the harvest and storage of
beans, sweet corn, sweet potatoes,
greens, field corn and tomatoes lined
up for Septemberitlooksasif we will
be as busy if not busier than we were
in August. Work may not have killed
anyone but it sure makes you tired,
eh?

Warning against energy-related scams

Kentucky Attorney General Fred
Cowan and the Federal Trade Com-
mission are warning consumers to be
on the lookout for scams and rip-offs
that take advantage of consumers’
concernsabout supplies or petroleum
following Iraq’s invasion of Kuwait.
These fraudulent schemes mayrange
from phony gas-saving devices or
otherenergy-saving devicesthatdon’t
work as advertised, to oil and gas in-
vestment frauds.

“Consumers should be especially
cautious at this time about products
sold as energy-savers or good invest-
ment opportunities,” says Janet D.
Steiger, Chairperson of the FTC.

Cowan, who served this past year
as chairperson of the Attorneys
General/FTC Work Group, says “past
experience has taught us that con
artists will exploit situations like the
present one to take advantage of
consumers.” He says consumers
should be particularly on-guard
against telemarketers offeringenergy-
related products such as *“‘gasoline
savings” devices over the phone.
“With gas prices as high as they are,
motorists are understandably look-
ing for ways to _cut costs,” Cowan
says. “However, consumers should
steer clear of devices claiming to
significantly increase fuel mileage.
They clearly have not been found to
be effective.”

The FTC and the Attorney Gen-
eral are reactivating the Energy Fraud
Clearinghouse that was created in
1983, whichisa way of sharing infor-
mation on possible fraudulent en-
ergy-related products and advertis-
ing. It helps state, local and federal
law enforcement officials stay on top
of emerging problems involving
energy-related products and services
flooding the market. Cowan says
anyone who has been the victim of an
energy-related scam should call his

toll-free Consumer Protection Hot-
line at 1-800-432-9257.

As soon as gas prices began rock-
eting upward following the invasion
of Kuwait, Cowan and Attorneys
General of other states urged the US
Justice Department to investigate.

“Consumers are alarmed and frus-
trated and are suspicious that these
sudden, sharp price hikes are not
justified,” Cowan says. “Increases of
twenty to thirty centsa gallonimpose

a sever hardship, particularly since
they hit all consumers regardless of
their income level or ability to pay.”

Cowan says the complicated inter-
state nature of the oil market limits
the ability of individual state Attor-
neys General to effectively investi-
gate gasoline pricing. “However, we
will certainly investigate any con-
sumer complaints that come into my
office.” Cowan advises consumers to
price-compare and shop around for
the lowest gasoline prices in their

arca.

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Lithuanian educator finds freedom at MSU |

As a young girl, Dr. Loretta Vis-
homirskite dreamed of being free
and walking down the streets of
another country.

For this Lithuanian educator,
1990 was the year her “very secret
dream” cam true as her homeland
declared its independence from the
Soviet Union and she became More-
head State University's visiting
international scholar.

There were only a few anxious
moments over whether she would be
allowedtoleave for the United States
as her requests to leave came at the
time Russia and Lithuania were at
odds trying to determine their rela-
tionship.

“It all happened so rapidly,” Dr.
Vishomirskite said of her country’s
declaration of independence. “Two
or three years ago, we wouldn’t have.
dreamed that this could occur. After
50 years of suppression, the change
seemed to destroy all barriers and
people just became swept up in it,”
she said.

“The Sajudis (leaders of the pa-
triotic movement) put their lives and
career at stake and no one really
knew how long the spell of freedom
would last,” she added. Dr. Vis-

homirskite herself even took an ac-
tive role in the struggle by partici-
pating in the picketing of the Rus-
sian military units which had been
deployed to her country.

“There are still changes ahead,”
she predicted, adding that the imme-
diate years may bring hardships to
her country. “The stand is not over
yet, but with all the other
countries,including Russia, rethink-
ing their politcal ideologies it will
continue.”

Noting that many of her country-
men were skeptical of Gorbachev,
she said that the intellectuals in her
county believed there were several

factors which influenced perestroika,
including former President Reagan’s
policiesand the international scene —
especially the critical economic situ-
ation which weakened Russia.

With thisnew freedom, people have
more choices, according to Dr. Vis-
homirskite. It also means “being able
to express freely what you think and
make critical judgments of the politi-
cal structure without fear.” It means
being able “to travel more with less
red tape.” The move out from under
Soviet dominance means a free mass
media. “We now get undistorted in-
formation from the media.” she said.

While admitting she had always
had an idealized view of the United
States, Dr. Vishomirskite said she
thought that Americans — especially
inthe news media— tended tobe over
critical of themselves. “Sometimes this

*is used by your enemies for their

advantage,” she said, noting that the
foreign mediaoftenexploited accounts
of “terribleracial problems,” but never
pointed out the many instances where
blacks and whites lived and worked
side-by-side.

Dr. Vishomirskite’s being at MSU
this year grew out of a visit by Dr.
Judy Rogers, MSU dean of under-
graduate programs, to the Soviet Union
last summer as part of a People to
People Citizen Ambassador program,
although the two never met until Dr.
Vishomirskite’s arrival in Lexington
in late July.

However, it was an official invita-
tion extended by MSU President C.
Nelson Grote to become the 1990-91
visiting international scholar that
unraveled the red tape to make it
happen.

Dr. Vishomirskite is MSU’s sec-
ond visiting international scholar. Last
year that post was held by Dr. Zhang
Ke Fu of the People’s REpublic of
China.

