Garrett/Wayland school children
began classes  Tuesday at the new
James Duff Elementary with an
unusual ornament on the school
grounds— a fire truck.

The sight of the fire truck at the
school has prompted concemed par-
ents to questionits purpose at the
school. Other concems, including the
lack of caution lights at the school
entrance, overcrowded school buses
and used school furniture in some of
the new classrooms have also been
aired.
According to James F. Francis,
school system director of buildings
and grounds, there isnotenough water
pressure at the school site to activate
the school’s sprinkler system in case
of a fire.

According to Terry Slade, assis-
tant director for the division of codes
and enforcement in Frankfort, an
agreement with the state fire
marshal's office allows classes (o be
held if the truck and a trained fire-
fighter areon the premises atall times
the building is occupied.

A 60-day temporary certificate of
occupancy for the school was granted
by the state to the board of education,
and a list of eight deficiencies must
be corrected in that time frame or
another agreement will have to be
made, Slade said.

Bush
testified that he felt those three were
singled out in retaliation for their
support of board member candidate
Tommy Boyd in the 1988 election.

“Yes, I thought it was a political
retaliation thing,” Bush testified.

The day after the 1988 election,
Bush testified several women at the
central office building were wearing
tee shirts with “Hager Connection™
printed on the front.

“There was some celebrating (the
result of the election),” Bush said.
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“Because apparently Hager's sup-
porters won.”

Under cross-examination by Wil-
liam Francis, Bush said seven admin-
istrators were recommended to be
demoted by the state, which included
his job as health coordinator, as well
as a position in the food service de-
partment. “I came out on the short
end of the stick and had 1o have a
hearing,” Bush testified.

Others testifying were Joyce
Reynolds Blackburn, a former
teacher, and Rudolph Lewis, who
formerly held a bus contract with the
board.

Blackburn testified she felt she no
longer held a position in the system
for being outspoken against what she
felt were concerns with the school
system. Blackburn also has a federal

lawsuit pending against the board.

Lewis, who also has a lawsuit
pending, testified Hager called him
before the 1988 election and asked
him to “carry his precinct” in the
Betsy Layne area for Boyd's oppo-
nent Brent Clark.

“He said, ‘Rudolph, we need your
help up there, I know you can carry
that precinct.” I told him (Hager) that

I'm friends with both sides and I'm
just gonna vote,” Lewis testified.

Lewis testified that Hager replied,
“You remember I'm your superin-
tendent and I will be for the next four

years, If you don’t obligate yourself
tome, don'texpect me to do the same
for you." '

Under cross-examination by F.C.
Bryan, Lewis testified he had testi-
fied at a due process hearing for
Frazier, Bush and Newsomeand when
asked 1o identify Hager he could not.
Lewis said at that time, he did not
know Hager personally.

heavily on OPEC oil, its allies do, and
McConnell said **we have a stake with
our trading partners being in good
financial standing.” He added that
this was the first time in history that
there has been “multinational coop-
eration against aggression™ and it was
a good sign, noting that other “tyrants
might think twice about doing the
same thing after seeing the negative
response Irag has gotien.”

In response to 2 question of having
other countries such as Japan and
Germany build up their armies and
helping out with manpower, the sena-
tor thought this was a bad idea saying,
“remember what happened last time
the Japanese and Germans had astrong
army. This would not be a stabilizing
development.” He did agree that Ja-
pan and Germany should help out
financially.

McConnell said this was a good
time to “re-learn the lesson of the need
forenergy independence and how low
oil prices have made us complacent.
With our foreign oil reliance up to 50
percent we were vulnerable.” He rec-
ommended that America start looking

at Alaska again for more oil supplics,
adding that oil spills need to be gotien
under control and that more drilling
would not environmentally hurt
Alaska.

McConnell would not rule out a
shooting war in Iraq and Kuwait,
saying “thereis no pointin having the
military there if we say in advance
there won’t be any shooting. We need
to maintain the option to keep Sad-
dam Hussein from sleeping well at
night.

