Waste law draws fire, defense 
An ordinance to control the flow of 

solid W'dSte in Floyd County has drawn 
fire from a member of the county's 
medical community who contends 
the stature could effectively put High­
lands Regional Medical Centcroutof 
business. County Allorncy Jim 
Hammond has disputed that claim. 

Dr. John Boswell, a pathologist at 
HRMC, said Tuesday that the pro­
poscdordmance, whichrcceivedfmt­
reading approvaJ Monday from the 
Floyd County Ftscal Court. would 
"cost (Highlands Regional) $8 mil­
lion a day" in expenses associated

with disposing of the hospital's 
medical waste. 

Boswell refmed to a section of Lhe 
p-oposed ordinance which establi.<;hed 
fees for pennitt.ed facilities, pointing 
specifically to a suggested charge of 
$1,000 per ounce for "all hazardous 
wasle ... processed. disposed, stored, 
transported or treated ... " under per­
mit guidelines. 

Boswell said Lhe hospital produced 
about 500 pounds of"red bag" medi­
cal waste per day and that, under the 
provisions of the proposed ordinance, 
the fees associated with handling that 

waste wouldtotal$8 million per day. 
"If you can'tdisposcofyourmedi­

cal wast.c cheaply and effectively," 
Boswell said, "lhen the hospital is 
going to go broke." 

Highlands Regional administrator 
Clarence Traum said Tuesday that 
the HRMC board had not reviewed 
the proposed ordinance and he would 
make no comments on Dr. Baswell's 
interpretation. Traum added that Dr. 
Boswell was not an official spokes­
man for the hospital. 

County Attorney Jim Hammond 
disputed Dr. Boswell's interpretation 

of the ordinance Tuesday, indicating 
the law would not affect Highlands 
Regional unless the hospital was in 
the waste disposal business. The 
ordinance would, however, restricl 
within Floyd County the operation of 
Medisin, Inc.,a private medical waste 
incineration company owned by 
Conso)jdatcd, Inc., the parent com­
pany for HRMC. 

Hammond added that alternative 
disposal services, which could trans­
port medical wasle out of the county, 
were available to local hospitals and 
be said those services would not be 

affected by the provisions of the 
ordinance. 

In a special meeting Monday, 
members of the Floyd County Fiscal 
Court unanimously approved fmt 
reading of the solid waste manage­
ment ordinance. The Jaw was 
amended from an original draft, al­
lowing exceptions from enforcement 
to coal companies which operate 
waste facilities or store, transport or 
treat ash that is a byproduct of burn­
ing coal. Those companies may be is­
sued an exemption from the law by 
the fiscal court.

The man was described as approxi­
mately 5 feeLS inches tall, weighing 
approximately 150 pounds. 

The robbery is being investigated 
by Kentucky State Police Detective 
James Stevens, with assistance from 
troopers Eddie Crum and Scott Ha­
zelett. 

High court 
upholds Floyd 
trial decision 

TI1e Kentucky Supreme Court 
refused to grunt a new trial in the 
murder conviction of a Dwale man 
found guilty in the November 1988 
stabbing death of a Prestonsburg man. 

Michael Crisp, 24, of Dwale was 
found guilty of murder in the stab­
bing death of Ricky Hall, 33, of 
Prestonsburg in November 1988. Hall 
was found over a hill atJohnsBranch 
in Maytown w•thover30stabwmmds 
to his body • 

Attorney C. Gerald Martin, who 
filed the appeal on behalf of Crisp. 
clasmcd reversible error in the trial 
coun'sadmission of evidence, which 
allegedly was not furnished as re­
quired by a prctriaJ discovery order, 
and in the court's refusal to instruct 
the jury on lesser charge of man­
slaughter. 

Theappcal,tn part. stemmed from 
statements made by Crisp lO Elmer 
•·sutch" Lafferty that he killed Hall. 

Crisp's attorney asked before the 
tnal that Cnsp be provided with any 
statements allegedly made by him to 
Lafferty

The bus, driven by Michael 

Compton, was uansporting students 
from Clark Elementary, Adams 
Middle School and Prestonsburg High 
School when the right rear tire of the 
vehicle reportedly came too close to 
the edge of Lhe road, causing Lhe 
shoulder to slip. 

"The driver got alil1le close to the 
edge and the shoulder just gave way 
with him," said Floyd County Trans­
portation Director Earl Ousley. "I'd 
say the bus slid with Lhe shoulder for 
at least 30 feeL before it sUpped on 
over. He did a good job keepmg u 
from sliding over, he tried to hold it 
on the road." 

Several of the children on the bus 
were reportedly taken to local hospi­
tals following the accidenL Only 
minor injuries and abrasions were 
reported in connection with the mis­
hap. 

Parents of children involved in the 
accident were initially disturbed by 
reports that the 71-passenger bus was 
transporting more than tOO children. 
State police however, estimated that 
between 60 and 70 children were on 
the vehicle. 

Transportation director Earl 
Ousley estimated that Lhe number of 
children on the bus was, "somewhere 
in the mid to upper 60's". 

Michael Compton, the driver of 
the bus, reportedly inflamed a pre­
existing shoulder injury in the mis­
hap. but was otherwise wtinjured. 

The accident is under investiga­
tion by Trooper Mike Thorpe of the 
Kentucky State Police.

Test scores rise, 
rankings decline 

Floyd County studentS showed an 
improvement in basic skills tests 
scores last year but Floyd County 
Schools dropped in its state ranking 
from 154 in 1989 to 162 this year out 
of 177 school districts. 

