Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt
Thompson received permission from
the Floyd County Board of Educa-
tionat Wedne:ay s meeting, tomake
periodic, una ounced sweeps of the
county's high schools with Dingo in
an effort 10 keep drugs out of the
school system. Thompson was
granted permission 10 search any
grade schools that may also have a
drug problem.

“Everyoneisaware there are drugs
inthe school system,” Thompson said.
“It"s not just Floyd County. IU’s eve-
rywhere. We want 10 rid our schools
of the problem."”

A similar program in Carter
County has been very successful in
keeping drugs out of the school sys-
tem, Thompson said. Drugs in the
Carter County school system have
been “virtually eliminated.”

The sheriff was given authority,
without any prior notification of the
school principal, board members or
any school system officials, to con-
duct a search of school premises.

“This is primarily an intimidation
factor,” Thompson said. “This will

into the schools, They won't know
when we're coming and most won’t
take a chance of being caught.

Dingo is trained to sniff out mari-
juana, ice, crack, cocaine and a host
of other illegal drugs. The dog will be
allowed to patrol the entire school
grounds, including student lockers
and parked cars, checking for any
contraband, If the dog has a reaction
indicating the presence of a drug, the
sheriff's department will search out
the onigin of the scent,

“This could be a deterrent to stu-
dents from bringing illegal substances
to the school,” said Superintendent
Ron Hager,

Shenff Thompson, along with
Kentucky State Police Trooper
Ghomer Prater informed the board
that D.ARE. (Drug Awareness
Resistance Education) programs will
beimplemented in fifth grade classes
in all Floyd County schools. Assis-
tance from the KSP, Prestonsburg
Mayor Ann Latta and the sheriff’s
office will provide enough trained
officers to implement the program in
all schoals, Thompson said.

“This 18 a 17-week prevention
program,” Trooper Prater told board
members.

What is a floppy disk? Whatis a
hard disk? Do some disks hold more
than others? For the answers Lo these
and many other mind boggling ques-
tions, please read on.

today we have three main medium
for storing information. The 5 1/4
inch floppy disk, the 3 1/2 floppy disk
and a hard disk. Let's talk about each
in turn,

The term “floppy disk™ is one of
those amazing descriptive terms that
abound in this age of generic labels,
Inside its protective shell, the floppy
disk medium is floppy, that is flex-
ible,and isa wide, flat disk. The disks
are stamped out from side rolls of the
magnetic medium like cutting cook-
ies from dough. The wide rolls com-
position is the same as that of record-
ing tape, a plastic substrate on which

a magnetic oxide is bound. Unlike
tape, however, all floppy disks are
coated with magnetic material on both
sides.

Floppy disks have been made in
sizes form 12-inches down o two
inches.Only three of these have ac-
quired acceptance in the PC commu-
nity; 8-inch, 5 1/4-inch, and 3 1/2-
inch. Bigger came first, but as tech-
nology has advanced, the 3 1/2 inch

disk will now hold more information
than the larger 5 1/4-inch oreven the
8-inch floppy disk.

This would probably be a good
time to inform you that just because
the 3 1/2-inch has a hard protective
cover, it is not a hard disk. The disk
inside is still as floppy as ever, only
the cover has changed. We know
these as hard shell floppy disks, But

what then is a hard disk?

A hard disk is just that, the disk is
hard. Although there are many dif-
ferent materials used to make the
hard disk, they are usually pressed
from sheetsof aluminum. Inside each
case of the hard disk we will find
from one o many platiers or hard
disk. Although the hard disk can be
external we usually find our hard
disk inside the computer and hence
we may never know it is there unless
we either take the top off of the
computer or as “dos” if it is there.

Once you have a hard disk, you’ll
wonder how you go along without it.
After you've used a hard disk, a per-
sonal computer won’t seem like a
computer to unless it is equipped
with one,

Selective Service system is 50 years old Sunday

The Selective Service System is
cclebrating its golden anniversary
Sunday. This small federal agency,
best know for the drafting young men
intothe Armed Servicesduring times
of war, turns 50 years old Sept. 16.

The modern-day Selective Serv-
ice System was responsible for pro-
viding manpower 1o the military
during World War 11, and the Korean
and Vietnam conflicts. Since the
agency'sinception in 1940, more than
15 million young men have been
inducted and well over 100 million
have registered, The last draft ended
in 1973, and today, men are only
required Lo register with the agency.
But the System is prepared to reacti-
vate the draftat amoment’s notice, if
ever given the go ahead by Congress
and the President in a crisis,

The tradition of military conscrip-
tion in America predates the Revolu-
tion, but it wasn't until the months
priortothe US entering World Warll
that the military draft mechanism was

agency. Itwason Sept. 16, 1940, that
President Franklin Roosevelt signed
the Selective Training and Service
act, creating thecountiry s first peace-
time draft.

