Wethington as president of the Uni­
versity of Kentucky drew a mixed 
response from the faculty and ad­
ministration at Prestonsburg Com­
munity College. Reaction from the

siasm to skepticism. 

Wethington headed the commu­
nity college system for nine years 
before becoming interim president in 
December. Following his election a~ 
the 10th president of the University 
of Kentucky. Wethington said he was

Growth in the community colleges, 

according 10 an unnamed source, 
"came from an increase in student 
cruollment and the effons of the fac­
ulties to build their programs - not 
from Wethington's administration:· 

Those who were concerned ex­
plained that their skepticism was not 
based on Wethington's lack of a 
scholarly background ... We just feel 
that a good management background 
does not guarantee Wethington will 
make a good university presidenL" 

While several voiced hesitant 
enthusiasm for Wethington's elec­
tiOn, the majority expressed accep­
tance. Many instructors suggested 
that Wetl1ington had been very re­
ceptive to new ideas. "We expect 
him to have a positive impact on the 
dcvclopmcntofPCCprograms," said 
Division of Social Sciences Chair 
Thomas ~tijasic. "Wethington is 
very scns1tive to the needs of stu­
dents from Eastern Kentucky." 

For the future, Campbell recom­
mended .. everybody has expressed 
their opinion and fought their battles. 
Now it is over and we need to return 
to making UK everything it should 
be."

As candidate for school board member in district 
number 1 I am the lone opponent of the incumbent who 
is the board chairman and the power behind the present 
administration.

ProfessionaJ Pccfonnance: 
One of the critical responsibilities 

of a school board is to select a super­
intendent. The school board exer­
cises authonty primarily lhrough its 
superintendent The board must be 
kept infonncd through its superin­
tendent. The board must be kept in­
formed by the superintendent of the 
needs, conditions, achievements and 
progress of the school system. In 
addition to measuring professional 
performance, board members must 
also evaluate educational outcomes. 

Interpreting Needs: 
School boards must interpret the 

school district's needs. programs and 
accomplishmems for the community 
and interpret the community's needs 
and aspirations to the superintendent 
and staff. In this way. school boards 
serve a dual role of representing both 
the schools and the community. As a 
public trust. the local school board 
must look into the community, find 
out what citizens want and provide 
clear channels of communication 
between the community and its 
schools. Boards need to sense and 
influence public opinion about the 
direction and function of their schools. 
They have moral and legal obliga­
tions to communicate the reasons for 
their actions. Needed improvements 
cannotbemadeuntilpeopleareaware 
of those needs. Problems will not be 
solved until people become aware of 
the problems. It is important to dis­
cuss openly the strengths and weak­
nesses of the schools.

ORGANIZATION AND 
AUTHORITY OF SCHOOL 

BOARDS 
Kentucky has nearly 900 school 

board members. which makes them 
the largest body of elected officials in 
the state. Each school ill strict is under 
the managementand control of a five­
member board of education, except 
Jefferson County and on occasion 
other merged disuicts, which have 
seven. 

Board members are elected to four­
year terms. School boards have gen­
eral control and management of the 
public schools in their district. They 
may establish schools and provide 
for courses and other services needed 
for the promotion of education and 
the general health and welfare of stu­
dents, consistent with laws govern­
ing school di~tricts in Kentucky. The 
state board of education is one source 
of the laws which boards must con­
sider when managing locaJ districts. 

Only the actions of a board of 
education in legally held meetings 
have authority. Opinions and actions 
of the individual board members have 
weight only as they contribute to the 
official decisions of the board. The 
individual board member has a voice 
and a vote at board meetings, but 
outside of !he meetings, is a private 
citizen with no more authority over 
the schools than any other citizen. 

Individual board members are 
viewed by the public as representa­
tives of a the schools. Many people 
gain most of their information about 
the schools from personal contacts. 
Board mem hers in particular must be 
aware that their position lends weight 
to what they say.

