It's not like thaL We didn'tknow the 
invasion had happened until we saw 
(Iraqi) tanks in lbe road. A soldier 
asked us for wa&er.'' 

The Badersretumed to the friend's 
home, a place which became his home 
for the tmt six Weeks 

While there Dr. Bader felt the pinch 
of a Un11ed Nations blockade of tbe 
country. 

"l persapally bad to stand m line 
two hours for bread," Dr. Bader said. 
"There (waen l) many shonages for 
tbe fust two weeks but now ll'saet· 
ling worse day by day.

they areopenfor01lly a few hours aact 
they are government nm ..._" 

Dr Bader said food $Upplies in 
K.uwan included nee, flour. laid 
and powdered mdk, addina tlall after 
lhe fmtlWO weeks aU food supplies 
bepn "geumg scarce." 

Dr. Bader said he wu in COIIIIICt 
with other wesumcn, aome Ameri­
cans. dwtng hiJstay Ill Kuwlitllld lie 
and bas family communica&cd willa 
u.s. Embassy officials. 

"My family was indoors all the 
time, for sax weeks, I sot out.ICWDI 
days," Dr. Bader said. '"The lpll'l· 
ment buildings were checbd aD &be 
time by the (Iraqi) mili&ary. Ouriplllt­
ment was notc~ed by &be military 
while 1 was there "

It appears that a special ses· 
sion of Kentucky's General As· 
sembly will be held in January, 
with solid waste disposal and 
drunk driving laws topping the 
legislative agenda. 

The January date was picked 
by Governor Wallace Wilkinson 
as an apparent compromise with 
lawmakers who had frowned upon 
a previOusly suggested October 
date for the special session. 

OCtober was no good because 
it came before the November 
election and many legislators 
apparently were concerned that 
they might suffer at the polls If 
they took unpopular actions In an 
OCtober session. 

Last January, if you will recall, 
legislators accomplished little 
during the opening days of the 
1990 General Assembly because 
they preferred to await the filing 
deadllnes ... to see who might run 
against them .•. before taking any 
meaningful action on meaningful 
legislation.

ing indoors for six weeks. 
"The kids played cards," he said, 

"and my wife listened to lhe radio. 
They never got out of the house, and 
we listened to the BBC(British Broad­
casting Corporation) every hour. lL 
was boring," Dr. Bader added, "but 
the neighbor kids would come, we 
would see other people in the same 
building, meet each other, console 
each olher." 

Iraqi LrOOps routinely conducted 
unannounced searches in Kuwait 
apartment buildings, Dr. Bader said, 
but lhe apartment where the Baders 
were staying was not searched. 

"A building next to where we were 
staying was searched," the doctor said, 
"and I personally saw some Ameri­
cans t.aken away. 

Whilehisfarnilyremaincdindoors, 
Dr. Bader ventured out of the apart­
ment building several Limes, travel­
ing to the Indian embassy where he 
began the process of changing his 
identity. 

An Indian by birth, Dr. Bader 
approached Indian officials at a make­
shift embassy set up in a Kuwaiti 
school and he told those officials he 
was a visitor and he had lost his 
passport. 

"Lost passports were not that un­
usual at the time," the doctor ex­
plained. "All foreign employees in 
Kuwait were required to leave their 
passportS with Lheiremployers. When 
the invasion happened, many of !hose 
employers left There were many lost 
passportS." 

Dr. Bader said lhe Indian govern­
ment issued him a "certificate of travel 
which said I was an Indian citizen." 
The certificate, he added, allowed 
him to move about the city with more 
ease. 

"There were checkpoints, literally, 
at each intersection and at the en­
trance to each house," the doctor said. 
"Your papers were checked at every 
one." 

During the first days after the Iraqi 
invasion, Kuwaiti resistence was 
fairly evident, Dr. Bader said. 

"There were repons on television 
oflraqi soldiers being killed and tanks 
being burned weeks after the inva­
sion," he said. "There was also one 
report of women and children who 
had been Jcilled while protesting. H 

After six weeks, an agreement was 
reached between the U.S. and other 
western nations and Iraq which led to 
the release of some foreign detainees. 
Dr. Bader's wife and children were 
among those allowed to Jeave the 
country. 

"So many people were allowed to 
leave each day," the doctor said. 
"When it was time for my family to 
go, we went to tbe spot where we 
were supposed to gather and buses 
took them to the airport. They carne 
out without any problem." 

