"Basically,thcbla'itingcauscdabrcak 
in the water table and contaminated 
water seeped into two wells." 

Pillersdorf said nothing can be 
done to save the wells, but the couples 
hope to have city water installed in 
the1r homes or have new wells dug.

Skilsaw was placed on a flat surface 
and the trigger was released, Pill­
ersdorf said, indicating the incident 
happened "preuy quick."

sol. Their adrenal systems don't re· 
spond normally to the body's regula­
tory mechanisms. Other people suf· 
fering from depression have abnor· 
malilies in their thyroid or growth 
hormone systems. 

However, antidepressant medica· 
Lions help bring these abnormaJit..ies 
into line and reverse the symptoms of 
depression in 80 to 90 percent of 
those receiving treatment. When 
psychotherapy is added to the treat­
ment, these people can better cope 
with the social, emotional and voca· 
Lional complications brought on by 
their illness. 

relapse wJthtn two years of being 
discharged from a psychiatric hospi­
tal. Once the psychoses are under 
conltOI, psychothernpy helps these 
patJCnts underst.and their illness and 
l~m to disunguish reahty from dis· 
toned perceptions. 

Though no single cure for schizo­
phrenia has been found, the disorder 
can be effectively treated. Given treat­
ment tailored to their needs, many 
people suffering from schizophrenia 
can return 10 the community.ln fact, 
one long-term study found that of 
almost 2,000 patients, 25 percent fully 
recovered and half partially recov­
ered.

In reality, as many as eight in ten 
peoplesufterlngfrommcntal illnesses 
can effectively return to normal, 
productive lives if they receive ap· 
propriate ttcatmenL While learning 
about various mental illnesses, sci· 
enlists have discovered effcctJve, 
specific medication and psychothera­
pies that restore patients to normal, 
happy lives. 

Scientists think some people may 
inherit a predisposition to certain 
mental disorders which could be trig· 
gered by a sr.ressf ul life evenL A 
traumatic experience, a childhood of 
abuse or neglect, loss of a parent or 
other event may make a person more 
sensitive to psychiatric problems. 
Some people suffer only one episode 
of depression, while others may have 
repeated episodes. Both the single 
and chronic fonnsofr..hc disorder can 
be successfully treated. 

Likewise, psychiatric care can 
bring much needed relief to people 
suffering from anxiety disorders. 
Medications reduce the acute symp­
toms of anxiety disorders. In treating 
phobic disorders, medications often 
are combined v.ith behavior therapy. 
which exposes a patient to the source 
of his fear under controlled circum­
stances. In fact, scientists have found 
that appropriate treatment often alJe. 
viates phobic disorders without re­
lapse for at least seven years. 

DesP,ite impressive gains in treat­
ing mental illnesses. only one in five 
people suffering a diagnosable psy· 
chiatric disorder seeks tteatmenL 
Instead, they suffer in silence, re­
proaching themselves for not "pull­
ing themselves up by their boot­
straps." Most people who take lhis 
approach will, in fact, never get well. 
Only by receiving appropriate psy­
chiatric assessment and referral to 
trealment can those suffering from 
mental illness recover.

Schizophrenia, the most mysteri· 
ous of the mental illnesses, also re­
sponds well to treatment. Scientists 
have found that the brains of some 
people suffering from schi7.ophrcnia 
have abnormalities in the biochemis­
try or physical structure. Research 
continues into whether these abnor­
malities actually cause the symptoms 
of schizophrenia.

Spec. Eddie Wnt.kinswaslheAnny's 
northern-most soldier in Saudi Am­
bia on Wednesday mommg. 

He wasn't the northern-most 
American. TIJC Marines, dug in well 
beyond the dunes in frontofWatkins, 
took that honor. 

And totheJefiofa hill thntcrcased 
the otherwise level horizon, Watkins 
and his bunker llUltcs could just see 
the rear most vehicles of a Saudi 
mechanized division several miles to 
their front. 

This letthem know thattltcrc were 
still many layers of Arabian men 
between the U.S. Army and Saddam 
Hussein. 

Watkins, 21, comes from 
Prestonsburg, Kentucky. He's a .50 
caliber machine gunner for the J 01 sl 
Airborne Division (Air Assault)based 
at Fort Campbell, Kentucky. And 
Watkins was one of four men inside 
a five foot deep bunker dug into the 
sand. They'd been there a day and 
would stay for three more bcf ore being 
relieved by the next watch. 

Paratroopers from the 82nd Air­
borne Division originnlly dug the 
hole. Then,theyabandoneditandthe 
lOlst moved in. 

