Several residents of Arnold Aver 
nue in Prestonsburg protested a 
measure which would allow two-way 
traffic on the street at Monday night's 
meeting of the Prestonsburg City 
Council. 

The two-way traffic measure, 
which was proposed by Councilman 
Jerry Fannin as a means of increasing 
traffic flow into the downtown busi­
ness district, was voted down by 
council members afternearly an hour 
of debate and discussion on the issue. 

Yko;idenf$ of Arnold A ve.nue said 
they felt that the motion would cause 
more harm than benefit to the com­
munity.AmoldAvenueresidentRuth 
Hall said that she felt downtown 
business bad already been damaged 
by other businesses outside of the 
downtown area and added ... You all 
are trying to lock the bam door after 
the horses are gone." 

Mayor Ann Latta and council 
members also expressed regret that a 
greater number of downtown busi­
ness owners were not present to dis­
cuss the issue, noting that the city 
would soon be receiving $250,000 

• for downtown revitalization. "If 
we've got $250,000 to put around 
your place, why aren't you here?" 
asked Mayor Latta. 

Council members also spent con­
siderable time discussing options 
reganiingoutof state owners ofbuild­
ings in the downtown area who have 
been uncooperative in fixing and 
repairing their properties 

Following the vote and discussion 
of the Arnold Avenue proposal, coun­
cil members approved a recommen­
dation by Prestonsburg Police Chief 
Greg H.all to allow the Jenny Wiley 
Festival parade route to begin on 
South Lake Ddve, ending at

Prestonsburg City Police Chief 
Greg Hall issued a statement this 
week advising drivers of trucks and 
other through traffic that they might 
want to avoid Prestonsburg on Satur­
day afternoon due to the heavy traffic 
associated with the Jenny Wiley 
Festival parade. 

City police officers will be rcdi­
rectinguaffic from South LakeDri ve 
in Prestonsburg to an alternate route 
on Arnold Avenue and U.S. 23, 
however those who normally travel 
the path might save time by bypass­
ing the city on Route 114 through 
Salyersville, according to Chief Hall. 
"We suggest that any trucks or any­
thing that needs to get through town 
without delay use Rout.c 114," said 
Hall. 

The Jenny Wiley Festival Parade 
will beginatapproximately 3:00p.m. 
Sallll'd.ay at Davis Street (near Music 
Carter Hughes car dc.alership) and 

• end at the Prestonsburg High School 
on North Lake Drive.

The latest 
eJttension runs until October 19 and, 
if deficit reduction measures aren't 
approved by then, a massive shut­
down of government services is likely. 

On the local front, federal employ­
ees were on the job Tuesday, but 
many agencies remained concerned 
over the propects for solving the 
budget dilemma. If il isn't by Octo­
bee 19, vitaJ services could be cur­
tailed. 

At the Big Sandy office for Social 
Security, for example, employees are 
facing the possibility of furloughs­
unpaid leaves from work-or a total 
shutdown of the office if the crisis

"If the budget is passed," assistant 

district manager John Faulkner said 
Tuesday, "it will be business as usual. 
If it isn't resolved by October 19 
(when the latest spending extension 
expires) we'll probably have to stop 
all services.'' 

Faulkner said that closing of the 
Floyd County field office would not 
likely affect or interrupt benefits to

Suspect hospitalized, charged : 

Chase, crash lead to arrest

A high speed chase on a narrow 
side road resulted in a collision be­
tween a Prestonsburg Cicy Police car 
and the car of a man police were 
chasing who was suspected of firing 
shots at the Eagles Club in 
Prestonsburg Tuesday afternoon, 

Prestonsburg Police Chief Greg 
Hall and Detective Jeff Stumbo were 
in pursuit of Greg Johnson of Corn 
Fork when the accidem occurred 
about two miles up Com Fork. The 
accident sent Johnson to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center after he 
made an abrupt stop on Com Fork 
wilh Police Chief Hall and Detective 
Stumbo in hot pursuit which caused 
the officers lo strike Johnson's ve­
hicle in lhe rear. 

Prior to the chase, thePrestonsburg 

Police Deparunent received a call 
aboutadisturbancebeLweentwomen 
at the Eagles Club, according to Po­
lice Chief Greg Hall. Hall arrived at 
the scene and talked to 1 ohnson al the 
Kentucky Motel concerning the inci­
dent. Johnson said he had been hav­
ing a problem at the club and told the 
police officers he would not return. 

.. About 1 0 minutes later we got 
the call about shots being ftred," Hall 
said. Chief Hall and DetectiveS wmbo 
were enroute to the club wheo they 
saw Johnson's Red Dodge Shadow at 
Briarwood on South Lake Drive. The 
officers turned and followed Johnson, 
trying 10 get him to pull over, Hall 
said. 

At the intersection heading toward 
Jenny Wiley State Park the officers 
turned on their sirens trying to get 
Johnson stop but he kept on driving. 
Hall said. 

"He just put bis ann out the win­
dow like he was waving for us to 
follow him," Hall said. "He was going 
from 60-65 miles per hour up Com 
Fork.'' 

Johnson stopped abruptly at the 
entrance to a gravel driveway about 
two miles up Com Fork and the 
officer's car collided into the rear­
end of Johnson's vehicle. 

