Prestonsburg High School will no
longer be located in downtown
Prestonsburg as the Floyd County
Board of Education voted Wednes-
day night to purchase land located
near Clark Elementary 1o build a new
high school.

The board agreed to pay David
May $400,000 for 100 acres of land
located on Highway 404, outside the
city limits of Prestonsburg. By a 3-2
margin, the board approved the site
and planned to acquire the deed
Thursday.

The site should produce 20-25
acres of usable land, according to
Dixon Nunnery, who prepared an
appraisal and acreage estimate for
the board of education. Board mem-
bers Tommy Boyd and Ray “Shag”
Campbell voted against the measure
because it would take the high school
outside of the city.

“I'm not against you having a new
school Doc,” Boyd told Board Chair-
man James D, Adams. “I'm glad for
you. But, I'm voting against it be-
cause it'll take it out of Prestonsburg.

Cocaine, pot
are taken in
drug arrests

Members of the Floyd County

Officers confiscated five bags of
marijuana at the home,

AIDS rumors
are untrue,
owner says

Rumors that an employee or em-
ployees at a Prestonsburg restaurant
are infected with the Acquired Im-
mune Deficiency Syndrome (AIDS)
are “absolutely untrue” an owner said
this week, and an investigation into
the source of the reports is expected.

Bob Hutchison, an owner of the
Prestonsburg McDonalds, said Wed-
nesday that no employees at the
Prestonsburg restaurant or atany other
restaurantoperated by his family were
infected with the AIDS virus, adding
that any reports 1o the contrary were
“false.”

“How that rumor got started, or
why it got started, is beyond me,”
Hutchison said. “There is no truth to
ll."

Hutchison said the AIDS rumors
were not confined to the local restau-
rant, adding that similar |ales were
beginning to surface in Paintsville.
Several weeks ago the same rumors
were circulating about the McDonalds
restaurant in Williamson, West Vir-
ginia,

Ithinkitought to be in Prestonsburg.”
Board Superintendent Ron Hager
said May had agreed to*‘come down"
to the appraisal price of $400,000 10
acquire the site. In an unusual move,
the decision was made in open meet-
ing. Real estate transactions are usu-
ally discussed in executive session.

The board approved (o purchase
the land at its May 9 meeting and
asked Nunnery to do an appraisal.

When the location of the new high
school was announced earlier this
year, the Prestonsburg City Council
voted to send a letter to the board
asking it not to move the school from
the downtown area. Annexation of
the property was also discassed by
the city council.

Adams said an agreement between
the state Department of Buildings
and Grounds and the city of
Prestonsburg for 2.5 miles of new
sewer lines could be negotiated for
the school. He said the new sewer
lines would also serve residents in
the Old Middle Creek Road area.

The board also approved the addi-
tion of a physical education facility
and four classrooms at the James A.
DuffElementary schoolandconstruc-
tion 1o increase the water supply at
the school. A fire truck from the
Garrett Volunteer Fire Department
and a volunteer fireman have been
stationed at the school since itopened
because the water pressure is not ade-
quate to activate the sprinkler system
in case of fire.

The board also voted to raise the
price of copies obtained from the
ceniral office to 25 cents per page for
all non-school personnel. Hager said
the increase was needed 1o cover the
cost of paper and lease payments on
office machinery.

Floyd County Education Associa-
tion President Bud Reynolds ad-
dressed board members and asked
that board policy pertaining to elec-
tion activities be honored. Reynolds
asked that no board employees
threaten or intimidate teachers or
students in regards to the upcoming
school board election.

“I hope no student or teacher is
taken away from class for the elec-
tion,” Reynolds said.

Reynolds also thanked the board
for its cooperation in implementing
the agreementreached between teach-
ers and the administration during the
teacher’s strike in August.

A representative from Floyd
County Parents for Better Education
asked the board about school sup-
plies and spending per pupil and
wanted first aid kits at every school.
Hager said the board hopes w0 be
spending $30 per student this school
year.

Remains thought to be those of West Virginia man :

Autopsy to decide death cause

A Floyd County Sheriff's Deputy,
scouring a hillside Wednesday after-
noon for marijuana plants, discov-
ered instead the badly decomposed
remains of a human body near the
golfcourse at Jenny Wiley State Park.

Floyd County Coroner Roger
Nelson said that the remains of an
approximately 57-year-old caucasian
male were discovered about 100 feet
from the top of a hill near the golf
course at Jenny Wiley State Park.
Nelson estimated that the body had
been in the hills for approximately
two months.

