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Task force
studies cost

Prestonsburg Community
College's success story could change
drastically for the worse if tuition at
community colleges is raised, ac-
cording to Chalmer Frazier, a mem-
ber of the advisory board at PCC.

“Community colleges could ex-
pect at least a 20 percent drop in
enroliment for a small raise,” Frazier
said Thursday.

Frazier spoke before the Task
Group on Tuition Policy Review ata
public hearing held at Morehead State
University on October 17. The Coun-
cil on Higher Education is holding
three public hearings throughout
Kentucky to establish toition rates
for Kentucky's public community
colleges and universities. Ken
Walker, a panel member and the
deputy director for financial affairs,
said the idea of increasing ratesatthe
two-year schools to that of regional
universities has been discussed for a
long ume. David Porter, chairman of
the task force, said administrators at
other universitics support a plan o
raise tuition rales.

“Regional universities like More-
head want to get tuition equal to cut
down competition,” Fraziesr said.
“Regional universities must have a
dorm, gym, and football field. Look
what a bargain the state is getting.”
Frazier said, explaining that savings
are probably $10 10 $1 for universi-
ties compared locommunity colleges.

Frazier said any tuition increase
would be a great disservice to com-
munity colleges.

“Education is the salvation of all
of Eastern Kentucky," Frazier said,
explaining that Eastern Kentucky
must diversify its indusiry.

"Coal mining, under the present
high tech system of mining, does not
furnish enough jobs. Success inbring-
ing new industry requires an edo-
cated workforce,” Frazier (old the
gathering,

“Where will we be in 10 years?"
Patricia Stephens, a sophomore at
PCC and a mother of two, asked
council members. Stephens asked

how older workers could be retrained
for employment when the coal in-
dustry is gone; “The area will be
more depressed,” Stephens empha-
sized.

Stephens said she must work now
in order to supplement her financial
aid. “If anything, twition should be
lowered, If it had been raised, there is
no way I could have taken college,”
she said.

Prestonsburg attorney John M.
Rosenberg is among recipients of the
John Minor Wisdom Public Service
and Professionalism Award, given
annually by the American Bar
Association’s Section of Litigation,

The 1990 award is presented to-
day to eight individual lawyers and
one law firm during the Litigation
Section's Annual Fall Meeting in
Philadelphia. Named in honor of John
Minor Wisdom, a judge of the U.S.
Court of Appeals for the Fifth Circuit
credited with inspiring generations
of lawyers to meel their public serv-
ice obligations, the award is con-
ferred “in recognition of high stan-
dards of professionalism and out-
standing contributions in promoting
an open profession and an open sys-
tem of justice.”

Rosenberg is executive director
of the Appalachian Research and
Defense Fund of Kentucky, Inc., in
Prestonsburg. He has advocated for
the poor since 1962, when his first
jobasa lawyer was in the deep South
with the Justice Department's Civil
Rights Division. Since 1973, with
the Appalachian Research and De-
fense Fund, he has led 25 attorneys
and 15 paralegals in attacking the
many problems faced by the poor in
rural Kentucky.

Victim found by neighbors:

Chaffins is kllled
in accident on Rt.7

David R. Chaffins, 44, of
Hueysville was killed Thursday af-
ternoon after his car plunged 179 feet
over an embankment and landed in
Beaver Creek about 1 mile on Route
7 at Salt Lick.

The wreck occurred at about 5:15
p.m. and neighbors, who heard the
crash and investigated, saw the car in
the creek and phoned police, accord-
ing to Floyd County Coroner Roger
Nelson. Chaffins died instantly,

The car, a 1982 Chevrolet

© Chessttey struck-a large Sycamore

tree as it overturned down the em-
bankment and ripped the top of the
car off level with the trunk and hood,
said Deputy Sheriff Linzie Hunt. The
impact decapitated Chaffins, The car
landed in about four feet of water and
was partially submerged. Chaffins

was thrown from the car and his body
was found in the creek.

Itis believed Chaffins lost control
of his car afier traveling over a
“rough™ spot in the road, Hunt said.
He also may have been traveling too
fast on the highway, Hunt said. Wet
roads may have also played a role in
the accident.

Members of the Floyd County
Emergency and Rescue Squad and
members of the Respond Ambulance
crew aided in the search of the creek
to determine if Chaffins was in ﬂw
vehicle alone, They found no evi-
dence of anyone else being in the car,
Nelson said.

Chaffins was pronounced dead at
the scene by Deputy Coroner Glenn
Frazier, The Floyd County Sheriff's
Department is investigating the acci-
dent. The Kentucky State Police was
also at the scene,

Two of the suspects, Danny Rat-
liff and Kevin Rogers, allegedly at-
tempted to run from officers after
they had stopped the vehicle, Rauiff
was also charged with first degree
wanton endangerment for pointing a
handgun at one of the officers at the
scene.

