Prestonsburg City Council took
tentative steps Monday toward an-
nexing the Middle Creek area, ap-
proving a motion to “study and pur-
sue the feasibility of annexing Middle
Creek through the Clark addition on
both sides of Rt. 114.”

At the Prestonsburg City Council
meeting Monday night, members
expressed concern that the new high
school will be built outside city limits
and may lose the Prestonsburg name.
Councilman Jerry Fannin asked that
the council prepare a resolution re-
questing the Floyd County Board of
Education to keep Prestonsburg as
part of the new school’s name.

Mike Vance, a member of the
Prestonsburg council, said he had
talked with several residents of the
Clark Addition, and that he encoun-
tered noopposition to the annexation
proposal. Vance said residents there
wanl city annexation.

Teamsters
come back
to schools

“We want to let the people know
we're back and we're going to be
working hard to get the non-certified
school personnel organized,” said
Teamster Business Agent Ronnie
Abshire.

Abshire met with Floyd County
non-certified personnel at Jenny
Wiley State Park on Saturday to dis-
cuss arenewed organizing campaign
for the cooks, bus drivers and custo-
dians employed by the school board,
Over 300 employees signed union
cards in 1986, in an effort to get
union representation. The board of
education has never recognized the
group as a union. The move came
after the board proposed a reduction
in pay for the non-certified person-
nel.

Abshire admitted the effort had
been put on hold in Floyd County
while the union had been concentrat-
ing its efforts 1o organize the non-
certified school personnelin the Pike
County school system,

“I’m going to be at the next school
board meeting to tell the board we're
still here and see what we can do,”
Abshire said. “I'm going to meet
with representatives from each school
if | have to, to re-generate this cam-
paign. We have not given up on help-
ing the non-certified personnel. Due
to circumstances we’ve not been as
active as we should have been.”

Abshire told the small group of

Freddy James, formercity admin-
istrator, asked the council to wait
until after the new high school has
been built before annexing the area,
explaining that the school system will
install sewer and water lines in the
area. According to James, fundssaved
from not paying city permits will
save the school system enough to
cover cost of pipe installation.

Mayor Ann Latta said the council
must have a plan of implementation,
which begins with the study of the
proposal. Latta said the city must do
a preliminary zoning, but that all
property would probably stay the
ways itis. “A farm will still be farm-
land; residential will still be residen-
tial,” Lattaexplained. Annexation will
alsorequire an ordinance , according
1o Latta, and residents will have 60
days to file objections after the sec-
ond reading of the ordinance. An-
nexation would then go on the ballot.
Lattaexplained that 55 percent of the
property owners must protest to stop
enactment of the measure.

Latta asked Prestonsburg Fire
Chiefiftheannexation will affect the
fire department’s insurance ratings
since the area is four miles from the
Prestonsburg fire station. According
to Blackbumn, regulations require a
substation every three miles, but that
insurance ratings are done in stages.
“The (ratings) stay the same,” Black-
burn said, “then for every extra mile
over the three mile limit, people’s
ratings there will drop so many
poinis.”

Sam Campbell, who will officially
become city administrator Thursday,
was asked to prepare the annexation
study and report to the council at its
next meeting.

In other business, council mem-
bers expressed concern about the
problem of stray dogs in Prestonsburg,
Ned Pillersdorf, an attorney repre-
senting the Dewey Dam Dog and Cat
Protection Society, which operates
the animal shelter, said it does not
have funds to hire someone to pickup
the strays, nor does it have anywhere
“to put them.”

Pillersdorf explained that despite
expansion of the facilities, it was
“filled to capacity.” Pillersdorf said
the animal protection society wants
1o save as many animals asitcan,and
has a 63 percent adoption rate.

Pillersdorf said the shelter could
only afford to hire one employee to
staff the shelier, and the society has
been having difficulty keeping one.
“How can you get someone Lo work
for an annual $6,700 salary, if they
have to smell sewer all day,” Pill-
ersdorf said, referring to sewage
secpage the animal shelter is cur-
rently experiencing.

“If we must install a new sewer
system, we will go broke,” Pillersdorf
told the council, explaining the in-
stallation will cost $3,500.

Mike Vance told Pillersdorf he

A medical waste incinerator at
Highlands Regional Medical Center
is considered a health hazard butcould
be made safe with several additional
safeguards, said George Baggelt, a
chemist, writer and speaker on incin-
eration and air pollution.

showed a video identifying medical
waste and how it should be handled
and labeled.

“Inmy opinion, thistype of incin-
erator is not state of the art,” Baggett
said. “Ttputs a remendous amountof
poliutants in the air, I feel you have
every right to be concerned,” he told
the group.

The hazard, Baggett said, results
from plastics being burned together
with metals which causes the forma-
tion of hexavalent chromlum chlo-
ride, a toxic vapor which has been

Funding for Rt. 23
hits halfway mark

An additional $3.4 million has
been approved by Congress for four-
laning between Paintsville and
Prestonsburg, a 13-mile stretch of
Route 23.

The funds are part of a conference
agreement of the Transportation
Appropriations Bill for fiscal year
1991 that passed the House on Fri-
day. The bill will now go to President
George Bush for final approval.

