Billips ousts Adams, Campbell wins

There will be a changing of the
guard on the Floyd County Board of
Education in January as political nov-
ice'Eddie Billips unseated 20-year
incumbent James D. Adams Tuesday
in the District 1 contest and incom-
bentRay “Shag” Campbell held onto
hisseatby 167 votes defeating Fran-
klin Delano May in District 2.

By a 415-vote margin, Billips
defeated Adams in an election which
centered on the issue of a proposed
58 cent tax per $100 assessed prop-
erty value supported by Adams, and

Church issue passes :

Voters nix
three of
four issues

Floyd County voters, following
what appeared to be a state trend
Tuesday, rejected all but one pro-
posed amendment to the state
constitution.

Emerging from the ashes of three
unsuccessful constitutional questions,
an amendment which eases the tax
burden on church-owned property
gamed a decisive victory in Floyd
County and, apparently, across the
state.

Amendment Numiber 4, which
expanded tax-exempt status to reli-
gious property, both tangible and
intangible, drew approval from Floyd
County voters by a 5 to 3 margin.
“Yes” voles on the proposal totalled
5,358 while 3,054 Floyd Countians
voted “no.” The amendment, which
drew widespread support from vari-
ous church organizations, appeared
headed toward passage late Tuesday.

Three other constitutional propos-
als did not fare as well, though, in
Floyd County or across the Com-
monwealth. All three appeared
headed for defeat.

On Amendment Number 1, which
would have allowed the state General
Assembly to call itself into special
session, Floyd County votersrejected
the proposal by a count of 4,624 to
2,609.

On Amendment Number 2, which
would have given the General As-
sembly the power o review, amend
or reject state administrative regula-
tions, Floyd Countians rejected the
proposal by a 5,005 to 2,008 vote.

On Amendment Number 3, which,
among other things, would have given
“home rule” powers to Kentucky
cities, Floyd County voters rejected
the proposal by a vote of 4,746 to
2,133.

Voters across the staie appeared to
be taking the same line on the consti-
tutional questions, rejecting all but
the church-tax issue.

Vote totals are unofficial.

“To say I'm elated is an under-
statement,” Billips said from May
Lodge, the site of his victory party
after Tuesday's election.

The Floyd County Board of Edu-
cation approved issuing $3,290,000
in construction bonds at a special
called meeting Friday at the admini-
stration building. The bond sale will

Cable service, strays

City Council.

The stray dog situation was the
primary issue of the meeting, as
council members debated the prob-
lems incurred with an animal control
program. Councilmen Gary Elliott
and Elmer Parsons voled to approve
a motion to advertise plans 10 have
stray dogs caught and turned over to
the county humane shelter. The mo-
tion included a measure o give resi-
dentssixty days to have dogslicensed
andrestrained, Mayor Vern “Buster”
Porter and Council Member Ann

Bentley abstained from voting on the’

issue. “We’ve tried to do something
about the stray dogs before and we
couldn’t get anything done,” said
Mayor Porter.

Council members were more
cooperative on the issue of deterio-

rating or “blighted” property in the
city. Property owned by Jerome
Kinzer was the focus of discussion as
members voted to write a letter 1o
Kinzerinstructing him toeitherclean
up the lot or face condemnation pro-
ceedings. The property in question,
remnants of an old building which
councl members consider a menace
tothecily, is located nextto the Allen
City Hall. The motion was expanded
to include a similar letter to property
owner Joe Weddington.

Before adjourning, council mem-
bers discussed the problems encoun-
tered with television cable service
provided by Charter Cable Incorpo-
rated. The cable company reportedly
hasnotreplied to several letters from
the city concerning inadeguate sery-
ice to customers. A motion was passed
to cancel the service franchise with
CATYV Charter Cable Inc. inresponse
1o those problems,

also include construction and im-
provement projects at four elemen-
tary schools and one high school.

According to Kathy Mudd with
the state Department of Education,
Division of Buildings and Grounds,
funds will be used for:

+ Phase II addition at Allen Ele-
mentary for 10 classrooms and a
multi-purpose room, $1,5 million;

« A fire suppression sysiem at
JamesA. DuffElementary, $140,000;

» New boilers at John M. Stumbo
Elementary, $45,000, and Prestons-
burg Elementary, $67,000; and

« Acquisition of the sile for the
new Prestonsburg High School,
$400,000.

