Approximately 200 gallons of
diesel fuel spilled into Beaver Creek
from an overflowing storage tank on
the lot of Sandy Valley Explosives
Company near Allen Friday night,
said Robert Carpenter, Floyd County
Disaster and Emergency Services
director.

The fuel was delivered to Sandy
Valley Explosive late Friday night to
refill a storage tank, Carpenter said.
The spill occurred, Carpenter said,
when an employee of the refinery
company left the tank unattended
while it was being filled. The em-
ployee then left the area without
contacting the Department of Disas-
ter Services, Carpenter said.

The spill was discovered when
residents in the area called the
Prestonsburg dispatch office, com-
plaining of a strong diesel odor per-
meating the area, Carpenter said. The
Prestonsburg dispatch office is the
first 24-hour warning point for any
emergency in the county, he ex-
plained.

The dispaich office contacted
Carpenter who began a search of the
area by sniffing the air for the pun-
gent odor. After he passed Sandy
Valley Explosives, Carpentersaid the
smell of diesel disappeared. He lo-
cated the spilled fuel on the lot of the
company where it had drained into
the creek.

Floyd Countyresidentsare “bum-
ing up the phone wires" at the Area
Nine Disaster and Emergency Serv-
ices, expressing their concern about
the earthquake that New Mexico
climatologist Iben Browning has
projected will occuralong the Madrid
Fault on December 3, said Floyd
County DES Director Robert Car-
penter,

In 1811-1812, three major earth-
quakes, each measuring over a mag-
nitude of 8 on the Richter Scale, hit
the fault ling which runs from north-
eastern Arkansas and northwestern
Tennessee through the tail of Fulton
County, Kentucky to New Madrid,
Mo., and Cairo, Ill. A series of 15
aftershocks also shook the area and
were felt as far away as Quebec,
Canada. The town of New Madrid
was the epicenter of the quake, con-
sidered by many experts to be one of
the most violent and widely felt
quakes ever reported on the North
American continent.

The quake raised the bed of the
Mississippi River, causing its current

to flow backwards for several hours,

according to published reports from
the University of Kentucky Research
Office.

planned for Sunday

Reports that the Christian Knights
of the Klu Klux Klan plantomarch in
downtown Prestonsburg Sunday has
prompted county and city officials to
proclaim November 18-24 as broth-
erhood week in Floyd County.

A public gathering by Floyd
Countians indowntown Prestonsburg
is planned at 1 p.m. Sunday and has
beenannounced it will be a "counter-
protest” if the KKK marches, accord-
ing to a letter circulated by Presbyte-
rian Minister Tim Jessen.

However, Prestonsburg Mayor
Ann Latta said the gathering 1S not
intended to be a counter protestif the
Klan carries outits scheduled march.

Prestonsburg Police Chief Greg

Hall said the KKK was supposed to
have sent the city a letter by 3 p.m.
Thursday announcing its intentions
for the march on Sunday. However,
the city had not received the letter by
late Thursday.

"We're playing it by ear,” Hall
said. "If anything happens we'll be
prepared.”

There are no plans to have extra
policemen on duty Sunday but if the
Klan hold the scheduled march, extra
policemen can be on the scene in
minutes, Hall said.

Theproclamation, signed by Floyd
County Judge/Executive John M.
Stumbo and Latta, stresses the im-
portance of all Kentuckians joining
together for the common good and
proclaim the motio of the state,
"United we stand; divided we fall."

forests became lakes. China rattled
and broke in Cincinnati, people
complained of motion sickness in
Baltimore, and in Georgetown, S.C.,
the parade grounds sank several
inches,” the report states.

Tremors are felt over a wide area
due to the soil and bedrock found in

“Earthquake wave energy typi-
cally travels through the bedrock.
However, if you have thick depositof

soil on the bedrock, and that soil is
not very rigid, then the ground will
tend to move more violently than the
bedrock,” he said.

