Special meeting
called to discuss
waste ordinance

A special meeting of the Floyd
County Fiscal Court has been called
for Thursday at 1 p.m.to hold a
reading of a proposed solid waste
ordinance and to set a tax rate for the
county.

Although new tax assessments
have not been received, the county
must set a tax rate subject to the new
assessments, said Delores Dingus,
secretary to Judge John M. Stumbo.

It has not been determined what
reading it will be of the solid waste
ordinance because it has been
amended, Dingus said, A first read-
ing was held on the original ordi-
nance.

The proposed ordinance estab-
lishes an annual $25,000 permit fee
for privately owned waste disposal
companies. Companiesdealing with
hazardous waste will pay an addi-
tional $1,000 per ounce, while com-
panies dealing with solid waste will
pay an additional $250 per ton.

The meeting will be held in the
Courthouse Annex.

Report suggests higher fees

Membersof the Prestonsburg City
Council spent the bulk of a two and
one half hour meeting Monday night
listening to recommendations for
restructuring the city's solid waste
collection system.

William McGehee, a representa-
tive of Solid Waste Consulting
Groups, told city officials that the
city is currently offering area busi-
nesses too much service ata fraction
of the cost which should be charged.
McGehee informed the council that

city waste collection trucks cost
approximately $35 per hour of opera-
tion, suggesting that the city adopt a
collection rate of $3 per loose yard of
waste collected. Council members
took no action on the suggestions
made by the consultant, however, a
special meeting of the council is
planned to deal with specific issues
of commercial solid waste collec-
tion. No date has been set for that
meeting,

McGehee alsoinformed the coun-
cil that workers should avoid waste
products from two Prestonsburg
nursing homes, as well as waste from

Highlands Regional Medical Center.
“You have problems there,” said
McGehee. “I thought the incinerator
bumedeverything up.Itdoesn’t. They
are not doing as good a job as they
should be, you’ve got to take thatrisk
away from your people.”

Prestonsburg City Administrator
Sam Campbell said Tuesday thatcity
waste collection workers acceptonly
non-medical waste from the hospital,
adding that no ash or medical waste
was being picked up or deposited in
the county landfill by the city.

Perkins labled that suggestion,
which proposed that the new inter-
state follow existing highways like
Interstate 64 and the Bluegrass Park-
way, as “foolish.”

“Failure to go with the southern
route,” Perkins said in a letter to
Lexington Chamber president Ed-
ward T. Houlihan, “will cost the
Commonwealth of Kenlucky several

Coke bust
is record,
police say

"This is the largest cocaine bust
ever made in the city of Prestonsburg,”
said Prestonsburg City Detective Jeff
Stumbo as he displayed large and
small bags of white powder, mari-
juana and $900 in cash. A total of 53
grams (approximately $5,300 worth)
of cocaine was confiscated during
the raid.

The drugs were confiscated from
the North Lake Drive location of
Dale's Citgo service station after a
lengthy investigation by undercover
officers. After executing a search
warrant at the business, officers ar-
rested James Dale Mosley, 37, of
Abbott Creek, and charged him t¥ith
possession and trafficking in cocaine’
and possession and trafficking in
marijuana (less than eight ounces)
within 1,000 yards of a school. Mos-
ley is a part owner of the Citgo serv-
ice station.

Mosley faces penalties of five to
ten years imprisonment on the co-
caine charges, and one 1o five year
sentence for the marijuana charges.
Mosley was arrested and lodged in
the Floyd County Jail, where he was
later released on bond.

Detective Stumbo said that the
city police had been aware of a drug
distribution operation at the service
station for several months, adding
that undercover officers had been
working on the case for an equal
period of time. "The drugs were being
sold from an office in the bottom of
the service station. We also recov-
ered three bags of marijuana from a
pickup truck at the service station,"
Stumbo said.

*Research results suggest that
battering is the single most common
factoramong mothers of abused chil-
dren.

*A major study of more than 900
children at battered women’s shel-
ters found that nearly 70 percent of
thechildren were themselves viclims
of physical abuse or neglect. Nearly
half of the children had been physi-
cally or sexually abused. Five per-
cent had been hospitalized due to the
abuse. However, only 20 percent had
been identified and served by Child
*Protective Services prior tocoming
1o the shelter. The same study found
that the male batterer most oflen
abused the children, in about one-
fourth of the cases both parents abused
the children, and in a few instances
only the mother.

*Lenore Walker's 1984 swudy
found that mothers were eight times
more likely to hurt their children when
they were being battered than when
they were safe from violence.

*Children from violent homes
have higher risks of alcohol or drug
abuse and juvenile delinquency.

*Approximately 90 percent of
children ‘are aware of the violence
directed at their mother.

*Some of the emotional effects of
domestic violenceonchildren include
taking responsibility for the abuse,
constant anxiety (that another beat-
ing will occur), guilt for not being
able o stop theabuse or forloving the
abuser, fear of abandonment.

*Boys who witness domestic vio-
lence are more likely to batter their
female partners as adults than boys
raised in nonviolent homes.

