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Truck, car collide :

Teaberry
man dies
in mishap

A two-vehicle collision Wednes-
day afternoon involving a coal truck
and a passenger car on Rt 979 at
Teaberry resulied in the death of a
Floyd County man.

According to Kentucky State
Police in Pikeville, Sterling J, “Bud”
Hamilton, 32, of Teaberry, died at
approximately 11:50 p.m. Wednes-
day from injuries suffered in a two
vehicle collision on Rt. 979, The
accident occurred as Hamilton was
traveling North on Rt. 979 when he
rounded a curve and was struck by
the front tandem axle of a tractor
trailer rig driven by Richard Ousley,
of Drift. Ousley wasnotinjuredin the
accident.

Hamilton was pronounced dead at
the scene by Floyd County Deputy
Coroner Glen Frazier, No seatbelts
were in use at the time of the acci-
dent, which remainsunderinvestiga-
tion by Troopers John Blanton and
Danny Stumbo of the Kentucky State
Police.

Deputy Coroner Glen Fraziersaid
Wednesday that Hamilton died from
“multiple trauma and fractures to the
chest.” Funeral services for Hamil-
ton will be 10 a.m. Saturday, Decem-
ber 8, at the Samara Old Regular
Baptist Church at Teaberry under the
direction of the Nelson Frazier Fu-
nergl Home,

Mine work
eases fears

Floyd Countians traveling KY
Route 122 on Left Beaver will notice
a significant difference in the road
condition near Garth this winter--no
ice on the road.

The Claude Hall Reclamation
project was more complicated and
required the Hall home to be moved
in order to remove a landslide that
had moved under the house, said Bob
Fleming, chief of the Ashland office
of AML,

The damage to the hillside behind
the home isextensive andisthedirect
result of an abandoned underground
ming, Fleming said. A gabion wall

Service fees will help defray costs :

Development of 911 system is

advancing; more work needed

Work on the county's 911 emer-
gency telephone system is progress-
ing daily but itwill still be some time
before the system will be operational.

County and Prestonsburg City
officials are in process of locating
and naming roads and streets in the
service district to ensure all Floyd
Countianscan be locatedin theevent
of an emergency.

“We’restill quite a bit of time off
(before the system is functional),”
said Floyd County Judge Executive
John M, Swumbe. "During our inves-
tigation, we have found three areas
named Spurlockand many other areas
that have the same name or no name
at all. We've got o get these areas
identified before we can proceed."”

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta
said city workers have encountered
the same problems with several city
streets having similiar names and
other streets having no name,

“We are going to bring the matter
before the (city) council at Monday's
meeting and decide how to proceed
on this,"” Latta said. “But, we are still

a long way off from having the serv-
ice operational "

South Central Bell customershave
noticed an 89 cent charge on their
telephone bills for the 911 service
and are wondering why it is being
charged when the service isnotavail-
able.

Theservice charge isbeing levied
now inorder to generateenough funds
to pay for the computerized system
onceitis put into place, Stumbo said.
The system will display on a com-
puler screen the name, address and
telephone number of the residence
where the call is being placed as soon
as a dispatcher answers the call.

“That way if someone is calling
who can’t speak, we’ll know whose
home it is and where they live and
someone can be dispatched 1o check
out the situation,” Stumbo said.

The county has finished an up-
dated, detailed map of the entire
county with all residences listed,
Stumbo said. After all the unnamed
roadsand hollowsare designated, the
postal service will assist the county
in pinpointing locations, he said.

The central dispatchoffice for911
could be located in a new jail, which

is currently being discussed by the
fiscal court, Stumbo said. The state
Corrections Cabinetordered thecourt
last yearto construct a new jail due 1o
the condition of the existing jail. The
court recently received a feasibility
study pertaining to the construction
of a new facility,

Stumbo said the court is presently
trying to determine what type of fa-
cility is needed.

“The study says we will need 95
beds in the year 2010 or 2015
Stumbo said. “We are at the stage
right now of rying to decide how
many bedstoinclude. Nomatier what,
it's probably going to cost $2-33
million. We're going to be deing
something pretty quick about the situ-
ation. But, we may include the cen-
tral dispatchoffice for 911 inthe new
jail,”

Joe Jones, a South Central Bell
representative, spoke 1o the fiscal
court last October about the 911 sys-
tem. At that time, it was estimated it
would cost $58,123 for installation
of the system and a $4.455 monthly
fee would be charged for operation,
Jones estimated it would take two
years to get the system operational.

