Officials estimate that between 
7,000 and 9,000 gallons of diesel fuel

serious problem for local water serv­
ice companies who draft untreated 
water from the river. 

According to Kentucky State 
Police, the accident. which involved 
a 9,000 gallon tanker uuck and a 
pao;scnger car. occurred when Keith 
ScouSumley,22,ofBiucRaver,came 
through the intersection and was 
struck by a tanker truck owned by 
Rogers Petroleum. Stanley was pro­
nounced dead at the scene of the 

accident by Floyd County Coroner 
Roger Nelson.

Ille, was not injured m the accidenL

The school owes money to the 
.&st Kentucky Bevemge Company 
and Scou Foreman textbook com­
pany. Debts to t.he book company 
date back to 1986. 

Coakley told the concerned par­
ents that the deficits did not occur in 
one year and were the result of over­
spending during a two year period. 

He said money was used to buy sup­
plies for the school, including a cop· 
ier and computer. 

Rayburn asked if those two ex­
penditures accounted for the entire 
deficit Coakley said they did not and 
it was basically a case of overspend­
ing. 

But in recommendations made 
from his office, Coakley said the 
department recommended that Mar­
tin Principal William Hughes be 
reprimanded for the account ending 
m a deficit. 

Coakley said Hughes faded to 
correcrly report the accumte balance 
of the activity fund, omitting the 
amount of accounts payable from the 
annual report filed each year. 

It is unlawful for a school district 
or a school's activity account to end 
the year with a deficit balance.

Branham is a fanner assistant 
principal atJohns Creek High School, 
who resigned last summer. His resig­
nation came a few days before ho was 
indicted by the Pike County Grand 
Jury in a separate, unrelated matter 
for unlawful transaction with a minor 
m the first degree. The indicuncnt 
against Branham alleged that he 
knowingly caused a 16-year-old male 
student to engage in illegal sexual 
acuvity with him. No trial has been 
held in the matter. An indictment is 
not a determination of guilt. 

Daley presented his opening ar­
guments Tuesday afternoon in a 
crowded conference room at the KSP 
Post 9 headquarters. Manin was called 
to the stand as the ftrst witness in 11}~ 
administrative hearing, which ishelCl 
before the KSP Trial Board. His fa­
ther, brother, and wife, sat quietly in 
the row behind him. 

Martin said that he had just fin-

ished urinating on the side of the 
mountain when Branham. who lives 
nearby, approached the road which 
leads w the Pinson Cemetery at Meta 
Martin said that Branham told him he 
was looking for some items .,.. hich 
had been sLOlen from hts house, and 
had found items ~hich were taken m 
a previous robbery near the ceme­
tery.

Mar­
tin said he went to the mountainside 
to urinate, instead of to the Branham 
residence, "Becauseldon'tlilcegoing 
to peopte•s residence to use the bath­
room." 

Later in Lhe day, Martin ate supper 
at the Branham' s house, after being 
in..-ited by the daughter, he testified. 

··voo mean you knew them well 
enough to eat supper with them but 
you didn 'l know them well enough to 
use their bathroom?" asked Daley. 

Manin said that, before he met 
Branham and conducted the burglary 
investigation, he didn't know the 
family well enough to ask to use their 
bathroom.

"Pulaski County is spending $14 

million for three new schools, while 
we may be spending S3 miUion for 
just a site," Billips said. The total 
estimated cost of the new 
Prestonsburg High School, including 
site purchase and preparation, is about 
$8 million. 

"ThisisnotjustaDistrict I issue," 
Billips said Tuesday, "it's a county­
wide issue because the people of the 
county will have a financial obUga­
tion to pay off the bonds (that will 
finance construction). 

"Based on that obligation," he 
added, "I think the board owes it to 
the citizens of the county to get these 
questions answered. 

"l'm still opposed to building (a 
new school) outc;ide the city," Billips 
said. repeating his preference for 
renovating the existing Prestonsburg 
High School. "I'm opposed to the 
cosl, even if it is legal." 

The Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation will meet at 6 p.m. today, 
Wednesday. 

Mike Lusher, director for the state 
DepartmentofEducation'sDivision 
of Building and Grounds, has indi­
cated that the awarding of bids 
Wednesday could be premature be­
cause plans for site preparation and 
drainage were approved by the state 
department yesterday. Lusher said 
the board can "officially advertise" 
for bids after tlte JJlans arc approved, 
but he added that the local board must 
advertise for bids lor a period of 
seven days after t.he stale okay is 
received.

