An unusual Christmas Day fire at 
the Floyd County Jail was the only 
holiday run reported by the 
Prestonsburg Fire Department dur­
ing the holiday weekend. 

An inmate ar the jail stripped off 
his clothes and then set fire to the 
pile, causing a small fire in his cell 
which filled the jail with a lot of 
smoke, said Prestonsburg Fire Chief 
Tom Blackburn. 

At approximately 10:30 p.m., 
Prestonsburg firemen received the 
call about a ftreat the jail. By the Lime 
firefighters arrived ru the scene, the 
jailer on duty had extinguished the 
ftre but a large amount of smoke 
remained in the jad, Blackburn said. 
About 10ftremenstayedonthescene, 
using exhaust fans to clear the jail. 
Approximate! y 19 olhcr inmates weze 
in lhe jail and no injuries were re­
poned. 

According to jail officials, the 
inmate is lodged in the jail awaiting 
uansfer to Eastern State Hospital in 
Lexington. He was not identified.

Court members approved Lhe first 
reading of an ordinance propoSing 
that the county act as an agent for a 
$10,445,000 bond to be used by the 
Highlands Hospital Corporation for 

rcfulUncing of 1983 bonds. Hospital 
tcprcsontut1ves suid that the refi­
nancmg would snve the hospilal an 
cstunmed $2.75 to $3.25 million in 
payments. 

County Attorney Jim Hammond 
sa1d Wednesday that he plans to in­
vesu gme the proposed ordinance and 
m u m ndauonnuhc.Junodt) 
mccung of Lhe fiscal coun.

Refund checks await some taxpayers 
The names of Kentucky taxpayers to 
whom federaltaxrcfundcheckswere 
issued in 1990 but returned to theiRS 
as"undelivcrnble''havebeenreleased 
by William E. Pnlzkill, District Di­
rector of the I me mal Revenue Serv­
ice. 
The list includes 443 individual tax 
refund checks totaling $141,121.05 
nnd the average refund check is 
S318.55. 
According to Pnltkill, the taxpayers 
may have moved or changed their 
last names during the year and failed 
to notify the IRS. Sometimes the 

handwriting on the tax return may 
simply be illegible. 
When a refund is returned by the 
postal service, the IRS attempts to 
find the taxpayer and deliver the 
checks, but there are always some 
who cannot be found, according to 
Palzkill. 
Palzkill also noted that electronic 
filing will be available again to tax­
payers in 1991. Taxpayers who file 

electronically can elect to have thctr 
refund deposited directly into the1r 
bank account thereby eliminating the 
possibility of n lost, stolen, or unde-

This year's tax list was about 1 1 
newspaper pages long or about 
33 advertising pages when you 
consider that state law requires 
the list to be published for three 
consecutive weeks. The bill for 
that advertising was the same as 
it would have been for any retail 
advertiser who bought 33 pages 
of ads m the Times. The rate the 
Times can charge is also regu· 
lated by state law. 

The easiest way to curb the cost 
of publishing the tax list Is to cut 
down the number of pages. The 
best way to cut down the number 
of pages Is to eliminate some of 
the names on the delinquent tax 
list. The best way to eliminate 
some of the names on the list is to 
see that more taxpayers pay their 
taxes. 

If more people paid their taxes. 
the county would have more 
money to spend on v1tal services 
and lower costs associated with 
picking up the tab for people who 
don't pay their taxes. 

If everybody paid their taxes, 
there wouldn't be a delinquent tax 
list. 

That would be fine by us and, 
we're sure, all the other taxpayers 
who are fooling someone else's 
btl!

Washington himself 
wrote 111 his diary that Lhe anny could 
oo tracked by the blood of their feet in 
the snow. 

'I heir food lasted only a few days. 
After thnt they me "fire-cake" (com­
meal and wmcr mixed and baked on 
n heated roclc). When that was gone. 
they boiled their shoes and ate them. 
Their clothing wore out. their shoes 
\\ Ore out. only n fonunate few had 
blankets. 
T\~Ch't men Jived in a hut de­

Signed for four people. Th->...re was 
rom, lcet, snow, wind and mud. 
C da~ers of 500 dead horses put.re· 

ficd the camp. General Lufayctte 
wrotc: "The unfortunntesoldicrs were 
in want of everythmg; they had nei­
ther coaL..;;, hats, sharts, nor shoes; 
their fcetand legs froze till they had 
become almost black, und ll was of­
ten necessary 10 nmputate them." 

