Despite a five-hour marathon
session, Floyd County’s Board of
Education failed Wednesday to
launch an anticipated attack on a
controversial new high school when
amotion to probe the issue got lostin
the shuffle and the noise.

Though the board took no defini-

tive action Wednesday on the high
school issue, the matter continued (o
stir interest in Frankfort, and the
controversy could become the topic
of a special board meeting.

Since August, development of the
proposed new Prestonsburg High
School at Middle Creek has drawn
debate, criticism and support, and the
issue has been credited for sweeping
long-time board chairman Dr, James
D. Adams from office.

Adams’ replacementon the board,
Eddie Billips, who campaigned for

Stumbo gets
new term as
House Leader

State Representative Greg Stumbo
of Prestonsburg was reelected by
Democratic legislators this week as
House Majority Leader for the Ken-
tucky General Assembly.

“It’s obviously a great honor,”
Stumbo said Thursday. “I'm told that
if I finish serving out this term that I
will have held the position longer
than anyone in state history.” Stumbo
has served as Majority Leader of the
House of Representatives since 1985,

Stumbo also said the position was
the realization of a long time dream.

“In 1963, or close to it, 1 acted as
the Speaker of the House with the
Kentucky Youth Assembly,” Stumbo
said. “Twenty-some years later I'm
hereinreal life as the Majority Leader.
If you would have asked me back
then what job I would like to have in
Frankfort, other than governor, I
would have said House Majority
Leader. I fell in love with the house
floor way back then, I like the give
and take of it.”

Stumbo is busy in Frankfort this
week with his duties as house leader,
as final committee assignments and
recomendations and preliminary
organizational sessions are completed
and preparations are made for an
upcoming special session of the
General Assembly.

“You can see the results in the
mountains over the last 10 w 15
years,” said Stumbo. “*'What you are
starting o see is that our area and our
delegation’s efforts are starting 10
ererge in bricks and mortar. Itis nice
to see progress and know that you
had a litle something to do with
that.”

ambulatory care for the VA Medical
Center in Huntington, and Peggy
Martin, contractofficer, met Wednes-
day in Prestonsburg with county and
city officials, Chamberof Commerce
representatives and VFW members
to discuss the clinic and look at avail-
able facilities,

The regionalclinic will offer out-
patient medical services; diagnostic
screening; transportation to and from
the Huntington VA Hospital; and
back-up services through local medi-
cal centers. It will be staffed with
doctors, nurses, and other medical
personnel. The administration hiopes
10 employ local people in those posi-
tions.

A search is underway to find a
building with 1,800-2,500 square feet
of floor space and minimum of 25
parking places, Brackett said. The
location of the clinic will be deter-
mined by public bidding.

Floyd, Johnson, Martin, Letcher,
Perry, Harlan, Knott, Pike, Morgan,
Lawrence, Lee, Owsley and Breathitt
counties are expected to be served by
the clinic, Brackett said.

The local VFW Post has made an
offertothe Veterans’ Administration
touseof the Prestonsburg VFW build-
ing at Lancer as a temporary clinic
while a permanent facilities is lo-
cated.

No official opening date has been
set for the clinic, but Dave Whalen,
spokesman for Congressman Chris
Perkins, said July 1, 1991 was given
as a “reasonable” date to begin serv-
ices.

“It’s in the very early stages,”
Whalen said. “The biggest aspects of
the clinic right now are: personnel,
identifying equipment and getting a
location.”

Martin said no official “go ahead”
has been given by the Washington
office of the VA, but she expects
approval soon for placing advertise-
ments for space for the clinic.

A dazed Billips said after the
Wednesday board meeting that he
had not heard Campbell’s motion
calling for an investigation, and that
was the reason the motion received
no second.

During the back-and-forth discus-
sion between board member James

Duff and Billips concerning the va-
lidity of the site preparation contract,
Campbell made the motion to hire
independent legal counsel to conduct

Other board members, listening to
Billips and Duff exchange opinions,
either failed to hear the motion or
opted not to act.

Board attorney Bill Francis was
asked repeatedly by Billips if the
proper bidding procedures had been
followed. Francis answered, “I'don’t

know, I wasn’( there,” and the bids
were handled by the project’s archi-
tect, Randall Burchett. “I assume Mr,
Burchetthandleditcorrectly,” Francis
said.

Billips contended the contracthad
been awarded in violation of state
regulations which prohibit bids from
being changed or altered after they
are submitted. Billips claimed the
contract awarded to C & W Equip-
ment Company did not meet bid

For commercial truckers :

New rules for the road ahead

At one time a truck driver had
only to pay an extra fee at the clerk’s
office to legally operate his vehicle.
By April 1, 1992 those days will be
gone forever.

While many truck drivers have
already taken steps lo obtain new
federally mandated commercial
driver's licensing, others are just
beginning to understand the process.

“Itis a new thing,” said Kentucky
State Police Trooper Jim Stephens.
“Itisn’t something to be afraid of, but
they (truck drivers) have to study for
i

The CDL (Comrmercial Drivers
License) requirements result from
federal legislation in 1986 which set
standards for truck drivers in all 50
states. In Kentucky, all truck and bus
drivers must complete CDL testing
before the April 1, 1992 cutoff date.

Designated drivers
draw sheriff's praise

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt
Thompson said this week that the
number of accidents and arrests in
alcohol related cases during the holi-
days were reduced by the use of
designated drivers,

“It was a real nice, easy going
holiday season,” said Thompson.
“There were some arrests of course,
but the majority of people stopped by
our officers had a designated driver.”

