"I went 
to two years of high school, but I was 
just skipping classes, running around 
and chasing girls. I couldn't read or 

write. My brothers used to kid me a 
lot, calling mea dummy and stufflike 
that They don't do that any more. 
Besides, I'm still the only one of my 
brothers who can fix a car." 

Lennie said that his wife has also 
played a big role in his quest to im­
prove his life. 

"She said, 'why don't you go back 
and get your GED?, and I thought 
about it but I guess I was a little afraid 
of the idea. Then one day she said 'If 
you go, I'll go with you', and here I 
am today." 

Lennie is learning to read, write 
and solve math problems with the 
help of Thelma Spencer, a senior 
volunteertutorfrom the Floyd County

Literacy Council. 
Thelma volunteered for the pro­

gram two years ago, and says that 
working with Lennie has been a spe­
cial experience. 

"When you have somebody who 
wants to learn as much as Lennie 
wants to learn it is very rewarding. 
He is just so willing to learn and work 
toward learning that it would be a 
shame to not have someone to teach 
him," said Spencer. 

Spencer said that other senior citi­
zens should get involved with teach­
ing. "All the people who have retired 
and are spending their days watching 
soap operas on television should tty 
to get involved, she said.

for work done at the Left Beaver site. 

Allegations by the architect for 
Left Beaver High School relating to 
the construction manager's contract

Site-based committee not willing to take "no" for an answer : 

Betsy Layne group 
pleads for assistance

Parents at Betsy Layne High 
School are becoming frantic over an 
increase in the number of in-school 
fights and the severe beating of one 
female student while at school. 

Parents could ask for a state take­
over of the school if the board of 
education fails to act on a petition to 
hire an assistant principal at the 
school.presented by the school's site 
based management committee at 
Tuesday's meeting. 

Anna Boyd, the mother of the 
student who was assaulted, made a 
passionate plea Tuesday to the board 
to provide assistance at the school in 
order to prevent other students from 
being assaulted. Boyd distributed to 
the board members pictures of the 
beaten girl and a $900 dental bill. 

"Please, help us," Boyd asked the 
board. "Don't let this happen to any­
oneelse'schild who goes to school at 
Betsy Layne. Teachers and officials 
have known what's been happening 
at this school. Something has got to 
be done to make our schools safe for 
our students." 

Boyd said her daughter had been 
assaulted by another student in an 
incident on February 1. 

Superintendent Ron Hager would 
not recommend hiring an assistant 
principal at Betsy Layne or for Allen 
Central and Prestonsburg because, 
he said, funds were not available. 

"I can't recommend something to 
the board which would put us in a 
deficit," Hager said. "Years ago the

principals agreed to give up their 
assistants to up their salaries. We 
don't have the funds." 

In a response directed to Boyd 
about the assault on her daughter, 
Hager said, "It sounds like you need 
a policeman." 

Joe Jacobs, who heads the site 
based management team, said Thurs­
day, if the school board "chooses to 
ignore" the problems at Betsy Layne, 
the school could be declared a school 
in crisis and be taken over by the state 
Department of Education. 

"The board has an obligation to 
provide equal educational opportu­
nity students," Jacobs said. "That has 
not been happening at Betsy Layne 
under Ron Hager's tenure. We've 

not had the cooperation (with the 
admmistration) like other schools 
have had. That's why we chose. site­
based management. 

"We have a right to petition this 
board of education for the safety and 
improvement in our childrens' edu­
cation," Jacobs added. "Something 
needs to be done at Betsy Layne." 

Board member Eddie Billips told 
Boyd he understood and sympathized 
with her because his daughter had 
been assaulted last fall while attend­
ing school. 

"This is a very grave issue that I 
personally understand," Billips said. 
"The answer is not necessarily an

Luscher said it would cost 
$181,950 an acre to develop the site, 
including acquisition costs. 

At the public comment session of 
the meeting, John Sammons, repre­
senting citizens supporting the new 
Prestonsburg High School, presented 
the board petitions with an estimated 
675 names supporting construction 
of a new school and asked the board 
to forward a copy to Kentucky's 
Education Commissioner Dr. Tho­
mas Boysen.

I hope the board shares our 
concern for a quality education for 
our students."

Medical waste incinerator 
regulations approved 

Two medical waste incinerator 
regulations approved on Jan. 4 by the 
Administrative Regulation Review 
Subcommittee would require more 
stringent air pollution controls and 
training of incinerator operators. 

