The city of Wheelwright is no 
longer without local police protec· 
tion as Charles Harmon was hired to 
fill the position of police chief on a 
temporary basis. 

Harmon, a resident of East Point, 
is a former police officer for the city 
of Martin and he served under Sher­
iffs Henry Hale and Paul Hunt Th­
ompson. Harmon is currently em­
ployed at the Floyd County Juvenile 
Detention Center. 

"I plan to try and give Wheel­
wright a modem and efficient police 
departmenl, or at least do the best we 
can with the budget we have," said 
Harmon. "I would like to start a citi­
zens' crime watch and, with the help 
of the Floyd County Sheriffs De­
partment, I want to start a D.A.R.E. 
program at the high school." 

The new police chief said he would 
like to hire at least one part time 
police officer and use others as aux­
iliary policemen. 

The city of Wheelwright will 
continue to accept applications for 
the position of police chief until 
March 25. According to Wheelwright 
City Clerk Mary Ann Johnson, the 
city council may take action at the 
April 18, meeting of the council to 
officially hire a police chief. 

Conn completes 
police training 

Prestonsburg City Police patrol­
man Mike Conn has completed a 400 
hour training program at the police 
academy at Eastern Kentucky Uni­
versity at Richmond. While training 
at the academy, Conn studied various 
aspects of police work such as crimi­
nal investigation, accident investiga­
tion, frrst aid/CPR, frrearms, defen­
sive driving, domestic violence, 
public relations, DUl detection and 
underwent extensive training on 
Kentucky penal codes. 

Plugged water line 
causes evacuation 

Inadequate water pressure to the 
automatic sprinkler system at the 
James D. Adams Middle School in 
Prestonsburg prompted city ftre offi­
cials to cancel classes and evacuate 
aproximately 500 students at the 
school Wednesday afternoon. 

Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom 
Blackburn said the problem was dis­
covered when an insurance inspector 
conducting water pressure tests found 
the available water inadequate to 
supply the school's sprinklers. 

Blackburn said the problem was 
corrected when workers used a two 
inch water hose to clear gravel and 
debris from a street valve. Workers 
found the inlet valve to be "barely 
open". The valve was opened and 
pressure tests indicated that proper 
pressure was then available for the 
sprinkler system. 

Classes at the James D. Adams 
Middle School resumed on Thurs­
day. 

tucky," said Stumbo. "We have 
people in Floyd County who make as 
good mining equipment as anywhere 
in the world.

"A lot of business people wonder 
why they should be interested in a 
global market for their products," 
Current said. "It used to be a regional 
economy, with local Mom and Pop 
stores and comer drug stores. We've 
went from that to a national econ-

omy, with stores like Kmart and 
Winn-Dixie. 

"From this point, we're going to a 
globaleconomy,"Currentsaid. "Most 
people think Kentucky is a farming 
state. We're not. We're now a manu­
facturing state. About 80 percent of 
businesses in the state are manufac­
turing." 

The world trade market is a $3 
trillion a year business with the United 
States capturing 12 percent of that 
market today, Current said. 

"It's survival of the future," Cur­
rent said.

FredJ ames, with the Floyd County 
Tourism Commission, said a World 
Trade Center office in Prestonsburg 
would be an enormous boost to the 
county and Eastern Kentucky busi­
nesses. 

"It puts us on the map," James 
said. "It will provide Eastern Ken­
tucky a opportunity to market our 
products globally. This will elimi­
nate everybody trying to re-invent 
the wheel. All it will take now, is for 
the actors to sign up." 

The Kentucky World Trade Cen­
ter is an organization that can assist 

local and regional businesses to open 
or expand their businesses into inter­
national markets. The organization is 
a not-for-profit company comprised 
of business people helping business 
people. It is funded by private and 
federal money, but it is run by pri­
vate, professionally trained people.

Pike teacher found 
guilty of homicide

Fire protection for one of Floyd 
County's newest elementary schools 
remains in the trust of Maytown vol­
unteer firefighters while corrective 
measures are taken to make an ex­
pensive sprinkler system at the school 
operable. 

Water problems at Duff Elemen-

tary, a $4 million school consolidat­
ing Garrett and Wayland grade 
schools which opened to its frrst class 
last September, came to a boil last 
week when the contractor respon­
sible for installing the school's sprin­
kler system requested payment for 
his work. 

