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Conley rules : 

Dues for 
union 
okayed

Floyd County Circuit Judge Hol­
lie Conley ruled last month that the 
Floyd County Board of Education 
must begin withholding Teamster 
union dues for classified employees. 

Summary judgment in the lawsuit 
filed by Teamsterrepresentati veJerry 
Vincent was entered March 12 by 
Judge Conley and ordered the board 
to grant the union the same right as 
other organizations that have union 
membership dues deducted. Accord­
ingtoJudgeConley'sorder,theboard 
was to immediately begin deducting 
the dues. 

Vincentfiledsuitagainsttheboard 
on May 28, 1987, asking that the 
board withhold union dues for 242 
classified employees seeking to be 
members of the union. 

Vincent's suit contended the board 
withheld membership dues for other 
union organizations and, therefore, it 
must honor their employees request. 

School board superintendent Ron 
Hager, in a March 29 memo, directed 
assistant superintendent of finance 
Russell Frazier to immediately begin 
making arrangements to collect and 
remit Teamster union dues to con­
form with the court's judgment. 

Hager asked Frazier to get an 
updated list of employees requesting 
the dues deduction. 

Frazier could not be reached 
Thursday to determine the number of 
employees who would have dues 
deducted from their payroll checks. 

Teamster activity in the Floyd 
County system has been low key, but 
a Teamster representative met with 
classified employees last fall and 
promised that the union would be 
more active in Floyd County this 
year.

A check with the manufacturing 

company revealed that the canisters 
contained a solvent used by the mili­
tary to clean floors, etc.,said Charley 
Pearl, infonnation officer with the 
Division of Waste Management 

Pearl said the 27-lb. containers of 
powdered disinfectant could be 
flushed down sewer lines, and were 
biodegradable. 

The manufacturer has asked that 
the containers be returned.

Clean-up begins; 
storm costs grow

Floyd Countians weathered a 
stonn Tuesday evening that sent 
winds whirling through the county at 
45-50 miles per hour. 

The storm apparently hitMagoffin 
County first, said Area 9 DES Direc­
tor David Chaffins, then Floyd, 
Johnson, and into Lawrence County.· 
In Johnson County, preliminary 
damage estimates were $500,000; 
Greenup reported $600,00 damage; 
Lawrence County tallied $2 million 
in damage from the storm. Estimates 
in Floyd are being compiled, Chaffins 
said. 

Clean-up operations began before 
the last drop of rain fell. County road 
crews and volunteer firefighters 
immediately wem imo action to clear 
debris from blocked roadways, said 
Floyd Coumy Judge Executive John 
M. Stumbo. Where roads were com­
pletely blocked, road crews had 
cleared the rubble by dark. 

Stumbo estimated that three­
fourths of the county was without 
electricity after the high winds swept 
through the area. Electric company 
employees worked around the clock 
to repair power outages that in some 
areas lasted almost 24 hours. David 
Robinson and Ralph Leslie II, line 
repairmen, said they pulled a regular 
shift Tuesday and, when the storm 
hit, they immediately returned to 
work. They were still at work late 
Wednesday evening. 

HardesthitwcrethcMiddleCreek, 
David, Right and Left Beaver, and 
Mud Creek areas where roofs were 
blown off homes and outbuildings 
were destroyed. In a trailer park at 
Stone Coa1 of Garrett, the roof was 
tom off a mobile home rented by 
Karen and Jeff Mosley. 

Mrs. Mosley was in her yard with 
her daughters, 16-month-old Jessica 
and 5-year-old Tabitha, when she 

saw the black cloud approaching. The 
wind became stronger and she told 
her children to go inside while she 
grabbed their toys. The sand struck 
her eyes, temporarily blinding her, so 
she turned her head away from the 
wind. Suddenly she heard the sound 
of tin buckling. As she turned, she 
saw lhe roof of her home fly off and 
wrap itself around an electrical pole 
at the rear of her trailer. Sparks flew 
and immediately ran inside to her 
children. 

"I ran in the front door and couldn't 
see my children," she said. "There 
was stuff everywhere." 

