Eastern Kentucky manufacturers 
and service providers could soon find 
that the opportunity to enter the world 
marketplace knocks close to home. 

In an informal meeting Thursday, 
area business and government lead­
ers gathered at the Prestonsburg Mu­
nicipal Building to review a proposal 
to locate a branch of the Kentucky 
World Trade Centerin Prestonsburg. 

Kenneth Current, executive direc­
tor for the Lexington-based Kentucky 
World Trade Center, characterized 
the local project as an effort to open 
doors to a "global economy" for 
Eastern Kentucky businesses. The 
key, Current said, "is to convince 
business leaders to think in terms of a 
world market." 

'1n the past 25 years," Current said, 
"we have lost 99 percent of the tele­
vision market and 30 percent of the 
automobile market to foreign com­
petition. If I took a poll today of the 
people in this room, I suspect I would 
find that each one of you is wearing at 

least one article of clothing made in a 
foreign country. It's a different 
world," he added. "Even sports have 
gone global." 

Current said expansion of the 
Kentucky World Trade Center, which 
is itself a part of a worldwide net­
work, would introduce new markets 
to existing businesses in the state and 
allow them to compete and survive. 

"If businesses don't get into the 
globaleconomy,"Currcntsaid, "they 
face the same fate as the 'mom and 
pop' groceries that suffered when our 
economy shifted from regional to 
national."

The office, to be staffed by a 
trained professional, will also offer 
personalized trade counseling, con­
ferences and seminars, and on-site 
trade answers.

You've embarrassed me 
and the school and everybody else on 
something that's not even true." 

May said all association funds had 
been properly accounted for and that 
"all the records were kept., the expen­
ditures made by check and every one 
of them is legitimate." 

May said all association funds were 
"going back into the school." He 
added that questions about a pick-up 
truck purchased by the Prestonsburg 
Athletic Academic Association were 
unfounded and the truck was "over 
here to be used by the school. It is 
used by every department in this 
school. It's used for athletics, it's 
used by maintenance, it's used by 
agriculture, anyone who wants to use 
it and it does not cost the taxpayers a 
cent and it is right here for the school 
to use. I don't see what the problem 
is. You're inferring that something is 
wrong with that, but no one has said 
there is anything wrong with that." 

May admitted that his organization 
had failed to adhere to state Jaws 
concerning the operation of bingo 
games, but he said the group was 
unaware of the legal requirements. 
He said he was also unaware of a law 
that requires charitable gaming op­
erations to obtain a federal tax ex­
emption. 

Bingo is illegal in Kentucky unless 
the games are operated by a chari­
table organization which meets strict 
criteria. 

"If we had known about it (re­
quired registration) we would have 
done it. It was nothing but not know­
ing on our part," May said. 

May said the Prestonsburg bingo 
game was started on an agreement 
with the board of education as an 
effort to raise funds to air condition 
the high school. The board was to pay 
for installing the air conditioning, 
May said,and the cost would be repaid 
through the Prestonsburg Academic 
Athletic Association. 

"They (the board) knew at the time 
we were going to do it through bingo," 
May said. "Everybody understood 
what we were doing, there was no 
question about it. We're not runniilg 
an illegal game and using school 
facilities without their knowledge."

Row­
land said he told Stumbo the County 
Attorney's office did not recommend 
the warrant be issued. 

Under state law, pawnbrokers 
must keep a register of all loans and 
purchases of all articles effected or 
made by him. The register must show 
the dates of all loans or purchases and 
the names of who left property.

Suffering on this scale should never 
happen. Nevertheless upon hearing 
some of my colleagues and constitu­
ents call for U.S. military, and not 
political, intervention in this calam­
ity, I feel I must temper my outrage 
with reac;on. 

However, there is a political and 
judicial course of action which the 
United Nations must not only en­
dorse. but pursue. This past week, the 
Senate passed my War Crimes legis­
lation. This bill would lay the legal 
foundation for trying Sad dam Hussein 
and his advisors for their war crimes 
against the Kurds, against Kuwaiti 
citizens, and against U.S. and allied 
prisoners of war.

I wonder where these individuals 
were in January when they wanted to 
leave Saddam Hussein in Kuwait. 
Now is not the time to change course. 

Kurdish uprisings have occurred 
in present-day Iraq since the Seventh 
Century and have become increas­
ingly prevalent since the country's 
independence in 1932. Including 
Saddam Hussein's recent offensive, 
thcseconflictsareasbloody and brutal 
as any internal struggle, the world 
has ever witnessed. 

Husscin'stroopshaveusedchemi­
cal weapons on civilian targets. The 
Kurds have adopted guerrilla tactics. 
So, neither side can rightly boast of 
upright behav1or. 

Just this week, President Bush 
underscored the United States' pol­
icy: 

"The United States is not going to 
intervene militarily in Iraq's internal 
affairs, nor will we become an occu­
pymg power. But we must do every­
thing in our power to save mnocent 
life." 

The worldcommumtyagrees with 
President Bush. There is no intcrna-

The belligerent action currently 
being pursued by Hussein is nothing 
more than an extension of the war 
that technically ended on the 27th of 
February. 

