The vote was called on the second
reading of the budget, and it passed
with the Mayor again breaking the
tie; Collins, Fannin, Goebel and
Hamilton voted against the reading
and Vance, Hale, Callihan and Brown
(whoarrived late and hadn't voted on
tabling the budget) voted yes.

The budget will be printed in The
Floyd County Times next week, be-
fore the third reading to make it offi-
cial. The budget must be passed be-
fore any funding can be obtained
from the state.

In other old business the council
agreed to advertise for an auditor and
to negotiate a price for blacktopping
with the current contract holder,
Mountain Enterprises, since no bids
were received.

First Guaranty Bank expands services
to Prestonsburg with new branch bank

A new business is locating in
Prestonsburg. 1t's not new for Floyd
County, but it is new in the coun-
tyseat. First Guaranty Bank of Mar-
tinisexpanding,and buildingabranch
at the dogleg of US 23.

According to Julius Martin, chair-
man of the board for First Guaranty,
the bank has owned the property since
1963 with the hopes of building a
branch office there.

Plans were begun about six years
ago but, after the prospective merger
with Pikeville National fell through,
the expansion was halted, Martin said.
About a year ago an application was
submitted to go ahead with the build-

ing of the branch office. Since the
Home Rule Law, which didn’t allow
a bank to branch within the limits of
another city, had been amended, the
application was approved.

The company Lefebure, which
specializes in bank building and
supply, was awarded the contractand
construction work began on May 27,
The opening of the Prestonsburg
service branch, which will be a two-
story colonial design, is slated for
November.

“Since Prestonsburg is the coun-
tyseatand we are a substantial player
in the county, we felt we should have
a branch there,” Martin said. “We

have adequate business in the
Prestonsburg area at this time to jus-
tify a service branch, but we expect 1o
go to a full-service bank there in the
future.” **

Martin said they had considered
locating the bank at one of the shop-
ping malls, but decided against it.

“Wewanted to locate there inorder
to help promote the downtown area,”
Martin said.

The expansion of the branch intoa
full-service bank will be gradual,
Martin said, and the bank will be
hiring as needed to service the busi-
ness that is generated at the
Prestonsburg location.

Watkins To Compete In

National Bass Tourney

Next week, one of Eastern
Kentucky's finest bass fisherman will
be competing in what is perhaps the
most prestigious bass angling tour-
nament in the country. Tee Watkins,
a dedicated and industrious angler
from East Point in Floyd County,
battled through the Red Man Tourna-
ment Trail last year to earn himself a
trip to the Red Man All-American
Tournament,

The Operation Bass Red Man
Tournament Trail is a wickedly
competitive national tournament
series designed for the grass roots
angler. In essence, the country is
divided into 20 divisions, and up to
360 anglers in each division compete
against one another in a series of six
qualifying tournaments. Following
those six tourmnaments, the top 30
anglers from each division advance
to one of four regional tournaments.
Ultimately, the top 10 anglers from
each region compete in the Red Man
All-American, a tournament boast-
ing the nation’s largest cash prize
awarded to a single angler. The All-
American victor will not only garner
the satisfaction of being proclaimed
the top Red Man angler of the year,
but will also take home a check for
$100,000.

Nine years of patience, diligence,
and hard work finally paid off for Tee
Watkins. In 1990, Watkins’ success

in the Red Man Mountain division
eamned him a spot to the Red Man

Regional Classic held last November
on Alabama’s Demopolis Lake.
Competing against 150 of the top
anglers throughout the greater South,
Watkins boated 19 pounds, two
ounces of bass in the two-day tourna-

ment to establish himself as one of
the Red Man Tournament Trail’s top
40 anglers for 1990. That fifth place
finish clinched Watkins' berth in the
Red Man All-American, a week-long
series of events that will be held next
week in New York.

Watkins will travel to Buffalo,
New York, next week to compete in
the Red Man All-American. That
event will be held on Niagara River
and Lake Erie, two tough bodies of
water that will test the mettle of each
of the 40 anglers vying for the cov-
eted national champion’s title. Tee's
success in the preliminary tourna-
ments earned him and his family an
“all expense paid” trip to New York
for the week.

