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Apparent heart aftack strikes:

One of the original members of the re-
structured Kentucky Court of Appeals,
Judge Harris Stephens Howard, died
Wednesday moming as the result of an
apparent heart attack.

Judge Howard, 62, was found dead in
his home by his wife at 6:30 a.m. on June
12, according to Floyd County Coroner
Roger Nelson.

Judge Howard was appointed Lo the
Kentucky Court of Appeals at its incep-
tion under the Judicial Articleof 1976 and

Judge Harris S. Howard

had sérved since that time as judge for the
Seventh Appellate District. At the time of
his death, he was Chief Judge Pro Tem of
the Court. He was born in Prestonsburg
April 16, 1929, and wasa lifelong resident.

Judge Howard attended the University
of Virginia and graduated from the Uni-
versity of Kentucky and the University of
Kentucky College of Law. He practiced
law in Prestonsburg for 25 years before his
appointment to the Court of Appeals in
1976. He was a member of the American
Bar Association, Kentucky Bar and Phi
Delta Phi legal fraternity. He served on the
Judicial Council from 1962 to 1966, He

was a member of the Methodist Church
and the Zebulon Masonic Lodge No. 273.
Judge Howard's death creates a va-
cancy on the state's nine-member Courtof
Appeals which can be filled by appoint-
ment by Governor Wallace Wilkinson.
The appointee will serve until January 1,
1992, the remainder of Howard’s term.
Howard was seeking re-election to the
court and had narrowly edged Johnson
District Judge John Gardner in the non-
partisan May Primary. Howard and Gard-
ner were set to face off again in a Novem-
ber General Election run-off vote,
Gardner’s name will appear on the No-

vember ballot, but he will be running
unopposed, according to the state Admin-
istrative Office of the Courts,

Judge Howard is survived by his wife,
Jane Davis Howard, and three children,
Harris Stephens Howard, Jr., of Frankfort,
John Woodford Howard II and Vanessa
Lynne Howard, both of Prestonsburg.

Funeral services will be 2 p.m. on Sat-
urday at the First United Methodist Church
with burial following in the Mayo Ceme-
tery Prestonsburg, Visitation is scheduled
for today (Friday) from 4-9 p.m. at the
Carter Funeral Home and tomorrow from
noon until 2 p.m. at the church.

The Floyd County Board of Edu-

contracts for security services at
school facilities and the move met

with approval from the state’s Office

of Education Accountability (OEA).

Dr. Penney Sanders, director of
OEA, said Thursday that the issue
had been under review by that office,
bulTucsday’sdccisiunpulmgmaucr

“This office has had under review
the no bid security contracts of the
Floyd County School System,” Sand-
erssaid. “OEA concurs with the Floyd
County School Board's action taken

. onJune 11 invoiding these contracts;
and in accordance with previous
recommendations, we would suggest
contracts for security be advertised
for competitive bidding per man/per
hour in compliance with the provi-
sions of KRS 424,260."

The board had employed five
security companies o provide pa-
trols at 10 school facilities in the
county atan average costof $9,455.60
per month. Questions were raised
after il was discovered that the con-

tracts were not put out for bid; not all
contracts and no performance bonds
were on file at the central office; and
security personnel could not be found
at several of the facilities.

In his recommendation to the board
to cancel the contracts, Superinten-
dent Ron Hager said the contracts
should be continued until September
3.

Board Chairman Ray “Shag"
Campbell said he thought the con-
tracis should be canceled immedi-
ately. S

“Why wait until September 3 77
Campbell asked. I think we spend
too much money there, We should do
it by July 1.”

Hager said that according to the
contracts, the companies must be
given a 30-day notification before
the contracts can be terminated. He
said if the contracts were canceled
before September it could cause a
lapse in security at some of the school
facilities,

Campbell recommended that
custodian's schedules be rotated to
have someonein the buildingsatnight
or o install electronic security sys-
tems linked with the Kentucky State
Police's network,

Board halts
roufe bids,
funds saved

A decision by the Floyd County
Board of Education Tuesday night to
reject bids for fourcontract bus driver
routes could result in a significant
savings to the county schools.

Bids for contract driver runs for
Daniels Creek, Ivel, Prater Creek and
Little Mud Creek cost the board
873,220 last year, finance officer
Russell Frazier said Thursday.

