margin Wednesday night that will 
would give states more leeway in 
dividing the money between roads 
and mass· transit programs. 

With this bill, Kentucky could gain 
$600 million over the next five years, 
bringing the state's total to $1.48 
billion in federal highway funds for 
fiscal years 1992-96. 

The House is also working on a 
five-year$150 billion bill that would 
be financed, partially, by an addi­
tiona1 gasoline tax of five cents per 
gallon. Currently the tax is 14.1 cents 
wilh each penny yielding about $1 
billion in revenue 

After meeting with key House and 
Senate members about the highway 
bill, Governor Wallace Wilkinson 
said he was hopeful !he House ver­
sion would be "every bit as good if 
not bcHer" than the Senate bill. 

The new Senate bJil will permit 
states more flexibility in how road 
revenue is !ipcnt. The legislation will 
also enable Kentucky to designate 
roads to be built as parl of a national 
highway system. 

The state's allocation includes an 
estimated $146 million in additional 
funds from the federal highway trust 
fund, which would return to Ken­
tucky a dollar for every dollar the 
state contributes to the fund in gaso­
line tax revenue. The state had been 
getting back about 80 cents for every 
dollar contributed, the governor said. 

"I feel pretty good about it." Wilk­
inson said of Senate approval to re­
lwn all but about $3 billion to the 
states. "I've repeatedly said let'~· put 
U1e trust back in the trust fund," he 
added. 

U.S. Senator Wendell Ford also 
called the legislation a good deal for 
Kentucky.

Boyd's brother, Luther, reported him 
missing on Wednesday. 

Boyd had been dead approxi­
mate! y four to five days, said deputy 
coroner Glenn Frazier. Boyd was last 
seen alive last Thursday. The body 
was sent to Louisville for an autopsy, 
but foul play is not suspected at this 
time, Frazier said. 

Boyd's brother and his wife vis­
ited him about two times a month to 
check on him and bring him food, 
Frazier said They became alarmed 
and notified authorities when he was 
not at home Wednesday . 

Blackburn said he and Maynard 
began their search Wednesday after 
hearing Boyd was missing. They 
found the body about two hours later . 

"We used to see him out in his 
yard sometimes, but we didn't know 
he was missing until today (W ednes­
day)," Blackburn said. "We just 
started looking up and down the road 
for him. We decided to look on the 
creek bank and we found him." 

Kentucky State Police detective 
Les Stapleton and Floyd County 
Deputy Sheriff Linzie Hunt are in­
vestigating Boyd's death. Police of­
ficials went to Boyd's residence and 
found nothing missing from his home. 
An article of Boyd's clothing was 
found on a path behind his house. 

Members of the Floyd County 
Emergency and Rescue Squad re­
moved Boyd's body from the scene.

Cancer patient seeks cure in Bahamas: 

Alternative therapY 
gives family hope

The diagnosis of a terminal illness 
for a parent can be devasting to a 
family. There is always hope that a 
treatment can be found to cure or 
battle the deadly disease. When it 
appears that that hope can be turned 
into a reality, families unite in an 
effort to provide any chance at living. 

Mannie Beverly, 64, of East Point 
was diagnosed with colon and liver 
cancer in March and was given three 
to seven months to live. Conven­
tional chemotherapy treaonent was 
not a viable option in her case. Doc­
tors gave her a 15-20 percent chance 
of responding to the treatment, said 
Janie Beverly, her daughter. 

Beverly's children then began to 
search foranaltemativecancer treat­
ment for their mother. An article in 
"Woman's Day" magazine led the 
family to Patrick McCrady. a Wash­
ington State research consultant, who 
started a nationwide information bank 
listing alternate treatments for cancer 
patients. McCrady nor only keeps a 
list of facilities and doctors providing 
treatment. he also visits the sites in 
order to evaluate the treatments. 

McCrady's research provided five 
alternate treatments for Mrs. 
Beverly's condition and he recom­
mended the Burton Therapy devel­
oped by Dr. Lawrence Burton. Burton

practices his procedure at a clinic in 
the Bahamas. 

Burton's therapy is immuno-aug­
mentatine, a process that pools blood 
from the cancer patient to develop a 
serum that contains no cancer cells 
and it is injected back into the patient 
to activate the immune system. 

Beverly and her sister began re­
searching their mother's disease; 
talked with patients who had the treat­
ment; and their mother decided to 
have the therapy. 

