as board attorney :

Contract clouds secretary issue

Three top posts in the Floyd
County school system were up for
election at Tuesday's board meeting,
butonly one job was definitely filled.

The agenda for Tuesday's meet-
ing called for the selection of a board
secretary, attorney and finance offi-
cer. The board made appointments to
two of the positions, one of which is
now being disputed.

The board of education voted
unanimously Tuesday night to ap-
point assistant superintendent of in-
struction Gary Frazier as secretary to
the board of the education, replacing
superintendent Ron Hager.

Hager reportedly is disputing
Frazier’s appointment. Hager said in
apublished report Thursday that he is
under contract until June 30, 1992 to
act as secretary to the board.

Board of education records show
that Hager signed an “article of agree-

ment” separate from  his
superintendent’s contract on June 1,
1988 10 act as secretary to the board
for four years.

At Tuesday’s meeting, board
member Eddie Billips made amotion
to name Frazier as secretary o Lift
“added burdens” from the superin-
tendent.

“Under House Bill 940 added
burdens have been placed on Mr,
Hager,” Billips said. “I’ve even heard
Mr. Hager say what a cumbersome

task it is to assemble this agenda
book. To relieve some of this pres-
sure, I think we should appoint Gary
Frazier as secretary o the board.”

Board member James Duff asked
Hager if he wanted to continue to be
secretary to the board.

“Yes, but I will accept the deci-
sion of this board,” Hager said.

Hager made no mention of his
four-year contract as secretary at
Tuesday’s meeting.

But, Hager said Wednesday in a

published report that he did not have
the opportunity 0 inform the board
of his contract before they voted on
the issue. Hager also said that the
move would allow the board of edu-
cation to meet without him being
present.

Board attorney Cliff Latta said
Thursday that he was unaware of
Hager’s contract, but that Hager put
the item on Tuesday’s agenda.

“He said he would do what the
board wanted,” Latta said. “I don't

know why it was put on the agenda if
he had a contract, That's a good
question.”

Hager could not be reached for
comment Thursday.

Billips said Thursday that he didnt
understand why Hager didn't men-
tion his contract at Tuesday's meet-
ing and the move was not an effort for
the board to meet without the super-
intendent.

Hook-ups on hold :

Growing
pains hit
city utils

After four years of searching fora
way to fund a much needed water
plant expansion for the Prestonsburg
City Utilities, the company has de-

. cided to apply fora low-interest loan

made available by a new state gov-
emment program.

The utility company is presently
running at full capacity, 3 million
gallons per day, and has self imposed
a lap-on ban as of July 2, effectively
prohibiting any economic develop-
ment in its service area until more
water can be provided.

For example, a Magoffin County
firm is seeking to build a 40-unit
apartment complex on the Mountain
Parkway, but their grant approval is
contingent on water being available.
Right now it's not.

"We are now in an emergency
situation,” said Bill Harvey Howard,
superintendent of the Prestonsburg
City Utilities. “Everything you do
with economic development depends
on water...nothing can replace water
and you can't do without it.”

Howard explained that well drill-
ing has become virtually impossible
since the ground table water is “no
good and only tolerable with a water
softener.”

The monies for the plant expan-
sion are being sought through a proj-
ect approved in the 1990 session of
the General Assembly. The project,
called the Drinking Water Loan Fund,
offers $30 million in low interest (3
percent) loan monies 1o four devel-
opment districts, Big Sandy, Gate-
way, Kentucky River and Cumber-
land.

Prestonsburg Ultilities is asking
for $2 million of that money to ex-
pand plant production capacity by 2
million gallons per day. This would
give the plant the capacity to serve
approximately 5,000 more house-
holds (average household consump-
tion is 400 gallons per day).

A small quantity of drugs stolen

The Archer Clinic Pharmacy was
broken into Tuesday night during or
after severe thunderstorms that inter-
rupted power that might have caused
the alarm system to malfunction, said
Prestonsburg detective Jeff Stumbo.

High water mark drowns dream

A Middle Creck man's dream of
building his own home is in danger of
washing away due to a little known
Kentucky law.

