Deficits, booster issue draw harsh words : 

State•s ire 
is evident

The state's Office of Education 
Accountability (OEA) offered strong 
words at Thursday • s special board 
meeting in two issues facing the Floyd 
County School System. 

Letters from theinvcstigativearm 
of the state's education department 
made strong recommendations con­
cerning a leuer wriuen by 
Prestonsburg High School principal 
Robert May to all high school booster 
clubs asking them 10 cease opera­
tions and in reference 10 a two-year 
old deficit at Martin Elementary. 

OEA'sdircctor,Dr.PenneySand­
ers, sent a letter to chairman Ray 
"Shag" Campbell, board attorney 
Cliff Latta and superintendent Ron 
Hager calling May's letter "errone­
ous and inaccurate" because it said 

Hager vows 
to contest 
board ouster

The legality ofThursday'sspccial 
meeting of the Floyd County Board 
of Education could be questioned 
because the board secretary named to 
rep1acecurrentsecretary,supcnnten­
dem Ron Hager, was not present at 
the meeting. 

After some debate, the board voted 
3-2to name Gary Fra7Jer to serve as 
secretary, replacing Hager. 

Hager took exception to the 
board's decision by saying that there 
could be some serious "violations to 
the law" because state law requires 
the secretary to present at board 
meetings. 

"I want to go on record that I 
contest this action of the board," 
Hager said. Hager said a violation of 
Kentucky Revised Statute 160.270, 
which states that "the secretary shall 
be present at the meetings of the 
board," could result in board mem­
bers' removal from office. 

"It (being replaced as secretary) 
was never discussed with me," Hager 
said. "I contest this action. It's a non­
paying job, now it's just a matter of 
principle." 

Chairman Ray "Shag" Campbell 
appointed Hager as acting sccreatary 
until Frazier, who Latta said is on 
vacation, returns. 

Board members Mary Hall and 
James Duff argued against Hager 
being replaced and wanted to rescind 
their yes votes at the July meeting 
naming Frazier as secretary. 

"Can three member:; of the board 
have a spcc1al meeting, which !think 
has happened in the pao;;t, without 
notifying the superintendent?" Hall 
asked board attorney Cliff Latta.

In security issue : 

all booster clubs at the high school 
were pan of a Kentucky State Police 
investigation into the weekly bingo 
games that were held at the school. 
Sanders also recommended May be 
reprimanded for his actions. 

"The only issue being investigated 
is the bingo operations at several 
schools without a proper contract," 
Sanders' leucr said. "Principal May's 
letter asking booster organizations to 
cease operations unless they follow 
the guidelines he set forth is also 
erroneous. 

"He (May) is not qualified or li­
censed to interpret or recite the law to 
booster organizations, especially 
when he fails to follow it," Sanders' 
letter added. "Principal May's func­
tion is as a principal; not to set board 
policy, he is to follow iL '' 

Sanders' letter also said proper 
disciplinary action should be taken 
against May and the board should 
publicly disavow and rescind his let· 
ter to the booster clubs. 

Chairman Campbell asked Hager 
what he intended to do about the 
situation. 

"''ll do my job on it," Hager said 
smiling. "That letter just came in, it's 
dated August 1." 

Latta recommend the board take 
formal action to rescind May • s letter 
and publicly state they did not ap· 
prove of his actions. Latta said it 
should be pointed out that the law 
cited in May's letter to the boosters 
dealt specifically with chantable 
gaming laws. 

Board member James Duff made 
the motion to publicly disapprove 
and rescind May's leuer and asked 
the board attorney to review the cur­
rentpolicydealingwith booster clubs 
in relation to the usc of school facil i-
ties.

Motorcyle 
accident 
kills one 

A motorcycle accident on Friday, 
August 2 near Honaker resulted in 
the death of a Floyd County man 
Tuesday. 

According to state police reports, 
Edesscl Case Jr. of Honaker was 
driving his 1974 Honda motorcycle 
west on Route 2030 when he appar­
ently lost control of the bike on a 
curve and crossed the center line, 
striking a 1991 Toyota Corolla driven 
by Clifton Hughes. 

The 26-year-old Case was taken 
to Our Lady of the Way Hospital in 
Martin and later transferred to St. 
Mary's Hospital in Huntington, West 
Virginia, where he died at 6:30p.m. 
on Tuesday, August 6. 

