Arts Center plans

The curtain will go up soon on the
first act of a local story about a small
town which aspires Lo become the
arts and entertainment center of the
Kentucky hills,

With some success, the story could
unfold well beyond those bounda-
ries.

After months of discussion and
debate, phase one of a project to
develop the Kentucky Opry in down-
town Prestonsburg is shifting gears,
moving into high speed.

Monday evening, Prestonsburg’s
City Council adopted a resolution
authorizing Mayor Ann Latta to apply
for a state Community Development
Block Grant, the funds from which

will help underwrite the development
downtown of a Kentucky Opry Arts
and Learning Center. Eventually, the
project will grow to encompasse all
the talents and traditions of Ap-
palachia with the ambitious goal of
spinning those talents into gold.

First, the foundations must be laid.

Phase one of the Opry project in-
volvesthedevelopmentofanartsand
leaming center downtown in build-
ings formerly occupied by the Abigail
Theatre, Catos and the old States
Motel. The city acquired an option
for those properties Tuesday. The
center will include educational class-
rooms, an art gallery, art studios,
music recording studios, limited per-
forming space with seating capacity
for approximately 200, community-
use rooms and parking,

Murders
top list of
frue bills

Murderindictments werereturned
Wednesday by aFloyd County Grand
Jury against three persons, including
an Allen man who is the suspect in
the Saturday night shooting death of
a McDowell man.

Frank DeRossett, 50, of Allen was
charged with murder for Saturday’s
shooting death of Clive Case, 34, of
McDowell at the American Legion
club at Martin. DeRossett was also
charged with first degree assault for
shooting Larry Spears, 34 , of
McDowell who was hit by a bullet
during Saturday’s incident.

DeRossett was arraigned Wednes-
day inFloyd District Courtand placed
under a $1 million bond. DeRossett
remained lodged in the Floyd County
Jail Thursday.

The grand jury also returned a
murder indictment against a Pike
County coal truck driver who was
involved in a traffic accident at Ha-
rold that killed Glenda Akers, 40, of
Dana.

Michael Johnson, 33, of Virgie
allegedly ran a redlight at the inter-
section of U.S. 23 and KY 979 at
Harold on July 2 and struck a pickup
truck driven by Akers as she was
pulling out into the intersection.

The third murder charge was re-
turned against a 16-year-old Betsy
Layne juvenile who is charged with
shooting a 35-year-old Prestonsburg
man in March.

Douglas Todd Keathley ischarged
with killing Larry Douglas Calhoun
by shooting him with a .12 gauge
shotgun on March 27. According to
police reports at that time, Calhoun
and the juvenile had argued at the
juvenile’s home at Betsy Layne and
Calhoun was later shot once in the
head.

Keathley will tried as an aduit on
the murder charge.

Pike-Floyd project advances

Alink toprogressin Floyd County
has been approved with the signing
of a contract to begin work on a
bridge at Ivel that will provide access
to a 500-acre industrial site,

Floyd County Judge Executive
John M. Stumbo made the announce-
mentatameeting of the Floyd County
Industrial Development Authroity
and the Pikeville-Pike County Indus-
trial Development and Economic
Authority (Idea) on August 27 where
details of the bridge were announced.
The new bridge will be similar in
design to the bridge at Tram, said
Floyd County Attorney Jim Ham-
mond, who chaired the meeting.

Eighty percent of the funding for
the bridge will come from the federal
government; Floyd County will pay
twenty percent of the cost, Costain
Coal Inc. has contributed $175,000
to the project, and the Stratton heirs
have made a commitment o donate
right-of-way. Dedication of the bridge
i1s tentatively set for the first week in
November,

Though a bridge to the site will
open the way for industry, a stum-
bling block still exists, according to
Bill Harvey Howard. Howard re-
ported that water to the site is avail-
able, but can only be extended to the
area at greal expense. A pump sta-
tion, areservoir anda minimum eight-
inch water main will be needed,
Howard said. The water can be pro-
vided if the money is made available,
said Howard,

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Children pay severe price
for parents’ drug, alcohol abuse

Growing numbers of children are
suffering increasingly severe reper-
cussions ranging from birth defects
to neglect as a result of their parents’
drug and alcohol abuse, according to
TECent reports.

