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Employees vow to continue strike :

Board seeks
legalmandate

Legal avenues will be taken toend
a four-day strike by school employ-
ees called afier the board of educa-
tion failed to recognize classified

workers as part of the Teamsters

union.

An injunction will be sought to
put striking Floyd County classified
schopl employees back to work and
the go ahcad was given Wednesday
to hire replacement workers.

The Floyd County Board of Edu-
cation voted Wednesday to hire F.C.
Bryan of Mount Sterling to seek an
injunction against striking workers
inaneffort to getemployees off picket
lines and back into the schools.

The board also voted o cancel
classes Thursday and Friday because
of the financial loss to the school

system,

A heated exchange developed
between board member Eddie Billips
and superintendent Ron Hager at
Wednesday's meeting after Billips
accused Hager of gross malfeasance
because buses did not run and classes
were held Wednesday.

“Knowing that buses were not
goingtorun, why did we have school
when it's costing us $50,000 to
$70000 & day?” Billips asked. “I
think that is gross malfeasance of
office.”

Hager wld Billips his comments
were outof order and asked Billipsto
respect him as superintendent.

“You are out of order,” Hager
said. “I respect you as a board mem-

ber and would ask you to respect me
as superintendent.”

Hager said classes were held
Wednesday for the same reason
classes were held Monday.

“Were bus drivers instructed not
to report to work Monday?" Billips
asked.

“No,"” Hager said.

Billips asked transportation direc-
tor Earl D, Ousley why bus drivers
were told not to report to work
Wednesday.

“Bus drivers who were making
their routes had received threats,”
Ousley said. “So for safety reasons
we asked drivers not to report. We
had a lot of threats called in."

Student attendance dropped to
approximately 50 percent Monday,
Tuesday and Wednesday resulting in
aloss of over $200,000 to the school
system next year. The local district
receives state funding of $16.50 per
student for average daily attendance.,

In a move that surprised board
members, Hager commented during
the meeting that classified employ-
ees should have some type of repre-
sentation.

“The board recognizes FCEA
(Floyd County Education Associa-
tion), KEA (Kentucky Education
Association) and the Floyd County
Administrators Association,” Hager
said, “the board needs w consider
some type of organization for the
classified personnel.”

Hager'scomments brought cheers
from the classified workers who

Candidates for governor pledge support :

East Kentucky Corporation aims
for economical diversification

Candidates for governor of Ken-
tucky—one through a proxy—prom-
ised support for efforts to diversify
the economy of Eastern Kentucky
Thursday at a meeting of the East
Kentucky Corporation, & group
formed to create jobs in the region,

One candidate said he will estab-
lish an economic development office
in Eastern Kentucky; a representa-
tive of the other said a systemof locks
and dams would be of great benefit to
the region. The remarks were made
during the annual meeting of the
group’s board of directors at Jenny
Wiley State Park in Prestonsburg,

Lt. Govemor Brereton Jones, the
Democrat nominee, said he “intends
to have our administration put a fo-
cus on Eastern Kentucky in a manner
it has not been focused on in modern
Limes.tl

Jones said he was the first candi-
date for governor to talk about re-
turning 50 percent of the coal sever-
ance tax to the coal counties. He said
that was only one part of his plan for
the mountains, however.

Another component would be to
open an East Kentucky Economic
Development office, whose director
would report straight to the governor
each month on progress made in
developing jobs in the region.

“My goal is to be, not only the best
governor thiscommonwealth hashad,
butwhen I'm finished, to have people
say "He stood up for the mountains.
Hestood up forthe people whoneeded
it,”” Jones said.

Jones said he has caught himself
referring to Eastern Kentucky as “us,”

PCC president gives views
to development authority

Economic development in any
arca hinges in part on education and
community inputand support to make
the effort successful.

Members of the Floyd County
Development  Authority heard at
their  meeting Wednesday
Prestonsburg Community College
president Deborah Floyd's ideas on
making the college a magnet to draw
potential developers 1o the Big Sandy
region,

“Any company wanting to locate
in an area looks at the quality of
education in an area. "'l feel the col-
lege can do a better job preparing our
students for employment if we serve
the individual needs of a student,”
Floyd said. “We want 1o know where
our students are, in arcas such as
basic skills, so they can be placed in
the right classes that fit their needs
and capabilitics. A gtudent who can

excel in a class comes away with a
positive feeling, knowing they can
succeed.”

