Unity, politics and organization 
were the words of advice Saturday to 
classified personnel of the Floyd 
County School System as the birth of 
their own organization unfolded. 

Prestonsburg attorney Ned Pill­
ersdorf directed the group of about 
40 classified workers who elected 
interim officers and took their fli'St 
steps toward becoming an organiza­
tion to voice grievances and concerns 
to the board of education. 

Pillersdorf began the process by 
explaining to the workers what they 
needed to do in ocder to become a 
legal organization. Pillersdorf urged 
the group to hold an official election

of permanent officers and form a 
political organization to actively 
endorse candidates and become in­
volved in school board elections.

"I suggest that by the first Satur­
day in November, you hold an open 
and announced election for perma­
nent officers," Pillersdorf told the 
group. "I realize there is some divi­
sion among you, but with having an 
openandannouncedmeeting (to elect 
officers) it will give those who may 
not like your decision (of officers) an 
opportunity to vote and be part of the 
organization." 

Pillersdorf said the group was a 
legal organization after their appoint­
ments Saturday and they now had the 
right to sue and be sued. He said the 
group now needs to form a list of 
concerns to be presented to the board 
for negotiations. 

"I understand there are problems

Voter turnourt a concern 
as general- election nears

If last May's primary is a measur­
ing stick, November's general elec­
tion isn't likely to measure up to much 
in the area of voter turnout in Floyd 
CoWlty. 

Figures released this week by Floyd 
County Court Clerk Carla Robinson 
Boyd indicate a paltry 33 percent of 
the county's registered voters turned 
out for the May primary, which in­
cluded heated contests for a variety of 
statewide positions . 

In a break-down of voters by age 
group and gender, the May primary 
ballot appeared most attractive to men 
aged 50 and up, with about 48 percent 

of registered voters in that classifica­
tion casting ballots. The biggest 
yawns came from men and women 
between the ages of 17 and 24, who 
sent just21 percent of their registered 
voters to the primary polls. 

Voter registration for the Novem­
ber 5 general election will continue 
through Monday, October 7. The last 
day to apply for an absentee ballot is 
Tuesday, October 29.

By state task force : 

Coal tax 
proposal 
okayed 

A state legislative panel voted 
Monday to mcrcase to 50 percent the 
share of coal severance taxes returned 
to coal-producing counties and to 
eliminate allocations to coal-im­
pacted counties. 

Under a current state formula, coal­
producing counties and those affected 
by coal transportation share 12 per­
cent of the revenues raised by coal 
severance taxes. 

In a non-binding vote Monday, the 
state 'sCoal Revenue Allocation Task 
Force, co-chaired by Representative 
Greg Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg, 
agreed to recommend an increase in 
tax revenue allocation to coal-pro­
ducing counties and set strict guide­
lines for the usc of those funds. 

All revenues which exceed the 
original 12 percent return would be 
earmarked for economic develop­
ment projects that would have to be 
approved by the secretary of the 
state's Economic Development 
Cabinet and Kentucky Development 
Pinance Authority. 

Also, the proposal would bar any 
county from getting additional coal 
tax funds if salaries for its magis­
trates were higher than the statewide 
averages. 

Last year, 38 coal-producingcoun­
ties and 41 non-coal producing coun­
ties received allocations from coal 
severance taxes. Floyd County re­
ceived approximately $1 million. 

The task force's recommendation 
LO clunmate allocattons from 1 ew 
revenues to coal-impacted counties 
could draw opposition from those 
counties if the plan is presented for 
deliberation during the 1992 session 
of Kentucky's General Assembly. 

Nearly $2.5 million from coal taxes 
went to non-coal counties last year, 
mostly to finance road repairs for 
damages caused by coal transporta­
tion. 

Ellis' attorney, Phi Damron of 
Prestonsburg, said at ·riday's hear­
ing that the school board claims the 
School Facilities COilStruction Com­
mission (SFCC), which provides 
funding for school

I am pleased to report that Ken­
tucky has been in the lead in con­
fronting the issue of domestic crime. 
In 1978, we became the first state to 
require that,if reported, incidents of 
domestic violence must be investi­
gated by the Department for Social 
Services. 

Kentucky leaders know that 
domestic violence takes a heavy toll 
on the family, society and the future. 
Over one million women each year 
seek medical help for injuries caused 
by battering. The children involved 
are emotionally traumatized by wit­
nessmg such family violence or 
abuser. 

Weare still searching for answers, 
but I believe Congress is moving in 
the right direction. We are looking at 
legislative recommendations, includ­
ing proposals addressing spousal 
immunity, child custody, visitation, 

and interstate child support enforce­
ment. 

Progress will come only through 
recognizing and understanding the 
seriousness of this problem. The 
debilitating effects of these crimes, 
most of which are against women, 
are dramatic and long-lasting for the 
victim and for society. Yet the very 
nature of these crimes and the conse­
quences of them mean tllat victims 
are often unwilling or even unable to 
report them to the police. 

Domestic violence and crimes 
against women are everyone's prob­
lem. I am pleased to see that Ken­
tucky. along with the rest of the na­
tion, is taking a significant stride 
toward addressing this domestic is­
sue. 

