Floyd County survivor tells 
of near-misses, disbelief

The engraving on 72-year-old 
William Hurstle Gibson's congres. 
sional medal reads- Remember Pearl 
Harbor, December 7, 1941, "A Day 
That Will Live In Infamy", Act of 
Congress, 1990. 

This is the inscription found on 
the Congressional Medal for Veter­
ans of the Attack of Pearl Harbor 
presented by Senator Wendell Ford 
to William H. Gibson on behalf of the 
Pearl Harbor Survivor's Association 
of Kentucky. 

Gibson, a 21-year resident of 
Prestonsburg, remembers Pearl Har­
bor, Hawaii, first hand. 

Gibson was 22-years-old, sta­
tioned with the 105 Army Artillery 
Unit, when, at 7:55 a.m., Honolulu 
time, 368 Japanese bomber and 
fighter planes destroyed the entire 
United States air fleet, damaged or 
sank 19 ships, including eight battle-

ships, and lei lied approximately 3 ,4 57 
U.S. soldiers, sailors, and civilians. 

William H. Gibson was raised in 
Rockcastle County, Kentucky, about 
50 miles south of Lexington, but 
moved to Drift, on Left Beaver in 
1933 where he remained until he 
joined the Infantry Division of the 
United States Army in1940 and was 
stationed on the Hawaiian Islands.

eleven months, and 16 days," Gibson 
said. He would possibly have stayed 
longer but decided he'd earned his 
discharge after Pearl Harbor and a 
stint during the Solomon Islands 
occupation. 

In 1945. Gibson returned to Ken­
tucky where he married Bernice, his 
wife of 46 years whom he affection­
ately calls "Sophie". The Gibsons 
lived about 20 years in Wheelwright 
before settling down in Prestonsburg 
where Bill is enjoying retirement after 
approximately 14 years as Superin­
tendent of Power and Underground 
Maintenance for National Mine Cor­
poration. 

Gibson remembers the morning 
of December 7,1941 very well on this 
50th anniversary of the event. 

"I was eating brealcfast," Gibson 
said. "On Sunday, there was no set 
time for everyone to eat As a general

"seriously deficient" in providing for 
its children's well-being according 
to a 10-year survey conducted by the 
University of Kentucky Extension 
Service. 

Floyd County ranked 77th out of 
120 counties in comparisons on per­
centage of low birth weight babies, 
infant mortality rate, death rate of 
children ages 1-17, teen birth rate for 
girls ages 12-17, percentage of high 
school graduates and percent of births 
with early prenatal care. 

Floyd County fell in a class of 69 
counties that needed to improve in 
child health and education indicators 
by more than 20 percent and those 
counties were graded seriously defi­
cient. 

births, infant mortality andchilddcath 
rates also declined, indicating that 
children have improved life chances. 
But the county still ranks in the bot­
tom half of all cowtties on these indi­
cators.

State focusing on 
building projects

Investigators from the state's 
Office of Education Accountability 
arrivro in Floyd County Wednesday, 
reportedly to gather information about 
school construction projects and other 
issues under review by that office. 

"Representatives of OEA were in 
the (Floyd County) district this week 
to review several administrative and 
organizational mauers," said Dr. 
Penney Sanders, director of OEA. 
She declined to comment further on 
the investigation. 

The probe wilt reportedly include 
interviews with school board mem­
bers concerning school construction 
procedures. Investigators also viewed 
the four alternate sites under consid­
emtion for a new Prestonsburg High 
School and looked at the controver­
sial Middle Creek site Wednesday. 

The Middle Creek site was pur­
chased by the school board in Octo­
ber 1990 for the site of a new 

Prestonsburg High School. The 
$400,000 price tag and the stipula­
tion that the owner keep the rights to 
any coal uncovered during site prepa­
ration plunged the site into the center 
of controversy. The owner later re­
linquished the rights to the coal. 

Investigators would neither con­
fliffi nor deny that this week's visit is 
a prelude to an in-depth review of the 
district's affairs, similiar to probes in 
Boyd County, Harlan County and 
Letcher County. 

