Ellis appeared before the board of 
education Tuesday to respond to 
questions raised at December's board 
meeting by board member Dr. Mary 
Hall and superintendent Ron Hager 
about delays in construction of the 
high school. 

School debate 
is nothing new 
Left Beaver controversy dates back to 1987

Controversy concerning the Left 
Beaver High School project is not 
new, questions and concerns about 
the site were raised by the architect, 
construction manager and the public 
as early as 1987. 

sions took place between residents in 
the Wheelwright and McDowell ar­
eas; between residents and the archi­
tect, James Ellis; and between the 
architectandthelocalandstateschool 
board. 

At the December meeting, Hager 
and Hall claimed Ellis was not per­
forming his contractual duties relat­
ing to the project and that excessive 
architectural changes have delayed 
construction. Hall also claimed Ellis 
had not visited the school site to in­
spect construction since January 
1990. 

In response to those claims, Ellis 
presemed a September 1990 letter to 
the Floyd County Board of Educa-

tion Tuesday from Triple B president 
Gary Branham, site contractor, that 
said "personnel from Martin Engi­
neering & Construction began mov­
ing roof joist materials" on the site 
that prevented his company from 
finishing the site work. 

"I am of the opinion that this was 
in direct conflict with our progress 
for completion and completely with­
out merit," Branham's·leuer said. 

Beth Rowe, office manager for 

Giving answers 

Martin Engineering, said Thursday 
that the company was unaware of the 
letter and said that any conflict con­
cerning the placement of materials 
should have been resolved at the job 
site. 

"This is the first time we've ever 
heard of that," Rowe said. "All coor­

The overriding issues before the 

Prestonsburg city council Monday 
night involved the status of the 
Prestonsburg-Paintsville airport and 
themayor'srecommendationsoftwo 
local businessmen to the airport board. 

Mayor Ann Latta, in response to 
Judge Stephen "Nick" Frazier's rul­
ing that members of a Paintsville­
Prestonsburg Airport Commission

decisions Tuesday to withdraw from 
consideration. 

The mayor also presented her State 
of the City address Monday. The 
report reflected optimism by the fact 
that the city showed "moderate eco­
nomic growth" but also warned that 
"in light of national business condi­
tions, caution should be the fiscal 
byword for the coming year." 

In other business, the mayor pre­
sented a packet to council members 
outlining the Prestonsburg Develop­
ment Fund draft of guidelines and an

"Mr. Barwick and Mr. Luscher 
told the audience that they had a 
school site in Eastern Kentucky that 
they didn't approve of and couldn't 
get rid of," Billips said Thursday. "I 
later asked them, in front of a small 
groupofpeople, which site they were 
referring to. They told me the Left 
Beaver site." 

Ellis wrote a letter dated October 
5,1988,tothenboardchairmanJames

Problems noted were: 
• inadequate sight lines from the 

highway and property which could 
pose a safety hazard to school buses;

• should a slide occur because of 
slippery rock fill, which it is suscep­
tible to do, the public highway would 
be blocked and the facility would be 
stranded and unreachable by motor 
vehicle;

Part-time, nontraditional student 
refers to persons age 25 or older who 
usually attend classes on a part-time 
basis and are typically working people 
with families and full-time jobs who 
typically cannot leave their homes 
for full-time status at a college or 
university. 

Beginning in the fall1992 semes­
ter,$! 0,000 in scholarship funds will 
be earmarked for these area "loca­
tion-bound" students. 

Dr. Grote also challenged area 
individuals, agencies, and private 
institutions to match the university's 
funds saying, that for every dollar 
donated toward equaling the amount,

Pennington was not injured, but 
one bullet struck a parked vehicle, 
said deputy Lloyd Powers. The shoot­
ing incident was reported to the 
sheriff's departmentatapproximately 
5:50 p.m. Wednesday, but officers 
Linzie Hunt, Powers and Roy Comp­
ton did not make it to the scene 
immediately because Collins had 
already turned himself into the 
sheriff's office, said Powers. 

Collins reportedly had argued with 
Pennington and Mike Jarrell of Slick 
Rock Collins allegedly frred two . . . 
rounds from a .25 cahber automatiC 
pistol. 

Thompson said county deputies 
responded to the call in the 
Prestonsburg city limits because of 
the seriousness of the report.

Advisory Committee. Appointed as 
vice-chair was Bronelle Skaggs, 
regional executive director of.Ken­
tucky Tech. Region 11 housed at 
Mayo State Vocational School in 
Paintsville. Big Sandy ECC director 
Dr. Roland Bums was appointed to 
serve as committee secretary. 

