Johnson County Sheriff killed 
Former Floyd County man shoots self after gunning down Cyrus

Joh':lson County Sheriff Gene 
Cyrus, who once joked that he would 
have to be "blasted out of office," 
was shot to death Wednesday while 
attempting to arrest a former Floyd 
County man who had skipped out on 
his rape trial. 

Flags flew at half mast Thursday at 
courthouses in Johnson and Floyd 
counties in honor of Cyrus, one of 
Johnson County's most durable and 
popular public officials. 

State police reported that Cyrus 

History 
repeats 
Circumstances 
in 1966 shooting 
were similar

History repeated itselfWednesday 
in Johnson County when Sheriff Gene 
Cyrus was shot and killed while at­
tempting to serve a warrant on an Oil 
Springs man. 

Nearly 26 years earlier another 
Johnson County sheriff was killed 
under similar circumstances. 

On November 26, 1966, 28-year­
old Walter E. Meek was killed in­
stantly by a single blast from a -.hot­
gun as he approached a home just 
outside the Paintsville city limits to 
serve a lunacy warrant on 34-year­
old Jimmy Ward. After killing Meek, 
Ward turned the gun on himself, 
commiting suicide. 

At the time of the killing, Meek 
was Kentucky's youngest sheriff. He 
had held office for justeleven months. 

Cyrus was also the third Kentucky 
lawman killed in the line of duty in 
the past two months. Powell County 
Sheriff Steve Bennett and deputy 
Arthur Briscoe were shot and killed 
in January while attempting to arrest 
a suspect 

Meek and Cyrus were ooth Demo-
~ crats and the r elections were consid­

ered "upsets" in predominantly Re­
publican Johnson County. Cyrus, 
however, became one of the most 
popular public officials in the county 
and was half-way through his third, 
four-year term when he was killed 
Wednesday. 

911 information 
sought from 
Floyd residents 

Information cards are being sent 
this week to every mailing address in 
the county to start the last phase of 
preparation for the new, countywide 
911 emergency phone system. 

The information card asks resi­
dents or businesses at each address to 
provide correct names and phone 
numbers. All information, such as 
unlisted phone numbers, will be kept 
strictly confidential. The information 
will go into the 911 dispatcher's 
computer database. 

The cards should be mailed back 
within three days. No postage is 

~necessary to return the cards. 
"The database helps confirm 

people's addresses and tells the dis­
patcher what fire district people live 
in," said Dan Cooley, coordinator of 
the Floyd County 911 system. "It's 
very important that we get cards back 
from everyone. If we don't get 
everyone'scard, we can't turn on the 
system," he said. 

After all the cards are collected, 
everyone in the county will receive a 
new, physical address. "The new 
address may not change a person's 
mailing address if someone gets their 
mail at a post office box," Cooley 
said. "However, it will be a help with 
delivery services like UPS since they 
only take physical addresses." 

-. County residents will be required 
to post the new addresses, which 
should be issued in two months. 

was shot once in the head Wednesday 
as he attempted to arrest Flem E. 
Burchett. 63, of Oil Springs. Burchett 
then put the barrel of the shotgun to 
his own head and fired. He was re­
portedly in critical condition Thurs­
day at a Huntington hospital. 

Burchett, who moved to I ohnson 
County from Banner last year, was 
standing trial Wednesday in Johnson 
Circuit Court on a charge that he had 
raped a 12-year-old family member. 
He reportedly left the courtroom while 
attorneys were discussing an issue 
with the judge and he did not return. 

Johnson Circuit Judge Stephen 
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"Nick" Frazier issued a bench war­
rant Wednesday for Burchett's arrest 
and Cyrus, acting on a tip that the 
suspect was at an Oil Springs home, 
armed and threatening to shoot him­
self, responded with state police close 
behind. 

Johnson County Coroner J.R. 
Frisby saidWednesdaythat three KSP 
officers-trooper Lowell Ward and 
detectives Paul Estep and Les Staple­
ton-had just arrived at the scene 
when Burchett shot Cyrus once with 
a 12-gauge shotgun. The shot report­
edly struck the sheriff behind his left 
ear as he attempted to dodge. About a 

minute later, police heard a second 
shot, then found Burchett wounded 
inside the home. 

Both victims were transported to 
Paul B. Hall Regional Medical Cen­
ter in Paintsville, where Cyrus was 
pronounced dead at 4:45 p.m. Wed­
nesday. Burchett reportedly was air­
lifted to StMary's Hospital in Hunt­
ington, West Virginia. 

Johnson County police records 
indicate that Burchett was arrested 
April29, 1991 on a charge of second 
degree rape which allegedly involved 
a juvenile family member. In June of 
1991, Burchett was indicted by a

No racial discord at Jobs Corps center : 

Students offer input to board

"We're human. We make mis-
takes. We don't bite." . 

Susie Redish of Ocala, Fla., a 
student at the Carl D. Perkins Job' 
Corps Center, made that statement as 
one of the speakers for the student 
body at the center's semi-monthly 
Community Advisory Council meet­
ing Tuesday night The meeting, 
usually a time for community input, 
became an emotional venting of frus­
trations regarding several recent in­
cidents at the center. 

Lenny Grant, the center's spokes­
person, thanked the community for 
turning out to the meeting and said 
there was a need to clarify some of 
the negative publicity the center had 
been receiving. 

"People in the community look at 
the center and they think 'gangs.' 
There are no gangs here. People say 

there are race problems. The prob­
lems we've had lately are not race­
related. They're just differences be­
tween students," said Grant 

Grant told the advisory board that 
the U.S. Department of Laoor had 

just finished a review of "every part" 
of the center. The center received its 
share of comments, but the reviewers 
"couldn't believe the quality and at-

With Versailles pilot Jim Schoo, 
a.k.a Captain ZAP (Zap Air Pollu­
tion), at the helm, the balloon has 
been tethered at hundreds of schools 
and events since 1987, reaching thou­
sands of Kentuckians. The "Clean 
Air for Kentucky" hot-air balloon is 
available for a limited number of 
tethered rides during early-morning 
or late-afternoon hours, weather per­
mitting. 

