time." 

"There was no way we could take 
any action," Kinner said following 
the meeting, noting that the 
Prestonsburg council lacked a quo­
rum and a joint airport board charged 
with operating the facility had no 
representation from Prestonsburg. 
Kinner said the six-member airport 
board could take no action without a

made official just before deadline .

Official charges were served 
against Floyd County School Super­
intendent Ron Hager at the eleventh­
hour Thursday when Hager made a 
rare appearance at the central office. 

Floyd County Sheriff's deputies 
have made repeated attempts to lo­
cate Hager at work and at home since 
the March 12 state school board 
meeting when Education Commis­
sion Thomas Boysen charged Hager 
with willful neglect of duty and mis-

Hager has been noticeably absent 

from his office at the administration 
building and numerous attempts by 
the Times to contact Hager for his 
response to those charges since March 
12 have been unsuccessful. 

Hager had to be officially served 
with the charges 10 working days 
prior to a scheduled April 10 sum­
mary hearing before the state board 
of education. The time limit would 
have expired Friday (today) at 9 a.m. 

On Thursday, Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education (KDE) officials 
were working on alternate measures 
to ensure that Hager. would be served 
with the charges. 

"Other efforts are being made to 
serve Hager," said KDE spokesman 
Jim Parks Thursday. "Ifheisn'tserved 
before 9 a.m. tomorrow, the suspen­
sion hearing will have to be resched­
uled." 

Parks declined to say what other 
efforts were made to serve Hager. 

Repeated efforts by the Floyd 
County Sheriff's Department to serve 
Hager prior to Thursday afternoon 
were unsuccessfui,SheriffPaul Hunt 
Thompson said Tuesday. 

At the AprillO hearing, Boysen's 
attorney, Stephen D. Wolnitzek, and 
an investigator from the state's Of­
fice ofEducation Accountability will 
detail the charges against Hager be­
fore the state board of education. 

Hager or his attorney will have the 
opportunity to rebut any of the charges 
before a decision is made at that 
hearing whether or not to suspend 
Hager from his duties as superinten­
dent. 

If Hager is suspended, a removal 
hearing must be set no less than 20 
days and no more than 30 days from 
the service of final charges against 
Hager. Hager would have 10 days 
from that service to inform the state

Shoplifting story takes trip 
through national media

A shoplifting spree by a bride-to­
be through Prestonsburg hascaptmed 
the attention of national media, in­
cluding the Phil Donahue Show, the 
FOX Network, and The Globe. 

The Floyd County Times, the 
Prestonsburg Police Department and 
the Floyd County Chamber of Com­
merce have been besieged with calls 
from writers with these program sand 
newspapers since the story came 
across the wires of the Associated 
Press. The article made its debut in 
the Floyd County Times on March 
18. The Associated Press ran its ver­
sion of the story which was picked up 
by the New York Times and the 
Chicago Tribune. 

The Floyd County Times' article 
focused on Jeannie Jacobs, whose 
wedding was scheduled for 3 p.m. 
March 14 at a church in Topmost. 

Jacobs came to Prestonsburg a few 
hours before the wedding to alleg­
edly shoplift items needed for her 
wedding. Seven friends accompanied 
her, including her groom-to-be. 
Jacobs, her sister Betty J. Thomas, 
and a relative, Bobby Roberts, driver 

of the vehicle where police discov­
ered the stolen goods. were arrested 
around noon Saturday. 

The bride was arrested; the wed­
ding was delayed. After the father of 
the bride posted bail, Jeannie Jacobs 
married her groom, Danny Wayne 
Fouts around 10 p.m. at the Topmost 
Baptist Church. 

Jacob's story has caused quite a 
stir on the talk show circuit. Lynn 
Carlson with the NBC Donahue Show 
saw the AP story in the New York 

Times and placed calls to the Floyd 
County Times and the young bride, 
expressing an interest in airing the 
story. 

Ann Reynolds, with the FOX 
Network's "A Current Affair," also 
contacted Mrs. Fouts, the Times and 
the police department. "A Current 
Affair" hopes to come to Prestonsburg 
to film the story, Reynolds said. 

The publication of the pre-wed­
ding shoplifting spree is also under 
consideration by The Globe. If the 
story is published, writer Roger Waas 
hopes to use the ·picture which was 
first published in the Floyd County 
Times. 

In Chicago, Illinois, freelance 
writer Denny Johnson, read the AP 
story in the Chicago Tribune and was 
hooked. Johnson is currently investi­
gating the story and plans to sell the 
idea to those interested in publishing 
or broadcasting "cute stories" like 
Jeannie Jacobs'.

Water 
project 
flowing 
along 

Beaver-Elkhorn Water District has 
recently completed its community 
meetings that were held at the local 
schools serving the Left and Right 
Beaver areas of Floyd County. 

As explained to all persons in at 
tendance at these meetings, Beaver­
Elkhorn Water District has devel­
oped a major project to expand its 
water treatment plant from the pres­
ent 1.0 MGD to 1.5 + MGD and 
extend its water distribution system 
approximately 76 miles to serve an 
estimated 1,500 additional house­
holds. 

The project is being designed to 
serve the areas of Spurlock Creek, 
Wilson Creek, Goose Creek, Prater 
Fork, Turner Branch, Route 7 Area, 
Salyer Branch, Turkey Creek, Hayes 
Branch, Northern Area (Duff Ele­
mentary), Weeksbury, Doty Creek, 
Halls Branch, Frasure Creek, Royal 
Hollow, Riley Branch, Hen· Pen 
Branch, Muddy Gut Branch, Betsy 
Clark Branch,Fisher Hollow, Hunter 
Branch, Route 7 above Wayland, 
Henry Branch, Doc Allen Branch, 
Melvin (Abner Fork), Clear Creek, 
Hi Hat. Jacks Creek, Bevinsville, 
Bypro and Caleb Fork. 

Beaver Elkhorn Water District 
received a $2,000,000 grant and a 
$.4,194,216loan from the Kentucky 
Infrastructure Authority. The loan is 
required to be paid back over a 30 
year period at an interest rate of three 
percent. The Floyd County Board of 
Education has agreed to contribute 
SSOO,OOO for providing water service 
to the new Left Beaver High School, 
Osborne Elementary, Melvin Ele­
mentary and to improve the water 
situation at Duff Elementary. The 
water district is anticipating to gener­
ate $4 73,87 5 from tap fees to be paid 
by new customers. The tap fee for 
new customers is $425. This amount 
enables the water district to tap the

The ADD report also offered pro­
jected costs for extending sewage 
treatment to the site, detailing five al­
ternatives which ranged in cost from 
a low of $67,500 to a high of $1.35 
million. Water, natural gas and elec­
trical services are already available 
on site. 

The report concluded with recom­
mendations that Paintsville and 
Prestonsburg council direct a joint 
development authority, established 
by both cities in 1987, to "engage in 
a best-use determination for the site" 
and to submit conclusions to both 
councils by July 1. The report also 
recommended that "adjoining prop­
ertyowncrs,communityresidentsand 
current patrons of the airport have the 
opportunity to participate in the best­
use determination process ... " 

The ADD report was attacked by 
Belhasen, who accused the agency of 
being one-sided because the ADD 
was involved in the development of 
the Big Sandy Regional Airport. 
Belha..en said the ADD was in con­
flict b<x:ausc the agency board has 
passed a resolution encouraging use 
and development of the Big Sandy 
Regional AirJX>rt. Belhasen contin­
ued his cross-examination of Reck­
tenwald until he was interrupted by 
Prestonsburg councilman William 
Callihan, who noted that "all this 
bickering is not helping either side. 
What we need to know first is who 
owns the property." 

Callihan's comments were in ref­
erence to information provided by 
Paintsville Mayor John Preston, who 
opened the meeting Tuesday by re­
sponding to questions raised earlier 
about original condemnation of the 
airport site. Preston said court actions 
in both local and federal courts had 
gone in favor of the airport, but he 

LeMaster disputed that waiver, 
noting he had met"face-to-face" with 
state Transportation Secretary Don 
Kelly and that Kelly had said the debt 
"will not be waived." 

Bodner said Wednesday that the 
letter "holds true," that Transporta­
tion Secretary Kelly "read it and gave 
me permission to mail it." He said the 
waiver would be granted as long as 
the site is used for "industrial devel­
opment." 

Apparently miffed that the 
Prostonsburgcontingcnthadnotcome 
to Tuesday's meeting prepared to act 
on the airport issues, Paintsville 
councilman Mitch Kinner asked 
Mayor Ann Latta when she expected 
to name appointees to the joint air­
port board. 

When Latta responded that she was 
having a difficult time finding "open­
mined" individuals willing to serve, 
Kinner asked if Prestonsburg would 
be willing "to withdraw from partici­
pation" in the aif}X>rt operation. 

"I doubt serious! y tha.t Prestonsburg 
would be willing to give up its inter­
est," Latta said. 

"That's the point." Kinner added, 
"there doesn't seem to be a lot of 
interest now." 

