A trial date for Bobby Roberts on 
charges of theft has been set for 
Wednesday, June 10 in Floyd Dis­
trict Court. 

Floyd County District Judge 
Danny Caudill scheduled the trial 
date during a pretrial hearing on 
Thursday. Roberts was represented 
by John Barton. Janice Porter had 

- previously been appointed as public 
defender for Roberts, but due to a 
conflict between clients, was unable 
to represent him. 

Roberts was arrested on March 14 
when Prestonsburg Police officers 
found merchandise in his car that had 
allegedly been stolen during a shop­
lifting trip through Prestonsburg for 
wedding apparel. Roberts was 
charged with two counts of theft by 
unlawful taking, one count of disor­
derly conduct and one count of ter­
roristic threatening. 

Barton said he will probably file 
motions in the case in about two 
weeks.

Charges of first degree sexual 
abuse lodged against Wheelwright 
principal Lewis "Spike" Berkhimer 
were dismissed Thursday by Floyd 
County District Judge Danny Caud­
ill. 

Judge Caudill ruled that not 
enough evidence was presented at 
Thursday's preliminary hearing to 
meet the statutory requirements to 
substantiate the charges. The hearing 
was held to determine if sufficient 
evidence existed to waive the case to 
a grand jury. 

John Caudill, Berkhimer's attor­
ney, said Thursday that his client 
"was extremely pleased" with the 
ruling, but added that "if this is a war, 
we'll continue to face it as it comes." 

At the hearing, assistant county 
attorney Bob Bishop called only one 
witness, Kentucky State Police de­
tective Lynn Cross. 

Cross testified that the investiga­
tion was initiated by an anonymous 
phone call to the Department of Social 
Services. Judge Caudill later directed 
Cross to name the caller, who turned 
out to be the manager of the family 
resource center, Sheila Harlow. 

Cross said Harlow said the female 

student confided in her that Berkhimer 
had touched her in November 1991 
and on January 9. Cross said the 
student told him that Berkhimer had 
placed his hand on her buttock and 
told her "she looked nice" while the 
two were outside in front of the main 
school building. Cross said he was 
told the second incident occurred in 
the waiting area of the principal's 
office and Berkhimer took her arm 
"in an escort position" and touched 
her breast 

Under cross-examination, Cross 
said Eddie Shelton, a student who 
reportedly witnessed the incident in 
the office, told him he saw Berkhimer 

"touch her elbow" and that the prin­
cipal "did not touch her breast." 

Caudill asked Cross if Berkhimer 
had cooperated in his investigation 
and Cross replied, "He sure has." 

Cross said the female student has 
not been attending school since the 
charges were brought "because of 
negative attention" she has received. 

The student and other juvenile 
witnesses were referred to only by 
their initials to avoid disclosing their 
names in open court. 

The Floyd County Times does not 
print the names of alleged victims of 
sexual crimes. 

Berkhimer, 45, was charged in 
March after a 15-year-old female 
student at the school alleged 
Berkhimerimproperly "touched" her 
on two different occasions during 
school. 

Judge Caudill cautioned both sides 
that his ruling did not preclude the 
case from being presented to a grand 
jury by either the party involved, the 
investigator or the commonwealth's 
attorney. 

Rowe releases tax returns;

Berkhimer showed no emotion 
when the judge ruled, but about a 
dozen students who attended the 
hearing applauded. 

"It's just a small victory," 
Berkhimer said after the hearing. "It's 
not over." 

Floyd school superintendent Ron 
Hager reinstated Berkhimer as 
Wheelwright's principal immediately 
after the ruling. 

"Once the charges were dismissed, 
he was reinstated," Hager said Thurs­
day. 

Floyd County's two entries in the 
eight-way race for the Democrat 
Party's nomination for the new 5th 
District congressional seat have re­
leased their individual tax returns for 
public inspection, but one of the 
candidates thinks tax reform is more 
important than tax returns.

Council rescinds pay hikes

Prestonsburg City Council voted 
Wednesday to rescind council order 
2-92, passed last month to bring the 
salaries of firefighters and police 
officers closer in line. 