A graduate of Vilnius University

with a Ph.D. degree from Moscow
University, Dr, Vishomirskie has vis-
ited the US briefly previously. In
1987, she was part of a 37-member
group from the Soviet Uniontaking a
summer course at Georgetown Uni-
versity and in 1989 she was atransla-

tor for a delegation visiting Vilinius’ '

sister city, Madison, Wisc.

There is a big difference though
this time in that this visit includes a
sense of freedom previously un-
known. Accompanying heris her 15-
year-old daughter Ula, whois attend-
ing Rowan County High School.
Later, Dr. Vishomirskite’s husband
Jacob, a neurologist, as well as her
mother, who teachers French in high
school, alsomay join them for awhile.

Dr. Vishomirskite’s course load
at MSU will somewhat parallel her
teaching responsibilities at the Vilin-
ius Pedagogical Institute, where she
teacher English grammar, readings
in English literature and newspaper
English.

This semester, she will teach an
honors seminar on modern soviet
culture, a Russian literature in trans-
lation class and independent studies
in advanced Russian language. And,
according to Dr. Rogers, she will be
available to speak to community
organizations and school groups.

$3 million granted for Alzheimer's Research

The National Institute of Aging, a
division of the National Institutes of
Health, hasrenewed the Alzheimer’s
Disease Research Center program at
the University of Kentucky Sanders-
Brown Center on Aging.

Affective Aug. 1 the new five-
year award of more than $5 million
will support research, teaching and
service activities related to
Alzheimer’s Disease. it will support
the work of 16 faculty members lo-
cated in nine different departments
and three colleges of the University.

Under the direction of William R.
Markesbery, MD, director of the
Center on Aging, this grant will fund
fournew majorresearch projectseach
designed to provide fundamental

+ informationsabout some of the bio-

logical changes that occur in the
Alzheimer’s Disease patient. Issues
tobe addressed include possible links
between Alzheimer’s Disease and
heart disease, the basis for the neuron
death found in Alzheimer’s Disease,
mechanisms by which the brain
compensates for loss of neurons, the
relationship between the amount of
calcium found in cells, and the genet-
ics of Alzheimer’s Disease.

Funds also are provided for two
pilot research studies; one to exam-
ine the biochemistry of the
Alzheimer’s brain; and a second that

will examine the possibility of a trans-
missible viral infection in
Alzheimer’s Disease.

The Alzheimer’s Disease Re-
search Center also provides a com-

prehensive core of services. In con-
junction with the UK department of
neurology, the Center operates a
Memory Disorders Clinic designed
todiagnose and follow older persons
withmemory problems. The clinic is
staffed by physicians, family coun-
selors and other professional person-
nel. The second core receives au-
topsy material from Alzheimer’s

Disease patients and provides both a
definitive diagnosisto the family and
material to the research projects. The
information core serves as aresource
to students, Alzheimer’s Disease
family members, the general public

and the health professional commu-
nity. In addition, funds are available
to study the ethical and legal issues
associated with research into

Alzheimer’s Disease.

The research center grant will al-
low the University of Kentucky to
remain among the leaders in
Alzheimer’s Disease research and
associated problems. The UK
Alzheimer’s Disease Research Cen-
ter grant renewal signifies a contin-
ued commitment to thisdegenerative
disease. Latest studies indicate that
Alzheimer’s Disease is twice as
prevalent as was recently thought:
,An estimated 4 million people are
affected including 47 percent of the
population over the age of 85. Lo-
cally, an estimated 60,000 Ken-
tuckians are affected.

Two U.S. capitals preceded the
District of Columbia: New ‘York
and Philadelphia.

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Cutting the College Costs Pie:

Few studenté pay the full
cost of attending college

Most people are aware that the
cost of attending college increased
rapidly over the past decade. But
what many people don’t realize is
that tuition and fees cover just a frac-
tion of what it costs to educate stu-
dents at colleges and universities
across the country, says the Student
Loan Marketing Association (Sallie
Mae).

Tuition and fees at all public and
private colleges and universities rep-
resent about 23 percent of total reve-
nues. Moreover, nearly half of all
students receive some sort of finan-
cial assistance to finance theireduca-
tion, further reducing the costs borne
by students and their families.

The proportion of revenue that
comes from tuition and fees differs

~ significantly between public and pri-

vate institutions— 14 percentof total
revenue atpublic schoolscomes from
tuition and fees, versus 39 percent at
private schools — because of the
variation in their reliance on different
sources of funding. Public institu-
tions receive almost half of their
revenue from state appropriations,
while private institutions rely more
on endowment income, private gifts
and tuition and fees to cover the cost

of educating their students.

Here is a look at the most recent
figures representing tuition and fees
as a percentage of total revenue at all
public and private, two- and four-
year colleges and universities. (see
pie chart)

* Total revenues at public and
private colleges and universities were
recently approximately $124 billion
($80 billion, public; $44 billion, pri-
vate).

* Tuition and fees represented 23
percent of revenues (14 percent,
public; 39 percent, private).

* State and federal appropriations
represented about 40 percent of total
revenues (55 percent, public; 13 per-
cent, private).

* Funding from private gifts,
endowment income, local govern-
ments, independent operations, edu-
cational activities and other sources
represented 37 percent of total reve-
nues (30 percent, public; 49 percent,
private).

Sallie Mae, a federally chartered,
stockholder-owned (NYSE) corpo-
ration, is the major financial interme-
diary serving the education finance
market.