“Everyone, except the oil compa-
nies, is reacting properly to this cri-
sis,” the senator said, listing the con-
tributions of other countries, “There
is no oil shortage and these oil com-
panies are price-gonging, This be-
havior needs to stop and stop now."

McConnell said he hoped that
when Congress went into 8e8sion next
week they would be able 1o do some-
thing about this.

In response 1o a question of for-
giving Egypt’s debt to the 1.5, in
exchange for their help in this war,
McConnell said, “it would have been
much more expensive forus if Egypt

didn"t jump in and help. This is a
small price to pay for cooperation,”
adding he would have to look into it
more. He noted that foreign assis-
tance was less than one percent of the
U.S. budget and most of that is spent
back in the U.S.

“Foreign aid is not the huge waste
of dough that people think it is,”
McConnell said.

He said that military spending was
not a waste of money, either.

“We've gotten a lot of good out of
it (a large military force)...that was
the absence of war. The Pentagon
and defense spending is good busi-
ness, too. For example, if we close
Fort Knox and Fort Campbell that
would be bad for Kennicky.”

McConnell said he also supported
proposed child abuse legislation and
missing children programs, paternity
and sick leave policies, veteran’s
issues, and education and flood con-
trol programs, He did note that there
was slow but steady progress being
made on the national deficitin that, as
a percentage of the Gross National
Product, it was declining.

River ride plugs plan

Congressional candidate Will T,
Scott of Pikeville embarked on a
Journey down the Levisa Fork of the
Big Sandy River this week in an
effort 1o promote a system of locks
and dams on the waterway.

Scottand his wife Tracey boarded
a 12-foot aluminum boat which they
called "Opporwnity” at Pikeville and
plan o float (o Cattletsburg 10 con-
duct a visual inspection of the water-
way.,

Although a small rubber supply
boat developed a slow leak during
the journey, the Scotts said Wednes-
day in Prestonsburg that the tripdown
river had been very successful at the
halfway point.

Before hitting the water, Scott said
that a system of locks and dams on
the river would allow coal producers
to lower transportation costs and al-
low truck driversto make moremoney
on shorter hauls.

Citing a 1946 study by the Army
Corps of Engineers which said that
the waterway from Pikeville to Cat-
tletsburg could be made navigable
using four locks, Scott said that the
lock and dam system could be builtat
a cost of approximately $374,619.
The river would have to be widened
to 150 to 200 feet and maintain a
channel nine feet deep.

Arson is suspected

A small produce stand located near
Prestonsburg on US 23 caught fire
shortly after midnight Wednesday
when a burning tire was placed next
to the building,

“Very little damage was done,”
said Chief Howard Ferguson of the
Auxier Volunteer Fire Department.
“Arson is suspected and the arson
investigator has been called in,”

Produce stand owner Elmus Shep-
herd said that the buming tire was
placed outside the building, next to
therefrigeration unit, and said, “They
knew what they were doing, I am
very lucky that someone spotted the
fire and called the fire department in
time to get it put out.”

Shepherd explained that a similar
tre fire was responsible for the
complete loss of a stand earlier this
year.

A second proposed system of
seven locks, three on the Levisa Fork,
three on the Tug Fork and one on the
Big Sandy, would make both the
Levisa and Tug Forks of the river
navigable from Pikeville and Nolan,
West Virginia to Cattletsburg at a
costof approximately $657,230,000.

Scott explained that he felt the
waterway transport systems would
give Eastern Kentucky aprice advan-
tage over other coal producing areas
marketing coal to European commu-
nities,

The Scotts began their river jour-
ney on Tuesday moming in Pikeville
and expect to be in Cattletsburg by
Friday.

"There has not been one place on
this river that would present a prob-
lem,” said Will Scott when he landed
Wednesday in Prestonsburg for addi-
tional supplies. “Our share of the
severance tax could pay for it all, so
there would be no additional burden
on the taxpayers.”