Scores rose from 47.2 to 49.3, 
with themostdtamatic improvements 
shown in grade three. Third grade 
scores rose from 46. ?last year to 50.3 
this year, according to a news release 
from Superintendent Ron Hager. The 
group which showed Lhc least im­
provement was tenth grade students. 

Higher test scores were attributed 
to the "effort of both teachers and 
administrators" to improve educa­
tion and student achievement in Floyd 
County, Hager's statement said. 

"There's a lot of room for im­
provement." said Board Vice Charr· 
man James Duff, when the scores 
were announced last week. "The 
scores are up but we need to improve 
them.''

opmion, Commonwealth Attorney 
Jerry Patton sent a written response 
stating that no oral or written state­
ment was made by Crisp,. 

"At trial, however, the Common­
wealth informed the jury in opening 
statement that .Lafferty would dis­
close highly incriminating statements 
made by appellant at or ocar the scene 
of the crime," the opinion said. 
"Subsequently, Lafferty was permit­
ted to testify fully." 

The appeal also claimed Crisp was 
prejudiced by the commonwealth's 
violation of discovery orders by its 
failure to produce copies of labora­
tory teslS and relevant photographs 
as ordered by the court. 

Denial concerning the statements 
to Lafferty and failure to produce test 
results and photographs was based 
on two reasons: "First appellant was 
well aware of the statements he made 
to Laffeny. Second, reference to the 
statements appellant made to Laf. 
ferty appeared in the police report, a 
fact conceded by appellant at trial 
and in his brief," the opinion said. 

Crisp's final appeal that the court 
should have given the jury instruc­
tions for a conviction of a lesser of­
fense was also denied. 

"An instruction should not be 
given. however. if it would be clearly 
unreasonable, considering the evi­
dence as a whole, to make a finding 

thereon," the opinion said. "Appel­
lant suggests that because he and the 
victim had been drinking dunng the 
day and evening before the crime 
wascommiued, an instruction on f1rst 
degree manslaughter with extreme 
emotional disturbance was called for. 

"From our review of the evidence, 
we are persuaded there was no error 
in the trial court's refusal to give the 
requested instruction," the opinion 
said. 

Although the appeal was denied, 
the supreme court blasted the actions 
of the Floyd County Commonwealth 
Attorney's office. 

''This court is astounded by the 
slipshod manner in which the com­
monwealth responded to discovery," 
the opinion said. "We have repeat­
edly reversed convictions and ad­
momshed Commonwealth's Attor­
neys to refrain from deliberate or 
negligent violation of the rules and 
orders relating to discovery. 

"Rarely, however, have we seen a 
violation as flagrantas this one. In the 
face of such conduct, the Court is 
tempted to summarily reverse the 
conviction and order a new trial to 
reiterate our views in this respect," 
the opinion said. "Nevertheless, we 
are required by the provisions of CR 
61.01 to disregard any error which 
does not affect the substantial rights 
of the parties, the application ofwbich 
is appropriate here." 

The opinion went on to say, 
"Despite our displeasure with the 
manner in which the commonwealth 
responded to discovery orders, we 
are persuaded there is no substantial 
possibility thercsult would have been 
different." 

Hall, along with Crisp and Laf. 
ferty had left the Wildcat Lounge in 
Prestonsburg on November 14,1988, 
enroute to Tony Murdock's trailer in 
Maytown, according to the opinion. 

The men SlOpped at John's Creek to 
changedriversand/or to relieve them­
selves before proceeding to the trailer. 
Crisp and Hall exchanged words and 
Hall left with Crisp following him, 
the opinion wd. Crisp later re[Umed 
alone and told Lafferty he had lcilled 
Hall. 

Crisp then went to Murdock's 
trailer, changed clothes and asked 
Lafferty to burn the clothes he had 
been wearing.

Kentucky Commissioner of Agri­
culture Ward "Butch" Burnette an­
nounced today thal the referendum 
held at the request of the Kentucky 
Corn Growers Association passed by 
56 percent majority of those voting.

Think about how many times you 
have seen people stmin their necks as 
they passed a car wreck hoping to see 
some blood and brains splattered on 
the highway. 

Have you ever seen the crowds 
that gather when fire and rescue offi­
cials have to drag a lake or river for 
the body or a young person? 

It happens. To me it is a great 

States, 23 states have statewide ini­
tiative.

It can increase political participation 
and give people more of a voice in the 
political process. Initiative counter· 
balances the power of special interest 
groups and slJ'Cngthens lhc system of 
checks and balances whtch is vital to 
the democral1c process. 

Opponents believe that initiauve 
weakens the reprcsemauve fonn of 
government nnd that voters are nOl

Parents should know that the 

National Childhood Vaccine Injury 
Act of 1986 (Public Law 99-660) 
created a fedcml vaccine injury 
compensation program which 
provides compensation for children 
who were injured or died following 
OPT (diphtheria, pertussis, teta· 
nus), MMR (measles, mumps, 
rubella) or polio vaccinations. The 
program has awarded more than 
$56 million for vaccine injuries and 
death. 

But ~ts whose children were 
injured or died from a vaccination 
given before October 1, 1988 only 
have until October 1, 1990 to file a 
claim with the U.S. Claims Court in 
Washington, D.C. After that 
deadline, a lawsuit will be lhe only 
alternative for seclcing compensa­
tion. For more infonnation, caU the 
National Vaccine Infonnation 
Center, 703-938·DPT3. 