In July 1980, because of studies
and exercises indicating reduced
military readiness with the Selective
Service System in deep standby, and
with the Soviet invasion of Afghani-
stan, President Jimmy Carter revital-
ized the agency. Once again registra-
tion became a national requirement
forall young men age 18 through 25,
and since 1980 nearly 25 million

young men have registered.

Young men must register within
30 days of their 18th birthday at any
local post office. Failure to register is
a felony punishable by a fine of up to
$250,000 and/or up o five years in
prison. Men who fail o register as
required are ineligible for employ-
ment in the Executive Branch of the
federal governmentand the US Postal
Service. They are also ineligible for
federal job training benefits and

education grants and loans. Registra-
tion is also 4 prerequisite for many
state jobs and state benefits,

Site-based decision making

by Willie Elliott

The pew idea in ¢lementary and

secondary education is site-based

. Site-based manage-
ment gives much of the decision
making power to teachers, princi-
pals, parents and even students, This
‘new concept is based on the idea that
the people who will make mostof the
decisions are in a position 0 know
what is best for the students and the
‘community.

Last spring the schools of Floyd
‘County had a vote in which the facul-
ties voted for or against site-based
management. All schools were told
that the grade school and the high
‘school with the highest percentage of
teachers voting for this system, would
use the site-based management sys-
tem. Allen Elementary and Betsy
‘Layne High School had the highest

voting for this, and they

will be the pilot schools using this

decision-making method.

AtMcDowell High School approxi-
mately 80 percentofthe faculty voted
for sile-based management, Even
though that was not high enough to

‘earna pilot program, the teachers and
principal, Robert “Bob” Hall, have
begun a system in which leachersare
allowed to make some of the deci-
sion. As with all rules, this group
must operate within state and board

The gronp has resolved several
problems by using this system. The
group approved a policy on tardiness
that works better for both the princi-
pal and the teachers. This palicy is

within board guidelines and really
keeps the children in class more than
the old rule. Sometimes leachers will
make tougherdecision on themselves
than the principal will. McDowell
teachers voled 1o stay on campus
until the last bus has run, Last year
only a few teachers would stay for
this time frame.

Teachers have different reasons for
staying, butmost of the reasons seem
10 center on the ideas of helping siu-
dents or getting ready for the next
school day. Alberia Turner gave this
as her reason for staying: “Slaying
after school until the last bus leaves is
an expression of professionalism. As
teachers, our first responsibility is to
‘he there” for the students. Person-
ally, the time can be used to plan,
organize, relax, wind down, caich up
— whatever! This would be an excel-
lent time for parents to visit,”

Janet Bowling, who teachers home
economics and is faculty advisor for
several clubs, gave this reason for
choosing to stay: “Since not all stu-
dents work at the same pace, some
may need extra time to catch up on
final details of projects or assign-
ments. The extra thirty minutes cian
provide this ime. My club members
will find this time invaluable as well
forcompleting their tasks. I feel good
knowing they may not have 1o miss a
class in orderto geteverything done.”

The person who would seemingly
lose more in this system is the princi-
pal, but he seems 10 support the idea
more than some of the leachers, Here

ishow Bob Hall sums up hisideason
site-based management and why he
is advocating its use; “Of course I
favor shared responsibility.

Natural resources engineering,
Fellon says, is “conservation engi-
neering” o enhance agricultural pro-
duction, o protect the environment
and 10 prevent pollution of the ground,
air and waler,

Structurcs and environmental en-
gincering is the design and environ-
mental control of buildings used to
grow plants or animals, Shearer says.

Perry Jones, a graduate student
from Bourbon County, chose power
and machinery because, he says, the
increasing  sophistication of farm
equipment “offers some real interest-
ing challenges.”

He wanis to be involved in the
design of machinery “that’ll be a real
benefit Lo the farmer, help him do his
job casicr, faster and better.”

Chris Ampfer, also agraduate stu-
dent, chose natural resources engi-
neering because of his interest in
environmental issues.

A graduate of Campbell County
High School, Ampfer says he hopes
to apply the knowledge he has ob-
tained at UK working with waste
disposal systems, particularly
landfills.

“It’s a hot issue at the moment and
it's probably going to get alot hotter.
1 think there'll be plenty of opportu-
nities when I get out.”