The Kenwcky Division of Waste 
Management has sent to the Cooksey 
Brothers Landfill in Boyd County a 
notice of intent to revoke its solid 
waste disposal permit The notice is 
the beginning of an administrative 
process that could result in !he revo­
cation of the company· s operating 
pc.rmiL 

The notice, delivered recently, 
identifies three reasons for the ac­
tion: the acceptance of solid waste 
from sources not pennitted. namely 
Philadelphia, Pa., Scioto County, 
Ohio, and Kanawka County, W.Va.; 
the misrepresentation of infonnation 
on reports the landfill operators are 
required to prepare; and, finally, the 
refusal to disclose information opon 
request about an apparent change in 
ownership or management of the 
landfill. 

All are violations of Kentucky 
waste management regulations. 

The notice opens a 30-day period 
during which any parties interested 
in an adjudicatory hearing to contest 
this action may make such a request. 
It is expected that such a hearing will 
be requested.

ing with a number of Kentuckians to 
celebrate the reopening of Locks and 
Dams 5 through 14 on the Kentucky 
River for the remainder of theyear's 
boating season. 

This event was attended by many 
of those who hold a speical affection 
for the Kentucky River and recog­
nize its importance not only for rec­
reation, but more importantly as the 
water supply for over 600,000 Cen­
tral Kentuckians, who have depended 
on these structures for over one 
hundred years. 

Unfortunately, the very existence 
of these important locks and dams 
are now in peril due to their deterio­
rating condition and state of disre­
pair. 

The structures are in such a condi­
tion that over $3.5 million of imme­
diate repairs need to be done-- just to 
keep the structures from falling in the 
water. If any of the pools are lost, the 
consequences for the water supply 
would be immediate and dire. 

Re!.-ponsibility for the maintence 
of these vital structures was addressed 
in a memorandum of understanding 
between the Commonwealth and the 
US AnnyCorpsofEngineers. Under 
Lhe agreement, the orderly transition 
of operation andmaintenancerespon­
sibility of the locks and dams to Ken­
tucky was to occur in October of 
1989. 

The understanding clearly com­
mitted the Corps to perform major 
mainlence on the structures before 
the transfer took place. However, it is

Resoondiru: to a medjcal emereency; 

A matter of life and death 
Thts year, an estimated 90 mil­

l ion, one out of three, Americans will 
experience a medical emergency se­
rious enough to need a visit to an 
emergency deparunent. Those emer­
gencies will come in aU forms from 
heart attacks to auto accidents, bee 
stings to broken bones. They will ef­
fect people of all ages, all races, rich 
or poor from cities, suburbs and rural 
areas. 

For most, the emergency expen­
cnce will have a happy ending. For 
others, a tragic one. And the differ­
ence between the outcome is meas­
ured in the actions and precious 
moment<; people take in responding 
to the frrst signs of an emergency. 

Emergencies doesn't give warn­
ings. They happen suddenly when 
least expected, and often in circum­
stances that make an effective re­
sponse difficuiL They happen in 
homes, on highways, in work places 
and during recreational activities. 
They happen to loved ones and 
complete strangets. You could find 
yourself 10 either role. You could be 
the vicum, or the person on the spot, 
having ro respond. 

Even though emergencies come 
unexpectedly, you can be prepared. 
Take the case of the preparations 
made for injuries at sporting events. 
People and systems are in place, 
trained and equipped to expect the 
worst. 

To an extent, the average family, 
workgrouporamateucsportsorgaru­
zation can adopt the same thinking: 
Be prepared for the worst Learn how 
to respond and keep important aids 
where you can get at them quickly 
when you need them. 

Nowadays, families and work 
groups often plan and rehearse for 
emergencies. They make sure every­
one in dte group knows what steps ro 
take and in the right order, namely 1) 
keep calm, 2) assess the emergen~y 
and its seriousness, 3) apply first md 
with the use of correct procedures 
and supplies, 4) make the patient 
comfortable, and 5) call for help. 