But his farnily 'sdepacture did cre-­
ate problems for Dr. Bader. 

When his wife and children signed 
up to leave the country as Americans, 
Dr. Bader said Iraqi officials were 
made aware of the fact that Ameri­
cans and other foreign nationals had 
been staying in his friend's apart­
ment complex. 

The building was searched the next 
day by the Iraqi military. 

Evacuees, Dr. Bader said, were 
questioned about where they had been 
staying in Kuwait, and that informa­
tion led the military to search homes 
for any foreigners who might have 
stayed behind. 

"The military would surround the 
buildings," he added, "and system­
atically search every room, every 
closet" 

But Dr. Bader had not returned to 
the apartment that had been his home 
for the previous six weeks. Aware 
that Lhe building would likely be 
searched, he moved to another loca­
tion, staying with another acquain­
tance. 

"We had planned that once my 

family left," Dr. Bader said, "that I 
would not stay in that place. I got out 
that night and at 5:30 the next morn­
ing they (the Iraqi military) came and 
searched the building." 

After staying with the second ac­
quaintance for "three or four days" 
Dr. Bader and others made plans to 
leave the country. The escape route 
would take them to Baghdad, the 
capital of Iraq. 

The trip out of Kuwait went wil.h· 
out a hitch-at ftrSL 

Dr. Bader and others rented a car 
and hired a driver to take them to 
Baghdad, where they could catch a 
flight out of the country. 

But at one of the checkpoints on 
the road to Baghdad, Iraqi officials 
informed the group that they could 
not proceed in the rented car. 

"We were told Lhat a new law had 
been passed just two hours before," 
Dr. Bader said, "that required Lhe 
drivers of cars to be the owners. Our 
car was rented and our driver did not 
haveregisttalion papers. They would 
not let us take the car on." 

With their hopes of escape fading, 
Dr. Bader said the group located 
another vehicle, "a much smaller one 
which had us cramped for space," 
and the trip continued. 

"At one point our luggage rack 
broke, but the driver would not stop 
because there were repons of Iraqis 
looting cars stopped on the roadside.'' 

The trip to Baghdad, normally an 
eight-hour journey. took 15 hours. 

In Baghdad, arrangements were 
made to fly to Aman, Jordan. From 
there he returned to America. 

How does it feel to be home? 
"Like my boy (Mustafa) said 'gosh 

dad it feels good to sleep in my own 
bed.' It's hard to describe the feel­
ing," Dr. Bader said, "but it's getting 
back to normal now. It's just like 
freedom regained." 

Two enter pleas 
in circuit court 

Two men entered guilty pleas in 
Floyd County Circuit Court last week 
relating to drug and burglary charges. 

Ervin P. Ginther, who is currently 
serving time in Aorida, was flown 
back to appear in circuit court where 
he pleaded guilty to possession of a 
schedule three controlled substance 
and received a two-year sentence. 
Ginther was indicred in November 
1988 for possession of Tylen()l with 
codeine. 

Mike Keenes, who was scheduled 
to stand trial last Monday. pleaded 
guilty to second degree burglary 
charges for allegedly entering the 
home of Dermy Martin wil.h the in­
tent to commit a crime. Keenes re­
ceived a four-year sentence, 

Keenes was indicted in February 
along with Heath Brown. 

Final sentencing in both cases has 
been set. for October 12 in circuit 
court.

local business and industry leaders 
on career-oriented curriculum. 

Following Billips, Dr. James 0. 
Adams. a live-tenn incumbent. also 
suggested that renovation was a top 
prioritr for l.he system, but his plan 
for improvements lOOk a bricks-and­
mortar approach. 

Adams contended that a school­
building program was a top priority. 
noting lhal many school building." 
were beyond Lhe age of rcpatr. 

"Many of our buildings," Adams 
said, "are 50 years old and older, 
They are not conducive to good edu· 
cation and m3Jly are not safe for our 
children." 

Adams said education refonn laws 
would allow for rebuilding and he 
proposed that the school system adopt 
n structure providing for elementary 
Leaching in lc:indcrganen lhrough 
grade five; followed b)• middle school 
and high school programs. Adams 
admitted that his middle-school pro­
pos.'lls had not been embraced by 
other members of the board. 