"The 82nd might have dug it," 
said Spec. Don Smith, 26, of Hurt, 
Texas. "But, We're taking credit for 
it" 

He pointed to a lOlst Div. em­
blem that had been scrolched ont.o tJtc 
bunker's hard sand wall. Someone 
had also honored a woman named 
Beth, carving her name in similar 
fashion. 

The bunker looked like an exca· 
vation from World War I. Running 
North to South, it's floorwaseightto 
ten feet long and about four feet wide. 
Inside were stacked rucksacks, fteld 
ration boxes and ammunition cases. 

'lbe roof was made of scrap lumber 
covered with sand, but lltere were 
openings at shoulder height for the 
men to see outside.

Watkins· machine gun nest was in 
a shallow adjoining cellar burrowed 
mto the lrenCh's north wall.

On Tuesday, he'd killed a scor­
pion, he said.

Watkins said he hit theinsccuhrcc 
times with the ammo box before it 
was dead. He used two sho,el to 
send the scorpion to it's fate. 

Smith, tbe Texan, said he heard 
about a camel spider that bit into a 
steel cleansing rod for an M-16 and 
dented it. 

The bunkerat Forward Operating 
Base Bastogne is so comfor1able that 
all the desert's creatures vtsit 11 at 
night. So, the four men crawl out and 
sleep under the stars. 

During thefoucduy sUty,Lhey said 
they'd eat nothing but MRE's.

X COPY 
by Carl Lafferty 
Let us take a look at a command 

little used in DOS today to copy files. 
The usefulness of this command is 
evident when you need 10 copy flies 
from one size of a disk to another. 

Suppose you had several flies on 
your computer at home you had writ­
ten for work. Youwantedtobereally 
organized about the way you have 
arranged your data and you keep it in 
a subdirectory called C:{DOC. Inside 
this directory you have more directo­
ries that categorize your data into the 
type of data that it pertains to. You 
might haveasubdireciOry named C:/ 
DOC/WORKLET and another one 
named C:/DOC/ADDRESS. Inside 
these directories you have files that 
you have typed at home for work and 
you decide to copy them to a floppy 
disk and take them to work to print 
You decide to manually make subdi­
rectories on your floppy disk that are 
named the same as your end directa. 

• ries (WORKLET and ADDRESS) 
and then manually copy the files into 
the appropriate subdirectories. (If you 
are unfamiliar about the COPY com­
mand refer to past issues.) 

A smile, that is, until you remem­
ber that you use 3 1/l inch disks at the 
office and 5 1/4 at home. That is no 
problem because your machine at the 
office has both types of disks built in 
for compatibility, but there still is the 
problem that you will have to copy 
the files into subdirectories on a 3 l/ 
2 inch diskette. More work than you 
had intended, right? 

WeU,let us make DOS come to 
the rescue. Thereisacommandcalled 
XCOPY that comes with your DOS 
pun:: based with your computer . It will 
usually reside in the C:/DOS direc­
tory or on a floppy disksomewbere if 
you do not have a hard disk. This 
command is a very powerful way 10 
copy files. It will read as much of the 
ftle, or a group of files, into the 
computer's memory as it can before 
writing them to where they are to be 
placed. This method is somewhat 
faster depending on the job needing 
to be done. We are going to see 
XCOPY at work in a different light. 

What we really want is a com­
mand that will take the flies on a disk 
with data in directories and copy the 
fiJcs 10 another disk. 1f the disks are 
the same size this can be done easily, 
but if the disks are different you can 
not use ltle DISKCOPY program. 
(DISKCOPY will be discussed in the 
future). For these demonstrations we 
will assume a hard disk "C:'' a 3 1/l 
inch drive A: and a 5 1/4 inch B:. 
Drive B: will contain your data. 

Place a fonnatted disk in your 
drive A:. and your data disk in your 
driveB:. TypethecommandXCOPY 
B:*.*A:/S. the "/S" is the important 
feature. This will tell the program to 
make your directories on A: and copy 
the files in B: to them. Many other 
features exist with this command. To 
find out about them visit the next 
PACE Computer Users Group meet­
ing on Tuesday, Oct. 2, at 7 p.m. at 
the Floyd County Ubrary.

Gibson Scores 2 TDs To Lead Rebels To Second Win 
It was College Football Day at 

Centre College as the Allen Central 
Rebels made the trip westward. 
However, the Rebels went for an­
other reason- 10 face the Kentucky 
School for the Deaf (KSD) in high 
school football. 

Tommy Gibson (6-0, 210), a sen­
ior halfback, scored two toucrntowns 
and rushed for 92 yards on eleven 
carries to lead the Rebels to their 
second victory of the year, 36-26 
overKSD. 

"Boy, it was a beautiful day for 
football," said an elated Dewey 
Jamerson, the Rebel.