"When we went up to the car he 
was laying in the front seat like he 
had passed out," Hall said. "When 
we touched him he became very 
violent and we had to handcuff him 
and put him into the back of another 
cruiser," Hall said. 

While officers were waiting for an 
ambulance to arrive, Johnson, who 
was laying in the backseat of the 
other cruiser, repeatedly kicked at

Welfare measure takes effect here in 1991 : 

'Workfare' is 
set for Floyd

A new program to help welfare 
recipients participate in job-training 
and education programs will begin in 
Floyd County in October 1991 as 
part of a state welfare reform acL 
JOBS, the Job Opportunities and 
Basic Skills Program, is a program 
d~igned to help individuals gradu­
ally get off welfare programs and 
find good paying jobs where they can 
become self-suffiCient 

Recipients of assistance from Aid 
to Families with Dependent Children 
will be required to participate in the 
program or risk a reduction in ben(}o 
fits they are receiving. Participants 
will also be eligible for financial 
assistance for child care, transpooa­
tion and other expenses that are 
viewed as an obstacle to fmding 
employment. 

Although the program for Floyd 
County is in the early planning stages, 
the basic elements will include pro­
viding training and education in or­
der for AFDC recipients to become 
gainfully employed, according to 
Mike Robinson, commissioner for 
the Depanment of Social Insurance. 

"We will attempt to attack the 
barrie.rs and obstacles which prevent 
those on AFDC .from finding jobs," 
Robinson said. "The program will 
assist participants wilh child care costs 
and continued medical benefit~ for 
12months in order to help them make 
the transition from receiving benefits 
and becoming employed.'' 

Programs will be based on the 
individual needs of each recipient 
and can include vocational training 
as well as college classes in order to 
fit the needs of each person, Robin­
son said. The program will also help 
those who need literacy assistance in 
order to prepare them for a place in 
the workforce. 

"It's important for the whole 
family to be literate," Robinson said. 
"That way parents can read to their 
children and the children can learn to 
value education. We hope this will 
break the cycle." 

Robinson stressed the change will 
not take place overnight and it will 
take a lot of work on both sides to 
make the program successful. The 
program is not just aimed at getting 
jobs but also improving the quality of 
life for the individuals participating 
in the program, Robinson said.

'Rocky roads are ahead'

"Rocky roads are ahead," Deputy 
Superintendent of the Kentucky 
Department of Education, Dan Bra­
nhant, told educators and parents 
attending the Floyd County Educa­
tion Forum's annual meeting Thurs­
day. Oct 4, at Allen Central High 
School. 

Branham explained that relation­
ships are going to be established that 
could not exist before House Bill 
940, Kentucky's Education Reform 
Act, made school-based decision 
making a reality. When opinions are 
forced to change, Branham empha­
sized, things don't always go 
smoothly. "Principals may not want 
to give up authority; Leaehers will 
force decisions; parents will lobby 
teachers," he said. 

Branham indicated, however, that 
the road to improved education will 
become smoother as school councils 
marure. 

"Everyone will be focusing on 

performance goals. n•s not so much 
who makes the decisions, as the re-­
sults that are achieved," be said. 
Branham said future results will indi­
cate a higher order of student skills, 
and not just the specifics. 

According 10 Robert Sexton, di­
rector of the Prichard Committee for 
Academic Excellence, two systems 
of achievement will be used: rewards 
and sanctions. Rewards will be fi­
nancial awards to individual schools, 

and certified staff, by majority rule, 
will determine how the funds are to 
be used. 

Sanctions will be brought against 
schools whose performance levels 
drop 5 percent or more. These schools 
will be called "schools in crisis" and 
staff will be put on probation. "In 
extreme cases staff can actualty be 
removed," Sexton said.

Judy Marshall, a teacher at Clark 
Elementary, asked Branham what 
timeline would be set up if teachers 
voted for site-based management to 
be implemented in their school. Bra· 
nham said theschool'scouncil could 
pace itself. 

Tim Jessen, a member of the 
Education Forum, saiu he was dis­
ucssed at the legislature's elimina­
tion from HouseBill940oft11ccounty 
wide election of school board mem­
bers, leaving the election 10 disLricLo;. 
"1be board race is going back to the 
old ways," Jessen said. "Candidates 
are saying, 'I'm getting schools for 
my district'" Jessen said candidates 
were focusing e.xclusivcly on build· 
ing.s and not on lhc key issue, whlch 
is "what kind of education our chil­
dren are getting; 

"How can we change this pcrcep­
uon. Without change., refonn won't 
happen here," he contended. 

Rep. Bentley answered, saying

but we can work through it." Bentley, 
tummg to Jessen, said "each board 
member has only one vote." 

Prichard Commiuce Director 
Robcn Sexton also responded, stal­
ing, "You (Jessen) raised the chal­
lenge to priorities. As you described 
it.the(candidatcs) prioritiesSOW1ded 
wrong." Sexton emphasized that 
fighting over these issues at this time, 
howe .. er, would be counte.rproduc­
ti\c.

Contesting preliminary population 
figures gathered by the U.S. Census 
Bureau, leaders of several Eastern 
Kentucky cities and counties have 
requested recounts of their area's 
population. Fourteen counties and 78 
cities in Kentucky, including Floyd 
County and Prestonsburg, have re­
quested official recounts of persons 
in the area. 