The coroner’s office is using the
body and dental X-rays of Robert
Stephens, 57, of Huntington, in.con-
nection with the investigation, ac-
cording to Nelson, The X-rays were
obtained Thursday and will be sent
with the body to the state medical
examiner's office in Frankfort for
identification, Nelson said.

The identity has not been con-
firmed. A positive identification could
come within the next few days, Nel-
son said, A missing persons report on
Stephens had not been filed, Nelson
added.

The body found matched a de-
scription of a man seen around the

-area in Junc or July that park rangers

received complaints about wander-
ing around the lake and in the camp-
ing area, Nelson said. The body was
found laying in a heavily wooded
area near the Pro Shop.

The clothed body, which was
“mostly skeletal remains” bore no
immediate signs of foul play but “‘all
avenues are open” as 10 determining
cause of death, Nelson said.

A wallet found near the body
contained a driver’s license of a man

from Huntington, Items found near
the scene indicated the manmay have
been camping.

Members of the Floyd County
Rescue Squad, Kentucky State Po-
lice, Floyd County Sheriff’s Office
and Floyd County Coroner's Office
removed the body from the wooded
hillside at approximately 1:00 p.m.
Wednesday afternoon,

The case is under investigation by
Kentucky State Police detective Keith
Scott, the Floyd County Sheriff's
Office and the Floyd County
Coroner's Office.

the provision he posta $10,000 prop-
erty bond by 4 p.m. today.

Crum, his wife, Maudie, sons,
Jackie and Tony and daughter, Kathy
Jacobs were indicted by a Floyd
County Grand Jury in December 1989
for allegedly aiding Ballard Crum in
extorting the money from Reid, The
indictment said Ballard Crum ob-
tained themoney from Reid by threat-
ening him with bodily harm,

Special Judge Richard Elswick of
Pike County presided and Special
Prosecutor Rick Bartley of the Pike
County Commonwealth Attomey's
office presented the case on behalf of
the state.

Reid said Ballard Crum's son,
Tony, then came home and asked his
father what was going on and told
him not w hurt Reid. Reid, Tony
Crum and Jackie Crum then drove o
Reid Pharmacy to get $10,000 in
cash with the understanding Reid
would give them an additional
$15,000 the next day.

“At that point, I would have given
themanything,” Reid testified. *I was
justglad to get out of there alive,” A
receipt, signed by both gentlemen,
was given 10 Reid, he said, at his
request.

Kathy Jacobs picked upacashier’s
check for $15,000 from Reid the next
moming and had it cashed a the First
Commonwealth Bank in Martin, Reid
said. However, only $7,500 was paid
out and a separate check for $7,500
was issued to Jacobs, according to
testimony,

Negotiations to purchase the deal-
ership continued until February 15
when Reid called Tony Crum on the
phone and tape recorded the conver-
sation. On the tape, played for the
jury, Reid told Tony Crum: “It's a
good thing you came in when you did
or Ballard might have killed me.”
Crum replied, “Yeah, that’s true.”

Tony Crum told Reid in the phone
call that if he would go 10 a meeting
in Cincinnati at the Chevrolet dealer-
ship in order to get approval 10 buy
the franchise, his father would sign
papers pertaining to collateral.

Reid said the collateral pertained
to the repayment of the $25,000 the
Crums “had taken" from him, ac-
cording to his lestimony.

Reid said he informed his attor-
ney, Danny Caudill, who was an
asgistant commonwealth attorney at
the time, the next day of the incident
and Caudill said he would tell Com-
monwealth Auomey Jerry Patton
about what had happened. He said
Caudill told him “I don’t blame you"
in reference to giving the Crums the
money.

The Crums, eachtestifying in their
own defense, told a different version
and denied mostof Reid’s testimony.

Maudie, Crum said Reid was
paying a $10,000 deposit on a sepa-
rate tract of land adjacent 1o the deal-
ership. She testified Reid and his
attorney assured them they would
pay back the $25,000 owed o Ed
Walters. However, that stipulation
was nol in the contract signed by
Reid and the Crums and Walters has

never been repaid the money, ac-
cording o Mrs. Crum.

She said Reid had asked her sons
10 accompany him to the pharmacy
on February 5 1o collect the money.
Mrs. Crum said her husband did not
have a gunand Reid went willingly to
get the money.