Officers found the men to be in
possession of two-nine millimeter
caliber handguns, two shotguns of
unknown caliber, one 223 caliber
Mini 14 semi automatic rifle, one
baseball bat, and ammunition for the

Clark Adkins, whose home was
allegedly burglarized by the suspects,
reportedly followed the suspects as
they left the residence and identified
them as the burglars after police had
detained them.

Breach of Duty Litigation
filed against local doctor

A Lexington law firm, McCoy,
Baker, and Newcomer, has filed legal
action in Floyd Circuit Court against
a Martin doctor on behalf of a Floyd
County couple,

The civil suit accuses Dr, Prem
Verma with breach of professional
duty and failure to treat a patient in a
timely manner. The litigation alleges
that Dr, Verma incorrectly diagnosed
Richard Collins” medical condition,
which led to emergency hospitaliza-
tion and surgery six months later.

Collins visited Dr. Verma in Janu-
ary 9, 1989, complaining of severe
pain in his abdomen, an inability to
eat, and nausea. The litigation al-
leges that Dr. Verma diagnosed
Collins as having a peptic ulcer and
began administering treatment for
that condition.

In August of 1989, Collins expe-
rienced weight loss in addition to the
complaints he continued to suffer,
“Dr. Verma continugd 10 treat him
for an ulcer, hospitalizing him once
at the end of August and again in late
September,” the complaint states.

Collins continued visitation on an
out-patient basis. In October, Dr.
Verma told Collins to retum in four
days; however, within two days the
pain became $o severe, and his con-

1

dition deteriorated o such a degree,
that his wife, Cathy, fearing for his
life, took him to the Methodist Hos-
pital in Pikeville where he was ad-
mitted, according to the suit. At
Pikeville Methodist Hospital, Collins
came under the care of Dr. Mary L.
Wiss, who after various tests, per-
formed an exploratory laparotomy.
According to the litigation, Dr. Wiss
discovered Collins had an “acutely

That number has now increased to
2,500 swudents. *“The enrollment at
PCC increases 32 percentevery year,”
Frazier said.

Somany don’tknow
what the exiension serviceis, letalone
how 1o find it. It amazes me 1o see
how many different was it will be
listed in a phone book. Here, in
Prestonsburg, it is listed as it should
be, Floyd County Agricultural Agent.

The cooperative exiension serv-
ice was established in 1914, Origi-
nally it focused on agriculture and
home economics, bringing informa-
tion and research from land grant
unjversities and the U.S. Department
of Agriculture (USDA) to help home
gardenersand farmers. Nutrition and
homemakers' clubs plus the largest
youth program in the United States,
the 4-H Club, have been added.

Extension Agenis are specialists
in agriculture and horticulture. Each
local office has pamphlets, booksand
other publications from the Univer-
sity of Kentucky:. free for the asking.
Local advice is stressed. If, by chance,
you ask your county agenta question
he cannot answer, he will call an arca
specialist. Your question will be
answered correctly— maybe notright
away, but as soon as he oblains the
needed information.

The nice thing about county agents
is, they arc local. They know our
climate and soil conditions — which
is vital 1o gardencrs. They cangive us
dates for planting each differentcrop,
the general first and last frost dates.
Which pests arrive first, even culti-
vating tips for our local area, Here in
the Mountains recommendations can
very from county to county.

A few years ago we had a county
agenl that spent most of every day,
even Saturdays, visiungaround help-
ing the farmers who had called him
about some problem. He visited us
about once every three weeks, He
didn't come 1o sit in the shade and
gossip. He wasout in the ficldsshow-

ing, correcting and explaining, We
learned a lot that summer and are still

learning. You will learn also, if you
call and use your county extension
services,

I think [ first came to the conclu-
sion that gardening is a twelve month
job after working with our county
extension agent. Wheat work is done
in cold winter months can help make
a better garden with less seasonal
work come Spring. It was from dif-
ferent agents I learned insecticides
were not always the right answer;
and thatmulching and tilling in green
manure cover crops improved my
soil and tilth; a job commercial fertil-
izers cannot do.

Scott calls for war on drugs in
Eastern Ky.

Congressional Candidate Will T.
Scott issued a statement Tuesday
during a press conference in Ash-
land, Ky calling on Eastern Ken-
tuckians to begin theéir own “war on
drugs.”

“Over fifty percentof the crime in
Kentucky, like America, is directly
tied 1o illegal drug use. The plain and
simple truth is that we must fight our
own war on each local level,” Scolt
said.