“The toughest part about this
(funding) is convincing others how
important Route 23 is to Eastern
Kentucky,"” said Congressman Chris
Perkins, who was instrumental in
getting the measure approved. “I
believe the expansion of Route 23 is
vital to improving the commercial
and economic link between towns in
the Seventh Districtand other states.”

This year’s funding approval
raises the total to over half the amount
requested by the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Transportation. Route 23 is
the majorartery of Eastern Kentucky,
connectling several counties and esti-
mated 1o serve over 250,000 people
in the region yearly, Perkins said.

Funding for reconstructing Route
23 will come from two sources with
Floyd County’s section under con-
struction now, to be build with state
Resource Recovery Funds.

The seven-mile section through
Johnson County has been designated
as a federal demonstration project
and will be built with federal dollars.

The total price tag for the 13-mile
reconstruction project is approxi-
mately $70 million.

With two seats on the Floyd
County Board of Education up for
vote on November 6, The Floyd
County Times prepared and mailed a
guestionnaire toeach candidate seek-
ing the office of school board mem-
ber in an effort to inform voters how
the candidates stand on issues facing
the Floyd County School system,

Four candidates will be on the
ballot in the November election with
two candidates seeking the office
from each educational district in-
volved.

Incumbent James D. Adams of
Prestonsburg, faces opposition from
Eddie Billips, a resident of Abbott,
for the board seal in District One.
District Two shows current board

member Ray “Shag” Cambell of
Allen, facing Franklin Delano May,
also an Allen resident,

Only two candidates responded to
the Times" questions, Adams and
Billips. The following is each candi-
dates answers (o the questions.

Ed Billips

Q: Why are you seeking the
office of school board member?

A: There is no single reason for
my seeking this office and I do not
think one reasoncould be listed above
another. However, I want to bring 10
the light of day the lack of proper
spending toward our children and the
abuse of taxpayers money for self
serving reasons.

I want to correct the upside down
balance of high administrators sala-
ries and low test scores, high drop out

rates, and improper funding for our
children.

Q: What do you feel are the
three major problems facing the

When you see inadequate
supplies and teaching materials for

around them?

Iremind you that this is not some-
thing that just happened, this lack of

funding has gone on for a long time.
When nothing is expected from
administrators or board members then
this reflects to the teachers and stu-
dents, Parents and citizens feel help-
lessand asthoughthey cando little or
nothing. As a result a cycle of low
morale is created.

Transportation is another
enormous problem. We have chil-
dren in our system spending 10 or
more hours a day being transported
toschool, in the classroom, and trans-
ported lome. Afier this 10 hour day,
homework then begins for an houror
more. Result, 11 hour days! Most
adults would find this routine almost
unbearable. Why should we expect
these children to do well in school?

Buildings are in deplorable con-
dition, We have notmaintained these
buildings at an acceptable rate, We

must have a mainlenance program
that keeps our facilities in a constant
state of repair. Our present admini-
stration seems to have the idea that
you build a new facility and then let
it go until it's time to build another.
We pay a wremendous amount of
money to administrators to look after
these facilities and it’s time for usto.
expect better of them,

As a board member 1 feel that by
having involvement from the com-
munity, parents, teachers and stu-
dents we could reason logether and
solve our morale and related prob-
lems. When you combine all of these
areas together the end result is low
test scores, high drop out rates and
little hope for the future. When board
members allow each of you to be-

Q: What do you feel are the
duties of a school board member?

A: We are o oversee the opera-
tions of the school system in a proper
and meaningful way so that every
child in this county receives the best
possible education under the best
possible conditions available 1o him
or her,

We are 1o serve the taxpayers in a
manner of their interest and see that
each and every tax dollar is spent in
the most efficient way for these same
children. Ouractions should be made
public on a regular monthly basis
through the local news media, The
public should see where this money
is being spent.

Q: In your apinion,what are the
long term goals board members,
administrators, teachers and par-
ents should be looking toward in
education in the next four years?

A: Involvement! Plamn and simple.,
We will have a tremendous task of
putting into place the programs for
the education of all of the children of
this county. We need to understand
thatthis will take the cooperation and
help from each of us to accomplish.

Q: What is your opinion of the
new educational reform act? How
do you feel it will affect education
in the state, county?

A: We have before us the opportu-
nity of alifetime o change the educa-
tional system forever. This act is
recelving national recognition and is
serving as a model for other areas in
New York and Towa right now, If
allowed to function, we will be able
to become innovative and go beyond
traditional ways of education.

We have the opportunity to fund
our children in the classroom as they
should be supplied and give them the
same opportunities that others have
had for years.

However, it is not just a question
of dollarsand cents. Money isnot the
answer to all of our problems. We
must, through this reform, have the
right 10 speak up in support of our
schools and 1o become involved in
the decision making process. We
cannol tax people to the limit and not
allow them to be involved in the de-
cisions.

(Q: What is the first thing you
hope to accomplish if you are
elected to the Floyd County School
Board?