Two other projects scheduled Lo
be included in the sale but have to be
re-submitted for a change of financ-
ing, are $4.2 million for Left Beaver
High School for an addition of 20
clagsrooms, a gymnasium and 20
specialized rooms; and $1.2 million
for James A. Duff Elementary for
four pre-school classrooms, a me-
chanical room, custodian room, four
pre-school toilet facilities, a gym and
a shower and locker area,

According 1o Don Hart, with the
state Department of Education, the
change of financing is “probably™
dueloexcessivesile acquisition costs
or excessive site development costs
which exceeded the initial budget for
the projectandincreased funding was
needed 1o complete the schools.,

The projects approved for bond-
ing total $3,809,050, abour $520,000
more than the $3.3 million in bonds
to be sold. State officials could not
explain the reason for the difference
Tuesday, and local school officials

Perkins survives
district nail-biter

A race that most political observ-
ers had written off as a shoo-in for
incumbentU. S. Representative Chris
Perkins appeared to have been de-
cided by a shoestring late Tuesday
with Perkins surviving challenger
Will T. Scott by the slightest of mar-
gins.

With an estimated 99 percent of t the "
7th Congressional District’s votes
counted Tuesday, Perkins held a
60.9211058,886 vote leadoverScotl,
a margin of just 2,035 ballots, It Wwas
uncertain at presstime Tuesday if the
uncounted precincts could change the
outcome, butitis likely thata recount
will be requested in the 23-county
race.

The congressional race was a nail-
biter from the 6 p.m. closing of state
polls, with Scott holding leads of up
to 4,000 votes with nearly 60 percent
of the district’s precincts counted.
Scott’slead slipped asheavily Demo-
cratic counties reported totals.

Floyd County was among those to
give Perkins sizable margins of vic-
tory Tuesday. Scott’s early lead was
all but wiped out by the Floyd County
vote which gave Perkins a 7,585 1o
4,282 win.

Therace between Perkinsand Scott
was surprisingly quiet compared to a
similar confrontation in 1988 which
saw Perkins dump Scott by more than
a 25,000 vote margin.

Storm is blamed
for Monday outage

A sudden storm which hit
Prestonsburg shortly before three
o’clock Monday left most of the city
without electrical power for overtwo
hours.

A spokesperson for Kentucky
Powersaid that weatherrelated prob-
lems lead to the shutdown of the
Prestonsburg substation, adding that
workers had toperform tests on trans-
formersatthe substation before power
could be restored.

Members of the Prestonsburg
Police Department responded to the
power outage by directing traffic at
all intersections with signal lights.

In Tuesday’s race, Perkins won all
but three of Floyd County’s 44 pre-
cincts and he outdistanced Scott in
absentee balloting by a count of 99 to
61,

Judge dismisses action
against Martin officials

Legal action alleging that the
combinedactionsofthe City of Martin
and Hershel Lester, Martin's fire chief
and police chief, violated due proc-
ess rights of Sadie and Deborah
Hunter, was dismissed Monday in
U.S. District Court at Pikeville for
lack of evidence.

Federal District Judge Joe Hood
told Prestonsburg Attorney Ned Pill-
ersdorf, who represented Sadie and
Deborah Hunter, that he had not
presented enough evidence Lo prose-
cute the case.

On March 21, 1989, a storage
building owned by Sadie Hunter
caught fire, and the flames advanced
toward a highly flammable propane
gas tank, the lawsuit alleged. The
City of Martin was contacted to re-

spondto the fire, but Fire Chief Lester

refused to render assistance because
a $50 subscription tax had not been
paid, the suit alleged.

Sadieand Deborah Hunter offered

to pay the subscription fee, but Lester
refused, Pillersdort said.

Maytown and McDowell Fire
Departments were then contacted and
they agreed to respond to the fire, but
were intercepted by Lester, accord-
ing to the litigation. *The defendant
(Lester) ordered Maytown and
McDowell Fire departments not to
put out the plaintiff’s (the Hunters)
fire,” the suit alleged.

Approximately an hour and a half
after the fire began, the Martin Fire
Department responded to the fire,
and “poured water over the ashes,”
Pillersdorf said, but it was too late.
Sadie Hunter losta building valued at
approximately $20,000 and Deborah
Hunter lost her rophy shop inven-
tory which was stored in the building,
Pillersdorf said.

Pillersdorf said he plans to file an -
appeal in the U.S. Court of Appeals
in Cincinnati.

factured by them,” said Scott Walker,
aspokesman for the group, “Weneed
to let them now the tax won't affect
them, only those who dispose of it.”
John Spurlock, FCIA member,
said three soil samples were taken
from lawns beside and near the incin-
erator and sent to Florida for analy-
sis. Results from those tests will be
ready in two weeks, Spurlock said.