Dmevich compared the phenome-
non to a rider on a bucking bronco,
where the rider—Ilike the loose soil
of a river floodplain—is thrown
around randomly in the saddle.

A minor quake which registered

3.6 on the Richter scale occurred in
the area last Thursday, November §,
although the tremors were barely
detectable o most people living in
the area,

The Floyd County DES ,in prepa-
ration for such an emergency as the
predicted earthquake, met last night
to alert DES staff on the earthquake’
possible occurrence, Carpenter said.
He indicated he is in the process of
assembling a staff of trained, quali-
fied individuals such as a nursing
staff, communications staff.

“The state is taking this seriously,”
Carpenter said, “There’s no need to
gamble.

“If the warning is there, I feel we
should be able to handle this to the
bestof ourability and be able to assist
any county in the event we'’re
needed.”

Carpenter added that Floyd County
could also become areceiving center
for residents of Kentucky counties
that receive earthquake damage.

Goose Creek comeback:

'Out all night with
some good ol' boys'

It has been 15 years since the
members of Goose Creek Symphony
last entered a recording studio, but
lead singer Charlie Gearheart said
Wednesday in Prestonsburg, “It’sstill
the same, we all got together and it’s
like the first day we went into the
studio in 1968, 1t’s still Goose Creek
music.”

The band, whose name is still
revered in some circles, rocketed to
stardom in the early 1970’s with four
albums of music which hasdefied the
labels of “Country”, “Rock and Roll™
or “Progressive and Alternative”.

“They didn’t know how to pro-
mote us,” said Gearheart. “We did
tours with people like Alice Cooper
and ZZ Top. Goose Creek music has
never fitneatly into any category. We

finished our first album in '69 and
shopped it to the major labels, and
they all turned it down because it was
Jjust too weird."”

Goose Creek guitarist Bob “Wil-
lard"” Henke said the band’s music is
bestdescribed as “Progressive, coun-
try, acid, folk, surf rock."

The band eventually got theatten-
tion of Capitol Records, who spon-
sored the first three albums recorded
by the band. Afterapproximately four
years ofrecording atouring, the band
felt the need to return 1o their fami-
lies.

“We all felt a need to take a break
from it all,” said Gearheart. “We
wanted to be with our families and
watch our children grow up."”

In 1990 the members of Goose
Creek Symphony found that their
children were grown and sought to
make music once again. “We hadn't
been out of touch,"” said Henke. “We
still got together to play every now
and then, but nothing serious.”

The band's latest musical effort
was made possible in part by June
Appal Records, a division of Appal-
shop in Whitesburg, who offered the
band artistic control of the new mu-
sic. “It’s an integration of all kinds of
music, with the basis being the kind
of square dance and roll back the rug
kind of music that T heard growing up
here,” said Gearheart,

The new Goose Creek Symphony

album, which is titled “OSO Spe-

cial”, will be officially released on

Monday, and is expected to be in

record stores within a few weeks.

The album is described as “Pure

Goose Creek music”, with fiddles,

synthesizers and the combination of

styles which have always been the

unpredictable trademark of the band.

Child abuse council receives CASA grant *

The problem of neglected and
abused children isnotnew inEastern
Kentucky, but programs being im-
plemented by the Kentucky Council
on Child Abuse (KCCA) are helping
toraise public awareness of the abuses
and the services available to victims.

Children who have suffered abuse
orneglectin Floyd and Pike counties
will soon have two special advocates
to represent them in court due to the
efforts of KCCA and a grant from the
Interest on Lawyers' Trust Accounts
(IOLTA), The program is being
developed by the Prestonsburg office
of KCCA and the results will deter-
mine how the program will be imple-
menied throughout the state, said
KCCA Regional Coordinator Janie
Beverly,

The courtappointed special advo-
cates (CASA) project has been tar-
geted for Floyd and Pike counties
and will recruit and train volunteers
toserveas advocates for the children.
The program will be implemented
through the Prestonsburg office of
the Kentucky Council on Child
Abuse,

“This project will facilitate a bet-
terunderstanding of problems around
child abuse, within the court system
itself, as well as tending to the wel-
fare of our children,” said Beverly.
“The CASA project will have an
impact on abused children in Eastern
Kentucky.”