I thank my God many times aday
for my precious parents, Will and
Jane Stephens, who taughtme thatall
people are God’s ereation and never
to judge anyone because of race,
creed, orcolor. Some of my dearest
friends are Navajo Indians, Iranians,
Bulgarians, Lithuanians, Cubans,
Puerto Ricans, Jamaicans and blacks.
I look at the person—not the nation-
ality—and thank God for every one
of them! My son, Stephen would be
proud of me—he too taught me well!!

During this holy season of “peace
and good will" may we all reach out
in our love and prayers for “all the
people of the world” and thank God
for America and its leadership at this
awesome (ime.

May everyone whoreads thishave
awonderful holiday season and come
torealize the true meaning of Christ-
mas.

I've just returned from five days
visiting our forces in Saudi Arabia.
The picture I saw is one of military
professionals who know why they
are there and they’re doing a great
job.

Morale is extremely high. Com-
plaints expressed were the same
complaints every person in uniform
has had. After all, who likes being
away from loved ones. Who likes to
eat MR.E:s (Meals: Ready-to Eat)
any more than veterans of other times
liked “C” or “K"' rations?

What the American military has
accomplished in Saudi Arabia and
the Persian Gulf is remarkable. In the
first 70 days of Operation “Desert
Shield” more military equipmenthas
been delivered than in any single
year of the Vietnam War. This equip-
ment is holding up well, thanks to
creative efforts to deal with the less
than perfect operating conditions.

Mail is getting through — 70 tons
a day — and military commanders
urge Americans tokeep the cards and
letters coming.

Kentucky Senator Wendell Ford
was elected recently as the U.S.

In this
interview, Ford discussesthe respon-
sibilitiesof the Senate’s second high-
est-ranking leadership post and what
he hopes to accomplish in this new
position:

What are the duties and responsi-
bilities of the Majority Whip posi-
tion?

Sen. Ford: I believe the jobis best
described as keeping a finger on the
pulse of the Senate. Itinvolves keep-
ing track of Democratic Senator’s
stands on issues, lining up support for
Democratic legislative priorities and
providing input on policy decisions
within the Senate.

However, regardless of my new
position, my primary responsibility
is, and always has been, to represent
the best interests of the citizens of
Kentucky.

Higher Oil Prices Boost Interest
In Coal Liquefaction Technology

Rising oil prices are bringing a
new wave of interest in coal liquefac-
tion technology, which may have a
big impact on the Kentucky econ-
omy, a University of Kentucky sci-
entist says.

Liquefaction is a process in which
coal is converted to a crude oil substi-
tute, which can then be refined into
gasoline or other products.

“Recently, the price of oil has
reached the level where coal lique-
faction becomes economically vi-
able," said Gerald Huffman of UK's
Institute for Mining and Minerals
Research.

“But to have commercial devel-
opment, companies would have to be
assured that prices would stay at that
level for the long haul," he said. Crude
oil prices have already retreated from
their peak levels,

Huffman says il liquefaction
comes into wide use, it will have a
majorimpacton coal-producing states
such as Kentucky.

“If just 20 percent of the nation’s
liquid fuels were made from coal, it
would double the coal industry,” he
said.

Presently, liquefaction can pro-
duce a barrel of oil for between $35
and $40. “We hope that in the next
few years, with improved technol-
ogy we'll have that price down 10830
or perhaps 525 per barrel,” Huffman
said.

The costof oil produced from coal
has already been cutin hall in the past
ten years, he said.

UK is laking a leadership role in
the field, serving as the lead institu-
tion in a consortium of five universi-

ties cooperating on liquefaction re-
search. The consortium was estab-

lished about five years ago.

Huffman says research at UK
focuses on three main areas: devel-
opment of catalysts to accelerate the
conversion from solid to liquid; stud-
ies of the molecular structure and
properties of coal; and innovative
processes, such as using bacteria in
the conversion process.

The other members of the lique-
facuon consortium are the Univer-
sity of Pittsburgh, West Virginia
University, University of Utah,-and
Aubum University,

Pilot liquefaction plants are al-
ready operating in Alabama and in
other countries. South Africa pro-
duces most of its gasoline through
liquefaction, although it uses a dif-
ferent process.

Finding adequate child care is a challenge

One of the most critical issues
facing parents today is finding ade-
quate child care, The November 18-
sue of PTA Today magazine tackles
this subject in 4 series of articles that
address finding top-notch care to
public schools becoming more in-
volved.

The asward-winmng magazine
explains thar public schools can helps
solve the child-care crisis by offering
day care and before-and-after school
programs., Edward Zigler, directorof
the Bush Center in Child Develop-
ment and Social Policy at Yale Uni-
versity, suggests that public schools
offer year-round child care for chil-
drenages 3-12. He believes this would
increase the odds of child care being
safe and of high quality.

"It would also use school facilities
more efficiently since it would help
fill empty classrooms,” Zigler said.