A $1 million bond was lowered
Wednesday to $250,000 for a Louis-
ville man charged with the murder of
his 85-year-old father and the case
was bound over to the Floyd County
Grand Jury at a pre-trial hearing in
district court.

Douglas Hughes, 48, was arrested
November 29 at his Louisville home
on a murder warrant in ‘connection
with the shooting death of Billie
Hughes of Salt Lick. Hughes was
found dead November 24 at his Salt
Lick residence, the victim of four
gunshot wounds.

Doug Hughes appeared in coprt
Wednesday with hisattomey, Gerald
DeRossett, to listen 1o evidence pre-
sented by Kentucky State Police
Detective Kenneth Slone to deter-
mineifthe case should be bound over
10 a grand jury. Commonwealth At-
torney Jerry Patton represented the
state at the hearing.

During questioning by Patton,
Detective Slone said Hughes admit-
ted to shooting his father because he,
Doug Hughes, felt his father was
visiting his mother, Buleah, too much
while she was a patient at Highlands
Regional Medical Center.

When Slone was asked how Doug
Hughes came o be a suspect in his
father’s murder, Slone replied that
neighborshad seerHughes* carleav-
ing from the direction- of Billie
Hughes’ residence around the time of
the murder and, “Doug Hughes told
me he shot him,"” Slone said.

According tothe detective’stesti-
mony, Doug Hughes and his father
had “bad feelings” between them
since Doug Hughes was a leenager.
Slone’sdescription of Billie Hughes,
based on interviews with family
members and neighbors, painted
Hughesasa*“man setin his ways who
wanted everything his way and was
strict with his children.”

Defense attorney DeRosselt asked
Sloneifany witnesses or Hughes had
alleged Billie Hughes had been abu-
sive toward his son,

“Hughes said his father had
whipped him before and when he

came back home after being away for

a time, when he was younger, his
father didn't want him going out of
the hollow and told him he was going
to quit smoking,” Slone said,

When DeRosseit asked Slone if
Billic Hughes hada violent past, Slone
responded he had been told by wit-
nesses, but had not verified that Billie
Hughes had served two prison terms
for two separate killings.

Slone said family members had

New year ushers in more of state's New Deal

Many of the provisions are already
in place or in the works, but the roots
of Kentucky's Education Reform Act
will begin to take hold in 1991, when
a new year ushers in a New Deal for
education in the commonwealth.

Kentucky's Education Reform Act
has been described as historic, monu-
mental, dramatic and unique. But in
most circles, it’s known simply as
House Bill 940.

Adjectives aside, House Bill 940
changes the way Kentucky school

children are educated. It's an oui-
with-the-old, in-with-the-new system
which began with a court ruling that
declared its predecessor uriconslitu-
tional. House Bill 940 became law
during the 1990session of Kentucky's
General Assembly and many of its
aspects took efféct last July,

As the new year arrives in just a
litdle more than three weeks, more
provisions of the reform measure
move from the drawing board to the
assembly line. Reconstruction of the
state’s educational system continues
throughout the year,

The reform timetable for 1991, as

developed by Kentucky’s Legisla-
tive Research Commission, includes:

-On January 1, Kentucky's first
Commissioner of Education takes
office, Thomas C. Boysen has been
named o that post. The Commis-
sioner will be Kentucky's chief state
school officer, replacing the elected
Superintendent of Public Instruction
in the role.

~On January 1, a new Office of
Education Accountability will be
farmed to menitor implementation
of the reform act, investigats wrong-
doing and report to the legislature.
Dr. Penney Sanders, a Bullit County

principal, was named this week 1o
head the new department.

-By January 1, each local board of
education must have adopted a pol-
icy for implementing school-based
decision making in the district.

-ByJanuary 1,an Interagency Task
Force on Family Resource Centers
and Youth Services Centersisto have
acompleted implementation plan for
development of those centers.

-By January 1, the state's Council
forEducational Technology isiohave
acompleted five-year plan foreduca-
tional technology.

-By January 1, the state Board of

Education is authorized to adopt
regulations establishing standards
school districts shall meet in student,
program, service and operational
performance, Those regulations be-
come effective on July 1, 1991,

-OnJune 30, 1991, allemployment
positions in the Department of Edu-
cation will be abolished.