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Self-esteem comes from indi­
viduals understanding their 
uniqueness

The meaning of self-esteem be­
came clear to me a few years ago 
when I saw a poster with a picture of 
an endearing little boy and the cap­
tion. "I know I'm good 'cause God 
don't make no junk." Though the 
grammar is flawed, lhe idea is clear 
and simple: we are worthy simply 
because we exist. 

Since then 1 have often hear con­
cerned highschool and college teach­
ers discuss what they could do th~t 
would help students gain self-esteem. 
But the truth is that low self-esteem 
cor.nes from being abused, Wld noth­
ing - not recognition, nor high 
gmdcs, nor compliments, nor trophies 
- can make people with low self­
esteem feel worthy. 

Such rewards may cause them to 
work harder, strive more, and be­
come over-achievers in order to gain 
more rewards. But, likeadrug .. high," 
thegoodfee.lingsaresoongone.Drug 
addicts will kill to get the neAt "ftx. 

"Reward" addicts will strive ever 
harder for the same result, but noth· 
ing they can do is ever enough. They 
inevit.nbly become "people pleasers" 
and victims of the "empowered," 
people who were also abused but 
who, instead of feeling unworthy, 
believe that they are all-powerful. 

Gaining self· esteem is a long, often 
painful, but necessary inner process. 
The pain comes from the realization 
that "my mother/father didn't love 
me."Ourcultural bias is that .. pareots 
love their children." In fact, parents 
who suffer from lack of self-esteem 
haven't learned to love themselves, 
much less anyone else. 

The inner process first requires 
that we acknowledge the lies we were 
told by people who were supposed co 
love us: "You're awkward, you're 
fat, you're sinful, you're •no good'." 

The next step in the process is for 
those messages to be rejected and 
replaced with "you don't haYe to be 
good nt nnythmg to be worthy: you 
don't have to achieve anything to be 
worthy; you don't have to prove 
anything to be worthy; you are wor-
thy because you arc unique and crea­
tive." 

After my students have written a 
paragraph or essay on an assigned 
topic, 1 poim out to lhem the marvel·

I never forgot that gesture of love 
and 1'11 never forget what God gave 
me for Christmas this year.

Campaign finance re11ort 

When the 1 02nd Congress con­
venes in January, one of the most 
contentious, and irnportrun issues 
before it will be campaign finance 
refonn. Proposed changes in tJ1e 
campaign finance laws will have 
profound implications for our democ­
racy. 

The electoral process in our na­
tion suffers from real and pe.roeivea 
special interest influence which 
threatens confidence in our demo­
cratic system. Political action com­
mittees (P ACs) and "soft money" 
undermine the integrity of campaign 
finance laws. When the next Con­
gress convenes in January,! w1U re­
introduce legislation to ban PACs, 
ban soft money, and insutute over 30 
changesinourcrunpaign finance laws 
that would restore integrity and corn­
petitivene~o;s to our electoral process. 

There is a school of thought that 
says there simply is too much money 
in politics. I would qualify thal l>y 

saymg there is too much money 
coming from the wrong sources: 
special interest There are two kinds 
of money in political campaigns -­
"hard" and "soft." Tite distinction is 
important. 

"liard" money consists of contri· 
butions that are limited, regulated. 
and publicly disclosed. Under cur­
rent law, individuals are limited to 
$1000 in federal elections, and any 
contributions over S200 are reported 
to the Federal election Commission. 
This effectively limits the financial 
influence of any single donor to a 
small percentage of a multi ·million 
campaign. Most important, voters 
know where they money is coming 
from. 

"Soft" money is poisoning the 
political process. "Soft" moneybu~s 
get-out-the-" ote drives. phone banks, 
television ads, and other activities 
that help campaigns and can ensure 
victory. "Soft" money is spem by 
wealthy individuals and special inter­
ests like corporations. labor unions, 
and ideological groups on behalf of 
candidates. Since the candidate does

Because "soft" money 
is difficult to track down, it is often 
unreported by lhe press, and unknown 
to most voters. 

There is a concerted effon by 
several so-called citizen activists and 
membersofCongresstoputaceiling 
on "hard" money, fundS that already 
are limited and disclosed. Such pro­
posals would allow "soft" money to 
proliferate and become ever more 
influential as "hard" money is re­
duced. The balance of power in elec­
tions would shift further away from 
individuals to special interests. 