Valley Forge has been called, "The 
Crucable of Freedom." Smallpox, 
typhus and cholera dectmated lhe 
ranks. The army dad not mutiny- it 
stood fast. 

And two years Inter, h1stonnns tell 
us, the Momstown, NJ, wmter en­
campment was even more severe in 
its cin:umst.anccsl The gri7.zled vet­
eran of many campaigns, including 
Valley Forge, Raron von Steuben, 
said Lhc soldiers ''exhibited the most 
shocking misery 1 have ever seen, 
scarce a man having wherewithal to 
cover his nakedness." Another dev­
astating December experience (De­
cember 1779) for these "martyrs for 
liberty". 

The following is a list of impor­
tant Revoluuonnry War dates 10 
remember each December. 

December 16, 1773: BostOn Tea 
Party occurred when a group organ· 
ized by Samuel Adams boarded tea 
ships in Boston harbor and threw 
overboard 342 tea chests valued at 
$90,000. This action led to British 
Coercive Acts of 1774, termed by 
Americans ns the lntolcmble Acts. 

December 10, 1775: Connecticut 
men in Washington's Army, enlisted 
only until thisdatcdcpartctl for home, 
emphasizing for the first time 
Washington's problem in enlisting 
an adequate army. 

December 12, 1776: Congress 
constituted n regiment of light dra­
goons and appointed Elisha Sheldon 
of Connecticut ns its commander. 
Establishment offi!St American cav­
alry forces. 

December 26, 1776: Washingwn 
recrossed the Delaware River and 
surprised n1400-man Hessian garri­
son at Trention, NY (Trenton Cam­
paign), killing and wounding about 
105 and capturing 918, with Ameri­
can losses nt most four killed and four 
wounded. 

December 17, 1777: Afterrecciv­
ing news on December 4 of 
Burgoyne's surrender, French For­
eign minister promised American 
commissioners in Paris that France 
would recognize AmcricrUl independ­
ence and make treaty. 

December19,17n:Washington's 
army moved 1010 winter quarters at 
Valley Forge, Pa. 

December 1, 1179: Washington's 
main force went into winter quarters 
at Morristown, NY. 

December 14,1782: British r.roops 
evacuated Charleston, SC. taking with 
lhem 3800 loynlists and 500 Negro 
slaves. Evacuation completed Brit­
ish wilhdrowal from southern U.S. 

December4,1783:Wilhdmwalof 
last British troops from Staten Island 
and Long Island ended British occu­
pation of AtlanticcoastofnewUnited 
States. 

Deccmber4,1783: General Wnsh· 
ington delivered farewell address to 
his officers aL rraunccs' Tavern in 
New York City. Many wcpL 

December 23, 1873: General 
Washington tendered his resignation 
as Commander in Chief of American 
Anny to Congress meeting ln Anna· 
polis, Maryland. 

December 13, 1781: News of 
Yorktown surrender was rccogni7.ed 
in Congress as mdicating deeisi\'e 
tum in war and toward peace. Among 
other actions Congress issued proc­
lamation designating lhis date ns day 
of thanksgiving and prayer through­
out the new nation, nnd it was so 
observed.

Kentucky's pubhc and private 

nonprofit schools and hospitals can 
save money by panicipaling in the 
U.S. Department ofEnergy 's Ins t.i tu­
tiona! Conservation Program. This 
program is administered in Kentucky 
by the Division of Energy, Natural 
Resources and Environmental Pro­
tection Cabinet It provides funds for 
detailed engineering studtes and 
energy-saving conslfuction or equip­
ment changes for eligible buildings. 

Since 1980, a total of 340 build­
ings have completed projects through 
this program and show an average 
energy reduction of 25 percent. This 
amounts lo an approximate overall 
savings of at least $7 million or 
$21,000 per building.