Thompson said that the "D-Day"
(a large scale police crackdown on
drunken drivers across the state of
Kentucky) efforts made by local and
state police had reinforced the idea
that drunken driving would not be
wolerated, but he was still surprised
by the number of people who had
taken measures o prevent drunken
driving.

“You can see that it works,” Th-
ompson said. “We didn’t have any
fatalities over the holidays and I'm
pretty sure that there were no alcohol
related accidentsin the county during
that time.”

Although an intoxicated person
might still be arrested while in a car
with a designated driver, Thompson
said that officers will usually respect
the effort to keep a sober driver at the
wheel, “As long as they have a desig-
nated driver, we are happy,” he said.

The designated driver system is
designed to reduce the number of
drunken drivers on the road with the
selection of one person whoy frains
from drinking for the pur‘p\\se of
handling the driving chores for friends
who have been drinking alcoholic
beverages. Many barsand nightclubs
will provide free soft drinks to desig-
nated drivers in support of the sys-
Lem.

will be differentforexperienced driv-
ers and beginners.

“With drivers who have at least
two years on the road experience the
road test will be waived,” Stephens
said. “Those drivers will be ‘grandfa-
thered’ into the program, which basi-
cally means thattheir experience will
be considered. They have a definite

advantage becausethey havenotonly
been on the road, but they have a
working knowledge of the mechan-
ics of their trucks,”

To qualify for “grandfathering”, a
truck or bus driver must have a two-
year driving record with no more

Saturday classes and a security

Mary Conn, speaking on behalf of
Betsy Layne parents, told board
members Wednesday the lack of
discipline; sale and use of drugs at the
school; and weaponson campus made
for a poor environment for leaming
and present a danger to students and
faculty at Betsy Layne High School.

“We were told you were respon-
sible, Mr, Hager, for what happens at
our school,” Conn said. “And we
expect you to take care of it. I have
copies of letters from parentsintorm-
ing youof those problems, Mr, Hager.
I have petitions with over 200 par-
ents’ names who will take further
action 10 control this situation if it is
not corrected.”

Hager told Conn students whoare
disrupting classes should be removed
from the school and placed in an
environment where they can be help.
He suggested holding classes on
Saturdays and after-school detention
as a “behavioral modification” proc-
ess 1o help tame unruly students.

“When one student interferes with
the education of other students, those
students are being robbed,” Hager
said. “We expect teachers to handle
their classroom situations and if it
they can’t, take it to the principal and
if it’s serious enough, take the proper
disciplinary action.

“I believe implementing an after-
school detention (program)and hold-
ing Saturday classes would be effec-
tive in this situation,” Hager said.

Hager said a security guard would
be at the school Monday, posted at
the front gate to the school keep
unauthorized persons off campus.

No longer will a select group
make decisionsaffecting our schools.

“No longer will deals be made at
the expense of the children,” Rey-
nolds said. “Eddie (Billips), I hope
your promise of meetings with teach-
ers and parents will begin soon and 1
hope the other board members will
follow your example. We want to
propel into the 90s with a bang.”

Smith delivered a similiar mes-
sage 1o the board.

“I'm here 1o tell you how I feel,”
Smith began. “No longer can we
afford to make excuses. It is our job
to educate our children. We can have
a system that works.

than one serious moving traffic vio-
lation (excessive speeding, reckless
driving); no license suspensions,
cancellations or revocations; no con-
victions for driving under the influ-
ence in any type of vehicle; and no
more than one driver's license or
other disqualifying offense.

The CDL testing procedure is a
comprehensive test of a driver's
knowledge of road safety, physical
condition, skid control and recovery,
weightand balance of the vehicle and
accident procedures. Specific lesting
for knowledge of air brake systems
and hazardous cargo will also be
applied for drivers of those vehicles.

Stephens said that the CDL pro-
gram will serve toboost worker pride
in the trucking industry.

“After completing CDL, they will
be professional drivers, notjust truck-
ers,” he said,

The officer added that drivers of
passenger vehicles would likely see a
change in truck drivers' courtesy af-
ter the CDL program is in effect.

“You won'tbe seeing truckspass-
ing on hills and, in general, the driv-
ers will be more courteous and safety
oriented,” he said.

There are three basic types of
commercial licenses for truck and
busdrivers: Class“A", Class “B” and

Class “C”. Class “A” licenses will be
issued to drivers of any combination
vehicles with a gross vehicle weight
rating (GVWR) of 26,001 pounds or
more, if the GVYWR of the vehicles
being towed is more than 10,000
pounds. Class “B” licenses will be
issued to drivers of any straight truck
with two or more axles and a GVWR
0f 26,001 pounds or more. Class “B”
will apply to any vehicle or combina-
tion of vehicles with two or more
axlesandaGVWR of 26,001 pounds
ormore if the GVWR of the vehicles
being towed is less than 10,000
pounds. Class “B” licenses will also
be issued to bus drivers and any other
driver of a vehicle designed to trans-
port 16 or more passengers (includ-
ing driver) if the GVWR is 26,001
pounds or more.

Class “C” licenses will also be
issued to bus drivers, or anyone driv-
ing a vehicle transporting 16 or more
people with a GVWR of less than
26,001 pounds. Drivers of any ve-
hicle with a GVWR of less than
26,001 pounds transporting hazard-
ous materials for which placarding is
required also require a Class "C"
license.

Operators of farm trucks used
within 150 miles of the farm, fire
equipment and emergency vehicle

drivers, military and recreational
vehicle operators are exempt from
CDL requirements.

Truck drivers in the Floyd County
area seem to support the CDL con-
cept. David Clifton Jr. of Prestonsburg
said that he liked the idea of stricter
licensing for truck driversand added,
“what they really need is a breatha-
lyzertest before they getinthe truck.”