The regulations, written by the 
Natural Resources and Environ­
mental Protection Cabinet under a 
mandate by Gov. Wallace Wilkin­
son, will h<.' suhmiued to the Joint 
Interim Committee on Agriculture 
and Natural Resources for final ap­
proval. 

Current medical waste incinerator 
regulations, whichapplyonlytothose 
with more than a 500-pound-per-hour 
bum load, contain a 20 percent opac­
ity limit and limits on particulate 
matter. Gov. Wilkinson directed the 
cabinet to develop new regulations 
and replace current inadequate regu­
lations. 

The proposed regulations will help 
alleviate environmental problems 
associated with medical waste incin­
erators due to poor incinerator design 
and operational practices, said 
Hisham Saaid, acting director of the 
Division for Air Quality, the cabinet 
agency that will enforce the regula­
tions. 

When adopted, the new regula­
tions will require all medical waste 
incinerators to obtain a permit from 
the Division for Air Quality. Some 
other requirements will include: 

• An opacity limit of 10 percent 
• More stringent particulate mat­

ter emission limits 
o Carbon monoxide limits 
o Continuous monitoring for car­

bon monoxide and for opacity 
• An annual stack test for particu­

late matter 
o Ash testing and proper disposal 

requirements 
• Hydrogenchloridestandardsand 

annual testing requirements for new 
sources with a bum load of more than 
500 pounds per hour 

• Sulfur dioxide limits if other 
waste material is burned along with 
medical wastes 

o One·second residence time in 
the secondary chamber in all units 
with the secondary chamber operat­
ing at 1,800 degrees Fahrenheit, plus 
or minus 200 degrees and 

• Completion of an approved 
course by medical waste incinerator 
operators. 

Existing units will have up to four 
years to comply with the applicable 
regulations. New sources will have 
180 days from start-up to demon­
strate compliance.

The items listed by the state offlce 
for correction are: to maintain the fire 
watch during school hours and that 
the school's sprinkler system "shall" 
be connected to a reliable water works 
supply. 

The board gave no response to the 
questions. 

Talina Rayburn, from Martin 
P.T.A.,askedtheboardaboutseveral 
accounts payable that were not in­
cluded in two audits conducted pres­
ently on the school's activity ac­
counts. 

Rayburn asked about a debt owed 
since 1986 to Scott Foreman, book 
company; $790.90 to Appalachian 
Snack Company; $2,100 to Lance; 
and $2,692.33 to Lowe's ofLondon. 

"Why were these debts not in­
cluded in the audits?" Rayburn asked. 
"How did our school get in this 
shape?" 

SuperintendentHagerdirected the 
questions to fmance officer Russell 
Frazier, who said Martin Principal 
William Hughes had recently sent to 
the board an updated financial report 
and a plan to reduce the school's 
deficit But Frazier could not answer 

why the debts were not included and 
added Hughes did not list those ac­
counts on the annual report. 

"The audit did not reflect those 
amounts owed because we did not 
have true figures," Frazier said. "That 
did not give us a true financial picture 
of the school's account" 

Frazier said Hughes would have 
to answer how the school "got in that 
shape." 

Included in the board's agenda 
was a letter from Joan Meyers, an 
attorney in Fort Worth Texas, saying 
she was intending to file a lawsuit 
against the board for$4,924.24 owed 
by Martin Elementary. The debt is 
for a lease agreement for computer 
equipment for the Test Mate com­
puter program at the school. The let­
ter requested a response before Feb­
ruary 8. 

Debra Hayes, from Parents for 
Better Schools, asked the board to let 
parent organizations become more 
active in the school system and of­
fered the group's assistance in any 
way needed. 

She also asked that all schools 
have band and art classes available 
for students; basic supplies in each 
c;chool room; and caution lights near 
all schools. 

The board gave no response to the 
requests. 

Karen Marcum asked permission 
to begin a P.T.A. program at 
Prestonsburg High School and asked 
the board to "look for a new princi­
pal" at the high school. Marcum did 
not explain her request for a new 
principal.

That provision was deleted this week by the House commit­
tee on Natural Resources and Environmental Protection and 
replaced with a proposal that counties make participation in 
garbage collection programs voluntary. 

What courage, what concern, what leadership our environ­
mental protectors have displayed. 