When Duff opened last fall, state 
officials required a fire truck to be 
present on campus during school 
hours because water pressure to the 
school was too low to operate the

facility's sprinkler system. Nearly 
seven months later, the fire protec­
tion system remains useless, the frre 
truck remains on site, and $131,000 
in corrective surgery will be required 
to make the sprinkler system work. 

Water woes at Duff have prompted 
a series of debates on issues ranging 
from the water pressure specifica­
tions for the school sprinkler system 
to the effectiveness of proposed cor­
rective measures. One issue, how­
ever, remains uncontested: school and

construction officials were aware. 
before school construction began that 
a potential problem existed with water 
pressure at the school. 

Ken Bratton, whose company, 
Hydro Fire Protection, built and in­
stalled the schools sprinkler system, 
told the Floyd County Board of 
Education last week that he had ad­
vised the board and contractors prior 
to the start of construction that the

system would not work. Bratton has 
contended, too, that a pressure tank 
system designed to correct the water 
pressure problems, will not work. 

Project architect Paul Hoffman said 
this week that water pressure prob­
lems were discovered when a flow 
test was conducted on lines belong­
ing to the BC3ver Elkhorn Water 
District, but Hoffman added that 
school construction proceeded, based 
on "assurances" that required water 
pressure would be available when 
needed. 

Those assurances apparently came 
in a leuer from Floyd County Judge­
Executive John M. Stumbo. Stumbo 
con finned Thursday that he had writ­
ten a leuer concerning water at the 
Duff site, but that his information 
indicated there would be 65 pounds 
per square inch of water pressure 
available. The school's sprinkler 
system requires 75 poundspersqpare 
inch of pressure, he said. 

Hoffman also said that during the 
design stage, contractors were uncer­
tain which company -Beaver Elk· 
hom or r.rancis Water Company, at 
Garr )' water to the 
school. 1 he water question appar­
ently was not a concern during site 
selection, because the availability of 
utilities was not a state Department of 
Education requirement at that time. 
Hoffman said the state had only re­
cently included utility service as a 
necessary factor in determining 
school sites. 

Kentucky's Public Service Com­
mission eventually ruled that water 
for the Duff school would be sup­
plied by BC3ver Elkhorn, butaspokes­
man for that company said he was 
never asked to perform a water analy­
sis or issue a report for the project. 

"We would have gotten more in­
volved in the situation if we had been 
asked," BC3ver Elkhorn supervisor 
Bob Hackworth said this week. "If 
we had been asked. there would be a 
different situation there." 

. Hackworth said his company could 
supply bet ween 60 and 65 pounds per 
square inch of water pressure to the 
school, adding that should be suffi­
cient to operntc a standard sprinkler 
system. He questioned the specifica­
tions for the system in place at the 
school, wh1ch requires water pres­
sure of 75 pounds per square inch. 

"There's no controversy on the 
water (pressure)," Hackworth said, 
"we've got 60 to 65 pounds. The 

thing in question is the sprinkler 
system. It was my understanding," he 
added, "that 55 (pounds per square 
inch) was all they had to have (to 
operate a sprinkler system). I've never 
heard of a system (that requires 75 
pounds per square inch). Why they 
designed it like that, I don't know." 

To make the current sprinkler sys­
tem work, a special pressure tank 
system has been designed by Kaiser­
Taulbee, a Lexington engineering 
fum, which will cost $131,027 to 
install. When completed, the tank 
will hold 17,400 gallons of water and 

provide enough pressure to operate 
the school's sprinkler system for one 
hour in the kitchen and 30 minutes 
elsewhere, according to James Wade, 
an engineer for Kaiser-Taulbee. 

Despitecontentionsfrom the sprin­
kler system designer, Ken Bratton, 
that a pressure tank would not solve 
the pressure problems, Wade said the 
system would provide adequate pres­
sure to provide fire protection to the 
school. The corrective system must 
be in place and operational by May 9, 
Wade said.

Pjkeville auomey Larry Webster 
is calling for a federal investigation 
into an alleged incident of police 
brutality in Pike County, and a civil 
trial held in Pike Circuit Court on the 
matter. 