She began screaming for her chil­
dren when her landlord, Ralph 
O'Quinn, located Jessica, who was 
encircled by debris and seated near 

the back door of the trailer . 
"There was a ring around her. She 

wasn'ttouched. She was just sitting 
in themiddle (ofthering). She wasn't 
crying," said Mrs. Mosley. Her 
daughter Tabitha had run across to a 
neighbor's home and was also un­
harmed. 

Still in a state of shock Mrs. Mosley 
said as she gazed at the wreckage of 
her home, "it was like a miracle," 
because her daughter was uninjured. 

Mrs. Mosley said she felt as if she 
were starting over. The family rented 
the home through the assistance of 
HUD and now is beginning the pa­
perwork again, she said.

Tuesday's meeting of the Floyd 
County Board ofEducat1on got off to 
an unusual start when board chair­
man Ray "Shag" Campbell called for 
an immediate closed session to dis­
cuss personnel after the meeting was 
ca11ed to order. 

After roll call, Campbell ca1led 
for the executive session and Ken­
tucky State Police Detective Lee 
Weddington was invited in to join the 
discussions behind closed doors. 

Board members came out about 
30 minutes later and offered no de­
tails about what was discussed. No 
action was taken concerning the dis­
cussion in the closed session. 

The meeting continued with a 
public comment session following 
approval of last month's meeting 
minutes. . 

Eight persons signed up to ad­
dress the board, with much of the 
comments centering on the condition 
of school facilites. 

Debra Hayes, president of Floyd 
County Parents for Beller Schools, 
asked the board for a response to 
questions madeatlast month's mcct­
ing,specificalJy bathroom conditions 
in the schools. 

Hayes asked last month that all 
schools have bathroom doors installed 
because some students had devel­
oped intestinal problems because they 
did not feel comfortable using bath­
rooms with no doors. 

Superintendent Ron Hager called 
forward Frankie FranciS, director of 
buildings and grounds, to give the 
report. 

Francis satd he assumed Hayes 
was referring specifically to Betsy 
Layne Elementary since she is from 
that area. 

Hayes replied her organization had 
asked for bathroom doors in all 
schools in the county. 

Francis said doors had been in­
stalled at Betsy Layne Elementary 
twice and each time the doors "were 
tom off." He said he planned tore­
place those doors this summer. 

Francis recommended that bath­
rooms be monitored more closely

Kentucky's drinking water: Protected and safe 
Recent information that certain 

species of fish in the Ohio River arc 
contaminated with PCBs and chlora­
dance has some Kentuckians appre­
hensiveaboutthcsafetyoftheirdrink­
ing water. 

They necdn 't be. 
Water from public and semi-pub­

lic drinking water suppliers in Ken­
tucky is protected and treated before 
it reaches users. 

Water treatment begins shortly 
afler water is withdrawn from its 
surface or groundwater source and is 
moved to storage areas. 

For surface water, copper sulfate 
may be added to control algae grow !h. 
The water is strained to remove de­
bris. Next, a chemical such as alum is 
added to coagulate particles. The 
water then moves slowly lhrough 
sedimentatton basins while solid 
particles sink to the bottom. Then 
water flows through beds of gravel 
and sand for final filtering. 

Chlorine or other disinfectants arc 
added as a final treatment to kill 
bacteria. The treated water is tested 
for purity to ensure that it does not 
contain any quantities of pollutants

In 
order to be sure these operators are 
always a\\ are of !he most recent in­
formation and skills affecting their 
perf orman::;e, state regulations require 
additional training every two years. 

There's more to a glass of drink­
ing water than meets the eye. A lot of 
technology, a lot of equipment, a lot 
of people help move water from its 
source to its final destination at a 
water tap. 