Operation Dcscn Storm used in­
ternational military power to enforce 
international political will. The next 
obvious step is to create an interna­
tional court to enforce international 
laws, particularly the Geneva Con­
ventions. We must create an interna­
tional tribunal, if we arc serious about 
a new world order where the rule of 
Jaw prevails over the rule of tyrants. 

There is certainly no shortage of 
Kurdish or Kuwaili victims. 
Shouldn't we set an example so that 
these crimes will not be committed in 
the future? 

It was the United Nations which 
authorized the usc of force, and I 
think it should be the United Nations 
that once again comes together in 
legal judgment. 

If we act now and prosecute war 
criminals like Saddam Hussein. the 
principles of the Geneva Conven­
tiOns will become practice, crowning 
our victory in Kuwait. This acuon 
w1ll permanently end the barbaric 
treatment of the Kurds, sendang a 
clear signal to the rest of the world's 
tyrants.

A Prestonsburg attorney has been 

appointed to a newly created task 
force which will give top priority to 
prosecuting and imprisoning the most 
dangerous offenders who use frre­
anns to commit crimes in the Eastern 
District of Kentucky, said Louis 
DeFalaise, U.S. attorney for the East­
em district. 

Karen Alfano with the Appala­
chian Research and Defense Fund 
will serve on the Prosecutors Manual 
Committee. James Arehart, Chief of 
the Criminal Division will coordi­
nate the new group. 

DeFalaise said the new anti-crime 
effort here is part of a nation-wide 
program, Project Triggerlock, being 
set into motion by the Department of 
Justice. Attorney General Dick 
Thornburg said in Washington, D.C., 
that Project Triggerlock is a major 
step in the government's priority 
campaign against street crime and 
violent offenders. 

"There will be no plea bargaining 
in these cases. The goal is to protect 
the public by putting the most dan­
gerous offenders in prison for as long

Triggerlock Task Force here is "a 
coalition of local, state and federal 
agencies that will focus on major 
offenders, drug traffickers, gang 
members, and habitual criminals 
using frrearms in violation of federal 
law." Federal firearms statutes con­
tain stringent, often mandatory prison 
terms for a variety of offenses. Tng­
gerlock will assist state and local 
agencies by prosecuting in federal 
court gun crimes that may be beyond 
the effective reach of state law. More 
federal felons and fugitives also will 
be prosecuted for gun offenses. 
DeFalaise noted that President Bush 
has proposed even tougher gun stat­
utes in a new comprehensive anti­
crime bill and has called on Congress 
to swiftly enact the measures. The 93 
Triggerlock Task Forces share the 
same priorities but each will be shaped 
to deal most effectively with local 
problems. 

DeFalaise emphasized that par­
ticipating local or state agencies are 
full partners in the new program.

UK board of trustees approves tuition increase 
Undergraduate tuition at the Uni­

versity of Kentucky for full-time, in­
state students will increase by $60 a 
semester beginning with the 1991 
fall term. 

The UK Board of Trustees ap­
proved Tuesday the new tuition rate 
of $810 a semester. Rates are estab­
lished by the state Council on Higher 
Education, which determines tuition 
at all state-supported universities in 
Kentucky. 

A mandatory registration fee of 

$104.75-which covers athletics, 
student health, student activities, 
student government and other stu­
dent functions-was increased 7 
percent to $112, raising the tuition/ 
feepaymentto$922asemester, which 
is 7.9 percent higher than last year. 

Tuition for undergraduate students 
from outside Kentucky increased 
from $2,250 a semester to $2,430. 

The new tuition rate for resident 
graduate students is $890 a semester, 
an increase of S60, and non-resident 

graduate students will pay $2,670, an 
increase of $180. 

The board also ratified increased 
tuition rates for students in law, phar­
macy, medicine and dentistry. 

Students at Lexington Commu­
nil y College will pay the same tuition 
and fees as students on UK' s Lexing­
ton campus. Tuition at other commu­
nity colleges will be $340 a semester 
for resident students, up by $20, and 
S 1,020 for non-residents, a $60 in­
crease.

Dick Cavett has new program 
airing weekends on CNBC

Q: I'm o old Dick Cnett 
faJJ VIti ns 'WOndering what 
be is doi1J6 tbese days.

A: Now entering his third 
season on CNBC and the 
proud possessor of an ACE 
Award, Dick Cavett began 
his career m television in 
1960. Working as a copy boy 
at Time magazine, he accost­
ed The Tonight Show host 
Jack Paar and presented him 
with a collection of jokes he 
had written for Paar's open­
ing monologue. Parr used 
some of the gags, and 
Cavett's career was 
launched. He became a 
comedy writer for Groucho 
Marx, Johnny Carson, Merv 
Griffin and others. In 1964 
he started performing stand­
up comedy in nightclubs and 
began appearing as a guest 
performer on the Carson and 
Griffin talk shows. In 1968 
he signed with ABC to host a 
morning talk show and even­
tually landed his own late 
night program opposite Car­
son. His show ran on ABC 
until 1975. From 1977 to 
1982, The Dick Cavett Show 
appeared on public televi­
sion. He also appeared brief­
ly on CBS. Look for The 
Dick Cavett Show weekends 
on CNBC, known as Smart 
TV. I wouldn't dare say his 
previous interviews are not 
airing somewhere on TV.