The two-day toumament Spans
nearly a week of activities. Tuesday
and Thursday are pre-fishing or prac-
tice days that will help the contest-
ants get a feel for the waters and,
hopefully, will help them leamn just
what the fish are doing. During
Thursday’s “press day,” anglers will
meel with outdoor writers and pho-
tographers for photo sessions and

interviews. The two day tournament
will be held on Friday and Saturday,
and each angler is given an identi-
cally-rigged Ranger boat for use in
that event.

Now 37, Tee began fishing the
Red Man circuit nine years ago.
Though he has enjoyed a successful
life of tournament angling, nothing
can compare to qualifying for the
All-American tournament. That ac-
complishment might take on a new
meaning for you when you consider
that, through the course of the year,
Watkins competed against some
7,000 anglers. Of those thousands of
anglers from across the country, only
40 qualified for the Red Man All-
American. Ina very real sense, quali-
fying for the Red Man All-American
ismuch like qualifying to compete in
the Olympics.

“People ask me if this is a dream
come true,” Watkins says, “and |
always say ‘I've never dreamed this
big!"”

Although he has never fished the
Niagara River nor Lake Ene, Wal-
kinshasa game planalready devised.
“I'm fairly confident that the tourna-
ment will be won on the lake —if the
water is not toorough to fishout there
— simply because that it where the
larger fish are. We will be fishing
with a five-fish limit,” Watkins says,
“so every ounce is going 1o count

Geographically, Highlands Re-
gional Medical Centeris at the center
of the eastern third of Kentucky,
ideally suited to serve the residents of
up to 16 counties, including several
in West Virginia. However, the term
“Center” goes beyond mere location.
Since the early 1980°s, Highlands’
growth and progressiveness has ad-
vanced it to a position of pre-emi-
nence in the healthcare of the region.
Ithasaccomplished this entirely with
native eastemn Kentucky independ-
ence, spunk and ingenuity as a com-
munity-owned, not-for-profit hospi-
tal,

While many hospitals are affili-
ated with large chains and/or owned
by outside interests, Highlands has
tapped its native roots. It began with
a mission laid out by a Board of
Trustees who were drawn from the
executive ranks of leading businesses
in Floyd, Johnson, Martin and Ma-
goffin counties. They gave Highlands
its regional vision and the drive 10

-achieve it; The Board supported the
plans, facilitated the financing and
authorized the investments in tech-
nologies and personnel needed to
transform a smal] Eommunity hospi-
tal into a leading regional institution,
a true Medical Center.

AGAINST THE ODDS

The 1980s were not good to hospi-
talsanywhere. Small community and
rural hospitals fared especially badly
inan economic climate that saw them
squeezed between rising costs and
falling revenues. Many closed their
doors, leaving their communities
without essential services.

Nor was the economy of eastern
Kentucky conducive to building a
thriving healthcare system. Under-
employed and underinsured, the re-
gion could hardly be tapped for new
resources sufficient to support ambi-
tious growth plans. Instead, revenue
dollars would need to be imported.

There were two ways to reach out
and touch these revenue resources,
and the strategies were formulated
early on by Highlands administrator
Clarence C. Traum. First, there were
government sources. By securing the
designation “Rural Referral Center,”
Highlands’ Medicare and Medicaid
payments could be enhanced. Com-
bined with participation in such pro-
grams as the Federal Black Lung
Program, Highlands succeeded in
maximizing the assistance itreceived
from Frankfort and Washington.

Second, by expanding its service
area beyond its traditional four coun-
ties, Highlands could attract paying
patients from distant communities.
Both strategies, however, required
that the hospital offer extraordinary
capabilities. This faced the hospital
with a classic “chicken and egg”
proposition: it needed revenues to
expand capabilities and it needed
capabilities to expand revenues. The
solution was a carefully measured,
step by step process of adding a little
of both chicken and egg at the same
time over a ten year span. It ok
patience to get patients, but it also
took careful management to keep.
operating expenses under control. To
that end, Traum organized a team of
management talent from within the
hospital and supported them with
some of the best management sys-
tems available.