The four contract routes provide
transportation for 173 students, trans-
portation director Earl Ousley said
Thursday. The Little Mud Creek run
picks up 60 students; Prater Creek,
45; Daniels Creek, 26; and the Mare
Creek and Ivel run42 students, Ousley
said.

The board will purchase four used
mini-buses to transport students to
meet the larger school buses that run
in those areas, Ousley said.

“The board will be saving the profit
that the contract drivers make on the
routes,” Ousley said. “At this tme,
we don’t know what the savings will
be.”

What's good for
the goose...

The list of personnel employed and placed for the 1991-
92 school year in the Floyd County School System pro-
vides for some interesting reading.

Not necessarily for the names included, but for those

which aren't.

RECC's: A Wise
Investment for Kentucky

Over the past week, I have had the
good fortune to participate in several
meetings with members of the 29
Rural Electric Cooperative Corpora-
tions who were in Washington for
their annual visit. '

I came away from these meetings
highly impressed at the dedicated
service they are providing all across
Kentucky. I also came away with
serious concerns about the Bush
Administration’s continuing insis-
tence on targeting the Rural Electric
Administration for budget cuts, es-
pecially given its record of achieve-
ment over the years.

Therecord speaks for itself. With-
outadoubt, the REA and its coopera-
tives are one of our federal
government's earliest and best ex-
amples of economic development in
our rural areas. They also serve as
one of our most successful examples
of public and private partnerships at
work.

Established in 1935, the REA
began their work when only 11 per-
centof American farms had eleciric-
ity. Today, virtually every area in this
country has reliable electrical serv-
ice.
In 1949, the REA was given the
authority by Congress to make loans
extending telephone service to rural
areas. At thattime, only 36 percent of
the nation's farmers had telephone
service. Today, virtually every farm

in America has access (o a telephone.

In Kentucky, our 27 electric dis-
tribution cooperatives and two gen-
eration and transmission cooperatives
serve over 546,000 consumersin 117
counties.

Kentucky is currently ranked fifth
in the nation on the number of con-
sumers served and ranks first among
all states in the total sale of coopera-
tive electricity.

Given this track record, it is hard
to undersiand why the REA budgetis
being targeted for additional cuts,
especially in light of the reductions
over the past decade.

During the 1980's, insured elec-
tric loans to communities were re-
duced over 40 percent. Under last
year's budget agreement, these loans
were cut back an additional 25 per-
cent.

Toadd to the reductions already in
place, the proposed Bush Admini-

stration budget would further reduce
directloanauthority and significantly
lower loan guarantees.

The Administration needs to get
the message on the true meaning of
rural development and the role
RECC’s are continuing (o play in
creating opportunities in rural areas.

RECC’salready provide an infra-
structure for dealing with many of
our serious national problems in
today’s rural economy. The 1990
Farm Billrelied on RECC’s for many
important initiatives including water
and waste facility financing, the pro-
motion of business incubators and
rural deyelopment project financing.

He wanted to be a trapper boy.
“Everybody wanted o trap,” he re-
called. He explained what “trapping”
meant, and the bottom line was, if the
trapper boy did not get the door
opened and then closed, air flow into
the black depths of the mine could be
hampered.

After he married, he moved away
from the camp and “didn’t use the
company store much after moving,
‘cause they charged.” He recalled
that the Company put movie tickets
into the pay envelope, “And charged
you for ‘em, whether or not you went
to the show house, the cost of the
tickets was cut over the payroll and
you were stuck with ‘em.”

He and his wife, Carole, laid down
their paint brushes and made we three
strangers feel rightat home. Sitting at
their picnic table, it was obvious that

the tape recorder made him just a tad
nervous. He kept pushing it away,
and 1'd push it back, but all the while
he talked. His eyes were bright and ,
as memories surfaced, they sparkied
like the morning sun on dew laden
leaves in a glade by the river.

The river flooded him out, time
and again, but they sweptout, mopped
up, put down new carpet, cleaned up
and went on, time and again. He and
his family never made a profit on the
grants given by the Red Cross, “now
a lot of folks did, but we never did.
Always got just enough to put us
back into the house, but never any
extra,” he recalled.

Itis doubtful he would have taken
the extra without making prior ar-
rangements thatevery centof it would
be paid back, in cash money. The
other, lesser grants, he “had to give
somethin” back, time or volunteering
to help, but somethin’ always had to
be given back.”