"We checked with patients who 
have had this procedure at Dr. 
Burton's clinic and the success rate 
has been 70-80 percent." Janie Bev­
erly said. "That'sa farcryfrom 15-20 
percent. Some of the patients who 
had the therapy six years ago were 
given two months to live at the time. 
At least it gives us some hope." 

The cost for the therapy and living 
expenses for Mrs. Beverly and her 
daughter, Vicki Morgan, is a major 
factor facing the fam1ly. In order to 
begin the treatment, the family had to 
pay $5,000 up-front and the treat­
ment is $500 a week, not including 
doctor's fees. Thefamilypooledtheir 
resources to pay their mother's and 
sister's initial expenses. 

But, the cost of living expense 
plus cost of the treaonent are begin­
ning to put a financial drain on the 
fan1ily. Their mother, a widow, did 
not have medical insurance when she 
was diagnosed with cancer and she is 
not eligible for Medicare, Beverly 
said. Non-traditional cancer treat­
ments are not usually covered by 
insurance, she said. 

Mrs. Beverly arrived in the Baha-· 
mas on Memorial Day and has been 
responding well to the treatment, her 
daughter said. 

"She's gained three and a-half 
pounds and her hemoglobin is up," 
Beverly said. "She had lost over 30 
pounds. She receives a certain num­
ber of injections each day. The last 
four days have shown a very high 
tumor-kill rate in her blood. They 
believe the cancer cells have quit 
multiplying. Now they're concerned 
with shrinking the tumors." 

Beverly, who is the director of the

Pricing 
relief is 
a must 

Because of contracts entered into 
m previous years to protect the com­
pany from fluctuating gas prices, 
Columbia Gas System, Inc., is now 
paying prices much higher than those 
available to non-contracted buyers 
and threatening to seek bankruptcy 
court protection. 

The board of directors of the Co­
lwnbia Gas System, Inc., as a result 
of fmancial difficulties facing Co­
lumbia Gas Transmission Corp., its 
principal pipeline subsidiary, sus­
pended the dividend on its common 
stock Wednesday. 

The company blamed warm 
weather in recent years for depress­
ing gas prices on spot markets, leav­
ing the company locked into con­
tracts to buy gas at much higher prices 
set years ago when supplies were 
tighter. 

The gap between what the com­
pany pays for gas and what it sells it 
for could beasmuchas$1 billion, the 
company said. 

James P. Holland, chairman and 
CEO ofColumbia Transmission, said 
he and other company officials were 
contacting all producers to notify 
them of the company's serious finan­
cial difficulties and to begin efforts to 
restructure all of its high-cost con­
tracts to make them market sensitive. 

"We must have strong encourage­
ment from representative producers 
by the end of July and commitments 
from substantially all the producers 
by the beginning of the heating sea­
son if these efforts are to succeed," he 
added. 

Columbia System Chairman John 
H. Crooms cautioned that the Co­
lumbiaSystem'sfailuretoreestablish 
and continuously maintain adeq~mte 
lines of credit with its banks or the 
failure of producers to respond 
promptly and favorably to Columbia 
Transmission's efforts to restructure 
it<; contracts could force the System, 
the pipeline subsidiary, or both to 
seck protection from creditors under 
the bankruptcy laws. 

The Colwnbia Gas System, head­
quartered in Wilmington, Delaware, 
is one of the largest natural gas sys­
tems in the United StateS. Its subsidi­
aries are engaged in the production, 
purchase, storage, transmission and 
distribution of natural gas at whole· 
sale and retail levels as well as related 
energy development. Directly or 
indirectly Columbia companies serve 
more than 8 million homes, busi­
nesses and industries in 15 states, 
including Kentucky. 

According to R.T. Daniels, presi­
dent of Kentuclcy-West Virginia Gas 
Company. which services much of' 
Aoyd County, Kentucky-West has 
several contracts with Columbia Gas, 
including transportation and some 
supply. However,duetomuchofthe

Creative company fills void

A little known company operat­
ing in Floyd County makes items you 
won't find in most stores. The com­
pany is called I .P.F. (Innovative Plas­
tic Fabricators), or more simply -
The Plastic Shop. 

The Plastic Shop is operated by 
three partners, David Boesen, his 
wife, Cathy, and Randy Humble. All 
three are originally from Michigan 
and moved here in January under 
Humble's recommendation. Humble 
has family in the area. 