On July 3, Larry Dotson of West
Mountain Parkway was issued a
notice of violation from the Depart-
ment of Environmental Protection’s
Division of Water for constructing “a
single family residence and fill place-
ment” along the bank of Middle
Creek. Dotson had inadvertently
violated Kentucky law 401 KAR
4:060. He had done what countless
Kentuckians have done over the years
—constructed abuilding nearacreek.,

Kentucky law requires that any-
one building, or filling, an area lo-
catedneara stream or creek must first
oblain a permit.

The purpose of flood plain man-
agement, said Russell Renaud, super-
visor of Dam Safety and Flood Plain

Compliance Section, is to permit all
people inthe area to have equal rights,
The division looks at how the landfill
or construction will affect others
upstream, if it will cause the flood
level to raise.

“The bottom line is how the
floodway has been protected,” said
Renaud, who explained that the
floodway isanarea reserved for flood-

ing waters 1o get by.

“If we let people fill from both
sides, it will raise the water level one
fool,” he said. “If everyone keeps
filling and doesn’t worry about any-
body else, the next generation will
have to fill in more.”

Road proposal survives scare

A federal funding package to
complete reconstruction of Route 23
between Prestonsburg and Paintsville
survived an assassination attempt
Wednesday and moved closer to fi-
nal approval.

A surprise amendment (o the $8
million funding measure, which at-
tempted to kill federal financing of
Route 23 and other “demonstration™
projects, was defeated Wednesday
by a vote of 365 to 61 in the U.S.
House of Representatives. The bill,

sponsored by 7th District Congress-
man Chris Perkins, now goes to the
Senate for deliberation,

Ifapproved in the Senate and signed
into law by the president, the federal
funding package will allocale $8
million for the four-laning of Route
23 in Johnson County, completing
the 13-mile project between

Thieves stole about $4,000 worth
of drugs after they broke out the front
store window.

An alternate site for a new
Prestonsburg High School is a possi-
bility after the Floyd County Board
of Education rejected site prepara-
tion bids for the Middle Creek site at
Tuesday’s board meeting.

Board chairman Ray “Shag"
Campbell said Thursday that alter-
nate sites would “probably” be looked
at because of the high cost of site
development at the proposed site.

“We’ve done some poor consid-
ering in the past about the cost of
getting a site ready to ‘build on,”
Campbell said. “I'm not ruling out
the Middle Creek site, but that site
will cost too much to develop. I'm
sure the state department (of Educa-
tion) would frown upon the cost.
They'll probably be some other sites
looked at.

“There will be a new high school
in Prestonsburg, somewhere,”
Campbell said. “We've got a pattern
in front of us, at Left Beaver, of
spending oo much getting a site
ready.”

The board voted Tuesday 3-2 to
reject the $1,450,000 site preparation
bid and a$735,000 alternate bid by C
& W Equipment of Manchester.

Board member Eddie Billips asked
project architect Randall Burchett
Tuesday about “major components”
costs stated in the invitation to bid.

“The advertisement to bid said
there would be major components
during the site preparation work that
the board would be responsible for,”
Billips told Burchett. “Exactly what
are major components and what
would be the cost to this board?”

Burchett responded he did not
know what the components were or
what itcould cost the board of educa-
tion,

“John Carmen, site architect,
would have to answer those ques-
tions,” Burchett said. “Mr. Carmen
couldnot be here tonightand he would
have the answers to those questions.”

Billips recommended the board
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or ending?
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table the issue until Carmen could
come before the board.

“We have no idea what the major
components are or what the cost might
be,” Billips said. “T suggest we hold
off on this until Mr. Carmen can
explain this to the board. It would be

Fired fireman
vows lawsuit
over dismissal

A sergeant in the Prestonsburg
Fire Department who was fired last
week claims his dismissal was re-
lated 1o his active role in a firefight-
ers’ union and he plans 1o file suit
against the mayor.

Kevin Hedrick was fired July 19
by Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta
for, in part, “failure to perform as-
signed duties,” according to a memo
Latta sent to Hedrick.