Funeral services will be held to· 
day (Friday) at the Nelson-Frazier 
Funeral Home at 10 a.m.

Deputies suspect trap, 
call for backup in raid

While presenting a drug aware­
ness and prevention program to a 
group of Heads tart teachers Wednes­
day at Adams Middle School, Floyd 
County Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson 
and DAR E. officer Ricky 
Thornsbury were unaware of the real­
life drama unfolding involving the 
eradication of marijuana in a remote 
area of the county. 

Deputies Lloyd Powers and Don 
Johnson wereonassignmentinSkull 
near Wheelwright checking out tips 
the department received on marijuana 
patches in the area. The situation 
became tense when officers found a 
patch of marijuana with fishing line 
around it, which indicated it could be 
booby~trapped, and when they ob­
served two or three individuals above 
them on a hillside. 

Deputy Powers radioed for assis­
tance at approximately 2:40 p.m., 
according to a sheriff's dispatcher. 
Powers indicated the patch might be 
booby-trapped and reported a suspi­
cious vehicle on the roadway below 
the area. Powers asked that the sher­
iff be contacted. 

The dispatcher sent a runner to 
Adams Middle School to inform 
Thompson and Thornsbury about the 
situation. Before the messenger 
reached the two, Thornsbuiy had 
radioed in that they had finished their 
presentation at the school. 

The sheriff and Thornsbury im­
mediately proceeded to the scene, 
traveling on Route 80 to Garrell and 
then on to K Y 7 through Wayland 
and crossing over Buckingham 
Mountain at Beaver to Wheelwright. 
Viewing it ac; an emergency situ­
ation, the officers raced to the scene. 

Deputy Thornsbury secured the 
roadway at the location while Sheriff 
Thompson hiked up the hillside to 

the two deputies. 
"What had me concerne-d was that 

the deputies were not in uniform," 
Thompson said. "If the marijuana 
belonged to the individuals they 
observed, they might have thought 
someone was try1ng to steal it. Some­
one could have gotten shot." 

Deputy Powers also called for 
assistance from Wheelwnght city 
policeman Charles Harmon. Harmon 
arrived at the scene before the sheriff 
and Thornsbury. 

When the sheriff arrived at the 
location, deputy Powers said the 
individuals he had observed appar­
ently left the area and he discovered 
the fishing line was being used to 
hold the marijuana uprighL 

"I traced the line out and found it 
was nota booby-trap," Powers said at 
the scene. "When we first came upon 

it, I told Don to back-off and wait for 
assistance. I was afraid we might get 
shoL" 

Powers and Johnson cut and re· 
moved 59 marijuana plants from the 
scene and also found water contain­
ers in the area. A limitedsearchofthe 
hillside was also conducted, but the 
officers did not firad any more man­
juana. 

In other eradication efforts, Pow­
ers, acting on a tip from a concerned 
citizen, found and confiscated over 
20 marijuana plants near Garren 
Tuesday.

Third mishap occurs 
at perilous crossing

The intersection on the cast side of 
Prestonsburg at the entrance to the 
Jenny Wiley State Park '"as the site, 
on Wednesday, August 7, of yet an~ 
other accident. It was the third acci­
dent at that intersection in less than 
one month. 

According to Ricky Conn, inves­
tigating officer for the Prestonsburg 
Police Department, David Pratt, dri v­
ing an '81 Chevy Malibu, was leav­
ing the park heading west on Route 3 
and failed to stop at the intersection 

ofRoute 1428,strikinga 1985Dodge 
Aries driven by Darlene Campbell, 
36, of Prestonsburg. 

Campbell was in the process of 
making a left turn from Route 1428 
into the park entrance. The front of 
the Malibu struck the left rear of the 
Aries, sending the car into a 180 de· 
grce tailspin, Conn said. 

Campbell was taken to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center to have her 
leg X-rayed. The passenger of the 
Malibu, who was also the owner, fled 
the accident scene. Pratt, 20, of 
Letcher County, was arrested for DUI 
(BA .10) and taken to the Royd 
County jail. 

Deadline passes : 

Council 
ballots 
are set

Tuesday, August 6 was the filing 
deadline for city council races in 
Royd County. Pres!Onsburg, Way­
land, Wheelwright, Allen and Martin 
all have elections this fall. 