An estimated 375,000 babies are
born annually in the United States to
women who took drugs while preg-
nant, according to a report in the
publication Education World.
Roughly 200,000 of them are “crack
babies” whose mothers abused the
highly potent form of cocaine during
pregnancy.

Prenatal drug-exposure has been
linked to a range of adverse side
effects, including low birthweight,
small head size, neurological dam-
age and increased risk of sudden in-
fant death syndrome, according to a
report in American Family Physi-
cian.

Fetal alcohol syndrome (FAS), a
condition caused by prenatal drink-
ing, now is recognized as the leading
cause of mental retardation in the
United States. FAS also results in
stunted growth, learning disabilities
and maladaptive behaviors, reports
the Journal of the American Medical
Association.

Studies also indicate that a grow-
ing number of cases of child abuse
and neglectare the result of a parent’s
drinking or drug use.

The National Committee for the
Prevention of Child Abuse (NCPCA)
in a New York Times story reported
that in the early 1980's, 30 w0 40

percent of reported cases of child
abuse and neglectinvolved substance
abuse, usually parental drinking. By
the early 1990’s, more than 50 per-
cent of those cases involved drugs or
alcohol, frequently crack cocaine, the
NCPCA reported.

Child advocacy experts warn that
the children of alcoholics and addicts
are overwhelming the nationwide
foster-care system which, in recent
years, had been shrinking, A study
released earlier this year followed
1,003 foster children in New York,
Houston, Seattle, Detroit and Miami.
It found that, overall, parental sub-
stance abuse was a factor in 36 per-
cent of the placements. In New York
City the figure was 52 percent. The
study also indicated that children of
addicted parents are more likely to
remain in foster care.

In a follow-up study with the New
York City children, after 4 1/2 years,
63 percent of those with drug-abus-
ing mothers or fathers remained in
the system compared to 47 percent of
those withnon-drug-abusing parents.

The suffering experienced by
children whose parents are addicted
to drugs or alcohol is perhaps the
saddest consequence of substance
abuse.

Notonly dotheyexperience abuse
andneglectasadolescents, butthey’re
also at risk for treating they own
children the same since research
indicated that the cycle of abuse of-
ten extends from generation Lo gen-
eration.

Implementation of the S.T.A.Y.
program is made possible through
funds provided by the Appalachian
Regional Commission. Full and par-
tial scholarship assistance will be
available for up to twenty students
from each participating county to
attend the Junior or Senior Kentucky
Youth Assembly.

While any ARC county may be
eliible for S.T.A.Y. participation,
primary funding is focused at this
time on the counties of Adair, Bath,
Bell, Carter, Clay, Cumberland, Elli-
ott, Floyd, Garrard, Green, Harlan,
Jackson, Johnson, Knox, Laurel,
Lawrence, Lincoln, Madison, Ma-
goffin, Martin, Monroe, Pike, Rock-
castle, Rowan, and Russell. Inter-
ested students should contact their
school administrator, guidance coun-
selor, orteacher for nomination to the
program. Adult sponsors for com-
munity teen councils are also needed.

RESTORATION MOVEMENT
IN RUSSIA

About 1860, a sizeable group of
Russian Orthodox from the area of
Northern Russia broke with that
Church and set out to restore the
primitive New Testament Church,
They called themselves “Evangeli-
cal Christians”. The word “Evangeli-
cal” was imposed upon them by the
government. For over 60 years they
grew until they number over two
million believers in Russia, Poland,
and other Slavic nations.

In the year 1918, they chanced
upon a copy of the Christian Stan-
dard, a magazine published even
today in Cincinnati, Ohio. Surprised
to find it advocating the same posi-
tion as theirs, they subscribed to the
publication for over a year. By that
time, they were convinced that they
were identical with the Christians
meeting in America, Thus, in 1920,
they sentadelegationto Americaand
after a series of discussions were
happy to join forces for a common
goal.