Floyd explained that she wanted
to begin an open testing and assess-
ment center and a career develop-
ment center to assist PCC students in
choosing their careers.

“We want (1o be partners in eco-
nomical development,” Floyd told
the group. I believe education hap-
pens in and out of the classroom. I
challenge all of you, along with the
community, to work for better oppor-
tunities for all of us.”

The 15 percent jump in enroll-
ment at PCC this year was credited to
more students wanting to attend col-
lege closer 1o home and the smaller
class size, Floyd said. She wok
members of the authority on a tour of
the campus.

In other business Wednesday, the
authority considered putting an ad-
vertisement in the Wall Street Jour-
nal in an effort o compete for indus-

try. Authority member H.D. (Buddy)
Fitzpatrick passed around a copy of
anadvertisement relating to economic
development published in the Jour-
nal.

The group also said a recent meet-
ing of the Pike County Authority
resulted in both sides wanting to
develop a regional concept to attract
business to the Big Sandy region.

The group asked Floyd County
Judge-Executive John M, Stumbo if
the county would be willing to pro-
vide funding to the authority for of-
fice space and personnel.

Stumbo said he personally felt the
fiscal court would be willing to ap-
propriate funds for the authority if
members knew why the money was
neededandif they were kept informed
of the group’s activities.

Dolores Smith, president of the
authority, said the court would be
advised of the group’s plans and asked
Stumbo to see what funds the court
would be willing to commit,

and said that everybody knows he is
from West Virginia. "I grew upacross
theline, butitisa man-made line, not
a God-made line. God made the
mountains. I would say that my rear-
ing in West Virginia was much more
similar to Eastern Kentucky than if I
had been bornin Detroitand reared in
Western Kenfucky,” said Jones, re-
ferring 1o his opponent’s (Republi-
can Congressman Larry Hopkins)
upbringing,

Jones attacked Hopkins' voting
record in Congress on matters affect-
ing Eastern Kentucky. Jones said
Hopkins voted against funding for
US 23 on two occasions; consistently
voted against funding for the Appala-
chian Regional Commission; and
recently did not vote on a proposal 1o
extend unemployment benefits.

“Opinions die; the record lives
forever,” Jones said, quoting the late
A.B, “Happy” Chandler.

Pikeville attorney Will T, Scou
spoke for Congressman Hopkins, who
was invited but was unable to attend,
Scott proposed that a system of locks
and dams be constructed on the Big
Sandy and Kentucky rivers in East-
em Kentucky as a means of solving
several problems—including future
economic development,

Scott said that Hopkins supports

the plan, but will not promise to
commit State money 1o it at present,
“It is a viable plan...on a federal ba-
sis,” said Scott, who said Hopkins
may consider some kind of federal-
state partnership in the future. “The
funds are there (on the federal level).
It's just a matter of who gets what,

Scott told the economic develop-
ment corporation that “he (Hopkins)
is committed to helping you build a
more viable and diversified economy
in Eastern Kentucky."”

Scott said that coal will be a factor
in the Eastern Kentucky economy for
several years, and that “we can't
continue to run 65-ton semis on our
roads. We can’t tear them up as soon
as we build them.”

Scott said that the locks and dams
proposal, which he first advanced
while running against 7th District
Congressman Chris Perkins in 1990,
would solve the region’s water prob-
lems, as well as transportation needs.

Scott said that the proposal “is a
bridge” that can help Eastern Ken-
tucky get through the tough times,
and put it in a position for future
growth.

“We honestly believe that it will
create anywhere from 25,000 to

Classes dismissed :

Schools
searched
for bombs

Three Floyd County schools were
evacuated Wednesday while area
emergency organizations searched for
hidden bombs.

Allen Central, Duff and McDow-
ell schools received bomb threats
from unidentified callers, but at
McDowell, the phone threat was made
by an older sounding male, said
Kentucky State Police Trooper David
Watkins. .