But this can only be the begin­
ning. I urge all Kentuckians to join 
together in the fight to wage a win­
ning war on the long overlooked crime 
of domestic violence.

For these two-and-a­
half months, the law prohibits bwn­
ing within 150 feet of the woods or 
burning anything capable of spread­
ing fire to the woods except between 
the hours of 4:30p.m. and midnighL 

This is called the 4:30 Burning Law

Floyd County investigated 340 
reports of child abuse, involving 618 
children, in 1990, according to the 
Department of Social Services. These 
figures show an increase since 233 
reports involving 435 children were 
recorded for 1989. To combat these 
figures, Prestonsburg Community 
College has a weekly self-help group 
for parents who are under pressure. 

The group, Parents Who Care, is 
dedicated to preventing child abuse 
by helping adults learn to deal with 
their problems without taking them 
out on their children. Meetings are 
free and childcare is provided, but 
members must furnish their own 
transportation. 

According to the group's sponsor, 
Dr. Alice Adams, PCC professor, 
child abuse in Kentucky is on the 
increase. "Statewide cases have in­
creased by one-half over 1982 fig­
ures," she indicated. "In 1982,8,063 

cases were proved. In 1989 these 
cases increased to 12,697. Social 
workers say that it is not just the 
number of reports that is increasing; 
it is the number of children being 
abused."

Kentucky's unemployment rate rose 
for third straight month in August

Even though employment re­
bounded, Kentucky's jobless rate 
continued to climb for the third con­
secutive month to 7.7 percent in 
August as more new job seekers en­
tered the labor force. 

August's preliminary rate com­
pares to July's 7.4 percent and 5.2 
perccntlastAugust,andisKentucky's 
highest rate since February 1989's 
7.7 percent according to the monthly 
Cabinet for Human Resources labor 
trends report. 

Nationally the rate fell from 6.7 
percent in July to 6.5 percent in 
August Comparable state and na­
tional rates are not seasonally ad­
justed. 

"Although employment improved 
in several sectors, new hirings didn't 
absorb all of the new applicants in 
August and that pushed the rate up," 
said Ed Blackwell, the state's chief 
labor market analyst 

"Our ate may decline some this 
fall, but winter is usually our hardest 
time, so any significant improvement 
probably won't come until spring. 

"In August, wehada51.4percent 
increase in the numberofKentuck.ians 
looking for work compared to Au­
gustoflastyear," he said. "The impact 
of the national recession continues to 
force people who previously hadn't 
sought employment, and others need­
ing a second income, to enter the 
labor force." 

However, Blackwell said. in 
comparison to the last recession, 
Kentucky is nowhere near approach-

because education employment shot 
up 4,200 as students began returning 
to school. 

Manufacturing gained 2,200 jobs 
with a 1 ,500 increase in transporta­
tion equipment at the Louisville Ford 
Motor Co. truck plant and a 300-job 
jump each in fabricated metals, and 
petroleum, rubber and plastic prod­
ucts.

75th Anniversary celebrated at ALC r--------------------, 
In 1915, Alice Geddes Lloyd left 

her Boston home to come to Knott 
County, Kentucky. Her flrst resi­
dence, "Hope Couage" at Ivis, was 
made possible by Presbyterian mis­
sionaries who had earlier abandoned 
the house. 

After a year at "Hope Cottage," in 
1916, a stranger from Caney Creek, 
Abisha Johnson by name, knocked 
on Mrs. Lloyd's front porch. He had 
come with a special request. Could 
she come to Caney Creek to help 
educate his children? If she would 
come, "Bysh" would deed her sev­
eral acres of land for a school and 
community center. 

Not long after that visit, Mrs. 
Lloyd, her husband, Arthur, and her 
mother, Mrs. Geddes, gathered their 
material belongings, and setout across 
Caney Mountain. That journey 
marked the beginning of an educa­
tional projectofhistoric significance. 
Thousands of young men and women 
have come to Caney Creek to con­
tinue their educational adventure. In 
the majority of cases, students paid 
little or nothing to receive an educa­
tion, and the brightest of them have 
been scholarshipped through gradu­
ate and professional schools. 

On October 16, 17, and 18, Alice 
Lloyd College will celebrate the 75th 
anniversary of Mrs. Lloyd's journey 
to Caney Creek. Alumni Grad friends 
of the College are expected to gather 
for the three-day event which includes 
a dramatic portrayal of Mrs. Lloyd 
and her work; a fllm 

festival of the documentaries and 

television productions of Alice Lloyd 
College; and a concert by the Kn­
oxville Symphony Orchestra.

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KYTrailblazers make annual wagon train 
trip to Renfro Valley for Harvest Festival 

On rriday afternoon, October 4, 
folks from far and ncar will tum out 
to welcome the Kentucky Trailblaz­
ers, as their wagon train rolls into 
Renfro Valley for the 11th consecu­
tive year. Estimated time of arrival is 
between 3 and4 p.m. "It's a little hard 
to give an exact time," said Kim 
Franklin, one of the group's found­
ers. "With anywhere between 18 and 
25 wagons, most anything could 
happen. We'vehadgood luck so far, 
though, and never arrived any later 
than 4 o'clock." 