OEA 's investigations into those 
districts have resulted in the resigna­
tion of Boyd superintendent Delmis 
Donta and Harlan superintendent 
Robert Shepherd. All members of the 
Harlan County board have been 
charged with official misconduct by 
the state's Education Commissioner, 
Thomas Boysen. No report has been 
released by OEA concerning the 
Letcher County investigation. 

Investigators are expected to 
remain in the Floyd County district 
until Friday.

15 near Stanton when high 
waters swept his 1990 Park Avenue

State medical examiner David 
Jones said Combs probably died of 
hypothermia or low body tempera-

ture. The temperature at the time of 
the accident was in the 20s. 

Combs' body was found snagged 
in a bush on the river bank about a 
half-mile downstream from the car. 
Eddie Tipton, a family friend helping 
with the search located the body.

Four independent telephone com­
panies, in a joint effort to bring cellu­
lar telephone services into eight 
Eastern Kentucky counties, combined 
to form the Appalachian Cellular 
General Partnership. 

Floyd, Pike, and Johnson counties 
now have cellular phone service 
which enables subscribers to the 
system to make telephone calls from 
their vehicles or from a portable unit 
to locations that fall within the cur­
rent cellular transmittal range of be­
tween 800-900 megacycles. 

The initial coverage area includes 
. approximately a 60-milc portion of 
the Big Sandy River region on Route 
23 from Shelbiana south of Pikeville 
to Lowmansville near the Johnson­
Lawrence County Line. Locally, 
cellular service extends on Route 80 
approximately a mile beyond the 
Knott County Line and on Route 122 
the service is interrupted at McDow­
ell. On Route 3, from Prestonsburg 
to Inez, the cellular service is inter­
rupted just past the Big Sandy Re­
gional Airport. Route 119 from Pikev­
ille to Williamson loses coverage at 
Sidney, Kentucky. 

Coverage, at this stage, is limited, 
but, Appalachian Cellular hopes to 
expand cell sites and towers through­
out the region within the next three to 
four years, extencling cellular service 
to Martin, Magoffin, Lawrence, 
Morgan, and Elliott counties. 

The four independent telephone 
companies which make up Appala­
chian Cellular are Harold Telephone 
Company, Inc. of Harold, Foothills 
Rural Cooperative Corp. of Staf­
fordsville, Thacker-Grigsby Tele­
phone Company of Hindman, and 
Mountain Rural Telephone Coopem­
tive Corp. of West Liberty.

Monthly rate plans 
will vary with the customer's indi­
vidual choice of payment plan.

IS WHAT YOU EAT 
AND BREATHE SAFE? 

By Robert Engelman 
Despite decades of research, sci­

entists are still a long way from deter­
mining whether and to what extent 
chemicals in the environment are 
causing Americans to get cancer. 

In recent weeks widely publicized 
reports on cancer death rates and on 
animal testing of possible carcino­
gens supported opposite conclusions. 

Some background: For years some 
environmental groups have argued 
that traces of cancer-causing pesti­
cides and other chemicals in food and 
the air are causing "an epidemic of 
cancer." 

Epidemiologists-scientists who 
study disease rates-often countered 
that with few exceptions there is no 
cancer epidemic. Incidence of just a 
few cancers seem to be on the rise but 
the reasons are usually preuy clear. 
Smoking and suntanning are boost­
ing the rates of lung and skin cancer, 
for example. 

But a recent review of death rec­
ords in six industrialized nations, 
including the United States, suggests 
that many other cancers are increas­
ing among people 55 and older -
even after adjusting for their greater 
representation in the population. 

From 1968 to 1988 deaths from 
certain cancers-<>f the brain and bone 
marrow. for example--doubled and 
tripled in some countries. 

No one knows why these cancers 
may be increasing. Some researchers 
think the rising numbers of case re­
ports merely reflect improved diag­
nosis. 

But others, including lead re­
searcher Devra Lee Davis of Mount 
Sinai Medical Center, think environ­
mental factors play a role. 

Yet a backlash is developing 
among scientists against the g<>spel 
that many manmade chemicals cause 
cancer in humans. A research paper 
and a commentary in Science maga­
zine argued that giving rodents mas­
sive doses of particular compounds 
tells next to nothing about whether 
they actually cause cancer in humans. 