Frazier ex pressed his pride at being 
chosen to chair the 1 5-member 
committee and assist in matching the 
funds for the proposed scholarship. 

"If we can get it up to $30,000, we 
could possibly serve the needs of 
dozens of students (at the extended 
campus) per year," Frazier said. 

In 1989, the Council on Higher 
Education (CHE) designated the 
Prestonsburg regional site as an ex-· 
tended campus center. With CHE 
approval, MSU is authorized to offer 
at least 75 percent of the upper divi­
sion coursework leading to specific 
bachelor degrees at the extended 
campus center.

lieve that his blatantly false and 
malicious statements are an inten­
tional attempt to punish our firm for 
exposing what we believe are lucra­
tive improprieties in the construction 
of the Left Beaver High project."

Attempts by Hager to move the 
discussion into closed session at 
Tuesday's meeting were thwarted by 
the board's attorney, Cliff Latta, El­
lis' attorney, Phillip Damron and 
board member Eddie Billips. 

Hager read an opinion from the 
Kentucky School Board 
Association's attorney, Brian Fogle, 
that said since Triple B had filed a 
lawsuit against the board concerning 
their site preparation contract, the 
matter should be discussed in pri­
vate. 

Latta said he disagreed with 
KSBA's attorney and felt the issue 
did not meet the requirements for a 
closed session under Kentucky's 
Open Meetings Law. 

Billips told the board he had spo­
ken with Phil Austin, an investigator 
for the state's Office of Education 
Accountability, earlier Tuesday and 
Austin said it was not a matter to be 
discussed in secret. 

Damron, who also represents 
Branham, was not allowed to address 
the board during the Left Beaver 
discussion. 

After Ellis' response to the board, 
Damron called a press conference 
outside the board meeting to offer his 
views on problems surrounding the 
Left Beaver project. 

Damron began his discussion by 
reading from a certificate of appre­
ciation presented to Ellis from super­
intendent Hager. The document 
commended Ellis for his work in the 
Left Beaver project. 

Damron charged that only the 
construction manager could delay the 

·project and a conspiracy to discredit 
Ellis existed in Floyd, Pike and Martin 
counties because he raised questions 
about costs and delays on school 
construction projects.

"Pike County and Martin County's 
situations are identical to Floyd 
County," Damron said. "You have 
the same common denominator, the 
construction manager, in all three 
projects. You can read your own 
conclusions into it." · 

When asked about OEA' s review 
of the school district, which includes 
looking into school construction 
projects, Damron said he felt the office 
needed more authority. 

"OEA hasn't got enough teeth to 
bite with," Damron said. "I have a lot 
of respect for that office, but they 
have no subpoena power." 

Damron would not say if he 
planned legal action against the Floyd 
County board becauseofEllis' claims 
he had been slandered, but said, 'Tm 
a lawyer. I'm always planning some 
type of action." 

The board took no formal action 
on Ellis' response to questions, but 
Billips said Ellis had raised some 
legitimate questions and the board 
should review the situation.

persons to "hike" up the steep access 
road; 

• development of the hillside site 
would require climbing 50 steps from 
the parking lot; 

• the proposed site for the athletic 
field would be inadequate to accom­
modate bleacher space; 

• no water supply had been con­
flfiTled for the site; and 

• because a large portion of the 
total budget would be spent on exca­
vation, the physical education facil­
ity would lacklockerroomsor shower 
facilities. 

Ellis' letter also said the site pre­
sented "so many problems that wis­
dom and prudence dictate abandon­
ing it." Ellis said one of the most 
desirable sites was located approxi­
mate! y one half mile from the Mitch­
ell site. 

Martin Engineering and Construc­
tion representatives have agreed with 
Ellis' concerns about the site. 

After the October conference, 
Bill ips said he didn't understand how 
the state <:ould approve the site and 
then condemn it. 

"How could Barwick and Luscher 
recommend this site and publicly 
berate us in a roomful of people later 
during a statewide conference?" Bil­
lips said. "Why didn't they, after this 
letter, throw up a red flag and look at 
these problems? 

"These problems, and I admit we 
have problems, could not and cannot 
continue without the help of the 
people in Frankfort," Billips said. 
"They were so quick to approve this. 
site even with all these problems. 
How can they let this continue? Bar­
wick,Luscher,JohnBrockand Guess 
knew about these site problems. 
Barwick and Luscher told me that 
even John Brock said it was a terrible 
site for a school." 