In search of world record : 

Traveler logs Floyd County

Floyd County may make its way 
into the Guiness Book of World 
Records by way of a Florida man 
who hopes to visit every county 
courthouse in the United States. 

John Richard Frankenfield, are­
tired construction executive from 
Miami Beach, began his endeavor in 
1990 and paid a visit to the Floyd 
County Sheriffs office Saturday af­
ternoon. 

Frankenfield documents his visits 
by getting pictures of the courthouses 
he visits and has someone working in 
the courthouse place a stamp or a seal 
in one of his two ledgers. He also has 
the entries dated and witnessed. 

The only office open Saturday 
afternoon was the sherifrs office. 

"It's hard to find anyone working 
on a Saturday," Frankenfield said. 

"In fact, this is the first reporter I've 
found working on Saturday." 

Frankenfield, who describes him­
self as a world traveler, said there are 
3,129 counties in the U.S. with Ken­
tucky ranking third among the states 
with the most. Delaware is the least 
with three. 

Floyd County made 1,261 coun­
ties he has visited since January 1990 
and he has visited all the counties in 
20 states. In 1992,Frankenfield hopes 
to finish visiting all the counties in 
South Carolina, West Virginia and 
visit four more states. He also hopes 
to cross all 107 domestic state lines 
and has crossed 73 so far. 

Frankenfield got his idea for the 
Guiness Book try from Ken Wilson 
of South Carolina, who will be hon­
ored May 30 in Michigan. Wilson set 
outtovisitall3,129 counties and will 
finish his journey in Howell, Michi-
gan. ~ 

Frankenfield said he is the only 
known person to have documented 
his travels. 

"There are seven to ten persons 
claiming to have visited all the coun­
ties in the U.S .A.," Frankenfield said. 
"So far, to my knowledge, none have 
documented (them)." 

The world traveler added that there 
is a club for people who keep a record 
of their county collecting travels, The 
Extra Milers. The club will hold its 
annual meeting in Peoria, Illinois on 
June 26. The Extra Milers boast 79 
members with some members "col­
lecting" only states. 

"Some consider a county collected 
byjustcrossingacounty line,"Frank­
enfield said "Some, including my­
self, only consider a county collected 
when documented by some means 
such as the imprint of a local stamp or 
seal." 

Floyd County Grand Jury on two

He is survived by 
his wife, Gay Cyrus, two daughters, a 
son and two grandchildren.

Editor's note: Johnson County 
SherifTGene Cyrus, whoorten met 
controversy with a grin and a shrug 
or his shoulders, commanded his 
office with a reckless abandon that 
earned him the nickname ''Walk­
ing Tall" during his first term or 
office. Cyrus talked about his style 
and substance in a 1987 interview, 
reprinted here in its entirety. Cyrus 
was shot to death Wednesday at 
Oil Springs while attempting to 
arrest a man accused or rape.

Twice accused and twice acquit­
ted of federal civil rights violations, 
Johnson County Sheriff Gene Cyrus 
is once again walking tall. 

But the connotations of such a 
label, Cyrus says, do not accurately 
portray the man behind the badge. 

Cyrus said the "walking tall" tag, 
referring to legendary Tennessee 
Sheriff Buford Pusser and Pusser's 
"big stick" method of enforcing the 
law, was first applied by members of 
the Kentucky Sheriff Association 
during Cyrus' first term as sheriff. 
The nickname stuck, and the image it 
suggested was occasionally rein­
forced by accusations that Cyrus' 
hard-line method oflaw enforcement 
was, on occasion, too hard-line. 

Those impressions are wrong, the 
sheriff said this week, and result from 
too much emphasis on isolated inci­
dents. 

"We're not brutal, we're not that 
way," Cyrus said ••Any time we've 
used physical force it's because it 
was necessary and reasonable.'' 

Twice, the Johnson County sher­
iff has had to defend his methods of 
law enforcement in federal court, and 
twice he has been cleared of any 
wrong-doing. 

Early in his ftrst term, Cyrus was 
accused by the owners of Star Musi-

eland of harassment after his depu­
ties staged raids at the Hager Hill 
entertainment center. He was cleared 
by a jury. Last month a jury in 
Pikeville'sfederalcourtclearedCyrus 
of allegations his deputiC$,11sed ex­
cessive force when they arrested a 
Van Lear man. 

The federal cases were related. as 
were the plaintiffs in the civil suits,and 
Cyrus said the verdicts reflect ap­
proval. 

"The verdicts," the sheriff said, 
"mean we've tried to enforce the law 
equally, and the jury seems to think 
so, too." 

Cyrus said publicity from those 
trials and other incidents has tended 
to portray the sheriffs department in 
a bad light. overshadowing the ac­
complishments his department has 
attained. 

"It has tended to give us a bad 
image," chief depu:y Don McFaddin 
added. 

The officers are quick to point out . 
that crime in Johnson County, par­
ticularly cases of violent crime, has 
declined steadily during the six years 
of Cyrus' administration. 

"We averaged over 100 arrests 
per month during the ftrst nine months 
of my ftTSt term," Cyrus said. "Ar­
rests are down to about 50 per month 
now." 

The sheriff attributed the drop in 
crimetoimplementationofanaround­
the-clock, twenty-four hour operat­
ing policy and the high visibility of 
his officers. 

"lf someone calls for help," he 
said, "they know someone is going to 
be there." 

The sheriff said his recent brushes 
with the courts have not altered his 
policies on law enforcement, but he 
admitted the cases have caused wor­
ries. 

"I'm a little bit shell-shocked,"

Cyrus said, "and it makes you cau­
tious. But we've still got to enforce 
the law the way you think it's best for 
the community." 

Cyrus said he has changed since 
he was first elected sheriff and those 
changes have made him a better offi­
cer. 

"I've learned more about the law, 
and I've learned how to dea1 with 
criticism," he said. 