Tuesday's meeting offered a vari­
ety ofrecommendations and sugges­
tions from the audience, including 
comments from American Standard 
plant manager Ron Belhasen concer­
ing the development of industrial sites 
on property owned by American 
Standard. Belhasen said the 
Paintsville plant was situated on 138 
acres and ,"if we get our heads to­
gether we could probably come up 
with a plan for development." He 
added that any decision for using 
property owned by American Stan­
dard would have to ~ made at the 
corporate level. 

board of education if he intends to 
appear and answer any charges. 

Hager, who has been consistently 
absent from his office since March

Thompson declined to say how 
many days Hager had been out of the 
office, saying ''I'm not keeping a tab 
on him." Thompson had "no com­
ment" when asked if Hager's ab­
sences had caused any problems in 
the running of the school system, but 
said "things are going just fine with 
his (Hager's) directi6ns." 

Thompson would not say how 
those directions were relayed to him. 

Boysen'schargesclaim that Hager 
filed fraudulent annual financial re­
ports for the school district in 1989 
and 1990. Charges claim Hager know­
ingly failed to include a $345,000 
debt to the federal government stem­
ming from the 1984 flood. If the debt 
would have been included in the 
annual report, the district would have 
ended those years in a financial defi­
cit. 

Other charges were: 
• Hager allegedly circumvented 

state bidding laws by awarding five 
contracts for security services from 
October 1988 until December 1990 
without putting those services out for 
bids. The contracts totaled $9,455.60 
per month. The companies did not 
have surety bonds that were called 
for in the contracts. 

• Hager allegedly failed to place 
monies in two major construction 
accounts into interest bearing ac­
counts for three years at the First 
Guaranty National Bank. The esti­
mated loss of revenue to the school 
district was placed at $70,000 to 
$80,000 per year. 

• Hager allegedly allowed the 
continuous operation of at least one 

illegal bingo game at Prestonsburg 
High School for four years. Tl:c 
charges also say Hager failed to re­
quire an internal accounting of all 
funds derived from the bingo game. 

• Hager allegedly failed to timely 
address and correct the filing of a 
false year-end financial report by 
Martin Elementary principal William 
Hughes. Hughes reported the finan­
cial condition of the school as solvent 
when the district reportedly had a 
deficit of over $18,000. 

Hager has not publicly responded 
to those charges.

Babbage announces 
registration deadlines 

Floyd County citizens who want 
to vote in the primary election on 
May 26 have until April 28 to regis­
ter, according to Bob Babbage, Sec­
retary of State and chairman of the 
State Board of Elections. 

Citizens can register to vote or 
check their voter registration records 
at their county clerk's office. There 
they can obtain and fill out a voter 
registration card. The clerk can also 
identify their voter precinct and tell 
them where to vote, Babbage ex­
plained. 

Babbage said he is working with 
the current session of the General 
Assembly. for changes in the voter 
registration laws which will make 
voter registration more convenienL 

"You should be able to register to 
vote with the same ease as mailing a 
letter," Babbage said. 

Babbage also noted that there are 
several myths surrounding voter 
registration. 

"Many people say they are not 
registered to vote because they fear 
they will be chosen for jury duty. 
State law directs that jurors be cho­
sen from driver's license records as 
well as voter registration rolls, Bab­
bageexplained. If you have a driver's 
license you are eligible for jury duty. 

Another state law requires that 
county clerks furnish voter registra­
tion forms to all high schools. High 
school principals or their assistants 
are to designate a person in each 
school who will be responsible for 
informing students and school per­
sonnel of the availability of the regis­
tration forms and assist them in prop­
erly registering, Babbage explained. 

Babbage noted that nearly 800,000 
Kentuckians are eligible but not reg­
istered to vote. 

"Citizens often say they feel far 
removed from the democratic proc­
esses," Babbage said. ''The unregis­
tered are certainly far removed from 
having a say in the government serv­
ices they pay for and receive," he 
said. 

"One of the major thrusts of gov­
ernment should be to open the door to 
all our citizens and remind them of 
their privilege to be a part of their 
government," Babbage added. 

"People also say theirvotedoesn 't 
count. That is just not so. During the 
last primary election, for example, 
the Democratic candidate for Attor­
ney General was chosen by a major­
ity equal to one-half a vote per pre­
cinct," Babbage added.

) ity is continuing its efforts to provide 

facelifts for authority projects by 
applying for a $1.1 million moderni­
zation grant for Dixie Apartments. 

The authority met in special ses­
sion Wednesday to authorize a reso­
lution for the grant, which will pro­
vide for four handicapped housing 
units and one unit for a sight or hear­
ing impaired tenant. 

Housing director Julia May ex­
plained to members that over 
$281,000 will go toward stabilizing 
an eroded riverbank adjacent to the 
project. The erosion was caused by 
past flooding. 

May also explained that if monies 
were left over from any of the line 
item expenditures, that money could 
be shifted to other areas of the proj­
ect. 

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta 
told the authority that the housing 
complex needed to be renovated 
because "it probably doesn't con­
form to building codes now."

me ter setting. All material from the 
main line to the meter setting, includ­
ing the meter, is the property of and 
will be maintained by Beaver-Elk­
hom Water District. The homeowner 
is responsible for installing and main­
taining the service line that runs from 
the meter setting to the house. 

This project will require approxi-
~ mately 1,100 households to pay the 

required tap fee and take the water 
service once it is available to the 
resident in order to make the total 
project feasible. If 1,100 households 
do not sign up for water service, it 
could jeopardize the entire project. 
Kentucky Infrastructure Authority is 
requiring the water district to show 
that all local money is in place before 
any release of grant or loan money 
will occur.

It has been projected that 70 per­
cent of all the residents that live in 
each of these sections need to sign up 
for service. 1f the 70 percent is no t 
met in any of these areas, it could 
mean re-locating the line to serve 
another area that has the required 
number of sign ups. If this should 
occur to an area where residents have 
signed up and paid the required l?P 
fee, the tap fee will be refunded wtth

In addition to paying the required 

tap fee, the state's Division of Plumb­
ing requires all new customers to 

purchase a water service permit be­
fore installation of their service line 
occurs. The plumbing inspector will 
inspect to assure that the correct size 
of line is used, depth of line is suffi­
cient and will inspect for possible 
cross-connections that might occur 
between the utility ' s water supply 
and the resident's well system.

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BREAST LUMPS 
Finding a breast lump can be fright­

ening if you are not aware that your 
breast is constantly changing. Al­
though most of these changes are 
harmless, the possibility of cancer 
remains. Even though over 150,000 
women in the U.S. are diagnosed as 
having breast cancer, most breast 
lumps are not cancerous. Through 
early detection, by practicing self 
examinations, having periodic doc­
tor evaluations and breast x-rays 
(mammography), statistics show that 
most breast cancer can be cured. 

At least 90% of breast lumps are 
discovered through self -examination. 
It is true that the breast is constantly 
changing due to weight fluctuations 
and the aging process. But, you can 
detect any unusual thickening or 
lumps by knowing your body. Al­
though most lumps are found through 
self-examination, mammography can 
detect a lump before it is big enough 
to feel. 

CHANGES: Changes brought 
about by the aging process are appar­
ent from puberty with the onset of 
menstruation. Breasts swell with fluid 
the week prior to menstruation. There­
fore the best time to examine your 
breast is the week following the 
menstrual period. 

Pregnancy also causes apparent 
changes. Tenderness and enlarged 
mammary glands and ducts may last 
throughout the pregnancy. Changes 
wiU occur in size and shape even 
until breast-feeding stops. 

Menopause will bring with it the 
decrease of mammary glands and 
ducts. Tissue will begin to thin as the 
breast becomes less firm and begins 
to sag. Weight changes will increase 
and decrease the amount of fatty tis­
sue in the breasts. 

NONCANCEROUS LUMPS. 
There are common noncancerous 
(benign) breast problems that may 
appear as lumps. Fibrocystic "dis­
ease" is responsible for 80% of all 
breast operations. Pockets of fluid 
develop as the amount of fibrous tis­
sue increases. In Fibrocystic disease 
and simple cysts, tenderness and lump 
size increase during menstruation and 
decrease the week after. They usu­
allydisappearcompletelyaftermeno­
pause. 

Fibroadenoma is a single solid 
tumor which accounts for nearly all 
breast tumors in women under the 

age of 25. Fibroadenoma is com­
posed of fibrous and glandular tissue. 

Papillomas are small wart-like 
growths near the breast nipple which 
can produce a clear or bloody dis­
charge. 

Mastitis is an infectionofthe breast 
which occurs when bacteria enter the 
mammary ducts through the nipple. 
This usually occurs during breast­
feeding. 

Injury to the breast may result in 
blood accumulation (hematoma). 
Such trauma causes destruction of 
fatty tissue. There is no evidence that 
injury causes cancer.

Q: I have been smoking for over 
20 years. I have tried to quit "cold 
turkey", but I never last for more than 
a few days. Is there anything else I 
can try? 