Council met in special session 
Wednesday after nine frre depart­
ment employees filed a federal law­
suit against council March 30 seek­
ing compensation for on-call time for 
the last three years. 

The motion to rescind the new 
salary scale made by councilman 
Danny Hamilton, said the action was 
not an act of retaliation against the 
fire department, but an economic 
issue. 

"This action is not as a retaliation 
for the lawsuit, but because the issues 
raised in the lawsuit have a direct 

bearing on payrolls and salaries, in 
particular overtime costs," Hamilton 
said. 

Council order 2-92 was the result 
of a lengthy review to bring the sala­
ries of frrefighters more in line with 
those of police officers. 

Councilman George Archer led 
the discussions and said he was "very 
disillusioned" when he was informed 
the "PresLOnsburg Nine" had filed a 
lawsuit. 

"The personnel committee can 
attest that during any of discussions 
(on salaries) in some 20 hours of 
meetings thts issue was never men­
tioned," Archer said. "Thesuitcaught 
the whole council by surprise." 

Archer told council that one of the 
plaintiffs in the lawsuit had contacted 
him. 

"I was told that we can settle this 
thing if we recognize their union and, 

ultimately, if we do not recognize 
their union, these lawsuits would keep 
coming and coming," Archer said. 

"I'll be damned, that's blackmail 
and I won't stand for it," snapped 
councilman Billy Ray Collins. "Once 
we recognize a union, we let loose a 
snake." 

Members of the Prestonsburg 
Professional Firefighters Umon re­
sponded to council's decision Thurs­
day in a letter to the editor of the 
Times. 

The letter claimed council's ac­
tions were in retaliation against the 
fire department because of the law­
suit and council is "trying to stifle" 
the union. 

Council tried to find a way to keep 
pay raises for street department 
employees and others affected by the 
order, but city attorney Larry Brown 
said the move would have to be across 

the board. 
"We can't single our any employ­

ees because they file a lawsuit," 
Brown advised council. "We 
shouldn't touch on matters (in open 
session) brought out in this lawsuit" 

Issues pertaining to council order 
2-92 were discussed in open session 
for almost an hour before council 
called a closed session to discuss 
"litigation and personnel." 

Before the vote was taken to re­
scind council order 2-92, Hamilton 
voiced his opinion on the issue. 

"It's a shame that the actions of a 
certain few will cause us to do this 
and put the burden on all the employ­
ees," Hamilton said. 

Council agreed to study other cost­
cutting measures that included dis­
banding the paid fire department and 
to discontinue payingfor employee's 
family coverage insurance.

Consider Frazier

Forget the bingo games, the loss of interest on checking 
accounts and the filing of false financial reports. 

If you want to know the true definition of willful neglect, 
ask Gary Frazier, the new principal at Martin Elementary. 

After two days on the job, Frazier said numerous fire 
code violations had been found at the school; a bathroom 
was deemed "unusable;" and a telephone line was discov­
ered to have been tapped. 

Frazier's request this week for extra help to correct prob­
lems at the elementary school apparently was denied by 
assistant superintendent Tommy Thompson who is ap­
parently running the central office in the absence of 
superintendent Ronald Hager, who faces a state hearing 
today, Friday, on charges of willful neglect, etc. 

Hager apparently has spent little time managing the 
school system since the state charges were filed last 
month. 

The Floyd County Board of Education has been as 
noticeable as the invisible man during the whole episode, 
providing neither the leadership northe confidence needed 
during these trying times. 

Meanwhile, a superintendent search committee has 
indicated that over 100 candidates have applied for the job 
of running the Floyd County system after Hager is gone. 
The committee has indicated that they will not consider 
any Floyd County applicants for that job. 

Gary Frazier's week-long stint at Martin and his open­
ness on the problems encountered there suggest he 
merits at least some consideration for the system's top ad­
ministrative post. 

Rejecting his application simply because he is a "home 
boy" would be a case of willful neglect in itself.

SESSION ENDS WITH FBI 
INVESTIGATION

The 1992 session of the General 

Assembly drew to a close on April 
Fools Day, but there wasn't much 
foolin' around after its members felt 
the rippling effects of an apparent 
FBI sting operation that has placed 
several legislators under a cloud of 
suspicion. 