It has been one year since Joseph
Wesbecker walked into Standard
Gravure and “got even™ with his
employer by shooting his co-work-
ers, Carrying 1200 rounds of ammu-
nition, an AK-47, two MAC-11 as-
sault pistols, and six other handguns,
Wesbecker killed eight people,
wound 12 more and then shothimself
to death. For most of us the memory
of that horror has begun lo fade, For
others more personally touched by
the tragedy the grief, the pain and the
hardships goon. Ask the spouses and
children of the people killed last
September. Ask the wounded, like
Mike Campbell who just got oat of
the hospital, again,

g W o

Kentuckians responded gener-
ously to the victims and their families
(who are also victims, of course). But
we cannot afford 1o go on responding
{0 tragedies with charity afier the
fact. Last year emergency room care
for gunshot wounds cost Americans
$15 billion. Subsequent medical care
and death and disability benefits cost
even more. We paid for most of that
with our taxes. The rest helped keep
our inSurance costs going up.

Until we deal with the millions of
guns in our midst, the personal,
emotional and financial costs will
continue 1o increase. We are in the
midst of the most violent year in
American history, Some 23,000 of us
will be shot to death in America this
year, twice as many as died in Viet-
nam in any single year. Police offi-
cinls say drug gangs using assault
weapons account for much of the
increase.

The time to deal with gun violence
is before it happens, and the only
effective way to deal with it is to
persuade our legislators to pass the
laws we need. Important legislation
will be voied on very soon in the
House of Representatives. Write or

call your congressman now to tell
him you support HR 4225 and 1154
10 ban assault weapons and HR 467,
the Brady Bill, to establish a waiting
period for the purchase of handguns.

Polls say 80 percent of us want to
ban assault weapons and 90 percent
of us want a waiting period, but most
of Kentucky's lawmakers vote the
NRA line. Legislators listen to or-
ganized voters, and the NRA is well
organized. Its members wrile letters
and make phone calls; its PAC makes
large donations. Until the rest of us
get as well organized (it's nothard to
write a post card or make a phone
call), the number of guns and killings

will continue 1o grow,

New flu vaccine

works faster

Protecting yourself against the flu
may become as casy as using a nasal
spray, if University of Pittsburgh
School of Medicine researchers can
follow throughon anew vaccineidea.

The researchers report they have
developed a vaceine application us-
ing a live but weakened influenza
virug that does more than help the
body develop antibodies against the
flu, Atleastinanimal tests, itactually
blocks the growth of the viruses that
cause disease, the researchersreport.

The "auenuated” vaccine virus is
harmless to humans, they say.

That could mean that those vacci-
nated won’t have to wait two weeks
after being vaccinated to develop
antibodies but could gain “almost
instant protection,” said Patricia
Whitaker-Dowling, an associate
professor at the school,

This quick protection could be
critical in stopping epidemics, the
rescarchers noted. Conventional
vaccine is next o useless in such
cases because people catch the flu
bug before anti-influenza antibodies
have time to build up and protect
them,

Human trials, which could take
several years, are now planned, the
researchers said.

You may create files out of a
group of files or even rename files as
you copy them to another disk, I will
explain how to do an exact copy and

how 1o rename during a copy in this
article. For purpose of thescexamples,
1 will assume a hard disk (C:) and one
floppy disk (A:).

Suppose you have a word proces-
sor and have been Lyping a letter for
your boss and saving iton drive C: in
asubdirectory named C:/LETTERS.
Your boss then wants it copied 0 a
disk so thatitcan be taken home and
reviewed on that computer. Y oucan

make a copy provided that you have
a formatted diskette of the proper
size (how to format a disk is dis-
cussed in a previous article).

Place the diskindrive A: and type
the following command. COPY C/
LETTERS/LET1.DOC A: and press
the ENTER key. Now the hard drive
will spin for amoment and the floppy
will activate for a moment and the
file will be copied 1o drive Az, Now
suppose that the boss wants the file

copied but wants it named
LETTER1.DOC rather than
LET1.DOC (this is the boss we are
talking about). You would type the
command COPY C:/LETTERS/
LET1.DOC A: LETTER1.DOC and
press the ENTER key. This will copy
the file onto the diskette while giving
it a new name only on the diskette in
At Your original file is still called
LET1.DOC and is in the subdirec-
tory C:/LETTERS.