The center is appealing to 
Congress and President Bush to 
extend the deadline period. We 
should contact Senators Wendell H. 
Ford and Mitch McConnell and 
urge them to support legislation 
which will allow more parents to 
obt.ain financial support for 
children adversely affected by 
vaccines which keep so many of us 
Safe from disca.c;e.

Wayland council moves 
to control speed demons 

Wayland back alley speeders 
beware. The Wayland City Council 
voted Monday nlghtlO insUlll four of 
five speed bumps along a frequent! y­
used alley after citizens voiced their 
concerns during the regular council 
meeting. 

ReportS of fast drivers cruising 
the stretch, where ratlroad tracks were 
once located, and concerns about the 
safety of chlldren who play in the 
area prompted the council Monday to 
approve lhe speed bumps. Speeders 
who test then engines down Main 
Street in Wayland reportedly used 
the alley to keep Police Chief Gary 
Francis at bay. 

"They would come down Front 
Street and then they would go up the 
back alley,'' Francis told the council. 
.. By the time I got to one place, they 
would be at the other. It's just 1.00 
much for one man to keep up with." 

After discussing the pos.sibi liLy of 
digging ditches across the road or 
erecting a "dead man", a through­
traffic battier, midway between ei­
ther exit on lhe road, the council 
opted for the speed bumps. 

In other business, citizens com­
plained about the condiuon of the 
city's stdewalks but the council ap­
parently cannot perform any repairs 
to improve lhe condiuon. The side­
walks are mcluded in the deeds of 
homeowners, making itprivateprop­
erty, according to Mayor Hobert 
Webb. 

Other complaints included a 
clogged culvert ncar the post office 
which causes water lo back. up in the 
road; water seepage from clogged 
ditches behind the old railroad tracks; 
and the lack of a proper sewage sys­
tem for most of the town's residents. 

Webbexplaincdhchasbcentrying 
to get assistance to deal with the 
town's sewage problems but has so 
far been unsuccessful. 

"We just don't have the money 10 
build a sewage treatment plant," 
Webb said. "If everybody in Way­
land raised enough Cain, we might be 
able to do something about it." 

Delinquent taXes were also a con­
cern for the council With some prop­
enyowncrsreportedlyowing lOyears 
of back taxes. 

"Our taxes are so low, everybody 
should be able 10 pay them," Webb 
said. "Wtth what we get in wes it 
wouldn't pay for the .strcet lights 
anyway .If we can keep our lights and 
policemen, we'll be lucky." 

WalandresidentMaryStcwarttold 
Webb it was not fair for some resi­
dents to pay their taxes and for others 
to ignore them. 

"It's JUSt not fair," Stewart said. 
"Why should one pay, when others 
won't pay at all?'' 

The counctl decided to investi­
gate the sttuation. 

Police Chief Francis asked Webb 

who theauxiliary policemen reported 
to or how they received orders. Francis 
said several of the policemen told 
him they would only take orders from 
Webb. 

"They said you hired them and 
they wouldn't take any orders from 
me," Francis said ... 1 just want to get 
lhis straightened ouL" 

"Well, if they can't work for our 
chief of police they don't need to be 
in," Webb said. ''They're working 
under you. I'd say they take orders 
from you." 

The council agreed. 
Approval was given to sell an old 

city vehicle which hadn't been used 
for over a year. Webbalsosaidplans 
arc underway to hircsomconeto keep 
the trash and weeds under control. 

The next scheduled meeting of the 
town council isOciOber l,at 7 p.m. at 
town hall. The public is welcome to 
at lend. 

Higher oil prices are 
likely to lead to 
higher heating costs 

The Middle East situation, com­
bmed v.1th the uncertainty of a colder 
than normal winter, will likely result 
in higher prices for home heating oil 
throughout lhe coming winter sea­
son. 

Kentuckians, alongwilh people in 
other parts of the US, experienced 
shortages and sharp price increases 
for propane and fuel oil last Decem­
ber. That month was recorded as the 
coldest in last 60 years. Only a 
warmer-than-normal January and 
February prevented major shortages. 

Home heating oil distributors did 
not have sufficient inventory to meet 
the unusual demand during the last 
year's weather. Previous mild win­
ters and low consumption trends on 
the pan of consumers caught every­
one unprepared. 

Both distributors and consumers 
are encouraged to be prepared for lhe 
likelihood of an extended situation in 
the Persian Gulf and colder than 
normal weather. 

Possible fuel shortages due to the 
Middle East crisis and the resulting 
higher prices could be felt far lese: by 
Kentuckians who can purchase home 
heating fuel now to meet thc1r needs 
for theco;ningwinter. By acting now, 
prices are likely to be cheaper, Ken­
Lucky Division of Energy officials 
advise.

Hager says in prepared statement : 

Settlement not an admission of guilt 
In a prepared statement issued last 

week, Floyd County school superin­
tendent Ronald Hager contended that 
a federal court settlement between 
the county board a former school 
transportation director Edward Pat­
Lan Jr. wao; negotiated to save the 
expenditure of school funds. Hager 
said the settlement was not an admis­
sion that Patton's civil rights had 
been violated. 

Both parties agreed last Wednes­
day in federal court Patton would 
recei"c a $75,000 settlement plus up 
to $1,800 in costs and no adverse 
statements would be placed in his 
personnel file. Patton filed the fed­
erallawsuitlastyearclaiming he was 
not re-hired for the 1989-90 school 
year for exercising his right of free 
speech by actively campaigning 
against board member Dr. Mary Hall 
in the 1988 school board election. 