Rudimentary training in frrst aid 
is valuable. After all, if one out of 
three people w1ll experience an emer­
gency in one year, chances are every­
one will sooner or later be in a posi­
tton to apply first aid. And, training 
programs are available through fl!e 
departments, emergency rescue un1ts 

and various community organiza­
tions, not the least of whtch are the 
Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts. 

Keep a frrst nid gwdebook or other 
reference material handy in a loca­
tion known to everyone in lhe house­
hold or work group. Pamphlet~ nnd 
posters are available free of charge 
from hospitals, phystcinns and drug 
stores. Keep coptes an your glove 
compartment and with your athletic 
gear, as well as at home anti work. 

Take a few moments with family 
members, people at work and recrea­
tion friends-especially those with 
whom you hunt, hike, go boating or 
ride motorcycles. Discuss how you 
will react to nn emergency. Agree 
upon worst·case situations and how 
you will respond indivtdually and as 
a group. 

Time is always critical and mo­
ments become precaous an life-threat­
ening situations. A quick, positive 
response includes measures to get 
professional help as soon as possible. 
Keep emergency phone numbers 
handy and jot them on f ll'St aid mate­
rials and the cover of your phone 
book. Ambulance servJccs arc the 
most Bppropriate for medical emer­
gencies. They are manned by tnuned 
paramedics who can apply "second 
aid" while transporting the patient to 
the nearest hospital emergency room. 

It's helpful to understand cmcr­
gencyroom procedures. Whether you 
are the victim or accompanying 
someone you may need to provide 
infonnation for emergency udmis· 
sions: 

1. Name, address and phone 
number of victim and nearest rela­
tives. 

2. Name of family physician. 
3. Insumnce infonnation or ID 

cards for Medicare or Medicaid. 
4. Be prepared to sign a consent 

release permitting physicians to pcr­
fonn emergency procedures such ns 
surgery. 

To help people become bcucr 
acquainted w1th emergency proce­
dures, Highlands Regional Medical 
Center is sponsoring various nctivi­
ties in support of Emergency Medi­
cal Week, September 16-20, includ­
ing an Open House on Sunday, Sept. 
23 between the hours of2 and 4 p.m. 
Visitors will receive free first aid in· 
fonnation materials, familiari1.ation 
with procedures, meet emergency 
room staff and tour the facilities.

From now to the middle of Octo­
ber I call "tying up l.he ends" time. 
Too late lO plant anymore, but busy 
with late harvest of fruit and vege· 
tables. 

As things look at this time we can 
and should prepare for a visit from 
Old Jack Frost any night now. 1 be­
lieve this time of the year a gardener 
is busier than the spring planting 
season. 

Most of our garden products for 
this season should be harvested and 
stored by now. Mine aren't! Covered 
crops should have been sowed, nil 
weeds and morning glories tilled m. 
M.ine aren't! As soon as the ground 
dries the cover crop will be finished. 

If at all possible, late apples and 
pearsshouldbepickedindryweathcr. 
lC picked during wet weather they 
must be spread out to dry before 
boxing up lO store. Moisture encour­
ages roL Store all dry fruits in a well 
venlilaled area to prevent build up of 
the gases that speed up ripening. 
Check each container of fruit weekly 
for signs of moisture and rot. 

lfyouareplanningtosetoutshrubs 
and fruit trees l.his fall,l.hey should be 
ordered now- if you haven't yet. 
Dig large holes, water and mulch to 
encourage new roots before the 
ground freezes. 

Spring bulbs can be planted now. 
To extend theu blooms in the spring 
try planting them at deeper levels. 
Your bulb beds should be fertilized 
with bone meal and phosphate after 

l.hc bulbs are planted. Tulip and hya­
cinl.h bulbs should be kept in the 
refrigerator until cold weather has 
settled in. 