Adams and Billips differed on plans 
to build a new high school to replace 
Prestonsburg High, wilh Adams 
supporung on-going plans to build 
the new school oulSide Lhe down­
town area. Billips said he preferred 
Lhatthc exisung high school be reno­
vated with excess construction funds 
to be allocated to other areas. 

The board is currently planning 
reconstruction of the city high school 
about four miles from the current 
loc~tion, on Route 114. 

Adams also differed somewhat on 
Billips suggestion that community 
involvement in lhe schools be in­
creased. 

"Involve the community in 

schools? It can be good, it can be 
bad," Adams said. 

"[f you come in united, with a 
workable proposal, it gets done," 
Adams adde{!. "If you come in disor­
ganil..ed. all you get is chaos ... 

Adams also noted thai he had 
"alw-.tys tried to cooperate on work· 
able projects" with school Par\!nt 
Teacher Associations(PTAs), buLhe 
said Lhose organizations should 
..organue the frrsl day of school." 

Responding LO questions concern­
ing tall mcreases proposed or imple­
mented by the school board, Adams 
said lhose measures had been man­
dated by House Bill 940. He said he 
didn't necessarily agroo wtlh all re· 
fonns inl.benew legislation but added 
that it was the law. 

"I am a law-abiding citizen," 
Adams said. "I do not break laws, I 
will comply with the law.'' 

Taking h.is turn at the podium, 
BjJ}ips said the three mujor problems 
facing the school system included 
low morale among teachers and stu~ 
dents, aging facilities and lhe trans­
portation of students. 

''Some of lhese sulden.s," Billips 
contended, ·•are leaving home at six 
in the morning and getting back home 
at six in the evening.

Pollution prevention grants 
available for small businesses 

The Kentucky Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection Cabi­
net encourages small businesses to 
apply for grants to provide assistance 
in demonstrating innovative ap­
proaches to pollution prevention. The 
program will give grants up to 
$25,000 to enhance pollution pre­
vention research in the small busi­
ness environment, which should 
promote a marketwide awareness of 
irmovative solutions to the problem. 

The University of Pittsburgh's 
Center for Hazardous Material Re­
search (CHMR) is administering the 
grant program-"Pollution Preven­
tion By and For Small Business"­
for the U.S. Environmental Protec­
tion Agency (EPA). Funding for the 
grants will come from EPA's 2 Per­
cent Pollution Prevention Set·Aside 
Program. 

"This program represents a major 
initiative at EPA to reach out to small 
businesses and promote their use of 
pollution prevention technologies," 
said Dr. Edgar Berkey, president of 
CHMR. "We want to encourage as 
many small businesses as possible to 
apply for a grant so we can identify 
the best projects for suppon." 

CHMR will make available ap­
proximately $800,000 in grants over 
a two-year period starting in 1991. 
Grant applications can be obtained 
from CHMR by calling 1-800-334-
CHMR; or from the EPA Small 
Business Ombudsman Hotline by 
calling 1-800-368-5888. The appli­
cation deadline for 1991 granLc; is 
Monday, Oct.l5, 1990. CHMR must 

receive five copies of the completed 
application by the Oct. 15 deadline.

ApplicaniS should stress 
reduced exposure to toxic and haz­
ardous products. 

Those small businesses in Ken­
tucky interested in beginning a waste 
reduction p.rogrnm on their own, 
should contact Kentucky Partners, 
tbe state's waste reduction center at 
the U n ivcrsity of Louisville.

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Goble One Of Three Kentuckians Chosen 
To Fish BASS Masters Tournament 

It is the dream of every bass fish­
erman in the country -to be able lO 
fish in a BA.S.S Masters fishing 
tournament. For one Floyd County 
fiSherman that dream will become a 
reality on October 15 when he regis­
ters to have his name drawn by a 
B.A.S.S. Masters pro. 

James Edward Goble of 
Prestonsburg was one of only three 
from the state of Kentucky to have 
the privilege to fish with one of 
America's foremost bass fishermen. 
The other two chosen were from 
Pineville, a dentist, and Berea, an 
employee ofiBM. The 1990 Virginia 
Top 100 B.A.S.S. Pro-Am Towna­
ment will be held at L21ce Kerr (also 
known as Bugs Island) in Alabama. 
Goble is a member of the Appala­
chian B.A.S.S. Masters Club in 
David. The club meets the second 
Thursday of each month. Dan Ison is 
the club's president 

For Goble, this is a dream come 
true as he has sent in his entry fee and 
name for the past four years in hopes 
that he would be chosen for the pres­
tigiotiS tournament. "Each year I 
would enter and each they would 
send my $400 entry fee back and say 
'sorry ... , Goble said. 