According to the preliminary fig­
ures, Floyd County lost nearly 11 
pcrcem of it's population since the 
lu.o;t official count in 1980. Figures 
from a decade ago indicate 48.764 
persons residing in the area, as op­
posed to preliminary 1990 figures 
which indicate only 43,445 residents. 

Floyd County Judge Executive 
John M. Stumbo said that he felt the 
census workers missed several areas 
of lhe county, saying that be had 
spoken to several families which were 
missed by the census. "We just think 
that it was under (preliminary census 
population totals) and we'd just like 
to fmd out," said Stumbo. 

The city of Prestonsburg also 
showed a significant loss of popula· 
tion over the ten-year period. 1980 
figures indicated 4,011 persons liv­
ing in the city, while 1990 prelimi­
nary figures showed 3,545 residents. 

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta 
said that she was unaware of what 
arcasoflhecitymayhavebeenmissed 
by census workers and added that she 
was surprised by the preliminary 
population total for the city. "I didn't 
feel like we had lost any (residents)." 
said Mayor Latta.

She has written to her friends and 
family here in Floyd County to ex­
press her views on the recent cle\lel­
opments in Iraq. The following is 
the text of her letter. 

Dear Readers of the Floyd 
County Times: 

I am an American citizen and, I 
am very proud to say, originally 
from Prestonsburg, Ky. 

1 attended P.restonsburg High 
School . After I graduated in 1988 I 
joined the United States Air Force 
and became a Security Police Law 
Enforcement Specialist. I met my 
husband, Lee, at the first base 
where I was assigned. 

A year after our marriage, Lee 
received orders to transfer to Izrnir 
Air Station, Turkey. So we packed 
up our belongings and Lee, our 
new-born son, Trenton, and I were 
off to Turkey ,little knowing that 
we were going to a country that 
would soon face the possibility of 
war. 

With my fam1ly nnd I living in a 
counuy that seems to share the 
intemational"limelight," I thought 
the folks in Floyd County would 
like to have a "behind the scenes" 
commentary from the ''frontline." 

Turkey and Egypt, as you all 
know, have stated that they have 
lost a great dcnl of money due to 
the Pcrsinn Gulf Crisis. Turkey has 
said that agreeing wilh the United 
Nations' position on the Iraqi 
invasion of Kuwait has ruined their 
relations with Iraq. Furthennore, 
Turkey thinks that the U.S. should 
reimburse them for their losses. I 
found this infuriating, especially 
when the U.S. agreed to raise 
millions of dollars to give Turkey. 

It is beyond my undelstanding 
why our government has decided to 
help Turkey, seeing as Turkey does 
not currently have any of their 
troops assisting in the Persian Gulf 
Crisis and have only stated that 
they may send a ship down 10 the 
Gulf to represent Turkey's agree­
ment wilh the United Nations 
policy, not to fight in the case of 
war, 

On top of all of this, in the past 
the U.S. has given American 
warships nnd an air base to the 
Turkish military here in Izmir, 
without ac;king for payment The 
Air Force pays millions of doUars a 
year to the Turkish government just 
to have the air station located in 
J1.mir. This does not begin to count 
the cost of renting buildings for all 
of the military operations here. Yet, 
Turkey has said lhat the U.S. can 
usc Turkish bases to land our jets 
only iflraq auacks Turkey, and llOl 
before.

Because 
the Moslems say lhey do not want 
American uoops on their "holy 
land," they have threatened to 
suike American places of business, 
such as Seven Eleven stores and 
McDonalds. To my knowledge, 
none of these have been hit- so 
far. 

Well, putting the politics away, I 
lhlnk of an article I recently read in 
our local military paper, the Stars 
and Stripes. The article was about 
the lOlst Airborne Division from 
Ft. Campbell, Ky. I must say, J got 
a bit excited when I stumbled 
across Prestonsburg, Ky. in the 
article. 

IL seems that, in a sense. I am a 
bit closer to Operation Desert 
Shicld than I thought. Eddie 
Watkins, from Prestonsburg, is a 
.50 caliber serial defense gunner in 
Saudi Arabia. I went through a few 
years with Eddie. 

ll seems strange to have 
someone you know on the front 
line of a possible war zone. If 
Eddie's parents happen to read lhis 
article, I want to say that we are 
praying forEddie's-as well as 
the rest of the troop's- safety in 
Saudi Arabia. 

Our tour is two years long. Af· 
terwards my husband will have one 
year left in the Air Force. We hope 
to receive orders to the air force 
base closest to Prestonsburg­
Wright-Patterson A.F.B., Ohio. 

After Lee's time with the 
milil.aly is fmished, my husband 
and I hope to find a job as civilian 
police offiCers and n place to live 
- as far away from war as 
possible. 

Yet, at the same time, I hope to 
be as close to the most peaceful and 
wannest place on earth I know -
my home, Prestonsburg, Ky.