Ricky Crum, whowas homeatthe
time Reid arrived on February 5, said
he did not see his father with a gun or
hear any threats made. He said his
mother called to him and said Reid
wanted him to go with him (o get the
money. Crum said he was pulting on
his jacket to leave with Reid when his
brother came to the door.

“Mom said he was going to pay a
deposil on some property,” Crum said.

Prosccutor Bartley asked Crum
about an agreement with his signa-
ture on it and notarized by his sister,
Kathy Jacobs, pertaining to the Para-
dise Lounge, which was part of the
property agreement.

After looking at the document,
Crum replied, “That’s not my signa-
ture.”

“Are you saying someone forged
your name on this and your sister
notarized it?” Bartley asked

“I guess,” Crum responded.

Ballard Crum testified his wife
Maudie and Reid did most of the
talking that Sunday night and he and
Reidonly talked about five minutes."l
had nothing to do with it (the $10,000
deposit),” Crum said.

Crum had obtained a warrant for
Reid on April 5 claiming Reid had
threatened him on February 5. The
warranl said Reid told Crum “I've
gotenough money to destroy youand
your family.” Crum said Reid told

him that on February 5 after return-
ing with the money,

Tony Crum testified he went with
Reid to the pharmacy that night and
Reid counted out $10,000 in cash
from a brown paper bag he produced
from the office safe,

Reid testified he had that much
money on hand because of business
generated by it being the first of the
month and he had not been able to
make it (o the bank to deposit the
recoipts,

Tony Crum said he did not take
part in the negotiations between his
parents and Reid and only assisted in
trying to obtain approval from Gen-
eral Motors for the sale. He said the
business was in bad financial shape
at the time,

In closing, Bartley tld the jury
Ballard Crum had “snapped” under
the financial pressure of being heav-
ily in debt and became desperate for
the deal 1 go through. He said Ed
Walters was “leaning” on Maudie
Crum for the return of the $25,000.
He said family members were sur-
prised at how far things had gone that
night but decided to go along with it.

Crum later had to file bankruptcy
and the building housing the dealer-
ship bumed about a month later,

The jury deliberated for about two
hours before returning the verdict.
Final sentencing had not been set at
presstime,

“This is my heritage,” said Carol

Going to college for the first time
or returning after a number of years
away from a formal educational set-
ting can be a forbidding experience
for any adult. I often hear returning
students say, “I'm scared 1o death! I
don't know what to expect, and I
don’t know if I can do it." To begin,
if they didn’t think they could do it,
they probably would not, in all like-
lihood, be here, so surely their fear
comes from the unknown — what 1o
expect,

Ifind that the most frequent fear of
returning adult students is the fear of
being different because they are older.
However, the median age of college
students is on the rise. Whether a
career change or required continuing
education is the reason, most adults,
at some point, find themselves re-
turning to the classroom. Be assured,
you will not stand out, and you will
not be alone.

The next most common fear is not
knowing what to expect in the class-
room. Although you will encounter
various teaching styles and tech-
niques, the most common ones are
outlined in Michael W, Galbraith's
latest book, “Adult Learning Meth-
ods” (1990). Although each teacher
will come into the classroom with
his/her own philosophical orienta-
tionand teaching style, you can proba-
bly expect to encounter one Or more

of the following teaching techniques.

The lecture is probably one tech-
nique the returning student most of -
ten anticipates. According o Gal-
braith, when the primary goal of the
class is informative, this is still a
common and effective teaching
method. The college student can
expect, however, that the lecturer will
be well informed on the subject mat-
ter and will present the material in a
clear, precise, and orderly manner,
Most teachers encourage a verbal
dialogue with the students during the
lecture or immediately after the lec-
ture by allowing time for questions.
Theleamer’sresponsibility is to come
to the class prepared and ready to
learn, to listen well, and to engage in
critical thinking on the subject. Since
most lecturers narrow their topic to
three or four essential concepts, note-
taking should not be a problem if the
student is truly engaged in the learn-
ing process,

Class discussion is another com-
mon teaching technique outlined by
Galbraith. Although discussion
themes may be pre-set, this is a very
flexible setting where the unantici-

pated response is welcomed. That is
not (o say that students can say just
anything; discussion requires the
student to think through responses
carcfully, to present ideas clearly, to
anticipate other students” responses,
and to interpret other students’ ideas.
As Galbraith points out, discussion

requires collaborative efforts by both
the teacher and the students. In con-
cluding his thoughts on discussion,
Galbraith notes that participation “in
the sprawling, wayward, emotional
charged activity we know as discus-
sion represents for many adult learn-
ers the quintessential adult educa-
tional experience.”