During the pressconference, Scolt
outlined a three-point plan which
would, he said, provide a means 1o
allow the 7th District to fight and win
the war against drugs, the drug car-
tels and the casual users.

“We must reestablish the integrity
of our law enforcement officers ...
and maintain it on an annual basis.
We must have no more elected offi-
cials arrested in the 7th District for
helping the drug dealers,” he said.

Scott’s plan also calls for punish-
ment of drug-related crimes, even
casual use, withcertain actionand no
exceptions,

“Moreover,” Scotl continued,
“each community and each citizen
must assist our law enforcement
'system in identifying drug dealers
and users. We all must get involved
to stop this cancer of drugs, a cancer
that is eating at the heart of America,
from within and without,”

Asameansiothisend, Scottcalled
for “every chief of police, sheriff,
county attomey, commonwealth's
attorney, district and circuit judge to
join with me each year, on a volun-
lary basis, and take two tests, One is
a hair analysis drug test, which can
scan personal drug use for periods in
excess of 120 days and, secondly,
take a lie-detector test to certify that
they have notknowingly, asan elected
official, received any compensation
for either shielding or assisting an
illegal drug dealer or illegal drug
distribution ring. Ihavealready taken
a lie-detector test and the results are
public information.”

Scott concluded by noting that
“Leaders must always be out front,
the first to fight, the last to eat. Nei-
ther should they ask others to do
something they are not willing to do
themselves. In this act, I ask my
congressional opponent to join with
me in this war, join with me in these
tesis and join with me in this commit-
ment."

Teachers discuss new state

testing at EKCTE meeting

Teachers from four counties
learned about a new test,styled after
the NAEP examination, which is to
be administered to Kentucky students
at the fall EKCTE meeting, Monday,
October 15 at Prestonsburg Commu-
nity College. Three panelisis dis-
cussed what the structure and content
of the test, how results of the test will
affect salaries and promotions, and
what the math and numbers compo-
nent of the test will include.

Carol Stumbo of Wheelwright
High School stated that the new state
assessment tests will be performance-
based rather than entirely multiple
choice. The test stressescritical think-
ing rather than memorized facts, and
a writing component will be substi-
tuted for grammar.

A committee from the state De-
partment of Education will assess

how well children work independ-
ently and in groups, how well they
communicate, and how well they
apply acquired knowledge to new
situations. Students may no longer
simply memorize information; they
will now be tested on whether they.
can do something with the data.

Stumbo emphasized thatlanguage
arts teachers who are teaching gram-
mar alone cannot expect their stu-
dents to perform well on the test.
Language arts on the new test will
mean writing for various audiences
and situations.

Dr. Alice Adams, president of
EKCTE/LA, added that the Eastern
Kentucky Council of Teachers of
English/Language Artsoffersinstruc-
tion toteachers to develop better
methods of teaching writing at its
spring conference every year. The

nextconference is planned for April,

Bud Reynolds, president of the
Floyd County Education Association,
discussed House Bill 940, the Educa-
tion Reform Act. This law mandates
aform of meritpay for teachers based
on how well their students perform
on the new assessment. A school’s
progress will be based on each
school's beginning scores, not on

comparisons of scores with other
schools. However, the Reform Act
will make a big change in how sala-
ries are computed, beginning two
years from now.

John Sammons, president of
EKCTM, said, “The new math test
will be a challenge to every student
who takes it.” Like the other tests, it
will be performance-based and will
require that students be able to apply
their knowledge to new situations.

Today, electronics manufacturing
is national in scope. Demands for
commercial, industrial, and military
applications of electronics are ever
increasing. Technicians are needed
to install and maintain communica-
tions equipment (telephone stations,
broadcasting equipment, microwave
relay stations, mobile communica-
tions equipment, etc.), control sys-
tems in electronically controlled

manufacturing machines, space craft,
power and light control, data proc-
essing and computer equipment. The
electronics technician is highly
trained in the development, installa-
tion, operation, and maintenance of
electronics equipment. It provides
many job opportunities ranging from
production workers to management
executives. Many jobs are available
in electronic servicing, telecommu-
nications, acrospace, digital, biomedi-
cal, industrial control, robotics,
computers, and related fields.

A strong mathematicsand science
background is beneficial to students
entering the Electronics Technology

program. Mayo State Vocational
Technical School articulates with
secondary vocational programs of
electronics and electricity. Compe-
tencies acquired in secondary pro-
grams will be credited toward pro-
gramcompetency, Inaddition, gradu-
ates of the program can receive col-
lege credit through arrangements
made with some colleges and univer-
sities.