A: Tomake a motion that nochild
be allowed to sell anything for the
purpose of raising money for school
supplies for classrooms. With the tax
rate being proposed at this time we
should have all the money needed to
supply these needs. Each and every
board member should be held ac-
countable for funding for classroom
materials, Wecannotcontinuc 1o have
high salaries for administrators and
have thechildren fund theclassrooms,

Q: What is your opinion con-
cerning site based management
being implemented into the school
system? Do you feel parentsshould
be involved in the operation of the
school system?

A: [ feel that site based manage-
ment is nothing more than the man-

wmwhwh schoals of 25 years ago
were operated, only with anew name.
We have community mvolyement
and concem. 1 feel that we should
immediately go through the motions
of site based management and prac-
tice for a year so everyone will be-
come aware of the situations that will
result from the new system,

Why wait until the last minute?
Let's start now and work through the
potential problems rather than wail
and be faced with bigger problems
later. 1 have publicly stated many
times that the parents should be in-
volved in the school system, Only
this time, as more than just someone
to buy candy. This time as aclive,
concerned and meaningful people
with an epinion that counts,

Q: Several sites for new schools
in Floyd County have experienced
problems including lack of water
and required atremendous amount
of site preparation before construc-
tion began, how could those prob-
lems have been averted?

A: While carving out sites is @
problem 1o all of us in this area, in
both expense and location, il cer-
tainly should never occur 10 us after
the project is nearly finished to see if
we have enough water. When you
build your home thisis one of the first
things you ask. Do I have water?
When a contractor takes a bid, [ was
always under the assumpuion that he
would be responsible. He has a price
and must live within this price. If he
runs over, he eals the loss, if he stays
within his budget he stays in busi-
ness, Improper planning is only one
of the reasons for these problems.
Proper planning and management is
the only solation for this problem.
These are the first things any of us
have to ask when we build, it is
inexcusable to allow the board of
education to allow these things
happen,

Q: What processshould be used
in selecting the name for a new
school in Floyd County?

A: Tt should be nmamed for the
community that it is being buill 1o
serve. If this happens to be a combi-
nation of communilties, thenitshould
be either a joint name or have the
communities and students choose a
name. Here again, we have no in-
volvementallowed by the board. The
second thing T hope 10 accomplish is
to have no more schools named after
people but rather than communitiés.
How about, “Taxpayer High?"

QQ: How do vou feel basic skills
of students in the Floyd County
schools should be measured?

A: Thisisalways atlough question
to answer. So many people have so
many different ideas that it tends 10
become confusing, I think we should
first be measured against ourselves
to rate our own methods, From there
we must measure in a regional, state
and national level, Like it or not, we
are to produce educated children that
we musl be able 1o compele across
this vast nation of ours. We must
know how we fare in regard 10 Eng-
lish, math, science and communica-
tions as well as other fields to ensure
our children are ready for the next
step of their Lives.

As your board member, [ will

Q: What do you feel are the
duties of a school board member?
A: The duties of a board member

are specified by state statute. Board
members are elected from specific
educational divisions, and are a
member of the board of education,
Board members cannot act individu-
ally on board responsibilities, they
can act only when the board is in
session,

The primary function of the board
is the general control and manage-
ment of the public schools in its dis-
trict. It sets policies to ensure proper
operation and effective management
of the school district the best level of
educational opportunities obtainable.
The board employs the superinten-
dent, establishes the district budget,
approves sources of revenue for
proper funding of the educational
programs and support services, ap-
proves salary schedules and the
district’s curriculum.

The reform act
enables local boards of education to
provide fully funded equal educa-
tional opportunities for all students,
regardless of where they live,

It provides for greater teacher and
parent input in district and local
school decisions. Individual schools
participating in site based decision
making will have greater teacherand
parent control through school coun-
cils. Individual schools, through their
councils, will determine school ex-
penditures, programs, personnel se-
lection, and will be totally respon-
sible for their student’s education.
Also, individual schools and school
districts will be more accountable to
the public for the education of the
students.

The reform act also enables the
local school district to implement
educational programs for four year
old children, programs for at risk
children, summerschool, evening and
Saturday classes, tutorial programs,
and computer technology classes in
elementary and high schools. In ac-
tuality, the reform act will greatly
enhance the educational opportuni-
ties for all the youth of the common-
wealth in a different manner than
previously provided.

Q: What is the first thing you
hope to accomplish if you are
elected to the Floyd County school
board?

A: 1 would like to continue with
the present building program, to
ensure proper educational facilities
for all the youth of Floyd County and
to begin full implementation of the
provisions of the Kentucky Educa-
tional Reform Act of 1990,

Q: What is your opinion con-
cerning site based management
being implemented into the school
system? Do you feel parentsshould
be involved in the operation of the
school system?

A: House Bill 940 enables indi-
vidual schools the opportunity to
mmplement site based decision mak-
ing. I believe the process will work
wellinFloyd County if all participat-
ing individuals on school councils
will work toward the common goals
of improving schools and providing
students the best educational pro-
grams possible.

The individual school councils,
consisting of the school principal,
three teachers and two parents, will
make decisions relating to instruc-
tional ime, budgetand expenditures,
personnel employment, student poli-
cies and other items specified by

‘statute. Prior to implementing the
process, individuals involved should
be provided inservice training on the
proper process of site based decision
making.

I believe itis and excellent oppor-
tunity to involve parents in the edu-
cational decision making processand
will bring about greater community
involvement in our schools.