Animal Shelter closure looms in future

The Dewey Dam Dog and Cat
Protection Society's animal shelter
may close its doors if a request for
additional funding from the Floyd
County Fiscal Court is denied, Ned
Pillersdorf, an attorney for the ani-
mal protection society, said this week.

Pillersdorf, a founding memberof
the society, submitieda letier 1o Floyd
County Judge Executive John M.
Stumbo last week, requesting the
fiscal court grant emergency finan-
cial assistance to the shelter at its
November 9th meeting. Pillersdorf
said a Kentucky law enacted in 1954,
made it the responsibility of the fiscal
court to maintain a dog pound.

“The animal shelter is greatly
underfunded,” Pillersdorf said. Heis
asking that the fiscal court increase
its annual $10,000 contribution by
$15,000. The City of Prestonsburg
contributes $200 per month, and the
rest is raised from donations, Pill-
ersdorf said.

Pillersdorf compared the animal
shelter’'s $20,000 annual budget with
thatof Pike County's $95,000 budget.

“Our problem is personnel. We
can't keep competent personnel at
the shelter,” Pillersdorf said. He
explained that the shelter’s budget
only allows for a $6,700 per year
salary, The shelter currently has two
part-time employees, he added.

Pike County's budget allows for
the employment of three employees
who receive special training in the
care of the homeless animals.

Trying to run the shelter on fund-

ing from the city, the county, and
private donations is not enough, ac-
cording to Teresa Ousley, treasurer
of the animal protection society.
Ousley said the society holds annual
fund raisers, road blocks, gift wrap-
ping sessions, and concession stands
athorseshows, with thase funds used
10 bail the shelter out of its financial
difficulties.

“This is money we can’t depend
on,” Qusley said, *With the economy
down and everyone pinching pen-
nies, we're concerned about the fu-
ture of the shelter.”

With cold winter weather ap-
proaching, heating costs will go up,
according to Ousley. She explained
that when the Dewey Dam Dog and
Cat Protection Society took over
operation of the building, the shelter's
electric bill was $200 10 $300 per
month. Society members raised
enough money to purchase a used
Buck stove which reduced the elec-
tric bill to approximately $60 per
month.

The animal protection group has
cutcostsat the shelter, and also made
many improvements during the last
few years, including a new roof, in-
stallation of insulation, installation
of Plexiglass storm panels for win-
dows, construction of concrete runs
and walkways, installation of chain
link fencing, and the addition of a
new room to house more animals.

Despite the added space, the shel-
ter is constantly filled to capacity.
Last week, Joe Szakos of Banner
rescoedasmallpuppy from the middle
of the highway, Szakos said the ani-
mal had either been hit by a car and

An employee in the Floyd County
Solid Waste office, which is locaied
in the same building, said she felt
sorry for the animal when it wan-
dered into her office, and took it
home with her.

When the animal shelter is full,
Ousley said, the olderresidentsof the
sheltermust be puttosieepin orderio

make room for the new animals.
Ousley said when she was mformed
of the puppy's plight, she tld per-
sonnel at the county office 1o bring
the animal w the shelter and they
would make room for it

“Our goal is to adopl as many

animals as we can,” Pillersdorf said,
Before the society assumed control
ofthe shelter, the adoption rate was 2
percent with 98 percent of the ani-
mals destroyed in the gas chamber,
During the first year of operation, the
society adopted 63 percent of the
animals and euthanized 35 percent,
Pillersdorf said.

With the current financial diffi-
culties, those figures have changed.
Figures through June 30 indicate 54
percent of the animals were adopted
and 40 percent were euthanized,
Pillersdorf indicated.

Pillersdorf said he is confident the
fiscal court will recognize the contri-
bution the shelter has made to the
community and will increase its fund-
ing. If the shelter does notreceive the
additional funding, the only other
option, Pillersdorf said, isto close the
shelter, or to file a lawsuit.

Four die in Magoffin accident

An Allen man escaped serious
injury Thursday in a two vehicle
accident in Magoffin County which
left four people dead.

State police reports indicate that
the accident occurred when Lykins
pulled his vehicle into the path of a
pickup truck driven by Feltner as
Lykins attempted to enter KY |14
from Rouie 460. After the collision
the Lykins vehicle struck a utility
pole, causing a fallen transformer 10
ignite the Feltner vehicle.

The fire was extinguished by
Salyersville firefighters as utility
workersdisconnected electrical serv-
ice in the accident area.

State police report that none of the
accident vicums were wearing seat
belts.