The program will provide inde-
pendent volunteer advocates to chil-
dren who are placed, or at risk of
being placed, in foster care or who
have been sexually abused.

The project summary forthe coun-
cil on child abuse, says the problem
of child abuse is compounded be-
cause there aren’t enough resources
10 treat both the abusers and the
abused, Children become wards of
the court and it is up to the judge to
decide their future. In these cases,
many children become victims a
second time, “lost” in the overbur-
dened judicial and child welfare sys-
tems. Sometimes a child can remain
adrift in foster care for months, even
years, never knowing whatitis liketo
have a safe, permanent place to call
home, the council says.

According to the council’s sum-

mary, courtrooms are filled with
professionals—social workers and
attorneys—Dbut they often don't have
the time to search for the best solu-
tion for each individual child. As
agents of the state, social workers
consider the child’s interests, butonly
in the larger context of what is best
for the family unit. Attorneys are
often present to advocate forindivid-
ual inferests—the wishes of the per-
sons who retain them. Judges often
make decisions about where children
will live, perhaps the rest of their
lives, without sufficient information
about the person the decision affects
most directly—the child, the council
says.

A state task force on child abuse
was formed in June, to prevent child
abuse through the development of an
interagency network to serve the
children and families of Eastern
Kentucky, The task force hopes to
increase the public awareness of the
1ssues of child abuse and family vio-
lence and to strive for a more effi-
cient integration of resources avail-
able to serve families in crisis,

Objectives of the KCCA task force
include;

» development of resources to
assist in the prevention of abuse;

« research and compilation of a
comprehensive directory of services;

s provide distribution channels for
the service referral directory;

« promotion of increased aware-
ness of child abuse and other family
issues; and

« adoption of a self sustaining
grassroots organization/philosophy.

Timber industry targeted for grant

The Office of Community Serv-
ices (OCS) of the U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services has
approved a $308,000 grant to the
Mountain Association for Commu-
nity Economic¢ Development

Carpenter called the refinery
company and the Department of
Environmental Protection and said
the company made a valiant effort to
clean up the diesel, but needed 1o
contact the Division of Waste Man-
agement for instructions on how to
clean up the hazardous product.

Although it has not determined if
afine will be issuedto the company,
a notice of violation for remedial
measures wasissued by the Depart-
ment of Environmental Protection,
Division of Water in Hazard, said
Gene Blair, EPA supervisor. The
company will be required to submit
an SPCC (spill preventative control
counter measure) plan to the depart-
ment, and once completed, instructs
the company on what to do in future
situations,

Under state regulations, anyone
whohasspilled a pollutant mustreport
to the Environmental Protection
Division as soon as possible by “the
most rapid means available-and that
means the telephone,” Blair said. To
report an incident, call the
department’s 24 -hour number at(502)
564-2380. “The call is always an-
swered,” Blair said.

“To the best of my knowledge,
Kentucky Oil Refinery did notreport
the incident,” Blair said. DES Direc-
tor Carpenter said that the Division
of Water has been issuing “quite
heavy fines” lately. Fines can be is-
sued for up to $25,000 to companies
causing a spill, said an official in the
Department of Environmental’s
Enforcement Division.

Diesel is a pollutant that can have
apotentially deadly effecton aquatic
life and wildlife, Blair said. Diesel
mixes with water, gets on the plants,
into fish’s gills, and into the stom-
achs of wildlife through drinking the
polluted water.