Pat Henry, first vice president of
the National PTA, echoes this senti-
ment. "No one else is as well sitnated
as are the public schools to provide
the assistance that our children and
families so desperately nead,” Henry
said

Most parents have learned that the
need for child care doesn't stop when
children go 1o school, School-age
children need to be care for during
thase hours before and after school
when parents are at work,

According 1o Mary Ellen Bleeden,
director of a district-wide, school-
agechild care program in Des Plaines,
[11., the school is a'logical place for
child care.

"Thespaceis there. It's heated. It's
equipped. And we don't have to put
ourchildren on the streets o get them
there," Bleeden said.

Dr. Melitta J. Cutright, senior
writer for the National PTa and au-
thor of "The National PTA Talks to
Parents: How 1o Get the Best Educa-
tion for Your Children", asks parents
tothink aboutthe hourstheirchildren
will spend in child care, It's likely
that they will spend more waking
hours with substitute caregivers than
with their parents. Therefore, whom
parents select to care for their chil-
dren while they are working is one of
the most important decisions they
can make, Cutright said,

The author goes on to say that

some parents are overwhelmed by
the various options that are offered
and just want hard and fast rules for
the best child care. Unfortunately,
few experts are able to give such
rules, Many experts do agree that the
most important ingredient in child
care is the care giver or givers. Par-
ents should make sure the caregivers
are warm and loving, providing posi-
tve encouragement and reassurance,
says Cutright.

She also says that it is esseritial 1o
visit several centers/homes, check the
credentials of all staff members in-
cluding its director, ask for written
policies and check the child-to-staff
ratio.

Consumer affairs advises
take medications properly

Becareful about taking preseribed
medications exactly when and how
and for as long as the doctor says.
Taking drugs properly makes a big
difference:

—The vast majority of depressed
patients who took 90 percent of their
dosesof medication improved. None
who took less than 80 percent of the
doses improved.

—In the case of cholesterol-low-
ering drugs, good compliance with
directions for taking medication pro-
duced a 39 percent reduction in cho-
lesterol—while poor compliance
reduced cholesterol an average of
only 11 percen.

—Among epileptics, 60 percent
of seizures occurred among poor
compliers.

—Among couples using contra-
ception, imperfect compliance meant
conception rates of 3 1o 16 percent.

These figures come from the Na-
tional Council on Patient Informa-
tion and Education, and organization
supported by the Food and Drug
Administration and many private
pharmaceutical groups. Thecouncil's
purpose is better doctor-pharmacist-
patient communication about how a

drug should be used and what prob-

lems to look out for.

What problems does poor com-
munication contribute to? Accord-
ing to the council, more than half of
patients with high blood pressure drop
out of treatment with a year.,

—About 75 percent of diabetics
fail 1o give themselves their injec-
tions within 30 minutes of the proper
time.

—About 16 percent of acule
asthma patients take only some or
none of their corticosteriod medi-
cine.

One way to end up in a hospital is
to take prescriptions in the wrong
amounts or at the wrong tmes, Lo
stop medication prematurely or Lo
skip doses. The council reports that
39 percent of medicine-related ad-
missions to hospitals resalted from
this kind of poor use of prescription
drugs.,

Medicaid Reimbursement
Improves Nursing Home Care

New federal rules for Kentucky’s
approximately 250 Medicaid-certi-
fied nursing homes should lead 10
more adequate funding and improved
quality of resident care in the coming
year,

Primary among the changesis the
merging of the two existing levels of
Medicaid-eligible patient care —
skilled nursing and intermediate care
~ into a single nursing facility cate-
gory under a reimbursement policy
known as “Case Mix Assessment."

“Under the ‘Case Mix’ approach,
aleam of nurses assess nursing home
residents quarterly and ranks them by
their ability 10 do certain activities of
daily living such as grooming, eating
and dressing,” said Commissioner
Roy Butler of the Department of
Medicaid Services.

“Based on the cumulative need of
its residents, each facility will be
given an average patient ranking and
reimbursed according to that rank-
ing.”

In the first assessment of the ap-
proximately 15,000 Kentucky nurs-
ing home patients covered by Medi-

caid, more than half were classified
as high dependency, about 24 per-
cent are considered medium depend-
ency and about 16 percent are classi-
fied low dependency.

“Facilities with more high depend-
ency patients, who require more care,
would receive a higher reimburse-
ment for daily care than will be paid
to facilities caring for more low de-
pendency patients,” Butler said.

“The move to a case mix system
came about because reimbursement
for care should reflect the patients’
actual needs rather than the classifi-
cations of the bed in which the pa-
tients resude,” he said.

Under the new system the average
Medicaid rate per patient perday ina

free-standing nursing facility will rise
10 $50.38, compared w0 the previous
average of $48.53. Butler estimated
that Case Mix Assessment will cost
Kentucky's Medicaid program about
$8.5 million during this fiscal year,

In order 1o assure that reimburse-
ments are current and directed by
changing patient needs, the costs of
nursing services are figured quar-
terly, andadjusted accordingly, while
all other costs are assessed yearly,

“Facilities still will be reimbursed
for nursing care at their costs per
patient subject to an upper limit on
cost,” said Butler. “Nursing homes
that hold their costs below the upper
limit will be given a financial incen-
tive.