-On June 30, the Commissiongr of
‘Education shall recommend 10 the
Division of School Finance a method
for funding continuing education.

~On June 30, each diswrict with
fewer than 20,000 students shall have
joined a consortium involving two or

more districts and shall have submit-
ted a preliminary professional devel-
opment plan to the Department of
Education. _
-By June 30, each local board shall
have submitted to the chief state
school officer the name of at least one
school which shall implement school-
based decision making the following

By June 30, local schoal districts
shall develop initial plans for the
Family Resource Centers and Youth
Services Centers.

told him Billiec Hughes had a bad
temper and usually carried a gun.

DeRossett asked if Doug Hughes
had acriminal background and Slone
testified Doug Hughes was arrested
in 1972in Floyd County for shooting
someone with intent to kill but the
victim later dropped the charges.

Billic Hughes was found dead with
a .38 caliber handgun in his front
pants pocket, Slone said, but there
was no indication he was trying to get
the weapon,

Doug Huges was “highly intoxi-
cated” when detectives arrested him
at his Louisville home, Slone said,
and he was not questioned about the
murder until the next moming,
“That's when he told me he shot his
father,"

Doug Hughes apparently went 1o
his father's home one last time (o try
to convince him not 10 visit his wife
so often in the hospital, Slone said.
The two apparently argued over the
matter and Doug Hughes shot his
father, Slone said.

DeRossett asked Slone if Hughes
had indicated he acled in self-de-
fense.

“He said his father put his hand in
his front pocketand he (Doug Hughes)
then began firing over his father's
head and he didn't stop until he shot
his father three or four times,"” Slone
said.

Doug Hughes’ brother, sister, wife
and several family membersattended
the hearing and were prepared to
testify on Hughes’ behalf, DeRosseut
said when requesting a bond reduc-
tion. DeRossett said he felt Hughes
would not flee the state and bond
should be lowered.

“What we have here at the mostis
reckless homicide or manslaughter,”
DeRossett said. “T don't feel he is a
risk (1o flee).”

Patton countered with, “A man
who is shot in the back of the head
and in the back is murder. That's the
charge weintend to pursue before the
grand jury. 1 feel he is a good risk to
flee, he doesn't reside in this county
and due to the prior shooting inci-
dent, he has a history of violence,"
Patton said.

Attorneysagreed on the $250,000
bond.

Slone said preliminary autopsy
reports indicated Billie Hughes had
been shot from a downward angle
and two slugs were recovered from
the body. He noted the home did not
appear to have been ransacked and
no items in the home seemed to be out
of place.

The case will be brought before a
Floyd County Grand Jury in January,

Hughes remained lodged in the
Floyd County Jail Thursday.

Flannery, PBX supervisor, and Kathy Allen, director of volunteer services, discuss benefits provided to
patients by this ministry of healing service.

The needs of a patient are many,
with physician and nursing care being
primary. However, spiritual needs are
most often served by a minister. In
many cases where death my be
imminent or has already occurred,
the patient and his family need the
comfort of a minister. Likewise, the
elderly or ierminally ill patient often
necds the counseling of a minisier,

The Minister-on-Call program has
been in existence for several years at
Highlands Regional Medical Center.
It provides counseling and guidance
not only o patients, bul 1o everyone
in the hospital. These visiting minis-
ters make rounds daily and carry a
beeper for 24 hour availability and
emergencies,

Chairman of the volunteer minis-
ters, Rolland  (Benny) Bentrup, has
been providing a ministry of healing
at Highlands for four years. Rever-
end Bentrup says when he gets a

referral from the cleaning lady mop-
ping the floor and she asks him to see
someone because they've been
crying, he goes 1o help because he
knows he is needed.

The main reason Rev. Bentrup
became invoived in the program is
the team ministry which brings heai-
ing into people’s lives. “In the team,
we help each other,” he explained.

The Minister-on-Call will coun-
sel patients and their families or, if
needed, contact their mimster, Rev.,
Bentrup says this is the best program
he has ever been in.