Many bad ideas areputfonh in the 
name of good government ·- spend­
ing limits i.s one of them, and tax­
payer funding of campaigns is an­
other. Change is not necessarily re­
form, and I am working to make sure 
Congress recognizes the difference.

"In this 
phase, we plan 10 have mdcpth coun­
seling wit.h the child and the family, 
talking about the impact of substance 
abuse on that home and itc; chances to 
reunite as a complete family. 

"We've incorpor.lled guidehnes 
used by Alcoholics Anonymous and 
other groups a'i a means of teaching 
these yout.h that, after t.hey leave the 
program, if they feel drawn back to 
alcohol or other drugs, they should 
call a friend or their caseworker or 
counselor and talk it out," he said. 

"When the child leaves, he or she

"Our objective is to improve our 
abilities to successfully intervene in 
siwations which could lead to severe 
violence and even death,'' said task 
force member Peggy Wallace, dep­
uty commissioner df the Department 
for Social Services. 

Helen Kinton, KDV A president, 
said the task force has much to ac­
complish oefore its job is fmishcd. 

"Completion of the laslc force's 
work will include development of a 
list of risk factors, enhancement of 
victim services, delermination of 
possable changes in treatment or the 
handling of domestic violence perpe­
trators and a list oflegislative recom­
mendations for the 1982 General 
Assembly," she said. 

Although statistics have not been 
officially gathered for m~der-sui­
cide incidents among family mem­
bers, KDV A contends that, based 
UJX>O media reports, between 50 and 
75 murder-suicides occur each year 
in Kentucky.

"Hurry home, honey, I'm in la­
bor." This was lhe message one U.S. 
Serviceman stationed in the Saudi 
Arabian desert heard from his wife in 
a personal greeting card. Yes, heard 
- not react The card was one of 
thousands sent 10 American military 
personnel participating in ''Opera­
tion Desert Shield." Called the Holi­
day Voice Card, it is the world's first 
record-capable, voice chip card. 

Tens of thousands of servicemen 
and servicewomen stationed over­
seas, many of whom had not heard 
their loved ones' voices in months, 
were able to push a button and listen 
to a recorded personal message from 
home. Each voice card contained up 
to 10 seconds of holiday wishes. 
Sponsored by Marlboro cigareues, 
the cards were recorded at select 
military bases lhroughout the COWl­

try. They brought thousands of fami­
lies together, news of crucial events 
such as wedding engagements and 
births were among the messages sent. 

Amanda Figueroa came rothe base 
in Ft. Stewart, Ga., in labor, with 
conttactions only 12 minutes apart. 
She didn't want to miss the opportU­
nity to record a card to her husband. 
Two days later, her second message 
was recorded in the maternity ward at 
the Ft. Stewart Army Hospital; "Our 

baby has anived, and he is beauti­
ful_" Another woman took the oppor­
twtity to tell her husband lhat he was 
going to be a grandfather for the fU'St 
time. 

At Ft Bragg, N.C., more than 
1,000 people were waiting in line ro 
record voice cards when the record­
ing center opened its doors at8 a.m. 
A woman whose husband was de­
ployed on their wedding day was 
among the first to make a recording, 

and a woman who could not hear or 
speak wrote her message so a techni­
cian could record it for her. Another 
woman sang "I just called to say I 
love you" on her card. 

People rraveled hundreds of miles 
to record messages at Camp LeJeune, 
N.C. Onefamilydrove lOhoursfrom 
Allentown, Pa.to record cards to four 
family members stationed overseas. 

At Ft. Benning, Ga., two women 
accepted wedding proposals; a 
woman soldier, who had been Sl8· 
tioned in Saudi Arabia prior to the 
cutoff of rotations, recorded a card 
for the man she had become engaged 
to while serving thue: and reserves 
who were being deployed recorded 
greetings to their friends. Family 
members of those reserves also re­
corded cards so the soldiers would 
have holiday mail when they arrived 
in the Middle East.

Social Insurance Commassioner 
Mike Robmson said the major c hangc 
in the opening HEAP phase-accept­
ing applications on an alphabcticul 
schedule ns opposed to a linil come, 
first-sen·cd basis-went smoothly. 

'i'hc new application process 
worked out very well for the most 
part," Robinson sa1d ''The usual long 
lines were clirninntcd throughout 
most of the state.

The dales were approved by the 
Kentucky Dcpanment of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources Commission 
during its December meeting. 