5 miles nonhcastofJackson,sitsone 
uf Lhe loneliest of government out­
posts The nights are long, dark and 
fearsome. The mght creatures start 
surring shortlynftcrdark, often bring­
mg stark terror to the employees of 
th1s most e scntial public service. 
The ndge top •s populated w1th bob­
cats, str.ty w1ld dogs and snakes In 
addiuon to the usual deer, squirrel, 
mbbll nnd various other small ani­
mals. Even a black bear has been 
s•glned on u few occa<>ions. Poison­
ous snakes arc numerous and several 
have bcl~n killed Within a few feet of 
the office On one occasion, a water 
moccasin was warming inside on the 
equipment und had to be dispatched 
before \vork could continue. 

lns•dc the office, only lhe steady, 
monotonous tune of the computer 
cqutpment can be heard. The lone 
weather service forecastergoesabout 
his dut1es of monitoring lhe weather 
over Eastern Kentucky. He must 
check the computer for reports of 
weather to lhe West, a<> far away as 
the central Pacllic Ocean, that may 
affect h1s area within the next few 
da}s 

He must check the radar, con­
~tantly scannmg wnhrn a 125-mile 
radiUS Of Jackson for in(}icalJOflS Of 
SC\ ere wcmhcr, flooding, lhunder­
storms or even a tornado. He must 
prepare an hourly weather repon for 
entry into the worldwide weather 
network. lie must prepare 72-hour 
lorccasts for Eastern Kentucky and 
slat en Ients and sum manes of weather 
conditions, •s~uc severe weather and 
llood warnings and make frequent 
weather rmho bwadcasts. 

The forecaster has litlle time to 
elwell on the dangers that may be 
lurkmg outs•de, ~et he has to go out­
stele frequently to observe nnd report 
local weather conditions. 

The general public has I iule knowl­
edge, and perhaps lillie appreciation, 
of the •mmense effort that goes into 
prO\ tdmg the sen 1cc llmt most ac­
cept as routine. Everyone uses the 
service to some c.xtent in planning 
the1rdmly a ... LJviues. They depend on 
the scn·1c e '<-'warn them of nooding, 
sC\CfC \\~H'1Cr Or ha?.ttrdOU$ Y.JOter 
\\eclthc• l'!tc service 1s alwuys avail­
nbie, 24 hl)i.JrS ,\day, 365 days a year, 
holidays utcludcd. It is accepted as 
part of our <Iaiiy routine LO lllrn on the 
w~ther radio. dial the recorded fore­
cast vi listen to the television weath· 
crcaster, irlforrnation all provided by 
the Nauonal Weather Service. 

ln January 1991, the Jackson 
Office uf the National Weather Serv­
ice will complete 10 years of service 
to Southeast Kentucky. It has been a 
decade of dedicated public service by 
23 weather sccvice employees that 
ha\e passed through this office dur­
mg the past 10 years. Of the original 
staff, only the official in charge, Gil 
Russell, remams. Only three of the 
23 employees had prior National 
Weather Service experience. The 
others were either retired m•litary or 
new college graduates who moved 
on to other locauons after their initial 
training. In spite of the low retention 
rate and low experience level, the 
Jackson Office has been commended 
on numerous occa-;ions and gener­
ally receives a high approval rating 
from people of Southeast Kentucky. 

Perhaps the most significant 
weather event was the major Oood of 
May 1984. The office was scaffed 
with 5 employees with an average 
expenencc level of one year, except 
for the official in charge. Aooding 
a to the office 10 be cut 

oft . Four employees were stranded 
for 48 hours with no relief available. 
Public warnings and advisories con· 
tinued without let up during this pe­
riod. 

ThcofficewasawardedtheNOAA 
Outstanding Unit Award for this 
event. In addition, Go,·emor Martha 
La)·ne Collins made all office em· 
ployees "Kentucky Colonels" in 
appreciation for their service. In spite 
of the many problems with floods, 
a~ess to the mountain top office 
during severe winter weather and 
occasional personnel shortages, the 
Jackson office has provided cominu­
ous 24-hour service since it initially 
opened on 1 anuary I, 1981. Not one 
weather observation or scheduled 
forecast has been missed. 