Another truck driver, who asked
that his name not be used, said that
several truckers would be forced off
the road by the testing procedure.

“A lot of these guys can't read, or
can't read very well,” he said. “They
aren’tabout 1o embarrass themselves
by going down to1ake a big test. They
are good drivers, but there is no way
they can get through that test.,”

To arrange for testing, drivers
should first obtain a copy of the
Kentucky Commercial Driver Li-
cense Manual ai the Floyd County
Circuit Court Clerk’s office. After
studying the manual and obtaining
all required documents, drivers can
call 432-0233 10 set an appointment
fortesting. The fee foran expert CDL

ence) driveris $62, non-expertCDL’s
will cost $75.CDL testing in this area
isconducted by Trooper Jim Stephens
and Trooper Danny Stumbo.

Knowing what action to take during
flash flooding could save your life

In the wake of this past week’s
heavy rains and flash flooding, the
Kentucky Division of Water offers
suggestions on how to deal with fu-
ture flood warnings.

With flash floods, time is so short
and danger is 80 great, people must
know in advance what immediate
actions they will 1o take 1o save lives.
Before the possibility of a flood, know
how high your property is in relation
to nearby streams and other water-
ways. Il you are in an area that may
receive cxcess water during heavy
rainfall, decide what you will do and
where you will go in a flash flood
emergency.

Heavy rainfall, even for short
periods, may be followed by fash
flooding in mountain or hilly areas.
When you go into any of these areas:

* Use your maps. Know where
you ar¢ and whether you are on low
ground. Know where the high ground
isand how to getthere, Keep in mind,
though, that you don't have to be at
the bottom of a hill 1o be a target for
flash flood dangers. Water runs off
the higher elevations very rapidly.

* Stay away from natural stream-

(

beds and other drainage channels
during and after rainstorms.

* Never camp on low ground. A
flash flood can catch you while you
sleep.

A flash-flood watch isan advisory
that heavy rains may result in flash
flooding in the specified area. If one
is issued by the National Weather
Service for your area:

* Listen to area radio and TV
stations for National Weather Serv-
ice wamnings and reports,

* Recall your plans for such an
emergency and prepare (0 move out
of danger's way.

* If you are on a road, watch for
flooding at dips, bridges, and low
areas.

A flash-flood warning advises that
flash flooding is occurring or is
imminent in the specified areas. If a
flash-flood warning is issued for your
area:

* Actquickly; you may have only
minutes.

* Do not attempt 1o cross a flow-
ing stream on foot if water is above
your knees.

If your car stalls in rising water,
abandon it immediately and seek
higher ground; many deathshave been
caused when people tried to move
their stalled cars,

* Be especially careful at night,
when flood dangers are harder to
recognize.,

* Stay tuned to area radio or TV
for additional information or chang-
ing conditions.

After the flash-flood watch or
warning is canceled, continue to stay
tuned to the radio or TV for follow-
up information,

The National Safety Council sug-
gests avoiding flare-ups by cleaning
the lenses regularly and by never
wearing them for more than a weekat
a time, Give your eyes a day or so to
rest in-between wearings.

specifications advertised for the site
preparation.

Billips made a motion 1o rescind
that bid saying it failed to conform to
state guidelines. The motion failed
foreither lack of a second or failure to
be heard over the discussion,

The validity of the deed to the
Middle Creek site was also raised by
Billips and he asked the board to halt
all work on the project until a legal
determination was made.

Duff continually told Billips the
deed was approved by the state De-
partment of Education and, there-
fore, there were apparently no prob-
lems with the deed.

“It was approved by John Brock
and Mike Luscher (state director of
building and grounds),” Duff said.
“Everything this board has done has
been approved by Frankfort.”

Officials in Frankfort and Floyd
County’s State Representative have
expressed concern aboul the deed
and the way the project has been
handled.

Representative Greg Stumbo said
Thursday from Frankfort, he had
talked with Education Commission
Thomas Boysen about the Floyd
County controversy and he was set-

“I feel that meeting will probably
Lake place next week,” Stumbo said.
“I"ve talked to Dr, Boysen and Dr.
(Penney) Sanders about it and they
are both going to take a closer look at
the situation.” Sanders is director of
the state’s Office of Educational
Accountability,

Stumbo also alluded to the possi-
bility of an investigation by the At-
tormey General’s office and that the
matter could be brought up before a
Floyd County Grand Jury.

Phil Miller, a spokesman for the
Attorney General’s office, said in-
vestigators had visited the areainves-
tigating the Prestonsburg High School
project. Miller said the investigation
is not “active” at this ime.

Stumbo said he had talked with
Mike Luscher in late December about
the deed’s validity.

“Mike Luscher told me the title
opinion to the property was question-
able,” Stumbo said. “The question
wasraisedifthe deed wasfeesimple.”

Calls to Luscher were notreturned.

Steve Yater, assistant counsel for
the state, discussed the project with
Stumbo.

“Steve Yaterlooked me upand we

Gary Bale, associate superinten-
dent of legal services for the state
Depariment of Education, agreed that
questions were raised when the title

“Questions were raised but they
didn’t pertain to the coal on the prop-
erty,” Bale said. “It was more of a
technical problem. I don’t know if
those were ironed out or not (before
the purchase of the site was approved).
I've never seen the deed, 1 wasn’t
aware the coal was given away until
recently.”

As part of the purchase agree-
ment, rights to any coal uncovered
during the excavation of the site were
retained by the grantor, David May.

High School project was given to the
board of education by Luscher, Bale
said. “Mike Luscher gave the official
go ahead to buy the property.”