No doubt all the state's illegal dumpers will stand in line to sign 
up for voluntary participation programs now that Frankfort has 
mandated that they can if they want to. 

Certainly this heroic leadership will guarantee the extinction 
of roadside dumps and polluted streams.

Mandatory garbage collection works. Voluntary garbage 

collection doesn't. 
You don't have to look beyond your nose for proof. 
Floyd County requires its residents to have their garbage 

picked up. That service hasn't ended the county's litter prob­
lem, but it has had a positive impact on it. 

Johnson County has a voluntary system for garbage collec­
tion. About half the county's households pay for collection while 
the other half, presumably, volunteer to throw their trash 
elsewhere. 

Surveys on the issue of mandatory garbage collection rou­
tinely produce overwhelming results favoring such an attack on 
trash. Yet our legislators continue to ignore this apparent 
mandate.

Inquiring minds want to know .. 

Will the circle go unbroken? 
Oh, the sun shines bright on my old Kentucky home. 
But not necessarily on our old Floyd County Board of Educa­

tion meetings. 
The board spent more than three hours behind closed doors 

Tuesday in an executive session called to discuss "pending 
litigation." 

That's an exceptable and legal excuse for excluding the 
public if, in fact, a specific lawsuit was the one and only topic of 
discussion. 

We're led to believe, however, that other matters were on the 
closed-door agenda. That comes as no great surprise, unfor­
tunately. Public officials often flaunt the law concerning open 
meetings when it suits them and the public rarely responds with 
anything close to concern. 

Public scrutiny of touchy issues may make some elected 
officials uncomfortable, but open-airings almost always lend a 
fresher scent and a less restricted perspective to public issues. 

Public apathy toward enforcement of open meeting laws 
equates to public approval of illegal activity. 

Will the circle go unbroken? 
That's up to you.

Other Voices---
War having impact 
on local campus

is beginning to feel the impact of the 
war. Unlike traditional college cam­
puses, a community college has much 
closer ties to the surrounding com­
munity. Many students are members 
of the Kentucky National Guard or 
belong to Army Reserve units. As the 
conflict in the Gulf intensifies, so 
docs discussion about the war. 

Professor Robert McAninch, who 
served in the U.S. Army during the 
height of the Cold War, talks about 
the war nearly every day in his class 
or World Politics. McAninch believes 
that, "lhis is lhc right war in the right 
place at the right time with the right 
enemy." He reports lhat virtually all 
of his students agree with him. Dr. 
Donald Barlow also spends a great 
deal of time discussing the war in his 
history classes. When asked if he 
approved of the president's handling 
of the situation he responded by say­
mg. "Yes, I would stand up to an 
aggressor." Barlow noted that many 
students in his World War II class are 
fascinated by the comparison of 
Saddam Hussein to Adolf Hitler. 

Perhaps the Gulf War has been 
studied most intensely by the stu­
dents enrolled in Leo Weddle's 
Modern Social Problems class. 
Weddle is a former Marine who saw 
action during the Korean War. Dur­
ing that conflict, he wrote an inspira­
tional poem lhat was published in the 
Marine Corps Magazine. As an in­
strucLOr, he ha-; encouraged his stu­
dents to learn as much about this war 
as possible. The class made a field 

trip to the National Guard Annory in 
Prestonsburg where they were es­
corted around the building by Ser­
geants John Stevens, Fred Bingham, 
and Ricky Caldwell. The students 
also created a film based upon inter­
views they conducted with local resi­
dents. The random interviews con­
ducted by lhe students mdicated lhat 
a vast majority of people in our area 
strongly support the war effort. A 
panel discussion on the war is also 
planned in the near future. 

To many students and faculty 
members the war has a much more 
personal meaning. Dr. Barlow and 
Dr. Dorothy Carlson both have sons 
in the military. Professor Ron Carter 
received a letter from his brother 
written as he was preparing for a 
move to the front. Yellow ribbons 
can be seen lhroughout the campus 
and are worn by students and faculty 
members alilce. For Assistant Profes­
sor Waller Bevens the horror of war 
was brought home very early. Bevens 
is an expert on the Middle East and 
during his years as a student at the 
University of Arizona he befriended 
many young Kuwaitiis. He has heard 
from unofficial sources lhat several 
of his friends were killed by Iraqi 
troops during lhc invasion. He feels 
that Saddam Hussein "is a terrorist. 
That is why lhc whole thing is so 
tragic." 