Webster is representing a 67-year 
old Blackberry man, Ernest Slone, 
who claims he was beaten by Pike 
County Chief Deputy Sheriff Bert 
Hatfield on February 2, 1990. A Pike 
Circuit Court jury ruled in favor of 
Hatfield in a civi I trial last week, and 
denied Slone any monetary damages 
in connection with the case. No crimi­
nal charges have been brought against 
Hatfield. 

Webster said Wednesday he has 
reported the alleged incident to the 
U.S. Attorney's Office for the East­
em District of Kentucky, and was 
told to report it to the Federal Bureau 
oflnvestigation (FBI). He said he has 
been trying to report it to the FBI, but 
has been unable to contact a local 
agent 

Jim Arehart, chief of criminal 
investigations for the U.S. Attorney's 
Office in Lexington, said that allega­
tions of civil rights violations must 
flfstbe investigated by the FBI, which 
will then forward its preliminary in­
vestigation to the Department of 
Justice in Washington, D.C. 

"They (theDepartmentofJustice) 
make the decision whether or not to 
prosecute," such cases, said Arehart. 

Arehart said he had not talked 

Kentucky chamber board rea~irms 
commitment to education forum 

The Kentucky Chamber Board of 
Directors voted recently to reaffinn 
its long-standing commitment to 
education refonn and issued a proc­
lamation to that effect at its quarterly 
board of directors meeting. 

The proclamation praises the 1990 
General Assembly and the governor 
for enacting the most comprehen­
sive, forwarding thinking refonn 
package in America and notes that 
this framework should bring about 
systematic change in educating 
Kentucky's youth. 

"We wanted to send the message 
that education is still our top priority 

and that we understand that the job of 
education refonn is not finished yet," 
said Nelda Barton, 1990-91 chair­
man of the board and president of 
Health Systems, Inc. in Corbin. "The 
Kentucky Chamber has supported 
education refonn since 1983 and we 
will continue that support until our 
education system is second to none." 

Education will remain as the 
chamber's top priority for the com­
ing year, and the chamber will con­
tinue to advocate other educational 
issues such as the need for a skilled 
workforce and vocational education. 

with Webster about the incident, but 
that the proper procedure would be 
for Webster to notify the FBI of the 
matter. 

Webster said that a videotaped 
beating of a Los Angeles man which 
recently received national attention 
has caused more awareness of police 
brutality as a problem. 

"The United States Congress is 
going to hold hearings in front of the 
appropriate committee to sec if the 
FBI really tries very hard in investi­
gating complaints of police brutal­
ity," said Webster. "We are going to 
try to make this a model case for 
them. It is being reported to them at 
about the same time that Attorney 
General Thornburgh has warned that 
new emphasis would be placed upon 
these sorts of crimes. We are going to 
see if they are serious about this in­
vestigation." 

Since Webster filed the civil suit 
on behalf of Slone in early 1990, 
Webster said that Slone has had three 
houses burn, been indicted for arson, 
and indicted for custodial interfer­
ence with someone else's child. 
Webster said Slone is innocent of 
both charges. 

During the civil trial, Webster 
claims that the two deputies who 
accompanied Hatfield during the 
arrest presented conflicting testimony 
on several aspects of the incident. 

Two eyewitnesses, plus Slone, 
testified that Hatfield struck Slone in 
the head with an unknown object, 
perhaps his flashlight They also tes­
tified that Hatfield then dragged him 
around to the back of the two police 
cars and hit him in the head many 
times, stomped and kicked him. 

Slone claims that as a result of the 
incident, he had two broken ribs, 
severe loss of vision in one eye, a · 
broken nose, and lost five false teeth. 

During the civil trial, Hatfield 
denied striking Slone during the ar­
rest, and said that he had dropped his 
flashlight, and it rolled under the car 
while he was arresting Slone. 

The defense said in its closing 
arguments that if Slone received in­
juries, he must have received them as 
a result of the high-speed chase, and 
articles in the auto hitting him. 

Slone was a passenger in the car of 
Rjchard Dotson when Hatfield and 
deputies James Ernest Wolford and 

John Daniels began pursuit of them 
in two separate cars at Freeburn on 
the date in question. Slone, a disabled 
coal miner, had talked Dotson into 
driving him from Blackberry to De­
lorme, West Virginia, to buy a case 
and a half of beer. 