• Federal and state agencies, includ­
ing the Kentucky Division of Water 
and the U.S. Environmental Protec­
tion Agency, work to protect water 
quality at each step, from source to 
tap. Congress has enacted a series of 
laws intended to protect water; 
namely: 

The Clean Water Act, which sets 
water quality standards for all sig­
nificant bodies of surface water, re­
quires sewage treatment, and limits 
the amount of industrial effluents that 
can be discharged into the nation's 

surface waters; 
The Resources Conservation and 

Recovery Act (RCRA), under which 
the EPA has developed "cradle to 
grave" regulations governing the 
generation, storage, transport, treat­
ment, and disposal of hazardous 
wastes. RCRA gives the EPA the 
powertoprotcctallsourcesofground­
water from contamination by hazard­
ous waste. This law also prohibits 
pollution of surface water and air by 
hazardous waste sites; 

The Comprehensive Environ­
mental Response, Compensation,and 
Liability Act, better known as"Super­
fund," which is used to clean up ex­
isting hazardous waste sites that pose 
a threat to water or other resources; 

The Insecticide, Fungicide, and 
Rodenticide Act and the Toxic Sub­
stances Control Act, which give EPA 
the power to regulate pesticides and 
toxic substances that may have an 
adverse effect on the environment, 
including groundwater and other 
sources of drinking water; and 

The Safe Drinking Water Act, 
which has allowed for the setting of 
maximum contaminant levels of 
many pollutants. A total of 60 con­
taminants must now meet EPA stan­
dards. The state Division of Water is 
responsible for enforcing these stan­
dards.

Words cannot express how won­
derful it is to be home. Just the sight 
of the blossoming redbuds makes me 
smile. I can't seem to stop smiling 
these days. I've thought all day on 
how I was going to start off my first 
column upon my return, I can't seem 
to think of anything lO accurately 
capture my emotions at the welcome 
I have received. 

I suppose the fact that I can hardly 
keep my eyes open at 4:30 in the 
afternoon might have something to 
do with it. but I was too wound up and 
excited to go to sleep early last night. 
I was afraid that I might miss some­
thing. Then I remembered that I was 
here to stay, I won'tbe going back, so 
I have all the time in the world to see 
everyone and catch up on life. 

My return has been a bit over­
whelming. The deep emotion I've 
felt since getting off the plane in the 
good ol' U.S. of A. due to everyone's 
flag-waving patriotism has me ex­
hausted. Though I'm a soldier, I am 
not ashamed to admit that I have shed 
a few tears since my return. 

It all started as we got off the plane 
at JFK in New York for a short lay­
over. There were banners, balloons 
and flags galore and people we didn't 
even know stood in two rows clap­
ping while they funneled us through 
to a reception area. It felt as if we had 
won the Super Bowl and I wanted to 
shout ''I'm going to Disneyland!" 

When we finally made it to Ft. 
Meade, MD, after a 30 hour flight, it 
happened again, only more intense. 
We were marched into a gymnasium 
as a unit with the band playing and 
people screaming and waving flags. 
The thin lines of crepe paperthcy had 
separating the families from the troops 
were stretched tight while boys and 
girls, men and women wept and out­
stretched their arms to their returning 
family members. When we were fi­
nally dismissed after the longest ten 
minutes of our lives, the photogra· 
phers were trampled because they 
were in the line of fire. No apolog1es 
needed, they just took their pictures 
from the floor. 

Although my family wasn't able 
to make it therefor this reunion, I still 
got teary-eyed watching husbands and 
wives clinging to their soldier-spouses 
while their children clammered at 
their feet to get in on the action. It was 
quite a welcome and that welcome 
has not stopped. 

Flying into Charleston, WVa., 
Wednesday the troops were laughing 
and crying in anticipation of meeting 
their people ami going home with 
them for keeps. My first sight as I 
stepped off the plane was of21 troops 
standing on one side of a glass pani­
tion scaning for their loved ones on 
the other side. They were all peering 
mtoacrowd with kids on their shoul­
ders and red, white, blue and yellow 
everywhere amongst the TV cam-

eras. I guess they were wailing for the 
last person to come off the plane. 
Since that last person was me, I just 
screamed "for heaven's sake, open 
the doors!" 