THE RIGHT BALANCE OF
PEOPLE AND TECHNOLOGY

Again and again, balances had to
be struck. Technology and systems
cannot function without highly
skilled, highly motivated people.
From administrative management
through clinical practitioners, High-
lands’ focus on people involved a
combination of recruiting from out-
side and nurturing from inside. Every

time anew system ornew technology
was acquired, the people had to be in
place, ready to make it work.

Highlands promoted programs
through the University of Kentucky,
Prestonsburg Community College
and Pikeville Community College to
develop curricula for nursing, medi-
cal technologies and business pro-
grams. Supported by scholarships for
local students plus tuition underwrit-
ing for its own employees, these
programs enabled Highlands to cre-
ate a homegrown human resource
system. This system now contributes
to the educational quality of the re-
gion, providing the means and incen-
tives for area youth to seek a higher
education, along with the opportuni-
ties (o pursue careers closer to home.
Highlands has, in fact, become the
largest private employer in Floyd
County. In cooperation with its par-,
ent company, Consolidated Health
Systems, also of Prestonsburg, schol-
arships and educational programs are
being expanded at college and post-
graduate levels.

Technology advances in
healthcare are accelerating at a be-
wildering pace. The cost of a single
high technology system, such as car-
diac catheterization, can reach a
quarter of & million dollars. In five
years, it needs replacement because
it’s wom out, obsolete or both, Each
technology — and Highlands has a
dozen or s0 — requires its own team,
and sometimes two, of skilled techni-
cians, nurses and staff physicians
functioning within a well coordinated,
highly sensitive system. Because
patientsaren’tjust processed forclini
cal treatment, they are moved with
sympathetic care through a series of
procedures that must always respect
their human and individual needs. It
isa tribute to the staff and employees
of Highlands that the system not only
works, but is eaming a widespread
réputation for both clinical excellence
and personal sensitivity. Again, the
right balance and a major factor in
Highlands' success.

FIRST WITH THE MOST

Highlands® Breast Center was the
first hospital based mammography
unit to be certified in the state of
Kentucky. Earlier this month, High-
lands’ surgical team became the first
team in eastern Kentucky to perform
laparoscopic gallbladder surgery, a
procedure that significantly reduces
post surgical discomfort and recov-
ery time.

WITHOUT DOCTORS,
THERE’S NO HOSPITAL

The very first healthcare in east-
ermn Kentucky was a doctor on horse-
back administering to the sick and
injured from whatever he carried in
his legendary little black bag. It was
the little black bag that grew into a
hospital — simply more and bigger
instruments, more and biggerbottles
of medicine — the tools of the heal-
ing arts at the physicians” bidding.
Highlands began its life as
Prestonsburg General Hospital,
springing from the little black bag of
Dr. George Archer. And just like the
little black bag, the hospital wouldn't
be worth much to anybody without
the doctor. 4

The hospital serves a complex
network of physicians inside and
outside its walls. A journey through
the network usually begins in the
office of the family practitioner or
internal medicine physician. Most
healthcare problems can be handled
rightthere. Once ina while, the family
doctor spots a big problem and needs
help in either diagnosing or treating
it, or both. Diagnosis — the business
of identifying the nature or serious-
ness of a disorder — is where much
of the hospital’s technology is put to
work. Often, the diagnostic technol-
ogy is administered by a physician-
specialist such as a cardiologist for
heart disease, an oncologist for can-
cer and so on.

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Real estate companies increas-
ingly are turning to computerized
mortgage networks to help home
buyers find financing best suited to
their needs, according to a nation-
wide survey of firms by the National
Association of Realtors.

The association’s “Profile of Real
Estate Firms: 1990: showed that 8.0
percent of the estimated 100,000 real
estate firms in the National Associa-
tion of Realtors are affiliated with
electronic mortgage networks. The
share rose from 4.0 percent in 1986

and 1985, and from 3.0 percent in
1984, “This jump indicates that real
estate firms realize that information
onavailable mortgage funds will be a
key to their future success or failure,”
the survey says.