He embodied all that defined his
life’s work, coal miner. He was in
more than one slate fall. Once, his
eye was pushed almost out of his
head; another time, several ribs broke
through the skin; it was hard work for
not even $2 a day. Later, he ran a joy
loader and raised a fine family. He
wore two hearing aids, but that did
notsiow him down. He was sharp and
keen, and never realized he was what
southeastern Kentucky has always
been abour — people, wonderful,
wonderful people.

He was one of the finestmen I had
ever met. He enriched my life on a
warm, sunny afternoon in May 1989,

as he grinned and laughed, chuckled
and paused, sharing with me what his
life had been. Through it all, ran a
golden thread of how much he loved
his family, the life God had given him
and his world.

As long as I draw breath, he shall
live in my memory. I shall never
forget whataprivilege it was to know
this man, Mr. Ruben Lafferty. May
God grant him peace and may the
light of His countenance shine upon
Ruben Lafferty’s face until we all
meet again.

‘Palm Beach,’ ‘Pickup Street’
are ‘p’erfect video choices

Let's go back in time a bit
and review two classic
movies, Do they have any-
thing in common? No, ex-
cept that they both start with
the letter “p.”

Pickup on South Sireet
{1953)

Venerabie Sam Fuller di-
rected this tough, intelligent
thriller about a pickpocket
who accidentally (well, prac-
ticing his trade) acquires
top-secret microfilm, mak-
ing himself a much-
sought-after man. Richard
Widmark stars as the un-
lucky crook, with terrific
supporting work by Jean
Peters, Richard Kiley and
the great Thelma Ritter as a
hard-bitten street peddler
who also dispenses informa-
tion ... for a price,

Fuller, whose brutal,

straightforward movies have
long been more appreciated
in Europe than in his own
couniry, also wrote the
screenplay for this film.
Other important works by
Fuller include Fixed Bayon-
ets, Shock Corridor and
1979's terrific The Big Red
One.
Palm Beach Story (1942)
This screwball comedy is
Preston Sturges in top form.
The plot is, at best, secon-
dary, but for the record:

In other action Tuesday, the board
directed administrative and central
office personnel to begin submitting
a weekly tentative itinerary on July 1
and follow that with an actuoal itiner-
ary describing their daily activities.

The measure was suggested by
board member Eddie Billips, who
said it would provide some means of
accountability and it would be bene-
ficial to superintendent Ron Hager.

“It’s a matter of accountability,”
Billips said. “This way we will have
a written record of daily activities
and can prove to the public the need
for possibly more or less employees.
[twould also let superintendent Hager
know where the employees are and
what our needs are.

Board member Tommy Boyd said
central office personnel “should be
there 1o shake your hand” when‘the
office opens at 8 a.m.

“Teachers have tobeat the schools
before eight, and administrators
should also be at work at eight,”
Boyd said. “They make $50-$60,000
a year, they ought to be there (in the
office) to take their calls.”

During the public comment ses-
sion at the board meeting, new Floyd
County Education Association presi-
dent Carol Stumbo told the board she
had had “words” with her principal at
Wheelwright High School Tuesday.
Stumbo said the principal talked to
her in a very harsh manner.

“Then he said, ‘see if you can do
anything about it,”” Stumbo said.
“Let’s put an end to the war taking
place between teachers and adminis-
trators. Nobody wins in a situtation
like that. If you want us to do our jobs,
give us an atmosphere where we can
do that."

Outgoing president Bud Reynolds
had harsh words for the board of edu-
cation and voiced his frustrationabout
the current school year.

“We did have a work stoppage in
an effort to exert our rights as educa-
tors and advocates for the children in
Floyd County,” Reynolds said, “but
the administration and this board
carried the strike and/or its effects for
amuch longer period than nine days.
This is the 182nd day of school and
we are still being penalized and little
has been changed.”

Superintendent Ron Hager
strongly disagreed with Reynolds.

“I don’t think myself, as superin-
tendent, or this board carried the strike
on, I think it was FCEA,” Hager said.
“I totully disagree.”

Inother matters, the price of school
lunches will be raised to .90 cents;
$1.75 for employee lunches: and

$2.50 for non-employee lunches. A
student breakfast remained at .50
cents, but raised to .90 cents for an
employee breakfast; and $1.00 for a
non-employee breakfast.