David Boesen said he and his 
partners moved here because there 
wasn't another operation like theirs 
around 

"Piasucs are a new concept," 
Boesen said, "which has kind of 
worked agamst us because no one 
knows exactly what we do." 

What Boesen Q<>es, as manufac­
ture JUSt atx>Ut anything the mind can 

imagine out of plastic, from custom· 
12ed display cases, paperweights 
containing bumble bees suspended 
in mid-flight, and baseball card hold­
ers to blackout covers for headlights. 

"There are a million different 
things you can do with plastic," 
Boesen said." A lot of people come in 

having an idea of what they want but 
theydon'tknowexactly. I'll sit down 
with them, find out how much they 
want to spend and design them a 
piece to fit their specifications." 

For example, Boesen had a police 
officer come in who needed a piece 
for his car that would cost him $15 
from the manufacturer. Boesen 
looked at the piece, cut it, polished it 
and installed it while the customer 

waited and charged S4. 
Other popular plastic items that 

can be obtained through The Plastic 
Shop mclude boat windshields, patio 
table replacement tops, rear car win­
dows, sliding doors and aquariums. 
Large or small, The Plastic Shop's 
motto is, "if you want it, we'll make 
it.'' 

"He (Boesen) ha'i an imagination 
which will make things work," Cathy 
Boesen said. "If it's at all possible 
he'll find a way to make it." 

Another side of the manufactur­
ing operation is work for companies 
making hard to find pieces. For ex­
ample, Tel-Com has sought Boesen's 
talent to make a small plastic box to 
fit over electrical circuits in cable 
systems.

Few people realize that Adolf 

Hitler was more a product of the old 
Austrian Empire than he was of 
Germany. The old Austrian Empire 
encompassed much of East-Central 
Europe prior to World War I. Even 
though the German Austrians domi­
nated the political and economic 
positions within the Empire, they 
made-up less than twenty percent of 
its population. Hitler grew up sharing 
the fears of many Austrian Germans 
that they were about to be submerged 
in a sea of SJavs, Magyars (Hungari­
ans) and Jews. In the major cities of 
the Empire, like Vienna, Prague and 
Budapest, Germans were forced to 
compete with Jews for positions in 
trade and the professions. Historian 
AJ. Ryder noted that even though 
Jews formed, "just over 8 percent of 
the population they accounted for 
alx>ut one-third of the university stu­
dents, and industry and trade were to 
an overwhelming extent in Jewish 
hands." 

The brilliance of East-Central 
Europes' Jewish community was 
remarkable by any standard. The old 
Jewish quarter in Prague produced 
writer Franz Kafka and the celebrated 
sixteenth-<:entury scholar Rabbi Low. 
The career of psychiatrist Sigmund 

Freud is closely associated with the 
city of Vienna. Yet their success 
produced as much envy as it did re­
spect. After spending several years in 
Vienna, Hitler declared, "The Jew 
was no German." He left Vienna for 
Munich in 1913 a converted anti­
Semite. 

On January 30, 1933, Hitler be­
came Chancellor of Germany. Within 
months he began to consolidate his 
power, turning a functioning democ­
racy into a totalitarian dictatorship. 
In the process, he redefmed tradi­
tional definitions of treason and pre­
pared to purge Germany of what he 
considered "undesirable elements." 
By March, 1933 it was apparent that 
Germany's established prisons could 
not hold the new influx of political 
prisoners so special concentration 
camps were established to serve as 
detention centers. Dachau was the 
first and largest of the original camps. 
It also has the distinction of being the 

first camp guarded by the infamous 
"Death Head" units of the SS. In 
1937 the smaller camps were closed 
down and prisoners were concen­
trated in Buchenwald and Sachsen­
hausen. By the end of that year there 
were over five thousand soldiers in 
the Death Head units. 

The creation of concentration 
camps coincided with Nazi attacks 
upon the Jewish population of Ger­
many. Under the 1935 Nuremberg 
laws, Jews were deprived of full citi­
zenship and marriage between Jews 
and Gentiles was prohibited. In 1938, 
the Nazi government began expro­
priating Jewish businesses and send­
ing hundreds of Jews to Buchenwald, 
Dachau and Sachsenhausen. On the 
nights of November 8 and 9, mobs 
burned Jewish synagogues, busi­
nesses and homes throughout Ger­
man. Thousands were subjected to 
violent attacks and almost a hundred 
were killed. A week later, Jewish 
children were barred from attending 
school. The following year, Jews were 
systematically expelled from Ger­
many.