Laua's memo said Hedrick's atti-
tude toward his work, his superiors
and herself had been cited several
times in the past to Hedrick.

“As an employee of the city, and
one who is not in a policy-making
position, it is not your prerogative o
continually challenge the decisions
and policies that have been made,”
the memo read. “Neither do I feel I
have an obligation 10 continually
explain (o you why policies and deci-
sion are made.”

The disagreement between
Hedrick and Latta apparently came
to ahead when Hedrick was assigned
the job of Health and Safety Officer,
an Occupational Safety and Health
Association (OSHA) requirement.
Hedrick said he was assigned the
position on April 17 by fire chief
Tom Blackburn. Hedrick said the city

built without a permit, we also are
concerned about the fill around the
house. There’s fresh dirt in front of
the house toward the road,” said
Renaud.

When Renaud was told Dotson’s
father (Lewis Dotson), who formerly
owned the land, claimed the fill dirt
had been there at least 15 years, he
indicated it could make a difference
in the issuance of the permit. Lewis
Dotson said the property, located
about three miles from the head of the
creek in Ivyton, had been in his pos-
session for thirty years and had never
been flooded.

After applying for a bank loan,
Larry Dotson had contacted the Floyd
County Judge Executive’s office to
find out if his property was in the
flood plain. In a letter to the Bank
Josephine in March, Judge John M.
Stumbo told loan officers the prop-
erty was “not delineated by the maps
of the Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency.”

Dotson said he also called state
officials with the division and was
told they couldn’t determine if his
property was located in the flood
plain map, but advised him to submit
an application for a permit.

Dotson implied the permit re-
quested latitude and longitude loca-
tions and could only be handled by an

engineer, so he decided 1o go ahead
with the building of his home, think-
ing his property was out of the flood
plain.

When state officials discovered
Dotson was working on the home
without a permit, they issued a notice
of viclation and requested him to
submit the necessary paperwork (0
them, including cross sections of
Middle Creek.

Gary Ousley with Alchemy Engi-
neering has compiled the necessary
data for Dotson and will submit it to
the Division of Water for analyzing
to see if an encroachment has been
made.

“Each violator could be assessed
up o $1,000 a day,” Renaud said,
“though, usually that isn’t pursued
unless there are difficulties.” He also
said his department is willing to work
with anyone requiring a permit.

“Feesare not charged fora permit.
The only cost to the owner is for data
collection requirements,” he said.

Renaud said the state cannot make
adetermination if Dotson is in com-
pliance until all the data has been
reviewed. “We will notissue a permit
after the fact. We close the case out,
saying that we will try to bring the
accounty into compliance as close (o
the criteria as required for a permit,”
he explained.

Fireman

did not have a job description for the
position at that time.

“I wasn’t sure what I was sup-
posed to be doing,” Hedrick said.
“But, I followed the duties outlined
by the NFPA (National Fire Protec-
tion Association) adopted by the city
some time ago. I asked the mayor
when I was assigned this position if I
had the option to refuse it. She told
me [ did.”

Mayor Latta denied that claim.

“I did not tell him he had the
option to refuse it, I told him to read
the personnel policy,” Lattasaid. “As
farasIwasconcerned, he hadbeenin
that position as of April 16. He noti-
fied me last week that he was refus-
ing that position and, under the per-
sonal policy, that is grounds for dis-
rissal.”

The city adopted the job descrip-
tion for the city’s health and safety
officer at a special meeting on June
20.

The position requires the health
and safety officer to:

* compile and maintain safety and
medical records for department per-
sonnel;

= review OSHA regulations and
advise the fire chief of any proce-
dures that need 10 be implemenied;

* submit recommendations on
occupational safety and health to the
chief;

After completing their second
project for the evening the firefight-
ers moved immediately up the road
to Trimble Branch, Wells said, where
the wind had uprooted yet another
tree and toppled it onto Pete Jarvis'
carport, striking a power line on the
way down.