Eleven candidates will vie for eight 
seats on the Prestonsburg City Coun­
cil in the non-partisan city election 
this fall. 1 

Eight incumbents and three other 
Prestonsburg residents beat the filing 
deadline of August 6. The newcom­
ers to the Prestonsburg race 
are,GcorgePreston Archer, who lives 
on North Arnold A venuc.James Clay 
Osborne, residing on South High­
land A venue, and Gorman Collins 
Sr. of First A venue. 

According to City Clerk Sue 
Webb, none of these three candidates 
have run for City Council previously. 

The incumbents running for their 
third term are Danny Hamilton, 
Charles Hale and Michael Vance. 
Gary Brown and Jerry Fannin are 
both seeking the nod for their second 
consecutive terms. 

William 0. Goebel is seeking re­
election for his fifth consecutive term 
and William Callihan is running for 
his fourth. 

Bill Ray Collins has been on the 
council since 1980, except for the 
years 1986and 1987whichhedidnot 
serve. 

Six seats are open for the Martin 
City Council and six people have 
filed for election mto those positions. 
Only four of those people are incum­
bents. Councilmen Joe Simpson and 
Eric Hayes will not be seeking re­
election. 

Those registered arc incumbents 
E.P. Grigsby Sr., Denzil Halbert, 
Ralph Frye, James Robinson and 
ncwcomersJcffrie RandallJones and 
Steven Jenkins. 

Martin Mayor Raymond Griffith 
is also running for re-election. He is 
unopposed. 

Four Wayland residents beat the 
filing dale for the November elec­
tion. They are Tommy Robinson, 
Robert Stewart, Eugene Mullins and 
Curtis Tufts. Tufts is the only non­
incumbent running. 

Wheelwright City Council should 
be a hotly contested race with eleven 
candidates vying for four seats. 

Incumbent commissioners R. 
Randal Johnson, Larry J. Mullins, 
Dennis Holbrook and David Sam­
mons have all filed, as have Lowell 
Parker, Robert Little. Luther Johnson 
Jr.,AndyWayneAkers,AlanTaylor, 
Martha Simmons and Vence Bates. 

Both Taylor and Parker ran for 
mayor ofWhcclwrighttwo years ago 
but lost to Kenneth Johnson. This is 
Johnson's first term as mayor. Bates 
also was a candidate for political 
office two years ago; he sought a seat 
on the city council but was not elected.

State says no to extensions

A decisiOn by the Floyd County 
Board of Education nt iL<i July meet­
ing to continue several contracts for 
security services at county schools 
has caught the attention of the state's 
Office of Education Accountability 
(OEA). 

Director ol OEA, Dr. Penney 
Sanders, said Tuesday that a~ far as 
her office was concerned the con· 
tracts were canceled July 12. 

"It was OEA 's understanding, 
based upon a reviewofthe mmutesof 
the June 11, 1991. Floyd County 
Board of Education meeting that 
school board order 8002 dtrcctcd the 
cancellation of all previous secunty 
contracts that were not properly b1d," 

Sanders said Tuesday. 
"Recently, OEA has learned that 

security considerations in Floyd 
County have prompted acuon to 
continue or revise one or more of 
these contraclS until the beginning of 
the school year," Sanders added. "A 
letter will be directed to the board of 
education and the district office re­
stating OEA 'sposition that the previ­
ous contracts were not properly bid 
and that they have been directed 
canceled by unanimous board act1on, 
effective July 12. 

"This letter will recommend that 
1f secunty IS necessary for a short 
term, a new contract should be en­
tered into," Sanders srud. "Bidding 
will not be necessary tf the term of 
the comractcall fora total ofless than 
SIO,OOO.Iflongcrtenn sccunt) rv 

ices are necessary and will result in a 
contract exceeding Sl 0,000, it should 
be advertised for appropriate com­
petitive bidding. 

"It is neither the desire nor the 
function ofthcOEA to deprive Floyd 
County school systems of needed 
security services. OEA's only inter­
est is to assure that such contracting 
is done within the framework of 
Kentucky Revised Statutes,'' Sand­
ers concluded. 

The board voted at its July meet­
ing to extend two security contracts 
unLJI September. Board attorney Cliff 
Latta smd Tuesday tbat he was not 
c;urc \\hich contracts had been con­
tmucd. 

The board had contracted with

. Deficits 
The board voted unanimously to 

rescind May's directives. May was 
not present at the meeting. 