Here then were more than two
million New Testament Christians
arriving at an identical position,
though separated by thousands of
miles from any one else believing the
same things. How was this possible?
They had one thing in common - a
desire to restore the New Testament
church using the Bible alone as their
source of faith and practice.

Because of athestic Communism,

Christians fled underground. In the
past, Soviet leaders have tried to
present Christians as dumb and un-
educated. They reduced pastoral train-
ing toaminimum. Evangelical Chris-
tian Churches and Baptist Churches
have had no theological schools until
only recently. Theirpreachersreceive
an insufficient education on an ex-
tension basis. Other churches, such
as Pentecostals, Mennonites, Meth-
odists, and Reformed, have absolutely
no theological training available to
them. The church has lost more than
90 percent of its facilities through
Stalin's, Kruschev's,and Brezhnev’s
actionis. Many churches were closed
and transformed into storage houses,
theaters, cultural centers, or even
swimming pools. Sometimes they
were simply destroyed. For yearsnow
Gene Dulin and other missionaries
have been smuggling Bibles through
theironcurtain into Russia. Christian
worship was being held secretly.
{Those caught were imprisoned and
‘punished. Karl Marx, Charles Dar-
win, and Sigmund Freud have plagued
the free world for nearly 200 years.
However, there was a day when the
world’s largest nation was called
“HOLY RUSSIA”. FREEDOM
COMES TO RUSSIA

The iron curtain has now beenrent
in twain, Muriel Bongsall, the reign-
ing Mrs, Kansas America decided to
make her trip to the competition an
evangelistic outreach.

As freedom comes to Russia,
Christians go public with passionate
pleas for Bibles. In-one city three
cases of Scriptures were distributed
in fifteen minutes by the Interna-
tional Bible Society. An elderly gen-
tleman, who came to the van pleaded
with tears streaming down his face
fora Bible. They didn’t have one left
to give him. The old man cried as he
said, “But Sir, I've waited all my life
foraBible." Atthe International Book
Fair in Moscow, the World Transla-
tion Center was rushed by some
27,000 Soviets requesting Bibles.

Help for disabled
and blind children

Most people are surprised 1o learn
that Supplemental Security Income
(SSI)benefits go to children, butthey
do. In fact, we pay monthly SSI
benefits to more than 350,000 dis-
abled children under 18. About half
of this total are under age 10. Their
payments average $387.00.

For children to get SSI, their dis-
ability must last, or be expected to
last, for at least 12 months. More than
half of the children currently receiv-
ing SSI have mental disorders. For
example, they are mentally retarded,
autistic, or have serious psychiatric
problems. Another fourth have dis-
abilities of the nervous system or
sense organs, such as blindness,
deafness, or epilepsy. Many children
born with leukemia, cercbral palsy,
Down's Syndrome, or HIV positive,
or who have other severe birth de-
fects, also get SSI.

Social Security recently adopted
new rules for evaluating children’s
disabilities. Under the new proce-
dures, we look at how the child's
disability keeps him or her from doing

things children of a similar age can

normally do. Under previous rules,
only children who met specific medi-
cal criteria were found eligible for
SS1. The new rules mean many more
children will be eligible for SSI.

In addition to being disabled, a
child must have limited income and
resources to qualify for SSI. We also
consider the parents’ income and
resources, but a family doesn’t have
Lo be destitute for the child to get SSI.
Many resources — like the family’s
home, for example—aren't consid-
ered. And we make allowances for
other children living in the home.

Parents or guardians who have a
child they think could qualify for SSI
should contact a Social Security of-
fice. Or if you know someone with a
disabled child, tell them about SSIL. It
can really make a difference.

In the past, Christians who
ask foraBible had to wait for years or
pay a very high price on the black
market. Marvin Steffens tells of a
man he met who made his living by
traveling from village to village, al-
lowing Christians to read his Bible
foroneRuble per hour. The Samizdat
Productions (secret self-printing by
the underground church) cannot pro-
duce enough theological literature by
itself.