“It is unusual for three schools 1o
receive bomb threats (in one day),”
said Floyd County acting superinten-
dent Pete Grigsby, “The usual trend
is one school at a time.

“When we have disruptions (the
classified employee strike) in school,
certain individuals take advantage.

“In the past, it's (persons making
bomb threats) been students them-
selves trying to get out of school,”
said Grigsby, who warned that those
making the calls “should take pre-
cautionary measures” because previ-
ous callers have been caught due to

Gwen Hammonds, a former eighth
grade teacher at Adams Middle
School, alleged she was transferred
to Martin Elementary thisschool year
because she criticized various poli-
cies and procedures enacted by the
board of education.

The suit claimed that “Thomas
Tackett in his position as principal of
the middle school, engaged in verbal
abuse and chastisesment” of Ham-
monds because of her membership in
the Floyd County Education Asso-
ciation. The suit said Tackett had
openly stated his opposition to the

City police confiscate pot
after receiving citizen's tip

An anonymous tip Friday mom-
ing, September 13, led Prestonsburg
Police officials to an area where an
alleged drug' transaction was being
conducted. Police confiscated a bag
of marijuana and obtained a warrant
for the arrest of a Prestonsburg man.

According to Detective Jeff
Stumbo, aninformant told police that
an unusual amount of traffic had been
seen in Wes| Prestonsburg and he,
the informant, suspected drug trans-
actions were being conducted near
the local post office.

Afterobserving the suspected area
for three hours, Stumbo said. enough
information was gathered o get a
search warrant for & pickup truck
registered o Dwayne Marcum which
was parked outside of 103 West
Prestonsburg,

With the assistance of assistant
police chief Roy Roberts and patrol-
man Anthony Castle, Stumbo
searched the vehicle and found a 10-
ounce bag of marijuana under the
spare tire in the bed of the truck.

Marcum was notcharged. Through
several interviews police determined
he was notin the vicinity of the truck
during the ume of the suspected drug
transactions and he had loaned the
truck to a relative.

Police are seeking an adult male,
whose name they would not release

Contractorsto face legal action

State Department of Education
officials have recommended the
Floyd County Board of Education
puruse legal action against a school
construction contractor because of
structural problems with the facility.

Mike Luscher, director of the
state’s buildings and grounds depart-
ment, sent a letter to the board of
education in August requesting they
take immediate action to correct the
structural problems at Adams Middle
School.

“Itis imperative that school funds
of both the Kentucky School Facili-
tites Construction Commission and
the Floyd County Board of Educa-
tion not be misspent by the accep-
tance of a damaged facility,”
Luscher’s letter said. “Continued
inaction (o resolve the issue will most
likely cause additional settlementand
damage 1o the building and its struc-
tural components. The board must be
made aware that school revenues
bonds were sold on this project and
that the bondholders expect the build-
ing 1o be completed in accordance
with the original contract documents
butalso maintained in such a manner
as to not reduce the value of the
building upon which they hold the
bonds."

Floyd superintendent Ron Hager
told the board if the settling problems
at the school have not been corrected
by September 20, the board should
turn the issue over to the bonding
company and enter into litigation.

Cracks in northwest corner of the
building that caused floors to buckle
and walls to crack were discovered
earlier this year. The board instructed
architect Randall Burchett to correct
the problems last spring.

Hager also recommended the
board take legal action against Lex-
ington Fire Protection because the
company has not finished its contract
on time at Duff Elementary.

Booster pumps to Duff"s fire sup-
pression system were supposed to
have been installed by the company
before classes began this year. The
school is required to have a fire truck
on the premises in order to boost the
sprinkler system in case of a fire.
Inadequate water pressure at the site
has forced the board to pay approxi-
mately $200 a week for a fire truck to
be on campus.

“We want to talk and they won't,”
said Neal Clevenger, spokesman for
the employees. “That's why we're
out.

54,000 new jobs,” said Scott. The
plan, he said, would also save ap-
proximately $3 per ton on the trans-
portation cost of coal, giving the
region’scoal the “same margin which
brought on the coal boom.”

Scott said that the proposal would
cost $374 million for the Big Sandy
River from Pikeville to Ashland; and
approximately $900 million on the
Kentucky River.