The excursion will begin on Tues­
day, October 1, as the group meets 
that morning around 9:30 in Mt. Eden, 
Kentucky. The frrst day's jaunt is the 
shortest - from Mt Eden to Law­
renceburg, via Route 44. 
Wednesday's leg of the journey takes 
the train from Lawrenceburg to 
Danville, and on 1hursday night, the 
group will camp at Crab Orchard, 
Kentucky. 

"We take the back roads for the 
most part to stay out of the way of 
highway traffic," Franklin said, "and 
the few places where we have to use 
the more traveled routes, we pull off 
to let the traffic go around us." 

The Kentucky Trailblazers is an 
organization whose members get 
together at least one weekend per 
month from April to October, and

During the 
winter months, when the weather is 
cold, they hold meetings and potluck 
suppers, while planning the next 
season's trips. 

The annual journey to Renfro 
Valley for the molasses festival is a 
tradition started long ago by 
Franklin's father, Joe. 

"When I was growing up, my 
family used to attend the festival every 
year," she said. "We'd haul our horses 
down to Rockcastle County and ride 
around in the hills. Then my dad was 
hun in an accident and couldn't ride 
(horseback) any more, so he decided 
to make the trip in a covered wagon. 
From there it just mushroomed. More 
and more people join our group every 
year." 

Yearly membership fees for the 
Kentucky Trailblazers are very rea­
sonable: $10 per person, or $15 per 
family. The money is used each year 
for a dinner for the group to meet and 
plan another annual undertaking: At 
Christmastime, members go caroling 

on horseback to nursing homes in 
and around the Frankfort area 

"We don't have it nearly as rough 
as the pioneers did," Franklin ex­
plained. "For instance, nearly all of 
the wagons have automobile tires. A 
99-mile tripon those old iron-rimmed 
wagon wheels could make you pretty 
miserable. And we use CB radios to 
help keep the wagons together." 

"For the most part, wagon train 
members cook by campfire, but it 
isn't a requirement, so some of our 
people will go to a restaurant or pick 
up some fast food in one of the towns 
along the way. Nearly everyone car­
ries a cooler of soft drinks," she added, 
"and each year, we think of new and 
better ways to make the trip more 
comfortable, without getting too 
modernized." 

The wagon train members will 
camp on the west side of the creek at 
Renfro Valley Friday and Saturday 
evenings, and will begin the journey 
home Sunday afternoon, as the 
'Lasses Makin' and Harvest Festival 
draws to a close.

Jenkins Comes Away With 72-16 Win 
As Youthful Rebels Continue To Struggle 

The frrst half of the 1991 football 
season has been a rough one for Coach 
Dewey Jamerson's very young Allen 
Central Rebel team. Youth, inexperi­
ence and size have been problems for 
the Rebel offensive line. Things 
continued to go wrong for Allen 
Central when the Cavaliers of Jen­
kins posted a one-sided, 72-16 vic­
tory Friday night at Jenkins. 

However, the Rebels did put some 
points on the scoreboard, something 
they hadn't been able to do since the 
Whitley County game to start the 
season. The Rebels were shut out by 
Fleming-Neon and Pikeville in ear­
lier games. 

Jenkins had the Rebels shut out 
52-0 until the fourth quarter when 
they scored twice. Brad Scott scored 
the first touchdown for Allen Central 
on a 85-yard kick off return. John 
Parrott ran the two-point conversion 
to make it a 52-8 game. Two touch­
downs by Bill Harris, on 3-yard and 
15-yard runs, made it 74-8. Allen 
Central freshman quarterback Brad 
Blackburn took the ball on a keeper 
from the 1-yard line and plunged into 
the end zone for a touchdown. Parrot 
ran the conversion play. 

Blackburn replaced Brad Scott at 
the quarterback slot for the Rebels as 
Coach Jamerson decided to go with 
the freshman and give him some 
playing time. 

"I told Brad (Scott) that he would 
be leaving me after this year and that 
Brad (Blackburn) was going to be the 
quarterback for the next three years 
and that I was going to go with him 
the rest of the season. Brad took it 
well and he knew that he was just 
back there until we had someone else 
to call the signals. 

nervous and he said yes. He made a 
few mistakes but he didn't rattle. 
Brad is a smart kid and he will be 
alright. 

Jamerson said that he liked the 
way his defense bit against the more 
experienced Cavalier team. 

"For the first time this year we 
punished someone out there," stated 
Jamerson. "Our defense hit hard and 
I noticed some of their players limp­
ing off the field. We may have gotte!l 

beat but they knew we were in the 
game. That's the first time I could tell 
my kids that" 

Turnovers hurt the Rebels as they 
lost three fumbles deep in their own 
territory which made it easy for the 
Cavaliers to score. Sammy Elswick 
scored the third touchdown for Jen­
kins in the second quarter when he 
recovered a Rebel fumble and ran the 
ball in from 25 yards out for the 
score. 