Similar tests find that about half 
the compounds that occur naturally 
in fruits and vegetables also give rats 

TOBACCO: 
A VALUED TRADITION 

November 25th will kick off the 
1991-92 tobacco marketing season. 
There are many reasons for tobacco 
farmers to be excited about this year's 
sales. In fact, most experts predict 
that the value of the 1991 Kentucky 
tobacco crop will likely exceed $800 
million, nearly twice the value five 
years ago, and the largest crop since 
1984. 

The citizens of Kentucky have a 
major stake in this industry. Alll20 
counties in the Commonwealth have 
tobacco allotments. Tobacco is actu­
ally produced in over 110 of these 
counties. Rural communities and 
small town businessmen depend 
heavily on the farmer's tobacco check. 
These tobacco checks make the land 
payments atlocaJ banks, pay for feed 
and fertilizer bills, buy new school 
clothes for the kids and keep preach­
ers paid at hundreds of rural churches. 

The importance of tobacco has 
been built on 250 years of tradition. 
When the earliest settlers moved into 
this new territory called Kentucky, 
they immediately cleared the best 
land and began growing tobacco. In 
1792, when Kentucky became the 
15th state to enter the Union, the first 
actofthe new General Assembly was 
to adopt a tobacco warehouse system 
and create quality control inspections. 
Tobacco warehouses and their con­
stant activity served as the begin­
nings of towns and cities. 

Through good years and • bad, 
Kentuckians persevered, depending 
heavily on tobacco. Today, more 
burley tobacco is grown in Kentucky 
than anywhere else in the world and 
it is still grown, harvested, and sold in 
much the same manner as our ances­
tors of 250 years ago. 

However, the demand and mar­
kets for Kentucky burley have 
changed dramatically. In 1790, 
250,000 pounds of U.S. tobacco was 
regic;tercd with customs at the port of 
New Or! an , most of 1t from Ken-

and mice cancer, according to the 
authors of the Science papers, from 
the University of California and the 
University of Nebraska Medical 
Center. Yet a diet rich in fruits and 
vegetables helps protect humans from 
many types of cancer. 

This last point offers some hope 
forthoseanxiousaboutcancer,chemi­
caJs and the environment Scientists 
are actually much more confident a 
plant-rich diet can help fend off can­
cer than they are that trace chemicals 
cause or promote malignant tumori. 

The National Cancer Institute has 
launched a research program based 
on the emerging idea that the best 
offense against cancer is a good die­
tary defense. 

Called the "designer foods" proj­
ect, researchers hope to identify the 
cancer-fighting substances in fruits 
and vegetables they say people won't 
eat -broccoli, say, or Brussels 
sprouts or garlic. 

Then, in theory. the researchers 
will design appealing foods-anti­
cancer cookies, perhaps?-that con­
tain these substances and protect those 
who eat them from the disease. 

• In a kind of Star Wars of the 
arteries, a tiny metal tip heated by a 
laser snakes up an artery and blasts 
fatty deposits into oblivion, opening 
the way for blood to nourish the heart. 

There's just one thing wrong with 
this high-tech, shoot- 'em-dead im­
age of hot-tip laser angioplasty, 
charges Dr. BrucePerlcroftheJohns 
Hopkins School of Medicine. It's 
oversell. 

Perter believes consumers are 
being misled by medical marketing 
that makes laser angioplasty seem 
like a therapy that will work for 
anyone with clogged arteries. 

In fact, Perler says based on a 
Hopkins study of success rates, the 
treatment fails more often than not. 
And most of those whose arteries are 
cleared find they are clogged again 
15 months after treatment 

Actually, Perter contends, hot tip 
laser angioplasty is useful mainly as 
a supplement to balloon angioplasty. 
That's a more conventional technol­
ogy in which a tiny balloon is used to 
plaster blockages against the sides of 
arteries.

A friend remembers

A close friend of Bert T. Combs, 
Woodrow Burchell, and state repre­
sentative Greg Stumbo, on Thursday 
remembered Berl T. Combs. 

"I've lost one of the best friends I 
ever had," Woodrow Burchett, re­
tired Aoyd County attorney and "The 
Sage of Cow Creek", said about the 
death of Bert T. Combs. 