During site selection for the Left 
Beaver project 13 sites were ana­
lyzed and the Mitchell site was ranked 
lOth. 

Public debate in 1987 between 
residents of McDowell and Wheel­
wright centered on the distance of the 
new school from the schools that 
were being consoli~ted. 

The school board voted to acquire 
the Mitchell site in 1987 on the rec­
ommendation of Arnold Guess with 
the state Department of Education.

msurance should they reopen. The 
Prestonsburg Industrial Authority had 
pledged to help and some of the fund­
ing could come from the crafters by 
way of booth rentals, but funding for 

the utilities and insurance is still 
needed. 

Mayor Latta commended the 
group for the work they had done on 
the building and for the success of the 
Expo through November and Decem­
ber.

at Black Lung Association meeting 
On Saturday, January 11, 1992, 

Congressman Chris Perkins spoke at 
ameetingoftheEastKenmcky Black 
Lung Association at Betsy Layne. 
Congressman Perkins told the group 
of 70 former miners, their spouses 
and friends, about a bill he had been 
pushing to reform the Federal Black 
Lung PrOgram. 

Perldns said that presently only 3 
out of 100 new claims are approved. 

'"' The reform bill, which Perkins intro­
duced, along with Congressman 
Austin Murphy of Pennsylvania, 
would make it easier for miners to 
collect black lung benefits. It would 
reduce the amount of evidence the 
miner is required to produce to prove 
disability, and it would limit the 
amount of evidence that could be 
introduced by the coal company 
opposing the claim. The bill would 
also automatically reopen approxi­
mately 200,000 claims filed before 
1980, when strict regulations were 
used by the Department of Labor.

Perldns said that he has the votes 
to get the hi 11 out of the Education and 
Labor Committee, but, given the weak 
economy, federal budget problems, 
and high cost of the bill, he does not 
have enough support to pass the bill 
in the full House of Representatives. 
Perkins also noted that most mem­
bers of Congress do not have coal 
mines in their district, and they don't 
see the problems caused by black 
lung.

Floyd miner 
discharged, 
files lawsuit 

A Floyd County coal miner has 
filed a lawsuit with the Federal Mine 
Safety & Health Review Commis­
sion in Washington, D.C., alleging 
that he was unlawfully discharged by 
Kiah Creek Mining Company of 
Pikeville on August 13, 1991, for 
safety-related reasons. 

~ The miner, Sherrell Steven Reid 
of McDowell, worked as a continu­
ous miner operator at Kiah Creek's . 
No. 1 mine located near Etty in Pike 
County. The lawsuit, which was filed 
on January 14th, alleges that Reid 
was discharged by his section fore­
man for not mining enough coal and 
for working too slowly during pillar 
extraction work. The miner contends, 
however, that he cut the coal pillars 
asdccpashesafclycouldand worked 
as quickly as he safely could in light 
of hazardous roof conditions at the 
mine face. 

Reid is represented in this case by 
Tony Oppegard, an attorney with the 
Mine Safety Project of the Appala­
chian Research & Defense Fund of 
Kentucky. Claims made in the filing 
of a lawsuit present only one side of 
the case.

Bite the bullet 
by Scott Perry 

About one-third of the projected $300 million state reve­
nue shortfall could be recovered by freezing the salaries of 
state government employees, including teachers, accord­
ing to Jones administration officials. 

Another $100 million could be recovered by cutting 
salaries five percent. 

The first proposal, which basically cancels a routine five 
percent pay hike, sounds reasonable given the economic 
state of the state. 

In the real world, outside government, employee sala­
ries are generally tied to the prosperity of their employers. 
A company that is going broke doesn't normally give its 
workers a pay hike. 

State government employees should be treated no 
differently. Their employer is struggling, taxpayers are 
struggling, and they should take their bite out of the bullet, 
too. 

Part two of the proposal, a wage roll back of five percent, 
provokes mixed feelings. 

Teachers have waited a long while to get decent sala­
ries. As.kingthemtotake a cut would be a step in the wrong 
direction. 

There is reason to believe, however, that Kentucky has 
too many people on the state payroll and reason to believe 
there is room for economy. 

We don't want to see anyone put out of work, but salaries 
should not take priority over programs. 

Implement the salary freeze. 
Trim the payroll fat. 
Hope that better days are ahead. 

The old adage that if it weren't for 
bad news, there would be no news at 
all is certainly holding true in 
Frankfort, where intense discussions 
about the budget are continuing. 