Cyrus said criticism of his per­
formance still bothers him, but he has 
learned to take it in stride and he 
adrn its that criticism is part of the job 
and part of politics. And, he is no 
stranger to political disappointment. 

Twice, Johnson county voters 
rejected his bid to become sheriff 
before his election in 1982. Then, 
after the state's voters cleared the 
way for sheriffs to succeed them­
selves in office. Cyrus became the 
most popular candidate for the post 
in Johnson County history. 

Cy.rus won his bid for re-election 
in 1986 easily, picking up more votes 
than any other candidate for sheriff, 
ever. He admitted that the margin of 
victory SUfPrised even himself, con­
sidering he is a Democrat in a pre­
dominantly Republican county, but 
Cyrus viewed the vote as a mandate 
for his method of law enforcement. 

And, that method reflects a certain 
amount of enthusiasm despite the 
liabilities of funding shortfalls and 
obvious physical dangers. 

Though he is allowed, by law, a 
salary of approximately $33,000 per 
year, Cyrus said he pays himself only 
about $19,000 because financial 
support for the office is limited. 

"We do need help, financially," 
he said, "but we hope to maintain our 
quaJity of service, regardless." 

It is the physical danger of the job, 

though, that may best serve in com­
parison of Cyrus and his "Walking 
Tall" image. He is not one to shy 
away from trouble. 

Five times in his career, Cyrus has 
been on the business end of loaded 
firearms, and on more than one of 
those occasions the sheriff said he 
thought his time had come. But, as he 
proudly notes, he has discharged his 
weapon only once in sbc years behind 
the badge, and that was only a warn­
ing shot 

"I don't think my deputies have 
ever fired a shot on duty," he added. 

"We get hit, too," the sheriff said. 
"I've really been hit hard. Shot at, 
too." 

With his popularity seeming! y at a 
peak, it could be assumed that Cyrus 
could easily take his political aspira­
tions in new directions, but the sher­
iff has no plans at this time to seek 
another elective office. And, with 
two years left in this four-year term, 
he remains undecided on his political 
future. 

"I've always just wanted to be 
sheriff," he said. 

Law enforcement, though, is not 
the only function of the slieriffs of­
fice, nor is it the primary function of 
the office 

The sheriffs duties, according to 
a reference guide published by the 
state Legislative Research Commis­
sion, fall into four categories: tax 
collection, election duties, service to 
the courts, and law enforcement 

The LRC report concludes that 
the sheriff should spend the majority 
.of his time on civil duties," as op­
posed to his criminal or law enforce­
ment duties."

Rep. Gregory D. Stumbo 

The long awaited state budget 
arrived in the House of Representa­
tives this week and was passed with 
only a few dissenting votes. Closely 
in line with Governor Jones' finan­
cial proposals, the budget we passed 
includes across-the-board cuts for the 
upcoming fiscal year in all agencies 
with an increase in funding in the 
1993-94 budget. 

Most significant cuts focused on 
reductions in dollars sent to school 
districts for students who attend 
vocational education classes and also 
reductions in the funding of the stu­
dent assessment progmm. These 
monies were shifted to other educa­
tion programs, perceived as perhaps 
more needy. 

Other budget highlights are: 
* Fund $439 million in new bond 

issues inc! uding $100m ill ion to make 
improvements a tour state parks,$150 
million for roads, $2 million for the 
new golf course at Jenny Wiley. 

* Provides for a new 300-bed pri­
vate prison to accommodate prison 
overcrowding at an undetermined site. 
Although Paul Hunt Thompson and I 
are working hard to get this prison for 
Floyd County. 

* No salary increases for state 
employees making more than $20,000 
and a raise of 2 percent for those 
making less than $20,000 in the 
upcoming fiscal year. In 1993-94 the 
budget allows a 3 percent raise for 
state employees who make less than 
$50,000 and a l percent raise for 
those who make more than $50,000. 

In addition to passing the budget, 
House members also passed a set of 
bills that are designed to protect vic­
tims of domestic violence. The bills 
are endorsed by members of the At­
torney General's Task Force on 
Domestic Violence. House Bill 115

I am happy to report that my leg­
islation, House Bill 543, coal sever­
ance tax, passed overwhelmingly. 
East Kentucky legislators worked 
hard to win the approval for this bill. 
Under the proposal, coal counties 
would receive 15 percent of sever­
ance tax receipts this fiscal year, 18 
percent the following year, 25 per­
cent the third and 50 percent the fourth 
year. Over the next two years, that 
would result in an extra $18 million 
for coal counties, but can only be 
used for economic development proj­
ects. 

Committee action this week in-
cludes the passage of a third domes­
tic violence bill by the House Judici­
ary Committee. Under House Bill 
445 a person convicted of stalking 
someone with intent to harm could be 
jailed for an extended period. An 
initial offense provides for the stalker 
to be charged with third-degree stalk­
ing, a Class A misdemeanor and is 
punishable by up to 12 months in jail 
and a maximum $500 fine. Second­
degreestalkingcouldresultinaCiass 
C felony punishable by five to ten 
years in prison.

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INGUINAL HERNIAS 

Imagine a worn tire. The side has 
a tear in it and the inner tube inside 
has begun to push its way through the 
opening, bulging out from the tire's 
surface. This is essentially what 
happens when people get a hernia 
The outer wall of our bodies is en­
closed by layers of muscle and con­
nective tissue. While the inner lining 
is lined with a membrane called the 
peritoneum. 

A hernia sometimes called a 
"rupture," happens when the outer 
wall weakens and bulges, or tears 
apart. The inner lining pushes through 
the opening and forms a balloon-like 
sac. Then organs or abdominal tis­
sues can slip form their natural posi-

tions and fall into the sac. 
By far the most common hernias 

happen in the groin or inguinal area. 
There are two types of inguinal her­
nias, direct and indirect. Indirect 
hernias are the most common and are 
generally present at birth. Either at 
birth or later in life, the weakness 
evolves and a sac develops. With an 
indirect hernia, the hernia results from 
acquired wear and tear. 