A: Most people are able to quit 
"cold turkey" after several tries. Since 
that hasn't worked, try setting a "quit 
date" for the near future. After you 
choose the day, start cutting down on 
the number of cigarettes you smoke 
each day up to the day you will quit. 
This will help your body get used to 
not getting nicotine from cigarettes. 
Nicotine is an addictive drug found 
in tobacco that makes you want ciga­
rettes. On the day that you quit, get 
rid of all your cigarettes and wet them 
down so that you won't be tempted to 
get them out of the trash. Start saving 
the money you spend on cigarettes 
each day to buy something for your­
self. Stay busy on the day you quit. 
Spend time in places where smoking 
isn't allowed. Keep things like gum, 
hard candy, and toothpicks with you 
to use in place of cigarettes. If you get 
the urge to smoke, do something else, 
drink water. take deep breaths, or talk 
to someone who wants to help you

Lumpectomy allows a woman to keep 
her breast Studies show women who 
have lumpectomy followed by six 
weeks of radiation live as long as 
women who have their entire breast 
removed by mastectomy. 

Not all women with breast cancer 
can have a lumpectomy. The type of 
surgery a woman has depends on the 
size of the lump, where it is, plus 
other reasons. A woman who has 
breast cancer needs to talk to her 
doctorabou~ what treatment might be 
best for her. Kentucky law says she 
must be given a copy of "Choice: 
Treatment for Breast Cancer" by her 
doctor before treatment begins. If 
you would like more information 
about lumpectomy or other breast 
cancer treatments, please call 1-800-
4-CANCER.

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CANCEROUS LUMPS. Cancer­
ous (Malignant) lumps develop most 
often from mammary ducts or glands. 
They are usually single, hard, and 
painless. In time, they will grow in an 
uncontrolJed manner and spread 
beyond the breast. Cancerous lumps 
are commonly found in Lhe upper and 
outer portion of the breast. There are 
three classifications of cancerous 
lumps: 

•Early breast cancer, a small tu­
mor less than an inch in size located 
in the breast only. 

•Advanced breast cancer, a larger 
tumor that has spread from the breast 
to the lymph nodes. 

•Disseminated breast cancer, the 
cancer cells have spread not on! y to 
lymph nodes but to other areas of the 
body. (The cure rate is low.) 

CANCEROUS OR NOT? A bi­
opsy is used to confirm whether .a 
breast lump is cancerous. The phys•­
cian surgically removes the lump for 
examination. If malignancy is found, 
the physician will discuss several 
treatment options, depending on the 
staging classification. Yearly mam­
mography is recommended to detect 
recurrences before they are large 
enough to be felt. Regular checkups 
are necessary. 

If you notice any change see your 
doctor as soon as possible. Breast 
changes do not have to be frightening 
if your awareness leads to early can­
cer detection.

THE LOTTERY COLUMN 

Winning $1 million does•t make you rich • 
Q: Do lottery jackpot winners 

really keep their jobs and keep work­
ing? It seems that nearly everyone in 
the past few months who has won has 
also declared that they were going to 
keep their jobs. I'm more than a little 
skeptical. Do they actually keep 
working? I'd retire immediately if I 
won.-S.F. 

A: In spite of what they say in the 
first few exciting days of finding out 
they have won the lottery, people 
who win less than $2 million usually 
keep their jobs. People who win over 
$2 million usually quit work within a 
few weeks of collecting their first 
winning check. · 

Keep in mind that winning $1 
million really doesn't make you a 
millionaire and make you able to do 
whatever you want to do; it amounts 
to about $35,000 a year for 20 years 
after taxes have been taken aut. That's 
notreally enough money each year to 
significantly change a person's life­
style. Even winning $2 million only 
gives you about $70,000 a year. 

Winners of over $2 million fre­
quently believe that they will keep 
working, but they usually don't. A 
person who wins $5 million, for 
example, will quickly discover that a 
new income of$175,000 a year takes 
a considerable amount of time to 
manage well. Suddenly, the $25,000 
a year job, even though a great job, 
doesn't seem quite that important 
anymore. 

Lorraine Greenwood, a New 
Hampshire lottery winner who won 
$7 million on Oct. 16, may have set a 
national record for the shortest time 
on the job after becoming a lottery 
winner. She was supposed to start a

new job with the U.S. Postal Service 
on Oct. 23, a job she had wanted for 
years, but after figuring how much 
money she was going to receive each 
year for the next 20 years-$25 0,000 
after taxes-she called her new 
em player to announce herretirement, 
four days before she even started! 

Q: Is it true that a couple of dogs 
won a share of an Illinois Lottery 
grand prize ? What kind of nut would 
I've dogs winning lottery tickets? 
There ought to be laws against that 
kind of thing-G.M. 

A: Lighten up. So far, no dogs 
have won any lottery dollars. Two 
dog owners, Perry and Barbara 

Mazzulla, did win $21 million in 
the Illinois Lottery on Oct. 16,1991, 
and chose to form a partnership in 
order to collect all that money. They 
called their partnership the TPM 
Partnership, named after thecouple' s 
dogs Tammy and Peaches. I'm sure 
that Tammy and Peaches will benefit 
from their owners' winnings, but only 
Perry and Barbara are members of 
the partnership and will collect the 
winnings. 

Q: Some of our state's instant 
games have a top prize of $500 or 
$1,000, while other games have prizes 
of $10,000 or $100,000. It appears 
that some games are much better than 
others in terms of the amount you can 
win. Is this true? If so, why would 
anyone buy a ticket for a game with a 
$500 top prize when a 510,000 ticket 
might be won in another game for the 
same 51? Am I missing something?­
J.Q.

several different instant games with 
different size prizes, one thing re­
mains the same for all instant game 
offered by that state. The same per­
centage of that $1 dollar you spend 
for a ticket is returned in the form of 
prizes for every game. 

Most states return to players as 

prizes about 50 percent of the money 
they take in in ticket sales. So, if a 
state lottery offers· a game which has 
25 million tickets for sale, there will 
be a total of$12.5 million in prizes of 
various amounts scattered in those 
tickets. Since some people only play 
games where there is a chance to win 
big prizes, lotteries create some of 
their games with fewer winning tick­
ets, but with bigger prizes, perhaps 
with one prize in every eight tickets. 
Other people don't really care about 
big prizes but like to play games 
where there is a good chance of 
winning something, even if it is just a 
free ticket or $2, so the lottery creates 
games for them where the $12.5 
million dollars is divided upintomany 
more smaller prizes, perhaps with 
one winning ticket in every three. In 

both games, however, 50 percent of 
the price of each ticket is returned to 
players in the form of prizes. 

Q: I understand that comedian Rich 
Little has gone to work for some state 
lottery. Which lottery, and what will 
he be doing?-B. T. 

A: Rich Little has been signed by 
_ the Tri-State Megabucks Lottery to 
serve as its spokesman for its new 
advertising campaign. The Tri-State 
Megabucks Lottery is made up of the 
states of Maine, New Hampshire and 
Vermont. Little will help introduce 
new games, tour the three state re­
gion, hold press conferences and. 
generally do whatever he can to build 
interest in playing the three-state 
lottery. He is just one of a growing 
number of celebrities who are be­
coming spokespersons for state lot-
teries.

I 
have heard people admit to using 
more than one name and address to 
send for manufacturers' refunds and 
rebates. Isn't this illegal? Have any 
of these people been prosecuted? 

I would be very unhappy if these 
people killed the "golden goose" of 
refunding for ethical refunders. -
Jeanne McCartney, Taunton, Mass. 

Dear Jeanne-Refunding has its 
cheats. When they are caught, they 
are prosecuted. Some have even gone 
to jail. 

Cheating can lake several forms. 
The most common is sending mul­
tiple requests for offers that are lim­
ited to "one refund per family or 
address." The cheats use different 
spellings of their names-or entirely 
different names. They may even rent 
several post office boxes. 

Duplicating required mail-in cer­
tificates is another form of refund 
fraud. Refund forms typically require 
that only an original be used. As most 
refunders know, finding forms is not 
always easy. This creates an incen­
tive for the unscrupulous to counter­
feit the forms. 

When coupon cheats are indicted, 
it is usually for mail fraud. This is 
because the U.S. Mail has been used 
as part of a fraudulent scheme. 

In Florida, Connie A vidson was 
sentenced to 27 months in a federal 
prison for conspiracy and mail fraud. 
This former "coupon queen" used 
ccunterfeitrefund forms and sent for

A QUESTION OF POLITICAL 
CORRECTNESS OR 

CULTURAL DIVERSITY

America is changing and we ought 
to be aware of the implications of 
such change for the decades ahead. 
The ethnic composition of many 
regions of the United States is chang­
ing and indicates that minorities and 
people of color are increasing in size. 
Even without adjustments for racial 
and ethnic population undercounts, 
the U.S. Census Bureau (1990) re­
ports that 17 states, compared to 13 in 
1980, now have a combined African 
American, American Indian, Asian, 
and Pacific Islanders, and Hispanic/ 
Chicano/Latino populations of one 
million or more. And six of these, 
compared to five in 1980, at present 
have racial and ethnic populations in 
excess of 2 million. 