The investigation, reportedly in­
val ving undercover surveillance with 
videotaping and wire tapping, appar­
ently stems from allegations of pay­
offs related to horse racing and bank­
ing bills. 

Gov. Brereton Jones was told by 
federal prosecutors that his admini­
stration wasn't part of the investiga­
tion and that wire tapping was in­
volved along with possible exchanges 
of money. 

The investigation became public 
on the eve of the session's final day, 
as FBI agents subpoenaed records of 
more than a dozen present and for­
mer legislators and former Gov. 
Wallace Wilkinson. 

The investigation brought a cloud 
of gloom over the fmal day of the 
session and inadvertently brought 
sudden death to two bills that would 
have broadened the legislature's 
power. 

A constitutional amendment al­
lowing the General Assembly to meet 
annually will not be on this year's 
ballot after it failed to get the votes it 
needed before the session closed up 
shop last Wednesday. 

Another bill that dissipated amid 
rumors of corruption in the capital 
was a bill affording protection to 
lawmakers and legislative staff 
members from testifying on their 
communication in the drafting ofbills. 
Although the constitution provides 
them some immunity, this bill would 
have specifically protected them from 
testifying on bills related to civil and 
criminal cases. 

The 1992 session will certainly be 
remembered as one surrounded by 
controversy, but aside from the up­
heaval oftheclosingdays some rather 
important bills waded their way 
through the session for passage. 

After some turbulent years with 
former Gov. Wallace Wilkinson, the 
opening days of the session were 
greeted with a warm welcome to 
newly-elected Gov. Brereton Jones.

eight university boards was signed 
into law, setting up a nominating 
committee to recommend names to 
the governor for each board position. 
A provision was added to the bill 
allowing half of the current board 
members to remain on the board. 

Also, a coal severance tax bill 
passed this session. It is designed to 
return $18 million in economic money 
to coal producing counties over the 
next two years. 

The horse breeding industry got a 
boost under a bill giving $3.75 mil­
lion in breeding incentives to breed­
ers whose Kentucky-bred horses win 
races in the state. The bill also per­
mits the organization of off-track 
betting parlors throughout the state in 
support of the incentives. Gov. Jones, 
a horsebreeder who adamantly sup­
ported the bill, said it would help the 
struggling horse breeding industry 
which he claimed generates 80,000 
jobs. 

After questions surrounding con­
flicts of interest with non-bid con­
tracts, a bill was passed to create 
selection committees made up of 
merit employees from different cabi­
nets to award non-bid contracts. 

A bill, labeled as the hallmark of 
the session, passed with hopes of 
reducing financial corruption in 
campaigns. Senate Bill 221, the 
campaign finance reform bill, is an 
overhaul of Kentucky's political 
system with spending and contribu­
tion limits and partial public financ­
ing. 

The historic measure also requires 
a runoff primary election if no guber­
natorial candidate receives 40 per­
cent of the vote. Republicans said the 
runoff election was unfair because 
their party's nominee is rarely con­
tested. 

Senate Bill 221 has passed both 
houses and is on its way to the 
governor's office. 

A package of domestic violence 
laws saw passage this spring. Senate 
Bill 80 would require judges to con­
sider evidence of domestic violence 
when deciding child custody. 

Two of the session's most contro­
versial bills met defeat in the last few 
weeks. 

A scat belt bill, requiring all Ken­
tucky motorists to buckle up, was 
defeated when Lt. Gov. Paul Patton 
broke a 19" 19 Senate deadlock with a 
decisive no vote. 

A package of abortion bills that 
traveled the third floor of the capital 
with spinning wheels, finally died 
when a Franklin circuit judge dis­
missed a suit ftled by two Republican 
senators to have the bills voted on by 
committee.

How about a flshing tnp, s1ttmg 
on the old bank or shoving off in a 
boat? Cast your line into the water 
and just wait for the big one to strike. 
What? You don't fish either? 