With this tool you are able to pre-
vent 'data loss by making frequent
copies of your old documents so that
il the unfortunate should happen you
will be prepared. Next week we will
discuss a better means of doing a
backup of a hard drive using only
commands that come with DOS.

The Cabbage Patch’

by Marie Harmon

I have just finished “putting up”
our second patch of sweet corn. It
turned out quite well, The later the
garden products come in the more
problems you have with insects. As
we do not use insecticides we have to
plant more than normal,

Sweet corn varieties differ a lot in
quality and ume of maturity. High
temperatures and wel or dry seasons
will affect the maturing time more
than the types of seed planted.

A good time to plant corn for an
early crop is between May 1 and May
10. This is the normal time for black-
berries to bloom. The ground always
warms up and there is no more frostat
this time, Any garden crop can safely
be planted during this time period.

Another good rule to follow is to
plant corn about every two weeks (o
have a continued and steady crop
coming in. [t makes iteasiertocanand
freeze smallamountsatone time rather
than a large amount that can over
work you.

Corn should be planted 8-9 inches
apartin therows withatleasta 10inch
balk. Fertilize with a complete fertil-
izer, say 10-10-10 or 12-12-12 if you
can find it. Generally we have to take
what the farm stores handle in this
area. After the com is up 6-8 inches is
a good time (o sidedress with ammo-
nia nitrate and 0-0-20, A teaspoon of
cach beside the plants and then cov-
ered with soil is aboutright. Too little
or oo much is worse than none.

Corn should be gathered early in
the moming while it is still cool and
dew is on the plants. Heat will cause
texture changes and sugar to turn to
starch. If you can nol freeze or can
your harvested corn, alwaysplaceitin
the refrigerator right away. If youhave
more than the refrigerator will hold,
place the balance in cold water,

Thereare several varieties of sweet
corn on the market and recommended
forour region. Gold Cross and Golden
Cross Hybrid are the two most people
plant here. Extra Early Sweet, Gold
Queen, Silver Queen and Seneca Star
are a few of the others.

What to do when frozen food isn’t

In much of the United States,
violent thunderstorms this summer
have left hundreds of thousands of
people without electricity for hours
or even days at a time.

Doing without house lights and
air conditioning is bad enough.
What's worse is ying to safe the
food in the refrigerator—and figur-
ing out, as time passes, what’s safe 10
eat and what's a total loss.

This no trivial matter, It doesn't
take long foran unpowered refrigera-
torto lose its cool. And itdoesn 't take
long for bacteria normally held in
check by the cold 1o proliferate in
thawing and warming food. Most food
safety experts view such contamina-
tion as a far more potent health threat
than artificial chemicals in food.

Yet the fresh and frozen food in a
well-stocked refrigerator may have
cost $100 or more. It hurts (o throw
away steaks and cartons of premium
ice cream on the fear, perhaps un-
founded, that they aren't safe to eat.

The U.S. Department of Agricul-
ure suggests twosensible approaches
to food safety during and just aller a
poweroutage. One is to prolong cold
temperatures in the refrigerator as
long as possible, The other is 1o fol-
low some basic guidelines for know-
ing when food is 100 far gone o eat.

For the first, open the refrigerator
and freezer doors as little as possible.
Temperatures in a freezer, especially
a free-standing one, can stay below
freezing forup toaday orso—ifit's
full and rarely opened. If the freezer
isn’t full, group frozen foods together
for an “igloo effect.”

Refrigerated foods will only keep
a few hours before being spoiled. If
possible, transfer dairy products,
meats and leflovers to the freezer.

If you know the power is going to

be off a long time, try to find dry ice,
which utilities sometimes offer com-
munities that havelostelectric power,
Several dozen pounds of dry ice can
keep alarge freezer going for three or
four days, the USDA says.

Frozen or refrigerated food such
as ice cream, meat, poultry and fish
should be thrown away once it's
thawed out thoroughly and has been
above 40 degrees Fahrenheit formore
than two hours.