Thepreparcdstatementmaintains 
Patton's First Amendment rights of 
freedom of speech and freedom of 
association were not violated and a 
seUlement was negotiated in order to 
avoid any money being spent out of 
school funds if the jury had awarded 
a settlement in Patton's favor .

"The board and Patton agreed to a 
settlement, without the board admit· 
ling an)· liability," the statement said. 
"In other words, although the board 
and Superintendent Hager continued 
to claim they had not violated any 
rights of Ed Pauon,lhc board agreed 
to settle m order to avoid the board 
being exposed to having to pay out 
any money that could otherwise be 
spent for school purposes." 

C.F. Byron, a Mo~mt Sterling at· 
tomey who represented the board, 
said the settlement would be paid 
through an insurance policy. 

Hager's release also expressed 
disappointment that Dr. Hall was not 
able to testify against statements made 
by Fred Hall and Larry Foster Stumbo 
that Hall had sent a message to Patton 
to "get in line" concerning the school 
board election. 

"She (Dr. Hall) felt that she could 

have shown, without question , that 
the statements attributed to her by 
Hall and Stumbo were misrepresen­
Ultions," the release said. "She de­
nied specifically sending Swmbo, or 
anyone, to Patton to tell him 'to get in 
line' in the schoot board race." 

In an unusual statement, Hager's 
statement said the board was "en· 
couragcd" by testimony given by 
Former Superintendent Ray Brackett 
nnd witnesscsJoyceReynolds Blade· 
l1um, Rudolph Lewis and Ned Bush. 

"The board members who partici­
pated in the defense, Chairman (James 
D.) Adams. and Dr. Hall, and Super­
' ntcndcnt Hager wereencouragcd that 
the testimony of former Supcrinten· 
dent Brndceuand the testimony given 
by witnesses Blackburn, Lewis and 
Bush had proven of substantial help 
in their case," according to the state­
ment "For example, Superintendent 

Brackett, in reading a commendation 
which Patton had relied on '3S a big 
part of his case, was used to show that 
the 'commendation' actually applied 
to the performance of the part of the 
transponation department run by 
Jesse Morton." 

However, Brackeu testified that 
he felt the commendation from the 
SUlte Department of Education was a 
joint effort between Patton and Mor­
ton. While under cross·cxamination 
at the trial, Brackett acknowledged 
the commendation, which was ex­
amined line for line, pertained to 
Morton's duties in the department 
but he continued to express he felt it 
was a joint effort between the two 
men. 

"The board expressed relief that 
the matter was over and felt even 
stronger about the remaining cases," 
Hager's statement concluded.

Each contams bolh 
pohshes and waxes - polishing 
agents that smooth lhe surface w1th 
mild abras1ves and waxes that de­
poSita thin, uansparent film to create 
gloss and prov1de repellency. 

Whatever kind of polish you use, 
1be careful to apply and buff the 
compound accordmg to the 
manufacturer's instructions. Keep the 
pohsh off vanyl and glass because it 
may cause damage. Automakers 
recommend buffing by hand: electric 
polishers can buff too hard and dam­
age the surface. 

And remember, when you've fin­
ished applying that shine. Drive your 
car wjth pnde. Consider it "elbow

Kentucky Supreme Court 
holds up ''landmark'' ruling 

The Maytown Homemakers will 
meet on Thursday, Sept. 20 at7 p.m.

Campbell as hostess. A Kentucky Supreme Court rul­

ing, upholding the murder convic­
tion and death sentence of a Louis­
ville man, is a "landmark" decision 
according to the Kentucky Attorney 
General Fred Cowan, whose office 
argued the case on appeal. In voting 
6 to 0 to uphold the 1986 murder 
conviction and death sentence of 
Victor Dewayne Taylor, the Court 
allowed the confession of co-defen­
dant George Wade to be used as evi­
dence to convict Taylor. 

Cowan says it marks the first time 
in the Uniled States that a state ap­
peals court has allowed a criminal 
defendant to bedireclly incriminated 
by a co-defendant's confession. He 
says the issue has not been addressed 
yet by the US Supreme Court. 

The case involves the 1984 rob­
bery, sodomy, kidnaping and execu­
tion-stylemurderoftwo 17-year-old 
Louisville high school students, Scott 
Nelson and Richard Stephenson. 
They were abducted from a Louis­
ville fast-food restaurant after they 
became lost on their way to a high 
school football game. Their bodies 
were later found bound and gagged. 

The separate trial ofWade, result­
ing in a life sentence, inspired the 
enactment by the 1986 General As­
sembly of the Truth-in-Sentencing 
law, whercbyjuriesarenowinformed 
of a defendant's prior criminal rec­
ord. 

Taylor's subsequent trail took 
place in Lexington on a change 
venue because of extensive prelrial 
publicity. He was convicted of two 
counts of murder, kidnaping, and first­
degreerobberyandonecountoffirst­
degree sodomy. The triggerman in 
both murders, Taylor, received two 
deaths sentences on the basis of eye­
witnessaccountsof his abductions of 
the victims at the restaurant as well as 

incriminating remarks he made to 
other witnesses. Taylor also was sen­
tenced to consecutive 20-year tenns 
for the robbery and sodomy. 

Wade's confession to police indi­
cated that Wade and Taylor kidnaped 
and robbed the two studcnLc; and that 
Taylor killed the victims for fear they 
would identify him. 

Although Taylor will likely ap­
peal to higher courts, Cowan says the 
state court's ruling is an important 
step in the process. "The murder 
these two teenaRcrs was a senseless 

and brutal crime and the evidence 
against the perpetrators was over­
whelming," Cowan says. "I'm just 
pleasedforthefamiliesofthe victims 
and for our system of justice that the 
state's highest court upheld this con­
viction and sentence."