There is still time, I hope, to di· 
vide the center of rhe clusters as they 
generally have become woody and 
produced few, if any, flowers. 

Diggladiolusnow-dryandstore 
the large corns in a dry, frost-free 
cellar or shed. Dahlias need slightly 
damp peat moss or ant-free saw dust, 
maconlainerlinedwith black plastic 
forstomge. 

I leave my cannas. gladiolus and 
dahlias in the ground under a heavy 
rn ulch over the cold winr.cr monthS. I 
dig them about every l.hree years to 
thin out and to discard old rotted 
bulbs. It saves me. a lazy gardener, a 
lot of work. yet I still have l.he flowers 
to enjoy. 

The one job I can no longer put 
off, is l.he polling, fertilizing and 
moving my house plants back inside.

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PCC Instructors share teaching ideas 
by Kathleeu Carron 
Contnbuting Writer 
Two instruclors represented 

Prestonsburg Community College at 
the Social Science Conference held 
in Lexington ScpL 13 and 14. The 
conference, coordinated by the Um­
vcrsity of Kentucky Community 
College System, was designed to 
allow teachers throughout the system 
to exchange teaching techniques and 
discuss issues and conc~ms facing 
their fields of study • 

Dr. Thomas D. Matijasic, chair of 
the Division of Social Sciences and 
Related Technologies at PCC, mod­
erated a panel on "Innovative SU"'dte­
gies in the Teaching of History." 

TI10mas P. Carroll, who teaches 
history at PCC, discussed his teach­
ing strategies, ''1 strive to help my 
studeniS picwre the past as some­
thing real and lively- to make the 
faded rich again." Carroll accom­
plishes this by incorporating read­
ings from various oulbidc texts -
including some novels with a theme 
of time travel - and by guiding the 
studeniS into an understanding of 
historical issues through clnss dis­
cussions. 

William T. Turner, a vctetan his­
tory teacher at Hopkinsville Com­
munity College, discussed several 
methods whtch helped students ex­
perience history. "My students go to 
grave yards. then to court records to 
piece together a person's history," 
explained Turner. "Before you know 
it. a name from an old gravestone 
becomes a real person with family 
and property. Then newspaper re­
search comes in, students can find 
out what was important to thatpesson 
-everything from styles of dress to 
how much they paid for bread." 

Both Carroll and Turner agreed 
l.tial a student's enthusiasm for his­
tory can be influenced by the 
instructor•s zeal. "I've always heard 
that teachers are frustrated actors," 
said Carroll. Or, as Turner satd, "you 

have to be willing to get up there and 
make a fool of yourself, tell jokes, be 
a storytcller ... anything to gel lheir 
ammtion and keep iL" 

Contributing to panel discussion 
was Daniel Mahan,an insLtUctor who 
creates costumed characters in his 
classroom to illuslrale issues in his· 
tory. All three panelists insisted that 
the use of media - such as vide· 
otapeS, filmstrips and movies- to 
replace lectureand discussion dimin­
ished the integrity of the instructor in 
the eyes of the students. "Never as­
sume your students arefoolish,"3aid 
Turner. ''They are very intelligent, 
each gifted in their own way, and 
they deserve your very best effort." 

Following remarks by the panel­
ists, the session was opened to the 
audience for commenL Most of the 
comments echoed the views of the 
panelists. with the strong consensus 
that teach~rs must take the responsi­
bility to provide lecture material that 
enhance the text "The students can 
read the book, so it doesn't make any 
sense fora teacher to read the book to 
them. You have to reach beyond the 
facts in the text and focus thcstudcniS 
on the issues at hand,'' said one par­
ticipant Othet"comments encouraged 
an emphasis on class discussion, 
"validate that student's presence in 
your classroom. Let them lcnow that 
their opinion is important to you." 
Added one participant, .. above all, 
students must not be allowed to soak 
up the material like a sponge- they 
must be encouraged lO analyze the 
subject matter by studying and test­
ing iiS arguments." 