"There were around 2,500 entries 
sent in," recalled Goble. "They chose 
100 out of all the entrants. Anglers 
from all over the United States try to 
get into the tournament. I have for the 
past four years sent in my entry and 
this year my name was drawn." 

Goble, as an amateur, will be 
teamed with a pro during the four 
days of fishing. Each day he will be 
fishing with a different pro, as the 
pros draw out the name of the ama­
teur they will fish with. For Goble, 
the realization of what is about to 
happen in his fishing career is start­
ing to dawn on him. 

"I'm getting nervous about it," he 
satd. "''m starting to realize what I 
have gouen into, and fishing with 
some of the best fishennen in the 
world is starting to get to me. 

''I've never have fished, let alone 
seen .Lake Kerr and I'm tryinglO find 
out all I can about it, .. said the fishing 
entbtiSiasL Goble relates how that he

has a stack of B.A.S.S. Masters 
magazines by his bed and he reads 
them all. Sometimes he wtll read 
article three or four times trytng 1.0 
fmd out all he can about Lake Kerr. 

Goble used to teach fiShing at 
Camp Webb in Grayson, Kentucky, 
to fifth and sixth graders 12 weeks 
each summer. He has the knowledge 
of how to fish and expects to use that 
knowledge lO try and win the new 
Ranger fishing boat, valued at 
$15,000, to be awarded to the top 
amateur in the tournament The win­
ing pro will pocket $45,000. 

If be won it, would he keep the 
boat? 

"l don't know," said Goble. 
"People in the club says that if I win 
the boat they wanted to buy my old 
one." 

Goble reflects on his childhood 
days when his father,Jimmy Goble, 
used to take him fishing at a very 
young age. '1 have been fishing ever 
since then," srud Goble, who is a self­
employed air conditioner installer. 

"My dad had me fishing ever since I 
had been wal.lcing." 

Goble also has a corporation that 
will sponsor llim in the tournament. 
York Air Conditioning out of Nash­
ville, Tennessee has fwnished Goble 
with 12 shirts, 24 pairs of pants, a set 
of insulated coveralls, five jackets, 
sweatshirts and will pick up the 
fisherman's motel expenses as well. 

Goble says that he is going ini.O 
the tournament with the ani tude that 
he is going to win it 

"A positive mental attitude that 
you are going to win the oournament 
is very important," he said. "You 
cannot go down there with a defeatist 
attitude. If you do you have lost 
already." 

Goble says that his fellow fishing 
buddies at the David club are behind 
him all the way and want him to win. 
The ooumament will be paying off to 
the top 20 amateurs in the tourney.

Float fishing for small mouth bass 
happens to beoneoftheReeds Spring.

A float trip down a tranquil stream 
can provide a host of memorable 
experiences. Having the proper equip-­
ment, knowing the habits of the quarry 
you seek and applying the proper 
techniques can enhance the chances 
of the average angler. King offers the 
following helpful tips: 

Two popular boat'! for floating a 
stream are a flat bottom aluminum 
jon boat and a canoe. When more 
than two are planmng a float, a flat 
bottom boat best serves the purpose. 

A lhrowable cushion for each 
angler adds lO their comfort in addi· 
lion lO providing individual safety. 

A cooler can double as a seat plus 
provide storage for food and drinks. 
On hot summer days the drinks will 
be welcomed. 

A small cooler or watertight con­
tainer serves as storage for license, 
billfolds, car keys, etc. Also a good 
place to slOre sandwiches or snacks. 

The se ection of l8ckJc for a float 

is entirely dependent upon the spe­
ciessoughLSincemoststreamsshare 
ami.xtureofJargemouth,smallmouth, 
spotted and rock bass. in addition to 
sunfiSh~d catfiSh, light action spin­
ning or bait casting provides the most 
excitement In very clear streams, 
four to six pounds test works best 
Slightly heavier line can be used when 
throwing a spiMer bait or buzz bait. 

During a normal float it is a rule of 
thumb lO estimate the time at one 
mileperhour.Afastermovingstream 
will cut this time considerably. 