In less than four months the 
Prestonsburg and Aoyd County 
community has lost two rel~ious 
leaders whose presence and counsel 
will be sorcly missed in days to 
come. Both Dr. Quentin Scholtz 
and the Rev. Steve Hopkins have 
left our community to serve 
elsewhere. The two churches they 
served (Fmt Methodist and Hrst 
Baptist) are the two mam "down­
town" chwches which serve as 
gathering places for community 
and church affrurs throughout the 
year. So, the loss is great to the area 
as well as to the congregations. 

But Steve and Quentin provided 
something more than leadership for 
their flocks- they attempted to 
address community and county 
needs. Those of us in the Ministe­
rial Association with them did not 
always sec eye to eye on every 
issue- at times we were in fact, 
divided, causing great personal 
distress and anguish. But, in spite 
of those differences, we maintained 
a high level of moral discourse on 
the issues before us and our 
community. and we maintained 
profound respect for each other aod 
the olher's position- something 
demnnded in interfaith or interde­
nominationnl work. We wish tbal 
aU qu~'tions of public policy and 
debate could be argued in that 
atmosphere of respect and honesty. 

Steven and Quentin were instru· 
mental along wilh other pastors in 
Conning the cooperative Christian 
Ministries of Floyd County (CCM) 
-a low-key, cooperative effort of 
many churches that helps the 
needy, the hungry, and the poor. 
Too few know about the breadth of 
this ministry, and many who 
receive assistance nre unaware lhat 
the churches make it possible. 

These two pastors provided

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Hall innocent of arson charge

Floyd County Circuit Court Judge 
HoUie Conley issued a directed ver­
dict of not guilty to a 33 year-old 
Floyd County man charged with 
second degree nrson. 

Gary Lynn Hall, 33, of Stumbo 
Hollow. was indicted on the arson 
charge for allegedly burning a car 
owned by him and his wife on August 
8, 1988, in order to colloct the insur­
ance money. He was indicted last 
November by a Floyd County Grand 
Jury. 

According 10 testimony, Hall's 
wife, Jo, was driving the car across 
Sizemore Mountain. near Wayland, 
to a garage in Minnie to have the car 
repaired and Hall followed. The car 
caught fue on the Minnie side of the 
mountain. 

Hall took the stand in his own 
defense and testified the car was 
burning and his wife was hanging out 
of the car when he came upon it. 

"It was on rue when I got there 
and my wife was banging out of it," 
Hall said. "My only concern was 
getting my wife to lhe hospital be­
cause she was hun. .. 

The car had died and Mrs. Hall 
bad steered it to a wide place beside 
the road and apparently thecarsLrUck 
something on lhe shoulder which 
caused Mrs. Hall to be thrown for­
ward injuring her hand, chest and 
back, Hall said. Hall then placed his 
wife in his car to take her back across 
Sizemore and on to Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital in Martin. 

While driving back through 
Wayland. HalJ stopped and told 
Wayland Police Chief Mack Stewart 
and Kentucky Slate Police Detective 
Wendell Scou, who was in the car 
with Stewart. about the burning car 
and told the off.teerS his wife had 
been injw'ed. Hall then proceeded on 
IOMartin. 

Hall said smoke was coming from 
the air veniS inside the car when he 
removed his wife from the vehicle. 

Stewart and Scott went 10 the 
scene, found the car fully engulfed in 
flames and called the Wayland Fire 
Department, according to testimony 

by Detective Scou. 

Kentucky State Police Trooperl..es 
Stapleton was called to investigate 
the accident since an injury had been 
reponed. S1apleton testified he saw 
no physical damage to the car to 
indicate it had been involved in an ac­
cident. He said he turned the investi­
gation over to Arson Investigator 
Barry McKenzie. 

McKenzie testified the burned car 
did not display the usual characteri.c:­
tics of a rue which started ncar the 
motor and thattracesof gasoline were 
found in the floorboard on the pas­
sengersideofthecar. McKenzie said 
the rue had started inside the vehicle. 

Randall Smith, 25, of Eastern, 
testified Mrs. Hall had bought a gal­
lon of gas at Rogers Service Station 
in Eastern near the time of the inci­
dent. He testi.fted she also purchased 
a rag to plug the container of gas 
because it did not have a lid. 

HaD said his wife had illed 
gasoline in the car two to three ~eds 
earlier. 

Roger Tackett. a Martin dentist, 
testified the car had caught frre in his 
offx:e parking lot on JUly 11, 1988. 

Judge Conley informed the jury 
he felt not enough evidence had been 
presented by the Commonwealth to 
place Hall in the carat the timeoflhc 
flee. He then issued lhe directed ver­
dict of acquittal. 

Special Prosecutor Rick Bartley 
of Pike County presented the case on 
behalf of the Commonwealth and 
Attorney Gerald DeRosseu repre­
sented Hall.

Kentucky apple 
crop sweet; 
but supplies short 

Kentucky's apple crop is sweet 
this year. even if it is in shorter-than­
usual supply. 

"Cold weather in late spring caused 
many buds to freeze and drop, with­
out making an apple,'' said Jerry 
Brown, Extension horticulturist with 
the University of Kentucky College 
of Agricu11Ure. 

"However, those that developed 
are producing apples of superb qual­
ity,"hesaid from the UK'sResearch 
and Education Center in Princeton. 

Bill Jackson, a grower near Bowl­
ing Green, estimates that his crop this 
year will be about a third of his nor­
mal production, due largely to the 
cold weather. 