My favorite learning, and teach-
ing, technique is the mentorship. The
mentorship philosophy lends itself to
effective instruction in the develop-
mental classroom, my teaching terri-
tory, Galbraith writes, “The aim of
effective mentorship ... is to promote

+ the developmentof the learner.” This

teaching technique requires a bal-
ance between challenge and support.
Galbraith notes that challenge with
too little support can discourage a
leamer; therefore, the wise mentor
recognizes when a student “needs to
be held, when even a little challenge
can be too much.” Yet, the mentor
provides structure, expectations, and
guidance, all in due time. Mentors
have to leamn to *'read their students.”
In college, a mentor can serve as a
“transitional figure” to a successful
college career, If you are returning to
school, seek out a mentor. At PCC,
you can find many.

Computer-enriched instruction is
a relatively new teaching technique,
and like mentorship, it is ofien en-
countered in the developmental class-
room. Galbraith cites a 1987 study by
Kulikand Kulik that, in general, states
students learned more — in less time
— and enjoyed learning more when
they reached computer assistance in
an educational setting. In my experi-
ence, there is little doubt that com-
puters can facilitate learning, but 1
also know they have their limita-
tions; they cannot replace teachers.
Plus, obtaining educational software
for the mature learner is often a prob-
lem, and computers can be frighten-
ing toa computer shy adult. Butonce
a student becomes computer-wise,
scif-esteem séems 10 grow, enabling
the student to take the necessary risks
to leamn. Besides computer technol-
ogy is a reality of our world, and the
sooner you are comfortable at a
computer, the better,

Although these are just a sam-
pling of Galbraith’s adult learning
methods, they represent a little of the
old, a little of the new, and a little of

During School Bus Safety Week
the National Safety Council urges
school officials and parents 1o teach
children the proper ways to approach
and leave a bus stop, how to board
and exit a bus, and pedestrian safety,

This year, 22 million students will be
transported by a school vehicle. In
the 1988-1989 school year, school
bus transportation accidents killed an
estimated 35 pupils. More than half
of these accidents resulted while the
student was boarding or leaving the
bus.
Loading the bus

Parents and teachers should ac-
cept the responsibility of teaching
young children how to properly enter
and exit a school bus, The following

are safety tips that all children should

tice:

— Allow enough time in the
morming to get to the bus without
hurrying,

—At the bus stop, wail a safe
distance from the roadway. Don't
“horse” around and refrain from going
into the street, alleys or private prop-
cry.

y_ When boarding the bus, wait

_ forthe vehicle to come to a complete

stop before boarding. Then, using the
handrails, enter the bus and find a
seat quickly.

— When exiting the bus, wait for

it 1o stop completely before getting
up from you seat. Walk (o the front
door and exit using the handrails, If
you have to cross in front of the bus,
walk ten feet ahead of the bus along
the side of the road, until you can tum
around and see the driver. Stop and
wait for the driver’s signal to cross
the street. Continue to look left, right,
left. Stay clearof the bus’srear wheels
at all times!
Pedestrian Safety!

School bus safety does not end
once a child has left the bus. Since
mostof the school bus accidents occur
outside the bus, having a child under-
stand pedestrian safely is key to
avoiding an accident, According 1o
the Council, most pedestrian acci-
dents are the fault of the walker, not
the driver, Teach children these criti-
cal safety tips:

— When crossing a street, stop at
the curb or the side of the road and
look left, right, left. If the road isclear
of oncoming vehicles, cross the road
and continue to look left, right, left.

— If you view of traffic is blocked
by parked cars or other obstacles,
move out to where drivers can see
you and you can see the vehicles.

— Walk directly across the strests.
Walking diagonally increases the time
you are exposed to cars.

— Atintersections, be sure to look
over your shoulder for turning ve-
hicles.

— Never assume you have the
right-of-way. Drivers may ignore
traffic signs and signals, and some-
limes even strike pedestrians in
marked crosswalks.

— When there are no sidewalks,
walk facing traffic and keep as far to
the left of the road as possible.

— In bad weather, don't let your
umbrella or jacket hood block your
view of approaching cars. Allow extra
time for vehicles to stop.