Q: Several sites for new schools
in Floyd County have experienced
problems including lack of water
and required atremendous amount
of site preparation before construc-
tion began, how could those prob-
lems have been averted?

A: The School Facilities Construc-
tion Commission provides funds to
construct new schools is throughout
the commonwealth. The Floyd
County School Districts Facility
Survey indicated a remendous need
for new schools to replace those
constructed years ago which were
inadequate to house students, pro-
vide proper educational programs,
and below the 100 year floodplain.
The survey established a prioritized
list of new school facilities and pro-
jected that the school districts unmet
needs exceeded $45 million,

Students, regardless of where they
live should be able toattend schoolin
a modern, safe school facility, It is
the responsibility of the local board
to select the school site after compli-
ance with the requirements of the
Division of Buildings and Grounds,
Kentucky Department of Education,
the state Board for Elementary and
Secondary Education, and the School
Facilities Construction Commission.

Prior to the selection of a school
site, the local board must ensure the
site is of sufficient acreage, above
the 100 year floodplain, accessible to
public utilities, and in compliance
with the school facilities construc-
tion criteria.

The state has established the crite-
ria for the selection of all school sites
and thelocal board of education must
comply with these requirements to
be eligible to use state funds for the
school projects.

Q: What processshould be used
in selecting the name for a new
school in Floyd County?

A: Traditionally, in Floyd County

employees whoattended the meeting
they had been overlooked concemn-
ing the distribution of new money
coming into the school system. He
said he was encouraged by the out-
come of the August teacher’s strike
and felt the teachers had gotten what
they deserved.

One problem with working con-
ditions in the Floyd school system is
that workers have no legal recourse
when their rights are violated, Abs-
hire said,

“They’re going do as they please
aslong asthey can getaway withit,”
Abshire said. “We're not here to tell
them to hire and fire; we're here to set
the rules to go by and to make sure
it's right. Justice is what it is. Some
days you'rethe bug; somedaysyou're
the windshield.”

Abshire pointed to negotiations
with the teachers as a sign that non-
certified personnel were “not impor-
tant enough” to enter into negotia-
tions concerning worker's rights.

Abshire said the Teamsters plan
to meet with interested employees in
the smaller cities of the county to find
out if worker’s still want to be repre-
sented by the union group. From there,
countywide organizational meetings
will be held and efforts to be recog-
nized by the school board will be
made,

Those employees who attended
the meeting voiced concerns about
working conditions they face and
wanted to know in what direction to
proceed.

Abshire said the first step is seek-
ing recognition from the board and, if
that move fails, it will be up to the
membership to decide what form of
action to take,
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the process of naming a new school
has been to rewin the name of a
school if anew school is constructed.
However, when two or more schools
are consolidated, a new name is
generally assigned 1o give a new
identity and not favor one school
over another. This generally helps to
bring about a sense of harmony
among the students.

someone who has worked hard and
unselfishly to bring the facility into
existence.

Q: How do you feel basic skills
ofstudentsin Floyd Countyschools
should be measured?

A: 1 believe that each student
should be pre-tested in each subject
arca at the beginning of the school
year and post-tested in each subject
at the conclusion of school by a na-
tionally recognized test document
such as the Stanford Achievement

Test. It is through this process that
parents, teachers and administrators
havereliable factsto determine over-

ment during the school year.

Parents need to know how their

Langley Post Office...... where history gathers

Mrs. Phyllis Brown, postmistress
of the Langley Post Office processes
the mail, sells stamps and displays
historic photographs of Maytown
residents and their town. The photo-
graphs, many brought in by her pa-
trons, spark conversations, As resi-
dents come in for their mail, the older
folks can be overheard telling the
younger Maytowners how it used to
be.

The photographs are handsomely
matted and framed with museum
labels, and positioned in the free space
above the mailboxes so they can

readily be seen. More photographs
are added daily.

Many photographs remind us of
past residents. The portrait taken at
the turn of the century of the Bringer
Allen Family of Goose Creek is
among the collection. Pictured are
Bringer, his wife, Susan, his sons,
Joseph Hawley, Seyler Colfax, and
Charles E., and his daughters, Effie,
Rosalie, and Octavia. Other photo-
graphs include a shot of John May
and his many progeny, and a picture
of Spencer Combs with a mess of
squirrel inhisright hand. Newly added
to the collection is an old photograph
of Mr, and Mrs. Spencer Combs with
their five grown daoghters.

Among the collection are photo-
graphs that capture landmarks we
once knew. There is also an aerial
view of the town. Taken from an
opposing hilltop, the photo is a rec-
ord of the streets and buildings of a
time past, and of the old gristmill and
dam site which was the meeting place
for grinding meal. Another photo
depicts the early Maytown Method-
ist Church in its original site. Every
board, window and cupola s in place.

Also on display are pictures of the
old swinging foot bridge that crossed
Beaver Creek, the early Maytown
High School erected in 1939, largely
through the efforts of concerned
parents, and Troy Jake Webb’s man-

sion with formal walkways shows
early Maytown architecture. Two
pictures of Maytown, taken in 1915
and 1923, show the large home of
Andrew J. May.