Riding the stock market roller coaster

Justbecause the marketsometimes
behaves like a roller coaster, doesn’t
necessarily mean that you should pass
up the ride. In fact, according to the
Kentucky Society of Certified Public
Accountants, market fluctuations can
mean profits for small investors, if
you follow some carefully tested
markel strategies,

Smart investors do research be-
fore they invest in the market. It’s up
to you to look for companies that
meet important criteria for growth,
including several years of solid earn-
ings, a reasonable or even declining
debt, and the ability to ‘expand into
new markets,

Take the example of a major fast-
food chain. When its rocket rate of
growth began to slow, the company
took action. It introduced new serv-
ices, including drive-in windows and
abreakfastmeal. Inaddition, it moved
intcthe European market. Those steps
moved it back onto a growth track.
Information aboutacompany’s earn-
ings and future plans can be found in
its quarterly and annual reports.

One way to determine how a
company’s stock is expected to per-
form in the future is by checking to
see if officials of the firm have pur-
chased stock over the last few months.
People tend to sell stocks for various
reasons, but they only buy when they
expect to make money. Publications
that list this kind of information are
available in libraries or from a bro-
ker.

Before you invest in a company
that has had a great track record of
growth, find out if it can sustain that
growth. One sign would be a high
reinvestmentrate which indicates that
the company is profitable and is
pouring most of its earnings back

into the company.

To make money in the market, be
prepared to hold onto your invest-
mentsforatleastayear. Acompany’s
earnings grow over time, which
means it may take three to five years

before you will see a real return on
your investment. In other words, if
you are planning to withdraw funds

in the very near future in order to pay
for a child’s college education or

purchase a new home, think twice.

You do not want to be forced to cash
in an investment just when the stock
market hits a new low.

Cautiously follow up on any solid
leads related to your own profession
or trade. For example, suppose you
own a retail store that, among other

products, sells personal computers.

You notice that the cost of computer
paper is beginning to rise. If you then
decide to buy stock in companies that

-supply paper, you may have an edge

of six months to a year on profes-
sional investors. Stay alert for market
trends that indicate the time isright to
invest in a company whose stock is
still a bargain.

Just because the current yield is
very high does not mean the stock is
agood bet. Some companies offering
terrific yields are in deep trouble and
those wonderful yields could vanish
quickly. For instance, some financial
advisors suggest shying away from
companies whose debt exceeds 40
percent of total capital.

Once you buy stock, do not sit
back and wait for the dividend check
to start rolling in. Keep track of your
investment by reading the company’s
quarterly and annual reports and
newsletters. However, be aware that
management may sometimes view a
company’s performance through
rose-tinted lenses.

Find out how the company’s prod-
ucts are selling. Does its merchan-
dise still have an edge on the compe-
tition? For instance, suppose that you
have invested in a company that
manufactures specialty T-shirts,
which are the craze among teenagers.
Then you notice that kids have
stopped wearing the shirts. In fact,
you local department store is selling
them at drastically reduced prices.

These indications may suggest that it
is time to trade the company’s stock.

Smartinvestors alsodiversify their
portfolios, never putting all their
investment eggs in one basket. CPAs
suggest that you buy at least six or
seven solid stocks and keep aneye on
a number of other potential buys.
Consider spreading your investments
among varying types of assets, in-
cluding stocks, equity and bond funds,
certificates of deposit, and money
funds. A financial planner can help
youdecide how to divide your money
among these assets:

Obviously, the stock marketis not
the best choice for every investor.
But by following these stock market
investment strategies, you can sub-
stantially reduce your risk and still
€njoy an atfractive return on your
investment. Not everyone likes to
ride a roller coaster, but many find
the experience exhilarating. The same
can be said for “riding” the stock
market.

Kentucky hospitals to gain $33
millionin indigent care payments

Four area hospitals will share $33
million instate and federal reimburse-
ment distributed to more than 100
hospitals for care of low-income
Kentuckians in the first payments by
the state Hospital Indigent Care As-
surance Program. Highlands Re-
gional Medical Center, Prestonshurg
Methodist Hospital, Pikeville; Our
Lady of the Way, Martin and Paul B,
Hall Regional Medical Center will
all receive funds.

The payments, $16.5 million now
and a like amount in December, will
range from $13,640 10 $2.9 million
and average more than $308,000 per
hospital, said Commissioner Roy
Butler of the state Department for
Medicaid Services.

“As the program was set up, no
hospital received a return less than
the original assessment, and, in fact,
most received substantially larger
retums to reflect their disproportion-
ate levels of indigent care,” Butler
said.