Protection against medigap fraud

About three out of every four
American seniors buy a little peace
of mind called medigap insurance.,
Dependable insurance thatcovers the
difference between what Medicare
covers and the actual cost of treat-
ment is what seniors look for and
deserve.

But for many older Americans,
medigap insurance is a financial
nightmare, They sometimes {all vic-
tim (o coercion and misinformation
and often wind up buying a number
of often expensive policies that
merely duplicate existing coverage,

Take the clderly woman in South
Dakota who bought 45 medigap and
life insurance policies overa 10-year
period. She paid nearly half her yearly
income in premiumseven though she
needed only one of each, A man in
Pennsylvania saw his medigap pre-
miums on policies rise more than 100
percent in less than two years,

Unfortunately, these aren't iso-
lated cases. Reliable estimates indi-
cale that up to 25 percent of the
nation’s seniors are paying more than
once for the same coverage.

The prospect of medical costs
pushing seniors inlo poverty or de-
pendency despite with the Medicare
safety net, underscores how vital
medigap insurance is (o older Ameri-

cans.

For this reason, Rep. Ron Wyden
introduced a bill 1o protect seniors
from the perils of buying medigap
insurance. His Medigap Fraud and
Abuse Prevention Actdeservesstrong
support from America’s grassroots,

Wyden’s bill will ensure that
medigap policies are a solid value
and include arange of coverage, and
thatseniors have theinformation they
need clearly presented so they can
purchase the policy that best suits
their needs and resources.

His bill addresses the confusion
about what coverage a person might
need and how much it should cost. It
also provides counseling services
where seniors can get clear explana-
tions of the terms and conditions of a
policy and exactly what it covers.

All Americans are aware of the
rapidly rising costs of medical care,
Bul soaring medical costs are of par-
ticular concern to seniors living on
fixed incomes.

Congress can relieve a lot of that
angst by passing the Wyden bill. ILis
supported by the National Commit-
tee 1o PReserve Social Security and
Medicare and anumberofother senior
and consumer organizations.

Kentucky’s strong S&L industry

can be national role model

We continue to be fortunate that

Kentucky is part of the solution and
not partof the problem when itcomes
10 a savings-and-loan scandal now
recognized as the worst example of
financial corruption in our nation’s
history.

I have been very impressed with
recent reports of the strength of our
Kentucky savings and loans. And I
have shared these reports with the
Senate in the hope of encouraging
fair-minded S&L. reforms that will
not interfere with the outstanding
progress we are making in Kentucky.

Unlike their counterparts in some
other states, our Kentucky savings-
and-loans have never strayed from
their mission of offering vital home-
ownershipopportunities to hardwork-
ing families, I want to make sure that
Kentuckians never lose these oppor-
tunities because of unfair stereotypes
arising from scandalous activities in
other parts of the nation.

Our S&Ls deserve strong praise
and even stronger support for the job
they are doing in overcoming these
stereotypes.

Kentucky is one of only six states
with an increase in S&L loan vol-
ume, and it is also in a group of only
six states showing an increase in
savings-and-loan assets over the past
year,

Our Kentucky S&L industry
showed a very healthy capital-to-
assets ratio of 6.42 percent in this
same period, And it ranked eighth
among the states in maintaining total
S&L income in an extremely diffi-
cult period for the entire industry.

As you know, these difficulties
stem in part from extreme boom-and-
bust economic cycles in parts of the
Southwest and elsewhere. But they
nlso stem from blatant speculation
and massive fraud on the part of poorly
regulated S&L wheeler-dealers in
these same regions.

The Administration now estimales
that the cost of cleaning up failed

S&Ls in these regions will come to a
staggering $117 billion for fiscal 1991
alone. Total costs, including pay-
ments to federally insured deposi-
tors, could reach a truly incredible
$500 billion over a period of years.

Kentuckians were notamong those
who created this disastrous situation,
But Kentucky taxpayers will be help-
ing to pay the price for many years to
come, and we must be very careful
not to compound this unfairness as
we continue to deal with the S&L
scandal at the national level.