“This system should also give
patients with heavy care needs more
accessibility 10 nursing homes,” he
said. “Inthe past, there wasalmostan
incentive to take patients with mini-
mal care needs, because the cost of
caring for them was less.”

Butler said the federal Nursing
Home Reform Act touches nearly
every area of nursing home care,

including mandatory patient evalu-
ations within 72 hours of admission
and continuing with required quar-
terly examinations after that time,
and a requirement that all facilities
have a registered nurse on staff for at
least eight consecutive hours, If a
facility can'tretain aregistered nurse,
the requirement will be waived, but
the facility can't take heavy care
patients,

“The overhaul will affect the
majority of the state’s nursing homes
because in order 1o receive Medicaid
payments, the facility mustadhere 1o
new regulations,” Butler said. “Fa-
cilities are expected to comply with
the new requirements by their first
annual survey.”

Older Patients In Drug Stores

As we age, our muscle tissue
declines, brain cells change in sensi-
tivity, our liver slows down and our
kidneys may lose a third or more of
their efficiency. The changes may be
0 subtle we don’t netice them, year
by yearoreven decade by decade, but
nevertheless they can pose aproblem
that does get our attention.

Thechanges ofien mean thatdrugs
may stay in our bodies longer, or
even act differently.

They can mean that the dose of a
tranquilizer that a doclor prescribes
to relax the tight muscles of a young
man or woman might, in an older
person, throw off muscle coordina-
tion and cause a fall, perhaps a bro-
ken hip.

Recognizing these problems, the
Food and Drug Administration is
taking two steps o be sure doctors
have information routinely available
on the workings of specific drugs in
the elderly.

First, last March FDA issued
guidelines encouraging manufactur-
ers W separate out and evaluate the
data on their drugs in eiderly sub-
jects,

Drug manufacturers have long
included some older patients in drug
tests, but under the guidelines, they
would specially study older patients
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11:00 AM.

and would report how fast the drug
acts in them and what it does: How
fast it is utilized, absorbed, distrib-
uted and excreted. They would look
at whether a sedative, for example,
causeddizziness or confusion in some
older patients.

These two steps will help doctors
provide patients with a more precise
and appropriate dosage of their drugs.
Even 50, older folks and their fami-
lies should promptly report (o their
doctors any new symploms—Iincon-
tience, confusion, sleeplessness or
impotence, for example—that may
be drug reactions.

A discovery on November 8, 1895
drastically changed medical care and
now, each year, National Radiologic
Technology Week is celebrated at
thistime. That was the day that x-rays
were discovered by Dr. Wilhelm
Conrad Roentgen.

Being able to see the skeleton was
a major medical breakthrough and
Dr. Roentgen continued to investi-
gate the rays he accidentally discov-
ered and wrote many manuscripis
describing his experiments. In 1901,
Dr. Roentgen was awarded the first
Nobel prize for physics for hiscontri-
butions Lo science.

During the past 95 years many
changes and advancements have
occurred in radiologic technology

with equipment and techniques. Dr.
Roentgen and other pioneers in X-
ray probably would notrecognize the
modemn radiology room.

This year, National Radiologic

A Sunday aftermoon spent watching
on Ielevision makes one
wonder if the National Football
League’steams are beating each other
up more than ever, In all honesty, |
think the hardest hits and the hardest
hitters have come and gone.

[was fortunate 10 play in the NEL
when many of the all-time greats
were playing. So many of the men |
gol a chance 1o play against have
gone on 10 be included in the Hall of

Fame. Our division was dubbed the
“hlack "n blue division™ because of
the intensity of the hitting between
teams
Entre Green Bay Packers eams
from the early "60s, it seems, have
gone on lo the Hall of Fame, They
had whal 1t takes 1o really become

famous in the NFL — the ability 10
intimidate an offense. Men like Ray
Nitschke and Willie Wood struck fear
into the hearts of the oppositon,

Linebacker Dick Butkus had that
gift of inumidation, and I can vouch
for the power he possessed on the
field. We metat the 1964 East-West
College All-Star game, and I [irst
learned what it was like to get hit by
Dick Butkus. We both went on 1o
play for the Chicago Bears, and | go
hit plenty by him in practice. Butkus
was what you call a “seven-day-a-
week” player. He didn’t hold back
until game day.

Perhaps the hardest hitter 1 ever
encountered was DeaconJonesof the
Los Angles Rams. [ consider lones o
be the greatest defensive end lo ever
play the game. If you got hil by him,
you knew 1l and would remember it
well after the game. He was one ol

the Rams’ “Fearsome Foursome™ —
although they were all great players
— who had the ability o intimidate.

Who today can measure up to the
legends? Who are the men who in-
timidate? The truth is that changes in
defensive configurations, such as
three-man-fronts, have altered the
style of play and make for fewer guys
who emerge as intimidating players.