Eight active ministers from the
surrounding area comprise the Min-
ister-on-Call program. Their services
are voluntary and they are scheduled
on weekly rotations. Participating in
the program are the following minis-
ters: William Pollack, Mayo United
Methodist Church, Paintsville; Fa-
ther Joseph Muench, St. Martha's

Catholic  Church, Prestonsburg:
Hondel Adams, First Christian
Church, Prestonsburg; Ron Masters,

In America, the land of plenty,
there are plenty of people who do not
have access to quality medical caze.
The medically underserved popula-
tion is comprised of individuals and
entire families who face roadblocks

Recent findings by the federal
Pepper Commission suggest that there
are 31 million Americans with no
health insurance, and another 21
million who are undeninsured, In
addition to the economic barriers, il
is increasingly difficult for the mil-
lions of Americans living in rural
areas (o find adequate healthcare.

CSXT agreement will
protect landowners’ rights

Attorney General Fred Cowan has
reached a settlement agreement with
CSX Transportation (CSXT) in a
dispute concerning abandoned rail-
road corridors in Kentucky. Cowan
says the agreement requires CSXT o
correct any property transfers that
were done improperly and could result
in some landowners being refunded
money. “This agreement provides
both significant relief and future
protection for farmers and landown-
ers by clearly defining the proper
procedures to be used when a rail-
road abandons its rail lines in Ken-
tucky,” Cowan says,

A formal attomey general's opin-
ion carlier this year said that upon
abandonment, a right-of-way auto-
matically reverts (o the landowner if
the right-of-way was obtained
through the use of an easement,

Cowan says the agreement stems
from complaints his office received
concerning sales of property along
two previously abandoned rail corri-
dors, one running through Marion,
Boyle, Lincoln, and Taylor counties,
and the other between Mt, Sterling
and Ashland, Kenwcky. However,
the agreement applies statewide and
will cover all future abandonments.

Cowan says an investigation of
the complaints determined the CSXT
had improperly transferred aban-
doned rail corridors, The findings of
the investigation led 10 exiensive
negotiations with CSXT aimed at
avoiding lengthy litigation while still
providing protection for landowners.

“We're delighted that CSXT has
agreed 10 a setement that not only
resolves current disputes but guaran-
tees the rights of landowners in the

future,” Cowan says. “This agree-
ment helps level the playing field for
the individual farmer or landowner.”

The agreement establishes proce-
dures requiring CSXT 1o file a notice
formally abandoning any interest it
might have in those rights-of-way
which were obtained by way of ease-
ments. The agreement requires resti-
tution to be made to consumers who
¢ither had their land sold by CSX'T o1
had felt compelied o purchase their
land back from that railroad,

Inaddition, the agreementrequires
CSXT toobtain adeed back from any
person other than the adjoining land-
owner who purchased the abandoned
railroad easements. CSXT will then
file a formal disclaimer of any inter-
est in the right-of-way in the appro-
priate county clerk s office. For those
adjoining owners who may have
purchased their own propeny back
from CSXT, the railroad will refund
all but two hundred dollars asa proc-
essing fee,

In order to obtain this relief, a
consumer must make a claim in writ-
ing to either CSXT or the Atlorney
General’s Consumer Protection Di-
vision by March 1, 1991.

The agreement also prohibits
CSXT from automatically requiring
future purchasers of abandoned rail-
road corridors to accept responsibil-
ity for environmental damage that
may have been caused by CSXT,

The agreement, which is being
submitted to the Franklin Circuit
Court for approval, does not apply o
those rights-of-way which were ob-
tained by CSXT or its predecessors
by a normal deed nor doesitapply to
any transactions occurring prior 1o
January 1, 1989.

areas and inner cities.” says Mitchell
Kasovac, D.O., President of the
American Osteopathic Association.

Surprisingly, the majority of un-
insured Americansareemployed full-
time, Some work for companies that
provide health insurance plans which
require extensive cost sharing, mak-
ing some medical services unafford-
able for employees. Some workers
are excluded from health coverage
dueto apre-existing condition. Others
do not have health insurance as part
of their benefit package because their
employers simply cannot afford to
insure the health of their workers.

The Medicaid system, a healthcare
public assistance program funded by
state and federal government, assists
only 40 percent of the poor. Some
Americans do not know how o enter
the syStem or do not have the appro-
priate information to file an applica-
tion. Others donot apply because of
language barriers.

“Familics living in rural and in-
ner-Cily communities  encounter
healthcare barriers of their own.”
according 10 Dr. Kasovac. Rural
residents often must travel a great
distanceto seck medical care, In large
cities transportation systems are of-
ten deficient when it comes to trans-
porting the elderly and the ill. As.a
result, a person may be in the ad-
vanced stages of adisease when they
finally get treated.