Archery and muzzle loading sea­
son dates, along with other deer 
hunting regulation~. will be addressed 
at Lhe commission's next quarterly 
meeling in March. 

Deer gun season dates have uadi­
tionally been set early in December 
because many hunters schedule their 
vacations well in advance10coincide 
with with this season. 

The commission also approved 
regulations for the 1991-92 small 
game hunting season. Basically, sea­
sons remain unchanged, allowing for 
calendar shifts. 

In lhe past, smaJI game seasons 
have been considered in March. The 
commission stepped up approval to 
December on small game season 
proposals this year, so the informa­
tion could be made available 10 the 
public well in advance of opening 
days. 

TI1e commission will continue 10 
approve small game seasons during 
the December meeting, as needed 
each year. Earlier action by the 
commission on small game seasons 
will allow publication of the 1991-92 
Kentucky Small Game Hunting 
Guide by mid summer, well ahead of 
opening dates for the fall seasons.

Hacking involves relocating 
ncwly-hatchedeaglets in10 man made 
nesting towers in area where popula­
tions need to be restored. The trans­
planted birds adopt Lhcir new locale 
as their future breeding territory. 

A side benefit to a hacking project 
is thaLOften backed eagles will auract 
olher migrating eagles to their new 
home site. 

Last year's midwinter bald eagle 
survey indicated slightly more than 
300 bald eagles in Kentucky. land 
net ween the Lakes held the greatest 
concentration, with more than 150 
birds confirmed. Bald eagles also 
were present in significant numbers 
at Dale Hollow Lake. 

"Wintering bald eagles areal I over 
the state now." according to David 
Yancy, a wildlife biologist for the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources. "Anywhere 
lherc'sa lake ora river or a reservoir, 
you're likely to see one-in winter." 

In lhe continental United States, 
wintering bald eagles now number 
just under 12 thousand (in lhe early 

'70s, that IJgurc had dipped below 
3,000),though less lhan 4,000 eagles 
actually nc,<;l in the "lower48" slateS.

Second in a series: 

More adventures on the Eastern High Rocks 
By Barbara P. Martin 

It was on one of our excursions to 
the Eastern High Rocks that my 
friends and I became trapped in a 
cave. 

After eating, we decided to rake 
up (walk) one of the ridges to the high 
rocks. We arrived at the base of the 
rocks in fine shape. That route was 
longer but not so hard to climb. We 
walked around the base of the rocks 
looking for the best place to climb up. 

It was during this process that w0 
found the cave-a small cave at the 
top of a rock cliff, 15 feet straight up. 

Someone had freshly cut a tree 
and leaned it against the cliff. It led 
strrught to Lhe cave. Wanting to see 
what was in rhe cave, we judged the 
tree strong enough to hold our weight, 
and helped each other climb onto the 
ledge at the entrance of the cave. 

It was small, but we managed to 
have room enough for all to sit in the 
narrow entrance and feel happy. We 
were delighted with ourselves for 
having been such good climbers -
until we decided to climb down! 

In reverse, we could not see the 
limbs on the tree to hold to, so we 
grew confused as to how we were to 
get down. We were beginning to get 
frantic, when, quite by chance, we 
discovered a small narrow path lead­
ing around the rock to the right of the 
cave. I began to explore the possibil­
ity of using it for our escape. This 
may have been an old Indian path as 
it looked to have been chiseled out of 
the stone, which formed the cliff and 
the cave. 

By now, the youngest two were 
going crazy with fear and there was 
danger that they might fall or jump 
off. While Juanita and Willa calmed 
them down, I began to crawl around. 
All my life I have never been so 
frightened as I was when I began my 
crawl. The others waited breathlessly 
to hear my progress. The two young­
estfelt sure that we were lost forever. 
Tears rolled down their faces. 

Small bushes and vines growing 
out of the rocks helped to hold me, as 

I inched my way around the rock on 
my stomach. This plant safety fea­
ture made our escape more easy. Fear 
made my hands grow weak, but the 
law of gravity held me safe enough 
from falling downward. 

As I crawled, I held on to the small 
bushes -liUle more that sprouts but 
very strongly rooted into the rock. I 
began to relax and called back a play 
by play description of my progress. 

After I saw that it was safe to 
escape that way. my fear was of 
meeting some kind of wild animal 
coming in the opposite direction 
because it was quite a stiff curve 
around the rock to safety. I assume 
that we were making so much noise 
that they had all been frightened out 
of the vicinity. 