As this flrstdecadeoflheJackson 
Weather Office comes to a close, its 
future is in doubt. As part of the 
Moderni1.ation and Restructuring 
Plan of the National Weather Serv­
ice, this office is scheduled to close 
its doors not later than September 
1994. There will probably be a grad­
ual phase down priono this date with 
duties being assumed by modernized 
wcalheroflices located in Charleston, 
W.Va. and Morristown, Tenn. 

Public Law 100-685 requires that, 
prior to final closure. the National 
Weather Service must certify to the 
Congress that there will be no degra­
dation of services to the people of 
Southeast Kentucky.

Religious and cultural beliefs, or 
society's demand that she maimam 
the facade of a good marriage. 

He is her only support system 
psychologically, he having system­
aticnlly destroyed her other friend­
ships. 

She stays for the sake of the "chil­
dren needing a father" or he may 
make a threat of violence against her 
children if she tries anything.

Revenue Cabinet Secretary C. 
Emmeu Calvert announced last Fri­
day that the 1991-1992 homestead 
and disability property tax exemp­
tion increased to $20,300 from 
$18,400forthe 1988-1990bicnnium. 

The exemption, authorized by a 
1971 Constitutional Amcndmem, 
reduces assessed value of residences 
owned by Kentuckians aged 65 and 
over or disabled. 

Cal vert said the Revenue Cabinet 
is required by law to recalculate the 
exemption each two years base-d upon 
changes in the U.S. Department of 
Labor consumer price index. The 
original exemption wa" $6,500. 

Taxpayers eligible for the home­
stead exemption must file a one time 
application with the county Property 
Valuation Administrator during the 
year in which they become 65. Dis­
ability applicants must tile annually 
and must be disabled for the entire 
year.

Thirty-seven Kemucky counties. 
including Floyd County, have been 
selected to participate in the Agricul· 
tureGroundwater Education and Well 
Water Testing Program during Feb­
ruary, March and April 1991. 

The program was developed by 
the Kentucky Division of Conserva­
tion, in conjunction with the Ken­
tucky Farm Bureau Federation. 
Kentucky Association of Conserva­
tion Districts, Kentucky Cooperative 
Extension Service and the Soil Con­
servation Service. 

The pnmary goals of this volun­
tary program are to educate the pub­
licand rural landowners on how farm­
ing operations and other land-use 
activities may cause pollutiOn in 
surface and groundwater resources 
and to promote the understanding 
that pollution prevention through the 
implementation of best management 
practices is more cost effective than 
clean-up after considerable damage 
has been done. 

The program began last April with 
a pilot program in Hickman, Chris­
tian, Todd, Henderson. Barren, 
Boone, Madison, Pulaski and Johnson 
Counties. 37 counl!es, mcluding 
Floyd County, arc participating in 
the second water well Lestmg pro­
gram. Other Eastern Kentucky coun­
ties participating include Brcathiu, 
Elliott and Perry. 

A third group of counties will start 
the water testing program in April, 
May and June; and a fourth group 
will conduct tests during September, 
October and November. 

Prior to the testing program, fann­
ers and landowners in each county 
will attend local water quality meet­
ings organized by conservation dis­
tricts, county Fann Bureau Federa­
tions and county extension agents. 
The meetings will provide informa­
tion about: water quality problems 
and concerns in the local area and 
how contaminants reach drinking 
water; the imponance of prevention 
through use of best management 
practices, including integrated pest 
management; agricullural chemical 
usage and container dispos.al; 
Groundwater Self llelp Chcckltst; 
distribution of educational literature 
and water testing information. 

Water sample kits will be distrib­
uted at the public meetings along 
with survey information sheets. The 
samples w1ll be tested at the Water 
Quality Laboratory at Heidelberg 

College in Tiffin, Ohio, for nitrate, 
nitrite, specific conductivity, soluble 
reactive phosphorous, ammonia nitro­
gen, chloride, silica and sulfates. A 
random number of samples will be 
tested for triaz.ine using the immu­
noassay scan. Triazine is a chemical 
compound used in herbicides for weed 
control. 