It's amazing that I even miss
something 1 hated so much when I
had o doit.I do haveafew Christmas
presents waiting under my little tree
for me to open and we are in the
process of planning some sortof small
celebration, I think T know what my
presents are though—toilet paper,
chapstick, food items,shampoo...that
sort of thing.

It's funny, I got my first duty in-
jury today, I sprained my wrist trying
Lo operate a staple gun (I've always
known those things were dangerous).
The doctor said I should be on my
feet again in 72 hours (just kidding).
It does make typing rather difficult,
however. 1 guess I should just be
grateful that I don’t have to write this
in longhand.

We are in our hard site now. Pretty
nice. I have a small room to myself,
sort of. I'm always having to run
people out of it because there is a
stereo system in here. No more Walk-
man for me. There s a swimming
pool here, too; my room is in the
poolhouse. There's no water in the
pool. As a matter of fact, three other
females are sleeping in it. Once we
get the owner of the house moved out
and the ladies moved into their room,
we might fill it. It’s safer that way.

The only bad thing is that we may
not be staying here for very long.
There is a possibility that we may be
moving again to be closer to our
commanding unit. I'm really getting
tired of moving, but the new site is
supposed to be nicer, within a com-
pound with other troops, stores and
fast food restaurants and such. It is
also farther from the front which
means we should be safer from mis-
sile artacks. Of course, we never feel
really safe because you never know
what is going to happen.

We are also catching wind that
Congress is going to, or has, passed a
law allowing Reserve troops (o stay
in this country a full year. I’ve been
debating how I feel about that. My
brother told me two days ago that he
finally closed down my apartment; I

have no place to live when I come
home.

I've already heard of one staff
change at the paper and I'm sure
there will be more before I get back.
Within a year, there may not be any-
body there I know. Tryingto caichup
with all that has happened over a
year's time will also be rather diffi-
cult.

As it turned out, he was only pull-
ing my leg. “Keeping me onmy toes,”
he said. He says I'm too gullible and
he needs to train me to be otherwise.
Isn’t that nice of him. I, for one, wish
he would quit.

That’s one other thing that will
make it hard staying herea year: Iam
bound to make some tight friend-
ships and then have to say goodbye.
I hate saying goodbye, because I've
found out from past experience that
you never see those people again.
That’s one of the reasons I didn’t
want to go active duty. I didn’t want
to have to reestablish my life and,
consequently, my friendships every
three years when I switched duty
stations.

She
wants me to come home and has been
bugging me for two years now to do
just that. She has even offered, in a
letter, to come Lo Kentucky with a U-
haul and take my possessions back
home with her so all I have to do is
come to her house when I get back.
Also, Lt. Stewart’s dad said he could
fix me up with a job near Fairmont,
W. Va. if I wanted it.

It’s really too much to think about
right now, butitisniceto have choices
in my life. Something I don’t have
much of at the present moment and
realize how important they are. Until
next time...

Consumer credit card group advises:
think twice before applying for gold

Millions of consumers are signing
up for “gold” bankcards they don’t
need, and for many, the cards will
mean little more than higher rates
and fees and more plastic profits for
the banks that issue them, according
to a national consumer credit watch-
dog group.

In its “Gold Card Kit" which in-
cludes a 16-page “Consumer Guide
1o Gold Credit Cards,” and a list of
the best-priced gold cards available,
Bankcard Holders of America (BHA),
anational non-profitconsumer credit
education and adyocacy organization,
advises consumers to think twice
before applying for a gold card, be-
cause:

Consumers will pay much higher
annual fees for most gold cards than
for standard cards;

Consumers often can obtain higher
credit limits without a gold card;

The benefit enhancements that
accompany most gold cards are rarely
used by consumers and, in some cases,
are available on standard cards or
elsewhere for less money;

The prestige appeal of gold cards
is fading.

Forconsumers who dodecide they
need a gold card, however, the BHA
ConsumerGuide o Gold Credit Cards
offers some tips:

Gold card benefit enhancements
are so similar from card to card that
consumers usually are better off
choosing a card based on rates and
fees, not benefits;

Consumers can get the lowest-
cost gold cards by comparison-shop-
ping—rates and fees vary from issuer
to issuer;

Consumers interested in a par-
ticular enhancement should be sure
to get the facts about all the limita-
tions that may apply to that benefit.

To helpconsumers decide whether
a gold card is best for them—and, if
so, which one—BHA is offering its
Consumer Guide To Gold Credit
Cards, together with a list of the
lowest-cost, best deals on gold cards.
The listcontains the names,addresses,
phone numbers, and application and
acceptance requirements for more
than 40 banks that issue gold cards at
the lowest interest rates or with no
annual fees, The list and guide are
available for $5 (includes postage
and handling) by writing to: BHA,
560 Herndon Pkwy., Suite 120,
Hemdon, VA 22070.

BHA Director Elgie Holstein
explained that gold cardholders are a
favorite of the big bankcard issuers,
because they tend 1o charge more on
the cards. They are also considered
better credit risks since gold card
income nd application requirements

are often more stringent than on stan-
dard cards. “Many card issuers push
gold cards, usually with steep annual
fees, because they bring in big profits
with few losses,” Holstein said. “So
consumers should first be sure they
really need a gold card. If they do,
they can actually save money by
shopping around for the best deals.”

“Many consumers apply for gold
cards in order to obtain higher lines
of credit,” explained Holstein, “but
what they usually don’t realize is that
they can save themselves the high
annual fees charged for most gold
cards simply by asking for a credit
limit increase on their current, stan-
dard card, If you've been a customer
in good standing, mosl banks will be
happy to raise your credit limit."
According to Holstein, the annual
fees for standard cards range from $0
to 855, and average $17, while gold
card annual fees range from $O to
$100 and average $36.