While the college docs employ 
several faculty members who were 
born in Asia, none are natives oflraq 
or Kuwait. When the war began, a 
professor from India was puzzled 
when he recei vcd a threatening phone 
call. India is not in the Middle East 
and Hindus have a long history of 
conflict wilh their Moslem neigh· 
bors. Unfortunately not everyone has 
a good background in geography. 

If you think education is expen­
sive, try ignorance.

Elk Horn Coal's engineering legend George Pow is remembered 

George Pow Chief Engineer 1918-1946 

by Jeanette Knowles 

His name is enough to make you 
sit up and take notice, but his profes­
sion was different. I always imagined 
him to be a big man - the type of 
man you picture whose name is 
George POW! He was, however, not 
very large in size; his picture presents 
a quiet, neat individual, reticent look­
ing, but determined in all he did. The 
set of his Scottish mouth told you he 
would do whatever it takes to have a 
satisfying "pass through" on this 
earth. 

Pow died 44 years ago, but evi­
dence of his work with Elk Horn Coal 
may still be found in many records 
and flies. In all his years with Elk 
Horn, he was a vital part of the life, 
success, and future of the company. 

He died just before Elk Horn Coal 
formal! y shut down company mining 

operations, but worked through the 
frrst years of development from 1910 
to 1920, then through the ups and 
downs of the twenties and thirties. 
He probably saw the best and the 
worst, and through it all was quite 
happy. He got a late start in his 
education, but when he did, was able 
to find the field that would satisfy 
him the most - mining - and he 
never desired to do anything else. 

Born in Scotland in 1877, George 
Pow was brought to the United States 
by his parents at the early age of 18 
months. His family settled in Adams, 
Massachusetts where his father 
worked in the textile industry. The 
young George worked there too, until 
the age of twenty. Then Annabel 
Pennington, wife of the church pas­
tor, encouraged him to investigate 
Berea high school and college where 
he might advance his education and 

work to pay expenses at the same 
time. That he did, traveling to Ken­
tucky and entering Berea College 
where he took seven years to com­
plete his high school work and two 
years of college. (Berea was only a 
two year institution at the turn of the 
century.) 

After graduation in 1905, George 
Pow entered West Virginia Univer­
sity. Here he studied civil engineer­
ing and was introduced to the world 
of coal mining. Living in the moun­
tains in a state dominated by coal and 
studying at a university that had an 
interest in the coal industry, new 
possibilities appeared for George. 
Additionally, the nation's worst coal 
mine disaster occurred not more than 
30 miles away in Fairmont, West 
Virginia in 1907. Being so close, 
George went to see and learn why 
361 men died in a coal mine. 

Completing his work at the Uni­
versity, George Pow received his B.S. 
Degree in civil engineering in 1908. 
By the summer of 1909 he was in Van 
Lear working for Consolidation Coal 
Company. Ot isn't known exactly 
what he did between graduation and 
the summer of 1909). This coal 
company was in the early stages of 
mine development and construction 
of a complete town; although mining 
was already underway, the railroad 
wasn't complete and coal was stock­
piled outside mines 151 and 152 until 
March, 1910 when the first trainload 
of coal went out of Van Lear. 

In Van Lear, George Pow worked 
as a mining engineer for Consol. He 
wasn' t the first engineer there, and he 
wasn't the only one. Mine develop­
ment had been underway for close to 
two years and much of the town was 
already constructed. However, his 
employment with Consol in Van Lear 
was his frrst recorded job as an engi­
neer in the field of coal mining. 

In the winter of 1909, Pow went 
back to Berea to marry Grace Lester, 
also a graduate of Berea and a native 
Berean. They returned to Van Lear 
where theirfrrstchild,Jean, was born 
a year later. Anna Belle, the second 
child, was born two years after that. 
During these three years, the Pows 
lived in two different houses-<>nce 
in a house on a hillside, and once in a 
row of houses built along the Big 
Sandy River. Like everybody else, 
Grace Pow called upon the company 
doctor to deliver her babies at home. 

With a month-old baby and a two-

year-old toddler, George and Grace 
moved to Right BeaverCreek in Floyd 
CountywhereGeorgewastransferred 
by Consolidation Coal in December, 
1912. Here he worked for Elk Hom 
Fuel and Elk Horn Mining in their 
development of mines at Garrett and 
Wayland. In 1915theseFioydCounty 
works would be united in Elk Horn 
Coal Corporation, a company directed 
by the same individuals directing 
Consolidation Coal Company. 