Dotson was driving on a suspended 
I icense, and tried to escape the pol ice 
officers, but failed to when a train 
blocked the railroad tracks near 
Freeburn. 

Dotson initially got out of the car 
and ran, then surrendered to deputies 
Wolford and Daniels, according to 
the testimony. Slone, Dotson and 1'6-
year old Emily New, an eyewitness, 
all testified that Hatfield opened the 
door, dragged Slone out of the car, 
and beat him during the arrest. 

Slone was charged with resisting 
arrest, alcohol intoxication and dis­
orderly conduct. He was unable to 
take a breathalyzer test, but Dotson, 
thedriver, was given three-and blew 
a zero each time, Webster said. 

Dotson testified that Hatfield also 
kicked him in the face and hit him in 
the back of the head with his flash-

light, and told him to say that Slone 
had a gun. He said Hatfield threat­
ened to kill him if he testified against 
him. 

The charges against Slone were 
set for trial in late February, but 
Webster said his client didn't show 
up because he misunderstood when 
he was supposed to be in court. Slone 
was tried and convicted on the three 
charges in his absence. His sentence 
has not been set. 

W~bster said the deputies gave 
contradictory testimony on whether 
or not there were empty beer cans in 
the car, and whether or not Slone and 
Dotson resisted arrest. 

The civil suit was filed in Pike 
Circuit Court against Hatfield and 
the county's insurance carrier de­
fended the deputy. Slone had asked 
for medical expenses associated with 
the incident (approximately $1,200), 
and compensation for loss of sight, 
teeth, and pain and suffering, "or the 
same damages he would have gotten 
had he received these injuries in an 
auto accident," said Webster. 

Webster said, "We are also going 
to ask that the three deputy sheriffs' 
be subjected to a federal polygraph 
examination and that the federal au-

Lhorities investigate to sec whether or 
not the integrity of the jury process 
(in the civil trial) was maintained." 

Nine members of the 12-member 
jury agreed on the verdict for Hat­
field at the trial. 

"We are asking for a federal in­
vestigation in accordance with the 
new L.A.P.D. guidelines," said 
Webster. "I'm not going to leta jury 
decide thatthisold man wasn't beaten 
that night."

Tarnished Triangle?

For many Eastern Kentuckians, ourselves included, 
Lexington has always been a home-away-from-home. 

Lexington's get-away appeal is easily understood. The 
city is only a couple of hours drive time away for shoppers, 
concert-goers, sports enthusiasts or folks just looking for 
a break from routine. 

For many of us, though, "Fat City's" greatest lure has 
been it's small town atmosphere despite the fact that 
Lexington is no small town. Unlike Cincinnati, or even 
Louisville, Eastern Kentucians feel as comfortable in 
Lexington as they do in their own hometowns. 

That image of tranquility has been fractured recently. 
Reports of unprovoked assaults, warnings to avoid 

certain areas of the city after dark and growing indications 
of gang-type violence undermine our confidence in and 
our comfort with our adopted second-city. 

After struggling for years to improve our own image, 
which has been drawn largely by our misinformed neigh­
bors to the west, we find no gratification in pointing out that 
the golden triangle's image is itself becoming tarnished. 

We consider Lexington to be our town, too. And we don't 
want it to lose its appeal. 

Up In Smoke 
We'd be the last to complain about any roadbuilding 

project that would benefit Eastern Kentucky, but a caller 
this week raised an interesting point concerning the recon­
struction of Route 23. 

Why, she asked, are roadbuilders burning the timber 
that is being removed to allow for the road's construction? 

Good question. 
Granted, some of the brush and timber cut for the new 

roadway has no commercial value. But, more likely than 
not, some of it does. 

Burning it destroys that value and causes an air pollution 
problem for residents already inconvenienced by con­
struction activities. 

Not so long ago, if we remember correctly, Corps of 
Engineers officials promoted a better way to dispose of 
timber removed during the construction of Paintsville 
Lake. They invited folks to come onto the project to cut up 
and haul off all the firewood they could carry. 

Seems that approach would be more beneficial than 
sending our resources up in smoke.

The big-waste, high-tax, 
budget bill rip-off 

by Alan Keyes 
The recent budget agreement, 

touted by its supporters as the "larg­
est deficit reduction program ever 
enacted," fails to address the root 
cause of the deficit explosion: gov­
ernment waste. 