There was hardly room for every­
one and I could barely get through. I 
was frantically searching for the Floyd 
County Times' Staffers and my 
brother but was unable to see them. 
Finally Scoushouted "over here Tess" 
and I rushed over. I realized then why 
I couldn't fmd them, first, I could 
hardly see through the tears and sec­
ond, everyone looked different. My 
brother had glasses, Scott had a 
mustache and Jeff had a haircut. 
Maybe if Kim had been a little taller 
I would have spotted them sooner 
since she hasn't changed a bit. 

I was so overjoyed to be back that 
I allowed my people to swoop me out 
of the airport and was a half hour 
down the road before Jeff said "that 
one bag was all you had?" Whoops, 
back we headed to the airport which 
was empty except for two lonely 
duffle bags sitting on the conveyer 
belL 

Everyone was so tired, but I perked 
nght up as :.oon as we passed the sign 
reading "Welcome to Paintsville." 
Just a little bit down the road the 
Carriage House had a welcome home 
message on its marquee and further 
on Sam an Tanio's had one as well. 
Of course my friends knew I would 
want to stop there flrst thing, so in we 
went for Mexican treats and Corona 
beers. Of course there were more 
people waiting to welcome me and 
still others on their way. God it's 
great to be loved. I got more hugs 
then I every had in my whole life that 
night. As I looked around the room at 
one point in the evening I noticed that 
this was almost the exact same crowd 
that wished me off, and it was in the 
same place. The only difference was 
that people were happy, much hap­
pier. Especially me. 

Each time I have driven through 
downtown Prestonsburg today and 
seen my name in lights at the bank 
and on the marquee I get all mushy. 
When I spoke with some of the chil­
dren at Prestonsburg Elementary 
School today I realized for the first 
time what a responsibility I have 
towards our children. I need to tell 
them what it was like and I need to not 
tarnish the image they have of those 
who were in Saudi Arabia fighting 
for freedom of another country. Pride 
is high right now and it would be so 
lovely to keep it that way. This war 
was not like the last and I feel happy, 
yet guilty about that at the same time. 
We did less than the Vietnam Veter­
ans did and yet have gouen so much 
more, much from their doing I'm 
sure. I salute them and all the other 
veterans, see you at the VFW and 
Am Vets halls. 

I still can't quit smiling.

Editor: 

Webster's American Heritage 
Dictionary defines consistency as, 
"compatibility or agreement among 
successive acts, ideas, or events." 
Beingconsistentgivesmethodtowhat 
may be seen as madness. No matter 
how chaotic an act may seem, consis­
tency helps one work toward a goal. 

The one year old Ky. Educational 
Reform Act (KERA) is a compli­
cated but well researched plan that 
can be implemented one piece at a 
time. This new law is being studied 
by legislators and educators through­
out our nation. Its' success in our 
state rests on those administrators, 
educators. and parents who strive to 
consistently carry out its' objectives. 

Educators from Floyd County 
have voiced their concern to admin­
istrators since the binh of the reform 
act about training for teachers who 
will be mandated by law to imple­
ment thecomponentsofKERA. Some 
of the main components include: non­
graded primary, site-based decision 
mak.ing,performanceassessment.and 
extended school services. Unfortu­
nately, those concerns have fallen on 
deaf cars. 

I have spoken with other educa­
tors from Ashland Independent, 
Oldham and Mason counties who 
have described the training they are 
receiving regarding the basic compo­
nents of KERA. Although 
$359,574.10 was allocated for the 
Extended School Services program, 
the staff development included in the 
budget proposal was never given to 
many teachers in this district Ac­
cording to Dr. Sanders, it is the job of 
our school board and administrators 
to inform teachers of the available 
training regardless if a particular 
school is a pilot program or not The 
buck shouldn't be passed to the state 
department. The information is out 
there, it needs to be disseminated. 

Other occupations come to mind 
while writing this editorial regarding 
lack of training. Doctors, pharma­
cists, bankers, and counselors are 
consistently trained yearly on new 
techniques, procedures, and recent 
research to enable them to be more 
proficient in their jobs. Educators are 
craving the very same opportunity. 