Although an 8.0 percent share
might still seem relatively minor, it
constitutes 31 percent of the industry
sales force, because many of the firms
using the systems tend to be larger
ones. Twenty-nine percent of the
firms with more than 50 sales agents
are affiliated with electronic mort-
gage networks, compared to just 5.0
percentof the firms with five or fewer
agents.

Use of the mortgage location sys-
tems by real estate firms reflects
growing consumerdemand foramore
efficient, expedient homebuying
process, said NAR President Harley
E. Rouda. “buyers expect real estate
brokers to stay on top of all financing
options. Computerized loan origina-
tion (CLO) systems allow the buyer
to choose from a wide choice of
mortgage instruments and interest
rates without having to leave the real
estate broker’s office,” he said.

the future of residential brokerage.”
Sixly-one percent of the firms indi-
cated the system they use supplies
mortgage prequalification and appli-
cation submission information.

The firm survey, conducted in
April 1990, covered more than 10,000
real estate firms nationwide. In addi-
tion to affiliations with other serv-
ices, it includes a broad range of firm
characteristics and industry trends.

As in previous surveys, the 1989
study showed that most real estate
companies continue to be small-scale;
nine ot of ten firms were found to be
single-office operations, and 52 per-
cent have five or fewer sales associ-
ates. Anaverage of eight sales agents
per office was reporied. However,
although the majority of the firms
have a small sales force, only 8.0
percent of the sales agents in the
industry are affiliated with' small
companies. This percentage has
dropped from about 12.0 percent in
1979.

Incontrast, firms with a sales force
of more than 50 representatives con-
stitute 53 percent of the industry’s
sales force, up from about 30 percent

in 19790. Yet, only 3.0 percent of the
industry’s firms are this sizable.
Despite the growing concentration of
companies, “there is definitely room”
for real estate small companies in
today’s marketplace, Rouda said.
“There will always be entrepreneurs
who want to remain independent,
Small firms will remain an important
part of the industry,” he said.

During the 12 months prior to the
survey, smaller firms lost a greater
proportion of their sales force than
larger firms. However, both small
and large companies gained enough
agents to offset the losses. Compa-
nies with fewer than five agents lost
25 percent of their agents, but expe-
rienced a 26 percent gain in sales
representatives. Companies with
more than 50 agents lost 13 percent,
but picked up 14 percent. On the
whole, the firms collectively posted
an 18 percent loss in agents and a 21
percent gain,

Home sales remain the leading
source of business for most firms; 70
percentcited residential brokerageas
their primary real estate activity. An
additional 12 percent listed commer-

cial and industrial property broker-
age as their main activity. The study
notes that other services provided by
firms include appraisals, property
management and insurance sales,

Nearly two-thirds of the firms
surveyed use part-time sales agents.
However, the proportion of agents
who work part-time has declined over
the past decade, falling from 17 per-
cent in 1979 to 19 percent in 1990.
“The increased complexities of the
real estate business make the indus-
try less appealing to part-timers,” the
study says.

According to Rouda, part-time
agents tend to lack the dedication
necessary to be fully successful. “Real
estate is just as demanding as any
other profession. And, if you decide
to getin it, you don’t go halfway,” he
said.

The survey also found growing
use of buyer brokerage, which in-
volvesan agentrepresenting the buyer
inatransaction forafee paid by, oron
behalf of, the buyer. Three out of
every 10 firms reported that their
firm has buyer’s agents, the same
share as in the 1986 study. However,

although this percentage was un-
changed, an increasing number of
firms reported having several buyer's
agents, rather than just one agent
engaging in buyer brokerage.

Buyer's agents are more apt (0 be
found in larger firms, and are found
most frequently in the West and least
often in the Northeast, according to
the report. Interest n buyer brokerage
has grown as home buyers have be-
come more sophisticated and feel the
need to have their own representa-
tion, the survey notes. “The miost
frequently cited reason for the suc-
cess of buyer brokerage is that clients
know the agent has their interest as
the number one priority.”