Assistant food service director
Wayne Ratliff said he didn't like rec-
ommending the increase, but said it
was needed due to rising food costs.

In other action Tuesday, the board
instructed Adams Middle School
architect Randy Burchett to notify
the bonding compaines of contrac-
tors thatthe companies have not lived
up to the performance of their con-
fract.

A sixth grade area of the middle
school has to be replaced due to set-
tling in the foundation.

Burchettsaid contractors had been
sent certified letters, but he has not
received any response from the con-
tractors. Burchett said the school's
general contractor, Ervin Akers, had
“pumped” concrete into the founda-
tion and the settling appeared to be
under control. The architect said work
to correct the problems in the sixth
grade wing will be performed during
the summer.

Security

The superintendent said he had been
considering electronic security sys-
tems since last fall.

“We've been talking with two
companies about installing the sys-
tems,"” Hagersaid. “We've been given
a start-up cost of $20,000 to get it
installed.”

The board directed attorney Cliff
Latta to give the companies a 30-day
notification on Wednesday.

Companies receiving payments for
security services were: State Secu-
rity; Security Inc.; Collins Security
Service; B & D Security; and Thun-
derbolt Protection Service.

The Times conducted its own
investigation in May into the issue
after questions were raised at May's
board meeting by a member of the
audience.

An inspection of records on file at
the central office revealed that only
one contract was on file and that no
performance bonds from those five
companies were recorded in that
office. Bonds required by contracts
ranged from $10,000 to $1 million.

A visit by the Times to two facili-
ties employing night watchmen on
two different occasions failed to lo-
cate any personnel. The facilities,
Floyd County Technical High School
and Martin Elementary, were under
contract lo B & D Security.

Bill “Crush” Dingus, spokesman
for B & D Security, said last month
that he and his son provided security
for the technical high school, Martin
and the county's bus garage. When
asked by the Times about the absence
of a night waichman, Dingus replied
his son was on duty.

A review of break-in reports on
file at the central office showed two
reports for Martin Elementary, both
filed by B & D Security. One report,
undated, related to the theft of ham
and the other, dated May 3, 1991,
said hamburger had been stolen.
Dingus said those were the only break-
ins at the school.

Dingus' claims were countered at
the May board meeting in reports to
several board members detailing
numerous other alleged break-ins and
alleged thefis of school equipment.

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First in a series:

Understanding the struggle for
Democracy in East-Central Europe

by Dr. Thomas D. Matijasic

During the past two years, Ameri-
cans have watched the rapid decline
of Soviet power in East-Central Eu-
rope and the emergence of democ-
racy in many of the former Commu-
nist states. With the withdrawal of
Soviet forces from the region, prob-
lems, as well as opportunities, have
appeared.

For two generations, Americans
have viewed the satellite states of the
Soviet Empire as part of a large, gray,
monolithic culture, devoid of sparkle
or independent heritage. Nothing
could be further from the truth. The
states of Easi-Central Europe —
which include Poland, Czechoslova-
kia, the former German Democratic
Republic (East Germany), Hungary,
Yugoslavia, and Rumania — each
has a special heritage of their own.
What they have shared in the twenti-
eth century is a common struggle to
preserve their national existence
against the forces of totalitarianism,

All of the states of East Central
Europe felt the heavy-hand of fas-
cism during the era of the Second
World War. Various ethnic groups
were pitted against one another in
order to satisfy the desires of the Nazi
War Machine. Millions were killed,
cities were destroyed, and families
were separated,

Following the Second World War,
the Soviet Union extended its domin-
ton over most of East-Central Eu-
rope. Demoralized by their recent
struggle against Germany, most of
the people of the region were unable
to effectively resist the pressure ex-
erted by the Soviets.

Viewed as enemies by most
Americans until recently, we have
failed to recognize the long-term
struggle waged by the citizens of the
Eastern bloc inan attlempt Lo preserve
their national identities. Like us, the
peoples of East-Central Europe
dreamed of living in prosperity under
governments of their own choosing,

I have written these series of ar-
ticles so that the people of Eastern
Kentucky might better understand the
history of East-Central Europe. Itisa
story of tragedy and inspiration, of
suffering and achievement, The
struggles of individual human beings
are often overlooked as we focus on
the great historical events of the day.
Yet, it is from these struggles that
democracy has emerged in Poland,
Hungary and Czechoslovakia.