Editor: 
I would like to comment on a 

report released by the Appalachian 
Center of the University of Kentucky 
on unemployment figures in Eastern 
Kentucky. This report has been get· 
ting a lot of attention from both the 
press and the public, and I believe 
justiftably so. 

The reason I say that is we've 
known all along that the unemploy­
ment statistics provided to us are low, 
inaccurate and misleading. They do 
not tell the true story of joblessness in 
our region. Instead, they paint a hazy 
picture of the unemployment scene 
here with broad strokes that com­
pletely miss the target. They do not 
signal the urgency that we feel to 
recruit inelustries and get jobs in our 
area. 

The method by which our country 
and the states tabulate unemployment 
figures is outdated and needs to be 
changed. When the study was re­
leased, I contacted the General Ac­
counting Office (the congressional 
agency in charge of investigations 
and research) and challenged them to 
go beyond the numbers and see why 
we do not have an accurate portrayal 
of how many unemployed working 
Americans there arc in this country. 

Republican presidents and admini­
strations have time and time again 
told us that the system is fine just the 
way it is and doesn't need to be 
changed. What these administrations 
have done is keep the numbers artifi­
cially low so they can provide a rosy 
picture of a healthy country with a 
healthy economy. They create an 
artificial image of a prosperous 
workforce when, in reality, we know 
better than anyone else that it's sim­
ply not the case. 

We see on the news that the 
nation's unemployment rate is five to 
six percent. While what they say may 
be true for the rest of the country, we 
sure know it isn'tthe case here. Our 
unemployment rate is much higher 
(as the report points out), so high 
sometimes that it defies logic and 
leaves us grasping for an explana­
tion. 

I am tired of being misled. The 
system must be changed. I look for­
ward to finding out what the General 
Accounting Office recommends and 
taking action to fix a system that is 
definitely in need of major repair.

Big Sandy Civil War units are 
regrouping after 125 years Charles V. Crum Jr. 

The 14th Kentucky Volunteers, 
USA, and the 5th Kentucky Volun­
teers, CSA, are again calling all good 
menofthcBigSandyValleytoarms! 
However, membership will be far 
more fun and a great deal safer than 
when these units came into being 
long ago. 

The 14th Kentucky was formed in 
Lawrence County, early in the Civil 
War a'> was the 5th which was based 
in Floyd County. M.:m from most all 
counties of the valley were members 
of these two units and c.ach have 
impressive regimental histories, a fact 
that most present day citizens do net 
realize. 

Both the 5th and 14th spent the 
c.arly part of the conflict sparring 
each with the other in and around the 
Big Sandy Valley with the forces of 
the Union gaining dominance after 
the Baulc of Middle Creek. Later on 
each was in valved in the chess match 
that was played out for control of the 
Cumberland Gap though no real battle 
was ever fought there. It was in 1864 
that the 5th and 14th, all our ances­
tors, got their chance for glory. 

Early that year the 14th was as­
signed to the Anny of the Cumber­
land under General Shennan and 
participated in all the important battles 
in the Atlanta campaign. They fought 
at Peach Tree Creek, Marietta, New 

Hope Church and others with the 
14th one of the leadmg regiments in 
the attack on Kennesaw Mountain 
which was a hcav1ly fortified Con­
federate position. The attack was the 
only mistake Shennan admiued to in 
the campaign. Three thousand Union 
casualties resulted with Confcdrrate 
losses less than 750. 

The 5th Kentucky,CSA, was much 
invol vcd in the Atlanta campaign and 
it is very likely that our local fighting 
men exchanged a volley or two 
sometime along the way. 

There will be a meeting on Thurs­
day, June 27, at 7:30 p.m. at the 
library in Paintsville for anyone inter­
ested in joining the 5th or the 14th 
with the aim being a re--creation (with 
other existing units being invited to 
help out) of the battle of Middle Creek 
next year as part of the Kentucky 
Bicentennial celebration. It is hoped 
re-enactmenL'i of the Battle of Middle 
Creek can become an annual event. 

As a bonus those who belong to a 
re-enacting unit can apply to partici­
pate in battle re-enactments in places 
like Perryville (this October), or 
Shiloh, or Gettysburg, but of course 
these would be extras and not re­
quired.