» advise and make recommenda-
tions to the chief on accident preven-
tion or special training programs
needed in the department;

In a June 19 letter to the mayor,
Hedrick asked to be promoted to the
rank of captain due to extra training
and responsibilities required to be
health and safety officer.

Latta denied the promotion in a
June 21 letter saying that no captain’s
vacancy existed in the department;
the fire chief felt Hedrick could handle
the responsibilities and it was a rea-
sonable work assignment for higrank;
and that the responsibility of check-
ing all fire hydrants was removed in
order to allow him to perform as the
health and safety officer.

Latta said that Hedrick was refus-
ing the position because he would not
be receiving an increase in salary,

Hedrick said he felt he deserved
an increase, but that he declined the
position because he felt he had the
option to do so.

“If I had been ordered to accept
this position, I would have done so,”
Hedrick said.

Hedrick said holding the position
of president of the local union of the
International Association of Fire
Fighters and a recent OSHA inspec-
tion of the fire department was the
reason for his dismissal.

“I"'m being penalized for trying to
get better working conditions in the
fire department,” Hedrick said. “This
(my dismissal) definitely is related to
my union activities. I've been a paid
member of the department for five
years and a sergeant for three years,
My last evaluation, July 17, was the
highest in the department. [ intend to
file a lawsuit.”

Latta denied Hedrick’s claim
saying the city did not recognize the
firefighter’s union.

“It has nothing to do with him
being union president,” Latia said,
“The city doesn’t recognize the un-
ion. As far as the OSHA inspection, I

= no identification of actual or
potential presence of biological haz-
ards;

* no notice informing employees
of the protections and obligations
provided for under the law:

= no log and summary of allrecord-
able occupational injuries and ill-
nesses;

* no records of employee expo-
sure to toxic or harmful physical
agenis;

» employees exposed 1o toxic
substances were not informed of the
person responsible for maintaining
those records;

» employees exposed to toxic
substances were not informed of their
rights to access to records pertaining
to such exposure; and

= there was not written standard
operating procedures governing the
selection and use of respirators.

Mayor Latta filed an objection to
OSHA'’s violations. No hearing date
has been set on the issue.

However, just because the plant
would have more water it won't
necessarily be able 1o get water to
areas not presently serviced with a
water line. According to David Gard-
ner of Big Sandy ADD, water lines
would have to be funded through
such grantsas Farmer's Home, Aban-
doned Mine Lands or Community
Developmént Block Grants,

The reason the city utilities com-
pany decided to go for the loan as
opposed to seeking out grant money,
according to Gardner, was the time
period. Grant funds could push the
project back as much as three years,
while applying for a loan enables the
expansion to be completed in ap-
proximately two years.

Once the application is submitted,
which should be sometime in early
August, there is a 60-day review
period. If the loan is approved, plant
design would 1ake about six months
@ and construction another 12-15

months, according to Howard.

Gardner estimated the pay back of
the $2 million to be $60,000-$70,000
per year for the next 30 years. That
would increase the monthly water
bills for present users by a couple of
dollars a month (there are presently
4,000 residential customers). The
monthly increase would be even less
when the other district buyers of the
company's water are figured in.
Seventy-five percent of the
Prestonsburg City Utilities” water
goes out of the city and its rates are

& ihe lowest of 86 Kentucky cities sur-

veyed in 1989.

The last time the plant was ex-

\panded was in 1980, at which time

# the production capacity was doubled
from 1.5 million to 3 million gallons
per day. The cost for plant and line
expansion was $4.2 million; $1.7
million was through a loan and the
remainder in grant money. At that
time the lines were extended to

Blackburn's Greenhouse and Nurs-

ery, 1o hook onto the Sandy Valley

lines, and down to Highlands Re-
® oional Medial Center.

“We projected that this expansion
would takecareof us for 10-15 years,”
Howard said. “But we have grown
beyond thatexpectation and now need
more water.”

Four years ago, the plant was
operating at 2 million gallons per day
with 1 million gallons in reserve.
Since the water was available, the
utility company sought grant money
to extend lines all the way 1o the
Magoffin County line, but there were
not enough families living along that

» Stretch of road to qualify.