OEA 's second letter addressed an 
issue of a deficit balance in the gen­
eral fund at Martin Elementary. The 
board soon became aware that two 
other schools also closed the school 
year with deficits. 

Adams Middle School and Duff 
Elementary, coupled with Martin's 
deficit, amounted to over $40,000. 

Russell Frazier, finance officer for 
the school board, said Martin fin­
ished the year S 17,500 in the red; 
Adams, $21,692; and Duff,$246.08. 

The Martin deficit was addressed 
to the board by a letter from the 
state's Office of Education Accounta­
bility (OEA) asked what steps had 
been taken by the board and principal 
William Hughes to erase the deficit. 

Chairman Ray "Shag" Campbell 
directed superintendent Ron Hager 
to read several letters from OEA 
investigator Phil Austin addressing 
Manin school's situation.

A lcucr from Austin dated July 
29, 1991, said he had contacted sev­
eral companies owed money by the

school and the creditors said they had 
not received payment on the overdue 
bills. 

A us tin's letter said that if the board 
did not take the appropriate action, 
the matter would be forwarded on to 
the State Board of Secondary and 
Elementary Education and the state's 
Education Commissioner, Thomas 
Boysen. 

The board agreed to pay Martin 
Elementary's debt, but wanted to 
know how it occurred. Hughes was 
asked why the debt had not been 
erased and how he planned to rectify 
the situation. 

"(It happened) more than anything 
by not paying close attention (to the 
financial matters at the school)," 
Hughes said. "If we could do differ­
ent types of fundraising, the board 
has turned us down on a few, we 
could pay back the board." 

Hager said he had written Hughes 
a letter on July 26 asking him to 
outline a plan to erase the deficit, but 
he had not received any response 
from Hughes. 

The board asked that Hughes 
submit his plan for erasing the defi­
cit. The debts will be paid from the 

school system's general fund. 
The board was informed about the 

Adams and Duff school's deficits 
during a report from the annual 
budget. 

Frazier told the board the debts 
were incurred without his or Hager's 
authorization. 

"Who authorized them?" 
Campbell asked 

"In some cases teachers and in 
others, the principal," Frazier said. 
"You can't pay for supplies with 
(school) construction funds." 

BoardmemberEddieBiUipsasked 
Frazier if he would trace the expendi­
tures back to who authorized them 
and what was bought. 

Frazier said he could and the board 
directed him to present a report at the 
next meeting. 

"We can't pay these bills until we 
get some answers to this," Campbell 
said. "Mr. Hager, direct the princi­
pals to be at the next meeting and 
explain this." 

Extensions---

"We've got debts amounting to 
almost $45,000 and nobody knows 
what they were for and who author­
ized them," Billips said. ''These items 
were bought without the superinten­
dentorthefinanceofficerbeingaware 
of it. Somebody needs to be called in 
and answer for this." 

The principal at Adams Middle 
School is Thomas Tackett and Ralph 
O"Quinn is the principal at Duff. 
Tackett was present during the Thurs­
day meeting, O'Quinn was not five security companies to provide 

patrols at 10 school facility in the 
county at an averagecostof$9 ,455.60 
per month. 

Quesuons were raised in May 
about the contracL<; after it was dis­
covered that the contracts were not 
put out for bids; not all contracts and 
no performance bonds were on file at 
the central office; and security per­
sonnel could not be found at several 
of the facilities. 

In a related matter, a Martin Ele­
mentary parent, who complained to 
the board about lack of security serv­
ice at the school, filed a harassment 
charge May 20 against the owner of 
one of the security companies. 

Tallina Rayburn alleged in her 
complaint that Bill "Crush" Dingus, 
owner of B & D Security, harassed 
her on May 17 at the school grounds 
about complaining to the board about 
the lack of security. 

Rayburn's complaint alleged 
Dingus threatened to have someone 
beat her up.

on the charges Wednesday, August 
7, in Floyd County District Court, a 
pretrial date of November 14 was set. 

Dingus said in court Wednesday 
that he "did not know Rayburn," but 
said Martin principal Bill Hughes 
had told him Rayburn had been 
complaining about him. 

"The principal told me you were 
throwing off on me and I just asked 
you to get off my back," Dingus told 
Rayburn in district court. "I don't 
know you lady." 