Scott quoted a 1946 U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers report which
praised the plan as being
“feasible...and its benefits will be in
excess of its costs.”

Scott said that the system would

help alleviate water problems cur-
rently suffered by towns and cities in
the 4th and 6th Congressional dis-
tricts which receive their drinking
water from the Kentucky River, as
well as making water available for
industry which would locate in the
region,

“We've gotta bring them water,
and they’ll (industry) come o wa-
ter,” Scott said.

He said the system would also
take a great strain off the region’s
roads. “Last year, one dock in Catletts-
burg loaded 12, Scott. “That’s
120,000 semis a month. There's no
way U.S. 23 can stand that.”

Lt. Governor candidates Paul
Patton and Gene Goss wereinvited to
speak to the group, butdid not attend.
Bill Weinberg, chairman of the East
Kentucky Corporation, said that a
death in the family of Patton's wife,
Judi, prevented the candidate from
attending.

KENTUCKY'S D.A.R.E.
PROGRAM A MODEL FOR
THE NATION

If there was ever a program that
every parent of our schoolchildren
could fully support, I believe it would
have to be the D.A R E, (Drug Abuse
Resistance Education) Program.

And I'am pleased toreport that the
Commonwealth is extremely fortu-
nate to have one of the leading pro-
grams in the nation, administered by
the Kentucky State Police under the
statewide coordinationof Sgt. Jimmy
Richerson.

The D.A.R.E. project is designed
to build a strong, drug-free youth by
having police officers take part in a
17-week drug education program o
teach students and present informa-
tion to them about the harmful effects
of drugs and substance abuse,

The project uses a curriculum
designed to help young children re-
sist these pressures while developing
strong decision-making skills.

Kentucky’s program began in May
of 1986 when the Fayette County
School Board adopted D.A.R.E. as a
pilot program for five elementary
schools in Lexington, which was
based on a project begun in Califor-
nia four years earlier. The program
was so successful that D.A.R.E. was
adopted as part of the elementary
curriculum in 1987,

In that same year, the Kentucky
State Police, assisted by the Depart-
ment of Education, expanded the
program into 50 elementary schools
in Boyd, Rowan, Scott and Daviess
counties — but that was only the
beginning,

Today there are close to 200
D.A R E.officers who have provided
instruction in 79 counties around
Kentucky. Through theirefforts, over
100,000 students were reached last
year and I belicve we can expect that

number to continue increasing.

In Ashland for instance, the City
Police Departmenthasbeen involved
in the D.ARRE. program for over
three years. Officer Don Stump at the
Departmentiscurrently teaching 330
sixth graders in eight different ele-.
mentary schools.

With the help of a Department of
Justice grant, they are hoping to hire
an additional officer and expand this
successful program to both the middle
and high school in the area.

In addition to the school, Officer
Stump has worked in two summer
activity camps with the community

mental health center, Pathways Inc.
and the Champions Against Drugs
regional action board. This summer,
along with a group of volunteer
mothers, he worked with 44 young
children at the DeBord Terrace
Housing Project in teaching high-
risk children about the dangers of
substance abuse.

This is but one example of the
outstanding D.A.R.E. program suc-
cess stories from our state. This same
type of service is being replicated
statewide and is the reason why

Kentucky is serving as a national

model for this instruction,

Congress recognized the impor-
tance of D.A.R.E. programs across
our nation when it passed — and the
President signed into law — S .J. Res
121, which designated September 12,
1991, as “National D.A.R.E. Day."

Thisday served to call attention to
the selfless dedication our police

officers give to the D.A.RE. pro- -

gram and to recognize its importance
to the future health and well-being of
our schoolchildren.

Jones, Alexander make
‘Hope’ one not to miss

Bravo to James Earl Jones
for last month’s Emmy wins
for ABC's Gabriel’s Fireand
Heatwave on TNT. Jones
was nominated twice before
for the honor: once for East
Side/West Side (1964) and
once for last year's By
Dawn’s Early Light.
Gabriel’s Fire has been
revamped and renamed for
fall. Titled Pros & Cons and
co-starring Richard Crenna,
the show premieres Thurs-
day, Sept. 26.