"Losing those three fumbles hurt 
us," explained Jamerson. "They 
scored a cheap touchdown off of one 
of them and then they scored with 
just 25 seconds left in the game. We 
just fell apart in the fourth quarter. 
But I can say that our players gave 
forth a good effort Weare young, in­
experienced and small on the line. I 
only have two seniors there and 
Shawn Bailey played his first regular 
season game Friday night." Bailey 
had been out since being injured in a 
panorama game earlier. 

penalized five times for 40 yards. 
The Rebels had six frrst downs in the 
game. 

Jamie Slone carried the football 
nine times for 33 yards. Kevin Patton 
was the top gainer for Allen Central 
with 70 yards on just five attempts. 
Blackburn was sacked four times for 
a minus 27 yards. Parrot finished 
with 13 yards on five carries. 

James Osborne had one reception 
for 40 yards and Shane Stumbo had 
one reception for II yards. 

David Gilliam and James Howard 
led the Rebel defense with five solo 
hits each. Patton, Stumbo and Parrott 
each had four. 

Jenkins had a total offense of 521 
yards with 275 yards coming by air. 
The Cavaliers carried the football44 
times for 531 yards rushing. Don 
Wright was the leading gainer for 
Jenkins with 76 yards on nine carries. 
Jody Baldwin had 54 yards on nine 
carries and scored one touchdown in 
the game. William Figger, who had 
been in jured, returned to the Cavalier 
lineup and carried the football eight 
times for 45 yards. 

CavalierquarterbackMark Walker 
completed eight of 11 passes in the 
time that he played. Jenkins used 
three quarterbacks in the game. 
Overall, Jenkins was 15 of 23 in 
passing for 275 yards. The big re­
ceiver for Jenkins was Kenny Stanley 
with four receptions for 114 yards. 
Stanley scored two touchdowns for 
Jenkins. 

Allen Central stands at 0-4 on the 
year after the first half of the season 
and goes 0-3 in the conference. The 
Rebels will face 2-A powerhouse 
Sheldon Clark this Friday evening at 
home in a 8 p.m. start. 

The 1991 Floyd County High 
School football season has reached 
the halfway mark of the season. It is 
safe to say that the season has been 
somewhat of a disappointment to our 
county coaches who, before the sea­
son began, were optimistic. 

Currently, the Wheelwright Tro­
jans sport the best overall record of2-
3. The Trojans arc 1-3 in Class A, 
Region4, District 2 play. It has been 
a different Trojan team with the 
Wheelwright team deep in backs. 
However, for Coach Donnie Daniels' 
squad, the tough teams have been 
faced in the first part of the year. In 
the remaining five games, three could 
very well go the Trojans way. 

Prestonsburg in Class AA, Re­
gion 4, District 2, has faced some 
very stiff competition. Although the 
Blackcats returned several players 
from last year's 7-5 squad, the early 
going was almost unbearable. Losers 
in their first four games (Estill County, 
Middlesboro, Whitesburg and Bel­
fry) the Cats have played some qual­
ity teams. With the remainder of the 
1991 schedule including district 
opponents, the Blackcats are playing 
a much better brand of football. 
Though they dropped a heartbreaker 
at Whitesburg (the Cats had the lead 
with 3:51 remaining) and then fell 
hard to Belfry, Prestonsburg has 
shown a lot poise and improvement 
and no doubt will still challenge for a 
playoff spot when the 10 game sched­
ule is complete. 

Of the four county schools, Allen 
Central is the by far the youngest 
The Rebels have had some very rough 
outings, not just getting beat. but 
getting roughed up by large margins. 
One thing you have to like about this 
young Rebel team is that they are not 
quitters. They give forth a good effort 
every time they take to the field. 
Scores such as 64-8, 68-0, 78-0 and 
72-16 have not dampened the desire 
of this inexperienced team. Looking 
ahead the Rebels still must face some 
very good football teams, but they 
will rise to the challenge. 

Betsy Layne has seen a very posi­
tive improvement in the team spirit. 
A team that started the season really 
without a named head coach. The 
Bobcats were taken under the wings 
of a group of coaches headed by 
Gerald Newsome and school princi­
pal Alan Osborne. Newsome credits 
Osborne with instilling some pride in 
the Bobcat program . 

Betsy Layne has a tough second 
half of the season facing them. Three 
of the final five will be played at 
home. Morgan County, Whitesburg, 
M.C. Napier, Elkhorn City and Shel­
don Clark make the remainder of the 
schedule. 

To date, Floyd County teams are 

4-16 for the frrst half of the season. 
Only Wheelwright has one more than 
one win (2) and the second half fa­
vors the Trojans. Prestonsburg will 
have some very good games coming 
up in the next five weeks. Allen 
Central's offense just keeps getting 
better and better but the defense still 
lacks aggressiveness. Betsy Layne 
will surprise some teams the second 
half. 

With the upbeat progress of the 
Floyd County grade school football 
program, the high school programs 
in the county can only get better. It 
may take a couple of years, but it will 
improve.