"I think also the country has lost 
one of the greatest statesmen it ever 
had. In order to know this, all you 
have to do is look around - at the 
(state) parks, the four-lane highways, 
the college system. (Don't forget) 
what he did for the welfare (recipi­
ents), and what he did for teachers." 

Burchett was adamant in his praise 
of Combs' accomplishments. 

"I think one of the crowning glo­
ries of his whole career was the ex­
ecutive order he issued that gave 
blacks and minorities the same rights 
to public property as did the white 
people. It was a very unpopular move 
for his day, but he did it, because it 
was right." 

Burchett praised Combs' concern 

for the under-privileged, handi· 
capped, and unfortunate people for 
which he received the Kennedy Merit 
Award in 1961 at the Kennedy Center 
in New York for his work with the 
handicapped. 

"No other Kentuckian ever shared 
that honor," Burchett said. 

"He cared about the people of 
Kentucky ·always trying to improve 
our lifestyle and the quality of liv­
ing." 

State representative Greg Stumbo 
cons1dered Bert Combs "a remark· 
able man of many accomplishments." 

"In his public and private life, he 
always understood the need to assist 
those less fortunate than he. He had 
a never-ending devotion to improv­
ing the quality of life in Eastern 
Kentucky, and really all of rural 
Kentucky." 

Perhaps his greatest accomplish­
ment was, of course, the supreme 
court decision that led to the enact­
ment of the Kentucky Education and 
Reform Act. He was quite pleased 
with that. He and I had several con­
versations about how truly pleased 
he was to have lived to see that re­
markable event take place."

Boleyn dies 
before 50th 
anniversary

On December 7, 1941, Michael 
Boleyn stepped out of the showers at 
the United States military's Schof­
ieldBarracks in Honolulu, and walked 
toward the mess hall where he planned 
to enjoy a hearty breakfast of bacon 
and eggs. 

Boleyn, who operated a teletype 
and delivery truck, heard the drone of 
planes and looked skyward. In the 
distance, he saw smoke coming from 
an area where United States baule­
ships were berthed. Boleyn turned to 
his fellow soldier and said, "This 
one's for real." 

The soldiers were told to get their 
guns and to join their unit. Boleyn' s 
rifle was in the shop being repaired, 
so he borrowed one. 

Then search lights were loaded 
onto a truck and transported to a field 
where the soldiers could track in­
coming planes. An oil supply was 
located near the area, and the Japa­
nese were trying to destroy it, but 
kept missing the target. 

Gibson took cover but one of the 
other sold1ers did not move fast 
enough and was slightly grazed by 
machine gun fire. Miraculously, no 
one was seriously injured during this 
incident. 

Gibson rccount.s a similar inci­
dent of being pinned to a concrete 
wall without the benefit of cover when 

a Japanese plane "plastered that wall" 
with bullets. 

"How he missed us, J don't know," 
Gibson said. "Those armor piercing 
shells were rainmg scrap iron off 
those bullets all around us." 

The whole terrifying attack lasted 
about an hour and a half. The Japa-

nese destroyed the air fields in the 
firSt wave of attack and the naval 
fleet docked in Pearl Harbor during 
the second wave. 

"They shot everything that 
moved," Gibson said. "Everything 
was on fire. In fact, we watched it all 
bum for months. When I left (for the 

Solomon Island Group), it was still 
smoking." 

If you spot a vehicle in Floyd

Harbor" licence plate, you will soon 
meet Bill Gibson. County Court 
Clerk, Carla Robinson Boyd verifies 
that there is only one issued in Floyd 
County.

Nicolas, my 11-yearold, 
often keeps me company on these 
job-related trips, easing the soli­
tude that nightfall and Route 23 
can bring. 

It had been a pressure-ftlled day 
for us both. For me, the usual rou­
tine of closing out the Wednesday 
newspaper, stresses which really 
do not lessen even after nearly 
twenty years of closings, and for 
Nick, the challenges inherent in 
adjusting to a new school, new 
friends and teachers, had made for 
a wearing day for us both. 