We convened the 1992 session of 
the General Assembly last week amid 
dire forecasts that there just would 
not be enough money to meet 
Kentucky's needs for the nest two 
years. 

Obviously, our state has been 
struck broadside by the national re­
cession. Unemployment in Kentucky 
has also risen, according to the most 
recent figures. The result is that we 
just aren't taking in as much money 
as we expected. 

And there are certain expenses we 
must find a way to meet: for Medi­
caid, health-care and education, to 
name a few. 

It has become clear that our budget 
forecasts for the next two years were, 
while conservative, still much too 
optimistic. The Jones administration 
is talking of saving money wherever 
possible, even to the extent that lay· 
offs of state employees and wage 
freezes are being considered. 

One more thing is clear to me: 
Neither the General Assembly nor 
the people of Kentucky will pennit 
another tax increase. We must live 
within our means and reduce costs 
where practical . That, as. I see it, is 
our mission during the 1992 session. 

This week, Gov. Jones will de­
liver his State of the Commonwealth 
address and we'll have a better idea 
where we stand. And Education 
Commissioner Thomas Boysen is 

scheduled to address us about the 
continuing implementation of the 
Education Refonn Act of 1990. 

I believe that protecting the gains 
made in our system of public educa­
tion just two years ago must be one of 
the priorities of this session. And I'll 
do whatever I can, within our finan­
cial limits, to see that there IS ade­
quate money for these new programs. 

One other issue figures to occupy 
a prominent position in our delibera­
tions - campaign finance refonn. 

Kentucky, despite its relatively 
small JX)pulation, has the fifth high­
est election cost per capita in the 
nation. Much too much money is 
being spent on winning political of­
fice in our state, $20 million last year 
alone. I expect reductions in the 
maximum contribution levels, over­
all spending limits and greater re-

porting requirements to be discussed 
very seriously in the coming weeks.

KENTUCKY FARED WELL 
IN FIRST SESSION OF 102ND 

CONGRESS 
In this week's Report to Kentucky, 

I would like to take the opportunity to 
look back over the frrst session of the 
102nd Congress and revisit what I 
feel are some of the imJX)rtant deci­
sions and initiatives that will greatly 
benefit the Commonwealth. 

Space limitations prevent me from 
listing every item I would like, but 
nonetheless I want to touch on a few 
highlights of the· past year in Con­
gress: 

•A major piece of legislation 
passed by Congress that will have an 
immediate impact on Kentucky is the 
massive six -year highway authoriza­
tion bill. Under this bill, Kentucky 
will receive about $1.7 billion over 
the next six years, an average of 
approximately $287 million per year. 
This authorization, which is approxi­
mately double the amount in the 
previous highway bill, will complete 
construction of the Cumberland Gap 
Tunnel, begin construction of the 
Maysville Bridge among numerous 
other road construction projects. 

• We were able to extend an addi­
tional 13 weeks of unemployment 
benefits to Kentuckians who, through 
no fault of their own, had found them­
selves out of work and exhausted 
their benefits. In addition to securing 
the additional 13 weeks, we were 
also able to shape a bill that will cover 
those workers who had exhausted 
their benefits on or before March 1,

•We were able to turn around an 
ill-advised Administration proposal 
to cut funding for the Appalachian 
Regional Commission by almost$70 
million and instead increase its fund­
ing by $20 million to $190 million for 
this fiscal year. 

These are by no means every 
accomplishment our state made in 
this past seSSIOn and as I Stated ear­
lier, space limitations keep me from 
listing everything I would like. 

Our goal in the second session 
must be to build uJX)n our successes 
in 1991.

Safety With Kerosene Heaters 
During the winter months, home­

owners look for economical ways to 
cut their rising heat bills. Many people 
will use kerosene-fueled portable 
heaters to provide extra heat. 

While kerosene heaters are useful 
by providing heat to a small area, 
they may be associated with potential 
hazards. The State Trial Lawyers 
Association wants everyone to have 
a safe and warm winter, and offers 
these safety tips. 

When purchasing a kerosene 
heater, look for improved guards or 
grills that reduce the risk of acciden­
tal contact bums. Buy heaters that 
have a manual shut-off device which 
allows for quick shut-off during 
emergency situations such as high 
flaming. Also, look for heaters that 
have a positi vc wick-stop mechanism 
which prevents the wick from being 
retracted to a hazardously low set­
ting. Purchase a heater that has been 
tested and certified by a nationally 
recognized testing laboratory. 