Once a hernia develops it can only 
get larger. If your intestines become 
trapped in the sac (incarcerated) your 
digestion can be seriously interrupted. 
If the incarceration is especially tight 
the trapped section of intestines may 
become gangrenous because it's 
blood supply has been cut off. This is 
a potentially I i fe threatening situation. 

If you suspect you have a hernia, 
see your doctor immediately. Your 
doctor can usually diagnose the her­
nia with a physical examination. Since 
hernias will not cure themselves and 
progress with time, surgery is usually 
recommended. It is certainly prefer­
able to have surgery befor~ compli­
cationsdevelop instead of emergency 
surgery after serious complications 
arise. 

Fortunately. hernia surgery is a 
common and very successful surgery. 
During surgery the contents of the 
hernial sac are returned to the at­
domina! cavity. The sac is then tied 
off or removed and the wall of the 
abdominal cavity is repaired by 
sewing the healthy tissue and muscle 
across the defect.

Q: My son says chewing tobacco 
is safer than smoking. Is he right? He 
chews almost a pouch a day. and he's 
only 15. 

A: Chewing tobacco is not a safe 
choice. Both tobacco smoke and 
tobacco juices have chemicals that 
cause cancer. Your son is putting 
himself at risk for cancers of the 
mouth and throat. The juices from 
tobacco also can cause mouth sores 
and damage his teeth. 

Chewing tobacco contains nico­
tine which is addictive. If your son 
decides to quit. he might find it hard 
to do. You can help by giving him a 
booklet with tips for quitting. For a 
free copy of "How to quit using 
smokeless tobacco", produced by the 
Kentucky Cancer Program, call 1-
800-4-CANCER. 

Q: I'm all finished with my treat­
ments for cancer, and my doctor says 
I'm doing great But instead of feel-

ing good, I'm depressed and nervous. 
My family is tired of hearing about 
my problems. What can I do? 

A: You could look for a cancer 
support group and talk with other 
people who have had cancer. They 
can understand what you are feeling 
and share how they cope with un­
happy feelings. 

Many people feel sad or nervous 
after leaving treatment They might 
miss the closeness with their doctors 
and nurses. S orne cancer patients fear 
they are not actively fighting their 
cancer after treatment ends. These 
feelings may go away after people 
get back into their regular life activi­
ties.

Martin Elementary School 
Writing-to-Read Program 

The effectiveness of the Writing­
To-Read program begun last year at 
mid-term in Kindergarten and first 
grades at Martin Elementary SChool 
cann.ot be fully evaluated yet, ac­
cordmg to primary teachers. How­
ever, second grade teachers Rose­
mary Hopkins and Leila Hall say 
most students who participated for 
just those few months entered the 
second &rade with the ability to ex· 
press themselves throuah wrltlna 
skills. 

The Writing. To-Read system utll· 
izes a phonemic spelling method 
which helps students realize that 
whatever they say can be written. 
The focus is on guiding students to 
convert speech into writing, a proc­
ess called talking with your fingers 
on paper." As students learn how to 
write what they say, they simultane­
ously learn how to read what they 
have written, and thus understand 
that the two processes are related. 

Hopkins maintains that one of the 
program's strengths is that students 
are encouraged to become independ­
ent learners. They are allowed to 
develop and progress at their own 
pace while the role of the teacher is 
simply to monitor and coach. "I feel 
this system used with first graders 
has contributed greatly to the ability 
of second grade students to write 
stories and express ideas freely and 
independently," she said. 

Another positive strength is that 
the Writing-To-Read program pro­
vides an outlet for a child's imagina­
tion, channeling his ideas and 
thoughts into a tangible creation he 
can proudly display and share with 
others. The following stories are 
unedited originals written by Martin 
Elementary second graders.

Supertrains fuel the future of American travel

Crisis in Chicago? Deals in Dal­
las? Networking in New York? In 
the not-too-distant funue, sleek, wide­
bodied craft will speed regional trav­
elers to and from these and many 
other destinations in an hoilr or less. 
A comfortable cruising altitude won't 
be on the itinerary, however. Instead, 
many passengers will hurtle along 
elevated guideways aboard magnetic 
levitation trains. 

Maglev trains, as these futuristic 
vehicles are known, literally float 
atop powerful electromagnetic cur­
rents. The same currents propel the 
trains forward- at speeds ranging 
upwards of an astonishing 300 mph. 

More astonishing, perhaps, is the 
fact that maglev trains exist today, in 
both Germany and Japan. In the 
United States, some experts are con­
vinced that maglev and other high­
speed "supertrams," such as the 
French TGV or the Japanese Bullet 
(which operate on regular railroad 
tracks with electric power), are vital 
to relieve airport overcrowding and 
to prevent gridlock on some of the 
nation's busiest highways. 

"By 2020, it will take 44 lanes to 
carry the traffic on I-95 from Miami 
to Fort Lauderdale [Fla.]," says Sen. 
Daniel Patrick Moynihan (D-N.Y.), 
chairman of the Senate Subcommit­
tee on Water Resources, Transporta­
tion and Infrastructure. "As for air 
travel," Moynihan, an outspoken 
proponent of maglev systems, adds, 
"there is simply a fmite amount of 
space above LaGuardia or Washing­
ton National or wherever and it is 
filled." 

Recently, President Bush signed 
legislation, drafted by Moynihan, that 
reauthorizes $151 billion for state 
transportation funds over the next six 
years. The bill earmarks some of that 
money for states to improve high­
ways and to put other transportation 
projects, including maglev systems, 

on a faster track to development in 
this country. 

Ultimately, speed and conven­
ience are chief factors in the attrac­
tiveness of maglev and other high­
speed trains. Operating speeds for 
maglev trains are somewhere near 
half the speed of sound (740 mph), 
savs William Withuhn, a curator of 
transportation at the Smithsonian's 
National Museum or A111crican His­
tory in Washington, D.C. Those 
speeds make it a good alternative for 
intercity regional travel-Detroit to 
ChicagoorWashingtontoNewYork, 
for example-currently served by the 

commutes. There are no motors or 
engines on maglev trains. They can 
traverse the countryside . pollution­
free. 