The sex, socioeconomic status, 
race, and ethnic mix of America's 
kindergartens as we know it today 
reflects this change, too. Most of the 
students who will enter High school, 
and subsequently go to college in the 
coming decades will be drawn from 
this pool of kindergartens. Thirty­
three percent of Kindergarten stu­
dents in the U.S. in 1987 were mi­
norities. In Texas and California this 
shift in population is even more vis-

ible as the majority of the five year 
olds in both states is ethnically mi­
nority. A reason given for a drop in 
White ethnic-kindergarten enroll­
ment is an apparent lack of interest in 
marriage and/or child-bearing among 
many married white ethnics (a conse­
quence of the me-attitude of the past 
two decades), and not that the birth 
rate of minorities is increasing 
(Wattenburg, 1987). Also nonwhites, 
women and immigrants, notes Dr. 
William H. Mobley, President, Texas 
A&MUniversity, will malce up more 
than 83 percent of the new additions 
to the work force between now and 
the year 2000, although they make up 
only 50 percent now. 

Zelma Harris (1988) president of 
Penn Valley Community College, 
Missouri, while delivering an open­
ing address to the North Central 
Association Commission on Institu­
tions of Higher Education, notes that 
we have already witnessed the color­
ing of our campuses, especially in the 
South WestU.S.,andFlorida. In 1987, 
for the first time, the University of 
California at Berkeley's freshman 
class was largely minorities (12% 
African American, 17% Hispanic, 
26% Asian, and 40% white). African 
Americans are only 4% of the popu­
lation of the UniversityofKentucky. 
But between 1990 and 1991 African 
American enrollment at the Univer­
sity of Kentucky increased by 26 
percent (from 772 to 975). Texas 
A&M University has 1100 African 
American students enrolled in 1991, 
twice the enrollment in 1983. Also it 
has a multicultural services depart­
ment that caters to the interests of 
minorities. Its equivalent at the Uni­
versity of Kentucky is the two year 
old cultural diversity week program. 

A call for ethnic and cultural di­
versity on U.S. campuses is leading 
to an increase in polarized views that 
are colored with highly racial and 
ethnically biased rhetorics among 
various groups on university cam­
puses and among members of the 

~ general public. At major ivy league 
universities many minority groups 
demand inclusion of other literary 
works in English Literature in addi­

r- tion to traditional texts by 
Shakespeare (Macbeth. Romeo and 
Juliet, etc.), considering the diversity 
of the student populations. Students 
and faculty therefore are demanding 
more inclusive curricula, and courses 
that reflect the history and contribu­
tions of people of color. At Denuba, 
Southern California, parents and their 
children staged a boycott of local

students in public schools in South 
Florida and parts of Southern Cali­
fornia is now becoming the norm 
rather than the exception. 

Opponents of diversity argue that 
all these may lead to a rewriting of 
aspects of history. Such opposing 
views are generating a great deal of 
controversy across the nation both in 
the communities, and across univer­
sity campuses, and are now leading 
to a resurgence of white supremacy 
groups on campuses and racial big­
otry is increasingly reported. As 
expected, the majority's position is 
thought to be in danger as repeated 
calls for curricula changes are made. 

Scholars of political economy refer 
to all n ~ .::omrov .rsics arising from 
these on-going debates on ethnic 

imbalance in institutions of higher 
learning as "Political Correctness." 
It is politically correct in that it touches 
on issues of race, power, and domi­
nance as well as imminent loss of the 
achievements of affirmative action 
laws of the 1960s. The 1st and 4th 
amendment issues are therefore sub­
jected to testing in these debates as 
campus ethnoviolence escalates. 

The allegations of segregation in 
the Mississippi public schootsystem 
(Ayers vs Mabus) and Alabama State 
University's pending case with its 
Board of Education highlight these 
arguments. In the Mississippi case. 
the Supreme Court is yet to decide on 
the alleged continued practice of 
segregation in the Mississippi educa­
tional system. In Mississippi, funds 
are wtevenly allocated for higher 
education respectively to predomi­
nantly black colleges and white uni­
versities. 

Changes in our universities and 
our colleges, urges Harris, ought to 
be approached in a systematic man­
ner by leaving open all lines of com­
munications for debate and discus­
sion of issues of diversity and politi­
cal correctness. There is a popular 
belief out there that now is the time to 
place emphasis on meeting the di­
verse needs of the changing popula­
tion. Thattheacknowledgmentofthe 
potential of America's diverse ethnic 
populations through cultural plural­
ism or accommodation rather than 
assimilation is beneficial to the coun­
try. 

Since the goal of assimilation and 
Melting Pot was unrealizable and with 
increasing emphasis on diversity, it 
is appropriate to evaluate the demo­
graphic shifts and equally represent 
the various minority groups' inter­
ests, thus assuring that most of the 
support services they will need will 
be available in public schools. Such 
an approach would increase enroll­
ment of minorities, and their reten­
tion and graduation rates, because 
academic and support systems must 
be in place if students are to succeed. 

A flrst place to address this com­
plex issue, notes Miss Maggie Abudu 
(1991), Executive Director, South 
West Center for Human Relations 
Studies, The UniversityofOklahoma, 
at the 4th Annual National Confer­
ence on Racial and Ethnic Relations 
in American Higher Education, is at 
the top executive levels of our insti­
tutions where policies are made. The 
initiative must come from the presiJ 
dent or the chancellor, and board of 
trustees. It cannot be left to the whims 
of busy administrators caught in the 
bureaucracy of their time. Diversity 
issues such as the following ought to 
be given full consideration: 

1. The determination of the status 
of minority enrollments over time. 
What of minority faculty ratio on 
campuses? 

2. Are campuses helping to serve 
the needs of their culturally diverse 
population? 

3. Issues of campus ethnoviolence 
arising from diversity. 

• 4. Are campuses doing anything 
with respect to protecting free speech 
and discussion of issues? 

5. Are corporations addressing 
lack of compliance by colleges re­
ceiving grant monies? 

6. What partnership programs 
between campuses and/or other insti­
tutions are in place to make the tran­
sition smoother? 

7. Accreditation issues. Should 
accreditation be granted to colleges 
and universities that neglect diver­
sity issues? 

8. What is the position of the sec­
retary of education on all of these? 
(Abudu, Maggie 1991) 

A second place, I must add, is at 
the elementary school levels of edu­
cation. The formative years of chil­
drens' minds must be recognized as 
the best years to intervene and teach 
racial tolerance and cultural relativ­
ism. The goal of accommodation 
would be best attained if the schools 
and the mass media play their roles 
effectively. Elementary school teach­
ers and parents hold the keys at the 
formative stages.

TALK TO US 

STUDENT DESCRIBES RA­
CIAL TENSIONS AT HIS 

SCHOOL 
From New York City to Kansas 

City to Los Angeles, racial tensions, 
gang activities and acts of physical 
violence at high schools are occur­
ring with alarming frequency. The 
following letter to TALK TO US 
describes one student's frrsthand 
encounter inside his high school. 
Although he names specific raciaV 
ethnic groups in his letter - and in 
accordance with our policy, we are 
printing his letter as written- we do 
not believe or imply that any single 
group is responsible for gang vio­
lence or racial tension in our society. 

TALKBACK FROM JAMES 
IN TEXAS: I read your article on 
"Teens Concerned About Racism." I 
have had a few encounters myself. 
My first day at (name deleted) high 
school, I saw two black, racially 
motivated fights and uncountable 
confrontations concerning gangs and 
skin color. 

I was one of those who were con­
fronted. I was confronted by black 
and Hispanic gangs. They asked if I 
liked their skin color and proceeded 
to accuse me of being a racist. ... The 
threats got too serious, so I walked 
out of school. 

After that I was confronted again. 
Then they were plotting to kick my 
(a-) or kill me in the hallways or 
after school. At lunch the black gangs 
were following me - there were 
about 15 to 20 of them- yelling, 
calling me names, making threats to 
me, and asking me who I was "down 
with." 

I went to stand by a teacher, but he 
walked away. When he finally fig­
ured out what was going on, it was 
like the gang had a system of paying 
off the teachers. Then I made my way 
to the front of the office doors. About 
25 of them, at least, gathered around 
me and again proceeded to call me 
names inslangican'trepeat. I looked 
around for help from a teacher, but all 
they did was watch through the office 
windows with a helpless look like 
they couldn't do anything .... The 
next day I saw my counselor about a 
transfer. She said she couldn't do 
anything. Then (I) asked for an alter­
native school, so she gave me an 
application and told me ifl didn't go 
to school, I couldn't qualify, and it 
would take at least two months for 
me to get it. 

I told (name deleted), the princi­
pal, what had happened. He called 
me a liar and exploited what I had to 
say to otherteachers. He acted like he 
wanted it to happen to me! ... 
· You'd BEITER write back on 

this cause I am determined to put 
reality back into people's heads, to 
put them in the real world and wake 
them up with the truth! 

PAT AND DAVID: Ifwhatyou 
write is accurate, your school has a 
gang/racial problem thatmustbedealt 
with. We suggest that you, other 
friends who've had similar experi­
ences, and your parents take this in­
formation to a school board member 
before the problem worsens. We 
believe educators must not ignore 
such situations but must develop plans 
of action to make their classrooms 

and schools safe environments for 
ALL students. 

TO OUR READERS: Have you 
had similar experiences? Is this guy 
describing a common - or an iso­
lated- situation? Are your teachers 
and administrators closing their eyes 
to this problem, or have they found 
solutions? Please let us know about 
your experiences.