Well, here is a way to add some 
adventure to the warm weather we 
are having. How about just telling the 
family to "take a hike?" That's ~ght. 
Take a hike and add the thrill of 
discovery by spending a day hiking 
in the woods . 

A short hike can take you to places 
like a favorite fishing spot (oh, I 
forgot you don't fish), fields of wild 
flowers and wildlife that few others 

have ever experienced. 
Go and set your campsite up and 

you won't need to carry your home 
on your back. However, if you plan to 
be away from camp for most of the 
day, you will want to take along a few 
supplies in order to be prepared for 
the unexpected such as weather 
changes and you will want to provide 
for other needs while out hiking. 

Here are a few suggestions to help 
you as you plan a day-long trail hike. 

• Think light Even though you're 
only going for a day, a pack loaded 
down with much more than about 10 
to 15 pounds of supplies will seem 
like three times that much by the 
middle of the afternoon. 

• A hat that will shade, and rain 

gear plus a lightweight jacket are 
worth the extra weight in protection 
in case of an unforeseen weather 
change. Additional day-hike essen­
tials to carry along include: water­
proof matches, a small candle, a good 
compass,acompactfirstaidkit,small 
flashlight and sun screen. 

•It is suggested that you use back­
packs to pack your camping gear. 
Then repack them with only what is 
needed for the hike. Leave the rest at 
camp. 

• Bring plenty of drinking water 
along for each hiker. Take along foods 
that can be munched on the trail like 
apples, dried fruit and vegetables. 
You can stay on the trail longer if you 
plan a break of an hour or so midway 

and take enough food to enjoy a 
midday meal. 

• Sandwiches work well for lunch 
or take along a lightweight stove to 
heat up a can of soup or other items. 

• Consider fixing a meal on the 
trail that will be light but tasty. 

• Bring paper plates and easy to 
clean cooking utensils. Wipe them 
out with paper towels immediately 
after use. Take a plastic garbage bag 
to dispose of garbage and bring it all 
back to camp with you. 

• Take a camera along. One of the 
new "point-and-shoot" 35mm cam­
eras with auto focus and zoom lens 
options will take great pictures. Yet, • 
it will tuck neatly into a shirt pocket.

WHY ARE THERE 
DIFFERENT TYPES OF HAIR? 

The general structure of the hair 
varies very little among human 
beings. But its form, its color, its 
general consistency and the way a 
section of it looks under a micro­
scope vary quite a bit And because 
these differences occur in certain 
patterns, the hair is one of the best 
ways known to determine the race of 
a person. In other words, the hair you 
have inherited bears the stamp of 
your race. 

There are three main classifica­
tions of hair by the way it's con­
structed. The ftrst is short and crisp, 
the kind we call .. woolly." The color 
is almost always jet black, and it is 
the hair of all the black races with two 
exceptions. 

The second type of hair is straight, 
lank, long and coarse. The color is 
almostwithoutexception black. This 
is the hair of the Chinese, the Mon­
gols and the Indians of the Americas. 

The third type of hair is wavy and 
curly,orsmoothandsilky. This is the 
hair of Europeans. It is mainly fair, 
with black, brown, red or towy varie­
ties. Thereisalsoafourth type, known 
as "frizzy," which is the hair of the 
Australian natives. 

When it comes to color, some types 
have a range of colors, some do not. 
Wavy typesofhairvarymostincolor. 
That's why, among Europeans, you 
can find the deepest black hair side 

by side with flaxen hair. But fair hair 
is more common in northern Europe 
and much rarer in the South. Among 
the races with straight hair, fair hair 
color is very rare. And red hair is 
related to the individual only- there 
are no races with red hair.

5. Patients have a right to strict 
privacy with no recognizable discus­
sion or publication of their case with­
out their permission. 

6. Patients have a right to know 
about their projected discharge and 
can question the desirability as 
planned. 

7. Patients have a right to see their 
own records or ~o obtain a copy on 
written request. 

Respect for the patient's Bill of 
Rights can help to solidify the valu­
able relationship that should exist 
between patients and their doctors.

Virginia settlers using a land route 

to reach the Kentucky frontier faced 
the necessity of finding a way through 
the Cumberland and Pine Mountain 
ranges.