If the power comes back on and
these foods still feel partially frozen
— if they still have ice crystals, for
example — they can be refrozen,
Hard cheeses, vegetables (fresh or
cooked) and vegetable juices may
last for up to six hours once thawed
and above 40 degrees, if quality isn’t
obviously affected.

Salad dressing, mayonnaise, tar-
tar sauce and horseradish can last up
toeighthours at S0degrees, the USDA
says.

Finally, it’s not a good idea to
taste the food to see if it’s still good.
You probably can’t tell by the taste,
but your stomach may provide an
unweicome verdict in short order.

Singers from the past

With your young scholars going
back to school, it's time 10 be on the
Jookout for those minute creatures
that are guaranteed to make them
scralch, and scratch again— cooties.

Cooties, or lice, have been around
fora very long time and were preva-
lent in' Medieval England, However,
it'sno trick lo diglodge themif yon're
determined.

Head lice, officially called Pedicu-
lus humanus capitis, represent one of
the most common contact diseases
among school aged children. Accord-
ing to the Non-prescription Drug
Manufacturers Association as many
as 12 million folks, most of them
school children, are infested each
years. Thisoftenresults in their miss-
ing precious school days. American
Blacks make up less than 1 percentof
these cases.

Often people are embarrassed and
horrified at the thought of lice be-
cause of old beliefs that lice were
caused by poor sanitation conditions
and poor personal hygiene. However,
these critters are no respecter of per-
son, infesting rich and poor form
some of the cleanest schools and
homes.

Lice-those minute creatures

Head lice are typically transmit-
ted among children at school or at
play from the sharing of hats, combs,
pillows and other objects. Parents
should stress the importance of chil-
dren not sharing these items,

Head lice are difficultto spot with
the naked eye. They deposit their
eggs, or nits, on the hair shafts close
to the scalp or-skin, The whitish sacs
may be identified with the aid of a
magnifying glass.

Licemaintain themselves by suck-
ing the blood of the victim. This
causes an intense itch, Thus, your
child’s unusually vigorous scraich-
ing can be a definite signal thal
something is wrong. Treatment is

simply a matter of using an effective
prescription ornon-prescription prod-
uct and making sure you follow the
directions.

There are several products forlice
treatment. Products containing pyre-
thrins with piperonyl butoxide are
available without prescriptions. Par-
ents can give the treatment, which
normally consists of applying sham-
poo to dry hair and scalp or (o any
other infested area until entirely wet.
Do not use an eyelash or eyebrows!

Shampoo shounld remain on area
forapproximately 10 minutes but no

longer. Then wash thoroughly with
warm walter, soap or a regular sham-
poo. Dead lice and eggs should be
removed with the special nit comb
provided. Most treatments call for
repeating the application in 7 to 10
days to kill newly hatched lice. Do
not exceed two consecutive applica-
tions within 24 hours,

Since infestations are spread by
contact, each family membershould
be examined and weated if necessary.
Contaminated hats, coats and other
clothing should be dry cleaned or
boiled.

$150,000 grant from Foundation

A call for reform of medical edu-
cation by leading medical educators,
students and expert observers has
prompted the Robert Wood Johnson
Foundation to award the University
of Kentucky College of Medicine
nearly $150,000. The UK College of
Medicine was chosen as one of 12
medical schools to participate in the
Foundation's initiative, “Preparing
Physicians for the Future: A Program
inMedical Education.” In addition to
Kentucky, grants were awarded to
Yale, Johns Hopkins, Case Western
Reserve, Brown and Columbia uni-
versities, and the universities of Chi-
cago, Rochester, Nebraska, New
Mexico, Oregon and Hawaii. Ap-
proximately $1.8 million was
awarded nationwide forthe first phase
of the project.

“We are in excellent company.
Theschools that were selécted for the
grantare considered someof the most
outstanding schools in the country
and we appreciate being included in
that group,” said Dr. Emery A.
Wilson, dean, UK College of Medi-
cine, “However, this grant does more
than just provide us with national
recognition. It allows us to concen-
trate on new methodologies and
educational techniques thathopefully
will result in a more sophisticated
curriculum for medical students.”