Pitino Comes To Floyd County; 
Talks Basketball, UK Future 

While University of Kentucky 
head basketball coach Rick Pitino 
made a stop in Prestonsburg for an 
appearance at Worldwide 
Equipment's Customer Appreciation 
Day, the Floyd County Times had an 
exclusive interview with the man 
who is rebuilding Kentucky basket­
ball at UK. This is the first of a three 
pan series on that interview. 

WewanttothankCoachPitinofor 
his courtesy to us and to Terry Dot­
son, Ron Hooker and the good people 
at Worldwide Equipment who made 
all of this possible. 

In February of 1989, news broke 
of possible NCAA violations in the 
University of Kentucky basketball 
program because of a mail packet 
that somehow "mysteriously" carne 
open in transit and supposedly con­
tained $1,000 in cash addressed to a 
previous recruit's father. The allega­
tions prompted an NCAA investiga­
tion of Eddie Sutton's (then head 
coach) program at UK. Several vio­
larions were cited by the NCAA in 
.uerr conclusion that UK was guilty. 
Three years of probation followed 
the investigation and Sutton, under 
pressure, resigned as head coach. 

So, a search began, headed up by 
new Athletic Director, C.M. New-

ton, for a new basketball coach. That 
search ended when New Y orlcKnicks 
coach Rick Pitino announced tbat he 
would be leaving professional bas­
ketball for the land of Bluegrass and 
Kentucky basketball. 

The rebuilding process began, but 
not without further loss of personnel. 
Gone was Sean Sutton, son of Coach 
Sutton; LeRon Ellis. transferred to 
Syracuse; Chris Mills, now at Ari­
zona; and Eric Manuel, still looking 
for a school but with little hope of 
ever being able to play again. 

Returning was a group of role 
players. No "stars",justrole players. 
Hanson, Miller, Farmer, Pelphrey, 
Feldhaus, Davis and three walk on 
players. Mission: impossible! So it 
seemed. Enter Rick .Pitino, and at 
season's end the Cats were 14-14 
when the basketball world was pro­
claiming no more than five victories. 
Credit the motivatiogpowerofCoach 
Pitino. 

''This basketball program is. not 
all that difficult to rebuild as people 
think it is," said Coach Pitino when 
speaking of the future of UK basket­
ball. "Everybody thought we were 
devastated. We may have been in 
physical size and experience, but ~ol 
in spirit If you build any foundauon 
you need to start from spiril." 

Coach Pitino said that the UK 
basketball program has come back 
and will come back quicker than 
people think. "We hope to be back in 
theNCAAtoumamentnextyear,"be 
explained. "We can do it., certainly 
we can. We need a few breaks here 
and there." 

Pitino says that next year's Wild­
cat schedule will be better for his 
squad. "This year we have 13 home 
games. Next year we will have 15. 
We will be dropping North Carolina 
and Kansas from our schedule and 
adding lhe NIT and possibly Ohio 
State at Riverfront Coliseum. That is 
something we are working on right 
now." 

Pitino stated that some of the best 
basketball fans in Kentucky are from 
Eastern Kentucky. 

TheUKcoachspokeofhowbeing 
limited in the number of scholarships 
hurt UK. "What it did for us, we 
could not get a shooting guard be­
cause we were limited in scholar­
ships," heexplaine<l"Theonly sanc­
tions we have on us now is we can 'l 
play in the NCAA tournament this 
year." UK will return to its full schol­
arshipquota this fall. However, three 
of those are committed.

Former Actress Enjoys The 
Challenge or Competitive 

Fishing 
For Fredda Lee, life has been a 

senes of challenges, and while those 
challenges have laken her from lhe 
telev1sion lights of New York to the 
gliti.Cr of Hollywood movies, she 
enjoys the challenae of competitive 
bass fishmg the most. 

Lee, a member of the Johnson 
Outboards Pm Staff, has traveled 
throughout the United Swcs m her 
different careers, but today she's 
happ1est when fishing Old Hickory 
Lake near her home in Nashville. 

"J really have lived in two differ· 
ent worlds,"' Jaughs Ms. Lee. an At­
lanta native who left Hollywood in 
1974 and began fiShing professional 
basstoumamentsforwomen in 1982, 
'bul surprisingly, there are sunilari­
Lies between acting and fishing." 

"Both take tremendous concen­
trauon,and m thatrespectl'dhave to 
say acung helped preparemefor fish· 
mg," 

Concentration has always been 
easy for Lee. As a fashion model and 
then television actress she used self­
hypnosis to develop her own act, m 
which she could remain absolui.Ciy 
motionless for long periods of time. 
The act was so popular Lee appeared 
on numerous I.Cievision programs. 
including'TheMikeDouglas Show;· 
"What's My Line," "The Dating 
Game" and many others. 

The television stardom led her to 
Hollywood where she appeared m 
two mov1es, mcluding "Spinout." 
stamng EIVJs Presley. She turned 
down several roles because she did 
not approve of them, and a few years 
later left show business for ,~tood. 

"When I was growmg up ncar 
Atlanta," explains the Johnson pro, 
"fishmg was a family ncuv1ty for us 

J caught myfirstfi~h when I was five, 
fishing with my father m an alumi­
num JOnbc:r.it on Lake Lanier, and 
nlso Fort Loudon Reservorr ncar 
Knoxville. 