Teresa Milon. a psychology 
teacher atPCC, also participated in a 
panel on "Innovative Pr~tices in the 
Teaching of Psychology." In addi­
tion to discussion new teaching tools, 
the panel concentrated on the devel­
opmenlofnewclassesin the commu­
nity college system. "It gave teachers 
an opportunity to gam information 
on techniques they may not have tried 

An "excellenf' band 

or have thought about Lrying," said 
Milon. 

Mllon related her development of 
Teaching Exceptional Learners, an 
educational psychology requirement, 
a class that is currently taught at only 
two other community colleges. "The 
emphasis has shifted to student field 
experiences,'' said Milon outlining 
the intentions of the class. 

Accordmg to Milon, students are 
cxp..."Cted to gain field experience by 
observing a special education pro­
gram. Students are expected to work 
with both the special education 
teacher and the special education 
child. Ttirough this contact, students 
are more likely to gain experience in 
working With different types of spe­
Cial education studeniS. 

Other developments the panel 
discussed included the inrroduction 
of computers into the psychology 
classroom. The panel explored the 
advantages of a computer program 
that might be able to simulate rat 
conditioning - effectively giving 
studcniS laboratory experience in the 
absence of laboratories. 

Utilizing the computer as a tutor 
with interactive programs that test 
the students know ledge and under­
standing of the subject matter. ln 
addition to laboratory simulation, 
computers can also proVIde students 
with experience in areas such as per­
sonality testing and dream interpr~ 
tation. The panel concluded that 
computers meet the needs of their 
curriculum while saving space and 
money. 

"Throughout the presentations and 
discussion," said Milon, "it is appar­
ent that psychology, like everyone, is 
using computers more." Milon con­
Linucd, "the real innovation seemed 
to be the use of field experiences in 
the classroom. As teachers, we all 
feel the need to get studeniS actively 
involved in whaL psychology really 
is."

Pikeville College repurchases building 
Pikeville College returned to its 

roots recently with the repurchase of 
the Pikeville Academy Building, the 
original home of Ptkevillc College, 
built in 1889. The building, which 
became Pikeville College Academy, 
a high school, after the college moved 
to its current location, was purchased 
from the Preservation Council ofPike 
county. which had buught it from the 
college in 1985. 

•'The Preservation Council bought 
thebuildmgwhen thecotlegewa<> not 
in a position to keep it up, and we 
appreciate the work they did to keep it 
from deteriorating,'' said College 
President William H. Owens. "The 
school is in a be Iter position now. und 
we are committed to maint.ainine the 
building until we can renovate it 
sometime in the tuture. The Academy 
building is the birthplace of Pikeville 
College, and we feel strongly about 
preserving iL" 

"The Prc..o.;crvataun Coundl is 
pleased that at was successful m keep­
ing the Academy from being demol­
ished," said Council President So· 
phia Hays. The Council mised 
$75.000 toward renovation of the 

building, she said, but unable to raise 
enough money to fully fund the 
project, decided to sell the building. 
"Since the Academy is the fu:-;t build­
ing of Pikeville College, it is only 
fitting that it be returned to the Col­
lege for preservation." 

Owens said the college is actively 
seeking donations tO help maintain 
the A eadem y. 

The three-acre lot on which the 
building site was purchased in 1888 
by the Ebenezer Presbytery of Ash­
land, for Lhe purpose of building a 
school to bring higher cducnLion 
based on Christian pnnciptes to the 
e<.L'itern Kentucky mountains. It was 
the first school to offer education 
past the eighth !,'Tade in Pike County, 

The original building, erected in 
1889, contained four classrooms on 
what is now Ute north end of the 
structure. By 1902, the building 
looked much as il docs today, with 
the addition of more cla<:srooms, a 
principal's office and a chapel. 

The coUege moved to iLo; hillside 
campus in the 1920:;, and the Acad· 
emy wa.<> discontmucd in 1957. The 
Academy building was named to the 

National Register of Historic Places 
in 1973. and is the oldest standing 
school building in Pi lee County.