It is suggested lbal one paddle per 
person be aboard. A 12 volt trolling 
motor will help move the boat through 
stretches of still water. It also allows 
more fishing time. An anchor along 
with a 20 foot length of rope prov1des 
opportunities to stop and thoroughly 
fish productive waters. 

Always provide life jackets for 
everyone. Study your maps when 
floating unfumillar stretches and 
position your pick up vehicle where 
easy accessibility is available. Re­
member you will always be more 
tired at the end of a long float trip. 

Finally, carry a small 35mm 
camera lO photograph an exceptional 
catch. And practice catch and release 
as often as possible. Good luck and

But, unlilce most 
other professional athletes, MacAfee 
now treats people who are injured 
during contact sports. 

Ken MacAfec, D.M.D., an oraJ 
and maxillofacial surgeon and 
spokesperson for the American As­
sociation of Oral and Maxillofacial 
Surgeons,isavocaladvocateofsports 
safety among children. 

PREVENTION IS 
FIRST PRIORITY 

Whether on the spons field,jn the 
backyard or on the playground, young 
athletes should always wear protec­
tive gear. 

Mouthguards are the absolute 
minimum protection any child should 
wear. Dr. MacA fee also urges young 
athletes to usc facemasks and hel­
mets during football and hockey, and 
to use helmets with clear plastic 
shields when playing baseball. 

.. In contact sports, the face and 
mouth are particularly vulnerable LO 
injuries," Dr. MacAfee said. "Hits 
from playing sticks, flying balls and 
other players can cause serious and 
instant damage." 

FIRST AID TIPS 
For all inJuries to the face and 

mouth, request an eJt:amination by an 
oral and maxillofacial surgeon upon 
arrival at an emergency care center. 

-Knocked out tooth - Rinse it 
and replace it in the socket covered 
with a piece of gauze. Or, store in 
cold milk, salt water or saliva. Make 
sure it does not dry out. 

-Facial bleeding - Cover the 
wound with cloth and apply pressure. 
Do not remove the soaked cloth; add 
more cloths and continue to apply 
pressure. 

-Jaw fracture - gently align 
jawbones. lmmobili7.e the jaw by 
wrapping a bandage under the chin 
and tying it securely over the head. 

Apply ice . 

-Nasal fracture - GentJy pack 
the nose with gauze. Apply ice. 

-Head or neck injury- Do not 
move the victim without professional 
assistanCe. Immobilize the head by 
placing roUed towels on either side. 
Keep victim warm. If unconscious, 
clear out mouth and hold tongue for­
ward lO maintain open airway. 

"Since young athletes are still 
developing, if an injury is not treated 
correctly, it can lead to long tenn 
problems," Dr. MacAfee said. 
"Coaches and parents should always 
take an injured athlete LO the nearest 
hospital emergency room as soon as 
possible."

All five states border the Ohlo 
River, which flows nearly l,OOOmiles 
from Pittsburgh to irs confluence with· 
the Mississippi River near Cairo, Ky. 
The mighty Ohio, which serves as a 
major water supply and provides im­
portant commercial and recreational 
benefits, is one of the nation's major 
fisheries resources. 

The Kentucky Department ofFish 
and Wildlife Resources recently 
signed an agreement with Ohio, Indi­
ana, Dlinois and West Virginia to 
better manage Ohio River fisheries, 
according to Don R. McCormick, 
commissioner of the fish and wildlife 
deparunent 

"I've looked forward to this move 
for a long time," said McCormick, 
"because sharing knowledge and 
management infonnation can only 
help the fisheries resource. The ap­
proach is a vast improvement over 
each state managing irs portion of the 
river."

Northerns lure anglers 
into a fantastic battle

The Northwoods Slasher hud 
struck again. 

Fishing gUJcle Steve Collette was 
stariog at the evide nee. Hanging from 
the end of hLo; hook wa'> half of the 
minnow he had been using for bait­
the aftennath of a vicious strike. 

The other half wa~ being digested 
by a nonhem pike someplace in Gull 
La1ce. "Whatever sawed that mmnow 
in two had some teeth. Big teeth," 
Collette said as he sat in his boat on 
the lake in central Minnesota. "It had 
to be a big 'scissorbill' cnnsing the 
weeds. 

"But he didn't feel the hook. 
Maybe he'll hit again." 