Even though the size of the har­
vestwill be less this year,Brown said 
the quality of the fruit will be excep­
tional. 

"Tbe factors that makes apples 
flavorful will be in abundant supply 
in every apple picked in Kentucky 
this year, .. he said. 

Harvest dates vary widely from 
nonheast to southwest Kentucky 
because of differences in &empera­
tw"eS and environment, Brown said. 
However, generally harvest is begin­
ning now for Jonathan, gala and early 
delicious varier.ies and will conclude 
in early October when winesap and 
Rome apples reach their peak. 

He advises consumers to watch 
carefully for the harvest dates at or­
chard near them and be ready to pick 
when the apples are ready.

SIDS awareness week in KY 
Jane Bond 

Health Educator 
Across Kentucky every year. 

nearly 100 families lose babies to 
Sudden lnfnnt Death Syndrome 
(SIDS). Counselors say that these 
families need special auention dur­
ing the ungcdy surrounding a SIDS 
death. 

SIDS, also called crib death, is the 
sudden and unexpected death of a 
seemingly well infant whose death 
remains unexplained even after an 
autopsy. Gov. WallaceG.WiUdnson 
has proclaimed Oct. 14-20 as "Sud­
den Infant Death Syndrome Aware­
ness Week" in Kentucky. 

Jane Bond Health Educator of the 
Floyd County Health Dcpanment 
says that the nature of SIDS deaths 
combined with the Mtural grieving 
process calls for special help for 
families. 

"When a baby dies of SIDS, the 
parents grief is nlways complicated 
by undeserved feelings of guilt," she 
said. "'They ask them set ves what they 
could have done differently to pre­
vent the death or whnt they did to 
cause the death. 

The fact is that SIDS deaths can­
not be prevented. So when parents 
are searching for answers, it's impor­
tant thnt they have factual informa­
tion that will explain SIDS to them." 

Families in Kentucky can find that 
information from a network of SIDS 
counselors in health departments 
throughout the state. 

"When we learn of a SIDS death, 
a counselor calls the parents and of­
ferstotalk with them," said Bond. "If 
they're interested, the counselor 
meets with them and tries to answer 
their questions. 

"Although we can't answer the 
one question that they most want an 
answer for-''Why?"-we can give 
them factual, medical infonnation that 
reinforces that the family is not to 
blame." 

Counselors also talk with other 
children in the family. "Sometimes 
older children have a hard time un­
derstanding what has happened," 
Bond said ... And parents ar.e going 

through such a rough time that it is 
hard for them to deal with the other 
children. 

"It sometimes helps for the coun­
selcl to speak with the brothers and 
sisters-especially to address any fears 
of guilt they may be feeling."

Fire authorities agree that hun­
dreds of lives could be saved each 
year if oruy people knew in advance 
howtheycouldgetoutoftheirhomes 
in the he:lvy smoke and confusion 
lhat frequently accompany a fire. 
Unfortunately, not everyone ha~ the 
instinct to run from a burning home. 
Children often panic and hide in clos­
ets or under beds. 

Knowing what to do in case a fire 
does break out may mean the differ­
ence between life and death. The 
answerisanescape plan that is known 
and understood by every member of 
the family. Thecscapeplan should be 
a family projecL Each family mem­
ber should be thoroughly familiar 
with every step of the plan. Very 
yowtg children and elderly persons 
should receive careful consideration 
when mapping out your plan. Both of 
these groups noed special help in 
escaping a home fire. 

The flrst thing to do when prepar­
ingyourplanistodrawafloorplanof 
your home. Mark an escape route and 
an al&cmate route from each room. 
Pay particular auenuon 10 the bed­
rooms since nighttime fues are usu­
ally the most serious. Since it is 
impossible to get out throogh a high 
window or to open a door that is 
painted shut or blocked by a heavy 
item of furniture, invest in a rope or 
folding ladder. 

Always make sure that doors csn 

be opened and are easily accessible.

Come to an agreement on a way in 
which any member of the family can 
sound an alarm, pound on the wall, 
yell, use a whistle, or any method that 
will awaken those who are asleep. 
Time should not be wasted geLLing 
dressed or collecting prized posses­
sions. Speed is of utmost importance 
in escaping flre. 

Every family member should 
know how to test a door. If either the 
panels or knob are wann. the door 
must be kept closed and the alternate 
escape route used. If not, the foot and 
hip should be braced against the door 
and the door opened cautiously to 
prevent superheated air from blow­
ing it open. If no hot air or smoke 
enters, it is probably safe 10 pass 
through. 

If it is necessary 10 stay in the 
room, stay near a slightly open win­
dow. Place towels or clothes in the 
door cracks. To reach the other side 
of a smoke-fllled room, crawl with 
your head about J 8 inches above the 
floor. Hang a sheet outside the win­
dow 10 signal for help. 

Plan ahead oo an outside meeting 
place where everyone can assemble. 
Once you have made your escape, 
never go back inside! 

Once your plan is developed, hold 
a practice drill and then repeat the 
drills periodically. If problems de­
velop in the escape plan, they can be 
worked out during the practice drills. 
These drills are well worth the effort 
to know that you and your family 
have a better than average chance of 
surviving a home ftre.