Iam writing this letter in concemn
of the excavation going on in the area
of Hi Hat, Ky., at thenew Left Beaver
school site, Since January, the Triple
B Construction Company has been
taking dirt and rock from the site on
the hilland filling (no, dumping) itall
over the community within a two
mile radius. They have transformed
our peaceful neighborhood into a
landscape more resembling a war
zone. Rock trucks and other heavy
equipment are driven on Route 122
for one-eighth of a mile on a regular
basis, often with inadequate flagging.

On Monday, Oct. 22, I sat in traf-
fic along with approximately fifty
other vehicles. The traffic was backed
up due to an explosion that sent mud,
rock, and debris across both lanes of
the highway. Once a lane was cleared
traffic was still not allowed to move,
for some unknown reason, much o
the amusement of the construction
employees working at the time.

At present the road is only “very
hazardous mud,” due to the rain. On
sunny days it is & yellowish-orange
fog of dust unimpeded by even head-
lights. The same school buses which
will bring children to this school are
now subjected to these conditions
daily.

The television cable system for
six local homes was broken, earlier
during the excavation, due to a tree
which was felled into the highway
sans a flagman., The line was re-
paired, but has been damaged repeat-
edly by bulldozers and other heavy
equipment, often resulting inatwo to
three day loss of service to the sur-
rounding homes.

Recently, a three foot wide trench
was dug across the road to lay a drain
line. This trench has been left filled
only with dirt and gravel, which are
constantly rutted out forcing all traf-
fic to come 10 a halt in both lanes to
prevent damage to vehicles.

I could continue, but anyone who
lives near, or is forced to drive, this
stretch of Route 122 are all too famil-
iar with the situation,

I am more than thrilled that our
children are getting anew high school.
My question, is all this necessary?

Why is this company so careless,
are there no regulatory agencies to
waltch over this type of construction?
Don't the officers of Triple B Con-
struction know, or care, what is oc-
curring here? Is there anyone from
the Federal, State or County Govern-
ments concerned enough to watch
out for the citizens and constituents
of this area?

information they were not aware of
until now."”

Ford said he had received the new
information and it would be investi-
gated. “Mr. Baggett broughtup some
points of interestand I'm going check
it out. If the emission is a problem
area it can be corrected readily.”

Baggett asked Ford if it was nec-
essary from the citizens point of view
for the emissions to be cleaner, would
Medisin be willing to make the im-
provements.

“Yes, that would be a very achiev-
able goal,” Ford said.,

Baggelt said that although most
companies that operate incinerators

claim to fall within state, federal and
local regulations, those regulations
are virtually useless. “State rules don’t
matter if they don’t regulate them.
They’re not protecting the health and
safety of the citizens.”

Since Medisin’sincinerator burns
only 150 pounds of waste per hour, it
does not have to meet federal guide-
lines, but Ford said the facility oper-
ates within all of the federal and state
requirements.

Options Baggett suggested to the
citizens were toeither attempttoclose
the facility or to set up a mediation
session with an independent media-
tor 1o try and resolve the problem.

“If mediation fails, then it would
be both sides go to their corners and
come out fighting,” Baggett said.
“I've found you all are nota bunch of
radical, crazy people but a bunch of
concerned people.”

It was recommended that wet
scrubbers to control acid gases, bag
houses 10 control particulates, de-
nox equipment o remove nitrous
oxides and activated carbon filters to
remove organic vapors be installed
to make the incinerator environmen-
tally safe. The cost for the additions
was not known but a much larger
facility in Pennsylvania had put the
cost at $2 million, Baggett said.

‘Baggettsaid the hospital had been
working from inadequate informa-
tion provided by consultants who
sold the hospital a “bill of goods™
posing as reputable people but fail-
ing to address the people who live
around the incinerator.

“You have the option of suing to
close the incinerator,” Baggett said.
“I think the pollutants from this facil-
ity are toxic. I think it’s possible to
close it down. The politics involved
seem to be on your side and I think
you all are holding more cards than
you think.”

Audience members complained
Medisin refused on numerous occa-
sions to meet with FCIA to discuss
their concerns and fears about the
facility.

Ford said due to the negative
publicity generated by the group
about the incinerator a meeting was
never scheduled. However, he said
Medisin and hospital officials were
willing to work with the group.

Bamey Walker, with FCIA, asked
Baggett if he would eat the vege-
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tables grown in the area.
After some hesitation, Baggett
replied, “No, I don’t think I

would.”Audience members also
asked Baggett how patients in the
hospital could be safegunarded against
the vapors, even though the citizens
themselves continued to smell the
odors inside their homes with all the
doors and windows closed.

“That’s a very valid concern,”
Baggett said. “There is no attempt to
control emissions.”

Inaphone conversation with Ford
on Tuesday, Ford said the incinerator
fell within state guidelines and a study
will be conducted to see if the emis-
sion of hexavalent chromium chlo-
ride poses a threat in this area. He
said Baggeit said it was a “possibil-
ity” the vapor was being released.

“Even if it is a safe emission of
hexavalent, I think we can work
through policy and procedure changes
and a reduction in the type of waste
that causes the gas, to control the
problem,” Ford said.

If
there is hexavalent chromium being
created, it’s not a high amount.”