The program is funded by a one
percent assessment on participating
hospitals’ annual operating costs for
the preceding year. The initial levy of
10.5 million returned nearly $33
million to hospitals,

For the 1990-91 fiscal year, But-
ler estimated assessments of $20
million and a match of another $50
million in federal Medicaid funding
will be paid to hospitals as the state
draws down the federal reimburse-
ment. The hospitals will receive two
additional quarterly paymentsby July

1991,

““In the past, hospitals have had to
absorb millions wn indigent care
costs,” said Butler. “That linancial
burden has become harder 10 bear as
medical expenses continue 10 rise.

“As we expecied, small rural
hospitals with a heavy Medicaid
patient load are benefiting most from
the assessment plan,” Butler said,

“For some of those facilities, the
Medicaid occupancy rate is as high
as 40 percent compared to the aver-
age rate of 13 percent. This funding
may be the difference in those hospi-
tals staying open or closing."

Medicaid is a federal-state assis-
tance program that pays for medical
care for people with low incomes.
For every Medicaid dollar, the fed-
eral governmentmatches state money
at a ratio of 73-10-27 cents.

Last year, before the Indigent Care
Assurance Program wasestablished,
Kentucky hospitals were reimbursed
approximately $230 million for
Medicaid patient care. Reimburse-
ments are based on each hospital's
number of Medicaid days.

“All Kentucky hospitals paid their
assessmentson timeand they seemed
very supportive of the new law,"
Butler said. “In fact, hospital offi-
cials were so interested in the pro-
gram, we received money from some
of them long before the due date.

“Hospilals will continue toreceive
benefits from the program on a quar-
terly basis, aslong asthey continue to
pay into the pool.™

Understanding co-dependency

Co-dependency first became an
issue in the field of mental health in
the early 1970’s. At that time co-
dependency was seen as a pattern of
behavior adopted by an individual in
reaction to the lifestyle/behavior of
another person. Now, some twenty
years later, co-dependency has been
recognized as a primary and progres-
sive illness in itself.

But what is co-dependency? Is it
possible to be addicted to another
person? Isn't this called love?

Sharon Wegscheider-Cruse, an
expert in the field of chemical de-
pendency, defines co-dependency as
“a specific condition that is charac-
terized by pre-occupation and ex-
treme emotional, social and some-
times physical dependence on a per-
son or object. Eventually, this de-
pendency becomes a pathological
condition that affects the co-depend-
ent in all other relationships.”

In short, co-dependents become
so obsessed with another person that
they lose sense of self and become
very concerned with pleasing others,
They begin to avoid making deci-
sions because they are afraid of
making the “wrong” choice, Their
need to be needed is so strong that
many stay in unhealthy relationships
so they won't have Lo be alone.

Co-dependents suffer from low
sclf-worth; they look to others for
acceptance; they find it difficult w
talk about their own feelings, wants
and needs. They focus so much of
their attention and energy on others
they find it impossible to think in
:erms of their own desires. The type
wladdiction doesn't matter—itcould
be drugs, work, sexual relationships,
food or gambling, The problem is
always the same. The co-dependent
1S trying to have a relationship with
someone who has a much stronger
relationship with somethingelse, It's
very much like being in love with
someone who is in love with some-

one else.

Co-dependency isn't love, It'san
illnessand can be treated. With proper
counseling, most co-dependents can
overcome their problems and regain
their personal power and sense of
self.

People who suffer from co-de-
pendency should take the problem

seriously, It’s easy to blame someone
else for your problems, But the key 1o
overcoming co-dependency istotake
responsibility for your own life,

—Give In To Others Demands?

—Tend To Dismiss Your Own
Views?

The Office of Community Serv-
ices (OCS) of the U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services has
approved a $308,000 grant to the

“Already the doubling of light
crude prices is being felt by farmers,
whose fuel use includes not just what
they put in their tractors, but also in
the myriad of fertilizers and chemi-
cals they use on their crops,” said
Forrest Stegelin, and agribusiness
economistat University of Kentucky
College of Agriculture.

The inputs used most commonly,
nitrogen fertilizer and herbicides, use
vast quantities of petroleum in pro-
duction. In addition, with manufac-
turing sites concentrated in the mid-
wesl, transportation costs for deliv-
ering the inpuis to the farms also will
add to the cost of doing business.

“0il is the lifeblood of the eco-
nomic world now, including agricul-
ture. Unless crude prices drop, many
farmers will be facing acalamity,” he
said.

The double whammy that will
likely accompany higherinputprices,
and which may push some teetering
farmers over the the financial preci-
pice, includes sharply lower govern-
ment price supports and cash pay-
ments anticipated as an outcome of
federal budget balancing,

“Although we don’texactly know
how Congress will make culs 10 bal-
ance the federal budget, we can guess
pretty well that may of them will be
in farm programs,"” Stegelin said.