Much of our response must be
directed at those who have cheated
honest Kentuckians and other Ameri-
cans out of their hard-eamed money,
Weneed to put the S&L crooks in jail
and recover as much of their ill-got-
ten gains as possible, At this writing,
we are moving to enact a tough new
omnibus crime bill that should go a
long way in this direction.

Our government has made some

regulatory reforms and will continue
to look at others, including possible
changes in the S&L deposit-insur-
ance program.
The cost of such changes must be
reviewed very carefully for faimess.
Our strong Kentucky S&Ls should
be used as role models in a drive to
shore up a vital national industry, We
need the support of all Kentuckians
in making sure that they are not made
to suffer unfairly for the sins of oth-

Closing of the $3.9 million bond sale to finance construction of
Betsy Layne High School in a new location at Stanville was effected
here last Friday, and groundbreaking for the venture will be done
shortly after Thanksgiving, it was announced... The plaques containing
the Ten Commandments that have been placed in many Floyd county
schoolrooms may have to be hauled down. The Y .S. Supreme Court in
an unsigned 5-4 decision Monday declared unconstitutional the 1978
Kentucky law providing for their posting in schoolrooms...Of the 48
indictments reported to Circuit Judge Hollie Conley by the grand jury
at its adjournment last Wednesday, exactly half accuse defendants of

One of the most difficult prob-
lems faced by healthcare institutions
in rural areas is that of recruiting
qualified allied health personnel. In
an effort w combat this problem,
Highlands Regional has been ac-
cepted into the Pharmacy
Extermnship Program from the Uni
versity of Kentucky to provide ofl-
campus study rotatons for senior
pharmacy students pursuing Bache-
lor of Science degrees.

Practice

A requirement of the Extemnship
Program is that of a resident ficld
professor (o supervise students who
chaose to come 1o this area, To meet
this criteria, Tom Mcintyre, RPH,
director of the pharmacy at High-
lands, applied for and received fac-
ulty status through the University of
Kentucky's area Health Educauon
Center and now serves as field pro-
fessor for Floyd, Johnson, and Pike
counties, and Highlands achieved
status as one of nine designated pre-
ceptor sites in this area.

The two-four week off-campus
rotations required of all University
Pharmacy students provides valuable
experience. It also allows students o
serve their rotations (known as ex-
ternships) outside the university area
and in areas nearer their homes.

The first pharmacy student Lo
complete the new Extemship Pro-
gram at Highlands was Kim Rowe
from Betsy Layne. Rowe, a senior
pharmacy student at the University
of Kentucky will complete her de-

examination in July. Rowe said her
externship at Highlands made a pro-
found difference in her attitude to-
ward working ina hospital pharmacy.

“Before coming to Highlands, 1
had definitely decided 1 did not want
to work in a hospital,” Kim stated. 1
feltit would be routine and mundane.
I was wrong— whatldiscovered was
just the opposite.”

Rowe went on to say that during
her externship she utilized all the
information she had learned in school.
She was overwhelmed by the exten-
sive use of computers, fax machines
and the exiensive chemotherapy
center within Highlands' Pharmacy
department. “Ireallyliked being able
1o take an active role, being able to
talk with the nurses and answer ques-
tions gave me a better insight of the
hospital,” said Rowe. "'l have changed
my mind, | now understand that
HRMC pharmacy is a challenging
learning center and a great place to
work."”

Lee Carter, assistant director of
the pharmacy, was Rowe's in-house
preceptor and provided daily guid-
ance and teaching supervision for
her.

Issues for the '90's:

Health, income, providing care among aging

Meeting the needs of an increas-
ing aging population is one of the
most important challenges society
faces in the 1990s, according to Jan
McCulloch,a University of Kentucky
family studies and aging expert.