Studies conducted by the Fisher-
ies Division, including recent reports
from anglers, indicate that a few
“keeper” (15 inch minimum length at
Taylorsville Lake) hybrid stripers are
now present. That's good news for
anglers. By spring, there should be an
abundance of the 15 inch hybrids, as
was forecast, opening up a whole
new and exciting sport fishing oppor-
tunity at the popular 3,000 acre Cen-
tral Kentucky lake,

“We did some sampling this fall 1o
take a look at how the hybrids we
stocked for the first time last year
(1989) were doing, and what we found
were clean, healthy fish avermaging
around 14 1/2 inches in length,” said
Kerry Prather, central district fisher-
ies biologist for the fish and wildlite
department. " And the fish we stocked
this past spring have already reached
9 to 10 inches. We're excited about
the kind of growth we've seen in just

a few months.”

Definitely by this spring (1991),
we'll be seeing plenty of nice 15 inch
fish being caught,” said Prather,
“Anglers are beginning to caich a
few already.”

On the down side, people are see-
ing an increasing number of diseased
fish covered with a whitish, fur-like
fungus. That in itself 1s not all that
unusual for Taylorsville. Inyears past,
the fungus has appeared in the spring,
spread throughout the warm water
months, and disappeared as the water
cooled n late fall. It was a problem

that more or less took care of itself.

This year, for the first time, the
disease strangely reappeared in the
fall,

Actually, the fur-or hair-like fun-
gus 1s a secondary symptom. The
primary bacterial infection is marked
by open sores on the body of the fish.

The stress-related infection plays
no favorites relative to species —
bass, bluegill, crappie, catfish, hy-
brids — all have been found at one
tme or another spotted with disease.

Black bass seem to be somewhat
more susceptible to the disease than
some of the other species. The infec-
tion, on the other hand, has not been
found as frequently within the lake's
crappie population,

“We found large numbers of in-
fected fish ‘stacked up” in coves and
inlets,” said Gerald Buynak, black
bass research biologist. “We suspect
these fish may have been trying to
actually “escape’ the advérse condi-
tions in the main part of the lake.”

Biologists also believe the bacte-
rial infection (o be contagious, mean-
ing schooling fish are likely to spread
it among themselves.

The problem is not totally unique
to Taylorsville Lake. Rough River
users saw some hairy diseased fish
this year. And Mike Larimore, who
oversees the fish hatchery at
Frankfort, even witnessed some in-
stances of infection in spawning
ponds.

Part of the reason for this “late”
occurrence was that September was
unusually dry. As a result, there was
significantly less “new water” com-
ing into lakes and other standing
bodies of water. The water already
present, just sort of sat there and
“cooked” —becoming stagnated toa
slight degree, There was less natural
“flushing™ taking place.

Before any Taylorsville Lake
lovers hit the panic button, under-
stand that the water there is not un-
safe. The figh are edible. There’s no
sudden crisis. Nonew problems have

ansen, Nothing is happening there
that hasn't happened before. The lake
is stmply 0o rich in nulrents; it's oo
fertile. (It always has been). The sci-
entific term is “eutrophic” (pro-
nounced U-tro-fick, accent on the
second syllable). Taylorsville Lake
is the most eutrophic of Kentucky's
major lakes. The problem is one that
has plagued the lake since it's im-
poundment in 1983, At times, the
water quality there has even gone
beyond eutrophic — o a stage called
hyper-eutrophic.

TOOMUCH OF A GOOD THING

Unlike many of the state’s major
lakes which are surrounded by vast
woodlands, Taylorsville Lake is sur-
rounded largely by heavily agricul-
tural properties — working farms.
Fertilizers, animal wastes and other
farming by-products naturally find
their way (o the lake each time it
rains.

This natural process is called
“nutrient loading.” All of these nutri-
ents (in proper quantities) would
normally be healthy for a lake and aid
in producing plankton and other
aquatic growth necessary for culti-
vating fish populations, But like
strong medicine, excessive dosage
can be counterproductive. While two
aspirins are good fora headache —a
whole bottle-full can kill you, Tay-
lorsville Lake also receives the dis-
charge from sewage treatment plants
in Lawrenceburg and Harrodsburg,
And while this is a contributing fac-
tor, it’s not known lo what extent
these discharges affect the lake's
nutrient level.

Determining the degree to which
all these factors affect the lake is a
difficulttask, The Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection
Cabinet’s Division of Water has
become involved in this long-term
process.

“What we need to know and what
we're trying to determine is the rela-
tive contribution of each of these
nutrient sources,” according o Terry
Anderson, supervisor of the Division
of Water's Quality Standards and
Specifications Section, “We've set
up a monitoring station at Glensboro
which will help us get a better idea of
what's coming into the lake.”

Anderson stregses that it will be
sometime before answers are known.
We're not at the point where we can
pinpoint the specific source of the
problem.”

The U.S, Army Corps of Engi-
neers is also actively involved in
collecting and monitoring data in an
effort 1o get a better handle on the
situation at Taylorsville Lake.