Theavailability of services is also
aproblem in rural areas. Small com-
munily hospitals often to.pot have
enough doctors on staff or enough
emergency room physicians.Small
hospitals also may have limited test-
ing facilities.

Since 1892, osteopathic physicians
have been serving the medically
underserved, especially those in ru-
ral arcas. While osteopathic physi-
clans make up only 5.percent of the
total physician population, they
comprise 15 percent of all physicians
practicing in the areas where the
population is 10,000 or less,

"From physicians who volunteer
their time at inner city homeless
shelers, 10 those who are the lone
physicians inrural areas, osteopathic
medicine has a history of providing
healtheare 1o those whoneed itmost,”
savs Dr. Kasovac.

The American Osteopathic Asso-
ciation focuses on the medically
underserved during 1990 with the
theme " One Hand to Heal, One Hand
o Hold: Osteopathic Medicine
Serves America's Underserved.” The
nation’s 29,650 osteopathic physi-
cians pledge 10 continue serving

Long Term Care Case Management Project

A 2-year pilot project of long-term care case management
services is being implemented in six Kentucky counties. Spon-
sored by Sen. Benny R, Bailey (D-Hindman) and enacted by the
Kentucky General Assembly, a portion of the "Health Care
Reform Act of 1990", requires the Cabinet for Human Resources
to provide single-entry point, comprehensive case manange-
ment for long-term care clients receiving Cabinet services.

The program is being implemented in Floyd and Magoffin
Counties by the Big Sandy Area Development District. The area
development district will expand upon the Homecare assess-
ment and case management system 1o include persons living in
the community and in nursing homes, regardless of age. Case
managers will help eligible clients enter the long-term care
system and obtain the services they need.

To be eligible for the program a person must live in the Floyd
and Magoffin counties, be receiving or applying for a long-term
care service provided by the Cabinet, and need services for 6
months orlonger due to a functional impairment. Functional im-
pairments include, but are not limited to, reduced ability to eat,
bathe, dress, keep house cook, shop, and do laundry.

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Board approves policy for youth service

A resolution encouraging Ken-
tucky clementary and secondary
schools to make community service
opportunities available 1o their stu-
dents was approved by the State Board
for Elementary and Secondary Edu-
cation at its meeting on November
14.

The statement says the board views
school-based community service as
an essential part of the learming proc-
ess and encourages its integration
into the school curriculum. Commu-
nity service canimprove leaming and
help students become responsible
citizens, the resolution says.

To obtain maximum benefils,
students should be performing
needed, meaningful services in the
community, and these experiences
should be linked to the total educa-
tional program, board members said.

Feed your dog its regular
meal directly before the hunt — feed
it two to three hours before.

* Recognizing and treating frost-
bite. Dogs exposed to very cold
weather or prolonged hunts in the
snow are likely candidates for frost-
bite — recognize the conditions in
which frostbite occurs. Frostbite is a
superficial, minor burn caused by
extended exposure to the cold. It
usually occurs on the extremities —
paws, ears, tail, etc. To help prevent
frostbite while in the field, stop occa-
sionally and clean off the ice that
builds up in the fur of the dog's ex-
remitiés, The problem with frostbite
is that many times you don’'t know
your dog has been frosthitten until
the following day. If your dog shows
signs of discomfort, such as licking
his paws for long periods of time,
take him 1o a warm place and wrap
him in a warm blanket. Gently mas-
sage the frostbitten area 1o stimulate

the circulation. If redniess and irrita-
lion persist, clip the area and apply a
first aid ointment containing corti-
sone or aloe. Allow the dog a day or
two off.

* Can your dog get a cold? Ex-
tended hunts in very cold weather
lower adog’s resistance to infection.
Although there is no known canine
disease like the humancommon cold,
sniffing, sneezing and coughing are
symptoms that may signal other in-
fections, such as pneumonia, brought
on by 100 much exposure, Keep an
eye on older dogs after a strenuous
hunt. Consult your vet if symptoms
persist,

* Treat your dog with respect.
Ownersof good gun dogs regard time
spentin the field with their four footed
hunting companion as a love affair
rivaled only by the variety that they
walked down the aisle for. Know the
capabilities and limitations of your
dog. Be it German Short Hair or
Labrador Retriever, cach breed has
its own sirengths and weaknesses,
Dogs are not machines.