I made the crawl quite success­
fully, finding only the fust few feet to 
be the most dangerous since it was 
sheer cliff straight down! The stone 
path flattened and ended high on the 
rocks attheexcellentapproach on the 
west side. At last, we were there! 

We used all kinds of ideas to calm 
the youngest, about5 years old. Their 
keen desire to not be outdone helped 
to elevate their courage enough to 
begin the crawl. 

Juanira held onto Willa from the 
cave side and I reached to help her 
from the safe side. She was just as 
good at climbing as I was and needed 
very li~tle help, 

Next came one of the 5 year olds. 
Trying to make it a fun event, we 
talked them over the danger zone and 
an fmally arrived safely upon the 
rocks- not the best way to geL there. 

After a brief visit. we decided that 
we did not want to stay there any 
longer, so we lefL Parents and home 
never looked bettel" to us. 

While growing up, Juanita was 
always our steadfast soldier, whom 
we all leaned on. She was three years 
older and had learned to cook. What 
did she cook - candy, when her 
mother was gone away from home 
for several hours. 

AtJuanira's house, we built a fire 
in the flfeplace, put a cap off the coal 

stove on it. and set her mother's nice 
new cooker on it and then cooked 
candy. 

Juanita would tell her that I came 
by to visit and wanted some candy, so 
she made in on the flreplace since it 
was easier than the coal stove, and I 
brought the sugar- one full cup of 
sugar. 

The candy was delicious, but the 
kettle was smoked black from sitting 
in the blaze. 

Sometimes we did things !hat 
made our mothers proud of us, be­
lieve it or not. I recall one occasion 
when Lora B. Hayes Waddle, and my 
mother, Ida Rebecca Martin Acree, 
walked over the hill to Turkey Creek 
to see some of Lora B.'s relatives. 
While they were gone, we visited a 
neighbor, Bernie Gayheart, who had 
been inviting our mothers into her 
huge greens patch to pick a mess for 
our supper. We picked enough for 
both families. With food from both 
houses we pieced supper together for 
all. 

To go with the greens, we cooked 
a huge kettle of soup beans and made 
com bread to go with them -prop­
erly - on the cook stove. 

Our mothers were very happy 
because they were too tired to cook 
from their climb over the mountain 
and back. Ladies did not drive cars in 
those days; most everybody walked. 

We had been told not to cook 
when they were away because of the 
black kettle episode, but we felt that 
we owed it to them because many 
times we had cooked popcorn, candy, 
and always carried stuff out of the 
houses during our play, without their 
permission. 

I recall the time when we found 
some baby sparrows, which had fallen 
out of their nesL We decided that we 
should feed them for their mother. 
We sent Willo Jean into the house to 
get something to feed them, and she 
brought out some butter, saying that 
was all that she could find, which was 
suitable. Needless to say, we were at 
a very tender age then. 

When we were old enough to go to 
school, we had many a scary experi­
ence walking up the highway and 
back home. There was one man who 
always made ugly faces at us as he 
drove by. Sometimes we hid in a 
ditch until cars were past. This would 
have been abouL1936, and the traffic 
was very light. 

Coming home one evening, we 
found three little kittens, which had 
been abandon¢ at a garbage dump 
on the hill. we brought them home 
wilh us - one each. 

Our first plan was to give the kit­
tens a bath, as !hey were pretty mangy 

and dirty. All we could find to bathe 
them in, rhat would hold water, was a 
large Clabber Girl baking powder 
can. We filled it half full, and then 
wondered how we were to get them 
into the water. We decided to insert 
fJrStoneendand then theotherendof 
the kitten into the water. Needless to 
say, when the head end went into the 
water, there was much sneezing and 
;oughing coming from the cat -
!nough to cause us to stop and inves­
tigate its problem.

1/2 lSp. salt 
1 tsp. ground cinnamon 
1 tsp. ground ginger 
2{3 cup vegetable oil 
1 cup sugar 
1 egg 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees F. 
Stir baking soda into molasses; set 
aside for 20 to 30 minutes. Sift to­
ger.her flour, salt. cinnamon and gin­
ger; set aside. Combine oil, sugar, 
egg and molasses in large mixing 
bowl; beat well. Stir in flour mixture 
until weU blended.Pressdoughevenly 
into ungreased 15 1/2 X 10 1/2 X 1 -
inch jelly roll pan. Bake about 15 
minutes or until just set. Do not over· 
bake. Cool on wire rack 15 minutes 
and cutin to desired shapes. Decorate 
with colored icings, as desired.