Results from individual tests will 
be complied into county and state 
level databases to help identify areas 
in the Commonwealth that are par­
ticularly suscepuote Lo groundwater 
contamination. The State Ground­
water Education Committee will 
analyze the data and publish a state­
wide report on the Groundwater 
Education and Well Water TcsLing 
Program. 

A total of 475 people attended the 
water quality meetings in Lhe nine­
county pilot program. During the 
program, 888 water samples were 
tested. Less than 6 percent of the 
samples exceeded the drinking water 
standard for nitrates. 

In cooperation with the Kentucky 
Department of Agriculture, 200 
samples were randomly selected in 
four counties and tested for triazine. 
The results showed only one of these 
200 samples with some high-level 
detection of triazine. 

Based on test results and well 
survey information in the pilot pro­
gram, it was determined that dug and 
driven wells were 3.4 Limes more 
likely to have high levels of nitrates 
present that drilled wells. Shallow 
wells were 2.3 times more likely to 
have higher levels of nitrate than 
deeper wells. 

Funds to conduct the program and 
subsidize the tests were provided by 
the Federal Environmental Protec­
tion Agency and the Kentucky DI vi­
sion of Water under a Section 319 
Grant. A number of other stale and 
local agencies have provided money 
for the testing program, as well.

Dr. Wells is 
also liaison with the Kentucky Edu­
cational development Corporation. 

In addition to MSU faculty and 
administrators, the task force includes 
representation from the public 
schools, adrninisuntors and teachers 
and parents.

SACS standards 
Morehead State University has 

received rcaffiJlTiation of its accredi­
tation from the Soulhem Association 
of Colleges and Schools, Dr. C. Nel­
son Grote, MSU president, announced 
recently. 

Dr. Grote learned of lhe Commis­
sion on Colleges' decision while at· 
tending lheCollege Delegate Assem­
bly during lhe 95lh annual meeting of 
SACS held in Atlanta, Ga .• Dec. 9-
12. 

The action tollowed the 
commission'sreview ofMSU'sself­
swdy, the visiting commiuee's rec­
ommendations and the University 
responses to those recommendation. 

The visiting team included 18 
distinguished scholars, representing 
IS different institutions. 'me Univer­
sity received high marks for the thor­
oughness of its review process and 
for the initiative taken in making 
improvements at all levels of the 
institution. 

Among the recommendations 
from the commiuce, which visited 
MSU in April, were changes in 
admissions and scholastic progress 
policies, assessment of student aca­
demic achievement. changes in the 
policy for detennining graduate fac­
ulty status, a faculty evaluation proc­
ess, and adoption of a campus master 
(facilities) plan. 

Founded in 1895 and headquar­
lered in Atlanta, SACS is one of six 
regional accrediting bodies in the 
United States and includes members 
in 11 southern states from Virginia 
through Texas. as well as American 
schools in Latin America. Member­
ship in the agency is voluntary and 
lhc governance of member schools is 
left in lhe hands of the local govern­
ing board. 

SACS accreditation is institution­
wide and affects all undergraduate 
and graduate programs offered by 
MSU. Olher educational agencies, 
such as NCA TE. provide specialized 
accreditation for specific programs. 

Since 1987,MSUhascamc.dreaf· 
fll1llalion of accreditation or approval 
for its progrnms from the National 
Association of Schools of Music ,the 
Coum:il on Social Work Education 
- Baccalaureate Level, the Ameri­
can Veterinary Medical Association. 
the Joint Review Commiuee on 
Education in Radiologic Technology 
and the American Dietetics Associ a· 
tion. 

Both MSU' s baccalaureate degree 
and associate degree nursing pro­
grams are approved by the Kentucky 
Board of Nursing and the B S.N. 
degree program is a candidate for 
accreditation by National League for 
Nursing. The associate degree pro­
gram in respiratory lherapy also is a 
candidate for accreditation by the 
Joint Review Commiuee for Respi­
ratory Therapy Education.