The Consumer Guide also warns
consumers that the enhancement
packages thatcard issuers use toentice
prospective gold card applicants are
rarely used by consumers, and, in
many cases, duplicate or cost more
than similar services available to
consumers elsewhere.

“Fewer than five percent of card-
holders acwally make use of the
enhancements that come with gold
cards,” Holstein noted. “This means
that unless you really think you may
someday need one of the benefits,
save your money and stick with a
standard card.” According to the
Consumer Guide to Gold Credit
Cards, some goldcard enhancements,

such as emergency cash, are also
available on standard cards. Others,
such as purchase insurance, may
duplicate coverage available under
homeowners” and renters’ insurance
policies.

Many gold card enhancements are
identical from card-to-card, accord-
ing to the BHA Guide. All American
Express Gold Cards and Discover
Card Private Issue cards (the Sear’s
Discover version of gold card) carry
the same package of enhancements.
Visa and MasterCard enhancements,
however, may differ from bank to
bank. The Visa and MasterCard
associations have developed pack-
ages of “core” enhancements which
are automatically offered to all Visa
and MasterCard Gold cardholders.
In addition, though, each issuer may
add extra enhancements, and is free
10 “download” gold-card enhance-
mentstotheir standard card programs,
although most issuers choose not io
do so.

[t is generally inadvisable to pick
one gold card over another simply on
the basis of enhancements, Holstein
explained. “The card issuers watch
each other closely, so their enhance-
ments are often similar to one an-
other,” he said. “For consumers,
figuring out the differences between
gold cards based on their enhance-
ments can be confusing because in
many cases, the differences are either
very slight or non-existent.”

Floyd records 5.3 percent :

Big Sandy unemployment rate falls

Mirroring a stalewide hike (o
Kentucky's highest unemployment
level since mid-summer, joblessrates
climbed in 78 of the state’s 120 coun-
ties between Octoberand November.

Rates fell in 41 counties, accord-
ing (o the Cabinet for Human Re-
sources monthly labor trends report.

In the Big Sandy region, the un-
employment rate fell from a revised
6.4 percent in October (o a prelimi-
nary 5.8 percentin November, Rates
ranged from 5.3 percent in both Floyd
and Pike counties to 9.3 percent in
Magoffin County.

The monthly sample of claimants
of unemployment insurance benefits
showed 354 percent had worked in
mining, 252 percent in trade, 11.8
percent in construction, 8.9 percent
in services and 8.1 percent in manu-
facturing.

October’s revised state rate of 4.7
percent rose to a preliminary 5.4
percent in November—Kentucky's
highest monthly jobless rate since
June's 5.9 percent and above the
November 1989 rate of 5.0 percent.

However, the November rate also
was the fifth consecutive month
Kentucky was below the national rate,
which rose from 5.4 percent in Octo-
ber to 5.8 percent in November,
Comparable state and national rates
are not seasonally adjusted.

Ed Blackwell, the cabinet’s chief
labor market analyst, said short- and
long-term layoffs and seasonal job
losses occurred in almost all areas of
Kentucky.

“Counties with residents working
in the automotive or apparel indus-
tries were affected by some tempo-
rary layoffs in November, as these
businesses tried to reduce their in-
ventories, “ Blackwell said.

“At the same time, weather-re-
lated farm and road and home con-
struction job cuts took place across
the state,” he said. " And I suspect that
public concernabout a slowing econ-
omy reduced the number of holiday
shopping season jobs we normally
pick up in November.”

Ten counties registered double-
digitrates in November, compared (o
six in October and five in November
1989.

Compared to November 1989, 70
counties held higher unemployment

maining 50 counties had lower rates
than a year ago.

Blackwell said the auto and cloth-
ing industries workforce reductions
led the manufacturing seclor to adrop
of 4,500 jobs from October to No-
vember,

Anestimated 3,000 fewer agricul-
tural workers were needed in lobacco
with the opening of burley sales.
Approximately 2,000 construction
jobs were lost mainly in heavy and
general building and special trades
such as stone work and heating and
air conditioning.

Among November’semployment
gainers were trade (+2,800), mostly
in department and clothing stores;
services (+800), boosied by the fall
racing meet at Churchill Downs and
new businessand health-related jobs;
and education (+500), probably due
to additional seasonal maintenance
work in preparing schools for the
upcoming winterweather, said Black-
well.

The category that includes self-
employed people, domestic employ-
ees and people working in family
businesses fell by 2,500 workers.

The U.S. Department of Labor’s

estimaie of Kentuckians working in
November, based on census surveys,
was 1,674,800, compared to the
Ocwober figure of 1,682,000 and
12,000 higher than the November
1989 report of 1,662,800,

The federal estimate of unem-
ployed Kentuckians was 94,700 inl
November, up 12,500 from October’s
82,200 and 7,200 above the Noveni-
ber 1989 figure of 87,500.

Kentucky’s civilian labor force
estimate for November was
1,769,500, an increase of 5,300 from
October’s 1,764,200 and 19,200
higher than the November 1989 fig-
ure of 1,750,300. the civilian labor
force includes non-military workers
and unemployed Kentuckians who
actively are sceking work. It does not
include the unemployed who have

not looked for a job in four weeks.

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Consumers:

Precautions can prevent accidents, injuries

As Kentuckians endure the
Season’s first real winter weather,
many are using wood stoves and space
heaters 1o stave off high heating bills.

Department for Health Services
safety officials say consumers should
use caution along with the heaters to
stave off injuries and deaths caused
by such heat sources. Officials offer
the following tips for heater safety.

Wood Stoves and Fireplaces—
Im_prupcr installation and creosote
buildup cause mostinjuries and deaths
associated with wood stoves and fire-
places.