In 1914hewenttoworkforUnited 
Thacker Coal Company in Mingo 
County, W.Va., where he was soon 
joined by Harry Zimmerman, another 
young man from Adams, Mass. Al­
though there was an age difference 
between George and Harry, their 
families were acquainted in Massa­
chusetts. 

After four years with United Th­
acker, Pow returned to Kentucky to 
be chief engineer for Elk Hom Coal 
Corporation, with his home and of­
fice in Wheelwright. Here, the Pows 
had two more children: George, Jr. 
born in 1921 and Katherine born in 
1924 . 

During the nine years he spent 
growing up in Wheelwright, George 
Pow, Jr. remembers attending the 
frame grade school with two or three 
grades in each room (no high school 
at the time). sled riding down the 
street, and visiting his father in his 
office. He remembers the small liv­
ery stable for saddle horses for com­
pany officials who could not yet get 
around by car. He remembers visit­
ing Charles Hanger and the photo lab 
which developed negatives of mine 
works, and which visits sparked in 
him a life-time interest in photogra­
phy. The town carpenter, Mr. Ste­
wart, was also an intriguing person 
for a young boy to follow around. 

In 1930 Elk Hom Coal sold all of 
its property at Wheelwright. A few 
employees were kept by the com-

pany, however, and transferred to 
Wayland. GeorgePow'ssonremem­
bers riding the train down left Beaver 
Creek to Martin, then taking another 
one up Right Beaver to Wayland. 
Ezra Turner helped the family pack 
up and move, sending their house­
hold goods to the depot where they 
were loaded in a railroad freight car 
for shipment to the new town.

chemist Wallace Shopshire, preacher 
Dan Harmon Sr. and Dan Harmon 
Jr., store manager G.S. Kinzer, pur­
chasing agent S.C. Berkeley, and the 
Pow family. Charles Hanger had 
married Katherine (Rene) Pow, 
George's niece, the only relative from 
the Pow family to locate in eastern 
Kentucky. Katherine was a regis­
tered nurse and worked with doctors 
in Wheelwright and Wayland. 

Once in Wayland, George resumed 
his duties as chief engineer for Elk 
Horn Coal. These included monitor­
ing the progress of the company's 
eight mines at Garrett and Wayland 
and those in Letcher County, and 
overseeing the company's acquisi­
tion, sale, lease, or exchange of min­
eral and surface property. His work 
was as diverse as the times, influ­
enced by developments in the labor 
movement, the national economy ,Elk 
Hom's financial fortunes and mis­
fortunes, and even the local weather! 
(Floods of 1927 and other years de­
stroyed company property and 
brought a halt to mining for several 
days.) 

The engineering office was lo­
cated behind the theater, in a room on 
the second floor. while purchasing 
was on the first floor. Engineering 
remained in this building until the 
late 1950's when it was moved into 
the company office building nearby 
(nowtheMasonicLodgeHall). When 
the theater burned and was subse­
quently torn down around 1960, a 
new engineering office was con­
structed where the theater had stood 
for so many years, and engineering 
services returned to its original loca­
tion. 

During the late 1930's when Elk 
Hom filed for bankruptcy and was 
put in the hands of receivers, Mr. 
Pow's office was moved into the 
Wayland Bank, which was closed, 
where he overlooked property not 
underlease. The receivers, of course, 
were responsible for any mining and 
royalties received. 

When they first moved to Way­
land, the Pow family lived in a two­
story house in the bottom behind the 
hotel, next to the ballfield. Near this 
house was the medical office of Dr. 
Wicker and Dr. Donahoe (the hospi­
tal had not yet been built) and the 
Soda Fountain. Elk Hom was build­
ing a new house for its chief engineer 
between the school and the Method­
ist Church. In a few months the

family moved into this new dwelling, 
their home for 16 years until Mr. Pow 
died in 1946. 

George's favorite recreation was 
golf, played mainly at the Beaver 
Valley County Club at Allen (now 
StumboPark), wherethegreenswere 
sand and the Club House was a large, 
log building. Golf matches were also 
played at the Pikeville and Paintsville 
Country Clubs and the old golf course 
just outside Prestonsburg, on the 
Abbott Creek Road. Additionally, 
George loved to play bridge and chess. 