In 1983, the President's Private 
Sector Survey on Cost Control, popu­
larly known as the Grace Commis­
sion, came up with 2,478 cost-cut­
ting, efficiency-enhancing recom­
mendations-the implementation of 
which could save taxpayers $424.4 
billion over three years and prevent 
accumulation of trillions of dollars in 
additional deficits by the year 2000. 
But because the Washington estab­
lishment rejected and ignored hun­
dreds of the most critical Grace 
Commission recommendations, the 
national debt tripled during the past 
decade. 

The federal government accumu­
lates chronic deficits because Wash­
ington refuses to cut waste. And this 
year's budget agreement only con­
tinues the tax-and-waste approach. 
The budget compromise contains 
$164.6 billion in new taxes and a 
minimum of $245 billion in new 
domestic discretionary ("pork bar­
rel") spending. 

Here are some of the expenditures 
our legislators consider so vital: 

• $67,000 for Belgian endive re­
search in Massachusetts. 

• $995,oo0 for a performing arts 
and cultural center in North Miami 
Beach, Fla. 

• $500,000 to restore the home of 
Lawrence Welkin North Dakota. 

• $5 million to design and con­
struct a parliament building in the 
Solmon Islands.

And, of course, outrageous ex­
amples of waste still abound in the 
Department of Defense for large 
purchases of small items, including: 

• $120 for a cup dispenser that 
retails for $25 in commercial outlets. 

• $67.50 each for 4-inch-wide 
rubber gaskets,while similar plug­
type seals for toilets sell for about $1 
in commercial hardware stores. 

• $1,868 for a steel-rein forced toilet 
cover assembly for the C-5 cargo 
plane, while similar covers for com­
mercial aircraft go for one-tenth the 
price-about $182. 

Why focus on these bathroom 
supplies? They are the obvious signs 
that our tax dollars are being flushed 
down the drain in Washington. 

Staggering cost overruns, expen­
sive program failures, multimillion­
dollar losses in federal programs 
occur so often they almost seem to be 
our government's stock-in-trade. The 
budget agreement only compounds 
the problem by transferring additional 
billions from the private sector to the 
inefficient public sector, and from 
taxpayers to the congressional pork 
barrel. 

Fortunately, this year saw the birth 
of a nationwide taxpayer's action 
movement. On Oct. 27, many thou­
sands of people rallied all over the 
country to protest higher taxes and 
government waste. Thisevent,known 
as Taxpayer Action Day, was the first 
time in American history taxpayers 
gathered in this fashion during a non­
presidential election year. 

Their message was simple: ''Time 
for a clean sweep." 

• Time to eliminate the hundreds 
of billions of dollars in government 
waste. 

• Time to stop being squeezed 
between higher property taxes and 
state and federal income taxes. 

• Time to adopt reforms with real 
"teeth" in them. 

As our overtaxed economy de­
clines, as state and federal deficits 
soar, and as billions of new tax dol­
lars vanish down the sinkhole of 
government waste, we can expect 
more and more Americans to join the 
taxpayer's action movement. 

The tax-and-waste politicians in 
Washington may be riding high this 
year, but their days are numbered.

Deaf Opportunity Out Reach, a 

non-profit organization which is 
headquartered in Louisville, has a 
volunteer staff of 25 persons, 20 of 
whom aredeafthemselves. D.O.O.R. 
focuses its work in training deaf per­
sons to reach other deaf persons in 
Christian ministry. Two of 
D.O.O.R. 's four departments will be 
working in the Enterprise and Pike 
County Baptist Associations later this 
month. 

The Church Assist Department, 
headed by Cathy Howle, will send a 
team of eight, seven of whom are 
deaf. Upon arrival in Floyd County 
on Friday, March 22, the team will 
meet with staff and volunteers of 
Enterprise Baptist Association. Five 
teams will then begin efforts to locate 
and meet deaf persons in areas of 
Floyd, Johnson, and Pike counties. 
This work will continue through 
Saturday afternoon. The information 
gathered from this "visitation blitz" 
will be used by churches of the Enter­
prise and Pike County Baptist Asso­
ciations to determine effective ways 
they can assist in meeting needs of 
the area's deaf population. 