In closing, I stated at the March 
board meeting that teachers are ex­
cited about being held accountable 
for KERA 's success and we expect 
the public and our board to require 
that accountability. But we won't take 
theblameforpoorperformancescores 
when our superiors are dragging their 
feet in providing vital training.

In reference to Eddie Billips pro­
posals for keeping the High School in 
the city. What are the costs of Mr. 
Billips option #1? Billips only says 
$2.4 million less than the proposed 
Middle Creek location, where does 
he get his ligures? 

The football field in Prestonsburg 
has never been intended not to be 
used for the football games. The band 
and others have been harassed for 
years about tromping on their pre­
cious grass. There already exists a 
prnctice field with a goal postatClark, 
across the road from the proposed 
Middle Creek site. 

How much is it going to cost to 
build new bleachers and rearrange 
the present lighting at the 
Prestonsburg field, that so many have 
worked so hard to achieve over the 
last 30 years. 

The Prestonsburg High School 
was built on top of a swamp, it is only 
fit for a football field, not for more 
sinking shrines to someone's mem­
ory. 

I think it's interesting to note that 
Bryan RomanowiiZ, Billip'sLexing­
ton architect who drew up his plans, 
is the same architect that John M. 
Stumbo and the Floyd Fiscal Court 
employed to design the new Floyd 
County Jail. It was stated in the 

Prestonsburg City Council meeting 
March 11 by a councilman that he 
had been told that if the new high 
school wasn't built at the Middle 
Creek location, John M. Stumbo 
wanted the site for the new Floyd 
County Jail. My opinion doesn't 
matter to anyone apparently, but I 
think the new Floyd County Jail 
should be more centered in the county 
like Martin. To the newcomers of 
Floyd County, those of 20 years here 
or less, it very well may seem that 
"out with the old, in with the new" is 
what's happening, but I fear some­
thing much more is behind the pup­
pet strings of some of our politicians 
and some of our so-called "reform­
ers." Having lived here in the Middle 
Creek area some 35 years, and hav­
ing ancestors that came in covered 
wagons from Virginia and populated 
this area over 100 years ago, I have 
known how school board politics and 
the office of the County Judge go 
hand in hand. Although it is now a 
different "man in the Big Leather 
Chair", he still has his "soldiers". It 
would be interesting to examine Eddie 
Billip's family tree or those of his 
inlaws. In believe Mr. Billips wants 
the right thing for our children, but 
must attempt to do so while fulfilling 
the wants and wishes and vendettas 
of board members past and present, 
as well as private interest such as 
banks and stock holders. 

Mr. Billipscitesmillionsincostto 
provide utilities to the Middle Creek 
site when in public, not in print. Why? 
There are no plans for sewage lines 
into Prestonsburg, but to a treatment 
plant, a new modem sewage plant to 
replaceandimproveClark's20-year­
old treatment plant. Perhaps it could 
be built to accommodate Clark Addi­
tion and others in the area that might 
desire sewage service. These people 
could pay the Board of Education for 
the service, and help offset some other 
cost. 

What is the state of our "Powers 
That Be" who would stop a new 
Prestonsburg High School because 
Prestons can't have the sh, sorry 
sewage! I 

There already exists a large water 
storage tank within sight of the Middle 
Creek property. I live 1/4 mile above 
the proposed site, and the 6" water 
main continues far past my house 
several miles. We have more than 
100 PSI pressure at my house, more 
than the 75 PS required for the sprin­
kler system at Duff Elementary. 

I also think it's interesting that the 
First Commonwealth Bank owns two 
tracts of land that would be absorbed 
by Mr. Billips Option #1. 

Marshall Davidson hac; done the 
research on who owns the property, 
and we have come up with $350,000 
on the tax rolls. Property is appraised 
at 3 to 4 Limes it's tax base. Total 
estimated cost of this property SI 
million to $1.4 million dollars, just 
for the property for Mr. Billips Op­
tion #1, which is less than 4 acres. 
Why then is$400,000 for llOacresat 
Middle Creek excessive? 

Two engineers, one civil certified 
and the other mechanical certified, 
were consulted about site prepara­
tion cost for Mr. Billips Option #1. 
They say $450,000 to get it out of the 
floodplain and also provide drainage 
and pMking as per state regulations 
for funding as required. 