My first essays attempt to illus-

trate the tragic impact the Second
World War had on the lives of people
in East-Central Europe. These are
followed by essays on the years of
Communist rule. The final essays
will be on the revolutions of 1989 and
the present state of affairs in the re-
gion,
Part I: The scattering of peoples
When the Twentieth Century
began, East-Central Europe was
dominated by three large empires —
Tsarist Russia, Hapsburg Austria, and
Imperial Germany, All three of these
empires contained a substantial
number of minority groups within
them. All three were destroyed in the
horror of the First World War.
When the leaders of the world
gathered together in Paris in 1919,
they hoped to redraw the map of
Europe based upon the ideal of na-
tional self-determination. A host of
new states were created, including
Poland, Czechoslovakia, Yugoslavia,
Hungary, Lituania, Latvia, Estonia,
and Finland. Unfortunately, each of
these new states contained substan-
tial minorities who remained restive
under the rule of the dominant group.
Germans, Hungarians and Slovaks
resented the primacy of the Czechs in
Czechoslovakia. Croatians remained
discontented because a Serb sat on
the throne of Yugoslavia. Ukrainians
lived in both Poland and the Soviet
Union without a state of their own.
The minority groups within the
young naton-states of East-Central
Europe helped to undermine the
strength of the central governments.
When the Nazi Party came to power
in Germany, Hitler cynically ex-
ploited ethnic rivalries in order to
promole a program of German con-
quest. In reality, Hitler and his asso-
ciates had little respect for the aspira-
tions of European minoritics. He
hoped to exploit the human resources
of East-Central Europe for the bene-
fit of the German war machine while
taking the land of Germany's Slavic
neighbors tocreate more living space
for members of the Third Reich,
The case of Michael Walkowiec
illustrates the impact of Hitler’s poli-
cies upon the people of the region.
Walkowiec was bom in 1924 in the
Ukrainian village of Dubrovitza.
Dubrovitza was located in Polish
territory so“‘athome everybody speak
Ukrainian, but at school you speak
Polish.” He recalled that the Polish
people “ireated us okay, You can go
where you want and you have to

work."”

On September 1, 1939, Germany
invaded Poland and the European
phase of World War II began. As
increasing numbers of nations joined
the war effort against Germany, the
Germans forced peoples from con-
quered lands to work as virtual slaves
inGerman factories. On May 3, 1942,
Michael Walkowiec was unexpect-
edly seized while walking down a
street in his hometown by the Ge-
stapo and shipped off to Germany.

After spending a few months as a
farm laborer, he was placed in a work
camp. “We was in factory like pris-
oner. We got guards watching us,
taking us directly to the factory. We
stay in barracks. In one room we have
32 people. It was double bunks. They
close the door and put bar over it. If
you want to go to the bathroom, you
got to use a bucket on the floor.”

Conditions in the camp near
Dinkelsbuhl, Germany were bad.
Mattresses were made of straw and
virtually everyone suffered from lice.
The prisoners were fed a bowl of
soup and three slices of bread and yet
they were expected to work a full day
in the factory. Allied bombs fre-
quently shook the barracks but terri-
fied inmates faced German bullets if
they attempied to escape.

Within the camp were Ukraini-
ans, Poles, Russians, Hungarians,
Czechs, Slovaks, and Serbs. After
the camp was liberated by American
forces, many of the prisoners could
not or would not return home, The
Soviets had liberated Dubrovitza and
annexed the Polish Ukraine. When
the warended, the Soviets wanted the
Americans to turn over all Russian
and Ukrainian refugees to them.
Walkowiec recalled that a “lot of
people killed themselves, because
they don’t want to go back to Rus-
sia.” Fortunately, General Eisen-
hower refused to permit forced repa-
triation,

The United Nations Relief and
Rehabilitation Administration found
itself responsible for eight million
European refugees in 1945. Most
returned to their homelands within a
short period of time. One million
refused 1o be repatriated, some re-
maining in camps as late as 1962.
After spending five years in refugee
camps, Michael Walkowiec made his
way to the United States where he
found work as a carpenter. He never
returned to visit his Ukrainian home-
land.