When I ask 
people if they know of a career that 
I could go into, one person's re­
sponse was, "Why don't you go 
into education? There are some 
really easy jobs there." 

"What are they?" I asked. 
"Classroom teachers, of course. 

They • repaid a good salary for only 
six hours a day and nine months of 
work. They've got the whole sum­
mer to sit around and relax while 
the rest of us keep working." This 
person continued with this line of 
thought, culminating in the asser­
tion that teachers are overpaid and 
have a cushy lifestyle. 

I don't know if I'm going into 
education as a career or not, but 
I'm not far enough removed from 
high school to forget my teachers 
and the job they do. 

I owe a lot to some of the teach­
ers I had while I was in the Floyd 
County school system. I saw some 
of the most dedicated men and 
women in any profession within 
the ranks of the teachers. 

Given, there are some teachers 
who are simply collecting a pay­
check and doing the absolute mini­
mum to keep their job, but most 
teachers I come in contact with do 
not fall into that category. 

Our society places a great deal 
of emphasis on social standing. 
Social standing comes largely 
through wealth. Teaching does not 
pay great sums of money, as with 
most public service jobs, and it is 
looked upon as a second class 
employment opportunity. With 
many college students today, teach­
ing is looked upon as a "safety" job 
-one to fall back on if every other 
conceivable option falls through. 
College students are usually chas­
ing money, and teaching can't 
provide that. Only the truly dedi­
cated choose teaching as a first 
profession. The nine-month-on, 
three-month-off"lazy teacher" as­
sumption is a myth as well, since 
many teachers use the summers to 
further their educations. 

Society sees nothing wrong 
with paying six-digit salaries to 
doctors, private-practice lawyers 
and CEO's. We expect these people 
to make that kind of money. Teach­
ers prepare students for these pro­
fessions. Society trusts these un­
derpaid, underappreciated people 
with creating the "leaders of to-

morrow." Teaching used to be a 
prestigious career. Teaching could 
become so again, if new blood 
could be attracted- enthusiastic 
young people who care about the 
future. 

To attract the cream of the crop 
to the profession, the salary needs 
to be raised to a respectable level 
so that these new teachers feel they 
are being compensated for their 
work. A happy worker is a good 
worker, and a few dollars more­
plus some additional influence for 
the teachers on the system, such as 
site-based management - would 
improve the quality of teaching 
across the board. 

However, I can hear the rum­
blings from the boardroom, "Typi­
calliberal -just wants to throw 
money at the problem. How can 
we pay for this?" 

The money is there. If this coun­
try can protect its national security 
by building billion-dollar Stealth 
bombers, then it can protect its na­
tional security by chipping in the 
cost of one of these planes to boost 
teachers • salaries. 

Monks take vows of poverty to 
prove their dedication to God. 
Teachers should not need to make 
the same vow for a school system.

King of the Undead has 
recurring life on big screen

By now I'm sure you know 

Franc1s Coppola IS at work 
on a new vers1on of Dracula, 
starnng Raul Juha and 
Wmona R)der. The Count 
lS, of course. one of the 
screen's most endunng char­
acters (and, when done well, 
one of the most fascinating). 
Let's pause to look at the 
great cinematic Draculas of 
the past. 

Bela Lugosi's 1931 version 
is still consadered the defini­
tive rendering. although the 
movie seems a bit stilT and 
mannered now. Still, Ed­
ward Van Sloan as terrific as 
Professor Van Helsmg, 
Dwight Frye chills the blood 
as Renfield (remember that 
laugh?) and Lugosi seems 
other-wordly as the Count. 
It's also memorable for the 
fabulous sets. 

In 1973. Jack Palance 
starred in a made-for-TV 
version, darected by Dan 
Curtts. Palance played the 
Count as a victim off ate and 
at worked beautifully. Samon 
Ward co-starred as Jonathan 
Harker, and the mov1e fea­
tured some marvelous sets 
and costumes. It also boast­
ed a teleplay by respected 
writer Richard Matheson. 

Frank Langella hit it big in 
a Broadway revival of the 
play in the late '70s. In 1979 
they filmed it, with a large 
budget and a great cast. 
Curiously, the movie wasn't 
that well received. Maybe 
it's the accentuated roman­
tic aspect of the film. In any 
case, Langella is magnetic in 
the title role, and co-stars 
Kate Nelligan and Laurence 
Olivier lend fine support.