Several residents of Middle Creek
appeared this month before the Floyd
County Fiscal Court to petition the
court to get water lines extended into
their area. The court previously pur-
chased 4-inch pipe to attach to the
six-inch water mains to exiend water
service into some areas,

According to Gardner, this has
been done mostly up hollows where
there is not enough population to
qualify for grant money to fund such
aproject. Gardner also noted that the
county has “maxed out” its expan-
sion from the end of the water main
on Middle Creek by placing four-

® inch pipe up 1o Overnight Trucking
and down Rough and Tough.

“There are regulations on how far
a 4-inch pipe can travel away from
the main,” Gardnersaid. “If too much
is added the water pressure drops; it
comes down to a decision of whether
to service more people or to continue
to provide quality service to those
already on the line. If people are
paying for water they expect to have
sufficient water pressure to take a
shower.”

Arecentstudy of the Middle Creek
area estimated the cost of running
water lines through the area, plus

4 hookup, athalfamilliondollars, That

figures out to about $4,200 for each
of the 120 houses there.

“We would definitely need toseek
out grant money for that project,”
Gardner said. “There is no way you
could ask each household to pay that
much or ask the rest of the customers
to subsidize it.”

Gardner explained that no grant
for water lines would be approved
until additional water was made
available through the plant expan-
sion.

“Grant agencies do not work in a
vacuum, they know the plant is oper-
aling at capacity,” Gardner said.
“They want to get waler (0 as many
people as possible in each year, so
this year they would give money to
places that have the water available
to fill the lines.”

Until the water plant’s capacity is
expanded no more businesses or
households will be able 10 hook up,
unless application was made before
the tap-on ban was imposed. Such is
the case with the proposed site for the
Prestonsburg High School. Accord-
ing 1o Howard, water lines already go
by that site and the $600,000 the
board budgeted for the water system
there includes the extension of sewer
lines up to the site. Anyone using the
Prestonsburg City Utilities' sewer
lines must now agree to incorpora-
tion, which the board has requested
forthe new site, Howard added. Ifthe
sewer lines are extended, Clark Ele-
mentary School will also be added on
“as a bonus,” Howard said. Clark
School is presently using a small, old
treatment plant that is due for re-
placement

presumptuous and, perhaps, ill-fated
to accept bids not knowing what the
total costs are.”

Board member Mary Hall dis-
agreed with Billips and pointed out
that Carmen was at the July 9 sched-
uled meeting, but Billips, Tommy
Boyd and Ray Campbell were ab-
sent.

Hall asked chairman Campbell if
the board did not accept the bid how
would the project proceed.

“] don't know,” Campbell said.
“But, we can switch to any direction
we want to. Mr. Billips asked that it
be tabled, but you wouldn't have it
Dr. Hall, so let’s vote.”

Duff and Hall voted yes 1o accept
the bid and Billips, Campbell and
Boyd voted no.

John Sammons, speaking for
Concerned Citizens for a new
Prestonsburg High School, addressed
the board Tuesday during the public
comment session of the meeting.

Sammons threatened that the
group would file a lawsuitagainst the
board if it decided not to build a high
school on the Middle Creek site.

“If the board doesn’t proceed with
the current plan, our group is ready o
proceed with litigation that will pre-
vent all further efforts of school
construction in Floyd County,”
Sammons said. “We feel our position
is clear and always has been, We
want the best for the youth of our
district and all of Floyd County."”

Webster's letter said that he has
researched the issue and that it would
take five 10 six years before the board
could undertake the next construc-
tion project if additional funds are
spent to change the site in
Prestonsburg.

Black Lung benefits bill
passes first step easily

A comprehensive black lung bill
crossed the first hurdle in Washing-
ton on Wednesday as it passed a key
House subcommittee. The bill, known
as the Black Lung Benefits Restora-
tion Act of 1991, passed the House’s
Subcommittee on Labor Standards in
an almost identical form as it was
introduced, according to Congress-
:;nan Chris Perkins, co-sponsor of the

The bill, as it stands now, would
improve the benefits system for
miners suffering from Black Lung
and their widows in a number of
ways.