Rayburn said five police vehicles 
were on Martin's campus the last day 
of school because she said Dingus 
had threatened her and she believed 
those threats. 

Dingus' company contracted with 
the board of education to provide 
security services for Martin Elemen­
tary, Floyd County Technical High 
School and the bus garage at Garth. 
The contract said the company would 
be paid $11.70 an hour for two guards 
working 96 hours seven days a week. 
The contract called for a $1 million 
performance bond. There was no bond 
forB & Don file at the central office. 

In other action, the board re-sched­
uled the August meeting for Mon­
day, August 19 at 6 p.m. at Betsy 
Layne High School. 

All members were present at 
Thursday's meeting.

Latta said that could concei vcably 
happen, but that all board members 
would have to be notified of a special 
meeting. 

"They could say they tried to 
contact the other members," Hall said. 
"I think if we have a meeting called 
on short notice, all board members 
should be sent a letter by certified 
mail." 

Campbell said that would be "no 
problem." 

"I was unaware that the superin­
tendent had a contract that extended 
untilJuneofnextyear," Duff said. "It 
wasn't real clear to me (at the July 
meeting) that Mr. Hager didn't want 
to give it up. I assumed he discussed 
it with (board member) Mr. (Eddie) 
Billips and told him he wanted to 
give it up." 

Billips made a motion at the July 
meeting to "relieve" Hager of the 
secretary's position because of an 
increase in a superintendent's respon­
siblities and duties under the state's 
Education Reform Act 

The board voted unanimous in 
July to replace Hager . 

The day after July's meeting, 
Hager responded that he had a four­
year contract to serve as secretary 
and he had not relinquished his duties 
associated with that position. 

Latta said after Thursday's meet­
ing that Hager would act as secretary 
to the board until Frazier returned. 

When asked if Hager could refuse· 
the position, Latta said, "I don't think 
he'd want to. The chairman asked 
him to do it" 

Hager recorded the minutes dur­
ing Thursday's meeting.

Morehead State University's fall 

registration, slated for Thursday and 
Friday, August 15-16, has been rede­
signed, so that students may register 
for classes in their major department 
before going to Laughlin Health 
Building to pay fees. 

"This is a new procedure for regu­
Iarregistration, hut we've been sched­
uling class schedules at the depart­
ment level for advance registration 
for some time now," said Gene Ran­
vier, MSU registrar. "This should 
alleviate much of the congestion in 
the registration arena and streamline 
the entire process." 

Students who have not declared a 
major will begin the process in Allie 
Young 233. Students who have not 
previously been admitted or those 
who have not enrolled since last fall 
will need to stop fust at the Admis­
sions Of fice in Howell-McDowell 
301 if undergraduates or, if graduate 
students, at Ginger Hall 701. 

Registration hours will be from 8 
a.m. to 5:30p.m. both days and entry 
time into the payment area at Laugh­
lin is based on an alphabetical system 
by last name. All fees should be paid 
during this period.

Part-time students will be regis­
tered from 5 to 6 p.m. at Laughlin on 
Thursday and Friday. Registration 
information nights for the 
University's off-campus classes will 
be conducted at the regional centers 
on Thursday, August 15, from 5 to 7 
p.m. 

All MSU classes, including eve­
ning and off-campus, will begin 
meeting on Monday, August 19. 

Schedule adjustments will be 
processed Monday through Wednes­
day, August 19-21, in the student's 
major department without a penalty 
fee.

Cutting energy aid 
could raise all bills

Low-incomeandolder Americans 

wiU be praying for a very warm winter 
if Congress dramatically cuts winter 
heating assistance. 

The Low I nco me Home Energy 
Assistance Program (LIHEAP) is 
slated lO be reduced almost 40 per­
cent this year, continuing a five-year 
decline and reducing by more than 
one million the number of house­
holds receiving assistance. 

This is not just a poverty issue­
cuts in LIHEAP funding affect ev­
eryone, because adequate funding 
plays an important role in keeping 
bills stable for all customers. Most 
utilities and state public service 
commissiOns have agrccmems that 
prohibitcustomersfrom being cut off 
in winter months. Thus the cost of 
service rises for everyone who is able 
to fully pay tlleir bills. 