The Great White Hope
(1970)

On Broadway, The Great
White Hope was James Earl
Jones' big break. His por-
trayal of black boxing cham-
pion Jack Jefferson won
widespread acclaim, as did
Jane Alexander’s perfor-

mance as his white mistress.

When the time came for a
film version, both were
asked to repeat their stage
roles, even though neither
was a known quantity in
film. (It was, in fact, Alex-
ander’s first movie role.)

Martin Ritt (Hud, Norma
Rae) was selected to direct
the film, and he gathered a
fine supporting cast, includ-
ing Lou Gilbert, Chester
Morris, Hal Holbrook and
Beah Richards,

Jones' performance re-
ceived  near-unanimous
praise and he won an Oscar
nomination. Interestingly,
the actor himself doesn’t feel
he was that great in the film,
or any of his early movies. In
1989, Jones said he felt he
was just then learning how to
act for the camera. We
should all learn so much.

participating sites, and the goal is to

It is estimated that this year, more
than 122,000 men will be diagnosed
with prostate cancer, and 32,000 will
die from the disease. Among white
males one in 11 will get prostate
cancer in his lifetime; among black
males, one in nine. In spite of these
sobering statistics, of the men
screened last year, only 25 percent
had a previous exam within the last
12 months, Fewer than half of the
men who have ever had a physical
report having had a prostate exam
included.

Eddie must have been
reading my mind for one of the proj-
ects that I had planned this year was
to produce a booklet that would de-
scribe some of the history of our
school.

One good source of information
for our project will be the school
news papers that were published over
the years.

We would like
stories about the school prior (o
George L, Moore's reign as princi-
pal.

Using the gift of nature and creative hands
a Teaberry man weaves mountain crafts

From quilts 10 pottery, 1o paint-
ings to woodwork, many hours of
hard work and imaginative thinking
go into creating beautiful, hand-
crafted items, For some it is a hobby,
but, for others, it’saliving, Whatever
the craftperson’s motivation, his or
her ware must be of high standards to
gain attention in the highly competi-
tive craft market of Eastern Ken-
tucky.

A person who has only recently
taken upthis challenge is Carl Johnson
of Teaberry. A bit of Johnson’s per-
sonality can be found in the intricate
twistings and weavings of his grape-
vine creations.

In a small workroom in his home
on Tinker Fork of Big Mud Creek,
armed with only a drill and a jigsaw,
Johnson wages war with the difficult,
leafy vine, bending and twisting it
into some of the most beautiful pieces
imaginable.

Johnson’s creativity does not stop
at making wreaths. He is constantly
challenging his imagination 1o pro-
duce unique and eye-pleasing pieces.
Doing some yard work, he looks at
the wheelbarrow he is pushing, stud-
ies it and then goes into his workshop
to design a grapevine wheelbarrow.

Johnson also uses his time in the
woods squirrel hunting and deer
hunting to gather ideas for his craft.
In so doing, he has discovered that
the sap formation from locust trees
provides an unique decoration for
flowerarrangements inside the grape-
vine baskets.

“1 just look for things I think will
look pretty to decorate with," Johnson
said. “There are all sorts of pretty,
dried things out there you can use.”

When Johnson first started, he

would sell his creations in their natu-
ral state, but then he experimented
with vamishes and spray paint. He
also has quite an eye for decorating
with flowers. These two technigues
have endlessly expanded his product
line.

Johnson has created special and
imaginative designs such as banjos,
guitars, violins, carts for flower plant-
ing, small shelves and an assortment
of wall wreaths and baskets.

Anyone who has worked with
grapevines knows it is not easy to
make arrangements sturdy without
the aid of wire or nails — Johnson
uses neither. He expertly intertwines
the tendrils to create a sturdy product
that will last for years. When he first
began making baskets, Johnson said
his finished product would eventu-
ally weaken. To remedy this, he uses
a piece of wood on the bottom which
he attaches using grapeving pegs.

Johnson's skill 1s all self taught.
He became interested in grapevine
sculpture after he saw a wreath at his
sister’s house. He and his brother-in-
law went into the woods and gath-
ered some vines, made some wreaths
and tried to sell them.