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TIDCK HYDRILLA STILL 
FISHABLE IN LATE SUMMER 

Don't despair if a thick mat of 
hydrilla now covers your favorite 
fishing lake. You can still catch bass 
out of the greenery, even though it 
probably looks solid enough to walk 
on. 

The secret, explains professional 
angler David Wharton, is to fish under 
it, not over it, through it, or around it. 

"One of the common misconcep­
tions about hydrilla is that it is as 
thick down on the bottom as it is on 
the surface," says the Johnson Out­
boards Pro Staff member, "but in 
truth, there is actually open water 
under the hydrilla, and that is where 
the bass are." 

The reasons bass gather under the 
vegetation, says Wharton, are because 
the vegetation provides cover, cooler 
temperatures, and food. 
• "Earlier in the year when the 
hydrilla is only twoorth.reefeetabove 
the bottom, bass roam over the top of 
it." says Wharton, "and we catch a lot 
of fish by slow-rolling a spinnerbait 
right over the vegetation. 

"Now, with the bass back up and 
underneath the thicker hydrilla, you 
have to change techniques com­
pletely. The best lure is a large plastic 
worm with perhaps a 3/4 or 5/8-ounce 
slip sinker. The heavy sinker is needed 
to penetrate through the matting on 
top; a lighter sinker will get stopped 
and never reach the bottom." 

Once the lure breaks through the 
matting, explains the Johnson pro, it 

can be jigged verticalJy, or allowed to 
fall completely to the bottom and 
then hopped. 

"The way we fish this thick hy­
drilla is by moving right along the 
edge of it and pitch-casting our lures 
a short distance into it. We're not 
really fishing vertically right under 
the boat, but we're close. 

"We jig the worm a few times and 
if we don't get a slrik:e, we reel in for 
another cast My experience has been 
that fish in hydrilla will hit quickly or 
not at all." 

Another characteristic of bass in 
this thick vegetation is that they will 
often gather in small schools. Thus, 
when one fish is hooked, several mor; 
may be caught on successive casts. 

"Frequently, these are quality bass, 
too," adds Wharton. "It isn't uncom­
mon to catch several bass in the three 
to five pound class on successive 
casts. 

"Once you catch a fish, slow down 
and work the immediate area thor­
oughly." 

**** 
Service experts at OMC recom­

mend a frequent check of the gear­
case lubricant of your outboard mo­
tor. If any water has worked its way 
into the gearcase, it could lead to 
major problems in the winter months 
if it freezes and cracks the case. When 
you drain the fluid, check for water, 
metal filings or a burned odor. Any of 
these could signal trouble and you 
should have your motor checked by a 
qualified technician as soon as pos­
sible.

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A DREAM VACATION 
I went to Hawaii with my grand­

daughter, Leigh Ann Blackburn, for 
a wonderful vacation in August. Our 
room at the Hilton Hawaiian Village 
had a balcony with a nice view of 
both W aikilci Beach and the city of 
Honolulu. 

We were on the top floor - the ... 
35th - of Tapa Tower so we could 
see all the way to the airport and the 
entrance to Pearl Harbor. The weather 
was perfect and the setting so beauti­
ful that once Leigh Ann asked that I 
pinch her to convince her it was real. 

Two white doves roosted on a 
ledge over our balcony and, just like 
the people we encountered, they were 
friendly and trusting. They some­
times shared the cake I had with 
morning coffee - they ate what I 

tossed to them-and once, when the 
sliding glass door was open, they 
cameintoourroom. We thought they 
might be a good omen. 

I attended the annual convention 
of the National Association of Post­
masters- that was my incentive for 
going - and seeing so many good 
friends from all the states was the like 
icing on the cake. Though I retired as 
a postmaster, these friends remain an 
important part of my life. 

From our balcony we enjoyed 
watching a beautiful cruise ship, The 
Independence, and an aircraft car­
rier, the USS Nimintz, enter the har­
bor. They were a splendid sight from 
the distance as they glistened in the 
sun and the water; and when we toured 
Pearl Harbor later in the day, we got 
a closeup look at the giant gray mili­
tary vessel as it sat anchored there. 

The most touching part of our trip 
was a visit to the USS Arizona 
Memorial. This impressive floating 
monument spans the sunken battle­
ship that is the final resting place of 
some 1,100 of our finest young men 
who had no warning of their doom 
nor explanation of why they died. 

Through the crystal clear water 
we could see the giant vessel from 
bow to stern and the bits of oil that, 
after almost 50 years, still escape and 
float upward. The names of 1,177 
sailors and marines killed aboard the 
ship areengravedon a wall of marble, 
and thousands of small fish swim 
back and forth in pretty patterns as if 
to compensate for the grass and flow­
ers that can never grow over their 
burial ground. 

We toured other scenic spots such 

as Waimea Falls where two world 
famous divers made daring plunges 
into a pool 60 feet below. We saw 
exotic fish, birds and flowers, hula 
dancing and other demonstrations of 
Hawaiian arts. 