We were later than usual and 
knew that Jenny would be anxious 
for our return with the last ads she 
needed to paste down and closeout 
the final pages. Nick's vigilance of 
thespecdometerandconstantharp­
ing on my driving was not condu­
cive to those special, wann fuzzy 
feelings which can happen between 
parent and child. Actually, invis­
ible barbed wire had run itself down 
the car between us and by mutual 
agreement - about the only agree­
ment between us for the last twenty 
miles - we decided that I would 
make future trips solo. 

As we came down the hill to­
ward the stoplight where 23 ties 
into North Lake Drive, the town's 
lights were reflected off the low 
cloud cover making a dreamy glow 
over the tree tops. I hardly noticed, 
my irritation growing at being held 
up in the slow-moving ttaffic. 

But Nick did, thinking and wor­
rying that the forest fires had re­
turned with their destructive threat, 
particularly alarming to a city-
raised child. 1 explained that, no, 
that was not smoke and that fortu­
nately the rain had dampened the 
earth and the trees and what he was 
actually seeing were clouds. 

Silence followed as l inched 
forward to maketheright-handturn 
to the final stretch. Nick, staring at 
the sky, was thoughtful in that way 
children are when balancing the 
known with the unknown. And 
from the tenderest· depth of his 
child's perception, he asked in to­
tal sincerity "Mom, are we closer 
to heaven here?" 

In one moment, the frusttations 
werecleared;sweptawaywereany 
doubts of uprooting our life, mov­
ing it 700 miles and starting over 
again in search of a different way 
of life.

It takes in the close­
ness to nature he now has, running 
up and down the field with his 
Uncle Homer's horses, hiking his 
hills. 

It has a lot to do with a church 
which preaches and believes and 
shows us that we walk with God 
everyday; a lot to do with a school 
which can put its energies into edu­
cation rather than fighting drugs 
and guns in its hallways, which has 
teachers who still honor their com­
mitment to educate. 

Not such special things you say? 
Things you take for granted? Not 
so for us! 

"Mom, are we closer to heaven 
here?" 

Yes, my son, I believe we are.

Prestonsburg. A panel of speakers at 
the meeting proved that literacy is 
alive and kicking in the local schools. 

Charlene Nunn of Clark Elemen­
tary, described activities in the new 
non-graded primary. Now that there 
arc no grades. she explained, teach­
ers have six and seven year olds in the 
same room. Next year, they will have 
six, seven and eight yearolds.lt works 
very well because the older ones help 
f11st-year students write stories. And, 
when first-year students see older 
ones write stories, they want to do it, 
too. Nunn claimed that in this pilot 
program, where storywriting is 
taught, children show more interest 
than ever in reading and writing. 

In the light of the national literacy 
crisis being described in the news 
media, the group discussed some 
common concerns and problems. The 
main problem for teachers is class 
size, many claiming they have 30 in 
each class for a total of over ten 
students per day. "That's too many 
papers to grade," one member pointed 
out Another concern was the appar­
ently growing number of children 
who never read. "Reading a book is 
like swimming upstream," said one 
college instructor. "It's a radical act 
these days." As a solution, group 
members claimed that the new sto­
rywriting in the primary grades is 
stimulating interest in reading. A 
common educational goal, then, was 
to motivate students to read and to 
enjoy writing. "Writing ought to be 
fun," said one teacher, "and should 
never be used as a punishment." 

Other panelists included Betty Jo 
Lykins of Salyer Elementary in 
Magoffin County. In her county, 
kindergarten to third grade teachers 
have formed a consortium to meet 
each month and discuss teaching, 
reading and writing. Lykins stated 
that when students are allowed to 
write stories, then correct grammar 
and mechanics follow. Students want 
their story to be correct, so they work 
on editing and proofreading. 

Patricia Watson of Allen Central 
High in Floyd County stated that more 
than 20 Floyd teachers have been 
trained to teach writing. In the upper 
grades, they concentrate on publish­
ing student writing. The Allen Cen­
lral magazine, Freedom, won a na­
tional award last year. The county­
wide magazine, Mountain Magic, 
contains efforts from students in all 
local high schools. and some have 
won cash prizes for their work. Wat-

son emphasizes the importance of 
publishing or sharing student work. 
She displayed an impressive array of 
art work by Allen Central students. 