Before using a kerosene heater, a 
good practice is to read aloud the 
instructions and warning labels to all 
household members. When using the 
heater, always keep a door or win­
dow open to allow adequate ventila­
tion. Never place the heater less than 
three feet from combustible materi­
als, or usc the heater where flam­
mable vapors like gasoline or paints 
are present. 

Set the wick height according to 
the manufacturer's directions. It is 
especially important not to turn the 
wick below the manufacturer's rec-

ommended setting. If the room tem­
perature becomes too hot, either tum 
off the heater or allow increased 
ventilation. The amount of heat pro­
duced is not regulated by lowering 
the wick. A partial glow in the burner 
usually means the wick setting is too 
low, which poses a fire hazard and 
increases the discharge of toxic gases. 
Always make sure the chimney is 
seated properly on the wick assembly 
to avoid fire hazards. 

If flare-up (uncontrolled flaming) 
occurs, do not attempt to move the 
heater. If possible, activate the man­
ual shut-off switch. Do not attempt to 
extinguish the flre with water or blan­
kets. In most instances, the safest 
procedure is to leave the area imme­
diately and call the fire department. 

Finally, only use 1-K grade kero­
sene. NEVER USE GASOLINE. 
Even small amounts of gasoline or 
other volatile fuels mixed with kero­
sene can increase the risk of a ftre. 
Store your kerosene in a clearly 
marked container - not in a gasoline 
can.

A national toll-free telephone 
number has been established by the 
DepartrnentofVeteransAffairs 01 A) 
to assist veterans and their families in 
dealing with radiation disability 
claims as a result of military service. 

By dialing l-800-8Z7-0365, call­
ers can speak with specially trained 
veterans benefits counselors who will 
provide current information on VA 
benefits and services available to 
veterans exposed to radiation sources 
while on military duty. 

Assistance is offered in filing 
claims for disability compensation, 
reopening old claims, sharing gen­
eral information on current medical 
research on radiation exposure or 
legislative activity involving the 
subject. In some instances, arrange­
ments will be made for a counselor 
from the nearest VA regional office 
to provide follow-up actions. 

Since World War II, more than 
200,000 veterans have been subject 
to radiation exposure while on active 
duty. While many cases involve use 
of nuclear weapons, some may be the 
result of exposure from other so\lrces.

Financing a college education with federal assistance 
The federal government allocated 

some $18.4 billion for student finan­
cial assistance for the current aca­
demic year and will set aside a simi­
lar amount for the 1992-93 school 
year. To take advantage of this avail­
able funding, the Kentucky Society 
of CPAs recommends that interested 
students complete fmancial aid ap­
plications as soon as possible. With 
more than 13.6 million U.S. citizens 
continuing their education beyond 
high school, demand for federal grants 
and loans is likely to be great. 

Although the student aid applica­
tion deadline is May I, 1992, stu­
dents must often meet earlier dead­
lines set by schools in order to re­
ceive certain types of funds. What's 
more, the government may run out of 
funds long before the deadline ar­
rives. 

Investing the time and energy now 
to learn about available loans and the 
loan application process may help 
you obtain the financial assistance 
you need. 

STAFFORD LOANS 
The largest number of student 

loans are Stafford Loans (formerly 
Guaranteed Student Loans). These 
loans are made by a lender, such as a 
bank, credit union, or savings and 
loan association. Repayment of the 
loan, however, is guaranteed by the 
federal government. You must begin 
to pay the loan back six months after 
you graduate or withdraw from 
school. 

Interest rates on Stafford Loans 
are generally low. To help the federal 
government reduce the cost of subsi­
dizing these low interest loans, there 

is generally an "origination fee" of 5 
percent. This is deducted proportion­
ately from each loan disbursement 
made to you. 

PLUS AND SLS LOANS 
Like Stafford Loans, PLUS Loans 

and Supplemental Loans for Students 
(SLS) are made by a lender. How­
ever, interest rates are usually higher. 
Despite the higher interest rates, don't 
underestimate the value of these loans. 
PLUS enables parents to borrow up 
to$4,000per year, to a total of$20,000 
for each child who is a dependent 
student and is enrolled in a college or 

university at least half-time. 
SLS enables graduate and inde­

pendent undergraduate students to 
borrow the same amounts, and like 
PLUS loans, comes with variable 
interest rates. Generally, PLUS and 
SLS borrowers must begin repaying 
both principal and interest within 60 
days after the·last loan disbursement. 