"The sensation or riding a maglev 
train is magnificent," suys Withuhn, 
who took a ride on Germany's proto-
type system, built hy the c<)nsortium 
Transrapid Intcnu11 ionnl. A loog with 
energy efficienl~y. he NllyN, maglev 
trains might have lower maintenance 
costs. "There are no wheels to wear 
out, no rails to wear out and no fric­
tion. The only moving parts on the 
train are the doors and in the aircon­
ditioning systems.·· From another

A fullsize 
maglev system, the first in the coun­
tl)', is scheduled ln npcn in Orlando, 
Fla., by 1995 to movl~ passengers 
between the Orlando airport and 
Disney World's Epcot Center. And 
the crowded Bahimnf'l' · Washington 
corridor in the Nnrthcw•l. he notes, 
has attracted promnlcrs who wanl to 
build a maglev line there. 

Withuhn, along with Ron Davies, 
air transport curator at the 
Smithsonian'sNationalAirandSpace 
Museum, is also organizing a na­
tional symposi urn. "I ntcJ(ratcd Trans­
portation Syslcms,"lo lx~ held in early 
1993. That sympnNiunl will address 
how maglev. hi~h-HIIC(l(f ruil systems 
and other alternatives mightea.lle the 
transportation cnmch in the United 
States. The sym pusi um will be spon­
sored by the American History Mu­
seum and the Air and Space Mu­
seum. As futuristic as magnetic levi­
tation trains sound, ideas for these 
trains actually predate the TGV and 
Bullet systems. One of the ftrst sci­
entists to put forth the idea was the 
"Father of American Rocketry," Dr. 
Robert Goddard, who wrote· about 
his idea for magnetic levitation trains 
in 1909. Another early pioneer was 
Frenchman Emile Bache let, who built 
and demonstrated a magnetic levita­
tion train model in 1914. A collec­
tion of photographs and other bio­
gr.lphical material on Bachelet and 
his work is housed at the American 
History Museum's Archives Center. 

Magnetic levitation trains operate 
on the forces of magnetic attraction 
and repulsion. All maglev trains are 
outfitted with on-board magnets. 
German Transrapid trains wrap 
around the guideway. When the 
guideway's electromagnetic field is 
turned on, the cars of the train are 
lifted upward by magnetic attraction. 
Japanese maglev trains simply float 
above the guideway. The on-board 
magnets push the train upward when

the guideway is powered. 
To move the trains, powerful 

electromagnetic currents ttavel down 
the guideway. Only portions of the 
track where the train is located at any 
given time are powered by these 
currents. 

Concerns have been raised about 
passenger exposure to electromag­
netic fields, Withuhn says. These 
fields are indeed high on the Japa­
nese trains. However, the trains may 
be outfitted with shields to protect 
passengers. Because of the configu­
ration of magnets on the German 
Transrapid, he says, exposure to 
electromagnetism "is no greater than 
that from a blender." 

Most experts agree that the future 
of travel in the United States will 
include a mix of conventional rail­
roads, high-speed rail systems, air­
planes and, of course, the automo­
bile. In addition to the prototype 
maglev trains currently being con­
sidered, construction of a high-speed 
TGV line is underway in Texas to 
link cities in the "Texas Triangle" of 

Houston, Dallas and San Antonio. 
In some cases, Withuhn and oth­

ers say, topography may determine 
the type of systems ultimately built in 
various parts of the country. Maglev 
trains, for example, can handle rela­
tively steep grades. In the Western 
states, maglev systems would elimi­
nate the need-and the expense-for 
twmels that TGV trains would re­
quire. On the other hand, TGV trains 
could operate smoothly on the flat 
expansesofthemidwesternandplains 
states. 

In an increasingly busy and 
crowded world, maglev and other 
transportation systems will provide 
important solutions for getting people 
place to place, safely and on time. 
Lest the romance of travel be forgot­
ten, however, the Smithsonian's 
Withuhn and others interested in the 
development of high-speed rail all 
cite the conventional railroad. There 
is, they say, no better way to sit back, 
relax and watch the beauty of Amer­
ica roll by.

THE LOTTERY COLUMN 
OUT-OF-STATE WINNERS 

ARE CONSIDERED EQUAL 

Q: Is it true that if a non-resident 
wins a state lottery jac!q>ot, he or she 
receives less money than if a resident 
wins the same jackpot? I live in this 
state for only about five months a 
year and then I live in my home state 
the rest of the time. I play the lotte1y 
regularly in both states, but a neigh­
bor tells me that if I win in my non­
resident state, I will receive less 
money. That's not fair.-D.N. 

A: It's also not true. Your friend is 
giving you confused and untrue in­
formation. It doesn't matter whether 
you live most of the time in another 

• state or not, U.S. citizens receive the 
totaljackpotamountin whatever state 
lottery they are lucky enough to win. 

What your friend may be con­
fused about is that even though the 
jackpot amount remains the same, 
smalleramountsareactuallyreceived 
by non-U.S. citizens when they win a 
state lottery because the IRS deducts 
more from their winnings than it does 
from U.S. citizens who win. 

It works like this. When a U.S. a 
citizen wins $5,000 or more in any 
state lottery, the IRS deducts 20 per­
cent for taxes before the winner re­
ceives the money. Usually, additional

taxes are owed to the IRS but these 
may be paid at the end of the year 
when income is reported and income 
tax forms are filed. But, if a non­
citizen wins, since he or she doesn't 
file a yearly U.S. income tax form 30 
percent, not 20 percent, is deducted 
before the winnings are paid. 