You may 
have this outlook on life: "Will any­
one ever like me again if I break up 
with him?" This alone shows great 
insecurity within yourself. There is 
also the possibility that you are "in 
love with the idea of being in love." If 
this is the only guy you've ever been 
with, how can you know if there is 
anyone else out there in this world 
who may be right for you? 

3) Friends ... their opinion will 
affect you. This is unfortunate be­
cause teenagers will do as they will 
and could talk out of jealousy ... . 

4) Look at the boy himself ... . 
Why is he always in trouble? Is there 
a possibility that something may be 

wrong in his life that disturbs him? ... 
If he causes all these problems ... and 
refuses to reform, you should get rid 
of him. 

PAT AND DAVID: Listen to your 
friends. They probably have a good 
idea how much you like this guy, but 
they care more about your well-being 
than your love life. They are doing 
what real friends do- they are say­
ing and telling you things that you 
need to know even though you'd 
rather not hear them.

TELL ME WHY 
HOW CAN A HELICOPTER 

STOP IN SPACE? 

A helicopter can fly in any direc­
tion: forward, backward, to the side 
or straight up. It can even hover over 
asinglespot. To understand how this 
is done, we must understand how a 
helicopter flies. 

As the rotor blades of a helicopter 
slice through the air, the air beneath 
the blades has greater pressure than 
the air above them. This pushes the 
blades up and creates lift. 

The wings of an airplane create 
lift in the same way. In fact, the rotor 
blades of the helicopter are really 
moving wings. The difference is that 
the whole airplane has to move for­
ward in order to get lift, while the 
helicopter needs only to move its 
rotor blades through the air. This is 
what enables a helicopter to go 
straight up or down or hover over one 
spot. 

In front of the pilot in a helicopter 
there is the "cyclic stick," or go-stick. 
He moves it in the direction he wants 
to go and the helicopter flies that 
way. Thecyclicstickworksbychang­
ing the pitch of one blade at a time as 
it passes one side of the helicopter. 
This means that one side of the disk 
- the circle made by the whirling 
blades-has more lift than the other, 
and the disk tilts. 

When the disk is flat, the helicop­
ter hovers because all the lift force is 
straight up, keeping the helicopter in 
the air. If the disk is tilted, most of the 
force is still up, keeping the helicop­
ter in the air, but some of the force 
pushes slightly forward, backward or 
to the side, and the helicopter moves 
in that direction as a result.

Science Screen Report 
explores human muscles

Looking at motion on a molecular 
level reveals the complexity of this 
seemingly simple ability.In "Human 
Muscles" the creators of SCIENCE 
SCREEN REPORT ask students to 
be physical trainers. aerobics instruc­
tors, cardiologists and scientists for a 
day as they're presented with leading 
research into human muscle systems. 

"Human Muscles" begms where 
motion begins, in the human brain. In 
the ordinary grasping of a pencil, the 
show reveals how our somatic nerv-

ous system activates nerve and muscle 
fibers, beginning a microscopic chain 
of protein-based reactions that makes 
hands and fingers move. The three 
muscle types, skeletal, smooth and 
cardiac, are also explained using 
athletic training, human breathing and 
heart therapy as examples.

TheChildren'sStudio,achildren's 
art workshop once sponsored by 
Prestonsburg Community College, 
has returned to Prestonsburg under 
the creative direction of artist and 
founder Ralph Clark of David.

"Oh, it was just 
packed," Clark chuckled as he de­
scribed the cleaning project that 
would not only clean out the room 
but also reveal that the room had once 
been a locker room. Paint and some 
"new," donated furnishing combined 
with "a few things brought from home 
and anything I (Clark) could 
scrounge" soon transformed the room 
into a creative workshop. 

Participants in The Children's 
Studio are encouraged to explore the 
creative study of art through draw­
ing, painting and sculpture. "Land­
scapes of the imagination and de­
signs of nature will be emphasized," 
said Clark. 

Sculpting projects will explore 
form and motion using recyclable 
materials furnished by The Lexing­
ton Children's Museum. In turn, these 
sculptures will be exhibited at the 
Lexington Children's Museum dur­
ing the summer. 

Other activities include a Game 
and Toy project Children learn about 
the development of games and toys 
while designing their own. Children 
are also encouraged to create their 
own cartoon strip.

Martin Elementary Library 
Utilizing a significant increase to 

the library coffers at Martin Elemen­
tary School, media specialist Delores 
Reichenbach has begun an extensive 
media expansion project designed to 
complement the school's curriculum. 
Considering the needs and requests 
of the faculty, the librarian has cho­
sen a variety of print and non-print 
media to supplement and reinforce 
classroom insbUction and activities. 

Martin Elementary's policy is to 
make the media center, the hub of the 
curriculum, readily accessible to 
faculty and students. Though the 
school is staffed only three days per 
week with a certified media special­
ist. the services of a library aide on 
alternate days ensure the library is 
open for use at all times. In addition 
to regularly scheduled classes for 
grades Kindergarten through eight, 
the media center offers opportunities 
for reading enjoyment as well as in­
formation quests and research proj­
ects. 

One of Reichenbach's goals is to 
have the media center pro jcct a warm, 
friendly atmosphere. She says that 
students and faculty can begin the 
day by reading the LEXINGTON 
HERALD~EADER, FLOYD 
COUNTY TIMES, and USA TO­
DAY, and as the school day contin­
ues, visitors to the 1 ibrary have access 
to many of their favorite periodicals. 

Regarding current and pending 
improvements, Reichenbach ex­
pounded, "In addition to an increased 
number of periodicals, our new book 
selection focuses on the lives of presi­
dents and other famous people who 
have made significant contributions 
to our country. We have added titles 
on explorers, Congress and the 
Constitution. Also, we are enlarging 
our literature collection and antici­
pate a twentieth century collection of 
Black America poetry. We are cur­
rently up-dating our non-print mate­
rials. We have added videos on South 
America, the Civil War and Amer­
ica's discovery. Following the fac­
ulty's recommendations, videos on 
weather, dinosaurs, the solar system 
and earth's natural resources have 
also been added to the non-print col­
lection. Each year we plan to add 
interesting, but much-needed print 
and non-print media so that our li­
brary will remain a useful and most 

welcome place to visit again and 
again." 

Reichenbach, a veteran educator 
of eleven years, is currently part-time 
librarian at Clark Elementary School. 
She has also served as a high school 
Language Arts/Latin teacher in the 
Fayette County school system. 

Reichenbach resides in

ORDINANCE #2, 1992 
SEWER USE ORDINANCE 

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE USE OF PUBLIC AND 
PRIVATE SEWERS AND DRAINS, PRIVATE SEWAGE DIS­
POSAL, THE INSTALLATION AND CONNECTION OF BUILD­
ING SEWERS, AND THE DISCHARGE OF WASTES INTO THE 
PUBLIC SEWER SYSTEM; AND PROVIDING PENAL TIES FOR 
VIOLATIONS THEREOF IN THE CITY OF WHEELWRIGHT. 
Be it ordained and enacted by the City of Wheelwright, of the Com­
monwealth of Kentucky as follows: 

ARTICLE I 

Definitions 

Unless the context specifically indicates otherwise, the meaning 
of terms used in this ordinance shall be as follows: 

Sec. 1. "BOD" (denoting Biochemical Oxygen Demand) shall 
mean the quantity of oxygen utilized in the biochemical oxidation 
of organic matter under standard laboratory procedure in five (5) 
days at 20 degrees C, expressed in milligrams per liter. 
Sec. 2. "Buildmg Dratn• shall mean that part of the lowest horizon­
tal piping of a drainage system whtch receives the discharge from 
soil, waste, and other drainage pipes inside the walls of the 
building and conveys it to the building sewer, beginning five (5) 
feet or 1.5 meters outside the inner face of the building wall. 
Sec. 3. "Building Sewer• shall mean the extension from the 
building drain to the public sewer or other place of disposal. 
Sec. 4. "Easemenr shall mean a written document negotiated by 

e City and/or the Operator for the purpose of, but not limited to, 
.e i~spection or re~atr of components of the sewage system lying 

wtthtn the boundanes of said easement. 
Sec. 5. "Combined Sewer" shall mean a sewer receiving both 
surface runoff and sewage. 
Sec. 6 "Garbage• shall mean solid wastes from the domestic and 
commercial preparation, cooking, and dispensing of food, and 
from the handling, storage, and sale of produce. 
Sec. 7. "Industrial Waste• shall mean the liquid wastes from 
industrial manufacturing processes, trade or business as distinct 
ftbm sanitary sewage. 
Sec. 8: ~Natural Outlet,· shall mean any outlet into a watercourse, 
pond, ditch, lake, or other body of surface or groundwater. 
Sec. 9. "Operator" shall mean the Wheelwright Utility Commission 
or any successor identified specifically by amendment to this 
ordinance. 

. 10. "Person· shall mean any individual, firm, company, 
sociation, society, corporation, or group. 