Lotto* America switches 
to Powerball 

Q: I live in a state that offers 
Lotto* America and have been play­
ing the Lotto game twice a week for 
a couple of years. I've even won a 
couple of small prizes. I just read, 
however, that this lotto game is being 
canceled and a new game called 
"Powerball" is going to replace it. 
What is "Powerball"?- R.O. 

A: In 15 Lotto* America states the 
switch from Lotto* America to the 
new Powerball game will happen on 
April19. 

Lotto* America officials say that 
Jle lotto game switch will give play­
ers a better chance to win than they 
had before. In fact, it will be 21 times 
easier. Powerball will give players 
nine ways to win prizes as compared 
to the current three ways, and will 
offer higher prize amounts. It is esti­
mated that because of projected 
rollovers, the average Powerball jack­
pot will be somewhere around $32 
million each time it is won. 

Q: Did you hear anything about a 
lottery pool several months ago that 
won two separate Illinois Lottery 
jackpots in the same week? I've been 
waiting to read or hear how they did 
it, but I haven't seen or heard any­
thing more since the original an­
nouncement. I would sure like to 
know that pool's secret so that I could 
share it with the pool I'm in.-M.M. 

A: The pool that you are referring 
to is composed of a group of friends 
who began pooling their money two 
years ago, investing a total of $16 
each week. Unfortunately, they only 
won one lotto jackpot, but they also 
won a second large prize the same 
week in a different lottery game. 

On August 14, 1991, the four 
members of"The Best Friends Club" 
claimed a $2 million prize, but their 
luck didn't stop there. After finding 
out that they had won, they bought 
several instant tickets that weekend 
to celebrate and scratched off a $1,000 
winner. Not a bad way to spend a 
weekend. 

Q: Has anyone won a lotto jackpot 
recently using a new number picking 
system that you haven't run into 
before?-P L.

DEAR R.B.: Unless you intend to 
spend substantial sums of money, 
you're just as well offto convert your 
funds when you arrive.

You can either change the 
money at the airport on the other end, 
or at this end at your local bank. 

Change the majority of your funds 
at a bank, not a currency exchange 
office, department store or hotel since 
you will find these invariably charge 
a considerably higher rate of com­
mission for exchanging your money. 

It has been my experience that it is 
wise, wheneverpossible, tousecredit 
cards for which you will be billed at 
the appropriate rate of exchange. You 
should understand, however, that you 
will be billed at the rate of exchange 
when the bills are submitted, which 
could be higher or lower than when 
you actually made the purchase. 

Also, when you change your cur­
rency, hang onto the receipt In some 
countries, unless you have the receipt 
showing you purchased the currency, 
they can give you a hard time when it 
comes to converting your money back 
into U.S. dollars (the Island of Ja­
maica, being one such countrY.l. Have 
a super vacation.

- Nancy Jean Burkholder, a trans­

sexual who legally became a woman, 
was turned away by the female secu­
rity staff of the Michigan Womyn's 
Music Festival in August because 
festival policy is to admit only 
"women born women." Burkholder 
admits she was dressed "ambigu­
ously" but offered to produce docu­
ments and to submit to a genital in­
spection, to no avail. 

-The Christian-charity-run Los 
Angeles Mission opened in January, 
a $25 million, 306-bed shelter on 
skid row, containing a weight room, 
a rooftop gym, a chapel, a computer 
lab and stereo music in the bath­
rooms. Said the executive director, 
it's not adequate to give "a bowl of 
soup and a sandwich so [the home­
less] can go back out and suffer on the 
street The homeless have changed." 
The St Vincent de Paul Village in 
San Diego has a similar esteem-en­
hancement program, but only for 
newly arrived homeless; the chroni­
cally homeless receive traditional 
treatment 

-Workers at the Chrysler Jeep 
plant in Toledo, Ohio, were asked in 
December to refrain from using anti­
perspirant in the morning because 
flakes are believed to have an ad­
verse effect on the autos' paint jobs. 
Two female workers filed grievances 
after supervisors asked to check their 
armpits. Two manufacturers sent 
Chrysler shipments of no-flake anti­
perspirant for workers. 