During the initial stage of the
program, each of the 12 schools
chosen will use the next 18 months as
a planning period to develop a new
curriculum, A second phase of this
program is planned for 1992 in which
up to eight of the 12 schools may
receive further funding for imple-
menting their plans.

“Itis important to understand that
the initial phase of this program is a
developmental process, not an im-
plementation process;” said Wilson.
"*Atno time during this phase, will we
implement any of the changes under
discussion into our present curricu-
lum. We will use this time, under the
direction of an appointed steering
committee, to work closely with all
faculty in an effort to design a more
effective curricnlum. The proposed
curriculum will be the result of a
collective effort between faculty,
department chairs and administra-
tors."”

According to Dr. Phyllis Nash,
US associate professor of behavioral
science and director of UK’s project,
the propose reform has resulted for a
number of reasons. “With the con-
tinuous developmentof new medical
technology and an expansion in
knowledge, there has been a vast
increase in the amount of material
presented to students during their
medical education. Itisimportant for
students o be able 10 manage this
explosion of knowledge. For ex-
ample, being able to use data bases
will help physicians manage infor-
mation,” Nash said. “Fifty years ago
students could retain in their memo-
ries most all there was to learn. To-
day, that is impossible, For example,
many medial procedures have thou-
sands of pages of information avail-
able on the subjects. It is not possible
to memorize all the information. So,
we must decide what the critical in-
formation is to memonize. And then,
we must teach students ways to ac-
cess the wealth of information that
exists, and ways to obtain the infor-
mation thatisbeing discovered daily."

One issue UK will examine is the
sequence in which medical subjects
should be presented. Currently, most
medical schools’ curriculum are
designed 1o introduce first- and sec-
ond-year students to the basic sci-
ences, such as anatomy, biochemis-
try and pharmacology. During the
third and fourth year, curricula con-
sists of clinical subjects such as inter-
nal medicine, surgery, pediatrics, and
obstetrics and gynecology. Many
medical educators believe there
should be more interaction between
the basic and clinical sciences
throughout the four years of medical
school. This would allow students to
better apply information to clinical
care.
UK College of Medicine associ-
ate dean for academic affairs, Dr. H,
David Wilson, believes that several
factors led to the selection of UK.
“We have all the wols to do the job,”
he said, “We have a gifted and sensi-
tive faculty. We have an excellent
and highly selected student body. 1
think the Foundation was impressed
with this combination of a dynamic
leadershipand altruistic student body.
I also think they were impressed that
we have taken a lead already by intro-
ducing several innovative changes
into our curriculum.”

In 1989, the College became the
first medical school in the country to
introduce an accelerated family prac-
tice program, The program, designed
to recruit more family physicians,
allows students to complete their
medical education and training in six
years, instead of the usual seven. In
addition, the College was the first to
provide a problem based leaming
curriculum during the junior surgical
clerkshipin the clinical years without
having a problem based curriculum
during the pre-clinical study years.
The concept allows students to prob-
lem solve through interaction, rather
than by lecture,

The Robert Wood Johnson Foun-
dation was established as a national
philanthropy in 1972. Since then, it
has awarded more than $1 billion in
granis to improve healthcare in the
United States.

It's never
to go back

Growing numbers of people are
finding that it’s never too late 10 gel
their college degree. According to a
recent report, about six million stu-
dents 23 or older are enrolled in col-
lege the majority of them pursuingan
undergraduate degree. These older,
“nontraditional” students make up a
considerable 45 percent of current
enrollments at two- and four-year
colleges, says the Student Loan
Marketing Association (Sallie Mae).

The reasons for this college boom
among the non-traditional set are
many, according to Sallic Mae: to
keep up withtoughercarcer demands
—and tougher competition in the job
market; to develop the credentials to
change careers altogether; to com-
plete a degree program abandoned
carlier; and to undertake college
courses for self-fulfillment.

“While many such students attend
school part-time as they collect their
regular paychecks, they may in fact,
need — and qualify for — financial
aid,” says Sallic Mae Senior Vice
President Dennis A, Kernaham. “If
you're atlending or planning to at-
tend college and need additional fi-
nancial resources, check with your
school’s financial aid administrator
who will help you plan your financ-
ing program and outline various op-
tions available to you."”