••1 misse-d that in show business 
and wanted to get back to it," 

AftermovingtoNa.shvillcin 1974, 
Lee encountered another set of occu­
pational challenges - ini.Crior de­
sign work for the country music tn· 
dustry. She succeeded, as usual, put­
ting together exh1bits in the two 
Country Music WaxMuseumsas well 
as designing the enure J1m Reeves 
Museum. 

As soon as she moved to NMh· 
ville, Lee began fishing Old Hickory 
Lake, and in 1982 she began profcs­
sionaltoumamem fishing. 

"The greatest parallel I see m 
tournament fishmg and acllng is the 
need to developmental stamma," Lee 
says ... In acting you remember lmes, 
and in fishing you remember plares 
and experiences." 

"1 can pull into a cove or creek I 
haven't fished in a year or two and 
remember exactly where and how I 
caught bass there before, or how the 
structure is locai.Cd. I think I'm very 
fortunate." 

Although her professional tourna­
ment schedule keeps her extremely 
busy, Lee still manages to spend a 
great deal of time speaking to church 
and school groups about the benefits 
of outdoor recreation, especially fish­
ing. She gives dozens of talks each 
year. 

"Because mv careers have taken 

me in such d11terent d1recllons, J can 
definitely see the advantages of out­
doorrecreationandoccupations,"Lee 
e:'(plains. "Since I began senous bass 
fLShing eight years ago, I haven't 
m1ssed show business at all.'' 

PITCHING LURF...~ ADDS 
VI<:RSATILITY 

TO YOUR FISHING 
If you want to become a better 

bass fisherman, learn to pitch your 
lures ntther than cast them. 

Thnt's the adv1ce from top tourna­
ment pro Denny Brauer, a former 
B.A.S.S. Angler of the Year, a 
member of the Evmrude Outboards 
Pro Staff, and one of the span's top 
lure phchr.rs. 

.. A pitch is simply a technique to 
present a lure to a bass more effec­
tively," says Brauet. "In its most basic 
form, a pitch is an extended flip, and 
is used when fi hare m hard to reach 
places, such as undet O\"C.rbanging 
limbs or boat docks." 

The type of rod used for pitching, 
spinning orcasting, isn 'tcritical, says 
Brauer, but having a longer rod in the 
6 1/2-footto 7 l/2·f00l range is. The 
extra length produces the added dis· 
tance in pitching. 

"To make a pitch," explains the 
Evinrude pro, ''put your reel in free­
spool, and pull about six feet of line 
off the rod tip so you can hold the lure 
with your hand. Point the rod down­
ward toward your target, then swing 
the rod upward by snapping your 
wrists. 

''As you do this,tum the lure loose 
so centrifugal force sends the lure out 
toward the t.argcL Jdeally,the trajec­
tory of your lure will keep it close to 
lhe water so it docsn' t make a big 
spla'lh when 1tlands." 

"With practice, you'll be able to 
consistently put a lure into a coffee 
cup at 30 to 40-feet." 

Pitching is easier to perform than 
to explain, laughs the fonner Mis­
souri guide, and most anglers should 
be able to mas1.er it m a few days. 

"The real value of pitching comes 
in clear water where you spook bass 
if you get too close to them," Brauer 
points out, "and a normal cast lands 
too loud. With an underhand p;itcb, 
you can drop a lure with pinpoint 
accuracy and with hardly a ripple." 
Pitch~~~~ valuable when bass 

Mfeouts ~rotected by overhang­
ing brush and limbs. A normal cast 
will send a lure into the uees, but a 
pitch will take the lure underneath 
those obstacles. 

"Pitchingcanbealsobcusedwhen 
there aren't any obstacles," Brauer 
adds. ''It's less tiring than overhand 
casting, and it's also faster. Some of 
the pros use pitching almost exclu­
sively when they're fishing brushy 
shorelines or in nanow creeks." 

Practically any lure can be pitched, 
says Brayer, but the most commonly 
u!>edarepla'lticwormsforwarmwater 
and jig/pork combinations in colder 
water. 

"If you' rc serious about your bass 
fishing," Brauer says, "you owe it to 
yourself to learn to pitch. The tech­
nique will ndd a lot of versatility to 
your lure presentations, which in tum 
w:illlead 10 more bass."

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Ticks makes mountain hike a tragedy 
A camping !rip to the woods is 

something that almost all American 
families plan sometime in their lives. 
Y ct this pleasant experience can tum 
into a roal~ragedy if the ingredients 
are not just right 

The most important actor in this 
ssd story is not the mountains, or the 
water ur the people. It is the lick. 
That's right, a small, biting, insect­
like animal called a tick. Ticks nor­
mally attach themselves to warm­
blooded animals and in the process of 
sucking their blood, may infect the 
host animal with a disease carried by 
the tick. In this case the disease is 
Rocky Mountain Spotr.cd Fever or 
RMSF. 

RMSF is a disease which is found 
in both the Rocky Mountain states 
and the areas of Maryland, Virginia, 
the Carolinas, Georgia. 'Kentucky, 
Indiana, Illinois and Tennessee. The 
dise;ase is normally found in wild 
animals and birds. dogs and even lhe 
licks themselves. It does not harm the 
lick, however, it can be transmitted 
from an infect:<! animal to a human 
by the bite of the tick. 

People usually come in contact 
with infected ticks while walking in 
wooded areas where the infected ticks 
and animals live. It takes about one 
week for the person who has been 
bia..m by the tick to develop the 
sympiOms. They includefever,head­
ache, muscle aches, skin rash and 
sometimes delirium. The charac~-
istic rash which gives the disease its 
name is found first on the extremi­
ties. The hands,fec~ ankles and wrists 
are involved rU'SL The rash spreads to 
the rest of the body from there. 