Educational 
bcnefiiS include tuition, room and 
board, books and fees. 

The Congressman's provision 
authorizes the director of the Peace 
Corps to carry out the program. He 
added thal $2 million has been ini­
tially approved to the program's 
dcvelopme.'lt and implementation. 

"The Peace Corps represents an 
excellent opportunity for students to 
see the world and gain a real sense of 
personal accomplishment," Perkins 
said. "My provision grants thesestu­
dcniS two free years of college along 
with three years of civic participa­
rion.''

'Woman: A different voice' conference 
Four years ago, through a $2,700 

grant from theKenwcky Foundation 
for Women Inc .• a group of women 
faculty at Western Kentucky Univer~ 
sity organized the frrst Women's 
Studies Conference. 

There were very few such confer­
ences in the country. There are still 
only a very few. At places such as 
Radcliff, Converse, Chapel Hill, the 
lasttwoservingassites for the South­
em Association of Women Histori­
ans. 

WKU's first conference featured 
about 200 participants. Maybe two 
dozen papers were presented. 

This year's study conference 
expects about 700 participants, will 
feature 45 sessions, and offers 140 
presentations in the three-day pro­
gram Wednesday, Sept. 26 through 
Friday, Sept 28. 

Paper presenters will come from 
au across the country, from Berkeley 
to Maryland, for two reasons: be­
cause WKU'sconferencehasattained 
a reputation already as avante garde, 
and because they have a chance to 
speak to women's issues at a forum 
where a rare chance for commonality 
of discussion exists, can be shared, 
even celebrated. 

Dr. Carol Crowe-Carraco, a 
founderofWKU's Women's Sludy 
Conference, believe:; "Women are 
beginning lobe accepted in their own 
right.," and the growing annual con­
ferences are indicative of the schol~ 
arship lhatencompas:>es a wide range 
of women's subjects and issues. 

"I think movement is going away 
from tokenism, in appointments -
in general treatment.," said Dr. Crowe­
Carraco, a professor of history at 
WKU. 

PatriciaLockeU., an assistant pro­
fessor of social work in charge of 
promotingtheconference,saysmany 
of the sessions this year will speak to 
the effort "to promote the experience 
of women in life." 

"As a woman, l have seen that the 
effort to focus upon women's role in 
history has not been adequately ref­
erenced. This conference is an effort 
to do that." Crowe-Carraco said. 

Topics wiU cover countless sub­
jects -women, and the arts, health 
issues, writers, international issues, 
political issues, humor, self-idenity 
- the list is endless. 

A special luncheon Thursday will 
feature a keynote address by Dr. Pa­
tricia Hill Collins, associate profes­
sor of African-American Studies at 
the University of Cincinnati. 

She'sa popular speaker and writer, 
and has most recently published 
"Black Feminist Thought Knowl­
edge, Consciousness and the Politics 
of Empowerment."

Ifwearenot 
careful we will not have feeder 
systems for some of our high 
school teams. Osborne, once a 
strong football school, has 
dropped its program for Jack of 
players. All that is left in the county 
is Stumbo, Betsy Layne, Allen, 
Prestonsburg and the three Right 
Beaver schools that have com­
bined to fonn one team. 

There was a time when Martin, 
MaytOwn and Wayland had sepa­
rate teams. Less and less grade 
school players have any interest 
in football anymore. With the 
exception of Prestonsburg, which 
always has a strong grade school 
program, some of our schools 
barely have enough to field a team. 
Coach David Mosley of AU en puts 
together a consistently strong 
football team. These players along 
with those at Prestonsburg head 
for the high school at 
Prestonsburg. Allen Central, 
Wheelwright and Betsy Layne 
depend on what they can get from 
their feeder schools. 

A strong feeder system is vi­
tally important for a high school 
program. Ask any coach.