Collette quickly dropped as1x inch 
redtail chub lO the weedy depths and 
began pumping it off the oouom. As 
lhe baiL Ouuerod down, there was 
another jolting strike. And this time, 
the northern got more than just half of 
the minnow. 

CoUette set the hook and watched 
his rod bend sharply under the weight 
of a heavy fish. The pake stayed deep 
for several seconds,lhcn rocketed to 
the surface and burstouto fthe water. 

But it didn't take long for Collette 
to win the baule. easing the fish into 
a waiting landmg net. 

"Just look at those teeth," Collette 
said as he unhooked his cntch. "They 
can do some serious damage. 

"Its no wonder they mangle baits 
the way they do." 

Especially when they grow as big 
as the one Collette had JUSt caught 

.. That's a big pake m MJnnesota," 
Collette smd as he admired his catch 
before releasing it. "That one will 
probably push t 2 pounds. 

"Any time you can catch a pike 
like that, you're going to have some 
fun bringing him in." 

The Nortl1wocxls Slasher. Along 
with the muslde, no fillh is looked 
upon as a bigger villain in lhe north 
counuy. 

Get one in the boat and the first 
thing that becomes app:lr"...nt is the 
ftsh's ra1.or sharp toeth and its seem­
ing anger nt bemg caught They even 
look mean. 

Collette has been clwmg north­
ems, as well as walleyes, bass and 
pan fish, for more than IS yCMs now 
Each summer he is out searching the 

deep weedbeds tor the fish he calls 
scissorbills. 

Though Gull and other lakes m 
central Minnesota can •t match some 
trophy lakes in Canada for size of 
pike. Collette will tell you there are 
still some big northems roaming the 
waters. Consider the fish he caught 
five years ago on North Long Lake. 
Casting a ccankbait in lhe fall, he 
landed a 16-pound northem And he 
has guided clients to flsh 10 pounds 
or bigger. 

"An average non.hern up here is 
three to five pounds." he said. ··usu­
ally, you can go out and get a lOt of 
action from ftsh that size." 

A recent trip was no exception. 
After a morning al Bass Lalce and an 
afternoon at Gull Lake. Collette and 
two parlilers had caught and released 
45 northems. 

But Collette wasn'tusingthesame 
methods many fishermen do. Instead 
of casting spoons or crank baits to the 
shallow reeds and weedJines, he wa"l 
working the deeper vegetation. 

"When I can find some good 
underwater sl.rUctu.re like a bar. a 
hump. a sunken island or a dropoff 
with weeds. I know 1 haveachan~eof 
catching nonhems." Collette srud. 

Unlike some pike fl::.hcnnan, 
Colleuedoesn'tusewircleadcrs.That 
might 'keep the northerns from cut· 
ting the line - a comm~ problem 
when fishing for the specaes - but 
Collette thinks it also scares some 
ftSh away. That • s why he uses heavy 
monofilament line for a leader . 

He usually uses minnows nunched 
to eJther a jug or a spinner rig (a 
spinnerbait wilhoutthesk.itt). Hecasts 
to the weedbed and lets his bait sink 
for a second. then begins to work it 
much the same as you would a plastic 
wonn, slowly raising it and letting it 
flutter back down. 

"When they hit it, there's usu11lly 
not much question that you've got a 
fish." Collette said w1th a smile.

Although deer are color blind, they 
are extremely sensitive to light 
Hunters would do well to wear hunter 
orange fabric instead of plastic or 
vinyl. The plastic and vinyl-like 
mnterials often used to manufacture 
caps and vests arc highly reflective, 
:u1d although deer cannot detect the 
omngc color. they can detect light 
reflection. 

Archery hunters are not requi.ree 
to wear hunter orange during the 
"bows only" portions of the season 
although doing so ic; strongly recom· 
mendoo. 

All deer hunters (including arch· 
ers} who huntduring any season when 
firearms are pennitted are required to 
wear solid, unbroken hunter orange 
on their head, chest and back as oute.r 
garments.

'The younger women generally 
bave not swted families," explains 
England.

There is a very 
definite lac.k of ladies in the 25 to 40 
age group because these women are 
home taking care of families." 

The women who do compere in 
national bass tournaments are very 
intense but extremely pobte tO each 
other, says Lee.

MORE THAN GREAT PIE 
Cinderella saw her coach tum into 

one. lchnbod Crane llcd in terror as 
the Headless Horseman chased h1m, 
holdmg one in his hand. And Linus, 
of"Pcanuts" fame, waitS all Hallow­
een mght for the "great" one. 