Tv.ovcrsionc;ofthe 1990farm bill 
passed by the House and Senate be­
fore August are essentially obsolete 
because of fedcrnl budget negotia­
tions rutd the eruption of the Persian 
Gulf crisis, according to a UK agri­
culturnl economist. 

"Federal budget negotiations and 
the Persian Gulf crisis make it clear 
that the assumptions used by the 
agriculture committees in preparing 
their versions of the farm bill are 
obsolete," said David Freshwater, an 
agricultural economist in the Univer­
sity of Kentncky College of Agricul­
ture. 

The House and Senate VCJ'$ionsof 
the 1990 farm bill have to be merged 
m a conference committee and ap-

proved by the president "Until that 
)lappens we don't have a farm bill," 
Freshwater said. 

The Persian Gulf conflict could 
''rnd.ically change global and national, 
economic and political conditions," 
Freshwater said. 

In August, when the House and 
Senate passed their versions of the 
fnnn bill, fewcouldanticipatethatoil 
would be in the $30-$40 range, he 
said. 

Congressional leaders and the 
Wlute House agreed tbis week on a 

budget plan that calls for an addi­
tional Sl3 billion in cuts from the 
baseline agriculture budget over the 
next five years, Freshwater said. 

The U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture wlil be forced to make "real 
cuts," Freshwater said, which means 
l.hluagriculturnl commiuees will not 
be able to make up for savings by 
shifting payment dates or claiming 
saving~ from programs thut were 
expected to decline. 

"There will be pressure outside 
agriculture and from tlte WhiteHouse 
for real cuts because you can't bring 
the federal deficit down unless you 
make real cuts," Freshwater said. 

Freshwater said he expects most 
USDAcuiS to be made on commod-

ity programs, but the form those cuts 
will take is uncertain. 

Agriculture interests will have n 
difficult time making their case dur­
ing farm bill negotiations, Freshwa­
ter noted. 

"Aslongascnpson farm program 
outlays are embedded in a budget 
agreement there is little leverage for 
uaditional farm interests," he said. 

Several factors point to a difficult 
farm bill conference, Freshwater said. 

In addition to problems caused by 

the federal budget and the Per:>ian 
Gulf, prospects for lower imeresuntes 
nre dim. commodity prices are soft 
and the global grain markers are 
destabilized. 

"Conditions in agriculture and in 
the general economy have signifi­
cantly deteriorated since August," he 
said. "If current trends continue. farm 

inoome 1s going to be hit hard by 
higher input costs and declining 
prices, which argues for higher levels 
of support. 

"There has been a shift in projec­
tions from a continuation of Lhe re­
covery that suuted in the mid-1980s 
to a concern lhat conditions of !he 
early 1980s may be returning.

vital role Tennes.~ squirrel huntets 
once played in this nation's belliger­
encies. 

As far back ns late colonial days, 
Tennessee squirrel hunters were 
beginning 10 e.xen a pacifying innu­
ence on the wild frontier. 

Hard-pressed, Indians could 
hardly be blamed for trying to stem 
the tide of white settlement with ar­
rows and tomahawks. But the unerr­
ing aim ofTenoessce squirrel hunters 
was one of the main reasons they 
decided burying the hatchet was bet­
r.er than burying themselves. 

When England's colonial yoke 
grew lOO harsh 10 bear, Tennessee 
squirrel hunters under John Silver 
loaded their rifles and rode off to 
King's Mountain, where the heany 
thrashing they gave the Redcoats 
helped tum the Revolution around.

les in the Middle East arc a 20th 
century phenomena. Not hardly.

The tolerance of the United States 
was remarkable even in those days, 
but by the time Thomas Jefferson 
took office, the effrontery of the 
seaborne bandits had stretched 
American patience to the breaking 
point. 

Peace--loving Jefferson ftnally 
dispatched the Navy and the Marines 
10 instill a little respect in the 
rogues, and they carried out their 
mission with remarkable success. 
And no doubt there were some Ten­
nessee squirrel _hunters in the Marine 
squadrons that wentashoreatTripoli 
and sent the pirates flying. 

Hostilities with Great Britain 
broke out anew in 1812, and U.S. 
forces repeatedly carne out on the 
short end in the early stages of the 
war. By the time Andy Jackson led an 
army of Tennessee squirrel hunters 
-and some Kentucldanstoo-down 
to New Orleans, a peace treaty had 
already been signed in Europe. 

But no one in America knew that, 
and Old Hickory and his squirrel 
hunters proceeded to deal the British 
the worst licking they endured in a 
war that was already over. 

A number of Tennessee squirrel 
hunters- including Davy Crockeu., 
the most famous one of all - were 
among the 187 defenders who bit the 
dust at the Alamo - but not before 
making Santa Anna and his trOOp of 
5,000 pay dearly for their victay. 

When that score was evened a 
decade later in the war with Mexico, 
so many Tennessee squirrel hunters 
rallied to t.he cause that Tennessee 
hns ever since been known as the 
Volunreer State. 

Thanks to strong Union sentiment 
in the eastern part of the state, Ten· 
nessee squirrel hunters were well

represented on both sides during the 
Civil War. and they gave good ac­
counts of themselves, regardless of 
the colors they wore. 