Baggett admitted he is not “a fan™
of incinerators and would rather see
the amount of waste generated re-
duced instead of being burned. “The
hospital needs to look at the long run
and do what’s right.”

The council
agreed to purchase equipment at a
cost of approximately $200,

Council members also agreed to
purchase a garbage truck, a packer
which goes on the back of the truck,
a 3/4 ton pickup, and a snow plow
and salt spreader, Steiners of Hunt-
ington, West Yirginia, was awarded
the contract for a new garbage truck
and packer, bidding $29,128 for the
garbage truck and $19,765 for the
packer. Music Carter Hughes of
Prestonsburg, was awarded the con-
tract for the 1991 Chevy 3/4 won
pickup, bidding $21,657.

R & S Truck Body Company re-
ceived the contract for a snowplow
and spreader, bidding $4,355.

Also approved at the meeting was
the council’s annual audit. Steve
Allen, with Allen, England, and
Hensley, explained the audit to the
council and said an independent
auditor’s report had given a “clean
opinion on the city.” One point of
contention with the audit was the
separation of the park and tourism
audits. Allen said that previous city
administrators had requested the audit
be submitied separately, but in the-
ory, “all of them should be included.”

Nurse practioners eligible
for-Medicaid reimbursement

New federal rules will extend
Medicaid reimbursement for serv-
ices provided by approximately 225
nurse practitioners in Kentucky ef-
fective immediately.

Previously, advanced registered
nurse practitioners (ARNP) had tobe
paid through a physician oramedical
clinic. However, in 1989 Congress
required states 1o allow certain
ARNPs; to bill the Medicaid program
directly as an enrolled provider of
medical services.

Commissioner Roy Butler of the
Kentucky Department for Medicaid
Services said, “Federal law only
specifies that family and pediatric
types of nurse practitioners be al-
lowed to participate in the Medicaid
program, but we've elected to allow
all ARNPs 1o enroll.

“It’snot practical o allow some to
participate and not others. Besides,
the same factors which prompted the
federal govemment to allow partici-
pation-increased accessibility totreat-
ment and lower costs-apply equally
to all ARNPs."

Nurse practitioners are registered
nurses with additional training and
education in a specific field and who
practice under the general supervi-
sion of a licensed physician. About
half of Kentucky's ARNPs are certi-
fied in pediatric or family medicine
and another 25 percent in obstetrics
and gynecology.

Nurse practitioners will be reim-
bursed either at 75 percent of fixed

upper limit fee for a particular proce-
dure performed by a physician or at
the nurse practitioner's charge,
whichever is less, The action is ex-
pected to cost Kentucky's Medicaid
program $500,000 during the 1990-
91 fiscal year.

Butlersaid the intent of the federal
requirement is 10 improve access {0
medical care for families in arcas
with a physician shortage.

“The result of this change may be
that more nurses seek certification,”
he said. “It also may increase the
number of nurse practitioners in un-
derserved areas, which could benefit
our Medicaid clients,”

Qualified nurses may seck reim-
bursement even if they work for a
physician orclinic. However, toavoid
double billing Medicaid for services,
only one office visit per day in the
same office setting will be reim-
bursed.

Batler said, "“If a patient needs
treatment beyond the nurse
practitioner’scapability, both the phy-
sician and nurse will be covered for
their services, but only one can bill
for the office visit."”

KENTUCKY'SNEW
“SPOTLIGHTING” LAW

The 1990 General Assembly
passed an important statute regard-
ing the practice of “spotlighting”
wildlife in Kentucky.

Kentucky Revised Statute (KRS)
150,395 states “no person or group of
persons may deliberately castthe rays
of a spotlight or other artificial light,
with the intent to poach, into any
(area) where wildlife or domestic
livestock may reasonably be expected
to be present.”

Of course, there are some excep-
tions. The law does not apply 1o the
headlights of vehicles in the normal
course of travel or to lights used after
dark in legitimate farming activities.

Spotlighting is generally an ille-

gal hunting tactic because many kinds
of wildlife (especially deer) are
“frozen motionless™ whenbrightlight
isaimed into theireyes. In Kentucky,
almost as many deer are taken ille-
gally each year by poachers, many
using spotlights, as are harvested
legally.

In some instances, use of a spot-
light while hunting at night can be
perfectly legal as in raccoon or pos-
sum hunting (Nov 20, 1990 - Jan 31,
1991). Hunters use lights in the ficld
1o locate these animals. Use of artifi-
cial lights is also permissible when
taking bullfrogs (May 17, 1991 -
October 31, 1991). Raccoons, opos-
sums and bullfrogs are the only spe-
cies which may be legally harvested
at night.

Actually, the new spotlighting
statutereplaces an old law, which the
Kentucky Court of Appeals ruled
unconstitutional in 1987,

The old statute had made itillegal
to “cast the rays of an artificial light”
while in possession of a firearm or
“otherimplement” which couldkill a
deerorrabbit. Theappealscourtruled
that law unconstitutional; for “over-
breadth,” meaning that the wording
was not specific enough, (How many
“implements™ capable of killing a
deer or rabbit can you name?)