“Unfortunately, the farmer won'’t
be able to pass on his increased cost
to the consumer as many others in the
farmgate-to-dinner table chain can,
Historically, farmers buy retail and
sell wholesale,” the economist said.

Score TD in fourth

Rebels Win “Uncivil War”’ 20-16,
But Not Without A “Cat” Fight

It was an undeclared “Uncivil
War” as the Allen Central Rebels (6
5) traveled to Betsy Layne Friday
night to face winless Betsy Layne (0-
11) in the season finale for both
schools.

“It was just that,” stated Dewey
Jamerson of the game played at Betsy
Layne.“It wasarough game, asrough
as the Phelps game we played earlier
in the year.” The Rebels came away
with a come-from-behind 20-16 vic-
tory over the determined Bobcats,
Both schools were fighting for sepa-
rate reasons to win this one. Betsy
Layne, to establish some respectabil-
ity to their season and the Rebels to
have a winning season.

The victory set a school record of
six wins for Allen Central (previous
high was four) and gave the school its
first ever winning season in the
school’s football history.

“The people at Allen Central have
waited a long time for this,” said the
Rebel coach. 1 feel good for them
because they deserve to have a win-
ning season. They are quality people
and have really supported this pro-
gram.”

Things didn’t look to good for the
Rebels goal in the fourth quarter,
when they trailed16-12.

After Allen Central took their 20-
16 lead, the Bobcats had a chance 1o
score again with the control of the
football, Bobeal quarterback Brian

Combs threw long down field only to
have Brad Scott pick off the errant
throw, stalling any comeback hopes
the Bobcats might have enteriained.
The interception was Scott’s second
of the game and came with three
minutes remaining in the contest.
Allen Central used a control offense
to run out the clock.

Betsy Layne took a 8-0 lead on a
15-yard run by Wise in the first pe-
riod. Wise picked up a fumbled foot-
ball and galloped in for the score.
Chad Hunter ran the extra points. The
play occurred when Gibson fumbled
the handoff from Aldrich.

“They had a blitz on,” said Jamer-
son, “and they got there before the’
play developed.”

The Rebels came back to within
two points, 8-6, when they scored on
along bomb from Aldrich to Robert
Jervis that covered 50 yards, The
conversion play failed.

Allen Central took the lead at 12-
8 in the first period when the Rebel
defense held the Bobcats on a fourth
and 20 play. A bad snap on the 8 yard
line gave the ball over to the Rebels
with excellent field position. Gibson
carried the ball into the endzone for
the touchdown. The conversion at-
tempt failed.

“I told my players that tonight’s
game was for those who worry about
numbers,” explained Jamerson, “and
that they were already winners be-
cause they were quality players with
a strong character.

“We moved the football well and
our passing was real good. The people
at Betsy Layne were more interested
in beating Dewey Jamerson than they
were Allen Central. They began with
chants of ‘beat Dewey, beat Dewey’.
That was alright with me 1 didn’t
mind.”

Jamerson was returning lo the
school where he was an assistant
coach last year. Jamerson then was
hired to coach the Rebels this season.
Besy Layne makes the second county
school the Rebels have beaten this
year —the other being Wheelwright
— Jamerson’s alma mater.

“I have tried Lo express lo my
players, that there are lessons they
can learn from playing football that
will help them through life. When
they come up on some problem inlife

they think is hard, they will think
back on a football game they lost or
came close to winning and think that

Jamerson sees this winning sea-
son as a positive step for next year’s
program as far as getting players out
to play.

Jamerson said that he was going 1o
give the players the next two weeks
off and then “the Monday after
Thanksgiving we will start in the
weight room for next season.”

The Rebels had a total of 350
offensive yards in the game. Gibson
led the rushing game for the Rebels
with 126 yards on 22 carries and
Todd Lucas was not far behind with
116 yardson just 11attempts. Gibson
scored two touchdowns and ran one
conversion play.

“Todd had a great game for us,”
said Jamerson. Aldrich finished with
35 yards on five carries. Aldrich was
three of eight in the passing depart-
ment for a total of 73 yards including
a 50 yard TD pass to Jervis. Jervis
wasthe leading receiver for the Rebels
with his one reception. Brett Mead-
ows had one catch good for 22 yards.

Defensively for the Rebels, Tim
Slone led the way with four solo hits
and 11 assists. “Tim just went wild

Jamerson. Kevin Clatworthy had two
solo hits and seven assists.

NOVEMBER
HUNTING SEASONS

As rich fall colors fade into cold
winter gray, late November signals
the opening of several hunting and
trapping seasons across Kentucky.