The number of people age 65 and
older is growing more rapidly than
any other population group,
McCulloch said at a recent aging
conference. She grouped the aging
population into two segments—the
young-old, age 65 to 74, and old-old,
age 75 and older.

More importantly, she said, the
old-old population is the fastest grow-
ing. It is estimated that by the year
2000, the old-old will comprise 50
percent of the elderly population.

McCulloch discussed four social
issues—health care, income, provid-
ing care, and equitable allocation of
resources to the aging.

The elderly are the heaviest users
of health care services, she said, Itis
estimated their need for health care
services will more than double by the
year 2020. The elderly are paying an
increasing amount of these costs out

of pocket. In 1984, they spent 15
percent of their income out of pocket
on health care.

“We need to improve general
health care of the elderly,” she said,
“by eliminating the imbalance be-
tween adequate access, quality, and
reasonable cost.”

McCulloch said society will face
some moral considerations inelderly
health care, One is the delimma of
prolonging life versus the quality of
life with the possibility of having to
ration scare resources, such as organ
transplants, and expensive hightech-
nology.

Another social issue is elderly
income, McCulloch said.

“The U.S. has one of the highest
poverty rates among the elderly in
the developed world,” she said.
“Older persons have substantially less
cash income than those under age 65,
and the old-old population has sig-
nificantly lower money income than
the young-old population.

erty among the older population is
greatest.

One way is to modify business's
viewpoint of retirement by changing
stereotypes of senior citizens work-
ers. Studies indicate that older work-
ers have low absenteeism, sound
judgment and accumulated experi-
ence.

Another way is to revise policies
that encourage early retirement.
Althoughage 65iscommonly viewed
asthe “normal’’retirementage, nearly
two-thirds of older workers retire
before age 65. Yet, the majority of
the labor force would prefer part-
time work after retirement. In 1986,
of the elderly working in non-agri-
cultural industries, 48 percent were
men and 61 percent were women.

Providing care for the elderly is
another issue, according to
McCulloch.

Families continue to have the
greatest share of the responsibility to
provide'long-term care for senior
citizens. Since many elderly live in
rural areas, it is important to find
caregivers in these areas,

“Nationwide, 85 percent of the
care given the elderly is delivered by
family members,” she said. “Yet
caregiving can have negative conse-
quences for family members, affect-

ing mental, physical andsocial health,
and financial resources.

“The delimma is one of achieving
a balance between the rights of indi-
vidual family members providing care
and the public purse.”

Still another issue is equitable
allocation of resources among the
elderly and other population groups,
McCulloch said.

“Some individuals and poli-
cymakers raise the issue that older
people are getting more than their
fair share of the resources available
for society,” she said. “There is no
systematic evidence that a conflict
between resources allocated to gen-
erations truly exists.

“Another factor is that the older
population ismore different than itis
alike. While some older adults live
theirretirementyears in leisure, many
olderadults, particularly older women
and minorities, do nothave economic
well-being and financial security.”

McCulloch said the issue of deliv-
ering care to older adults will serve as
a marker for the way assistance is
delivered to all age groups in the
future. “If programs and assistance
are cut to help balance an increasing
deficit, it is likely that assistance to
people at all levels of aid will also be
reduced,” she said.

Langley post office celebrates one hundred years

It was one hundred years to the
13th day of November, 1890, that
there existed a post office in May-
town. To mark this important occa-
sion, Mrs. Phyllis Brown, Postmis-
tress, with the help of Mrs. Nancy Jo
Wallen who served the cakes baked
by Mrs. Marie Patrick, threw a party.
Patrons were treated to cakes deco-
rated with tiny U.S. flags and red,
white and blue motifs and coffee,
mints with nuts. For the day U.S.
Postal key chains and writing pens
and a stamp collecting booklet writ-
ten primarily for youngsters were
given out.