There is a positive side to all of
this. Fish who stay healthy grow at
tremendous rates. According 1o
Buynak, “In most cases, a 15 inch
largemouth at Taylorsville will cas-
ily outweigh a 15 inch from another

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lake. They eat well and get really
‘chunky'.” And let’s not paint a pic-
ture of Taylorsville Lake as & bub-
bling, gurgling goo. That's definitely
NOT —repeat NOT —the case. The
walter is safe, the lake has plenty of
healthy fish and ALL of the [fish
(including the weird looking ones)
are fine to eat.

But there are some problems —
problems that were forecast when the
environmental impact statement was
formulated prior to the construction
of the dam — problems that have
been around from day one.

Eventually, it may become neces-
sary Lo impose stricter standards on
facilities which feed treated waste-
waler into the lake.

And, eventually, biologists may
be able 1o show area farmers how o
set up their farms differently in order
1o reduce the level of nutrients genes-

ated by agricultural run off nto the
creeks and streams which feet Tay-

lorsville Lake.
Adfornow. it’s important toknow
thatregulatory agenciesincluding the
Kentucky Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources, the Division of

Water, and the US. Army Corps of
Engincers are keenly aware of recur-
ring problems at Taylorsville Lake
and are working toward long term
(not guick fix) solutions.

Taylorsville Lake has been and
will continue to be one of Kentucky’s
outstanding sport [ishing and recrea-
tional lakes.

TODAY'S LIFE PRESERVERS
OFFER
MANY NEW IMPROVEMENTS

Ask any professional bass angler
to name the most important item in
his boat, and most will name their life
preserver.

Technically known as a personal
flotation devices or PFD's, these
sleeveless jackets can literally mean
the difference between life and death
in an emergency.

We’ve seen a tremendous im-
provementin life preservers inrecent
years,” explains Evinrude Outboards
Pro Staff angler Ken Cook, “which
I"m happy to see.

“It's important that a PFD be
comfortable to wear, because if it is,
an angler or boater will wend 1o wear
it more. It's also important to know
your life preserver is going Lo stay on
your body, in the event of an acci-
dent, and today's newer life jackets,
when worn properly, certainly will.”

If you need to purchase a new life
preserver, advises the Evinrude pro,
look for some of the following fea-
tures:

* A rolled neck collar. This not
only provides additional MNotation, it
helps 1o support a person’s head and
keep it out of the waler.

*Leg Straps. These straps are vital
in keeping the PFD on a person’s
body if they are thrown from a fast-
moving boat.

* Adjustable body straps. These
allow the PFD to be worn comforta-
bly under different weather condi-
tions where variousamounts of cloth-
ing are worn. Most PFD'snow manu-
factured for fishermen have three
body straps, as well as a front zipper.

* Pockets, These are used lor stor-
age of various items, such as pliers,
sunscreen lotion, sunglasses, or an
emergency whistle. In cold weather,
they're hand warmers,

“The more comfortable and us-
able a life preserver is," says Cook,
“the more an angler or boater will
tend 10 wear it. Personally, | wear a

life preserver anytime | have my big
outboard running, even if it's just at
idle speed, and because my jacket is
so comforiable, I often wear it even
when I'm fishing and only using the
trolling motor.

“One problem with older life pre-
servers was the lack of leg straps. If a
person gets thrown from a boat Sud-
denly, the PFD can actually get
thrown off him, right over his shoul-
ders and head. The leg straps keep
that from happening.

“Leg straps also keep a hife pre-
server n place if you happen (o lose
consciousness in the water,” adds
Cook. “These, combined with the
rolled neck collar, are cenainly two
of the greatest improvements we've
seen in life jackets, and I strongly
recommend every fisherman and
boater use PFDs that have them.”

If ithas been a while since you last
treated your outboard 1o a tune-up,
consider scheduhing an appointment
with your Evinrude or Johnson dce_llcr
this fall, Service managers are olten
looking for work this ime of year,
and many offer off-season specials.
Tune up now and you'll be ready
when the fish start biting in the spring.

Heraccountof
the transition from her home and job
in Prestonsburg to a totally different
lifestyle in Saudi Arabia reminds us
of how quickly things can change.

Whether or not we have followed
the reports Tess has sent back to us,
we need o be aware that she and
many other of our finest young people
have gone to the other side of the
world in service 1o their country and
to each of us individually.

Lt Cdr. Carl Edward Steele 11 is
another native Eastern Kentuckian
now in the mid-east. He is a doctor
serving on the U.S.N.S. Mercy, a
hospital ship stationed in the Persian
Gulf.

Tess Whitmer had flown from
Massachusetts on a huge military
aircrafl, a journey that took 29 hours;
but Eddie had gone by ship from
Oakland, California, and the journey
for him took a month.

The U.S.N.S. Mercy left Oakland

in August, sailing across the North-
ern Pacific, down along Japan, with a
stop in the Philippines for added
supplies and crew members. Thisleg
of the journey took two weeks.