Cherry Cheese Bars 
3/4 cup (1-1/2 sticks) butter or 

margarine, softened 
3/4 sugar 
2eggs 
1-1/2 cups plus 2 to 4 Tbs all­

purpose flour 
l/4 tsp. salt 
1 pk. (8 ounces) cream cheese, 

softened 
1 cup cherry preserves 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees F. 
Grease a 13 X 9 X 2-inch baking pan. 
Cream butter and sugar with electric 
mixer in large mixing bowl until light 
and fluffy. Add one egg; beat well. 
stir in 1 l/2 cups flour and salt until 
well blended. Reserve and set aside 1 
cup of mixture by spooning lightly 
into measuring cup. Press remaining 
crust mixture into prepared pan (dust 

fmgerswithflourforeasierhandling). 
Bake 15 minutes. Blend remaining 2 
to 4 tablespoons flour into reserved 
crust mixture until crumbly; set aside. 

In small mixing bowl, blend cream 
cheese and remaining egg with elcc­
aic mixer until smooth. Remove crust 

from oven and spread cream cheese 
mixture evenly overtop. Spoon cherry 
preserves over cream cheese mix­
ture. Sprinkle with reserved crumb 
topping. Bake 35 to 40 minutes or 
until edges arc golden brown. Cool 
on wire rack before cutting. Store 
covered in refrigerator up to one week. 
Makes 36 1 X 3-inch bars.

1-1/4 cups all-purpose flour 
1/2 tsp. baking powder

To hnve nut trees all you have to 
do IS throw the seed on ground, rake 
leaves and or a light covering of soH 
over them and forget them. 

We have several black walnuts 
thUI c.amc up, when we were given 
some we uidn 't use. I just threw them 
out and lorgotthcm. About two years 
later we discovered severallrecs 3 or 
4 teet tall. They were too close and 
we planned to move them. We never 
did. They now, arc really too close 
All but one will have to be cut down 
w1thin the nCJtt couple of years. AJI 
the trees nre bearing now. 

Try to plant your seed where you 
w1ll want your trees to grow. After a 
nut tree grows to 2 feet tall, it's tap 
root is too deep m the ground to dig. 
If nlllhc t.ap root is not dug out, your 
tree stands a good chance of dying or 
bemg stunted.

Before d1gging your 1rees up, make 
sure >'OU first dig a large, deep hole to 
plant it in nnd have a good supply of 
water at the site to pour around iL 
Another tip on moving trees of any 
kind is always keep the tree roots 
covered because a1r can and will kill 
the trCl' within a matter of 2 or 3 
minutes.

.Situation 1n m0!>1 families. Even pre­
schoolers get involved m what seems 
ltke a never-ending race to be fir~t.to 
have the last word. or to get hold of a 
toy-especially if it belongs lO a 
brother or sister. 

Some of your friends may tell you 
thut their children always get along 
well together. They never argue or 
fight. They really love one another. 
Chances ate they are probably not 
seeing their children as they really 
arc. or they have unusual children. 

Most brothers and sisters are in 
\ompctition with each other. The 
closer they are in age the more they 
compete for your affection and ap­
proval. And, Lhcy may show more 
re.seniJllent when you do something 
for one and not for the other. 

Young children have an especially 
difficult time. The.y may nat as yet 
ha,·c learned Lhc skill or sharing and 
takmg turns, or the run there is in 
g"·ing ao; well as receiving. 

Some fights between children can 
be prcvcnrcd. Much of it takes place 
when they arc tired, hungry or bored. 
They ruay become touchy when they 
Me for<:cd to spend too much time 
togctllcr. Sharing closets, radios and 
toys can become annoying and should 
be avoided if possible. 

be patient-fulfilling the need for 
love andauenuon w11l help your child 
to ghc up such babyish things . 

A few basic common sense rules 
can help cut down on \ompctition 
among your children: 

Recognit.e that each child is dif­
ferent. You may give one more time 
because it IS needed. You may give 
another more compliments because 
Lhey are needed, buL only give the 
ones earned. Yol! may give a third a 
particular book, a doll. a paint sot, or 
a ball and bat lx'.cause he or she will 
make good usc or them. 