Everybody's Science : 

Beetles may help safeguard water supplies 
by Julie Corliss 

How could a bait that tricks beetles 
safeguard our nation's water suppl}? 

By drastically cutting lhe amount 
ol insecticide used to control destruc­
tive corn rootwonn beetles, say U.S. 
Department of Agriculture scientis'S. 
Less insecticide means lhat farm 
chemicals are less likely to seep into 
undergJOund water reservoirs, which 
supply water to about haJ f the nation. 

The bail, which is spread on corn 

leaves, tricks beetles into eating one 
lustqu1ck meal-only a tiny serving 
of insectic1dc. Within lhe bait are a 
compound that attracts the beetles 
and a feeding stimulant. 

"We're using only about two per· 
cent of the insecticide nonnaUy used 
in spra}S for adult com rootwonn 
beetles. They feed on the bait tmtil 
they get a toxic dose of insecticide­
which sometimes takes less lhan two 
minutes," says Gerald R. Sutter, an

says Sutler, "home gardeners mighl 
also usc it to sal ely cuntml oll1cr, 
related beetles.'' 

Researchers at sUtte agriculturul 
experiment stations arc cooperating 
on lhe five-state study headed by 
Sutter.lt is part of a national program 
begun by President Bush to protect 
groundwater from contaminauon by 
fertilizer and pesticides.

Day treatment programs wUl open 
in January in Laurel and Madison 
counties under contracts between lhe 
deparunent for Social Services and 
the local bOards of education. 

Day treaunem programs serve 
between 20 and 75 youth ages 12-17 
who have in-school problems. have 
appeared in court on minor criminal 
charges or are mildly emotionally 
disturbed. Services include daily 
classroom education and social skills 
instruction and individual, group,and 
family counseling.

Two additional programs, one 

each in the castem and western pans 
of the state, are to be up and running 
on April I. 

Social Services Commissioner 
Larry Michalczyksaid the expansion 
of day treatment services resulted 
from additional funding approved by 
Gov. Wallace G. Wilkinson and the 
1990 General Assembly. 

"Since the ftrst programs opened 
in 1972 in Newport and Lexington, 
lhe demand for lhese alternatives has 
greatly increased,' Michalczyk said. 

"School officials and juvenile 
coun judges have seen lhe effective­
ness of these programs in reducing 
cut-of-home placements, institution­
alizations and the length of stay for 
youths in a more restrictive environ­
ment" 

Michalczyk described day 
treatment's combination of counsel­
ing and education as a bridge be· 
tween parental control and round­
lhe-clock residential placement and 
superv1sion for youth with bi!havior 
problems. 

"One of the primary goals of day 
treatment is to ensure that youths 
rem am in orreturn to a family selling 
that will provide the support und 
nunuring that is needed,'' he said. 

"Most of the programs have a 1-

The Madison and Laurel county 
boards of Education will receive 
contracts of$100,000 this fiscal year 
for the organi7.ation, staff training 
and student in-take of the programs. 

When the final two contracts au­
Lhorized under lhis expansion are 
approved in early 1991, Kentucky 
will have 17 day treatment programs 
serving nearly 850 juveniles. Other 
existing programs are in Boyd, But­
lin, Campbell, Christian, Daviess, 
Fayeuc, Franklin, Hardin, Hopkins. 
Jefferson, Kenton, Mercer and War­
ren counties. 

Kentucky's juvenile day treaanent 
system has been recognized by the 
American Correction Association as 
a model program and has been stud· 
icd by eight other states and even a 
foreign nation for possible use in 
developing community-based youth 
trcmmcnt progrdms of their own.

Time takes on new meaning with atomic clock 
Blip, briiip, beep! Whirrrrr. Click. 

Clack. Tick. Tock. Bong! 
On December 31, millions of 

clock-watchers will need to reset their 
atches by one second as the na­

uona1time smnclard makes one of its 
nnnual adjusunents 

D1gttal, analog, stcm-wmder or 
quanz.Heir.loom,throwawny or sport. 
Solar powered, spring wound or 
pendulum. Il makes no dtfference. 
Every clock w tll be one second out of 
whack with the real world of time. 
ll'!i enough to give devoted horolo­
giSts mghtmarcs! 