—Consumers should always fol-
!ow manufacturer’s instructions for
installing wood stoves, especially the
directions concerning the surface the
stove setson andits distance from the
wall.

—Most wood-heating fires occur
in chimneys. Chimneys should be
cleaned annually by aqualified chim-
ney sweep Lo prevent the dangers of
creosole, a tar-like residue that can
build up in chimneys and catch on
fire. Homeowners should regularly

inspect chimneys and repair as neg-
essary.

—Trash, charcoal and plastics
should never be put into a wood-
burning appliance. These items can
release pollutants as they burn,

—Install and maintain smoke
detectors and keepa fire extinguisher
nearby.

—Use ametal bucket with a metal
cover to collect ashes.

Kerosene Heaters—The two main
dangers associated with kerosene
heaters are “flare up” fires and air
pollutants.

—Uncontrolled flaming (flare up)
can occur with the use of improper or
contaminated fuels. Always use 1k
kerosene and accept no substitutes.

—Pollutants from kerosene heat-
erscanaccumulate and become harm-
ful. To prevent this, set the heater
wick at the level recommended by
the manufacturer and adequately
ventilate the room.

Electric Heaters—These appli-
ances are not meant forextended use;
they provide only temporary heal.

Dispute settled :

Blue Cross/Blue Shield
agrees to make refund
to some policyholders

Commissioner of Insurance Eliza-
beth P. Wright, Attorney General
Frederic J. Cowan, and Blue Cross/
Blue Shield announced recently that
a settlement has been reached con-
cerning individual health insurance
rates imposed by Blue Cross/Blue
Shield in May, 1988. The attorney
general, Blue Cross/Blue Shield, and
Commissioner Wright have agreed
that Blue Cross/Blue Shield willmake
a refund of $1.9 million to about
12,000 policyholders, including
approximately 1,100 family policy-
holders.

These policyholders bought cov-
erage through the Kentucky Farm
Bureau or directly from Blue Cross/
Blue Shield. Policyholders will re-
ceive a refund as long as they were
insured during the period of May 15,
1988, through May 15, 1989, regard-
less of whether they are currently
insured by Blue Cross/Blue Shield.
Refund checks should be mailed by
the end of March, 1991,

The dispute involved individual
health insurance rates charged by Blue
Cross/Blue Shield from May, 1988,
to May, 1989, when a rate increase
was combined with full implementa-
tion of demographic (or age and sex)
rating, resulted in rate increases of up
to 80% for older policyholders. The
rates were disapproved by the Com-
missioner of Insurance in Septem-
ber, 1988, as unfair or not in the
public interest because, due to preex-
isting health conditions, many of the
affected policyholders would not be
able 10 obtain coverage from another
source,

“Thissettlementis fairtothe public
and fair 1o the Attorney General and
Blue Cross/Blue Shield,” said Com-
missioner Wright. “It resolves the
allegations that Blue Cross/Blue
Shield went too far, too fast in May,
1988, rate increases, but also recog-
nizes that Blue Cross/Blue Shield
must receive an adequate premium
for its insurance coverage.”

“These refunds will provide im-
portant relief to older persons hold-
ing Blue Cross/Blue Shield individ-
ual coverages through Kentucky Farm
Bureau and directly from Blue Cross/
Blue Shield,” said Attorney General
Cowan. He also said that he was
pleased with the strong position Laken
by the Commissioner of Insurance
throughout the proceedings, and with
the cooperation shownby BlueCross/
Blue Shield in negotiating a settle-
ment after the April Supreme Court
decision. “I think all parties should
be happy with the final settlement,”
Cowan said.

“This proves that when parties
have disagreements, seltlements can
be reached when channels of com-
munication remain open and the best
interests of the general public is
always a first priority,” said Steve
Bow, president and CEO of Blue
Cross/Blue Shield. Bow also an-
nounced that Blue Cross/Blue Shield
has set up a “hotline” to answer poli-
cyholder questions about the settle-
ment: 502/425-1324. The “hotline”
will began operating on December 3.

Prepare for cold weather dangers :

Chill wind blows in danger of frostbite

In colder weather, frosibite, a
common form of cold injury, will be
on the increase. The people most
commonly affected by it are those
exposed to the cold such as skiers,
mountaineers, hunters, snowmobil-
ers, and anyone else who spends time
in the cold without being properly
dressed.

Precautions against frosibite con-
sist mostly of being prepared for the
conditionsunder whichitoccurs. Cold
weather travelers and sports enthusi-
asts should carry extra clothes in the
car or by pack when going by foot
into the back coyntry. They should
also dress for comfort and protection
rather than style. Kor example, use
several layers of light, loose clothing
that will trap air and provide ade-
quate insulation rather thanone bulky,
heavy or constricting garment, It is
also important Lo avoid getting your
extremities wet when the tempera-
ture is low, and to avoid using alcohol
or other drugs that influence circula-
tion under conditions of low tem-
peratures.

Frostbite occurs when one opmore
of the following conditions arc pres-
ent:

1. When it is so cold that the loss
of large amounts of body heat occurs
through conduction, This is worse
when the wind isblowing resulting in
a chill factor which markedly lowers
the effective lemperature.

2. Whenareas of the body become
wel.

3. Long periods of inactivity with
slow circulation to the extremities.

4. When your circulation is im-
paired by tight garments such as shoes
laced too tightly, socks or gloves.

Under these conditions, frostbite
is announced by the skin becoming
pink followed by blanching and the
occurrence of a stinging pain. These
symptoms occur most commonly
over the cheeks, nose, fingers or toes.
Itcan be treated very effectively when
caught early by the firm, steady pres-
sure of a warm hand against the chilled
area or by blowing warm breath on
the spot, or holding the nipped fin-
gers against the body or in the arm
pits for warming. These symptoms
and signs should be considered a
warning of worse things to come and
attention should be paid to getting the
extremities into 4 warmer environ-
ment at once.