Some time before 1946 George 
Pow began to experience attacks of 
angina. 'Those attacks worsened until 
he was confmed to his bed in the 
summer of 1946. John Haymond 
stepped in at this time to assume most 
of the engineering responsibilities. 

On August 28, 1946, at age 69, 
George Pow had a fatal heart attack at 
his home in Wayland. He had never 
retired from his job as chief engineer 
of Elk Horn Coal Corporation, but 
worked right up to the last few months 
before his death. 

He was at the close of an era, 
however, for Elk Horn, Consolida­
tion Coal, and others, were already in 
the process of selling off company 
houses to people living in them. Soon, 
they would be selling mine equip­
ment little by little, until nothing was 
left but the mines themselves. 

There were others like George 
Pow, devoting the best part of their 
adult lives to the company, probably 
with little regret. People like Noah 
Howard, J.T. Spillman, Jack Lyon, 
Frank Harmon, George Fuller, Syl 
Carver, Tom Kane,J.E. Miller, A.E. 
Quinlan, Joe Sheeter, and Malcolm 
Dearing spent many years, if not all 
their working lives in the employ of 
Elk Horn Coal Corporation in the 
Wayland and Fleming Divisions. 
They, along with thousands of coal 
miners and their families, made the 
coal industry thrive, and gave it re­
spect. 

As the Elk Hom Coal Corporation 
completes its ftrst 75 years of mining, 
leasing, and selling coal, we remem­
ber George Pow is remembered as an 
early engineer in eastern Kentucky, 
who was knowledgeable in his field, 
reliable, well-liked, and lived his life 
among the people of Eastern Ken­
tucky.

Floyd County basketball: Finall3 days, part two 
Last Wednesday we tried to un­

ravel the possibilities of how the 
conference could end up. Today there 
is a little clearer picture of how the 
conference race will finalize. Today 
we want to look at some of the play­
ers to watch, areas of improvement 
needed to win the tournament and the 
home court advantage. 

PLAYERS TO WATCH 

Perhaps the most underrated player 
in the 15th Region is Harold Johnson 
of Wheelwright. Johnson has been, 
in the last month, a human scoring 
machine. The 6' 5" junior forward 
has canned 37,27, 24, 35 points in his 
lasL four games averaging close to 30 
points per game in the span. Johnson 
is scoring 23 ppg for the season. 

Allen Central doesn't have that 
one player you can look to to score 
points in bunches. But what the Rebels 
do have is a group of players, anyone 
of which could come out on a given 
night and hit for 25 points. Lately. it 
has been the hot shooting of Stewart 
Hall (18 ppg) and the clutch play of 
Chuck Lafferty that has propelled the 
Rebels. The guard play of Ronnie 
Sammons makes the Rebels a strong 
outside threat. 

Betsy Layne, perhaps more than 
the other county school, can boast of 
three "look to players." Those who 
bear watching are Phillip King, Adam 
Gearheart and Chris Newsome. King 
is Lhe team leading scorer, averaging 
around 21 ppg. Gearheart and 
Newsome are the outside threats for 

the Bobcatl.eam. 
Prestonsburg loves to shoot the 

treys. There is probably not a better 
three point shooting team in the 58th 
District than the B lackcats. John Clark 
is capable of hitting five to e1ght 
three-pointers on a given night. Clark 
is not the only one who can fill it up 
from three-point land. Try Jason 
Crisp, Aaron Tucker and Worthie 
McGuire. In back to back games for 
the Blackcats - Johns Creek and 
Whitesburg - the Blackcats hit 20 
treys in the two games. 

McDowell has what many feel1s 
the best guard in the 15th RegiOn m 
Stacy Hall. Hall is averaging around 
23 ppg and has been the Daredevils 
leader Lhis season. However, Doug 
Hopkins has shown his scoring abil-

ity this year and another underrated 
player in the 58th District IS Dale 
Hinkle. The play of Barry Hall has 
been a help to Coach Johnny Ray 
Turner's team. 

Girl players to keep your eye on 
include Allen Central's Teresa Gi­
bson. Gibson has been hampered with 
an mjury of late but, at full form, she 
is the most consistent three-point 
shooter in the 58th District. The scc­
ondbestmaybeStacy"Mini"Moore. 
Both are very accurate from the 19'9" 
line. These two could bear watching. 

Betsy Layne is not without their 
three-point threat in Briana Boyd.