Following the two days of survey­
ing, Silent Touch will be performing 
in several local churches.

About 
sexual abuse 

Recently a number of us here at 
Methodist Hospital went to an excel­
lent conference at Prestonsburg 
Community College sponsored by 
the office of the Attorney General 
Victim's Advocacy Division. The 
conference was on the medical ex­
amination which follows rnpe or 
sexual abuse of adults or children. 
Needless to say, it was a sobering 
conference even for those of us who, 
as professional care givers, see the 
problem up-close every day. the sta­
tistics on sexual abuse are frighten­
ing. One out of every four women 
will be raped in her life time. One of 
every four female children will be 
sexually abused and one out of every 
10 male children before the end of 
adolescence. 

This is a topic I will probably 
write about many times because the 
scope is so large. What I'd like to talk 
about today are the adult survivors of 
childhood abuse, either sexual or 
physical, since that these are people 
we often treat at the Psychiatric Serv­
ices of Methodist Hospital. 

Children who are abused learn 
different ways to protect themselves 
emotionally and physically. Unfor­
tunately, patterns which are "survival 
skills" in childhood may carry over 
into adult life. What were good de­
fenses in childhood tum out to be 
self-defeating and the source of much 
unhappiness for the adult. 

For example, many children sim­
ply deny that the abuse is happening 
to them. They may pretend that the 
abuse is happening to someone else 
or block out the memory. As adults, 
they may believe that it's dangerous 
to trust other people or their own 
feelings hod find it difficult to form

alcohol, other drugs or vtolence, 
including becoming child abusers 
themselves. 

Lastly, children tend to take re­
sponsibility for abuse .• ~lame th~m­
selves and think thattt s happenmg 
to them because they're "bad". They 
often grow up with a deep inner sense 
of worthlessness thinking that they 
deserved the bad treatment they re­
ceived as children. They may act this 
out in adulthood by engaging in self­
destructive behaviors as mentioned 
above or in self-destructive relation­
ships based on an inner conviction 
that they deserve to be punished. 

If you were abused as a child, 
please know that you are not alone. 
Millions of today's adults were 
abused as children. It is possible to 
overcome the past and there are many 
people and organizations ready and 
willing to help you. The first thing 
that you can do· for yourself is to 
recognize what happened to you. Let 
your memories come to the surface 
even though it may be painful. Place 
the responsibility for the abuse where 
it belongs: on the abuser, not on you. 
Stop making excuses for the abuser, 
ie "he was under a lot of stress" or "I 
really was a bad kid". Focus on your 
own strengths and recognize that it 
took a lot courage to get through a 
terrible time. Congratulate yourself 
for that and realize that you can use 
thatsamestrengthandenergytocreate 
a positive future. Try to work through 
your anger. Talk it over with a good 
friend or therapist or write a journal 
to express your feelings.

adult attention so often brings abuse. 
They learn that it is not safe to take 
chances or to express themselves. 
This may carry over into an adult fear 
of making changes, even when the 
familiar is really destructive.

Other kids try to protect them­
selves by attempting to be perfect, by 
excelling in school work, doing extra 
chores, etc., trying to win adult ap­
proval instead of abuse. These often 
grow up to become professional help-

ers: nurses, doctors, social workers 
and counselors, trying to give to others 
the love and care which they never 
had. Often, however, these are adults 
who bum themselves out by caring 
too much for others and paying little 
attention to their own fulfillment. 

Some children cope by not allow­
ing themselves to feel in order to 
protect themselves from pain. These 
grow to adulthood having trouble 
recognizing their own fcclin~s. sho:-v­
ing emotion or sharing feelings wtth 
others. These arc folks who don't 
know how to ask for help. They be­
come isolated, lonely and depressed. 

Many children learn to act out 
their anger and frustration. They may 
become truant or have disciplinary 
problems at school. As adults th~se

In the late 1890's the first mis­
sionaries of the Church of Jesus Christ 
of Latter-Day Saints, "The Mormons" 
came to Martin in Floyd County, Ky.

Early members were from promi­
nent families in the area: Aliens, 
Crisps, Dingus, Flanery, Frazier, 
Hayes, Halberts, Howells, Hunters, 
Kings,Osbornes,Ratliffs,Warrixand 
perhaps others. 