Marshall Davidson also contacted 
an engineer with Ky. Power at Pikev­
ille, he asked what would be the cost 
of relocation of the Power Compa­
nies substation located adjacent to 
the property Mr. Billips proposes 
buying. The answer- $1 million 
dollars. 

In addition,depending on the depth 
of solid rock, steel piling cost could 
run between $650,000 to $1 million 
dollars. 

That's $3.5 million already and 
Mr. Billipsdoesn'thavea foundation 
for Option # 1. 

Stay tuned for Option #2 and 
Option #3.

and said it was difficult to install the 
bathroom doors at older schools. 

The group also asked why ele­
mentary music books were ordered 
for schools but not the additional 
instructional material needed for 
teachers to be able to teach from 
those books. 

Superintendent Hager responded 
•that the state Department of Educa­

tion did not give the board funds to 
purchase books, but only allowed 
them so much money to purrhase 
books recommended by teachers in 
the system. 

Hager said the board could not 
spend over 35 percent of the allotted 
funds to buy auxiliary supplies. He 
said the board had to accept what the 
state sent in to the system and the 
board had no control over the matter. 

Hager said if extra local funds 
were available the board could opt to 
puchaseadditional teaching supplies. 

• "It's a matterofwhere your priori-
ties are," Hager said. "The board can 
choose to spend the extra money for 
personnel or for additional supplies." 

Also speaking to the board was 
Shelia Hall, ftrst grade teacher at 
Betsy Layne Elementary. Hall asked 
for information about a 21-classroom 
addition and renovation which is the 
next priority on the district's school 
construction facility survey. 

"What we want to know at this 
time boils down to two questions: Is 
the money available to start this proj­
ect? And if it is, when does the board 

• plan to start construction?" asked 
Hall. 

Hager replied that the project had 
not been funded at the present time 
and funding for the Schools Facility 
Construction Commission (SFCC), 
which funds school construction 
projects, is "in the hands of the Gen­
eral Assembly." 

"If the money's not available, we 
can't start the project," Hager said. 
"The board could also change its 
priorities." 

According to Kathy Mudd, with 
~ the state Department of Education's 

division of buildings and grounds, a 
BG-1 application for the Betsy Layne 
addition was approved in April 1990. 
The board has not submitted any other 
information on the project 

"Usually, when we approve the 
BG-1 application, the project starts 
right after that," Mudd said Thurs­
day. "For some reason, this project 
must have been delayed." 

Woody Barwick, director of the 
SFCC, could not be reached Thurs­
day for comment. 

Harmon Leedy. director of the 
-. Parent Recource Center, gave a re­

port on how the Floyd County school 
system has improved in the areas of 
special needs children. 

"We've come a long way and we 
still have a long way to go," Leedy 
said. "In 1985 we had 609 special 
nee.ds children in the system with 36 
teachers. In 1990, we had 835 stu­
dents and 58 teachers. I honestly 
believe if we work together as a team 
we can get this work done. We will 
win the battle." 

Harmon also told the board about 
a parent workshop for special needs 
children to be held April 17 from 9 

• a.m. until 2 p.m. at the Presbyterian 
Church in Prestonsburg.

I real­
ized a long time ago that none of us 
gets away unscathed. No matter how 
talented, lovely, rich or successful, 
everyone falls prey to this compari­
son of self to ideals which arc so 
unrelentingly flawless that no one on 
earth could ever poss1bly measure 
up. 

Perhaps it is the climate of the 
time that has me thinking more about 
this. The threat of a protracted war 
and the loss of bright young hves 
causes us all to pause to consider our 
priorities. But I and my colleagues 
watch patients every day struggling 
with the fears of their own inadequa­
cies, trying to help them separate the 
trivial from the important, trying to

Twenty years ago I had a part time 
job in a college dorm. I had a co­
worker named Jack. I no longer 
remember his last name but I can 
picture him in my mind'seye. He was 
a dark haired. handsome guy who 
majored in phys ed and had a light· 
hearted and carefree charm that en­
deared him to everyone.