Here are some highlights:

1.) Limits on Opposition Evi-
dence: limits the evidence that any
party adverse 1o the claimant can
submit against him to one, single
opinion from a physician and only
one X-ray reading to supplement that
opinion. Perkins said this would help
keep parties opposed to ‘the miner
“from stacking the deck” against him.

2.) Widows/Dependents: a widow
or dependent would receive. benefits
if one of the following occurred: the
miner worked 25 years or more in the
mines; if the miner died from black
lung (whether it was the whole cause
of death or only a contributing fac-
tor); if the miner was receiving black

Attorneys: the bill would es-
tablish a fee system for attorneys and
the benefits paid to them.

Attorneys have
frequently cited claimants’ abnor-
mally low approval rates (less than 5
percent of black lung cases are ap-
proved today) and the long delays in
case rulings as reasons why they are
reluctant to take them on.

A minor amendment to the bill
was offered by the subcommittee
chairman, Representative Austin
Murphy (D-Pa.), requesting a study
be done on the research and develop-
ment of artificial human:lungs,

The bill will now go to the full
Education and Labor Committee for
consideration. Perkins said the bill
would come under closer scrutiny
when it gets to the committee,

“The reality of this is that we're
going to have to find some way to pay
for this bill. The budget’s not like
before when you could delay paying
for something until later, It's pay-as-
you-go now, and it will be very diffi-
culttocome up with a plan to finance
it,” Perkins said.

Take steps early in life to prevent osteoporosis

More than 24 million Amcrican
women are affected by osteoporosis,
a painful and crippling bone-thin-
ning discase.

The disorder, which costs Ameri-
cans about $10 billion a year, annu-
ally causes more than 1.3 million
bone fractures, more than 250,000 of
which are lup fractures,

Osteoporosis is caused by many
factors, including a drop in estrogen
levels in women experiencing meno-
pause, chronically low calcium in-
take and not enough exercise, said
Darlene Forester, an Extension nutri-
tion specialist in the University of
Kentucky College of Agriculture.

Women at the greatest risk for
osteoporosis are those who have an
early menopause (before age 45), a
family history of the disease, smok-
ing cigaretles, and excessive use of
alcohol and caflcine.

Small-boned white women also
are in a high-risk category 1o be af-
fected by the disease, Forester added.

Early signs of the discase may be
a hip or wrist fracture, significant
back pain or a loss of height.

Knowing how to prevent and rec-
ognize the disease can help women
minimize their chances of being in-
jured, Forester said.

Preventing the disease should
begin early in life, she said.

“Women in their tcens or early
adulthood can increase the strength
of their bones by eating a well-bal-
anced diet rich in calcium," Forester
said, "It’s the lifetime intake of cal-
cium that matters in a person’s life,
not justhow much you consume today
and tomorrow. It's important, there-
fore, to maintain a diet that includes
a consistent amount of calcium.”

The best sources of calcium are
dairy products, such as low-fat milk,
cheese and yogurt. Other foods that
have some calcium include dark green
leafy vegetables and canned fish with

bones.

Many foods also are fortified with
calcium, including some breads,
flours, tortillas and orange juices.

Other ways to reduce chances of
bone loss are regularly walking, jog-
ging or other weight-bearing exer-
cises, limiting smoking and alcohol
and caffeine intake, Forester added.

The daily recommended allow-
ance calcium for women is about 800
milligrams.

The National Institutes of Health,
however, recommends 1,000 milli-
grams of calcium a day for premeno-
pausal women,

During menopause, the NIH says
that women should increase their daily
calcium intake to 1,500 milligrams
and consider estrogen replacement
therapy in consultation with a physi-
cian,

Adolescents and young adults,
ages 11 1o 24, now are recommended
to have 1,200 milligrams of calcium
daily, Forester added.

Several tests are available to de-
termine if women have osteoporosis.

When I'm at school or when
I'm working, 1 find that I just
don’t have enough time o sit
down and create, or, if I can
scrounge some time, the out-
side world invades and I can’t
getmy thought processes work-
ing.