Even at its funding peak m 1985, 
theLI HEAP program helped less than 
one· third of eligible households. The 
average LIHEAP beneflt is about 
$200 a year, versus about $1,000 in 
energy co~ts. The currem program 
reaches less than 20 percent of eli· 
gible families, and a further cut in this 
winter's funding level will mean that 
many households Will have to choose 
between heating or eating. 

Another dr amauc program cut is a 
giant step backward and confronts 
the most needy in our society with yet 
another SLUmhling block in their ef­

k t 

The U.S. Department of Health & 
Human Services reports that in 1988, 
the most recent year data is available, 
58 percent of the households receiv­
ing LIHEAP benefits had incomes of 
less than $6,000 annually, and 37 
percent of those households contained 
at least one person over 60 years of 
age. 

Natural gas and electric utilities 
have long been aware of this severe 
problem and many of them have 
organized private fuel assistance 
funds in cooperation with other 
community groups. Since the first of 
these was established in 1977-more 
than two years prior to the start of the 
LIHEAP program by Congress­
over $134.4 million has been col· 
lected and distributed to 857,000 
households. 

However, the private sector ef­
forts will continue to fall far shon of 
helping all of the households that 
need assistance, unless the federal 
government steps in. 

As the nation moves toward a free 
market for energy and creation of a 
national energy strategy, we must be 
mindful of the needs of low-income 
Americans and provide a strong safety 
net through LIHEAP. 

Instead of cutting LIHEAP, the 
federal government should be increac;­
ing it. An estimated 18 to 20 million 
households in America need LIHEAP 
to help protect them against health 
problems, pomeiessness and other 
social ctilemmas. 

If Congress doesn't at least main­
tam current funding levels for 
LIHEAP, the nation is taking a b1g 
gamble on the winter weather, a 
amble that involves millions of

THE MATH STANDARDS 
AND KENTUCKY SCHOOL 

REFORM 

by Professor John D. Sammons 

There is no doubt that Kentucky is 
on the threshold of school reform. 
The mechanism is in place to effect 
change at all grade levels in the pub­
lic schools. We are hearing talk of 
nongraded primaries, a testing pro­
gram including student portfolios that 
is unique to Kentucky, and local 
school councils which will provide 
the impetus for site based manage­
ment. In addition to these comments, 
there is a great deal of talk especially 
among math teachers and adminis­
trators about implementing the 
Mathematics Standards. What is so 
significant and important about the 
Standards? 

The Curriculum and Evaluation 
Standards as proposed by the Na­
tional Council of Teachers of Mathe­
matics arc not a product of the Ken­
tucky school reform package. The 
Standards are the result of a massive 
undertaking by the NCTM in coop­
eration with other professional or­
ganizations and governmental agen­
cies to improve the quality of mathe­
matics education in the elementary 
and secondary schools of this nation. 
Comparisons of various tests indi­
cate that functional mathematical 
abilities arc a matter of grave concern 
whenever U.S. students are compared 
with those of other industrialized 
countries. An excellent overview of 
this entire scenario can be found in 
the booklet Everybody Counts. The 
timing for implementing the Stan­
dards JUSt happened to coincide with 
Kentucky school reform. However, 
the thrust and intent of the Standards 
is a plus one correlation with the 
thrust and intent of the school reform 
package. The Standards, if imple­
mented properly, should have the 
effect of raising the student's ana­
lytic ability to reason. They accentu­
ate a performance based approach to 
the learning process as opposed to a 
skills based approach. 

How have the Standards been 
implemented into Kentucky public 
schools? First, the Standards have 
been officially accepted throu.e:h the 

the same coverage. We hate to re­
mind anyone, but ow recession is 
still a reality and many businesses, 
particularly small firms, have been 
and will continue making cutbacks to 
keep people employed in times ol 
lower revenues. 

Perhaps insurance companies 
should tty and do the same -~,;ut back, 
make do with less-but that's not 
likely. Es~ially when you consider 
that Kentucky insurance companies 
need no approval belorc enacting a 
rate increase. which is like giving 
someone a blank check!

national advisory board to tell them 
that it's not t>nough.

Kentucky Mathematics Framework, 
published by the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education, which lists the 
mathematics curricula and objectives 
for all grade levels (this book should 
prove to be of grave interest to paren­
tal groups such as PTA's orPTO's). 
Second, acceptance at the local level 
has occurred through the adoption of 
standards bac;ed textbooks (the state 
delayed mandatory textbook adop­
tion for a year to allow a better selec­
tion of standards based texts to come 
on the market). Third, also at the 
local level. manipulative kits will be 
purchased by the local school ctis­
tncLc; to supplement tl1e standards 
based textbooks. 