“We made about enough to pay
the gas bill,” he laughed. Johnson
confesses he is not doing much better
now, but he enjoys working with his
hands and being outdoors. Plus, it is
something to keep him busy since he
has been laid off from the coal mines.

Johnson jokingly saysheisapretty
good artist but a lousy salesman, so
he has handed that chore over to
someoneelse. The43-year-old crafis-
man has worked outa partnership (of

A Main Street project in
Prestonsburg which will benefit the
Floyd County Arts group topped the
agenda at the Floyd County Arts
meeting Thursday, September 12, at
the Chamber of Commerce.

The art group has temporarily
found a home, said Brenda Lee
Crouch, chairman. The old Dollar
General Store building will be avail-
able from now until December for
the group to set up booths and dis-
plays — just in time for Christmas
shopping, Crouch said. The landlord,
Frank Fitzpatrick, donated the use of
the building rent free until December
when the group has an option to lease
it at half the normal rental price,
Crouch explained. The City of
Prestonsburg will pay the utilities as
long as the group uses the building,
said Crouch.

During the event, area artists may
purchase booth space, full or partial,
to sell their wares, and this money
will go into the Floyd County Arts’
coffers. “Booth space won't be lim-
ited to Floyd County Arts,” said
Crouch, who explained that the event
will be open to craftspersons outside
the county and state.

“Winning in Lexington last year
was the tournament that gave me
confidence,” McBee said. “That let
me know that I was good enough to
belong out here. And that confidence
camed over into this year t00,”

The win helped McBee move into
thetop 10 in the Vantage Cup indi-
yidual competition and pushed him
intothe top ten moneymakers on the
Senior Tour. His combined career
gamings arc now at more than
$900,000, the lion's share of which
he has earncd on the Senior circuit,

“To walk into a locker room and
have Amold Palmer call you 'Mr.
Moneybags' is unbelievable,” said
McBee last year,

This year McBee hasn’t done that
well moneywise. So far he hasearned
a little over §107,000 on the circuit
ranking him 43rd in earnings for the
year.

Of the 27 tournaments he has
entered in 1991, he has placed in the
top 10 three times and in the top 25
len hmes.

Anativeof Denton, Texas, McBeg
began playing the game atage 11, He
played the regular PGA Tour in the
1960s but his career never soared as
he had hoped. An early highlight was
his shooting a second-round 64 at the

1966 U.S. Open at the Olympic Club
in San Francisco. The score set a
course and an Open record at the
time.

With the exception of the 1966
Open, McBee hopped “rabbit” style
around the Tour playing tournaments
where he could qualify. The lack of
wins and his strong commitment to
his family pulled him home to Irving,
Texas, where he took a job as club
professional.

Coming back as a defending
champ may renew the pressure; but
McBee is content to let the chips fall
where they may, 50 to speak. Healso
says he doesn’t regret giving up the
regular Tour years ago to devote
himself to his family.

“There’s not athing Ican do about
what happened 20-some years ago,”
he says. *1 just want to go out and be
the best I can be on the Senior PGA

NO. 10-91

ANORDINANCEOF THE
CITY OF PRESTONS-
BURG, KENTUCKY RE-
LATING TO THE EXIS-
TENCEAND RESOLUTION
OF CERTAIN NUISANCES
THAT ARISE WITHIN THE
CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY
OF PRESTONSBURG

WHEREAS, the City of
Prestonsburg has adopted
certain ordinances which
define and identify various
conditions which have been
determined to be nuisances
to the general public; and

WHEREAS, the ordi-
nances as adopted by the
City of Prestonsburg outline
different abatement pariods
and requirements, as well
as contained inconsistent
penalty provisions which
need to be centralized into
one Ordinanca designed to
accommodate each spacific
violation:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE
IT HEREBY ORDAINED by
the City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky, as follows:

SECTION 1: DEFINITIONS

(A) "Accumulation of
Rubbish:"

An accumulation on any
premises of filth, refuse,
trash, garbage or other
waste material which endan-
gers the public health, wel-
fare or safsty, or materially
interferes with the peaceful
enjoyment by ownsers or
occupants of an adjacent
property because of the
danger of its catching or
communicating fire, its at-
tracting and propagating ver-
min, rodents, or insects, or
its blowing of rubbish into
any street, sidewalk or prop-
erty of another.