We went to vast pineapple fields 
and to Punch bow I Crater that shelters 
the National Memorial Cemetery of 
the Pacific. We went inside Diamond 
Head Crater, one of Oahu's most 
famous landmarks, and Leigh Ann 
had her first snorkeling venture in 
picturesque Hanauma Bay. We saw 
some great shows and posed for pic­
tures with Don Ho, Al Harrington 
andCharo. 

We enjoyed good music and fine 
food and, all too soon, it was time to 
come home again. The days had been 
long ~dthenights short as we wanted 

to mtss no more than we could help. 
There is a six hour time difference 
between there and home maldng our 
first day 30 hours long. I ate five 
times that day. 

Our return flight began at 5:00 in 
the evening and we would travel 
through a short night, for the six 
hours gained going out would be lost 
again coming back. As we took a last 
look at the beautiful skyline of Hon­
olulu, we could see the sun dropping 
over the horizon. 

As the sun journeyed westward on 
its continuing circle of the earth, we 
were moving eastward on a giant 
Delta jet Somewhere over the mid­
western states we met it again. It was 
shining in our eyes once more- and 
we weren't nearly home yet 

Itwasareminderthatwedolivein 
a small world after all. 

Jennie Sellards Wiley (1 760-183 1), a Floyd County legend 
by Frances Preston Brackett 
John Graham Chapter NSDAR 
(October 1, 1991, marks the 202 

anniversary of the capture of 
Kentucky's best-known Indian cap­
tive, Jenny Wiley. The Jenny Wiley 
Festival, inaugurated 10 years ago by 
the late Edward L. Bierman and 
Maxine S. Bierman, currently direc­
tor, honors this pioneer woman.) 

(As a little girl, I loved hearing my 
Grandmother Mary Borders Auxier, 
tell the Jenny Wiley story. Not hav­
ing the slightest idea of the location 
of Walker's Creek, Virginia, I de~ 
cided Jennie and her little baby must 
have been captured and taken across 
"Lost Creek" a rather wild valley 
about two miles from my childhood 
Lawrence County home at Borders 
Chapel. How I wished I could have 
been along on Jennie's journey to 
help her- I knew, as any five-year 
old knows- I could have saved her 
if only I had been along! And, even 
these many years later, I still envision 
the tree on Lost Creek whereJennie' s 
baby son's brains were splattered. 
When I pass that old tree on occasion, 
I remember the little girl who wanted 
to save Jennie and her baby, and then 
start telling my own little five-year 
old granddaughter the Jennie Wiley 
story.) 

Legend of Jenny Wiley. Jennie 
Wiley-Pioneer. White Squaw, The 
True Story of Jennie Wiley. Jenny 
Wiley Country. Jenny Wiley Trail. 
Jenny Wiley Festival. Jenny Wiley 
State Resort Park. The Battle of 
Jenny's Creek. Jennie Wiley Chap­
ter, National Society, Daughters of 
the American Revolution. Jenny 
Wiley Stakes. Who was Jennie 
Wiley? 

The story of Jenny Wiley is one 
episode concerning the pioneer moth­
ers of our nation. They endured hun­
ger, braved the elements, suffered 
exhaustion, and watched their chil­
dren die far from the comforts of their 
earlier homes in this strange and 
wilderness land. 

Thomas. 
October 1, 1789, a day probably 

lilce many other ordinary pioneer days, 
Thomas had gone to hunt herbs or to 
a nearby settlement (according to 
which author one reads), Jennie was 
weaving, her children playing in front 
of the fireplace, her brother, Batt, 
working about the Wiley cabin, when 
brother-in-law, John Borders, came 
to warn Jennie that Indians might be 
in the vicinity. She promised to come 
to his cabin a mile or so away as soon 
as chores were completed. She de­
layed a little too long, however, and a 
mixed group of Indians broke into 
the cabin killing three of the children 
and her brother. According to family 
history, Jennie managed to save the 
youngest child by bravely fighting 
the Indians. 

The Indians, thinking they had 
captured the Harman family, for 
whom they had a deep hatred, set fire 
to the cabin and set off with Jennie, 
her small son, and the family dog on 
a difficult journey. Mter a day of 
travel, Jennie's feet and legs were 
cut, she was wet and cold, and the 
baby was wet and refused to eat. She 
was tiedatnightwith her baby placed 
beside her. What torture it must have 
been to hear her crying baby and not 
to be able to hold him in her arms. 
The Indians soon found the baby too 
much trouble and he was killed. 

Meantime, neighbors and family 
buried the murdered family, and Capt 
Mathias Harman, along with neigh­
bors,Lazarus Damron, James Fraley, 
Henry and James Skaggs, Capt 
Daniel and Capt Henry Harman,John 
Sellards, Simon Auxier, and John 
Porter, followed the Indian party, but 
flooded rivers kept them from catch­
ing the Indian oartv. . . 