Ken Slone, Humanities Division 
ChairatPCC,describcd the college's 
writing program. "Students can take 
college composition three ways," he 
explained, "either remedial English, 
college English plus writing lab, or 
college English by itself." A writing 
sample is taken from each person at 
Freshmen Orientation and students 
are placed according to how they do 
on this initial screening. Slone pointed 
out some characteristic errors of stu­
dents in this area and described how 
they can work on these problems in 
the writing \ab at Prestonsburg 
Community College. He clarified 
how writing and rhetoric, not basic 
grammar, are emphasized in fresh­
man English at the college level, and 
how students are expected to write in 
a weU organized, coherent, and cor­
rect manner. Those who cannot do so 
must take one or more semesters of 
remedial English. 

The EKCTE/LA is open to all 
teachers of language arts in Eastern 
Kentucky from kindergarten through 
college. Its next meeting will be the 
Spring Conference, at which speak­
ers will present creative suggestions 
for teaching reading and writing.

REMEMBERING 
C ''OLLIE" 

C "Ollie" Robinson was one 
of the pioneers in bringing Floyd 
County basketball to the fans 
through the air waves. For many 
years the popular sports an­
nouncer could be heard over 
WDOC radio and then later 
WQHY. 

Now, Robinson is being 
remembered and honored as Joe 
Back has put together a program 
that will keep Robinson's name 
alive in the area. When the Allen 
Central Rebels open their 1991-
92 home basketball season (the 
Rebels are waiting on the com­
pletion of their new floor) a new 
scorer's bench will be dedicated 
to the memory of the former 
County Court Clerk. The bench 
will also be the location of the 
county radio stations that cover 
high school basketball in the 
county - WQHY, WMDJ, 
WXKZ and WPRG-TV. The 
table will also seat the sports 
writers covering area basketball. 

"I thought it was only appro­
priate that the bench be dedi­
cated to a man who gave so much 
to Floyd County sports," said 
Joe Back of the program. "C 
Ollie was one of the first to take 
the games into the homes of the 
fans around Floyd County. We 
chose Allen Central because that 
is the area that he came from." 

Back said that the First Guar­
anty National Bank would do­
nate the materials to build the 
new media bench which will be 
movable. A plaque will be hung 
on the side of the bench in honor 
of Robinson and donated by 
Ken's Sports Shop and WDOC/ 
WQHY radio. The bench will 
hold the official scorer, timer 
and visiting scorers. It will be 
located on the ground floor where 
each radio station will have their 
own phone line. 

The problem in the past at 
Allen Central was that the radio 
crew had to sit in the upper level 
and had a problem locating a 
table to set up on. Now that 
problem will be eliminated with 
the new bench. 

"Upon completion of the 
project," said Back, "we will 
have a dedication ceremony of 
the project. Hopefully, it will be 
completed in time for the flrst 
home game scheduled for De­
cember 13 against Prestonsburg. 

"Mr. Jody Sword, principal 
at Allen Central, has given us all 
the cooperation we needed to do 
this. Shag Campbell, Tommy 
Boyd and Frankie Francis, who 
without their help we could never 
have gotten this through." 

The plaque to be placed at the 
end of the bench will read: "In 
honor of C "Ollie" Robinson, 
sportscaster. Due to the dedica­
tion and love of Floyd County 
Athletics. Sponsored by First 
Guaranty National Bank, Kens 
Sport Shop and WDOC/WQHY 
Radio."· 

The front of the bench will 
have a banner hanging with 
"John E. Campbell Arena" 
clearly seen. 

If the 15th Region boy's bas­
ketball tournament is held at the 
Right Beaver school, then it will 
be more feasible than ever and 
there is a good chance the tour­
nament could find it's way back 
into Floyd County. 

A table such as this has long 
been needed at Allen Central. I 
am glad to see it finally becom­
ing a reality. Mr. Sword, upon 
coming to Allen Central, ex­
pressed the need of such a table.

One of the most eagerly 

awaited film sequels, Termi­
nator 2: Judgment Day, 
which has already made a 
mega-killing at the box of­
fice, now is set to rock the 
small screen with its video 
release scheduled for this 
week.