PELLGRANTS 
A Pell Grant is an award to help 

undergraduates pay for their educa­
tion. Unlike loans, these grants do 
not have to be repaid. The maximum 
award for the 1991-92academic year 
is $2,400. The amount of the grant 
depends on a number of different 
factors, including the cost of tuition 
at the school, whether the student is 
enrolled full-time or pan-time, and 
whether the student attends school 
for a full academic year. 

CAMPUS-BASED 
PROGRAMS 

Additional financial assistance is 
usually available through programs 
administered by schools. These in­
clude a Supplemental Educational 

dent financial aid programs, except 
for PLUS and SLS loans, is awarded 
on the basis of financial need. You 
are also required to be a U.S. citizen 
with a high school diploma or Gen­
eral Education Development Certifi­
cate. Ifyoudonothaveeitherofthese 
certificates, you must take a test 
designed to measure your ability to 
benefit from the education you are 
seeking. 

Grades are also a factor in deter­
mining your eligibility. You must 
demonstrate that you are making 
satisfactory academic progress, which 
in most cases means maintaining at 
least a "C" average. 

HOW TO APPLY 

You can obtain a federal financial 
aid form from your high school guid­
ance counselor or a college financial 
aid office. The following forms should 
be available: 

* "Application for Federal and 
State Student Aid" (AFSSA) 

* "Singlefile Form" 
* "Family Financial Statement" 

(FFS)* "Financial Aid Form" (FAF) 
The forms needed to apply for 

federal financial aid are free. How­
ever, if you also want to apply for 
non-federal aid, you may have to pay 
a fee. 

Generally, it takes four weeks for 
your application to be processed, at 
which time you will receive a Stu­
dent Aid Report (SAR). The SAR 
will contain the information you gave 
on your application, plus numbers 
that tell you about your eligibility for 
specific federal aid pfograms. Don't 
be surprised if you are asked to verify 
the information reported on your 
application.

Local students visit 
PCC zoology lab 

On Friday, December 13th, from 
9-10 a.m., Dr. John Shiber, Professor 
of Biology at Prestonsburg Commu­
nity College, once again opened up 
the zoology laboratory in the New 
Science Building to Prestonsburg 
Elementary School students. Mrs. 
Deborah Derossett's third grade class 
(numbering about 24 students) and 
fouroftheirparentsenjoyed a "hands­
on" tour of the facility, where they 
were allowed, under supervision, to 
look through the microscopes at vari­
ous tiny organisms, such as the 
common flea, head lice, ticks, mites, 
pillbugs and sowbugs. 

A great many preserved speci­
mens, representing most ph y Ia of the 
animal kingdom, were on display, 
from sponges (Phylum Porifera), 
corals and jellyfish (Cnidarians), to 
roundworms (Nematoda), marine and 
earth worms (Annelida), clams, oys­
ters, octopus (Mollusca), sea urchins, 
sand dollars, starfish (Echinoder­
mata), and sharks, bony fish, snakes, 
birds, frogs, turtles, and embryos of 
mammals (Chordata= Vertebrates). In 
addition, taxidermy specimens of 
squirrels, a mink, a raccoon, and an 
immense wild turkey were on display 
for the children and parents to enjoy. 

Assisted by Tommy Cantrell, a 
student taking his animal biology 
course, Dr. Shiber talked 10 the stu­
denLc; ·about the different soecimcns 

regarding their physical characteris­
tics, where they can be found, and 
when applicable, how they affect 
human life. 

The children thoroughly enjoyee 
learning about these creatures. Dr 
Shibcr said, "lam a greatadvocateo1 
educational exchange for the benefit 
of our young people and I encourage 
other teachers in the area, elementary 
and secondary alike, to make an 
appointment to visit the zoology 
laboratory at PCC with their stu­
dents." 

BecauseoftheNew Science Build­
ing, Presronsburg Community Col­
lege is unique among even four year 
colleges in the fact that it has separate 
laboratory facilities for botany, zool­
ogy, and microbiology. 

Later the same day, Dr. Shiber's 
wife, Elaine, contributed some of her 
time to present a short program at 
Pres10nsburg Elementary School for 
four of the second grade classes, in 
which she talked a little about life in 
France and the way that French chil­
dren cel~brate Christmas. The chil­
dren were allowed to ask many ques­
tions and had fun counting in French. 
They even learned a few French songs 
and, most importantly, learned ro say 
"Merry Christmas" in French: 
"Joyeux Noel".