On Nov. 13, Moussa Djiba, a stu­
dent from Niger, West Africa, who 
had been in Arizona for only four 
months, won an Arizona Lottery 
jackpot worth $1 million. If a U.S. 
citizen had won, he or she would 
have received nearly $38,000 a year 
for 20 years after 20 percent federal 
tax and 4 percent state tax were de­
ducted. Djiba will receive 20 checks 
for $32,000 after 30 percent federal 
and 4 percent state taxes are with­
held. 

Q: What'~happeningin this coun­
try? We are going gambling crazy. 
We keep adding additional lottery 
games every year, and we keep hear­
ing about the probability of playing 
the lottery by telephone and televi­
sion, putting free-standing lottery 
ticket vending machines in malls and 
shopping centers, offering high-tech 
video lottery games and who knows 
what else will be dreamed up by the 
lottery. I think the lottery has gone 
too far.-S. 0. 

A: There is no question that states 
are being driven to look at alternative 
forms of gambling, including the 
expansion of lottery games of all 
kinds. These trends in the expansion 
of lottery games are not solely the 
idea of lottery officials, who after all 
are simply subject to the desires of 
their bosses, the state's elected offi­
cials. The increases in new lottery 
games are a direct result of the pres­
sures that each state is facing to bail 
itself out of its fiscal problems. It 
seems to be far easier for legislators 
today to look for additional revenues 
from the lottery than to cut programs 
or raise taxes 

Q: What is the most winning lotto 
tickets for one drawing that have been 
owned by the same person? My wife 
always buys three tickets with the 
same numbers for each drawing. I tell 
her that her chances of winning are 
better if she plays three sets of num­
bers. She doesn't listen to me. She 
says that her "lucky" numbers­
which haven't been very lucky so 
far-are going to win one of these 
days and having three winning tick­
ets will make it easier to share the 
jackpot with our two children.-W.L. 

Each ticket won him $10,000. Idol 
gave no reason for playing the same 
numbers five times for the same game, 
he was just happy to collect his 
$50,000. 

Q: I understand that when you win 
a large lottery jackpot that has to be 
paid to you over a number of years 
you receive your first year's check 
within a few days after turning in 
your winning tickettothelottery. But 
when do you receive your second and 
subsequent checks? Is your second 
check received one year after the 
drawing of the winning numbers or a 
year from the date that you received 
your first check? It makes a differ­
ence because sometimes there is a 
significant delay between the date of 
the drawing and the date that the 
winning ticket is turned in. Also, 
sometimes several different people 
win the same jackpot and share the 
winnings. Even though they turn in 
their winning tickets at different 
times, are they all paid on the same 
date the next year? -C. W. 

GRANDP ARENTING 

A: Thousands of players do what 
your wife does, playing the same 
numbers on more than one ticket each 
drawing. So far, however, no one has 
won with more than two tickets. In 
the several cases where a lotto jack­
pot has been won by someone with 
two tickets, having the two tickets 
has been an accident, and wasn't 
intended. 

A: Winners are paid second year 
and subsequent years' payments dif­
ferently in different lottery states. 
The most frequent method of pay­
ment used by lotteries is to set up four 
days in the year, each three payments 
apart, when winners can collect their 
annual payments. Winners receive 
their payments on the date closest 
following the date on which they 
won their prizes. Winners may col­
lect their annual winnings in person 
or have checks mailed to them or 
directly to their banks. (Send your

SOPIDE MASLOFF IS 
PITI'SBURGH'S 

'GRANDMA MAYOR' 

Sophie Masloff, mayor of Pitts­
burgh, is nota young computer-wield­
ing, charismatic yuppie with an MBA 
degree tucked under her belt, but a 
74-year-old streetwise grandmother. 

"I beat the devil out of five young 
males in the last election," she told us 
proudly last week. Mrs. Masloff, or 
just plain "Sophie," as she prefers to 
be called by one-and-all, including 
strangers on her city's streets, was 
born to Romanian immigrants and 
never went to college. She started as 
a volunteer Democratic Party worker 
in the late 1930s andclimbed her way 
up the ladder. After 12 years on the 
City Council, she became president, 
and in 1988 was automatically ap­
pointed interim mayor for one year 
on the death of the in cum bent A year 
later she was elected in a landslide. 

"There's no doubt," she stated in a 
private interview, "women can do as 
good a job in running a big city_ as 
men. But it's a constant, challengmg 
fight to prove yourself. I plan to run 
for re-election next year, though a lot 
of young men are waiting for me to 
die." She said that Texas, for some 
strange reason, seems to have the 
most women mayors of any state. 

She has made a lot of "tough deci­
sions," she said, in order to balance 
her budget She laid off 120 city 
workers last year, cut the fire 
department's budget, and is phasing 
out support for the zoo, aviary and 
arboretum. 

Sophie, who always did the f~m­
ily cooking, laundry and cleanmg, 
interrupted her election campaign 
every evening to go home and cook 
her husband's dinner. Mr. Masloff,a 
security guard, died last June. 

She admits that being the full­
time mayor of a city like Pittsburgh 
(population, 370,000, spread over 55 
square miles) is very "demanding." 
Her only regret is that she has "ve~ 
little time" for her two grandchil­
dren, Jennifer, 15, and Michael, 12. 
However, she adds, "they understand . ..

A VISION OF THE FUTURE 
••• A clear plastic ring may someday 
revolutionize the eye care industry. 
Called the KeraVision Intrastromal 
Corneal Ring, the ring is implanted 
surgicallyaroundthecomea,theclear 
part of the eye, to help create perfect 
vision. 

The advantage it has over radial 
keratotomy, wherethesurgeonmakes 
a series of cuts in the cornea to flatten 
it, is that it can be adjusted on the eye. 
Doctors can use the ring to squeeze or 
stretch the cornea to correct near­
sightedness and, eventually, farsight­
edness. The manufacturer says it can't 
scar and blur your field of vision as 
surgery can, and that it's better than 
glasses or contacts, which can't per­
manently cure vision problems. 

So far it has been tested only in 
animals, but the frrst human trials 
have begun at St. Louis University in 
Missouri. It will be some time before 
this device is available, but it sounds 
promising. I'll keep you posted.