Sec. 11 . "pH" shall mean the logarithm of the reciprocal of the 
weight of hydrogen ions in grams per liter of solution. 
Sec. 12. "Properly Shredded Garbage" shall mean the wastes 
from the preparation, cooking, and dispensing of food that have 
been shredded to such a degree that all particles will be carried 
freely under the flow conditions normally prevwling in public 
sewers, with no particle greater than one-half (1/2) inch (1.27 
centimeters) in any dimension. 
Sec. 13. "Public Sewer" shall mean a sewer in which all owners of 
abutting properties have equal rights, and is controlled by public 
authority. 
Sec. 14. "Sanitary Sewer" shall mean a sewer which carries 
sewage and to which storm, surface, and groundwaters are not 
Intentionally admitted. 
Sec. 15. "Sewage• shall mean a combination of the water-carried 
wastes from residences, business buildings, institutions, and 

strial establishments, together with such ground, surface, and 
stormwaters as may be present. 
Sec. 16. "Sewage Treatment Plant• shall mean any arrangement 
of devices and structures used for treating sewage. 
Sec. 17. "Sewage Works" shall mean all facilities for collecting, 
pumping, treating and disposing of sewage. 
Sec. 18: "Sewer" shall mean a pipe orconduitforcarrying sewage. 
Sec. 19. "Shall" is mandatory; "May· is permissive. 
Sec. 20. "Slug• shall mean any discharge of water, sewage, or 
industrial waste which in concentration of any given constituent or 
in quantity of flow, exceeds for any period of duration longer than 
fifteen (15) minutes more than five (5) times the average twenty­
tour (24) hour concentration or flows during normal operation. 
Sec. 21. "Storm Drain" (sometimes termed •storm sewer") shall 
mean a sewer which carries storm and surface waters and 
drainage, but excludes sewage and industrial wastes, other than 
u~luted cooling water. 
Sec. 22. "System• shall be defined as the Wheelwright Sewer 
System both treatment and collection. 
Sec. 23. ·~mmission" shall mean the City Commission of the City 
of Wheelwnght or the Mayor, or their authorized deputy agent or 
representative. 
Sec. 24. "Suspended Solids" shall mean solids that either float on 
the surface of, or are in suspension in water, sewage, or other 
liquids, and which are removable through laboratory filtering. 
Sec. 25. "Watercourse• shall mean a channel in which a flow of 
water occurs, either continuously or intermittently. 
Sec. 26. "Hearing Board" shall mean that Board appointed accord­
ing to provisions of Article X. 

ARTICLE II 

Use of Public Sewers Required 

Sec 1. It shall be unlawful for any person to place, deposit, or 
it to be deposited in any unsanitary manner on public or 

pnvate property within the City of Wheelwright, or in any area 
under the jurisdiction of said City's wastewater collection system 
human or animal excrement, garbage, or other objectionable 
waste. 
Sec. 2 It shall be unlawful to discharge to any natural outlet within 
the Ctty of Wheelwright or in any area under the junsdtction of said 
City, any sewage or other polluted waters, except where suitable 
treatment has been provided in accordance with subsequent pro­
visions of this ordinance. 
Sec. 3. Except as hereinafter provided, it shall be unlawful to 
construct or maintain any privy, pnvy vault, septic tank. cesspool, 
or other facility intended or used for the disposal of sewage. 
Sec. 4. The owner of all houses, buildings, or properties used for 
human occupancy, employment, recreation, or other purposes, 
situated within the boundaries of the City of Wheelwright and 
abutting on any street, alley, or right-of-way in which there is now 
located or may in the future, be located a public sanitary sewer, is 
h by required at his expense to install suttable totlet facilities 
therein, and to connect such facilities directly with the proper 
public sewer in accordance with the provisions of thts ordinance, 
within ninety (90) days after date of official notice to do so 
provided that satd publtc sewer is within one hundred ( 1 00) feet~ 
30.5 meters of the property line 

ARTICLE Ill 

Privata Sewage Disposal 

Sec. 1 Where a public sanitary or combined sewer is not available 
under the provisions of Article II, Section 4, the building sewer shall 
be connected to an interim private sewage disposal system 
complying wtth the provisions of thts Article. 
Sec. 2. Before commencement of construction of a private sew­
age disposal system, the owner shall first obtain a written permit 
signed by the Operator. The application for such permit shall be 
made on a form furnished by the Operator, which the applicant 
shall supplement by any plans, specifiCations and other informa­
tion as are deemed necessary by the Commtsston. A permit and 
i paction fee shall be patd to the City at the lime the application 
i led; the amount of said fee shall be what is the standard rate 
at the time of applicatton 
Sec. 3 A permit for a private sewage disposal system shall not 

become effective until the installation is completed to 'the satisfac­
tion of the Commission. The Commission and/or Operator shall be 
allowed to inspect the work at any stage of construction, and, in 
any event, the applicant for the permit shall notify the Commisston 
when the work is ready for final inspection, and before any 
underground portions are covered. The inspection shall be made 
within 72 hours of the receipt of notice by the Commission. 
Sec. 4. The type, capacities, location, and layout of a private 
sewage disposal system shall comply with all regulations admin­
istered by Floyd County Health Department of the State of Ken­
tucky. No permit shall be issued for any private sewage disposal 
system employing subsurface soil absorption facilities where it 
conflicts with county health department standards. No septic tank 
or cesspool shall be permitted to discharge to any natural outlet. 
Sec. 5. At such time as a public sewer becomes available to a 
property served by a private sewage disposal system, as provided 
in Article II, Section 4, a direct connection shall be made to the 
public sewer in compliance with this otdinance, and any septic 
tanks, cesspools, and stmilar private sewage dtsposel facilities 
shall be abandoned and filled with suitable matenals. 
Sec. 6 The owner shall operate and maintain the private sewage 
disposal facilities in a sanitary manner at all times, at no expense 
to the System. 
Sec. 7. No statement contained in this Article shall be construed 
to Interfere with any additional requirements that may be imposed 
by the Health Officer. 
Sec. 8. When a public sewer becomes available, the building 
sewer shall be connected to said sewer within sixty (60) days and 
the private sewage disposal system shall be cleaned of sludge 
and filled with clean bank-run gravel or dirt. The sludge removal 
from private sewage dtsposal systems shall be performed by a 
licensed operator and be disposed of tn a manner which meets or 
exceeds environmental laws and regulations. 

ARTlCLE IV 

Building Sewers and Connections 

Sec. 1. No unauthorized person shall uncover, make atny connec­
tions with or opening into, use, alter, or dtsturb any public sewer 
or appurtenance thereof without first obtaining a written permit 
from the Operator. 
Sec. 2. There shall be two (2) classes of building sewer permits; 
(a) for restdential and commercial service, and (b) for service to 
establishments producing industrial wastes. In either case, the 
owner or his agent shall make application on a special form 
furnished by the Operator The permit application shall be supple­
mented by any plans, specifications, or other information consid­
ered perltnent in the judgment of the Commission. A permit and 
inspectton fee for a residential or commercial building sewer 
permit and for an industnal building sewer permit shall be paid to 
the Operator, as the agent of the City, at the time the application 
is filed at the amount set by the Commission at that point in time. 
Sec. 3. All costs and expenses incident to the installation and 
connection of the building sewer shall be borne by the owner. The 
owner shall indemnify the City and Operator from any loss or 
damage that may directly or indtrectly be occasioned by the instal­
lation of the building sewer. 
Sec 4 A separate and independent building sewer shall be 
provided for every building; except where one building stands at 
the rear of another on an interior lot and no private sewer is 
avatlable or can be constructed to the rear building through an ad­
joining alley, courtyard, or driveway, the building sewer from the 
front building may be extended to the rear butldtng and the whole 
considered as one building sewer. 
Sec. 5. Old building sewers may be used in connection with new 
buddtngs only when they are found, on examination and test by the 
Commission, to meet all requirements of this Ordinance. 
Sec 6. The size, slope, alignment, materials of construction of a 
buildtng sewer, and the methods to be used rn excavating, placing 
of the pipe, jointing, testing, and backfilling the trench, shall all 
conform to the requirements of the building and plumbing code or 
other appltcable rules and regulations lor the system innovated by 
the City. In the absence of code provisions or in amplification 
thereof, the materials and procedures set forth in appropriate 
specifications of the A.S.T.M. and W.P.C.F. Manual of Practice 
No. 9 shall apply. 
Sec. 7. Whenever possible, the building sewer shall be brought to 
the building at an elevation below the basement floor. In all 
buildings in whtch any building drain is too low to permit gravity 
flow to the public sewer, sanitary sewage carried by such building 
drain shall be lifted by an approved means and discharged to the 
butldtng sewer. · 
Sec. 8. No person shall make connection of roof downspouts, 
exterior foundation drains, areaway drains, or other sources of 
surface runoff or ground water to building sewer or building drain 
which in turn is connected directly or indirectly to a public sanila{Y 
sewer. 
Sec. 9. The connection of the building sewer into the public sewer 
shall conform to the requirements of the building and plumbing 
code or other applicable rules and regulations of the Operator, or 
the procedure set forth in appropriate specifications of the A.S. T.M. 
and the W.P.C.F. Manual of Practice No. 9. All such connections 
shall be made gas-tight and watertight. Any deviation from the 
presa-ibed procedures and materials must be approved by the 
Operator before installation. 
Sec. 10. The applicant for the building sewer permit shall notify the 
Operator when the building sewer is ready for inspection and 
connection to the public sewer. The connection shall be made 
under the supervision of the Operator or their representative. 
Sec. 11 . All excavations lor building sewer installation shall be 
adequately guarded with barricades and lights so as to protect the 
public from hazard. Streets, sidewalks, parkways, and other 
public property disturbed in the course of the wori( shall be 
restored in a manner satisfactory to the Operator. 