-In October, Winchester, Va., 
sheriffs deputies, all males, went 
public with their complalnts that 
Sheriff Chuck Sturdivant (running 
for re-election to a second four-year 
term) was constantly kissing them in 
public as "my expression" of profes­
sional fondness. Sturdivant, a Re­
publican, is married, the father of 
two, and heterosexual, he says, but 
explained that he has kissed men for 
all the years he has been a sheriff and,

She 
has performed frequently in Louis­
ville, including a number of solo 
performances with the Louisville 
Orchestra and a televised perform­
ance with clarinetist Richard 
Stoltzman. Also a member of the 
New Opus String Quartet, she cur­
fently studies with Janos Starker at 
Indiana University.

before that, a deputy. He lost the 
election. 

-The German Parliament's 
commission on children, seeking to 
improve the world's lowest birth rate, 
proposed in November that its citi­
zens be required to be more loving 
and affectionate. Among the sugges­
tions: barring parents from spanking 
or nagging children, from threaten­
ing them with the boogieman, and 
from withholding affection. Already 
Germans are subjected to required 
public civility, such as prohibitions 
on angry gestures at motorists and 
insults to civil servants. 

-In December, workers in Black­
pool, England, draining the lake that 
lies under a resort's roller-coaster 
ride, discovered "hundreds" of pairs 
of false teeth, several wigs and six 
glass eyes. 

-At a Wilmington, N.C., utilities 
board meeting in November to de­
cide on a new water assessment 
against local residents, two land 
owners who had come to protest died 
during the hearing - one of a heart 
attack and the other of a stroke. 

-According to a trade union 
newspaper in the Commonwealth of 
Independent States, reported in For­
tune magazine in January, several 
textile workers jointly purchased three 
lottery tickets, with the ultimate 
winning ticket {for a car) being given 
to Alexandra Sergeyevna's husband 
for safekeeping. The husband 
promptly died and was buried in his 
best suit, into which, of course, he 
had put the ticket When the widow 
agreed to have the body exhumed, 
the casket wasn't there; authorities 
then discovered a thriving business 
in which caskets were being dug up 
and stripped clean. The prize car, 
which had been claimed, was traced 
to a man who had purchased the 
husband's suit at a thrift shop, and 
Alexandra fmally got it, but then 
cashed it in and donated the money to 
the Chernobyl nuclear disaster vic­
tims. 

-The third oldest nuclear power 
plant in the county, the San Onofre 
Unit 1 near San Diego, was proposed 
for "permanent" federal licensing 
recently. It was originally given a 
temporary 18-month license in 1968 
and was never upgraded - because 
it needed what now amounts to $360 
million worth of safety improve­
ments. 

-Stennet Alapa was hospitalized 
twice in Honolulu in a two-week 
period in November as a result of 
automobile accidents. In both cases, 
the driver of the car in which Alapa 
was riding was killed. 

CREME DE LA WEIRD 
-In February, the Austin Ameri­

can-Statesman profiled John Stapp, a 
troubleshooter for the Travis County, 
Texas, sewage treatment plant, who 
might be the nation's only profes­
sional sewage diver. Stapp dons a 
diving suit, mask, breathing tube, and 
air-powered tools to perform repairs 
on the 60,000-gallon, 16-by-40-foot 
containment vat. Said Stapp, "It's 
just a job to me that requires a lot of 
skill that not everybody has." A typi­
cal repair job requires Stapp to be 
submerged for four hours or more, in 
zero visibility. Stapp describes the 
job as "very quiet and peaceful" and 
says that, at the end of a shift, the 
thing usually on his mind is food: 
"I'm usually starved when I get 
through." 

LEAST COMPETENT PERSON 
-Edalina Rodriguez, 40, was 

arrested in Lorain, Ohio, in January 
for theft from a produce truck. Ac­
cording to a patrolman, Rodriguez 
and two other men ran away from the 
truck when the officer approached, 
but Rodriguez was the only oneofthe 
three to leave a trail of cherry toma­
toes leading to his apartment house, 
up stairs, down a hall, stopping in 
front of his door.