Kemahan suggests that older stu-
dents bear the following inmind when
discussing financial aid options:

— 1o be eligible for federal finan-
cial aid — including grants, college
work-study and loans — students
must be enrolled in school at least
hali-time, which generally amounts
to at least six semester or quarter

— If you still have guaranteed
student loans outstanding from your
prior coursework, and are repaying
those loans, you may be eligible to
defer payment on them. Similarly, i
you have borrowed under the supple-
mental PLUS loan program 1o help
send your own children o school,
those paymentsalso may be deferred
while you are in school at least half
time. Be sure, however, 1o keep
making timely payments until you
have obtained the lender’s approvai
for deferment.

— If you take out a loan, make
sure that you pay careful attention to
your ability to repay it. For example,
if you’re making a carcer change,
make sure that the new carcer (which
may not pay more than your current
job) can support loan payments, t0-
gether with any other payment obli-
gations youalready have, or are plan-
ning to incur, such as home mort-
gage, car payment, even helping send
your own children through college.

— Investigate carefully the pri-
vate loan plans available, too, which
can provide supplemental or altena-
tive financing to the federally-spon-
sored loan programs. While these
plans typically have higher interest
rales than the federally-sponsored
programs, many of them have fewer
need requirements.

— Finally, shop carefully for your
student financial aid programs.

EKU To Dedicate Roy Kidd
Stadium This Saturday

Eastern Kentucky University will
formally dedicare Roy Kidd Stadium
tomorrow, September §, during cere-
monies prior 1o the EKU-Central
Florida game.

A crowd of 20,000 EKU football
fans are expected for the 7:10 p.m.
dedication ceremony and 7:30 p.m.
season-opening football game,

EKU’s first game also has been
designated “Richmond-Madison
County Chamber of Commerce
Community Night" Reserved seat
tickets at the gate are 38 for adults
and $5 for general admission seating
for students.

EKU's Board of Regents voted in
January toname the stadium in honor
of Kidd, who begins his 27th season
as the Colonels® head coach.

The regents recognized Kidd as
“one of the finest coaches in the
United States” and noted that he had
built and maintained an exceptional
football program at Eastern “without
compromising his personal integrity
or that of the University."

“Coach Kidd hasplaced the proper
emphasis on the overall development
of EKU's student athletes, and his
students succeed in the classtoom as
well as on the playing field,” said
EKU president Hanly Funderburk.
“We hope that Colonel football fans
throughout the state will join with us
in honoring this fine man and out-
standing football coach.”

Roy Kidd Stadium is part of the
Hanger Field and Robert B. Begley
Building complex, a unique, archi-
tecturally designed academic athletic
center. The nine-story structure pro-
vides seating on its slanted roof for
16,000 football spectators, An addi-
tional 4,000 bleacher scats are lo-
cated across the field.

Since the facility opened in Octo-
ber 1969, Kidd’s teams have com-
piled a 103-16-1 record at Hanger
Field, including a 34-game winning
streak from 1977 to 1983 and a 27-
game winning streak from 1985 10
1989.

“When I began my coaching ca-
reer at (Richmond) Madison High
School, | dreamed of someday being
named head coach at Eastern,"” Kidd
said. “As the head coach at Eastern, I
dreamed of conference and national
championships.”

“Our successes have resulted from

having a dedicated coaching staff,
players who were committed to our
program, and outstanding support
from the University and our fans,” he
said.

“This honaor is a tribute to every-
one who has worked so hard for so
long to build a tradition of football
excellence for Eastern.”

The 58-yearold Corbinnative and
former All-American quarterback at
Eastern was named head football
coach at his alma mater in 1964. His
26 Eastern teams have compiled a
208-77-8 record, won 11 Ohio Val-
ley Conference championships and
camed two NCAA Division I-AA
national championships.

Kidd is the OVC's all-time win-
ningest coach, and he ranks third
among active Division I and I-AA
coaches. Only 14 coaches have won
200 games or more, and only 10 have
won 200 games at one school.