If the disease is not tteated it can 
be fatal. Fortunately treatment. espe­
cially if it is early in the disease, can 
bequitesuccessful. Antibiotics, such 
as the Tetracycline. are very effec­
tive against the organism causing the 
illness. This genn is called a rick­
ettsia. It is not a virus or a bacterium, 
but is in that same general class. 

The best way to handle this dis­
ease is to avoid il That does not 
necessarily mean you have to avoid 
the woods or stop camping. But it 
does mean getting rid of any ticks 
you contact during your excursions. 
After any 'Walk in grassy or wOOded 
areas where ticks live, a close inspec­
tion of your body is a musL 

Particularly you should pay atten­
tion to places where clothing ends. 
such as necks, wrists, waists and 
ankles. If movir ~ ticks are spotted 
they should be ... uickly but gently 
removed. If the Jck has already bur­
rowed into the skin with its head, do 
not squee1.e il and tear it away. 
Remove ticks with at wcezers. Ticks 
should be searched for even if it has 

been several hours since your ~po- be tucked into boots or socks, and 
sure to them. An important step in shirtsshouldbetuckedunderbelts.If 
preventing these infections is to use 
protective clothing such as long- you do return from a lick infested 
sleeve shirts and long pants, and to area ar.d have Lhc signs Cir S)mpiOms 
use sprays and lotions \\hich keep of skin rash, fever and headache, ' 
bugsawayfrom humans. Pants should r.ontact your doctor immedfutely.

This weclc (Sept. 9·15) is National 

Resident Right's Week. According 
to Mary Anne Ball, district ombuds­
man, "Everyone who enters a nurs­
ing home has the right to be treated 
with dignity and respect and a great 
many times this is being violated by 
the staff or by other residents. It is 
only through publicity that we can 
make the publicawnreoftherights of 
a nursing home resident and that there 
is someone who they can contact if 
there is a complainL" 

The following is a summary of 
rights for residents in a long term care 
facility taken from House Bill217 
which became law in 1978.lt is pro: 
vided by the Kentucky Cabinet for 
Human Resources, Division for Ag­
ing Services Long-Term Care Om· 
budsman Program. 
BEFORE you are ndmitted ton 

long term CJtre f1tcility .•. 
• You must be fully informed, in 

writing, of all services available. A 
copy of these services with your sig­
nature must be kept by the facility in 
your personal file. 

• You mustbegivenfull informa­
tion of all your responsibilities and 
rights. You must acknowledge these 
rights and responsibilities in writing 
and the facility must keep a copy of 
your acknowledgement in your per­
sonal file. 

"' You must be given, in writing, 
full information of all service charges 
when you are admiued and quarterly 
during your stay. Your original writ­
Len acknowledgement of these 
chargesmustbekcpt bythefacility in 
your personal file. 

AFTER you more in ... 
• You must be treated with con· 

sideration, respect and full recogni­
tion of your dignity and individual­
ity, including privacy in treatment 
and in care of your personal needs. 

• You must be free from mental 
andphysicalabusc. Youmustbefree 
from physical and chemical restraints 
except in emergencies and except for 
specified and limited time. These 
exceptions must be thoroughly justi· 
ficd in writing and documented in 
your medical record by a physician. 

• You have the rightlO be suitably 
dressed at all times and given assis· 
tance when needed in maintaining 
body cleanliness and good groom­
ing. 

• You may keep and use your 
personal clothing unless by doing so 
you would infringe upon the rights of

It contains paintings, artifacts and 
conflicting written impressions of 
Kenwck"Y'smost fnmouspionocr. The 
exhibit demonstrates that Boone was 
seen as a noble savage, a fighting 
frontiersman and an agent of civi li1.a· 
tion. 

Following the tour, participants 
were treated to five lectures dealing 
with various topics relating to 
Kentucky's frontier era. Elizabeth 
Perkins, a graduate student at North· 
west University, noted that histori­
ans write history with a selective 
vision. Every historian is influenced 
by the time in which he lives. 

Traditionally. Kentucky history 
has been wnttcn from the pcrspccti \ e 
of Anglo-American males. Women 
and African-Americans have been 
largely ignored, v. hilc lndinns arc 
seen as mere obsUlclcs to settlement. 

The Kentucky frontier was a zone 
of cultural interaction involving 
blacks. whiles and Indians. Outside 
forces helped to shape the dynamics 
of settlement. While most people 
identify Daniel Boone as the typical 
frontiersman, there was no typical 
frontier experience. Historians must 
do a better job at informing the gen­
eral public ofthc wide variety oflife­
styles that existed on the frontier. 

Expanding upon this theme, Theda 
Perdue, a professor at the University 
of Kentucky attempted to destroy 
mythsaboutthelndians in Kentucky . 
Native Americans lived in Kentucky 
at least 10,000 years ago and occu· 
pied a large number of sites over a 
considerable period of time. 

When Anglo Americans began to 
move into Kentucky during the Eight· 
eenth Century, Indian groups were 
using the region as a hunting region. 

Indian leaders frequently signed 
treaties giving away lheir rights to 
land in Kcnwcky, but such lrealies 
were only binding on the individual 
chief rather than the entire tr1be. This 
resulted in a considerable amount of 
confusion. 

Marion Lucas of Western Ken­
tucky University reminded the audi­
ence that African-Americans played 
a significant role in settling the Blue­
grass state. 