Thc"one" referred to, of course, is 
the pumpkin, that most Amencan of 
fruiLS and as popular as ever with 
lovers of itS distinctive texture and 
taSte. 

Although Linus has never met the 
"Great Pumpkin," perhaps he is on 
the right track. Now that autumn JS 

here, "great pumpkins" are rl!ndily 
availableforcarvingand baking. Like 
com, tomatoes and potatoes, pump· 
kms arc native to America and arc 
thought to have been cultivated in 
Mexico and Ccnllal America ac; long 
as 5,000 years ago. 

Native American Jndians taught 
the Pilgrims how to grow, cook and 
dry pumpkins. In fact, early coloniSlS 
of Jnmcs10wn and Plymouth were 
sa1d to have survived on the nati't'e 
pumpkins when their own fa1led. 

111e colonists adapted the Indian 
me !hod of making custard by 1iUing 
the scooped-out pumpkin with milk, 
spices, molasses or honey and bak· 
ing. Eventually an early Amwcan 
homemaker, remembering the Eng­
lish meat pie with its pastry crust, put 
shell and filling together and con­
coct.ed Lhc modem·day version of the 
pumpkin pie. 

TI1ccarly pies were baked on grand 
scale, in large, rccLangular dishes 
called "coffins." 'Ibrough lhc yr.1rs, 
as various rctipes and baking mcth· 
ods evolved, the round, shallow, 
smaller pic came into being. The 
search for the "Great Pumpkin .. pie 
continues today, as the following 
recipes til ustrate! 

PAMOUS PUMPKIN PUt: 
1 deep dish pie crust shell (frozen) 
2 t!ggs, slightly btateft 

1 can ( 16 oz.) solid pack pumpkin 
314 cup sugar

The pioneers knew Kentucky as o 
hunting ground shared by scvcml 
Indian tribes. Because the land was 
so beautift.:l, no one group was aJ. 
lowed to claim it and live there. But 
Indians did have pcm1anent villages 
in Kentucky-once. 

They were Mississippians. more 
commonly known as "Mound Build­
ers," and they lived at Wickliffe 
Mounds in far Western Kentucky. 
Their culture spread along the great 
rivers of the Eastern United States 
between 800 and 1500 A.D. About 
that time the mound centers were 
descn.ed. No one knows why. 

These people were the ancestors 
of modem American Indians. Euro­
pean explorers met tnbcs whose 
lifeways descended from the mound 
builders-Choctaw. Chickasaw and 
TWlica. 

Mississippians were primarily 
agricultural people. farming the river 
andcreekbottomswherethesoil was 
fertile. Their towns were residential 
~enter~ marked by mounds. They 
were also ceremonial centers where 
people from the surrounding area 
would gather for imponantoccac;ion.s. 

An extensive lrade network con­
nected Kentucky's mound builders 
with those to the nonh and south. 
Copper, obsidian, pottery and marine 
shells were exchanged all along lhe 
MississippL Among the unusual trade 
items uneanhed at Wickliffe Mounds 
were shark teeth. 

But the mounds at Wickliffe have 
farmoretoofferthan a museum with 
historic artifacts. At this site visitors 
can discover the traditions and life­
styles of lhe Mississippian culture. 
They can see an active archaeologi­
cal site-and even participate in a dig.

A buyer and an inve:stor arc 
brought together to share the down 
payment, closing costs, and other 
related expenses. An agreement or 
contract is drawn up betwcan the 
buyer and the investor and u~ually 
includes a specified time pcnod lor 
either party to buy out tht! other. 

'Theagreementshouldspcdfyl'ach 
party's responsibilities for payment 
of the mortgage. taxes, insurance, 
repairsfandthecontributionsofcach 
toward the down pa ymenta nd clos­
ing costs. 

At tbecndoftheagrced-upon time, 
one party may buy out the other's 
mt~t, tM agreement may be ex· 
tended, or the parties may elect to 
scl11he property and split the pro­
ceeds. 

There are advantages and disad­
vantages in securing this type of fi. 
nancing.ln order to determine if this 
type of mortgage best fits your needs, 
you should seck advice from o tax 
attorney or CPA. As with any con­
tract, make surl! you understand nU 
of the. provisions contained in tho 
contnct before signing it.