Nearly every pull--off along any 
country road was occupied by a car or 
a pickup truck, and when first light 
broke on opening morning, it was 
greeted by such a chorus of gunfue 
that it sounded like war was breaking 
out. 

But the most stirring feat of arms 
ever performed by any Tennessee 
squirrel hunter in any connicL was 
that of SgL Alvin C. York in World 
War I. The native of Jamestown in 
FenLreSS County single-handed! y shot 
25 Germans and forced the surrender 
of 132 others. He won the congres· 
sional Medal of Honor and t.he 
nation's undying adulation. 

Those days are no more. Fmdinga 
parking spot on opening day is no 
longeraproblem,and in vast StretChes 
of good squirrel woods. the season is 
ushered in amid morgue-like silence. 

Given that proud record. it was 
with sad dismay that 1 recently read 
an appeal put out by the Tennessee 
Wildlife Resources Agency aimed at 
encouraging more Tennessee hunt­
ers to go squ.irrel bunting. 

There was once a time - and it 
really wasn't that long ago -lhen 
squirrels were far and away the most 
popular game animal in Tennessee. 
Opening day of squirrel season was 
one of the year's biggest social events. 

Tennessee's wildlife managers 
attribute the decline of squirrel hunt­
ing to the remarkable resurgence ot 
the state's deer aud turkey popula­
tions. With bigger game to go aftec, 
few hunters rela.in any interest in 
squirrels. 

But is that really it? Or could it be 
that the squirrel hunter himself is 
simply obsolete? In this last decade 
of the 20th Century, maybe annies 
have become so high-teCh they no 
longer have need oflong,lean, keen­
eyed men with rifles.

As originally proposed, the early 
sea.c;on would have been open Octo­
ber 6 and 7. But lhat proposition did 
nol sit well with the bowhunters. 
Moving the dates to a later October 
weekt~nd, allowing bowhunters the 
fJTSt nineteen days of deer season to 
themselves, marked a compromise 
between the groups. 

Bowhunters contended that allow­
ing muzzle loaders in the field so early 
(and during the flrst full weekend) 
would decrease archers' chances of 
taking quality deer. 

1llc muzzle-loading hunters ar­
gued that not being allowed to hunt 

until late in the year (December 8-14) 
decreased the chances of laking qual­
ity whitetails.

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CRANKBAITS CAN CATCH 
BASS YEAR-ROUND 

Larry Nixon has gained a national 
reputation forhisabilitytocatch ross 
on plastic worms and jigs. but if you 
look in his taclclebox, you'll find 
something else he can use just as 

• effectively crankbait.s. 
"CrankbaiL'I will catch bass 

lhroughout the year," explains Nixon, 
amemberofthc EvinrudeOutboards 
Pro Staff who has tournament win­
nings that toLal nearly Sl million."! 
fll'St learned to use them more than 20 
years ago when I began guiding on 
Greers Ferry Lake in Arkansas, and 
today I always have at least one on a 
rod." 

One of Nixon's favorite spots for 
cnmkbaits is along ledges and chan· 
nels where the water depth changes 
very abruptly fonn perhaps 10 or 12 
feet 10 25 or 30 feet. According LO 
Nixon, it is best 10 "hang" a crank bait 

• right over the edge of the drop. 
"You need a crank bait that will 

s~-pend in place or float very, very 
slowly to the surface when you stop 
reeling," explains the well known 
Evinrudepro. ''MakealongcasL,reel 
the lure down to the edge of the 
dropoff, then srop reeling so the lure 
just hangs, suspended right there." 

"Bass often hide right along the 
edges of bre.ak.lines like this," Nixon 
added, "moving up and down vertl· 
cally as they feel like it A crankbait 
hovering along that brealdine f.re. 
quent.ly draws a strike when nothing 
else will." 

Ni~on also fishes with crankbaits 
• over submerged vegetation like moss 

or hydrilla. He prefers to begin his 
search for bass along the outside edge 
of the vegetation where it meets deep 
wat.er. 

"Grass patterns for bass may 
change rapidly," Nixon cautions, ''so 
if you don't find fJsh along the out· 
side edge, gradually move across the 
grass toward its inside edge. 

"Make a long cast with your 
crankbait,reel itdownsoitjustbarely 

• touches the lop of the vegetation 
during your retrieval. Try different 
rettievaJ speeds, but don't reel Lhe 
lure so deep it gets snagged in the 
vegetation." 

Crankbaits can be excellent lure 
choices when you're trying to find 
bass on a new Jake, too, says Nixon. 
He suggests looking for spawning 
areas before moving out into slightly 
deeper water, fan casting a crankbait 
to check different depths . 

.. One of the .key places to look for 
is the flJ'Sl major depth change or 
channel break near a spawning area," 

- Ntxon explains. ''A well-defined 
channel, such ac; a creek or even a 
deepditch,may hold bass throughout 
the year. 

"Usc your map to locate potential 
spawning Oats, then find them when 
you're on the water. Just fiSh your 
way out from the shallow water into 
deeper water and eventually you'll 
find bass. 