Although the court found fault
with the broad wording of the old
law, it did agree with the law's pur-
pose and intent. In issuing its opin-
ion, the court called the practice of
taking game by artificial light a
“reprehensible act.”

Another Kentucky statute (KRS
150.390) makes it illegal 1o molest,
take or pursue wildlife in any manner
other than designated by controlled
hunting season regulations. The state
atorney general's office has issued
an opinion stating that causing a deer
1o bolt by the use of artificial light
constitutes molesting. If you're shin-
ing a light on a deer and the animal
breaks toward the thickets, youcould
be cited for molesting the animal,
everif youhaveno thoughts of break-
ing the law by poaching,.

Remember — regardless of your
intent — deer, darkness and spot-
lights simply don't mix. And it can
costas much as $1000 for the court to
decide what your intentions were. Be
on the safe side.

MOTORISTS USE CAUTION

Kentucky motorists make a spe-
cial effort to keep an eye out for deer
during the months of October and
November.

Fall is breeding scason for
whitetail deer. Bucks become espe-
cially ‘active as they travel over a
sizable territory in search of recep-
tive does. As their increased move-
ment takes them onto and across
roadways, the likelihood of accidents
increases. Kentucky's deer hunting
season also occurs during this period
and may increase deer movement,

Motorists should be especiaily
alert near any area where woods or
heavy ground cover are adjacent to
the roadway. Routes which deer are
known 1o travel are marked by road
signs.

Drivers should not expect deer Lo
run when a vehicle approaches,
Headlights often blind the animals,
causing them Lo freeze in their tracks,
or bolt wildly in confusion. It's best
10 stop instead of trying to go around
the animals.

Motorists should also remember
thatdeer, especially does, often travel
in groups. When one crosses the road,
it's likely that others are following
behind.

HOW A PRO PREPARES
FOR A BASS
TOURNAMENT

Preparing for one of today’s ma-
jor bass tournaments takes more than
simply loading your ackle and driv-
ing to a lake.

For Larry Nixon, who has won
nearly $1 million in bass tournament
prize money, getting ready for a tour-
nament takes at least two full days.

“I spend a lot of time thinking
about the lake I'll be fishing before 1
everstartchoosing the lures I want (o
take,” explains the Evinrude Oul-
boards Pro Staffangler. “Itry tolearn
whatthe water color islike, as well as
the quality of the bass the lake pro-
duces.

“These two factors basically de-
termine the size of lures and the fish-
ing lechniques I'll use in the tourna-
ment. When [ know that, 1 can pack
accordingly.

A lake with clear water, for ex-
ample, generally calls for smaller,
lighter lures that will be fished in
deeper water. On the other hand, a
lake that produces a lot of three-to-
five pound bass will require heavier

tackle and larger lures,

The Evinrude pro feels leaming
the conditions he will be facing also
gives him a mental boostto goto a
lake where you can expect (o caich
heavy bass,” he says, “and as you
pack the appropriate big bass lures
youcan feel youradrenalin start flow-
ing. You get excited.

“Goingtoalake where the fishing
is difficult and the bass are small is
always tough mentally, but if you
know about such conditions in ad-
vance, you can plan for them and
keep your confidence high. A lot of
fishermen don’t do this, and because
they don’t have any confidence they
usually fish poorly.

One of the things Nixon often
does when packing foralong tourna-
ment in which his fishing techniques
may change is to take the hooks off
all his crank baits and put the luresin
one big plastic bag.

Then, when he gets (ot he tourna-
ment lake and sees the waler condi-
tons, he chooses only the lures he
wants to use and puts the hooks back
on them.

“Bass pros are notorious for tak-

ing far too much tackle o a tourna-
menl,” Nixon continues, “but we do
itbecause we want to be prepared for
the different conditions we might
encounter, ,

“I will usually take six worm
boxes, three grub boxes, and I don’t
know how many crank bait boxes to
a lournament. I also want to take at
least 15 rods and reels.

“luse fivedifferenttypes ofrods,”
says the Evinrude pro, “and I take
three of each type. Two will be in the
boat with me, while the third is kept
as a spare in case I break one.”

One thing Nixon has realized in
the 13 years he's been a fulltime
professional bassangleris thatitnow
takes much longer o prepare for a
tournament than it did when he first
started.

“The competition is much harder
now,"” he explains, “and you have to
be prepared if you want to have any
chance of winning."

Representative Willlam Natcher, of Bowling Green, hasn't missed aroll

call vote in Congress In 37 years.

by Aileen Hall

The sun was never brighter in
Kentucky than on election day in
1953. That is when William H.
Natcher of Bowling Green, Ky., was
first elected to Congress. Winning
every successive election since that
day, he has set records that are not
likely to ever be broken.

Natcher represents the Second
Congressional District, but the entire
state can take pride in the standards
he has set and the high regard he has
earned from his colleagues.

The January 20, 1990, issue of
“Roll Call”, the newspaper of Con-
gress, contains the story of a poll
taken by a Washington public rela-
tions firm. In an annual survey of
House and Senate staffers, Repre-
sentative Nalcher was voted the

Second most respected member of
the House. Only House Speaker Tom
Foley ranked higher in the survey,

Now in this nineteenth term —
and his thirty-seventh year— Natcher
has never missed a day in Congress
or a roll call vote. He had set a world
record as far back astwelve yearsago
that continues to expand.