Squirrel, rabbit, quail and furbearer
seasons open statewide November
20. (Furbearers include mink, muosk-
rat, beaver, opossum, red fox, gray
fox, raccoon, weasel and striped
skunk.)

Lauren Schaaf, director of the
Division of Wildlife for the Ken-
tucky Department of Fish and Wild-
life Resources, anticipates an aver-
ageto above-average rabbitand quail
harvest. Squirrel numbers should also
remain fairly high.

We've had a favorable growing
season,” says Schaaf, "largely be-
cause we haven't experienced ex-
treme weather conditions.”

Schaaf says a laie frost last spring
had a negative impact on Kentucky's
natural mast crop (acoms, hickory
nuts, etc.) and may mean a decline in
squirrel numbers next year.

Grouse season also opens Novem-
ber 20 in the eastern portion of the
commonwealth, Grouse hunting is
permitted only eastof the line formed
by I-75 from the Kentucky/Ohio state
line to US 60, south of US 60 1o the
Bluegrass Parkway, south of the
Bluegrass Parkway to 1-65 and east
of 1-65 o the Kentucky/Tennessee
state line,

Although ruffed grouse were once
abundant across Kentucky, the loss
of suitable habitat brought on by in-
tense urban development and forest

God's Pantry needs new home

A service that has, for the past
several years, helped others now
needs our help. In July the Christian
Appalachian Project notified God’s
Pantry that it would have to relocate.
“Since then, we’ve been desperately
trying to find new facilities,” said
manager Debbie Amburgey. “Wefeel
certain that someone out there could
help us.”

Currently based in West
Prestonsburg, God’s Pantry Crisis
Food Center is an ecumenical, com-
munity-based program established to
meet the hunger and nutritional needs
of the people in 48 counties in Cen-
tral and Eastern Kentucky. Through
its food bank program the pantry
provides both food and -non-food
products to private, non-profit or-
ganizations who are involved in
meeting the needs of the hungry poor.

Although no official deadline has
been set, God’s Pantry and its opera-
tion will have to vacate their present
facilities by December to make way
for a new factory, The Christian
Appalachian Project plans to run a
factory repairs parts for house trail-
ers, boat trailers and boats.

Amburgey explained that locat-
ing new facilities will require some
planning. “We need about 35,000
square feetof space with good access
and possibly aloading dock, but we’re
not picky,” added Amburgey. “If
possible, we will need some refrig-
eration, a former food store would be
ideal.”

“The mostdifficult part of finding
a new home for the Pantry is our
limited financial resources,”” Ambur-
gey said. “We have no funds to apply
toward rent. CAP was allowing us
free use of this space and we won’t
find that anyplace else.”

Amburgey hopes that one of the
many concerned citizens of this area
will come forward with a proposal.
“We're looking for an offer we can’t
refuse,” she said. “We’re hoping that
someone will offer us a space to rent
for $1 a year — negotiable once we
get our feet on the ground — strictly
a tax write-off.”

Location, too, will be a factor to
consider. The new home for God’s
Pantry will need to be in either Floyd,
Pike, Magoffin, or Johnson counties.
“There’s talk of moving the pantry to
Perry county and I can’t see that. Not
only would it mean I would have to
travel there to work, but all the agen-
cies we service would have to find
transportation to Perry county as well.
Thatmay mean some agencies would
no longer be able to use the Pantry to
help ease the needs of this area.”

To increase the awareness of the
problems of hunger and poveriy that
plague eastern Kentucky, God’s
Pantry sponsored a “Walk for Hun-
ger” on Saturday, Oct. 20,1990. “We
wanted people to know,” said man-
ager Debbie Amburgey, “that we are
here to help.”

The “Walk for Hunger” was held
at Jenny Wiley State Park. Support-
ers from  Martin, Garrett,
Prestonsburg, Virgie, Toler, Auxier,
Water Gap, and Thelma turned out to
enjoy the brisk autumn merning and
share conversation and fellowship
while they helped others.

New Zealand Spinach is far more
reliable and productive than regular
spinach. This spinach will produce
here from July through November, if
it is picked often, The plant forms
more branches in the leaf axils, there-
fore the more you pick — the more
the plant produces, One plant can
cover four to six fee of ground by the
time a hard frost Kills it,

Although New Zealand Spinach
growsbestin warm weather, the seeds
will germinate in cool temperatures,

55 degreesorlower, The large crown
shaped seeds have a hard seed coat so
you should soak them overnight be-
fore planting, You can plant this
vegetable in rows or hills. Space hills
three 1o four fee apart both ways. In
rows 'sow about eight inches apart
and as soon as it is eating size pull up
(and use) all plants between 24 inch
spaces in rows. I might add this spin-
ach is more of a vine than a plant. A
good garden loom is all that is re-
quired for this vegetable and it is
almost, ifnotcompletely, insect free.