A hard cover notebook, the begin-
ning of a history of the community
largely collected from family research
done by Peggy Jo Allen Vaughn, was
on the writing stand. On side was the
portrait of John May and his large
family; it was he who lent his name to
the community named Maytown,

There was also the list of names of
postmasters: Joseph N. Allen was
the first and he took the reigns on
November 13, 1890; next came
Robert L. May, 1893; Rhonda A.
May, 1899; Joseph Hughes, 1896;
Jackson Patton, 1898; Thomas
Ratcliff, 1901; Urban Allen, 1901;
Samuel B. May, 1913; Ed Sutton,
1919; William A. Stewart, 1922;
Amanda Sutton, 1933; Frank May,
1939; Volney Allen, 1960; and
Edward Robinson, 1962 until 1987.
Mrs. Phyllis Brown became Post-
mistress in 1987 and is currently in

the office.

A bit of historical information
revealed that the post office had
moved several times since its early
beginnings. First off it was located
on Wilson Creek, next in an old rail-
road station; then in Sutton’s Hotel,
fromthere to the Langley Supply Store

untilit was moved toits current build-
ing on “main street” in 1962. An-
other fact about the post office con-
cerns its name. Since a Maytown
post office already was in existence
in Morgan County, Maytown resi-
dents had to cast about for a new
name. (As early as 1960’s this writer

sometimes received mail addressed
to Maytown by way of a sojourn in
Maytown, Morgan County.) Conse-
quently the post office at Maytown
was given the name Langley Post
Officein honor of Congressman John
W. Langley.

Mrs. Brown related that the Lan-

Meade Branch is on Abbott Creek.
Mann Meade was the first man to live
on and own land in this holler. He
owned approximately 1,500 acres, so
they called it Meade Branch. Marion
Neeley bought some land from the
Meade's and gave it to his daughter,
Missouri Neeley Holbrook. Mann
Meade gave his remaining property
to hischildren, Henry Meade, Huldie
Meade Waddle, Jar Meade, and Press
Meade. Hobert Holbrook bought
some land from Press Meade and Joe
Waddle.

There was no road. Everyone,
evenschoolchildren, traveled through
creeks, on horseback oron mule. In
1944, Inland Gas Company built a
road for Meade Branch. Johnny and
Hobert Holbrook brought rocks by
mule and sled, 1o maintain and im-

Johnny Holbrook wasthe firstman
on Meade Branch to own an automo-
bile,and in 1949, builtthe first bridge
for automobiles at the cost of $975.

Al this time, only six houses were
in this holler. Homes were heated by
coal and wood, and lighted by coal oil
lamps. Cooking was done on stoves
fueled by coal or wood. No one had
running water. They carried walter
from the creek for bathing and wash-
ing clothes. Some people had hand-
dug wells. Nearly everyone had a
garden. They planted the hillsides
with corn. Back then, the soil was
fresh and fertile, and gardeners didn’t
use poisonous chemicals for fertiliz-
ing like they do today. For fun,
people could go to the movies, 1o
church, and sometimes they would
gather together to share stories.
People say it was a good life.

And finally progress came. Rural
Electric Association (REA) installed

a power line 42 years ago. They
received telephone connection 30
years ago. Twenty years ago, they
were blessed with television cable.
They acquired school bus service
cighteen years ago. Eight years ago,
city water was installed. They gota
mail route five yearsago. And thena
miracle happened! Citizensof Meade
Branch took up a petition, and in
October 1989, John M. Stumbo and

Gerald DeRossett (two fine, outstand-
ing men) had Meade Branch black-
topped, one full mile.

There are now twenty-nine homes
on Meade Branch. Even though we
are cramped for space, it's a fine
place to live. The progress has made
times easier for people.

Some people mentioned in this
article are related to me. Marion
Neeley was my great-great-grandfa-
ther, Johnny and Missouri Neeley
Holbrook were my great-grandpar-
ents, Their son, Hobert Holbrook, is
my grandfather. He is the source of
this information.