In a letter to his parents, Eddie
wrote, "The crossing wasnottoa bad,

but we did have 1o go around one
typhoon., I was pleased that T didn't
gel seasick,"

Leaving the Philippines Sepilem-
ber 5, the vessel sailed past Singapore
into the Indian Ocean. Againhe wrote,
"We gol pretty close to the Equator,
within 60 miles they said, but they
were in oo much of a hurry for us to
have a 'crossing the line' ceremony.
I'll have to wait for the return trip for
that."

It took another two weeks 1o cross
the Indian Ocean and the Arabian
Sea and then to enter the Persian

Former Floyd countian retires as chief fire inspector

Robert T, Newsome, former
Prestonsburg resident, bid farewell
to his friends and co-workers at the
culminationof his 27-yearcareer ina
retirement ceremony held October
31 in South Carolina,

Newsome had served as Parris
Island's Chief Fire Inspector for the
last 11 years.

Aveteran civil service firefighter,
he first began firefighting in 1954 at
the age of 18; and not by choice as he
recalls.

“1 was at Hunter Air Force Base,
Savannah, Ga., at the ume,” he remi-
nisced. “We had just completed train-
ing (Air Force boot camp) and they
had us lined-up outside. Someone
came by and said everyone from here
anoveris going to be an MP (military

police), and everyone to the left will
become a fireman. I was on the left.”

After serving three years in the
Air Force, Newsome became dis-
abled. When he was discharged, he
entered Morehead State University
for two years, 1o study physical edu-
cation.

He married and two years later, in
search of gainfulemployment, moved
to South Carolina to live with his
sister.

“I had a wife and child and it was
really hard finding steady work, so
had to move to where people were
hiring,” said Newsome.

He waited more than five years for
the civil service fireman job at the
U.S. Naval Station in Charleston,
S.C., to become available.

“In those years, | worked as a bus

driver, milk man, and a shoe sales-
man before landing a job with the
North Charleston Fire Department,”
Newsome said,

After nine years at the naval sta-
tion as a fire fighter and fire inspector
of the Navy's buildings and nuclear
submarines, the father of two boys
and two girls moved his family to
Beaufort, where he became the fire
chief at Beaufort South Carolina
Naval Hospital.

“Moving to Beaufort and staying
right here to work was, in itself, a
highlight in my life; both profession-
ally and as a family man,” explained
Newsome, who has more than 2,949
hours of sick leave accumulated along
with two months of annual leave to
his credit.

Preventing fires and teaching fire
education to the hospital and depot
service members on fire prevention
was Chief Newsome's main goal here.

“When 1 first arrived, 1 realized
the need for fire prevention,” he said.
“Since then, I believe I've done my
Job because the depot’s fire record
has been minimal.

As the grandfather of two girls
and four boys reflects upon his job,
he said he is satisfied with the manda-
tory retirement law for those at age
55. However, he admitted he wasn't
really ready to give it all up, and he
doesn’t feel his age.

“Yearsago youcouldbea fireman
until you were 90-years-old,” he said.
“I'm in good health, however, the
knees are going.

“I've seen marines here (Parris
Island) come and go, and more than
once | might add they ask, *Are you
still here?'" added Newsome. “I've
made some good friends here that
have traveled all over the world.

Plan next year's garden now fora
session of harvesis. Like most gar-
deners, | relish the chance for some
armchair gardening in mid-winter
when green life outdoors reaches its
lowest ebb.

During the growing season, | am
too busy doing to plan. I try to
remember planting and bearing times,
amounts stored, and experiments that
did and did not work. I should make
notes of all this as my memory plays
tricks. A new season lies ahead.

This upcoming year, [ will try to
correct last year's mistakes (and mal-
some new ones). Looking [orwara
and looking back, I try to keep the
best from past gardens and make a
few improvements to the new one.

We depend on our garden for all
our vegetables and our frunt trees for
our fruit--all year. 1f we are 1o eat
well, I must plan and now is the ime
to do it.

We eat more of some vegetables
than others. The more vegetables we
cat, the more nutrients our body ab-
sorbs.

Growing a wide range of vege-
tables is insurance against crop fail-
ure (0o, If our sweet potatoes don't
make it maybe our squash will.

Planning for variety is easy--just
curl up with all the new seed catalogs
and choose. Seeds are still one of the
best bargains around. A dollar
gambled on a new vegetable variety
usually pays off, more often than one
spent on a lottery ticket. So take a
few chances.

Try to plant at least one new vari-
ety cach year. Some will become

regulars. Even the ones you don't re-
order will have taught you some-
thing. Try tokeep your gardenevenly
divided between root crops and fruit-
ingcrops, like tomatoes, peppers and
leafy vegetables.

The sooner you start picking vege-
tables from your garden, the larger
your yield from that piece of ground
will be. Starting early takes some
preparation,

Qrder your seeds early before the
spring rush. Test germination of the

seeds you have saved. Wrapabout 20
seeds in a damp paper towel, tuck
into a plastic bag, and keep at room
temperature. Count the number of
seeds that have germinated within
two weeks,

If you make your own potting soil
for seedlings, bring in a bushel of
garden soil and compost or leaf mold
in late fall before the ground freczes
solid.