Understand !hat !heir relationships 
are affected by their age, place in Lhc 
family and sex. Their appearance, 
personality, interests and abilities also 
affect how !hey get nlong. For e~­
amplc, the yoWlgesl has never been 
an only child and the oldest one was. 
The middle one is kind of closed in. 
One girl among boys or a boy among 
girls i.s in a position different from all 
the rest. 

Do not com pare one to the other. ll 
merely adds to possible conflict and 
tension. 

Make each one feel spccinl in some 
way. You should spend t1mc wilh 
him or her alone. for example. They 
all need to feel important, and parents 
are lhe best ones to satisfy that need 
A good pre-school can also help in 

fimsh a game or build a block castle. 
Keep out of disagreements unless 

one particular child is always geuing 
the worst of iL Also you shouldn't 
step in until you know both sides of 
the problem. 

Let their feelings come oul, even 
if they are sometimes noisy. ll'~ bet· 
tcr than forcing lhe1r resenunent and 
jealousy undergroWld. Let !hem know 
t1lat !heir attitudes arc normal-for 
example, a yoWlger child is much 
more likely to admire and imitate 
whereas an older one is more apt to 
protect and reach. 

There will be times wben you'll 
realize that all is not lost. All or n 
sudden you'll become aware of the 
f~tthat !hey worked together to plan

Properly 
handlcd,death,d•vorceor separation 
need not necessarily destroy this 
\\Orld. 

The single parent has to hold the 
house tc)gethcr alone. Most parents 
left to live alone with one or more 
children have much that is needed 10 
crtate u well-adjusted, healthy fam­
Ily. 

Unuerst.andably, this person is 
concerned about the children and how 
the new situation will affect them. 

Having two parents around is, of 
course, important but it's not always 
poss1blc. Loss of one parent does not 
always have a completely negative 
effect on the family. Tension, hostil­
ity or indifference might disappear 
when one parent is gone. There may 
even be a sense of relief, with quiet 
and peacefulness at home for the first 
ume in a long time. 

There arc all kinds of so-called 
broken homes, and whether yours is 
rca II y wrecked, tern poraril y cracked, 
or perhaps even more solid depends 
on your capability in handling the 
. 11uation. important also is the help 
of family and friends to ease children 
through the change. Much depends 
on how well the practical problems 
of money, sickness and disciplineare 
handled. If the separation is the result 
of death, added emotional problems 
may occur. 

A pre-school child whose parents 
have separated frequently thinks: "I 
did it; I'm to blame: they don't love 
me." These feelings can lead to an­
ger, fear and feelings of resentment. 
He or she may not actually say these 
th1ngs, but they can be felt very 
deeply. Sometimes this results in 
bard-to-handle eating, sleeping and 
bathroom habits. The child may fight 
w1 th brothers, sts tcrs and friends. The 
child may bite and scratch and be­
comequarrelsome about taking naps 
and accomplishing other routines that 
ran so smoothly before the family 
broke up. 

How well your young child ad­
jusL<> to the sep!lr'dtion could well 
depend on how you handle the situ­
ation 

You should recognize that keep­
ing the separation a secret, once it is 
lirmly decided on, merely increases 
anx1ety and confusion in children. 

Farm Bureau will have more aggressive policies 
KentuckyFarmBureau,rcspectcd 

for geneniuons as an influential be­
hind-the-scenes force in tJte state's 
economic affairs, has begun taking a 
more aggressive stance in pursuit of 
its policy objectives. 

That was the message from Ray 
Mackey, U1c orgnni7.alion·s 12-tcnn 
president, delivered in an address to 
the 71st Kentucky Farm Bureau 
convention in Louisville. 

Major environmental initiatives, 
campaigns on bchnlf of alternative 
fuels and a battle wuh a railroad over 
title to abandoned right~·of-way were 
cited as highlights by Mackey, ns he 
recounted the year's work by the 
state's largest farm organization. 

On the environmental front, 
Mackey said Farm Bureau's ongoing 
nationwide battle with regulators over 
wetlands hns brought at least one 
decisive victory-a change in classi· 
fication Lhat freed more than 60 mil­
lion acres of farmland from restric­
tions on its cultivation and improve­
ment. 

Mackey said farmers recognize 
the value of wetlands to the nation's 
ecology, but "we strongly oppose 
giving up good farmland to provide a 
haven for snakes and mosquitoes." 