If you want someone to blnmefor 
tlus mass movcmem of clock hnnds, 
Dr. Robert F.C. Vessot. an astro· 
physicist at the Smithsonian Astro· 
phys1cal Observa10ry. will be happy 
to accept ut least pa~ t of the rcsponsi· 
bthty. 

ln a cluttered basement labor a lOry 
at the obscrvmory's Cambridge, 
Mass., headquarters, Vessot and a 
small group of scientists nnd techni­
cians tum out hydrogen-maser time­
keepmg devices so stable they gain 
or lose only a second in 40 million 
years. Indeed, these so-called atomic 
clocks nrc so stable they are used to 
help detenninc the almost mfinttcsi­
mnl slowing of the earth's rotation, 
wh1ch accounts for this )eat's "leap 
second." 

But keep111g our clocks and 
watches apace with the LtUe lenglh of 
day is not the only reason Vessot nnd 
others around the world arc crenting 
ever more precise timekeeping de­
vices. 

"Time has become the foundation 
of all meltology ,"says Vessot., refer­
ring to how the current international 
time standard, based on the speed of 
light, become the preferred way to 
measure nlmo.st anything- from the 
dumtion of a foot rnce to the length of 
a foot bridge. 

Moreover, super accumte clocks 
have become absolutely essential to 
att and sea JUlVJgation, space explo­
ration W1d astronomical observations. 
as well as to understanding the most 
bas1c processes of nature. 

Measuring lime by billionths of a 
secondisnotaneasytask. Vessotand 
his team hn .. ·c developed devices 
known as atomic hydrogen masers in 
which the magnetic oscillation be­
tween the positive nucleus and ncga­
uvc electron of hydrogen atoms pro­
duces a time signal or unuslllllly high 
stability. 

Although the Smithsonian's ma­
sers arc ofteu described as clocks, 
t.h~y bear little outward resemblance 
to tmdit.ional timepieces, or even 1.0 
t.hc digital readout on a microwave 
oven. Rather, masers have all the 
esthetic appeal of mechani1.cd filing 
cabmeas -or small refrigcmtors. 

"The feature they l1ave in com­
mon w1t.h clocks ts that something ts 
osctllaung," says Dr. Edward Malli­
son, 8 Sm1thsoman phystcist "In 
ordmruy clocks, n pendulum ma) 
swmg back and forth or n quartz 
crystal vibmtcs; m nn atomic maSCI 
clock, what's osctllatmg 1s a hydro· 
gen atom.'' 

A constant supply of these atoms. 
selected for thc1r tiny amounts of 
excess energy. tS pumped into a Tef­
lon-coated quam bulb inside n pre­
cisely mac tuned, mct.al coo~ted cylin­
der, where they urc ull Sllntulatcd to 
uscillatc at the same frc:4ucncy - a 
mind-boggling 1,420,405,751.68 
times per secund. 

11tc laint hum ol spinning atoms 
produces a microwave radto tgnal 
that can be used ns n highly predict­
able ume stnndard. The process as 
tailed Microwave Ampltficauon by 
Stimulated Emsss10n of Radaauon, 
hence the term .. maser. 

To m.tmtatn s•gnal stabtltty, the 
temperature of the enure ystem as 
held consmm to wtthm one ten-thou-

sandlh of a degree. Thus, the osci lin­
lion rate varies by less than threr,.. 
tnllionths of a second per hour. 

For more than 20 year:., VcssoL 
and Mallison, with assist.ancr from 
Smithsonian master time technicians 
Donald Graveline and R1chard N•· 
coll, have been turning out clocks for 
n ho::.t of applications. 

For example, atomic clocks have 
been vital to NASA's exploratiOn of 
lhe outer planets. Precise timing by 
masers alJowed the tiny Voyager 
spacecraft to be accurately trnckcd 
and guided across millions of mtlcs, 
where even a one-hundredth-of-a­
second error can mc.an a 2,000- male 
error in position. 