If the problem is not treated effec-
tively at this stage, the stinging pain
turms 10 a numb sensation in the af-
fected part of the body, and the skin
becomes white, waxy, or grayish
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yellow in appearance. The skin also
becomes hard or doughy in texture, It
is important to recognize that the
onset of numbness in a cold extrem-
ity does not mean that the situation is
getting better, but is in fact a danger-
ous sign.

Once you are in a position o treat
the frostbitten person, the following
steps should be taken to warm the
affected area and maintain circula-
tion.

1. Get indoors as quickly as pos-
sible or into any shelter protected
from the wind and where heat can be
conserved.

2. The frozen area should be cov-
ered with extra blankets or clothing.
This willallow controlled rewarming
of the affected part_,.

3. If no extra material is available,
thaw the part by using the patient’s
body or the body of another by plac-
ing the part under an armpit or be-
tween the thighs. You can also place
warm hands over the affected part.

4. If warm water is available, it
should be used with the following
precaution. The temperature should
be between 100-105 F. If no ther-
mometer is present, use the elbow or
hand for testing making sure the
temperature is just slightly above
body temperature. The limb should
be treated for about one halfand hour
until a pink color begins to return,

5. Treat the tissues gently and if
the toes or feet are involved, do not
allow weightbearing until the person
is seen by a physician. f

6. Give the person something
warm o drink—this should not be
alcohol in any form.

There are some very important
things which should notbe done when
treating frostbite:

1. Do not rub the frozen part with
snow or anything else. This scientifi-

form of radiant heat, This also means
that the affected part should not be
placed near a hot stove. These farms
of rewarming may do more harm
than good.

3. Do not break any blisters that
may appear. This could increase the
chance of infection.

4, Do not give the patient alcohol
or allow him or her to smoke. These
measures will work against your ef-
forts. Using alcohol will increase the
loss of body heat. Smoking will
constrict the frozen blood vessels,
slowing body warming. .

Remember that frostbite is actu-
ally a freezing of the tissues and can
result in permanent damage (o the
involved extremity. This may be in
the form of permanent redness or
gangrene that requires amputation.
Because of these factors, the person
involved in the frostbite should al-
ways be seen by a physician. Never
attempt 1o treat it by yourself. Treat-
ment given on the trail or at the ski
lodge should not be considered ade-
quate. Lastly, please remember that
frostbite is better prevenied than
treated.

HERE’S HOW TO TELL THE
DIFFERENCE IN
CRANKBAITS

If you’re having trouble telling
the difference between crankbaits,
don't feel bad, because you're not
alone. With all the different models,
sizes and designs of these billed di-
vers, it really is difficult to under-
stand what each one does.

*“The major feature to study is the
lip, or bill,” explains Evinrude Out-
boards Pro Staff angler Guy Eaker,
“because the size and shape of the bill
determines what the lure is going to
do.

“Just remember that a bill that
extends straight out from the lure
body will dive deep and have a tight
action. A bill that extends downward
atan angle will have a stronger action
but will not dive as deep.”

The longer or wider the bill, Eaker
continues, the deeper it will dive.

“Those are really the primary
things to remember when choosing
one of these lures,” he explains. “The
way you actually fish them probably

has as much effect on how they dive |

as their design.
“Most crankbaiting is done with

10 or 12 pound test line. If you use

heavier line, the lure just won’t dive
as deep as it could because the line
itself holds it up. You can add as
much as two feet of diving depth by
using lighter line like 10 pound test
rather than 14 or 17 pound test.”

Another trick Eaker suggests to
help get a crankbait down deep is a
change in retrieve speed.

“To getacrankbait downinitially,
turn the reel handle fast,” the Evin-
rude pro instructs, “but then slow
your retrieve. The lure will continue
to dive when you do this,

“If you keep reeling fast through-
outthe retrieve, the force of the water
on the bill pushes against it and actu-
ally keeps it from going any deeper.”

Eaker also suggests using marker
buoys as casting reference poinis
when using crankbaits.

“Many anglers just don’t cast far
enough to geta crankbait down at the
right spot,” he says. “If I catch a bass
or see some particular structure on
the bottom, I drop a buoy, but I.don’t
cast right to the marker,

“With a crankbait, you need to
cast 20 or 30 feet beyond the marker
so the lure hits bottom by the buoy

where the bass are, If you don’t put
out a marker, you'll have a hard time
getting your casts into the right spot
time after time.”

It's also important to have your
crankbaits hitting bottom during the
retrieve, Eaker Adds. If you can’t
feel the bottom, change to a deeper
diving model that does. Many pros
like Eakertry to make their crankbaits
bang against stumps or rocks con-
tinuously, using deep diving lures in
shallow water.

Fishermen running a lot of elec-
tronic equipment on their bass boats
might consider installing a voltmeter
gauge,advise experts at OMC. One
of the easiest instruments for the do-
it-yourselfer to install, a voltmeter
monitors battery voltage regulator,
OMC’s new Tech Series voltmeter is
available from most Johnson and
Evinrude dealers.

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RIVER OTTER
RESTORATION PROGRAM

Few other native Kentucky
furbearers are as fascinating or genu-
incly entertaining in the wild as the
North American river otter. The
ouer’s graceful aquatic antics and
natural activities offer pure enjoy-
ment for anyone fortunate enough to
see them,

Thisspring, the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources
will begin a new project that will
eventally restore the river otler
throughout the state. The first phase
of this restoration effort will be a
release of approximately 75 otters in
Central Kentucky area. Otters are
currently protected from harvest in
Kentucky.