Martin Branch was a part of the 
Southern States Mission with head­
quarters in Atlanta, Ga. In 1928 the 
mission was divided and Martin 
Branch became a part of the East 
Central States Mission. 

In 1982 6.3 acres of land was 
purchased from the stateofKentucky 
with the assistance of Gov. John Y. 
Brown at a cost of $170,000.00. The 
new District/Branch center was con­
structed on this property at a cost of 
$1,200,000.00. Local members fur­
nished 4 percent of the cost. The 
building was dedicated on Nov. 10, 
1985 by Allen C. Ostergar, Jr., Mis­
sion President of the Kentucky Lou­
isville Mission of which Martin Dis­
trict/Branch is a part. 

Allen Central High School became the first Floyd County High School to 
join the Champions Against Drugs effort.

The first chapel in Martin was 
builtin 1920. Thechoicespotofland 
was donated by Dollie Osborne Din­
gus, a non-member. The materials 
for the chapel were donated by the 
members.

Church meetings were held in this 
small frame building for over 30 years.

Water testing program 
begins: Middle Creek, 
Endicott areas targeted 

Interagency meeting 
A water testing program which is 

being concentrated in the Middle 
Creek and Endicott Communities was 
kicked off this week, according to 
Gene Ball, Floyd County Extension 
Agent. Ball indicated that although 
these two communities are being 
worked with closely by the sponsor­
ing agencies because they have or­
ganized community groups to con­
duct the test kit distribution and col­
lection other Floyd Countians wish­
ing to have their well water tested are 
encouraged to do so. 

The water well testing programs 
was initiated by the Kentucky Farm 
Bureau, the State Division of Con­
servation, Kentucky Department of 
Agriculture and the University of 
Kentucky Extension Service in an 
attempttodetermineifonfarmchemi­
cals or other soil contaminants have 
gotten into private wells. These test 
are directed at detecting sulfides, 
nitrates, nitrites, chlorides, etc. 

According to Troy Hackworth, 
president of the Floyd County Farm 
Bureau, "the test which have been 
taken in selected counties throughout 
the state suggest that the majority of 
wells and the ground water supply 
that maintains the water level-do 
not contain dangerous levels of 
chemical contaminants. Just because 
contamination is low should not keep 
our Floyd County people from doing 
the test" 

James Carter, president of the 
Floyd County Conservation District 
emphasizes that this is not a test for 
bacteria, but for chemical contami­
nants. According to Carter, the cost 
of the test is thirteen dollars but since 
the sponsoring agencies think that 
the knowledge of what a person is 
drinking is so important all of the cost 
except one dollar is being under writ­
ten by the Farm Bureau, the Conser-

Here's something for you 

to mull over a bit. Two of my 
favorite actors are Spencer 
Tracy and Gene Hackman, 
and I believe they're very 
much alike. Not in appear­
ance, cenainly, but in the 
way they approach a pan. 

I've certainly not seen 
every performance by Tracy, 
but some of my favorites 
include his great comic work 
in Farherofrhe Bride and his 
brusque, lovable efficiency 
expen in Desk Ser. Even in 
the worst of health, Tracy 
delivered a complicated, 
powerful performance in his 
last film, Guess Who's Com­
ing ro Dinner. 

Tracy was at h1s best, I 
believe, playing characters 
moved by passionate beliefs. 
His work as the enigmatic 
one-armed man in Bad Day 

at Black Rock is unforgett· 
able. Finally, there's Tracy's 
fiery, vibrant performance 
as the Darrow-like attorney 
in Inherit the Wind. 

Tracy always illuminated 
the humanity of the role and 
so does Hackman. Hack­
man's characters are always 
real, "life-size." 

Hackman's best work is a 
big subject, too, but my 
favorites include his wily, 
intense lawman in Miss­
issippi Burning, the icono­
clastic loner in The 
Conversation, and the hood· 
winked, heroic military man 
in the recent The Package. 
For a really textured, terrific, 
Tracy-like performance, 
check out his ponrayal of the 
hot-tempered, lonely basket· 
ball coach trying to create his 
own redemption in Hoos­

"It is the most popular car to show 
today," he explained. "I would just as 
soon have a nice looking '57 Chevy 
setting in my driveway at home as 
any other car I know."

"Some people like to ride in them 
when we go to shows." jokingly said 
Williams, "but they don't want to 
clean them when we get there." 