I, for 
one, would hate to see the 
Maytown Little League pro­
gram go down the drain, espe­
cially for this reason. Our kids 
here in Floyd County deserve 
a place to play baseball. And I 
must admit, great strides are 
being made to provide more 
fields. 

I realize this is school board 
property and they have a re­
sponsibility to it. But if ar­
rangements can be made re­
garding insurance, then the $75 
rental fee should be waved. 

I can'tcount the number of 
people in Floyd County that I 
have talked to that are very, 
very pleased to see the spot, 
where the old Drift Ball Park 
set. being worked on and made 
ready for baseball. I have got­
ten phone calls about it- all 
positive - and it will defi­
nitely be a boost to our youth 
programs here in the county. 

I also understand work on 
the new Martin Park will be 
getting underway soon. An­
otherplace for baseball will be 
available as well as other out­
door activities. 

The folks on the park com­
minee have done an excellent 
job on the up-keep of the pres­
ent facilities and have installed 
a walking track with lights.

How to fine tune crankbait!

Don't discard that favorite fishing lure 
Many fme fishing lures end up in 

the bouom of a tackle box simply 
because they quit running straight. 

There are a number of obstruc­
tions both above and below the water 
that can alter the action of a fine tuned 
fishing lure. A rock, stump, bridge 
abutment or even a mean largemouth 
can occasionally effect the action of 
an artificial lure. Mostofthetime,the 
altered lure will run hard to the right 
or to the left when retrieved. 

"Don't discard the lure," suggests 
• Larry Nixon, "learn to simply retune 

it." 
Nixon, a nine time national cham­

pion on the B.A.S.S. tournament trail, 
offers a few simple suggestions for 
putting the lure back on ttack. 

According to Nixon, the only real 
tool needed is a pair of needle nose 
pliers. Then it takes but a little prac­
tice to make perfect. 

First, determine the misdirection 
the lure is running. If it ttacks hard to 
the right, grasp the lure firmly with 
the bill pointing directly toward you. 

Grip the small screw eye in the bill 
of the lip with the needle nose pliers. 
Next, bend this screw eye ever so 
gently in the opposite direction to 
which it is running. In this case, it 
would be slightly bent to the left. 

Make another cast and gauge the 
lure's performance. Repeat the pro­
cedure if necessary. Nixon believes 
that most lures can be corrected with 
a small amount of patience and prac-

Even experienced boaters 
sometimes get caught by sudden 
summer storms. The high winds that 
result can provide a truly treacherous 
situation. The difference between get­
tinghomesafelyandbecominganothet 
tmgic statistic can be summed up in 
two short words-staying aware. 

The boating experts at the 
Brunswick Marine Group offer the fol­
lowing advice 10 help you oo just that 

The most frightening aspect of 
summer storms is their ability 10 mo­
bilize energy in a great big hurry. At 
one moment you may be fishing under 
turquoise blue skies. And then, before 
you realize what's happening, those 
tranquil horizons have turned black 
and you're in trouble. 

And it's not just beginners who 
taste this unpredictable wrath. Several 
years ago a freak storm struck a Tex.as 
lake hosting a professional bass tour­
nament Hundreds of seasoned boat­
ers were caught unaware. Frantic 
tournament officials were forced to 
wait until the following morning to 
discover that all the participants had 
survived. 

The deception is caused by af­
temoon heating. Boaters know that 
hot weather produces cloud buildup 
over large bodies of water. If we ran 

for the ramp every time a big dark 
thWlderheadarose, prime fishing hours 
would be sacrificed. 

So it's necessary to learn the 
difference between storms and sum­
mer showers. Usually, major storms 
move against the wind. If you see a 
wall of turbulence rumbling upwind, 
head for cover. 

Unfortunately storms are tricky. 
Some move faster than others, and 
sometimes prevailing conditions al­
low a real whopper to fonn right 
over your head. 

If you're surprised by a summer 
storm, seek shelter immediately. An­
chor behind an iSland, a bridge or 
beach your boat wherever possible.