I wish I could sit down and
say to myself, “Self, now is the
time when all good writers will
sit down and crank something
out.” Unfortunately, difficulty
arises when a writer tries to
force creativity.

When I was in Connecticut,
the pressure wasn’t there and 1
was able to create some pretty
respectable poetry. My writing
wasarelieftome, since [Thadn’t
done anything I considered re-
ally good for quite awhile, I
wasn’tina hurry, I'wasn't forced
and [ was creative.

Creativity shouldn’t have 1o
be forced, but unfortunately,
that’s the way most people are
brought up. I've talked to many
people about writing. Some tell
me, “I could never write. I'm
just not a creative person.”

Everyone has the potential
to be creative.

What’s my point, you ask?
Simply thatit’s never toolate to
be crealive. Every once in
awhile, try just taking a break.
Go for a walk or go for a drive.
Get away from the stress long
enoughto letyour creative right
brain go to work. Remember
how good it feltin grade school
to just scribble? It still feels the
same way. A little scribbling
(or writing or drawing or just
silliness) can save an ulcer.

Firstthey didaway with the Almar
Drive-in Theater at Allen (I suppose
that was “the thing™ for the teenagers
of my generation); then they tore
down the grandstands at Drift Ball-
park; now they are getting ready (o
make another road that will replace
much of the traffic on Route 122
between Martin and McDowell.
These changes, for the most part,
come in the name of progress.

I look forward to the new road as
much as the next person. It can be
frustrating to follow a coal truck all
the way from McDowell to Martin.

feasible decision. A new school
is not necessarily going to im-
prove the quality of education.
Let’s make the decision and get
on with more important issues.

All these people using up en-
ergy arguing the same points over
andoveragain would better spend
their time researching successful
education programs around the
country. There has to be a model
out there somewhere which we
can incorporate with little or no
expense into the Floyd County
educational system,

Let’s look at curriculum, the
quality of our educators and ad-
ministrators, the length of the
school day and the length of the
class periods, the opportunity for
vocational and alternative educa-
tion, changing the emphasis from
sports to academics, getting rid
of the petty politicking and con-
centrating on quality.

Let’s take off the blinders and
see what is really important for
the children’s future. Without
quality education, they have none,
Look around, why are all the
younger generation leaving the
county. Isit the lack of jobs? Yes.
Isit the high cost of living and the
low pay scales? Yes. Is it the fact
that they don't want to raise a
family in an area with such a dim
future? Yes.

There are people out there
working hard to change these
things and they should be ap-
plauded. New ideas need to be
looked at, not shunned because
they don’t fit into the old mold,
This a beautiful, friendly place
and I love living here but, at this
point, the idea of raising a family
here scares me. I am afraid that
my children’s future willnot be a
priority in the one place where
they should be the sole focus...the
schools. I am afraid that as soon
as they tumn 18 they will be gone
1o somewhere more progressive.

We need to put stock in our
most precious commodity and
make the investment. As was
brought up in the Economic De-
velopment Authority meeling
recently, without education we
might as well forget economic
development. One logically fol-
lows the other.

Ask yourself this, are our chil-
dren our biggest export?

New Wheelwright Football Coach Optimistic

Donnie Daniels had two things 1o
celebrate Tuesday night and Wed-
nesday moming. Tuesday night he
was hired at the Board of Education
meeling as the new head football
coach at Wheelwright High School.
On Wednesday moming(11:59a.m.)
his wife Sandy gave birth 10 their
second child, a girl that weighedeight
pounds, seven ounces.

In speaking with Daniels at the
Our Lady of the Way Hospital in
Martin, he was rejoicing over both
evenis that had taken place.

“Sandy is doing real well and the
baby is doing fine,” he said, “it’s
been quite a couple of days.”

Daniels will head the Trojan foot-
ball program this year, replacing
Roger Johnson, who guided the Tro-
jans the past four years. Wheelwright
won their first game of 1990 and then
dropped the final 10.