What are manipulative kits and 
are they absolutely necessary? The 
manipulative kits consist of teaching 
aids to be used in conjunction with 
the textbooks in this discovery/learn­
ing process. The mathematics teacher 
will be using manipulatives on a daily 
basis and this kit could possibly be 
more important than the text itself for 
the standards based approach. In 
addition, the necessity for such an 
approach is even greater whenever 
one considers the testing program fo 
be implemented in this state. Ken­
tucky is to have a N.A.P.E. (National 
Assessment of Education Progress 
which is standards based) like test, 
the results of which will be used to 
reward schools that do a good job. 

I would add that these manipulat· 
ivekits, in addition to the necessity of 
appropriate calculators at all grade 
levels, are going to be expensive. 
Understandably, local boards are not 
use to this type of expense from non­
laboratory cla'lses; however, the math 
classroom of the 90's will be a lab­
classroom of sorL'i. The student will 
be learning by doing and thusly pro 
gressing to higher levels of analytic 
reasoning ability. If everyone under 
stands this - board members, admin­
istrators, teachers in othe1 disciplines, 
parents, and students it will make the 
transition to the Standards much 
easier on mathematics teachers dur­
ing these difficult times.

In less than a year and a half, 
Vaclav Havel has transformed 
Czechoslovakia from a rigid, Com­
munist oligarchy into a fully func­
tioning democracy. The new free­
dom felt by the citizens of Czecho­
slovakia has found expression on the 
streets of Prague and Bratislava in 
the form of music. Rock music, once 
banned by the Communist govern­
ment, is now played openly in clubs, 
dance halls, and even in the middle of 
Wenceslaus Square. Crowds of two 
or three hundred people will some­
times gather around young musicians 
playing old Beatles tunes and sing 
along with the band. In a recent inter­
view with Lou Reed, Vaclav Havel 
commented, "For 20 years there was 
only the most banal pop music in our 
radio. Now, it is already possible to 
hear on the radio music that previ­
ously people could only clandestinely 
exchange on tapes." Sometimes 
people were arrested for distributing 
audio cassettes. Rock star Michael 
Kotap now sits in the Czech Parlia­
ment 

Havel also managed to negotiate a 
treaty with the Soviets providing for 
a phased withdrawal of Soviet troops 
from his nation. All 73,500 Russian 
troop will leave Czech soil by June 
30, 1991. 

Czechoslovakia held its flrst real 
election since 1948 on June 8, 1990. 
Havel's Civic Forum received 48 
percent of the vote. The other major 
parties to emerge from the election 
were the Christian Democratic Un­
ion, the Green Party, the Social 
Democratic Party, and the Commu­
nistParty. Only theCommunistParty 
is not committed to the idea of a 
multiparty democracy. 

On a recent trip to Prague, I con­
versed with an older gentleman named 
Tomas about the state of Czechoslo­
vakian politics. Tomas, a high school 
language teacher, expressed great 
confidence in President Havel. He 
told me, "I knew him only as a drama­
tist, but I think he is also a politician." 
He did, however, express dissatisfac­
tion with economic conditions but he 
placed the blame on Havel's advi­
sors. 

Later in the afternoon I met Adora 
Phillips, a young American who 
worked as an English teacher in an 
elementary school. Adora gave me 
the distinct impression that Czecho­
slovakia was still a culture in transi­
tion. The old habits of living in a 
totalitarian state were still with the 
common people. "There is a great 
deal of suspicion among the people 
here. Before the revolution, people 
would go to the government and tell 
on others. That created suspicion. 
That dido 't vanish after the revolu­
tion." 

Adora also mentioned the rapid 
rise in prices. Many of her students 
have complained that there arc too 
many foreigners visiting their coun­
try. They resent the fact that 
Czechoslovakia's borders are now 
open, but Czechs don't have enough 
money to visit other places. 

Adora had a poinL While in Pra­
gue, I went to Smetana Hall to attend 
a performance being given by the 
Japanese Philharmonic Symphony 
Orchestra. The expensive seats near 
the front of the concert hall were 
filled by foreign tourists, most of 
whom were French, British or Ger­
man. Young Czechs were crowded 
into the moderately priced seats in 
the rear of the building. 