(B) "Inoperative Condi-
tion:”

Unable ta move under its
own power due to defective
or missing parts and which
has remained in such condi-
tion for a period of not less
than fifteen (15) consecu-
tive days.

(C) "Motor Vehicle:"

Any style ortype of motor-
driven vehicle used for the
conveyance of persans or
property.

(D) "Nuisance:”

Public nuisance.

(E) “Person:”

Any individual, industry,
publicorprivate corporation,
partnership, association,
firm orany otherentity what-
soever.

(F) "Scrap Metal:"

Pieces or parts of steel,
iron, tin, zinc, copper, alumi-
num or any alloy thereof,
whether covered with por-

celain or any other material.
whether intact or in parts,

which has served its useful-
ness in its original form and
can no longer be used forits
eriginally intended purpose.

(G) “Unfit for further use:”

In adangerous condition;
having defective or missing
parts; or in such a condition
generally as to be unfit for
further use.

(H) “Weeads:"

The existence of thistles,
burdack, jimson weed, rag-
weed, milk week, poison ivy,
ironweed, and all other nox-
ious weeds and rank vege-
tation.

SECTION 2. COMMON LAW
AND STATUTORY NUISANCE:

In addition to what is
declared in this Chapter to
be a public nuisance, those
offenses which are known
to the commeon law and stat-
utes of the Commonwealth
of Kentucky as public nui-
sances may be treated as

"such and be proceeded

against in the manner as
provided in this chapter orin
accordance with any other
provision of [aw,

SECTION 3: CERTAIN CON-
DITIONS DECLARED A NUI-
SANCE:

It shall be unlawful for the
owner, occupant or person
having control or manage-
ment of any land within the
city to permit a public nui-
sance 1o develop thereon.
Thefollowing conditions are
declared to be public nui-
sances:

(A) Dangerous trees or

oini :

Any tree, stack or other
object standing in such a
condition that it will, if the
condition is allowed to con-
tinue, endanger the life, limb
or propsrty of, orcause hurt,
damage or injury to persons
or property upon the public
streets or public ways adja-
cent thercto, by the follow-
ing thereof, or of parts
thereof.

The storage of explosive
material which creates a
safety hazard to other prop-
erty or persons in the vicin-
ity.

The maintenance of any
open, uncoverad or inse-
curely covered cistern, cel-
lar, well, pit, excavation or
vault situated upon private
premises in any open or
unfenced lot or placa.

{D) Trees and shrubbery
walks and drainage;

The growing and mainte-
nance of trees or shrubbery
which in any way interferes
with the use, construction or

maintenance of streets or
sidewalks, causes injury to

i

streets or sidewalks, or
constitutes an obstruction to
drainage.

The failure to keep ‘an
animal's pen, yard, lot or
otherenclosureinasanitary
condition and free from pre-
ventable offensive odors.

The storage of junk or
scrap metal within the City
Limits except on premises
authorized by the City for
such purposes.

Motor vehicles which are
in an inoperative condition
or unfit for further use and
which are parked or allowed
to remain on any premises
authorized by the City for
such purposes, are hereby
declared to be a public nui-
sance. Further, a vehicle of
any type shall not at any
time undergo major over-
haul, including, body work in
any residential zone as de-
fined by the Zoning Code of
the City, unless such workis
performed inside astructure
or similarly-enclosed area
designed and approved for
such purposes and not in
violation of the Zoning Code
andfor zoning rules and
regulations of the City.

1. The existenca of weeds
or accumulation of rubbish
as defined above is hereby
declared a public nuisancs,
and it shall be unlawful for
the owner, occupant or per-
son having control or man-
agemert of any land within
the City to permit such pub-
lic nuisance or health haz-
ard to develop on said land.
Further, no owner, occupant
or person having control or
management of any land
within the City shall permit
or maintain on any such
premises or any adjacent
rights-of-way, any growth of
weeds, grass or other rank

ivegetation to a greater
 height, than twelve (12)
inches on the average; nor
any accumulation of dead
weeds, grass or brush.