The Indians, with Jennie, followed 
short cuts to the Tug River, and they 
forced her to swim the Tug; they then 
crossed the Louisa River (Levisa 
River- in 1954 -Big Sandy River) 
somewhere near the present Louisa, 
Kentucky, and traveled to the south 
bank of the Ohio River across from 
current Portsmouth, Ohio. The Ohio 
River was flooded so the group trav­
eled up the Little Sandy River to 
Cherokee Fork of Big Blaine Creek 
and sheltered in a rockhouse, a natu­
ral cave. Jennie's son was born here. 
Tested by the Indians to see if he 

would make a brave warrior, he was 
tied to a flat piece of wood and slipped 
into the water to see if he would cry. 
Of course, he cried! He was taken by 
his heels and his head bashed against 
a tree. 

Leaving this rockhouse, the group 
traveled to Little Mud Lick. Jennie 
had to work hard doing the cooking 
and most of the camp work. An old 
chief taught her Indian ways of cook­
ing and cleaning skins for he had 
decided to take her to his Indian vil­
lage to replace a daughter of his who 
had died. This chief might have been 
Chief Benge, a Cherokee with a bad 
reputation in Virginia. On April 7, 
1794, he was caught transporting 
slaves and shot by a Lt Hobbs of Lee 
County Militia. He was interrupting 
the economy by removing slaves from 
the plantations, and taking them north 
to sell them! 

Various Indian groups visited 
Little Mud Lick during the months 
and one group brought a young white 
man to camp where he was tortured 
and burned. Jennie probably would 
have seen or heard this happening. 

One rainy day Jennie found a 
chance to escape. Legends have Jen­
nie guided by dreams and fantasies. 
How did she know where to go? 
Perhaps Jennie recalled the hunting 
camp which the Harmans and other 
long hunters of Walker's Creek had 
been coming to since 1755 on the 
"Sandy River"; perhaps she remem­
bered the cabin ftreside talks of 

Mathias Harman and Thomas Wiley 
planning a new settlement in the 
Sandy Valley. Her son Adam had 
described his mother to historian 
Elsey Connelley as follows: "Strong 
andcapable ... familiarwith woodcraft 
and a splendid shot with the rifle; 
even after she settled in the Big Sandy 
Valley around 1800, it required an 
expert to equal her. She was at home 
in the woods and could hold her way 
over trails of the country by day or by 
night." In short, a powerful wilder­
ness woman. 

Having lived on the frontier, her 
sense of direction would have been 
good, and she was headed from the 
Indian encampment in the general 
direction of Walker's Creek. What­
ever the means, Jennie found her way 
to the west side of the Big Sandy 
River(EastPoint)directly across from 

the newly built Harman Station at 
Blockhouse Bottom (Combs airport). 
It was miraculous that in all that 
wilderness she could fmd that one 
exact spot. She managed to get the 
attention of the people at Harman 
Station, and Henry Skaggs or Simon 
Auxier (depending upon the author), 
made a makeshift raft, tied together 
with vines, and set her across the 
river to safety to Harman Station. She 
had been in captivity about six 
months. Jennie was escorted back to 
Walker's Creek and in 1790 reunited 
with husband Thomas Wiley. 

At the time of Jennie's capture, 
this area was the Kentucky District of 
MontgomeryCounty, Virginia. When 
Jennie and Thomas moved to Tom's 
Creek (named for Thomas Wiley), 
around 1800, this area had become 
Floyd County, Kentucky. The Wiley 
farm was some 15 miles from the old 
blockhouse. They had five other chil­
dren: Hezekiah, Jane, Sally, Adam, 
and William. Thomas died in 1810, 
his grave unmarked; Jennie who is 
buried on the Wiley farm at River, 
Kentucky, her grave marked with a 
large granite monument engraved 
with a short precis' of her remarkable 
life, died in 1831. In 1843, the new 
county of Johnson was formed from 
Floyd County and River, Kentucky, 
lies in that county. 

A few old Floyd County Court 
records show 17 August 1818 on 
motion of Samuel Pack, ordered that 
John Stafford, Adam Bowman, Char­
les Pack and Hezekiah Wiley mark a 
road from John Vanhoose, Sr., to 
intersect road below Jennie Wiley's; 
on May 15, 1820, on motion oflsaac 
Preston ... mark a road around Jenny 
Wiley's fence; one of the last records 
of her on 28 July 1824 is an indenture 
from Jane (Jennie) to William Wiley 
in consideration of said Wm. Wiley 
to supportme ... said Jane Wiley doth 
sell to Wm. Wiley a 60-acre tract of 
land below branch of Soloman Ward, 
below mouth of Tom's Creek on 
Sandy River. (As one can see,Jennie's 
name was spelled various ways.) 

Many of Jennie's lineage nieces 
and nephews were outstanding citi­
zens. Archibald Borders, first judge 
of Lawrence County, had his boat 
"the Sandy Valley" commandeered 
by Colonel James Garfield, head of 
Union Forces in the Big Sandy Val­
ley, later president of the United 
States; Hezekiah Borders founded the 
oldest Methodist Church, founded ca 
1823; Roberta Dixon, lineage niece, 
married Frederick M. Vinson, law­
yer, Congressman, Secretary of the 
Treasury, and Chief Justice of the

Oh 
well, this is a no good solution 
situation. Somehow I think Mr. 
Murphy still lives only to 
complicate my mornings. 