YOUR HEALTH ••• Yo1: can'tlose 
weight without exercising, says this 
new study from Stanford University. 
In addition, trying to lose weight just 
by cutting calories can actually be 
dangerous. 

Women who ate 300 fewer calo­
ries every day than the baseline 
amount recommended for good health 
gained more weight than avid tennis 
players who ate 600 calories more. 
The study team also found that a~d­
ing exercise to a moderate diet 
doubled the amount of body fat men 
had lost when they were only dieting. 
Losses were slightly less for women. 

Many overweight people on diets 
eat too few calories to get all the 
vitamins, minerals and fiber they need 
to stay healthy, says team leader Peter 

Miami thought this feature could be 
turned to advantage in women with 
stress incontinence, who involuntar­
ilypass urine when they laugh, sneeze, 
bend over or do anything that in­
creases abdominal pressure.

Until it's widely 
available, I'd ask your doctor about 
getting fiucd with a tliaphragm to 
wear during times of particular need, 
such as on social occasions or trips to 
the beach. You might even imitate 
the doughnut by cutting out the 
diaphragm's center.

publishes environmental booklet HEALTH 

Most residents of the Central 
Appalachian Mountains are reluctant 
to look you in the eye and say, "We 
need to harm this beautiful place and 
our health to have jobs." But in a 
region with few employers, discus­
sions about environmental protection 
reach that point again, and again, and 
again. 

In Kentucky, recent requests to 
strip-mine on the edge of the Robin­
son Forest, a proposal by Union 
Underwear to discharge salty wastes 
into Lake Cumberland, and lawsuits 
over emissions from the Ashland Oil 
Inc. refinery at Catlettsburg have all 
sparked fears that jobs would be lost. 

Similar fears have characterized 
disputes involving West Virginia's 
Chemical Valley,a Louisiana-Pacific 
Corp. waferboard plant in Southwest 
Virginia, and a Champion Interna­
tional Corp. paperplant near the North 
Carolina-Tennessee border.

Q. I have had two attacks of kid­
ney stones in the last three years. 
Would you please give readers or 
your column some basic informa­
tion about this problem? 

A. It is estimated that at least more 
than a million people in the United 
States are admitted yearly to the 
hospital for kidney stones. There are 
few conditions that are more painful 
than the formation and the passing of 
stones through the kidney into the 
ureter and then to the bladder. Even 
though many remarkable advances 
have been made in the past 50 years, 
kidney stones still continue to plague 
many people. 

Stones may be tiny and still cause 
acute pain as they pass through the 
urinary tract. These stones are made 
up of a variety of calcium, salt and 
mineral crystals. In some instances, 
uric acid crystals form in people who 
have gout. The composition of the 
stone is not nearly as significant as its 
size. 

TELL ME WHY 

Doctors for years have investi­
gated the diets, metabolic distur­
bances, and the amount of water 
consumed, the age grouping and the 
occupation and even geographic dis­
tribution and climate. Each may play 
a part. but there is no single answer 
for the cause of kidney stones. 

WHY DO TREES 
HAVE LEAVES? 

Plants have "factories" to manu­
facture their food, and these factories 
are the leaves. 

Leaves of fruit ttees manufacture 
the food that helps to make fruit Both 
peaches and maple sugar, for ex­
arnple,are sweet. So peach and maple 
leaves must be able to make sugar. 
They do this by taking materials from 
the air and the ground. 

One of these materials is caxbon 
dioxide, a gas that is taken from the 
air. The other material is water. which 
comes from the soil. From the water 
and carbon dioxide the leaves manu­
facture sugar. This process of mak­
ing food is called "photosynthesis." 

The food "factory" needs ma­
chines, and the machines of the leaf 
are many little green bodies called 
"chloroplasts." They are green be­
cause they have in them a green matter 
called "chlorophyll." The power that 
runs the machines is sunshine. 

The roots of the plant take water 
from the soil. The water goes through 

the roots, through the stems and 
branches, and then into the veins of 
the leaves. The veins carry water to 
the cells. This is where the chloro­
plasts are. 

Veins also carry the food that the 
leaves have made and not used to 
such storage places as roots, fruits 
and seeds. 

Leaves must also get rid of waste 
materials. Theairthatgoes into a leaf 
has carbon dioxide in it. The leaves 
use the carbon dioxide to make sugar. 
The rest of the air, with additional 
oxygen, is given off through open­
ings between cells on the underside 
of the leaf.

The rich lode of minerals lying 
beneath Kentucky's countryside has 
played an importantro1e in the state's 
economic and social development. 

Nitrate deposits (saltpeter) mined 
from caves were combined with na­
tive sulfur and charcoal to produce 
gunpowder used in both the War of 
1812 and the Civil War. 

Coal production was first recorded 
in the state in the 1820's, and rose to 
127,507,320 tons in 1973. This min­
eral has influenced Kentucky's eco­
nomics, politics, and physical topog­
raphy, and has shaped the lives of 
hundreds of thousands ofKentuckians 
involved in the mining industry.

to the "watering places" to escape 
cholera and yellow fever epidemics 
and to enjoy a festive social life. The 
mineral- and sulfur-loaded water 
could be used as a beverage or for 

baths and was said to be therapeutic, 
serving as a cureall for many ail­
ments, including gout. asthma, liver 
disease, rheumatism, and general 
debility. 

It is said that there is some heredi­
tary component in the formation of 
stones. Black people tend to have· 
fewer stones than white people. 
Females are not as often afflicted 
with this problem as are men. 

The diagnosis of kidney stones is 
readily made by a study of the urinary 
tract with x-rays and special dyes. 
Surgery is rarely necessary. When 
the stones are relatively large, a new 
technique is used to bombard the 
stone with ultrasonic vibrations. 
These break up the stone into tiny 
particles which are then more easily 
passed in the urine. 

With the techniques and drugs now 
available, the frequency and severity 
of attacks have been markedly re­
duced.

WHAT'S WRONG 
WITH THE SYSTEM? 