ARTICLEV 

Use of the Public Sewers 

Sec. 1. No person shall discharge or cause to be discharged any 
storm water, surface water, ground water, roof runoff, subsurface 
drainage, uncontaminated cooling water, or unpolluted industrial 
process waters to any sanitary sewer. 
Sec 2. Storm water and all other unpolluted drainage shall be dis­
charged to such sewers as are specifically designed as combined 
sewers or storm sewers, or to a natural outlet approved by the 
Commtssion. Industrial cooling water or unpolluted process wa­
ters may be dtscharged, on approval of the Commission, to a 
storm sewer, combined sewer, or natural outlet, providing an 
N.P.D E.S. permit has been issued from the Environmental Pro­
tection Agency 
Sec. 3. No person shall dtscharge or cause to be discharged any 
of the following descnbed waters or wastes to any public sewers. 
(a) Any gasoline, benzene, naphtha, fuel oil, or other flammable or 
explosive liquid, solid or gas. 
(b) Any waters or wastes containing toxic or poisonous solids, 
liquids, or gases in sufficient quantity, either singly or by interac­
tion with other wastes, to injure or interfere with any sewage 
traatment process, constitute a hazard to humans or animals 
create a public nuisance, or create any hazard in the receiving 
waters of the sewage treatment plant, including but not limited to: 
cyanides in excess of 0.05 mg/L as CN in the wastes as dis­
charged to the public sewer. 
(c) Any waters or wastes having a pH lower than 5.5, or having any 
other corrosive property capable of causing damage or hazard to 
structures, equipment, and personnel of the sewage works 
(d) Solid or vtscous substances 10 quantities or of such size 
capable of causing obstruction to the flow in sewers, or other 
interference with the proper operation of the sewage works, such 
as, but not limited to, ashes, ctnders, sand, mud, straw, shavings, 
metal, glass, rags, feathers. tar, plastics, wood, underground 
garbage, paunch manure, hatr and fleshings, entrails and paper 

dishes, cups, milk containers, etc , either whole or ground by 
garbage grinders. 
Sec. 4. No person shall dtscharge or cause to be discharged the 
following described substances, matenals, waters, or wastes if tt 
appears likely in the opinion of the Operator that such wastes can 
harm either the sewers, sewage treatment process, or equipment, 
have an adverse effect on the receiving stream, or can otherwise 
endanger life, limb, public property, or constitute a nuisance. In 
forming his opinton as to the acceptability of these wastes, the 
Operator wlll give consideration to such factors as the quantities 
of subject wastes in relation to flows and velocities in the sewers, 
materials of construction of the sewers, nature of the sewage 
treatment process, capacity of the sewage treatment plant, and 
other pertinent factors. 
The substances prohibited are: 
(a) Any liquid or vapor having a temperature higher than 150 
degrees F/65 degrees C 
(b) Any water or waste containing fats, wax, grease, or oils, 
whether emulsified or not, in excess of 100 mg/L or containtng 
substances which may solidify or become viscous at tempera­
tures between 32 and 150 degrees F/ 0 to 65 degrees C. 
(c) Any garbage that has not been properly shredded. The 
installation and operation of any garbage grinder equipped with a 
motor of three-fourths (314) horsepower or 0.76 HP metric or 
greater shall be subject to the review and approval of the Operator. 
(d) Any waters or wastes containtng strong acid, iron, pickltng 
wastes, or concentrated plating solutions whether neutralized or 
not. 
(e) Any waters or wastes containing iron, chromium, copper, zinc, 
and similar objectionable or toxic substances; or wastes exerting 
an excessive chlorine requirement, to such degree that any such 
material received in the composite sewage at the sewage treat­
ment works exceeds the limits established by the Operator for 
such materials. 
(f) Any waters or wastes containing phenols or other taste- or odor­
producing .substance, in such concentrations exceeding limits 
which may be established by the Operator as necessary, after 
treatment of the composite sewage, to meet the requirements of 
the State, federal, or other public agencies of jurisdiction for such 
discharge to the receiving waters. 
(g) Any radioactive wastes or isotopes of such half-life or concen­
tration as may exceed limits established by the Operator in 
compliance with applicable State or Federal regulations 
(h) Any waters or wastes having a pH in excess of 9.0. 
(i) Materials which exert or cause: 
1. Unusual concentrations of inert suspended solids such as, but 
not limited, to, sodium chloride and sodium sulfate . 
2. Excessive discoloration such as, but not limited to, dye wastes 
and vegetable tanning solutions. 
3. Unusual BOD, chemical oxygen demand, or chlorine require­
ments in such quantittes as to constitute a significant load on the 
sewage treatment works. 
4. Unusual volume of How or concentration of wastes constituting 
"slug• as defined herein. 
0> Waters or wastes containing substances which are not ame­
nable to treatment or reduction by the sewage treatment process 
employed, or are amenable to treatment only to such degree that 
the sewage treatment plant effluent cannot meet the requirements 
of other agencies having jurisdiction over discharge to the receiv­
ing waters. 
Sec. 5. If any waters or wastes are discharged, or are proposed to 
be discharged to the pubtic sewers, which waters contain the 
substances or possess the characteristics enumerated in Section 
4 of this Article, and which in the judgment of the Operator may 
have a deleterious effect upon the sewage works, processes, 
equipment, or receiving waters, or which otherwise create a 
hazard to life or constitute a public nuisance, the Operator may: 
(a) Reject the wastes, 
(b) Require pretreatment to an acceptable condition for discharge 
to the public sewers, 
(c) Require control over the quantities and rates of discharge, and/ 
or 

purpose of inspection, observation, measurement, sampling, and 
testing in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance. The 
Commission or the Mayor or his representatives are authorized to 
obtain information concermng industrial processes which have a 
direct bearing on the kind and source of discharge to the waste· 
water collection system. The industry may wtthhold information 
considered confidential. The industry must establish that the reve­
lation to the public of the information in question might result in an 
advantage to competitors. 
Sec. 2. Whtle performing the necessary work on private properties 
referred to in Article VII, Section 1 above, the Commtssion or duly 
authorized employees of the City shall observe all safety rules~ 
plicable to the premises established by the company and 1he 
company shall be held harmless for injury or death to the City em­
ployees and the City shall indemnify the company against loss or 
damage to its property by City employees and against liability 
claims and demands for personal tnjury or property damage 
asserted against the company and growing out of the gauging atnd 
sampling operation, except as such may be caused by negligence 
or failure of the company to maintain safe conditions as required 
in Article V, Section 8 
Sec. 3. A Commisstoner and other duly authorized employees of 
the City bearing proper credentials and identification shall be 
permitted to enter all private properties through which the City 
ihol~s a duly negotiated easement for the purposes of, but not 
lhmtted to, tnspection, observation, measurement, sampling, re­
p~tr~ and. maintenance of any portion of the sewage worb lying 
wt~htn satd easement. All entry and subsequent wori(, if any, on 
sard easement, shall be done in full accordance wrth the terms of 
the duly negotiated easement pertaining to the private property 
involved. 

ARTICLE VIII 

Sewage Service Rates 

Sec. 1. Residential, commeraal, and those industrial customens 
not participating in the Industrial cost recovery program will have 
sewage service rates based on water consumption. 
Sec. 2. All sewage service customers are prohibited to discharge 
the following above their indicated concentrations at atny time: 
(a) Cyanide 0.050 mgiL 
(b) Arsenic 0 .020 mg/L 
(c) Cadmium 0.030 mg/L 
(d) Total Chromium 0.100 mgll 
(e) Copper 0.300 mg/l 
(f) Lead 0.200 mgll 
(g) Mercury 0.002 mg/L 
(h) Nickel 0.200 mg/L 
(i) Stiver 0.040 mgll. 
(j) Zinc 0.300 mg/L 
(k) Total Phosphorous 10.000 mgll 
(I) Ammonia Nitrogen 25.000 mgll 
(m) Total Nitrogen 40.000 mgll. 
Sec. 3. A surcharge will be levied on any customer discharging 
above 250 mg/L BODS and suspended solids 

ARTICLE IX 
Penalties 

Sec. 1. Any person found to be violating any provision of this 
ordinance except Article VI shall be served by the City or their 
Operator with written notice stating the nature of the violation and 
providing a reasonable time limit for the satisfactory correction 
thereof. The offender shall, wtthtn the period of time stated in such 
notice, permanently cease all vtolattons. 
~c. ~· ~ny ~rson w~o shall continue any violation beyond the 
ti~e lii'T\tt provtded for tn Article IX, Section 1, shall be guilty of a 
mtsdemeanor, and on conviction thereof shall be fined in the 
a~unt not exceed~ng ~1 .000.00 for each violation. Each day in 
whtch any such vrolation shall continue shall be deemed a 
separate offense. 
Sec. 3. Any person violating any of the provisions of this Ordi­
nance shall become liable to the City and/or their Operator for any 
expenses, loss, or damage occasioned these Parties by reason 
of such violation. 