Kidd guided the Colonels to
NCAA Division I-AA nationalcham-
pionships in 1979 and 1982, and his
1980 and 1981 cams were national
runners-up. Kidd-coached teams won
OVC championships in 1967, 1968,
1974, 1976, 1981, 1982, 1983, 1984
and 1988. The Colonels shared the
conference title in 1986 and 1987,

His coaching honors at Eastern
include NCAA Division1-AA Coach
of the Year in 1980 and 1981; Ohio
Valley Conference Coachofthe Year
in 1967, 1974, 1976, 1981, 1982,
1983, 1988; Lexington Herald-
Leader Sportsman of the Yearin 1981
and 1982; Kodak District 3 Coach of
the Year Division I-AA in 1983;
Kodak District IV Division IT Coach
of the Year in 1967, 1974 and 1976.

Prior 10 being named head coach
at Eastern, Kidd compiled a 54-10
record during six years as head coach
atRichmond's Madison High School.
His teams compiled a 27-game win-
ning streak, during which they went
14 consecutive games without being
scored on. In 1961, Kidd was named
the state’s Coach of the Year and his
team was top-ranked in the state all
season, He served as an assistant
coach at Morehead State University
in 1962 and at Eastern in 1963,

Kidd is married to the former Susan
Purcell of Richmond. They havethree
children: Marc Kidd of Lexington,
Susan Kidd Kuhl of Louisville and
Keith Kidd of Tempe, Ariz.

COMMISSION APPROVES NEW
CRAPPIE, BASS SIZE LIMITS

New size limits on crappie and
bass were approved for several major
lakes during the August meeting of
the Kentucky Department of Fishand
Wildlife Resources Commission,

Effective January 1, 1991, there
will be a 10-inch minimum size limit
on crappie at Kentucky and Barkley
lakes. A 15-inch minimum size limit
on largemouth and smallmouth bass
will take effect January 1 at
Paintsville, Buckhorn, Fishtrap and
Carr Fork lakes. Yatesville Lake, to
beginimpoundment during the spring
of 1991 in Lawrence County, wil'
also be under the 15-inch minimum
size limit for largemouth and
smallmouth bass.

Other commission action taken
regarding fishing included legalizing
tickling and noodling in the main
stem of the North, MIddle and South
Forks of the Kentucky River. All
commercial fishing was banned in
the Mud River in Logan County,
effective January 1, upon request of
the Kentucky Department of Health.
Fish in the Mud River have been
found contaminated with Polychlori-
nated Biphenyls (PCBs) and/or chlor-
dane

The next quarterly meeting of the
Fish and Wildlife Commission will
be held December 3-4 at the Depart-
ment central office, four miles west
of Frankforton U.S. 60. Commission
action (voting) will take place De-
cember 4. All commission meetings
are open 1o the public.

KENTUCKY WATERFOWL
SEASONS SET

Kentucky’s 199091 waterfowl
season opens statewide on Thanks-
giving Day and continues through
the four day holiday period, Novem-
ber 22-25.

Hunting for ducks, coots and
mergansers resumes December 12
and continues through January 6,
1991. The daily bag limit is three
ducks which may include no more
than two mallards (no more than one
female mallard or black duck), two
wood ducks, one redhead and one
pintail or either sex. Canvasbacks
may not be taken.

In addition to the daily duck bag,
15 coots and five mergansers {only
onc may be a hooded merganser)
may be taken per day. The possession
limit is double the daily bag, Shoot-
ing hours are one-half hour before
sunrise until sunset.

Goose hunting resumes statewide
December 1 and continues through
January 31, 1991, however, the sea-
son may close early in the Westemn
Waterfow! Zone if Canada goose
quotas are filled before the last day of
January. Fulton County will remain
open for Canada goose hunting
through February 4, unless the Bal-
lard Reporting Area quota (28,000) is
reached before that date.

Shooting hours are one-half hour
before sunrise until sunset except in
the Western' zone where shooting
hours cease at 3 p.m, from December
1 through January 26. Shooting until
sunset will be allowed during the four-
day November season and the lastfive
days of January, should the season run
that long.