A slave helped to guide Daniel 
Boone across the mountains on one 
of his early exploration trips. Black 
slaves fought along side their whnc 
masters in defending frontier settle­
ments again_t Indian raids. By 1800, 
about 4 1,000 African-Americans 
lived in Kentucky.

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Historical Society pointed out that 
Kentucky was seuled by families, 
rather than by lone pioneers. While 
the adventures of frontiersman like 
Daniel Boone are well-known, the 
lives of frontier women have been 
neglected. 

Fortunately, historian John Shane 
interviewed a large number of piO­
neer women during the mid-Nine­
tccnthCentury. These women tended 
to emphasize the cooperation that 
existed within frontier communities. 
Rarely did they express diSCOntent 
with their lot in life. 

Archaeologists have only recently 
aucmpted to flll in the gapsofknowl­
edge aboul early settlement in Ken­
tucky. Recent excavations at Fon 
Boonesborough produced few ani· 
faclS, indicating that the early pio­
neers brought few goods with them 
and made maximum utilization of the 
goods they did bring. The distance 
between postholes seems to indicate 
tl1at the stockade was not very sturdy. 

As Kentucky approaches the bi-
centennial of statehood, it is appro· 
priate that its citizens remember the 
founders of the commonwealth. 
Thousands of men and women 
crossed the mountains into Kentucky 

during theeraofDanicl Boone. Each 
had hiS/her own story. Each contrib­
uted to the creation of this suue in a 
very special way.

Although the median family in­
come increased for first-time 
homebuycrsduring the second quar­
ter, the purchasing power of this 
population remained well below that 
of repeat buyers, as increasing home 
prices and mortgage rates under­
mined housing affordability, the 
Natibnal Association of Realtors 
reported recently. 

NAR's First-Time Home Buyer 
Affordabillty Index measured 72.9 
for the second quarter of this year, 
indicating the typical entry-level 
buyer had nearly 73 percent of the 
income needed to qualify to buy the 
typical starter home. This compared 
with an index of 73.0 in the previous 
quarter and 71.0 during the same 
pcnod one year ago. 

"The good news for first-time 
home buyers during the second 
quarter was that the conditions fac­
ing them did not deteriorate relative 
to the median family income," said 
NAR President Norman, D. Aynn. 
"However, there still persists a sig­
nificantly lar~ gap between the 
purchasing power of first-time buy­
ers and repeat buyers." 

The index shows the ability of 
renters, who are primepotentialfirst­
time buyers, to qualify for a mort­
gage on a starter home. The prime 
first-time median income represents 
the typical income of a renter family 
with wage earners aged between 25 
and44.Halftherenterfamilieseamed 
more and half earned less. · 

During the second quarter, the 
median income of prime first-time 
buyers was$23,368, rising$245, from 
the first quarter. However, the typi­
cal first-time buyer would need an 
incomeof$32,061-$8,693 higher than 
the median income-to qualify for 
conventional financing covering 90 
percent of a home priced at S81,800, 
the median starter-home price for 
the quarter. The index is based on 
mortgage qualification requirements 
for privately insured financing. 

Based on the second quarter's 
entry-level affordability conditions, 
a prime first-time buyer would qual­
ify to buy a home priced at about 
$59,600. 

The change in first-time home 
buyer purchasing power between the 
first and second quarters resulted 
from an increase in the median starter 
home price, an increase in the me­
dian income of the first-time buyer, 
and an increase in the interest rate 
used to calculate the index. The 
starter-home price rose $300, from 
$81,500 to$81,800duringthesecond 
quarter. The median income rose 
$245, from $23,123 to $23,368during 
this period. 

The effective, or closing, interest 
rate used in the index rose from 10.04 
percent to 10.15 percent. The closing 
rate consists of the contract rate plus 
fees or points paid at settlement. 
However, the additional charge of 
private mortgage insurance raised 
that interest rate to 10.40 percent.

The 72.9 index for firl\t·timl' buy­
ers was 29.9 percent lower than 
NAR'~ composite I louo:lng Afforda­
bility Index, which mc<~surosafforda­
bility for all buyers of existing homes. 
Thecompositelndcxmcasurcd 104.0 
for the second quarter. 

NAR Chicl Economist John A 
Tuccillo said there ~ plenty of 
smaller urban markets with lower 
cost housing and growmg economic 
bases that Will continue to attract 
first-time home buyers because of 
easier access to home ownership. 

"However, anhclpatcd incrcares 
in mortgage rates due to the crisis in 
the Middle East will slightly worsen 
overall affordabillty conditions for 
first-time home buyers, forcmg them 
either to be more inventive, if pos­
sible, or postpone their plans to get 
into homeownershlp,'' Tuctllo :;aid. 
He added that first·timc home buy­
ers critically need the continued re­
inforcement of the gowrnrnl'nl to 
help them into homcowncrship. 

There is a proposal in the Senate 
housing bill, which passed in June, 
that would alter the f-ederal Housing 
Administration's mortgage insur­
ance program by incrmsing a home 
buyer's closing costs. This change 
has been proposed In order to keep 
theFHAsolvcnt.Howevcr,thismovc 
could reduce homcown('fShip m thiS 
country by up to 100,000 families 
each year. 

Aynn said thcassoaation strongly 
supports an attcmatlvc amendment 
introduced by Reps. Bruce Vento, 0-
Minn.,and Thomas Ridge, R-Pa., that 
would keep fHA solvent., but not 
limit FHA's accessibility to prospec­
tive home buyers.