"A crankbait will allow you to 
cover this water quickly until you 
contact fish . Once you do fmd bass, 
you can slow down and perhaps use 
other lures to catch more fish," said 
Nixon.

angler Linda England has enjoyed an 
illustrious fiShing careec during the 
past decade- except for one three· 
minute segment. earlier this year ,that 
she'd like to forget. 

That's the time her fishingpanner 
accidentally booked a very mad, 
extremely aggressive cottonmouth 
moccasin snake. 

"We were practicing for a tourna­
ment," recalls the auractive Johnson 
Pro Staff angler, "when we saw tJ1is 
sna.lce swimming across the river 
toward us. I had been told C{)Uon­
moulhs don't like the color red, and

we were fishing in a red boat." 
.. This snake definitely did not like 

the color red," smd Ntxon. "Wben it 
reached lhe side of our boat. it acr:u­
alJy reared up in the water as if to 
bluff us into leaving- it wus scary." 

England's panncr that day, a local 
boat dealer who wa.'l showing her the 
area, tried to fright.cn the snake away 
by splashing the water with his rod 
tip. Then he accidentally hooked the 
cottonmouth. 

"It wali a full grown Lhree to four 
foot moccas•n," remembers the 
Johnson pro, "and even with all its 

wild gyrating, the lure's hooks 
wouldn't come loose. My b1ggest 
fear was that the snake would some­
how get into the boat with us, and 1f 
it did, I was ready to jump over-
board." , 

"Finally, my partner reeled the 
snake in, pushed his reel's freespool 
button, and made one of the hardest 
casts of his life. When the snake hit 
the water, the hooks came free and 
the snake swam away." 

"The entire episode could not have 
lasted longer than about three min­
utes," she added, "but it wac: three 

minutes I'd like to forget." 
Although anglers don't often hook 

snakes with their lures, they do en­
counterthem rather frequently,espe­
cially when fiShing in remote creeks 
or along brushy river shorelines. 
England's advice is to leave them 
alone, whether they're poisonous or 
not. 

"Only a few of the snakes we 
encounter while fishing are actually 
poisonous," she says, "and most of 
the time, the snakes leave when an 
angler gets close to them." 

"The cottonmouth moccasin has a

"If that happens, you could be in 
for a few scary minutes.

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Who colors the leaves? 
A popular childhood tale is 

that Jack Frost comes around 
on cool nights to paint leaves 
the vibrant color~ we all enjoy 
during autumn. 

The process that brings color 
to leaves in the fall actually be­
gins in the spring as buds open 
and new leflves are unveiled, 
according to Bill Fountain, an 
Extension ornamentals special-

ist with the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture. 

"All the beautiful, vibrant 
colors we see in fall leaves are 
a combination of only three 
pigments - one red and two 
yellow ones," Fountain said. 
"The yellow pigments ru:.e pres­
ent in the leaf from the time it is 
formed. We just can't see the 
yellow color, because it is 
masked by the more abundant 
green chlorophyll." 

A combination of cool nights 
and shorter day lengths causes 
the red pigments to form in 
leaves, he added. The pigments 
are formed from sugars remain· 
ing in the leaf at the end of 
summer. If the summer has 
been relatively cool and moist, 
many sugars are left in leaves 

to be changed into red pig­
ments. 

The red pigment, like table 
sugar, is soluble in water, ac­
cording to Fountain. As a re­
sult, much red pigment is lost 
form the leaves during a wet 
fall season. 

.. Perhaps you have seen 
leaves that become wet after 
falling on to the sidewalk," he 
added. "Oftenaredleafpattem 
is left when the leaf is re­
moved ... 

Cool, moist summers and dry 
falls are more common in areas 
of the country that boast spec­
tacular fall colors, according to 
Fountain. 

"By selecting plant species 
and cultivars that are known to 
produce good fall color, we 
can increase the dazzle and 
blaze of the colorful show at­
nibuted to Jack Frost," Foun­
tain said. 

Large trees lhat provide vi­
brant colors in the fall include 
white ash, sugar maple, ginkgo, 
sweetgum, and blackgum, ac­
cording to Fountain. Flame 
amur maple and sowwood are 
among the smaller trees. Col-

orful shrubs include burning 
bush, fragrant sumac, and Vir­
ginia sweetspire. 

"Not all of lhese trees and 
shrubs are suitable for all sites," 
he said ... So, for more cultural 
information on trees and plants 
that provide dazzling fall col­
ors, contact your county Ex· 
tension agent

We used to use n bush hog, 
but there was nothing to rake up the 
cutting with. Our uactor needs over­
hauling, so we decided 1.0 try a sickle 
bar. lt mowed over half an acre and 
used only one pint of gas. Quite a 
savings over the gallon of gas the 
tractor would hnve burned (and we 
all know the pnce of gas). 

Of course, 1 .keep harvesting. 
Recently ,I started gathering mustard 
and turnip greens to freeze, but I ran 
out of jars and lids. We should fmish 
digging the reslof our Irish and sweet 
potatoes this week. Next we'll har­
vest the edible soy beans and dry and 
shell them. Because I had such a good 
crop last year, with plenty leftover,! 
only planted a very small patch of soy 
beans this year. From the looks of this 
crop, each bean made two or three 
plants, just like beet seed. They will 
keep for next year's planting. Excess 
seed will be fed 10 the goats and 
chickens- remember, no waste!