He was first sworn in on January
6, 1954, and from that date through
October 15,1990 he hasresponded to
12,549 consecutive roll call votes
and, in addition, 4,188 quorum calls
— a total of 16,737. Both the 1978
and 1990 Guiness Book of World
Records contain a citation concem-
ing this record.

This record in itself indicates the
commitment Natcher feels about
taking care of the people he repre-

“Doing it right”" has set another
record almost as unbelicvable as the
votes he has cast. He has never ac-
cepted a campaign contribution.

Inaday of expensive media blitzes,
he has his own ideas of how to get
elected —and how not to become ob-
ligated to any group or faction. He
has never taken a poll, has no ad-
vance men and no press secrelary.

He spends his own money to fi-
nance his campaigns, and he can well
afford his style. It includes driving
hisown¢ar into the different townsin
his district, parking on some side
street and walking around to the dif-
ferent businesses and talking with
constituents.

Besides, he docs not wait until
election time to reach the people he
represents. When Congress is in re-
cess, he is likely 1o make a call “back
home” to say he is coming to town
and wants to get a few community
leaders together (o talk. After ex-
plaining some of the issues coming
up, he will say something like, “Now
I'd like toknow what your thinking is
about this.”

There is a rare mutual trust be-
tween the Congressman and his
people, and this hascertainly paid off
for them. “We have five new lakesin
my district,” he says proudly. “I
brought in 100 new industries, the
National Guard, airports, hospitals,
We've come a long way."”

While his first priority, of course,
is the district he represents, thereisa
pervading sense of faimess and under-
standing as you listen to him talk. Ttis
as if he has made a pacl with himself
todo good for all peaplewhodeserve
a lift.

Natcher is a member of the Com-
mittee on Appropriations and is a
Chairman of the Subcommitiee on

Labor, Health and Human Services,
and Education Appropriations. This
isa privileged committee, and mem-
bers serving on it cannot serve on
another standing commiltee.

Many articles about this remark-
able man have appeared recently in
People Magazine, The New York
Times, The New York Post, Washing-
ton Post, and Wall Street Journal
among many others.

But l.lu: slory many people would
most enjoy reading is the journal
Natcher keeps himself. This journal
was begun with his election in 1953,
He writeinitatleastonce a week, and
when it reaches 300 pages he has it
bound in the Government Printing
Office athis own expense. He is now
writing on the fifty-first volume,

He has shared some of the stories
he admits o having included in the
journal, but he does not let anyone

read it — yet, He says, "You'll have
opportunity to read it some day.”

At least some of the stories con-
cern his old friend Carl Perkins,
Representative from the Seventh
Congressional District from January,
1949, until his death in 1984, Their
offices were only afew doors apartin
the Rayburm House Office Building.

He said, “It was nothing unusuoal
for Carl to stop in after he’d gotien
another bill passed ona favorite cause
for education. He would announce,
‘Well, I just got my bill passed. Now
when can 1 get my money?™

“On one particular momming,” he
added, “Perkinscame by beforewe'd
unlocked the door. He gripped the
doorknob with that big, strong hand-
clasp — and it just fell off in his
hm‘d-‘i

He does not usually sit in the big
leather chair behind the massive desk,
but rather has a few chairs arranged
by a window where he joins a visitor
in a relaxed atmosphere. Always
awarc that a visit can be interrupted
by some urgent call, he will ask right
away, “Well, what’s on you mind
today?"

Glancing around the office, a visi-
tor is greeted by pictures of his wife,
Virginia, and his daughters, Celeste
and Louise. There are othersof grand-
children and people who have been
important in his career. The eight
Presidents he has served with have
autographed pictures to him — Eis-

1/2 cup canned pumpkin
1/2 cup raising

Blend dry ingredients; in separate

Fold in raisins; spoon batter into
greased muffin cups, filling each cup
two-thirds full, Bake at 400 degrees
for 20 to 25 minutes, Serve warm.

Grandparents please respond

Some elder Kentuckians find life
after 59 is truly “the time of their
lives.” Others, however, learn that
few activities and fixed incomes take
some of the shine off the “golden
years.”

Butalmost 200 elder Kentuckians
with limited incomes make their days
brighter as volunteers in the state’s
Foster Grandparent Program, a 23
year effort to match children with
special needs — ranging from mild
behavioral problems to severe dis-
abilities — with senior citizens over
the age of 60.

“In this program, everyone bene-
fits; the volunteers whoreceive small
monetary and large emotional sup-
port and the children who gain extra
love and attention,” said Commis-
sioner Dennis Boyd, whose Depart-
ment for Mental Health and Mental
Retardation Services administers
Kentucky’s program.

“The children receive daily, one-
on-one attention from a caring indi-
vidual. The foster grandparents not
only get to see the results of their
companionship, butalso gain a great
deal of fellowship with other senior
volunteers,” said Boyd.

Asrecently as the early 1980s, the
state’s foster grandparent program
was geared toward children confined
in facilities, Today, however, the
program reaches into Headstart pro-
grams, day care and public schools,
spouse abuse centers, leen pregnancy
programs and other community or-