Kale: If I were to name this green
as I do our cats, dogs and goats, I'd
call it “Old Reliable." This member
of the cabbage family is at its best
under the bleak conditions that dis-
courage other garden vegetables —

Protect outdoor furniture from winter damage

A simple, three-step plan will
protectoutdoor furniture from winter
damage, according toa University of
Kentucky home furnishings special-
iSL

“The first step 18 to clean and
repair outdoor furniture," said Linda
Reece, an Extension specialist with
the UK College of Agriculture,
“Second, let the furniture dry com-
pletely. Third, store or protect it,

“Be ‘sure. (o check [(ho
manufacturer's recommendations for
any special precautions before you
¢clean outdoor furniture.”

A mild detergent and water solu-
tion 18 good 1o ¢lean fumiture made
of aluminum, wrought iron, steel,
redwood, hardwood, rattan or cane,
according to Reece.

“It’s a good 1dea to make repairs
before storing the furniture, so it will
beready foryou toenjoy nextspring,”
she said.

Necessary repairs may include
replacing damaged plastic webbing
or canvas; brightening dull or pitted
aluminum surfaces by rubbing them
with steel wool dipped in kerosene;
using steel wool 1o remove rust spots
on wrought iron before applying a
primer coat and new coal of paint;
and soaking and rewinding unrav-
eled rattan or wicker strands.’

Todeepclean synthetic cushions,
make a solution of one cup liquid
chlorine bleach, one cup granular
laundry detergent and two gallons of
warm water, Reece said. Apply it to
the cushions, letting it soak in for
about 30 mmnutes so the bleach will
have time 10 work on mildew stains.
Then, scrub stains out, using a syn-
thetic sponge for acrylic cushions,
and a plastic scrubber on polyester
cushions.

A pine oil household cleaner will
remove suntan lotion stains.

Rinse cushions and allow them 1o
dry thoroughly before storing,

“To protect wooden outdoor fur-
niture from sunlight and water dam-
age, coverorputitinabuilding, such
as a garage, storage house or base-

ment,” Reece said. “Be sure Lo let
cleaned and repaired fumiture and
accessories dry thoroughly before
placingitinan enciosed storage area.
‘This will help prevent possible mois-
ture damage and mildew."”

If wooden furniture is covered.
but left outside, keep leg ends out of
moisture by propping them up with
blocks. Wooden furniture can be
damaged iflegends absorb moisture,
then freeze and exparnd.

Another way 1o protect wooden
furnitureis toapply an oil-based stain
or water repellent. Use a semi-trans-
parent stain rather than a solid stain to
keep wood looking natural.

If natural wood furniture is 1o be
left uncovered during the winter,

apply a stain or water repellent. The
stain or repellent will work only on
natural wood finishes: it will not
provide extra protection for painted
fumiture surfaces.

Wooden decksor patios should be
refinished in the fall for protection
through the winter, according to
Reece. They also should be cleared
of snow and ice during the winler,

“With proper care, your outdoor
furnishings and living area will re-
main attractive and provide many
yearsol service and pleasure,” Reece
said.

The home buying process is be-
coming more streamlined and effi-
cient, due to the growing involve-
ment of real estate brokers in mort-
gage origination, according to the
National Association of Realtors.

Theability of real estate brokers to
fulfill consumer demand for addi-
tional services, and their right to
collecta fully disclosed fee for doing
so, was discussed today by NAR
PresidentNorman D. Flynnduringa
congressional hearing before the
housing subcommittee of the House
Banking Committee,

The provision of mortgage loca-
tion assistance—matching a buyer
withaloantocompletea homesale—
by real estate brokers is part of an
evolution in home buying that is
headed toward “one-stop shopping,”
which is made possible through
computerized loanorigination(CLO)

systems.

Contrary tosomeclaims, payment
to real estate brokers using the sys-
tems does not violate the Real Estate
Settlement Procedures Act(RESPA),
Flynn said. The law, enacted in 1974
to raise consumer awareness about
thenatureand costof settlement fees,
does prohibit payments for simple
lender referrals, which invelve no
work from a broker. However, the
law clearly allows the collection of
fees for actual services rendered.

NAR opposes fees based solely on
simplereferrals. However, the asso-
ciation believes real estate brokers
are entitled to remuneration for all
services performed in the sale of a
home, provided the fees are fully
disclosed, and thatusing the services
is not required. No legal or ethical
barrier exist to prohibit the collection
of such fees, Flynn said.