Start your earlier seeds in flats in
February, March and April so they
can be set out at the correct tme,
Make use of cold frames and plastic
row tents, bottomless glass jars and
any other plant protector 1o getspring
plants off to an early start, Winter is
agood time to get the ball rolling and
your materials ready.

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If turkey is frozen, thaw in refrig-
erator or cold water, When ready to
Cook, remove paper.

Remove neck from body cavity
and giblets from neck cavity. If de-
sired, rinse turkey and drain well.
Clean all work surfaces and utensils
touched by raw turkey or juices with
hot soapy water.

Stuffneckand body cavities lightly
with favorite stuffing, if desired, Turn
wings back to hold neck skinin place.
If untucked, return legs to tucked
position, No trussing is necessary,

Place turkey lifter, that usually
comes with the turkey, on flat rack in
open pan, about 2 inches deep. Place
turkey on lifter, breast side up. Bring
loops of lifter up over turkey.

Insert meatthermometerdeepinto
thickest part of thigh next to body,
not touching bone.

Before roasting, brush skin with
oil to prevent skin from drying.
Further basting in unnecessary.

Roast at 325 degrees. When skin
is golden brown, shield breast loosely
with lightweight foil to prevent over-
browning.

Check for doneness. Internal thigh
temperature should be 180 to 185
degrees; center of stuffing, 160 to
165 degrees. Thigh and drumstick
meat should feel soft. When thigh is
pierced, juices should be clear, not
pink.

Let turkey stand 15 to 20 minutes
for easier carving.

Traditional Turkey Gravy

Pour turkey drippings from roast-
Ing pan into 4-cup measure. Remove
1/4 cup fat from drippings; place in
saucepan. Skim off and discard
remaining fat from drippings. Add
turkey or chicken broth to drippings
to make 4 cups. Blend 1/2 cup all-
purpose flour into fat until smooth,
then add drippings. Cook and stir
until gravy comes to a boil and thick-
ensovermedium heat. Stirin saltand
pepper to taste; add finely chopped
cooked giblets, if desired. Make:
about 4 cups.

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Turkey Talk For The Holidays

When people say “let’s talk tur-
key,” they usually want o get down
to the nuts and bolts of a particular
topic.

University of Kentucky food and
nutrition specialists are talking
turkey,.and dressing. This talk can
save you time and money during the
Thanksgiving and Christmas holidays
and make them more enjoyable for
your family and friends.

The following turkey talk is of-
fered by Sue Burrier and Fudeko
Maruyama, Extension specialists with
the UK College of Agriculture.

Frozen turkeys usunally are less
expensive than fresh ones. You can
save more money and get the size
turkey you want by taking advantage
of pre-holiday specials.

Fresh turkeys tend to be more
juicy, but also are more perishable.

Check for holes in the plastic wrap
around frozen turkeys. These holes
can allow freezer burn, which dries
out the turkey and causes unsightly
spots to develop.

How big a turkey do you need?
Allow three-fourths to one pounc. of
turkey per serving on turkeys under
12 pounds. Allow one-half to three-
fourths of a pound per serving on
turkeys larger than 12 pounds.

If you plan to stuff aturkey, allow
three-fourths of a cup of stuffing for
each pound of uncooked turkey.

If you are concerned about fat,
avoid pre-basted turkeys. They have
hydrogenated fat added to make them
more juicy.

A roasting chicken, turkey breast
or duck are alternatives 10 buying a
whole turkey.

To save time, cook the turkey ina
microwave oven, covered roasier, or
commercial plastic oven bag. You
can also save time by cooking the
turkey and stuffing separately. An
unstuffed turkey takes less time to
cook,and you avoid spending time to
remove stuffing from the cooked bird.

Make an aluminum foil tent to
keep the turkey moist, reduce oven
splatter and prevent overbrowning.
To brown the turkey, remove the foil
20 to 30 minutes before the bird is
done.

Use leftover gravy to keep frozen
turkey moist.

Leftover turkey can be used in a
variety of dishes including soups,
casseroles, stews, and hot or cold
sandwiches and salads.

Long Term Care Case Management Project

A 2-year pilot project of long-term care case management
services is being implemented in six Kentucky counties. Spon-
sored by Sen. Benny R. Bailey (D-Hindman) and enacted by the
Kentucky General Assembly, a portion of the "Health Care
Reform Actof 1990, requires the Cabinet for Human Resources
to provide single-entry point, comprehensive case manange-
ment for long-term care clients receiving Cabinet services.

The program is being implemented in Floyd and Magoffin
Counties by the Big Sandy Area Development District. The area
development district will expand upon the Homecare assess-
ment and case management system o include persons living in
the community and in nursing homes, regardless of age. Case
managers will help eligible clients enter the long-term care
system and obtain the services they need.

To be eligible for the program a person must live in the Floyd
and Magoffin counties, be receiving or applying for a long-term
care service provided by the Cabinet, and need services for 6
months orlonger due to a functional impairment. Functional im-
pairments include, but are not limited to, reduced ability to eat,
bathe, dress, keep house cook, shop, and do laundry.