At issue in the dispute witJt the 
Corps of .Engineers and Environ­
mental Protection Agency were so­
called "prior converted'' lands, or 
former wetland traciS that had been 
drained and cultivated for years prior 
to the current drive to save swamps 
and marshes. A recent ruling, issued 
at Farm Bureau's request, freed up 
any land cultivated prior to 1985 from 
the no-farmmg mnndate. 

"On th1s issue, Farm Bureau 
backed down the bureaucrats," 
Mackey told the delegates. The vic­
tory removes the threat of the land 
being "taken for environmental pur­
poses, without just compensation," 
he said. 

Closer to home, Farm Bureau has 
joined wiU1 the University of Ken­
tucky and the state conservation as­
sociationiO sponsor a statewide well 
water testing program. Mackey said 
the testing, currently under way in 
about a thtrd of Kentucky's counties, 
is designed to assess t11e quality of the 
state's groundwater. 

A mne-county pilot effort whtch 
initiated the testing found little evi­
dence of agncullurnl contamination 
of the water from either nitrates or 
pesticides. 

When the testing is corn pleted next 
year, ''we'll know where we stand 

with respect to groundwater qual­
ity ... Mackey said. "And we'll know 
how to maintain and improve that 
quality for generations yet unborn." 

On the subject of alternate fuels, 
the Farm Bureau chief says the an­
swer to the nation's dependence on 
foreign oils lies in turning U.S. crops 
into fuel alcohol. 

Although the ethanol industry is 
currently converting surplus corn into 
fuel, Mackey says the effort must be 
expanded. We should set realistic 
goals, he reasoned, "to produce grain 
and other agricultural products for 
the express purpose" of solving the 
nation's energy crisis. 

Such a program could help the 
U.S. becomeenergyindependent,he 
noted, reduce air pollution and lessen 
the likelihood of having to go to war 
with Iraq or other belligerent Persian 
Gulf countries to ensure needed fuel 
supplies. 

Fann Bureau's intervention in a 
property dispute between CSX, the 
railroad company, and some Central 
Kentucky landowners who claimed 
title to abandoned rail right-of-way, 
wasaclassicexample, Mackey noted, 
of our "doing collectively for indi­
viduals something they could not 
afford to do for themselves." 

A reponed agreement between the 
two groups, announced earlier this 
week by Attorney General Fred 
Cowan, should pave the way for the 
property owners adjacent to the 55-
mile Lebeanon-to-Corbin line to get 
litlle to their land . 

At issue in the legal dispute was 
whether the railroad actually ever 
owned the land it used in the 1860's 
to build the line,orwhetherthegrnnts 
were in the form of easements, sirni­
lartothoseutilized byelectrical lines 
or gas transmission pipelines. 

Mackey said Farm Bureau's own 
legal counsel, and an opinion from 
Cowan's office, said that mast of the 
right-of-way was secured by ease-

ments, and that adjacent landowners 
were legally entitled to reclaim the 
land once the line was abandoned. 

"It's great news that these land 
owners may now reach a settlement 
in their favor without the aggravation 
of a drawn-out court dispute," 
Mackey said. "And r.here are numer­
ous other areasoflhe state where t11is 
precedent may work to the benefit of 
Kentucky property owners." 

On other topics Mackey told the 
convention audience: 

-He would work to ach1e~e re­
duction in tax burdens. in line with 

the organil.ation's 1991 policies. 
·'The most galling aspect" of the 
recent federal deficit reduction agree­
ment was a multi-billion-dollarslash 
in fann program spending, after that 
portion of the budget had already 
been cut in half since 1986. 

-FurmBureau'sroleas the"voice 
of agriculture" should be ex.panded 
to the local level, where spokesper­
sons must be recruited and trained to 
counter misinformation about such 
issues as food safety, pesLicide usage, 
wetlands, animal rights and biotech­
nology. 

-All county Farm Bureaus in the 
state should activate a strong educa­
tion committee made up of key farm 
leaders to have a voice in reform of 
local school systems.

In both 
cases, single parent needs to avoid 
criticuing the other parent to the 
child. 

Don't usc your child as an emo­
tional outlet or as a replacement. 
"You're now l11e man of the house" 
may be satisfying and flattering at 
flrst, but a child shouldn't be ex­
pected to provide a substitute for adult 
affection, responsibility andcompan· 
ionship. He shouldn't be expected to 
ftll the departed parent's role. And if 
you need an adult emotional outlet, 
seek: it through another adult rather 
than your child. 

Understand that more ume spent 
with and listening to your child may 
be necessary.