Such hydrogen maser clocks also 
help radio asltonomers produce cx­
t.raordinarily high resolution images 
through a process known a<> Very 
Long Baselinelntcrferornelty.ln this 
technique, two or more radio tele-

scopes, often separated by thousands 
of miles but linked by a common time 
standard, can act like a single insl.tU­
ment as large as the sepamtion be­
tween the two most distant antennas. 

When radio y,-avcs from a far gal­
axy are received by the separate an­
tennas, the synchronized clocks as­
sure that the distinctive patterns pro­
duced by the slight differences in 
arrival times can later be combmcd 
mto a single image. 

Atomic clocks using cesium nnd 
rubidium atoms also fonn the hcan 
of the Global Positioning System, n 
worldwide navigational system us­
ing satellite-borne clocks synchro 
nized with an international time n;f. 
ercnce maintained by the National 
Institute of Standards and Technol­
ogy (NIST) at Boulder, Colorado. 

In perhaps their ultimate applica­
tion, atomic clocks are used to study 
the very nature of time. A comer-
tone of Einstein's theories of reln­

uvity is the ide.a that. ume cnn be 
distorted by gravity. Einstein pre­
dicted that, free from the earth's 
gravity, a clock in ~pace would run 
faster than one on earth. 

In 1976, Vessotandhiscolleagues 
tested this principle by sendmg one 
clock on a rocket flight some 6.200 
miles into space and cornp:mng tts 
frequency against the stgnal of others 
left on the ground. As predicted, the 
space clock \\Cnt into a tlme warp, 
minutely speeding ~p as it reached 
the top if itS ltajectory. 

"The experiment showed that our 
space-borne clock ran within .0007 
percent of the rate predicted by Ein· 
stein," Vessot says. ''This was a lac­
tor of about l 00 times better than had 
been done before."

Vcssot believes that a test almost 
a million times more accurate would 
be possible with a clock in orbit 
around a truly massive object where 
the strong gra'litational field could 
produce a measumble bump in time. 
In lieu of a nearby black hole, Vessot 
hopes to put. an experiment aboard 
NASA'sproposedSolarProbetosee 
how a fiery flyby just over the sun's 
poles will affect the clock's r.ne. 

Ofcourse,clock·\\atching is nota 
umqucly American preoccupation. 
For about a decade, the Gorky Re­
search and Development Scientific 
Instrument-Making Institute in the 
Soviet Union has been mass-produc­
ing its own hydrogen masers for both 
military and domestic applications. 

Lust September, as a most posi­
tive cxpn:ssion ofthc East.-West thaw, 
Dt. Nicolai Dcmidov and two techni-

cians from the Soviet facility brought 
their clocks to Cambridge for com­
parison with the U.S. smndards. 

This first-ever Western demon­
sltatton of Sov1et clocks was most 
rc'llealing,according to Vessot. 'Their 
mnscrsarcquite tmpressive," he says. 
"Although in thepastthcyhaveoflen 
followed the U.S.lead, Lhe clocks are 
now approaching state-of-the-art 
technology and are very marketable." 

One application Vcssot and Mat­
uson hope...will result from such co­
opcrnuon is aJOinL U.S.-Soviet clock 
experiment in space, !.hereby extend­
tog potential radio-telescope 
baselines to millions of miles and 
perhaps detecting gravity waves 
prod uccd by exploding stars and black 
holes. 

"Black holes and the warping of 
.space time are pretty exotic stuff," 
Mattison says. "But our real bread 
and butter is keeping clocks accurate 
here on Earth." 

Six Smithsonian-buill hydrogen 
masers are installed at the U.S. Naval 
Observatory in Washington. D.C .. as 
partoftheobservatory'smastcrclock 
system, \\h1ch provides the Urutcd 
States' umerefcrcncc and a link with 
the mtemational stnndard. or Coordi­
nated Universal time (UTC). 

To keep all those atomic clocks 
ucking to within nine-tenths of a 
second of the earth's rotatton, leap 
seconds arc added periodically. In 

.. 

fact, this will be t.he 1 6U1 tunc since 
1972 that a second hns h~cn added to 
compensate for the slight stowmg 
down in our planet's ror.nuon.