Most people have become ac-
quainted with the river otter through
television and wildlife displays.
However, observation in the wild has
been very limited in Kentucky for
many years, primarily due to man’s
activities.

Fortunately though, recent obser-
vations have shown otters are slowly
returning 1o some parts of Western
Kentucky. Wildlife biologists attrib-
ute the budding comeback to natural
range expansion from bordering
states, as well as the increase in the
beaver population. Beavers create
good otter habitat and many times
these two species will co-exist in the
same area, sometimes the same
dwelling.

In addition to these factors, Ken-
tucky has abundant water and food
supplies necessary for otter survival,

“A number of states have at-
tempted a project of this kind and all
have had excellent success,” said Tom
Edwards, wildlife division assistant
director for the fish and wildlife
department.

“The otter is a highly adaptable
animal, and considering Kentucky's
potential, this program has practi-
cally a 100 percent chance of suc-
cess,” Edwards added.

A major goal of the state fish and
wildlife department is to reestablish
wildlife species, like the river otter,
that were once found in Kentucky.
Obviously, thisisn’talways possible.
Too many changes have occurred o
the land that would negate the return
of some species. But, in this case,
man does have the ability to help
wildlife, thus helping himself toward
increasing the enjoyment wildlife

provides.

Bringing back the river otter is
going to take time, and support form
the public will be an important key to
success. With any luck, Kentuckians
will regain a “missing piece” of our
state’s natural beauty, to which our
wildlife resources so greatly contrib-
ute.

Recently, Willie Elliott’s English
I1I class at McDowell High School
studied John Steinbeck’s novel Of
Mice and Men. As a culminating
activity, the students did a review of
the novel. Below is one of those re-
Views:

Of Mice and Men

by John Steinbeck

John Steinbeck was born in Sali-
nas, Calif. on February 27, 1902, He
worked at various jobs o earn a liv-
ing before becoming a writer. His
first three books received little atten-
tion. His fourth book, Tortilla Flat,
published in 1935, was his first suc-
cess. In 1939, Steinbeck published
The Grapes of Wrath. It became an
explosive best-seller and won a Pul-
ilzer prize.

Throughout his work, Steinbeck
advocated a kind of moral ecology
emphasizing the need for humans
and nature to be in partnership. Al-
though he was ultimately more inter-
ested in what unites humanity, Of
Mice and Men explores the causes of
isolation.

The economic upheavals of the
1930"s produced a rootlessness in
Americans who found themselves
without possessions or hope. Of Mice
and Menis, in part, an examination of
this kind of alienation, All of the
characters, except George and Len-
nie, are lonely people. Chance and
destitution brought them together.

This excerpt best sums up the
theme of Of Mice and Men: “A guy
needs somebody — to be near him,”
Crooks whined. “A guy goes nuts if
he ain’t got nobody. Don't make no
difference who the guy is, long’s he's

with you. I'tell ya,” he cried, “I tell ya

a guy gets too lonely an’ he gets
sick.”

Steinbeck’s narrative technique
must not be taken for granted. He did
a marvelous job in using symbols to
convey how heexpresses acharacter.
The name of Lennie Small, for ex-

ample, is ironic in that Lennie is a big
guy with a small mind. Candy’s
missing hand symbolizes powerless-
ness and Crooks' twisted back repre-
sents years of oppression.

The use of animal symbolism is
also a very effective technique that
Steinbeck used. His use of foreshad-
owing is also superb. A great ex-
ample is how Carlson wasdirecting a
way to painlessly kill Candy’s dog.
This event has a significant impact
on the story. Although the narrator’s
point of view may seem omniscient,
Steinbeck reveals only the charac-
ters’ thoughts and what is happening
within the bounds of the characters’
five senses,

Of Mice and Men is a beautifully
orchestrated masterpiece. Once [
started reading it, I just had to finish
as soon as possible, and I even came
back for seconds.

Broderick Crawford found niche
in surprise hit series

Q: Whatever happened o
Broderick Crawford? As a
kid I emjoyed his series
Highway Patrol but never
knew much about him. Too
bad there isn’t a series like
that on now that my son could
watch. —Bob Whittaker,

'South Chicago Heights, IIl.

A: Broderick Crawford
began his film career in the
late 1930s primarily in tough
gangster roles. His best
success came in 1949 when
he won the Academy Award
for his role as a ruthless
politician in All the King's
Men. He made many guest
appearances on television,
but he really found his niche
in 1955 as the tough-talking
Chief Dan Matthews of
Highway Patrol. The pro-
gram was cheaply made and
no one expected it to be a
but it was. The
whole country was going
around saying “10-4.” After
the series ended, he starred
in the television shows King
of Diamonds and The
Interns. He died in April
1986 after suffering a series
of strokes. He was 74 years
old.

Q: Ienjoyed watching in the
early '50s the TV western
The Range Rider. Could you
tell me who was the real
“Range Rider,” and what was
his partner's name? —Lee
Ann Jastrow, Rockville,
Md.

A: Former stuntman and
screen Tarzan Jock Mahon-
ey starred as the Range
Rider, a wandering good
guy, and Dick Jones as his
youthful sidekick, Dick
West. The show was
syndicated during the
1951-52 season and later
returned in rerunson ABC in
1965. Mahoney, stepfather
of actress Sally Field, also
appeared in the title role of
Yancy Derringer on CBS
from 1958-59.

Q: Whatever happened (o
the beautiful actress Hazel
Court who starred in movies

of the 1940s? Please tell me
what you can about her.

A: Hazel Court was born
in 1926 in Sutton Coldfield,
England.