Williams says that he only enters 
local shows and has never traveled 
out of state to compete. 

"Most people, when they go to car 
shows will haul them on a trailer," 
explamed Mrs. Williams, "but we 
don't, we just drive there." 

Williams is a member of t.he Clas­
sic Chevy Club, an international club 
for 1957 Chevy freaks.

"Lori will not have any trouble in 
adjusting to college basketball," said 
CassandraKeathleyofBryant'sneed 
to make some adjusunents. "I just 
don't think it will be a problem for 
her. Lori is a very talented player and, 
although she is a shy person, she will 
be able to adjust." 

Keathley recalled playing with 
players that had talent butdidn'texert 
themselves, but compared Bryant to 
a player with talent that has exempli­
fied herself. 

"Lori is unique in that she has 
talent and a desire to win.

HOW TO CRANK IN 
SHALLOW BASS 

Bass fishermen usually turn to 
spinnerbaits when they're fishing 
shallow, brushy cover for bass, but 
some of the tournament pros prefer 
deep diving crankbaits instead. 

"It's something a little different," 
ex plains Johnson Outboards Pro Staff 
angler Charlie Reed, who used the 
tactic to help win the 1986 Bass 
Masters Classic on Tennessee • sLake 
Chickamauga. 

"Another advantage is that big 
crankbaits often catch larger bass." 

Surprisingly, adds Reed, big, deep 
diving crankbaits don't get snagged 

If Bryant has one problem, u ts 
that she may be a ltttlc to unselfish 
with the basketball.

"This stop and go retrieve is an­
otherfactorthatmakes these types of 
lures so effective," continues the 
Johnson pro. "A lot of strikes occur 
right after you start reeling again after 
that hesitation." 

Reed believes the big crankbaits 
imitate crayfish, and for that reason, 
he tries to fish them so they actually 
dig up the bottom. 

Commission sets deer season: 
One buck limit for hunters 

The Kentucky Fish and Wildlife 
Commission met March 4 in 
Frankfort and set the 1991-92 deer 
season. 

A major change was proposed 
regarding the deer season limit. Al­
though the season limit will remain 
two deer per hunter, only one may be 
an antlered deer regardless of whether 
the hunter uses f1rearrns (including 
muzzleloaders)orarcheryequipment 

The exception to the one· buck per 
hunter restriction is that additional 
antlered deer may be taken while 
participating in a quota hunt requir­
ing advanced application. Deer taken 
during quota hunts are considered 
"bonus" deer, and do not count to­
ward the statewide limit. 

The general (gun) deer season will 
be Nov. 9-18, 1991. Archery season 
will run October I, 1991 through 
January 15, 1992. Muzzle loading 
season will be October 19-20 and 
December 14-20. 

In other related action, the com­
mission passed a new procedure 
regarding deer quota hunt drawings 
for some areas. Next season, hunters 
who are successfully drawn for quota 
hunts on any one of the following 
areas cannot apply for a quota hunt to 
that same area for the following three 
seasons: Taylorsville Lake, Dewey 
Lake (adult hunt), Yellowbank and 
Higginson-Henry Wildlife Manage­
ment Areas.

"To get a deep diving crankbait 
really deep you normally use light 
line and make long casts," he says, 
"but for this type of fishing we can 
use much heavier line because we're 
only fishing eight or 10 feet deep. 

"You just pitch the plug right in 
around the logs or stumps and crank 
it back out, bouncing it off anything 
that gets in the way. You might call it 
living dangerously, but it can be pretty 
exciting." 

In addition to fishing around 
stumps and logs, Reed says the deep 
crankbaits work well over shallow 
gravel, rocks and shell beds. At Lake 
Guntersville in Alabama, Reed found 
a shell bed in less than five feet of 
water, and caught bass as heavy as 
seven pounds there with a big 
crank bait. 

"I remember using a deep diving 
crankbaitintheClassic,too,"henotes. 
"I was fishing a small hole in the 
milfoil about 10 feet deep, and I'd 
just caught my seventh bass on a 
plastic wonn. I switched to a crank bait 
in the same spot and immediately 
began catching larger bass. 

"I was able to cull the smaller fish, 
and the extra weight I gained gave me 
the win," Johnson said.