Daniels was the formerhead coach
at Allen Central when, in 1989, after
the football season had ended, he
went (o Wheelwright to take the helm
of the girls” basketball program, a
position that was held by the late
Judy Eversole. Besides coaching
football at Allen Central, Daniels had
a successful tenure as baseball coach
also.

Don Daniels, principal at Allen
Central, began the football program
atthe Right Beaver school ona junior
varsity level. Donnie Daniels then
came to the school and began the
varsily football program, In the four
years that Daniels coached at Allen
Central, he had a record of 10-30
overall,

Now he will assume the head
coaching job with the Trojans and is
very optimistic about the upcoming
season, especially with the new dis-
trict alignment.

“We will be going into the align-
ment this year and if a coach can win
three district games he can get his
team in the playoffs,” Daniels ex-
plained, This year the top four teams
in district play will advance (o the

playoffs.

“He may not get a home field
advantage, but the goal I have set this
year is to get Wheelwright back into
the playoffs.”

Wanting to call his own shots as a
coach this year prompted Daniels to
return to the football coaching ranks.

“I just started thinking that who-
ever does take the job at Wheelwright,
I probably wouldend up helping them,
I talked to Roger (Johnson) and he
said he definitely would not return as
coach and so I figure as head coach 1
could call my own shots.

“Also, I believe the players can
relate better to a native Wheelwright
coachrather than someone they don't
know,” the Trojan mentor went on to
explain. *“The native coach can relate
1o the players better also.” Daniels
graduated from Wheelwright where
he played football, basketball and
baseball.

Daniels sees the same problem
that most Floyd County football
schools see — the lack of feeder
schools,

“No feeder schools is going to kill
us,” he said, “and unless we get con-
trol of the limitations of the seasons

(grade school basketball interfering
with football) we are going to have a
praoblem of having high school foot-
ball.”

The lack of solid feeder systems in
our grade school ranks has been a
thorn in the side of high school foot-
ball teams for several years now.
Daniels says that the administration
is aware of the problem but don’t
seem to know what to do about it.

“Itcomes down o the grade school
administration wanting to get the
county basketball season over before

the Christmas break,” he stated. “It’s
like taking my little girl down and
letting her learn 10 swim. She can
take lessons and learn a step at a time
or I can throw her in the pool and let
leam the hard way, It's like that in
grade school and high school foot-
ball. You can take a player and teach
him the game steps at a time, or when

he comes into high school throw him
out there and tell him to learn.”
Daniels has a valid point on the
teaching of football in the grades and
even presented a program for the
county that was very workable,
However, the idea fell on “stony

ground.”

While Daniels says there will not
be a drastic change in the Trojan
camp this year, some changes will
have to come about.

“I'think the first place to start with
changes will be with their attitudes,”
he said. “Mentality they think they
cannot win. We need to install a
positive attitude and they will come
about with aconsistent coaching style.

“We need to let the players know
where we are and what level of ex-
pectation we have. We need to let
them know what we expect of them
as a player and as a student.”

Daniels cites problems in a small
community such as Wheelwright as
compared to problems in a larger
area.
“When you have problems, itmay
be minor in a larger area, but in a
small community like Wheelwright
it is a major thing. We hope to not
have the problems and a positive,
winning attitude.”

“I would like to get back to the old
tradition we once had here at the
school,” he said. “We had a set time
we would practice and all the players
knew it. We knew what was expected
of us on and off the field. Wheel-
wright always had the reputationas a
football school as hitting hard com-
ing off the line. We may notl have
won every game, but we were tradi-
tionally a hard-hitting team.

“Every player knew the school
song and after each game we would
get at the 50-yard line and sing the
school song — win or lose. By doing
this, we might not have won on the

scoreboard, but we were still winners
in other ways.,”

Daniels said thay he is a person
that believes that little things accom-
plish a lot.

Daniels stated that he would love
to have an assistant coach that could
start working the grade schools

(Osborne and Melvin) and revive the
grade school program. ]
Daniels also stated that this year’s
Wheelwright team will be blessed
with a lot of speed and he intends to
use that speed to pul points on the
scoreboard. Another area of strength