Dr. Emanuel Pluhar, the Deputy 
International Secretary of the Czecho­
slovakian Social Democratic Party, 
noted that most Czechs were unhappy 
with the economic progress of their 
nation. Pluhar reported that a recent 
poll indicated that 34 percent of the 
people were completely unsatisfied 
with thestateoftheeconomy. "What 
we need as a party is an alternative 
economic program which will trans­
form our state-run economy into a 
market economy." Pluhar indicated 
that the Communist Party still had 
some strength and that if economic 
conditions continued to decline, there 
was still a certain danger that it might 
reemerge as a major force in Czech 
politics. 

In spite of these economic prob­
lems, Pluhar does not believe that 
Czechoslovakia will ever revert to a 
one party system. He noted that 
~zechs were culturally and politi­
cally oriented toward the West. He 
believes that his nation will eventu­
ally join the European Common 
Market and he would like to see the 

United Nations guarantee the secu­
rity of his country against future 
aggression. 

In his rather candid book Disturb­
ing the Peace, Vaclav Havel wrote, 
"I'm not really comfortable in the 
role of a distributor of hope and en­
couragement to those around me, 
since I'm always on the lookout for 
some encouragement myself." Dur­
ing the intermission at Smetana Hall, 
the young Czechs from the back rows 
moved forward to sit in the empty 
seats near the stage. The young people 
of Prague have a real desire to hear, 
play and appreciate music, just as 
they have a real desire to live and 
work in a free country. Havel has 
given them hope for the future and 
they will encourage him as he leads 
their nation along the path of democ­
racy.

over the two year period, participate 
in Community Issue Gatherings, work 
on individual community projects, 
and be linked through computer net­
working. 

The 1991 class is the second group 
of Appalachian leaders to participate 
in the program. They are part of a 
larger program, the Appalachian 
Civic Leadership Project, which is 
coordinated by the UK Appalachian 
Center, but also includes the UK 
Community College System, the 
Cooperative Extension Service, and 
the Brushy Fork Institute of Berea 
College. 

Funding for the program came in 
part from a $1.2 million grant from 
theW .K. Kellogg Foundation in 1990. 
The project is aimed at developing 
leadership and public policy discus­
sion in central Appalachia. 

Fellows in the leadership program 
are expected to develop a plan of 
study and action, with the help of the 
program staff, that will relate to a 
specific social area or issue. Each 
Fellow may receive up to $2,000 
toward the accomplishment of his or 
her plan. 

In addition, each Fellow will re­
ceive a small computer capable of 
linking with the University and other 
Fellows for ongoing communication. 
Computer training also will be pro­
vided. 

To qualify for the program, appli­
cants must have been residents of 
Kentucky's Appalachian counties for 
at least three years with plans to 
remain in the region. The Fellowship 
class is generally comprised of new 
or emerging leaders in the early to 
middle stages of their careers or adult 
lives.

Building Stamina Is High Priority In Practice 
(Editors note. We will be profiling 

each high school football team in the 
next three weeks. This week we will 
look at the Allen Central Rebels) 

It is hard to believe, but the high 
school football season is fast ap­
proaching as the regular season gets 
underway on August 30 for most 
teams. The Allen Central Rebels will 
not officially start until August 31 
when they play in a bowl game at 
Whitley County. 

While the team is awaiting the 
opening of the 1991 football season, 
drills, running and hitting the pads 
has occupied much of the day for the 
Rebels as football practice is in full 
swing. In fact the Rebels have been 
practicing for about a week now and 
they work out twice a day- once in 
the morning and again in the eve­
nings. • 

This will be a very young Allen. 
Central football team. Losing 16 
seniors from last year's 6-5 squad 
will definitely have a bearing on the 
season ahead. However, second year 
coach Dewey Jamerson feels that his 
young squad can respond to the loss 
of so much talent and still have a 
decent year. 

"In winning, it's not always how 
good your record is," he said.

"If our defen­
sive man makes the first lick on a 
tackle, he is suppose to hold that for 
at least three seconds after the whistle 
sounds. If he is out of shape, he may 
give up before then. 

••I tell my players that you get in 
shape and dish out the punishment on 
the field," explained Jamerson. "I 
want them to let me know if they are 
getting tired and then come out of the 
game. I want them to tell me about it.