2. There shall be exempt
from the provisions of the
Sub Chapter, the following:

(a) Flower gardens, plots
or shrubbery, vegetable
gardens, and farm land
undercultivation. Exemption
under the terms of this sec-
tion (2) (a) cannotbe claimed
unless the land has been
cultivated and cared forin a
manner appropriate to such
exempt categories.

(b) Certain areas desig-
nated by the Mayor with
approval of the City Council,
for the control of erosion,
urban forestry and preser-
vation of any rare species of
flora.

SECTION 4: ABATEMENT
PROCEDURE:

(A) It shall be unlawful for
the owner, occupant or per-
son having control or man-
agement of any land within
the city to permit a public
nuisance, health hazard or
source of filth to develop
thereon.

(B) Whenever a nuisance
situation is discovered as
hereinabove listed, the City
Administrator shall give five
(5) days written notice to
redeem the nuisance situ-
ation. The notice shall be
mailed to the last known
address of the owner of the
property, as it appears on
the current tax assessment
role. Upon the failure of the
ownerofthe property tocom-
ply, the City Administrator is
authorized to send employ-
ees upon the property to
redesm the situation.

(C) The City shall have a
lien against the property for
the reasonable valus of labor
and materials used in reme-
dyingthe nuisance situation.
The Affidavit of the author-
ized City Official shall con-
stitute primafacile evidence
of the amount of the lien and
theregularity ofthe proceed-
ings pursuant to KRS
381.770 and this section,
and shall be recorded in the
Office of the County Clerk.
The lien shall be notice to all
personsfromthetime of this
recording and it shall bear
interest at the legal time of
this recording and it shall
bearinterestat the legal rate
thereafter until paid,

(D) In addition to the
remedy prescribed in (¢)

above, or any other remedy
authorized by law, the owner
of a property upon which a
lien has been attached pur-
suant to this section shall be
persanally liable for the
amountofthe lien, including
all interest, civil penalties,
and other charges and the
city may bring a civil action
against the owner and shall
have the same remedies as
provided for the recovery of
a debt owed.

SECTION 5: NUISANCE CRE-
ATED BY OTHERS:

For the purpose of this
Chapter, it shall not be es-
santial that the nuisance be
created or contributed by the
owner, occupant or person
having control or manage-
maent of the premises, but
merely that the nuisance be
created or contributed to by
licensees, invitees, guests
or other parsons for whose
conductthe owner or opera-
tor is responsible, or by
persons for whose conduct
the owner or operator is not
responsible, but by the ex-
ercise of reasonable care
oughtto have become aware
of.

SECTION6: SUSPENSIONOF
LICENSE:

(A)Whenever itis brought
to the attention of the City
Council that'a nuisance ex-
ists and the City Council
deems that there is an
immediate threat to the
public health, safety or wel-
fare, the City Council may
by majority vote suspendthe
license of any person con-
ducting business upon the
premises where the nui-
sance exists.

(B) The City Clerk/Tax
Collector shall cause notice
of the suspension to be
served personally upon the
licensee or at the premise
where the nuisance exists.

(C) Upon application of
the licensee, the City Coun-
cilimay remove the suspern-
sign.upon such terms as it
may direct.

SECTION 7: PENALTY:

Violators of any provision
of this ordinance shall be
fined not mora than $500.00
foreachoffense. Eachday's
continued violation shall
conslitute a separate of-
fense.

SECTION 8:

This ordinance shall take
effect upon its passage and
upon publication. Action by
a court of competent juris-
diction declaring any sec-
tion, sub-section, phrase, or
word of this ordinance to be
invalid, unconstitutional and/
or void, shall not affect the
remainder of this ordinance
which shall remain in force
and effect.

SECTION 8:

All ordinance or any parts
in conflict with the provisions
herein are expressly re-
pealed to the extent of such
conflict. Ordinance Chapters
92 and 95 of the Code of
Ordinances of the City of
Prestonsburg relating to
nuisances and abandoned
vehicles are hereby ex-
pressly repealed in their
entirety as of the date this