Maybe I '11 try leaving at 5 
a.m. instead of waking up at 5 
a.m., sleep in the cartill7:30 in 
front of Prestonsburg Grade 
School and be at work at 8 a.m. 
Think that alternative might 
work? Nah, no alann clock. 

Oh, well, till next 
week ... Drive safely and be nice 
to your fellow drivers. ...... 

Just when I thought it was 
safe to answer the phone .... 

"Kim," my husband's 
grandmother scolded me in her 
finn, strong voice. "Do you 
not consider me a part of this 
family?" 

"Of course I do Granny 
Hager, what on earth makes 
you think I don't?" I ask. 

"Your column a few weeks 
ago," she said. 

"Which column?" 
"The one where you said 

you were married into one of 
the strongest Republican fami­
lies in Floyd County,''shesaid. 
"In case you didn't know it, 
Kim honey, I am one of the 
strongest Democrats alive." 

"Oh no," I said, "Granny, I 
didn't cover Ronnie's Mom's 
side of the family did I?" 

"No," she said, "you sure 
didn't. And, you better make 
sure you do!" 

Okay, Granny, I'm son). 
here it is. I'll never intention­
ally leave you out ofU1is fam­
ily ever again! 

Little is known of Jennie's mother, 
but her father, Hezekiah Sellards, a 
Scotch-Irishman, shown living in 
1732 near the present Staunton, Vir­
ginia, was a farmer, a man of consid­
erable property, and a lay leader of 
the Presbyterians, holding services 
in his own home, and seeing that his 
children were educated in the ele­
mentary sense. Besides Jennie, other 
children were Catherine Elizabeth 
born ca 1764 who married Hession 
soldier, John Borders I; John born ca 
1765 married (1) Annie Alford and 
(2) Suzannah Sullivan, daughter of 
Revolutionary soldier, Peter Sulli­
van of Floyd County; Samuel born 
1773 married (1) Nancy, widow of 
James Daniels, Sr., and (2) Widow 
Hayes; and Batt(nickname) killed by 
Indians at age 15. Many descendants 
today are living in Floyd and sur­
rounding counties.

Jennie born ca 1760, probably in 
Pennsylvania, moved to Walker's 
Creek, Virginia, about age three. She 
married Irishman Thomas Wiley in 
1779. They bought a farm and lived 
neartheHarmanfamily,oneofwhom, 
Capt. Mathias Harman, was a close 
friend of Thomas Wiley. Jennie's 
sister, Catherine Elizabeth and John 
Borders lived nearby, also. 

At the time of Jennie's capture by 
the Indians, she and Thomas had four

New center 
dedicated 
to James Still 

The Hindman Settlement School 
will be dedicating the new James 
Still Learning Center on Saturday, 
October 5 at 2 p.m.

Hilda 
Legg, Alternate Federal Co-Chair­
man of the Appalachian Regional 
Commission, will be the featured 
speaker.

Supreme Court of the United States 
(named in 1946 by President Harry S. 
Truman); Reverend John Borders 
who organized many of the ftrst 
Baptist churches in the Sandy Val­
ley; Dan Davis who founded the First 
National Bank in Paintsville; Joseph 
H. Borders, journalist, who started 
the ftrst newspaper, Chatterawha 
News, 1881, in Louisa; Floyd 
Countian Henry Preston Scalf who 
researched and saved many old rec­
ords and authored a book every Floyd 
Countian should read, Kentucky's 
Last Frontier. This list could go on 
and on. 

Many of us know that Harman 
Station at Blockhouse Bottom, a few 
hundred feet from theFloyd-Johnson 
county line, is now part of Combs 
Airport. The late Norman Allen, 
editor, Floyd County Times, wrote of 
the blockhouse, ''This spot was the 
ftrSt toehold the white man held in all 
the eastern region of Kentucky. 
Known as Harman Station, it ante­
dated Boonesborough. Daniel Boone 
visited Harman Station before he ever 
saw the rolling Great Mcadow that 
was the Bluegrass. The spot is recog­
nized downstate and in official circles 
for its importance in the hi story of the 
state. But we to whom its name and 
story have become compliance, do 
little or nothing to leave any evidence 
for future generations of what took 
place there." 

Historians write that Jennie and 
the Harman Station pioneers traveled 
upJohn'sCreek to return to Walker's 
Creek in the year 1790. They would 
have traveled through the area that 
later was named Jenny Wiley State 
Resort Park, a park in the heart of 
Kentucky's beautiful highlands lo­
cated near Prestonsburg, and named 
for this 16th century pioneer woman. 

Too, West Virginia remembered 

The Revolutionary War years 
exercised all female talents; their 
courage and devotion helped win 
the Revolution. Women cooked, 
nursed thousands or sick and 
wounded soldiers, and turned their 
homes into hospitals. They organ­
ized spinning and sewing sessions 
to clothe the Army. They raised 
funds for supplies. It was not un­
common for women and children 
to do all the farm work-planting, 
harvesting, tending the stock, chop­
ping wood, clearing land. Many 
women improved their marksman­
ship enough to kill ror their tables 
and protect their homes.