Why does Floyd County bas­
ketball continue to be the "door­
mat" to the rest of the 15th Re­
gion? Why do we have to always 
be the ones that get walked over? 

In the last 10 years, the 58th 
District has won only one re­
gional championship,' 
Prestonsburg in 1989. We put 
two teams in the semifinals in 
1990-McDowell and Allen 
Central. Last year, McDowell 
lost by one point in the opening 
roundtoShelbyValleyandBetsy 
Layne advanced to the semifi­
nals with a win over Millard. 

There was a time when the 
58th was the dominating district 
in the 15th Region. In the 1970's, 
it was Wheelwright, McDowell 
and Betsy Layne that were the 
teams to beat. Now, a first round 
game is about all we get to play. 

This year, it was an all Pike 
County final four. 

Several things have been 
brought up as to why we are 
lagging behind the rest of the 
field. Here's what I've heard. 

• The lack of talented players 
such as a J .J. Hylton or a Shawn 
Hager that plays hard and makes 
things happen. 

• No dedication or desire on 
the part of Floyd County players 
to make it to the big show. 

• The lack of good coaching 
such as the Pike County schools 
have. 

• No support for basketball 
program in the county by board 
of education. 

Let's look at each of these 
reasons separately. 

I feel that Floyd County has 
just as much talent as any of the 
other surrounding counties. We 
have very good basketball play­
ers in our high school programs. 
I like what I see for the next two 
years here in our district Some 
very good, talented young play­
ers will be showcased more next 
year. Of course, some did not 
play varsity ball like a senior or 
junior would. Their time will 
come next year. No, it's not be­
cause we don't have lalent.ed 
players. We cenainly dol 

Reason number two: Maybe 
some of the players are not as 
dedicated as they should be to 
their team and the task of reach­
ing the Sweet Sixteen. I really 
don't think that holds true for all 
players. I realize that we had a 
few defections this year and there 
seem to be some that are not 
loyal toone school anymore. But, 
by far, there is a desire on the 
part of every young player to 
make it to either Freedom Hall 
or Rupp Arena. 

Reason number three: I have 
to laugh here. We have coaches 
in our county the other counties 
would love to have. Our coaches 
are the top of the lot. I know that 
Pike County has some very fine 
basketball coaches and some 
have been around for some time, 
such as Shelby Valley's Bobby 
Osborne. He is a great coach. So 
is Junior Newsome at Betsy 
Layne. Who would have ever 
thought that Newsome's young 
ball club would be district cham­
pions. A lot of people expect that 
Betsy Layne can win because of 
one person-Junior Newsome. 

What school around, and I 
heartherumors, wouldn't like to 
have Johnny Ray Turner as their 
coach. Coach Turner seems to 
get more out a player than any 
coach around He can take a 
borderline went and make a very 
good player out of him.

It was a fust. The boys' 15th 

Regional basketball championship 
game was televised live Qn WYMT 
of Hazard from the J .E. Allen Arena 
on the campus of Allen Central High 
School. 

However, when the cameras be­
gan to roll so did All-Regional stand­
out JJ. Hylton. Hylton tossed in 28 
points to lead the Belfry Pirates to a 
78-63 winoveragoodShelbyValley 
ball club. 

Hylton had to go to the bench 
early in the ftrst quarter when he 
picked up two quick fouls. Chris 
Phillips came on to replace the high 
scoring guard for coach Raymond 
Justice. Hylton returned in the sec­
ond period and made his presence 
known with four quick points. Hylton 
was voted the tournament's Most 
Valuable Player. 

Belfry will be making their third 
consecutive trip to Kentucky's Sweet 
Sixteen and will face Mayfield on 
Thursday at 1 p.m. at Freedom Hall 
in Louisville.

He filled a critical 
need at the point guard position and 
accomplished his goal by blowing 
away Nehi's single season record by 
45 for a total of 250 assists. He now 
ranks fourth in the nation. That's 
·quite an accomplishment!" 

By February, Alice Lloyd had put 
together a very respectable 19-10 
record, launching them into post 
season play. Piedmont visited Pippa 
Passes to lose to the Eagles. The 
Eagles then faced the nations number 
one seeded team in King Co11ege. 
The Eagles shot 70 percent form the 
field only to see the Tornadoes right 
themselves and come back to record 
a win over the Eagles. 

"We didn't have the experienced 
man on the floor who steps forward 
in critical situations and says 'the 
buck stops here, it's time to get a 
bucket and hold defensively."' 

Next year Webb (Sr), Russell 
Clark (Jr),, Rick Conley (Soph) and 
Mitch Harris (Soph) will all be back 
with more experience and will be a 
force to reckon with. Rumors are 
circulating that Brent Barton will 
transfer from Pikeville and don an 
Eagles' unifonn next year. 

Coach Jim Stepp went on to ex­
plain, "We have had a successful 
season in two ways. First, I feel we've 
accomplished our primary goal and 
that is to help every player to develop 
successful habits in life. 

"Sure, we are going to win every 
game we can, but by doing that our 
players learn life skills like team work, 
honesty, leadership and hard work. 
This is our ultimate goal. Second, I 
am pleased with the win-loss record. 
I hate to lose any game, but it's satis­
fying to see a team work hard to­
gether and overcome their inexperi­
ence the way these guys did. In my 
book they are all winners."

Kentucky counties will be offered 
during the 1992-92 deer season ac­
cording to season framework adopted 
by the Fish and Wildlife Commission 
at its quarterly meeting March 2. 

Last season's higher than expected 
doe harvest in Boyd, Carter, Elliott, 
Greenup, Lawrence and Marshall 
counties prompted the creation of a 
zone designed to take fewer does and 
foster slow deer herd growth. 

In these counties new zone re~u-

lations will allow hunters to take -ei­
ther sex deer during archery and 
muzzleloaderseasonsandbucksonly 
during November's 10-day gun sea­
son. 

The change also means some zone 
numbers used last season will repre­
sent different zone regulations dur­
ing the 1992-93 deer hunting season.