ARTlCLE X

except that such interceptors shall not be required for private living 
quarters or dwelling units. All interceptors shall be of a type and 
capacity approved by the Operator, and shall be located as to be 
readily and easily accessible for cleaning and inspection. 
Sec. 7. Where preliminary treatment or flow~ualizing facilities 
are provided for any waters or wastes, they shall be maintained 
continuously in satisfactory and effective operation by the owner 
at his expense. 
Sec. 8. When required by the Commission, the owner of any 
property serviced by a building sewer carrying industrial wastes 
shall install a suitable control manhole together with such neces­
sary meters and other appurtenances in the building sewer to fa­
cilitate observation, sampling, and measurement of the wastes. 
SUch manhole, when required, shall be constructed in accordance 
with plans approved by the Commission. The manhole shall be in­
s!B'Ied by the owner at his expense, and shall be maintained by 
htm so as to be safe and accesstble at all times. 
Sec. 9. All measurements, tests, and analyses of the characteris­
tics of waters and wastes to which reference is made in this 
Ordtnance shall be determined in accordance with the latest 
edition of "Standard Methods for the Examination of Water and 
Wastewater; published by the American Public Health Associa­
tion, and shall be determined at the control manhole provided or 
upon suitable samples taken at said control manhole shall 'be 
considered to be the nearest downstream manhole in the public 
sewer to the potnt at which the building sewer is connected. 
Sampling shall be carried out by customarily accepted methods to 
reflect the effect of constituents upon the sewage works and to de­
te~ine the existen~ of hazards to life, limb, and property. The 
particular analyse~ mvolved will determtne whether a twenty-four 
(24) hour compostte of all outfalls of a premise is appropnate or 
whether a grab sample or samples should be taken. Normally, but 
not always, BOD and suspended solids analyses are obtained 
from twenty-four (24) hour composite of all outfalls whereas pH's 
are determined from periodic grab samples. 
Sec. 10. No statement contained in this Article shall be construed 
as preventing any special agreement of arrangement between the 
Operator upon approval of the City and any industrial concern 
whereby an industrial waste of unusual strength or character may 
be accepted by the Operator for treatment, subject to payment 
therefore, by the industrial concern.

Permits needed for construction 
or for filling in floodplain areas 

Most builders are familiar 
with the need to determine 
the location of various under­
ground utilities before con­
s~ction begins. However, 
builders often don't realize 
they need to apply for a per­
mit before doing any con­
struction in a floodplain area, 
according to the Kentucky 
Division of Water. 

These regulations apply to 
anyone who wants to alter 
floodplain property. Altera­
tions may include adding any 
type of fill in order to create a 
surface on which to build -
or for the construction of 
culverts, bridges, levees, and 
placement of mobile homes. 

Structures that obstruct a 
floodplain may divert 
floodwatersontopropertythat 
would otherwise not have 
been flooded. In other words, 
one person's actions to 

"improve" his property may 
destroy, or at least degrade 
another's property. 

Permits for construction 
are not an attempt to prevent 
construction in floodplains. 
However, the permits do al-

low for experts in floodplain 
management to review pro­
posed construction and offer 
alternative methods that will 
prevent damages to the 
floodplain area. 

Floodplain maps, avail­
able from the National Flood 
Insurance Program Map Dis­
tribution Center, can usually 
help determine whether or not 
property is in a floodplain. 
Maps may be ordered by call­
ing a toll-free number (800/ 
333-1363) and giving the 
name of the community, the 
county, and the six-digit 
community number. (The 
community number is avail­
able from the Floodplain 

Management Section of the 
Division ofWater at502/564-
3410.) -

Prevention 
is best bet to 
spider control

Q. My family really en­
joys taking vacations at our 
summer retreat. but we have 
a serious problem with cob­
webs. A friend told me about 
some sort of paint additive to 
control this problem, but 
when I inquired about this at 
our local paint store, I came 
away with no answers. Do 
you know of anything like 
this? 

A. According to the ex­
perts on bugs, paint additives 
are short-lived at besL Your 
best bet is to control spiders 
by preventing them from 
entering your home. In se­
vere cases, you should con­
sider insecticides. 

Tocheckyourspider~ 
lem, caulk any cracks you 
may have in the foundation 
where they're likely to get in. 
Seal any gaps around doors, 
windows, pipes and where 
wiring comes into the house. 
Check yoUr firewood before 
you bring it into the house for 
spiders. Clean up areas where 
spiders potentially breed. 

If these measures don't 
work, you're likely looking 
at a spider infestation. Apply 
an insecticide, such as 
chlorpyrifos (Dursban) or 
propoxur (Baygon), around 
all baseboards, comers and 
other areas spiders are found. 
These chemicals can be found 
at garden centers. For safety's 
sake, make sure you follow 
all recommended procedures. 
Since exterminators have a 
greater access to a wider vari-

ety of insecticides, you would 
probably do better to hire them 
for your problem.

user. Contact with the skin or 
eyes can be extremely dan­
gerous, while exposure to the 
fumes of methylene chloride 
based strippers can lead to 
serious long tenn health prob­
lems. 

"If you're planning on 
stripping a piece of furniture 
or some other woodwork, 
your main concern should be 
your health risk," said Bev­
erly Dejulio of The Family 
Handyman magazine. 
"'Newer products on the mar­
ket are a lot safer to use. They 
are water based." 

Water based strippers en­
tered the market in 1989when 
3M introduced Safest Strip­
per brand Paint and Varnish 
Remover. Water based strip­
pers use organic technology 
that substantially reduces the 
health risks involved with 
conventional strippers. 

"These new safer strippers 
can be used without gloves, 
without a respirator and you 
don't need ventilation," said 
Ms. DeJulio. "So, you can 
really do paint stripping any 

time of the year." 
These new strippers are 

almost odor free and are less 
likely to irritate the skin. They 
clean up easily with water. 
They also work differently 
from traditional chemical 
removers. When used prop­
erly, the new strippers are as 
effective as the conventional 
removers. 

The conventional strippers

contain harsh chemicals that 
evaporate quickly. Only small 
areas can be stripped ata time. 
They have to be removed 
quickly, causing short work­
ing times that result in a patch­
work process for larger 
pieces. 

Water based strippers, 
however, can be applied over 
the entire project at one time. 
They should be applied in a 
thick (one-eighth of an inch 
minimum) coat. Since water 
based products work differ­
ently, there isn't any blister­
ing or bubbling of the paint/ 
finish as found with conven­
tional products. 

The new strippers need 
time to work. They soften old 
paint or varnish, so they 
should be left on for 45 min­
utes to three hours, depend­
ing on the finish. 

The new strippers can be 
left on overnight without 
damaging the wood. They 
may skin over and appear dry, 
but they are still working 
under this "skin" for up to 24 
hours.

stripped at one time. 
Several companies intro­

duced solvent-based formu­
lations recently- a middle 
ground between methylene 
chloride and the water based 
products. The solvent-based 

products are expensive and 
claim to be safer than meth­
ylene chloride. But most re­
quire protective gloves for 
application and recommend 

.. well ventilated areas" for 
use, unlike the water based 
products. 

So, before starting your 
refinishing project, check the 
facts about the different kinds 
of paint strippers. Remember 
a water based product does 
reduce health risks and needs 
to be worked with in a differ­
ent way from conventional 
chemical strippers.

Q. Last weelc, my base­
ment laundry room started 
flooding for no apparent rea­
son. It's not coming from the 
washing machine, or the 
pipes. It almost seems to be 
seeping in from the floor and 
back wall. I called a plumber, 
but he told me he'd have to 
tearupmydrivewaytodeter­
mine where the leak is com­
ing from, and that it would 
cost me several thousand 
dollars just to do that I can't 
afford that, so I'm at my wit's 
end. Perhaps you can give me 
some guidance as to where 
this water could be coming 
from, and what I can do about 
iL I ust for your infonnation: 
the house is six years old, and 
is attached on both sides. It is 
a three-story house. 

A. I can only guess with­
out being able to look at iL 
However, with row houses 
such as yours, there is usually 
one water main feeding the 
attached houses. Even if there 
is a tiny pinhole in that main, 
the water has to go some­
where. I think that's what's 
happening with your base­
ment 

, 

In order to detennine this, 
I suggest you call your local 
water department. Their 
number will be listed in the 
phone book. Have them come 
out and look. They will then 
determine the location of the 
leak and let you know what 
has to be done to repair 

Unfortunately, since 
you're the one with the leak, 

you will probably be respon­
sible for the repair. To get 
yourself the best price, con­
tactseveralplumbersforesti­
mates. Local ordinances will 
probably require that these 
plumbers be licensed to work 
on municipal pipes, but most 
plumbers are, anyway. 

As you probably know, 
time is of the essence. Water 
damage is an insidious thing, 
and it can be quite extensive. 
Don'twaitany longer on this. 
Get on the phone right away. 

As to the cost, it is pos­
sible that your homeowner's 
insurance will cover some of 
it Check your policy, or call 
your insurance broker for 
more-infonnation once you 
know where the leak is com­
ing from, and what you have 
to do to repair iL Good luck.
