For many accused, there is no defense

• Floyd County's judicial system 
has ground to a halt due to the ab­
sence of a full-time public defender. 

Thatabsence has also left the lives 
of approximately 25 persons lodged 
in the Floyd County Jail in limbo, 
which could violate their constitu­
tional rights to legal counsel. 

"We need a public defender more 
than we need a judge," Floyd County 

Circuit Court Judge Harold Stumbo 
said Thursday. "If somebody (in jail) 
can'tmakebond,they'reinbadshape. 
We've had some (prisoners) up there 
since October and they need to go to 
trial. I can't try a case, I can't even 
takeapleabecausethere'snotapublic 
defender. 

"It's wrong for a man to be up 
there that long, especially if he's 
innocent," Stumbo added. "It's al­
most denying them of their constitu­
tional rights."

Board lifts 
hiring ban

A hiring freeze imposed by the 
Floyd County Board of Education in 

• JanuarywasliftedatTuesday'sboard 
meeting. 

The meeting was adjourned to 
Tuesday, April28, when the staff for 
the 1992-93 school year is expected 
to be announced. 

Interim superintendent Eldon 
Smith said after Tuesday's meeting 
that declining enrollment figures in 
the school system required him to 
take a hard look at staffmg for the 
next school year. 

Board members enacted the hir­
ing freeze the day before former 
superintendent Ron Hager could 
legally begin hiring staff for the 92-
93 school year. 

Hager was suspended without pay 
from his job April 10 by the State 
Board for Elementary and Secondary 
Education after Education Commis­
sioner Thomas Boysen charged him 
with willful neglect of duty and mis­
conduct in office. Smith, a retired 
superintendent from Glasgow, was 
appointed as interim superintendent. 

The day before his suspension, 
Hager defied the board-imposed hir­
ing ban and notified board members 
by letter that he had filled 175 posi­
tions for next year. 

State officials declared those hir­
ings null and void because the board 
is to receive notification of employ­
ment during a board meeting. 

Smith will notify the board of the 
hirings April 28. 

In other action Tuesday, an issue 
was raised as to whether or not the 
new Left Beaver High School would 
be open for the 1992-93 school year. 

Another high school project dis­
cussed Tuesday was the status of the 
Prestonsburg project. 

Tim Sizemore, representing a 
citizen's group that wants the high 
school built at the Middle Creek site, 
called for the board to proceed with 
the project 

Sizemore said an alternate site for 
the school, known as the old drive-in 
site, was "inferior" and was chosen to 
"satisfy a political deadline." 

Smith responded that he had be­
gun working on the issue and would 
address the project in the near future. 

In other business: 
• The board heard from Floyd 

County Education Association presi­
dent Carol Stumbo who asked the 
board to look into alternatives to 
corporal punishment and to address 
issues in last year's teacher agree­
ment 

• Terry Ratliff, a parent from 
Martin Elementary, asked the board 
to consider installing an awning at 
the school because students have to 
wait in line outside before entering 
the cafeteria. 

• Joe Jacobs, representing the 
education forum, asked the board to 
enforce a prior order that required 
principals to post the monthly finan­
cial report for public inspection at 
their schools. 

• The board approved expelling 
two students from McDowell High 
School and two students from Betsy 
Layne High School for the remainder 
of the school year. 

• The board approved the submis-

Civil action filed : 

The vacancy was created when 
Stumbo was elected circuit judge and 
he left the bench as Floyd County's 
DistrictJ udge. Then public defender, 
Danny Caudill, was appointed to the 
bench which left the position vacant. 

Circuit court is the hardest hit by 
the dilemma becausepersonscharged 
withafelony, whoqualifyforapublic 
defender, cannot be arraigned or enter 
a plea in their case without being 
represented by counsel. Stumbo said 
about 60 percent of the defendants 

facing felony charges are eligible for 
a public defender. 

David Williams, director of the 
regional Public Advocacy office in 
Pikeville, agrees with Stumbo and 
said help is on the way. 

Williams explained that low pay 
for the position coupled with state 
budget cuts has "created a problem 
for everyone." 

"We have four attorneys to pro­
vide services for Pike, Floyd and 
Magoffin counties," Williams said.

"We need four attorneys to cover 
Pike County alone. In Pike County 
there are two circuit judges and two 
district judges. We don't have the 
manpower." 

Approval for Williams to hire two 
attorneys for permanent positions in 
the Pikeville office was granted by 
the Frankfort office. Williams said 
he hopes to have a public defender on 
board in Floyd County by May 1.

Wheelwright Utility Commission meets: 

Session offers no surprises

It was business as usual Tuesday 
evening,April2l,asthe Wheelwright 
Utility Commission conducted its 
third public meeting of the year. The 
commission was unable to conduct 
its regularly scheduled meeting last 
month because not enough of its 
members were present to constitute a 
quorum. However, only commis­
sioner James Little was absent for 
this month's meeting. 

Chairman Randall Johnson called 
the meeting to order at precisely 7 

p.m., and the utility commission's 
business manager, Audrey Yates read 
the minutes from February's meet­
ing. 

The flrst item on the meeting's 
agenda, check approval, passed 
through the commission relatively 
quickly, with only two minor excep­
tions: 

• Commissioner Duane Oden 
questioned the commission's prac­
tice of paying a subsidy to the city 
police department. City attorney Greg 
Isaac explained that this practice was 
legitimate, as the police department 
pays special attention to the security 

of the utility commission. 
• Commissioner Robert Hood 

wanted to know why the commission 
issued a check to the research firm of 
McCoy & McCoy. Audrey Yates 
explained that McCoy & McCoy is 
the independent laboratory that the 
commission chose to periodically test 
the city's drinking water according to 
federal regulations. 

The next subject the commission 
discussed was the proposed construc­
tion on the Old Bath House, an an­
cient, dilapidated structure on

Hazelett was reportedly attempting 
to cross two lanes of traffic after 
pulling out of the Hall Mart BP sta­
tion on U.S. 23 at I vel. 

Paula Hazelett, represented by the 
Martin County-based law fum of 
McCoy, Marcum & Triplett, was 
named as administratrix of the estate 
of her daughter on March 17 of this 
year. 

In a civil action fllcd in the Floyd 
Circuit Court on April 20, Hazelett 
charged that the death of her daugh-

Hazelett has requested a trial by 
jury to determine the amount of 
punitive damages owed herself and 
the estate of her daughter. 

A civil suit complaint lists only 
the plaintiff's cause of action.

"People accused of a crime have 
the right to appear before a judge and 
to have a reasonable bond set in a 
reasonable amount of time," Wil­
liams said.

Sparks flew Tuesday evening as 
the 5th District's Democratic con­
gressional candidates argued about 
how to stimulate economic growth in 
the region. The Eastern Kentucky 
Regional Chamber of Commerce, 
which includes Floyd, Johnson, Pike, 
Knott and Perry counties, sponsored 
the televised candidate's forum, 
which was held in Prestonsburg on 
April21. 

One of the most controversial 
topics that the candidates debated 
was U.S. Sen. Jay Rockefeller's pro­
posed plan to rejuvenate the failing 
United Mine Workers association. 
Rockefeller, D-W.Va, has suggested 
that lawmakers impose an additional 
tax on both union and non-union coal 
companies. According to 
Rockefeller's bill, the increased reve­
nue would be channeled to the 
U.M.W.A.'s benefit trust funds, 
which are currently over $140 mil­
lion in the red.

Wheelwright's Main Street The 
boiler for the building is insulated 
with asbestos. Since the structure's 
roof is caved in and all the windows 
are broken out, the asbestos is con­
stantly exposed to the elements. A 
few Wheelwright citizens have ex­
pressed concern that this may present 
some danger of contaminating the 
environment. 

The commission voted to hire an 
independent contractor to seal the 
building as a temporary measure. The 
commission is currently searching 
for a contractor to remove the asbes­
tos. 

Utility commission employee 
Gary McCoy, who was among the 
citizens gathered to witness the 
meeting, then spoke up and asked 
about the status of the commission's 
search for new utility vehicles. 
McCoy explained that he is currently 
using his own vehicle to perform his 
duties for the commission, as the 
utility truck he had previously used 
needs to be replaced. 

Hood moved that the commission 
begin searching for a replacement 
vehicle. The motion passed unani­
mously. 

Yates then requested permission 
to appropriate an estimated $250 in 
commission funds with which tore­
decorate the business office. 

The commission tabled discussion 
on this issue until the next meeting, 
which will be held on Tuesday, May 
19. 

Chairman Johnson then opened 
the floor to comments and com plaints 
from the audience: 

• Wheelwright city commissioner 
Luther Johnson requested that the 
city be allowed use of the utility 
commission • s lawnmowers. The util-

ity commissioners voted to allow this, 
with the stipulation that the city have 
its own lawnmowers repaired as soon 
as possible. 

• Johnson then requested that the 
city be allowed to borrow utility 
commission funds to remodel Wheel­
wright City Hall. Discussion on that 
request was tabled until the next 
meeting. 

• Malaki Hood requested that the 
utility commission repair damage 
done to his yard when commission 
employees installed a frre hydrant. 
The commission voted unanimously 
to honor this requesL 

• One citizen complained that util­
ity subscribers sometimes incur un­
fair late charges because the commis­
sion office is closed when they come 
to pay their biUs. Yates explained 
that there were times when she needed 
to leave the office, such as to deposit 
moneys or attend meetings, and that 
her assistant only worked part-time. 

The commissioners voted to hire 
someone to assist Yat.cs on a tempo­
rary full-time basis. 

• Another man suggested that the 
commission extend its services in 
order to bring increased revenue, 
making individual rates cheaper: 

Chairman Johnson said that they 
were already considering an exten­
sion, because at the present, they 
would be unable to provide services 
to the proposed prison and continue 
serving the Weeksbury area. 

With discussion at an end, chair­
man Randall Johnson ended the 
meeting at approximately 8:15 p.m.

CandidateS <cont1nuedtrompageone) 
rate, but with a different percentage 
for persons of differing incomes, 
ranging from a minimum six percent 
to a maximum 20 percent. 

Bobby Rowe, a Prestonsburg at­
torney, took issue with Pillersdorfs 
plan. claiming that it gave a substan­
tial tax break to the rich, who can 
currently be assessed up to 34 per­
cent of their incomes. Pillersdorf 
countered by informing Rowe that he 
overlooked Pillersdorfs proposal to 
limit tax deductions, thereby greatly 
reducing the ability of the wealthy to 
avoid fair taxation. 

Under Pillersdorf's plan, an indi­
vidual who made over $100,000 in a 
single year would pay more than 34 
times the amount of taxes that per­
sons who made less than $10,000 
would pay. 

Jackson, Ky. native Logan Turner 
also favored flat tax rate, but with the 
added suggestion that taxes be pro­
rated according to the number of chil-

dren in a household. Turner admon­
ished those candidates favoring a tax 

cut, and asked how the proposed 
reform progrwns would be imple­
mented wilh fewer tax dollars flow­
ing into the government 

Carol Brown Hubbard, a resident 
of Somerset, suggested a program to 
train unemployed Eastern Ken­
tuckians in fields utilized by compa­
nies that rely on the region's natural 
resources, by educating them through 
federal programs. 

John Doug Hays, a Pikeville at­
torney and former state senator, sug­
gested that ailing local businesses 
should be given extra tax benefits 
and possibly receive federal subsi­
dies. Hays compared this plan to the 
similar federal program that currently 
subsidizes the nation's farming 
community. 

Cecil opposed such programs, 
however, stating that any new jobs in 
the area should should be created by 
the private sector. Cecil cautioned 
against relying on the already over­
burdened federal government, stress­
ing instead that economic growth and 
reforms should begin at home. 

Defense---<contlnuedtrompogeone) 
down to be sure they're reasonable 
ones.

When asked if it turns out some­
one has been unjustly accused. how 
do you make up for the time lost spent 
in jail? 

"How can you make it up?" Wil­
liams asked. "You can't" 

The impact has not been as severe 
in District Court, but nonetheless 
remains a serious problem. 

"At least I can accept a plea from 
a defendant," District Judge Danny 
Caudill said. "Some local attorneys 
have volunteered their time if we 
have to have a trial. But cases have to 
be continued and we have to reset 
dockets. We are already pressed for 
time due to the backlog of cases. 

"Within the past 10 years, the 
number of criminal cases has sky­
rocketed." Caudill continued. "The 
position is not only necessary, it's 
critical in our present situation." 

CaudilJ, who has been on both 
sides of the fence, said low pay and a 
heavy cascload makes it difficult to 
find qualified attorneys to fill the 
position. 

Williams said the department has 

made a request to the state legislature 
to increase funding for position. The 
average salary for a public defender 
fresh out of law school ranges from 
$17,000 to $20,000. 

"The work load is such and the 
demand is such it's not worth it for a 
lot of attorneys," Williams said. "I'm 
not second guessing anyone, but it's 
up to the legislature to establish pri­
orities. When someone' s freedom is 
at stake, it's important to people." 

Williams did not know when a 
decision would be made by legisla­
ture and said in the meantime that he 
and his staff would "run back and 
forth" between the three counties.

In 1972, 11.4 percent of high 

school seniors who took the SAT had 
verbal scores over lhe standard score 
of 600; by 1983 it had dropped to 7 
percent and has stayed at lhat level.

Schoolwork has been adjusted so 
that students can read things that 
pertain to lhem without using a dic­
tionary for reference which leads to a 
poor command of lhe English lan­
guage. In writing, students usually 
write about lheir experiences and 
brilJiant pieces in which lhe writer 
uses a rational and understandable 
argument is all too rare. 

We can hope to bring back the 
academic excellence of the past if lhe 
subject material that is read is drasti­
cally increased in number and qual-

ity, challenges are provided to them 
in their classes that are their particu­
lar strengths, and recruit more smart 
college graduates to teach. It is still 
possible to avert the ignorance of our 
young people so that they can com­
pete with the rest of the world and, 
thus, be prepared to help it The fu­
ture will not dim if we keep America's 
mmds bright. ....

TRANSIENT ISCHEMIC 
AITACKS 

"Little strokes," medically called 
transient ischemic attacks (TIAs), are 
frequently a warning sign of a major 
stroke. They occur when the flow of 
blood to the brain is momentarily 
blocked or diminished for no more 
than one or two days. Since only a 
small area of the brain is influenced, 
you may be only slightly aware that 
something is wrong. It is very impor­
tant that you learn the warning symp­
toms of stroke. 

The warning signs of stroke in­
clude: 

Temporary vision loss. Vision loss 
is usually temporary and may last 
only several minutes or seconds. 
Many patients describe "sparkles," 
or a "curtain" dropping down in front 
of their vision. Regardless of the exact 
form or duration of the vision loss, it 
should be reported to your physician. 

Numbness, tingling or weakness 
of an armor leg. Numbness, tingling 
or weakness of the arm or leg is a 
fairly common occurrence, so people 
often ignore it, but it can indicate a 
severe narrowing of the arteries car­
rying blood to your brain. 

Dizzy spells. confusion. fainting 
spells and staggering. These symp­
toms are also often easily dismissed 
by patients. However, they can be 
another important sign of impending 
stroke. 

Difficultly in speaking. Tempo­
rary and unusual speech difficulties 
are also a common warning symp­
tom. Patients frequently describe that 
their mouth "was fuU of cotton" or 
simply didn't work as they expected.

Fortunately, prompt medical or 

surgical attention to the warning sig­
nals of stroke may prevent a fatal or 
disabling stroke from occurring. 
Many of the risk factors can be con­
trolled by re-evaluating yom lifestyle 
and making necessary changes. If the 
cause of the TlAs is blockage in the 
main arteries of the neck, a vascular 
surgeon may recommend a proce­
dure called a carotid endarterectomy. 
During a carotid endarterectomy, the 
blockage in the carotid artery is 
removed, restoring blood flow and 
greatly reducing the chance of fur-
ther strokes. · 

Magoffin brothers convicted 
of operating .. chop shop .. 

Karen Caldwell, United States 
Attorney for the Eastern District of 
Kentucky, announced the jury con­
viction of two Magoffin County 
brothers for violation of federal crimi­
nal laws relating to the altering of 
vehicle identification numbers. 

According to assistant United 
States Attorney, Thomas L. Self, who 
prosecuted the case, a petit jury in the 
United States District Court at Pikev­
ille, Kentucky, on Monday, April20, 
1992, found Bayes Connelley, 26, 
and his brother Mark John Connelley, 
29, of Salyersville, guilty on all 23 
counts of a federal indictment charg­
ing them with operating what is 
known as a "chop shop" in Magoffin 
County. The jury, after hearing testi­
mony for five days, deliberated for 
two hours and found both defendants 
guilty of 11 counts of altering the 
vehicle identification numbers on 11 
stolen pick-up trucks and guilty of 11 
counts of possessing the same trucks 
with the intent to sell or dispose of 
them knowing their vehicles iden ti fi­
cation numbers had been altered. 
They were also convicted of one count 
of conspiracy to do the other offenses. 
The jury's verdict found the defen­
dants guilty of removing the vehicle 
identification num berplates from the 
vehicles they purchased at salvage 
and placing these numbers on 11 
trucks which had been stolen in 
Central and Eastern Kentucky from 
May 1990 through May 1991. The 
defendants then sold 10 of the trucks 
to other individuals alleging they were 
trucks which had been rebuilt from 
salvage vehicles. 

Sentencing was set before United 
States District Judge, Joseph M. 
Hood, in United States District Court 

in Pikeville, Kentucky, on July 15, 
1992. Both face maximum sentences 
of up to 170 years in prison and a fine 
of up to $2.7 million. 

The case resulted from an investi­
gation conducted by the Auto Theft 
Section of the Kentucky StatePo1ice 
in conjunction with the Pikeville 
office ofthe Federal Bureau oflnves­
tigation.

Also, the 
income limitation is raised each year 
and your income may not have in­
creased at the same rate. You should 
check with your local VA office to 
determine if you are now eligible to 
receive a pension. 

Q.- 1 am a reservist entitled to 
education benefits under the 
Montgomery G~ Bill (Selected Re­
serve). Will I receive an additional 
allowance for my dependents once I 
begin training? 

A.-No. An additional allowance 
for dependents is not paid for those 
training under this program. 

Q.-My husband has been rated 
100 percent for a service-connected 
disability and has been receiving 
compensation for 15 years. If he dies 
from other than service-connected 
causes, will I be entitled to Disability 
Indemnity Compensation (Diq? 

A.-Yes. The widow of a veteran 
who was 100 percent service-con­
nected disabled for at least 10 years 
prior to his death is entitled to DIC 
benefits, regardless of the cause of 
death, provided that they were mar­
ried two or more years or that a child 
was born of the marriage. 

SUNSCREEN USERS­
MISTAKES TO A VOID 

While not disputing that the lazy­
hazy days of summer are for relax­
ing, the Food and Drug Administra­
tion warns sunscreen users not to get 
too laid back about applying these 
products. FDA says one of the big­
gest mistakes sun worshipers make is 
failing to re-apply sunscreens for 
continued protection according to 
label instructions. And spealdng of 
hazy, the agency says a second mis­
take is believing a cloudy day pro­
tects against burning. Some of the 
worst bums can occur under this 
condition, when bathers, feeling little 
warmth, lie on the beach for hours.

Highlands Regional Medical 
Center observed National Tumor 
Registrars Week on April 14, by 
serving breakfast to cancer program 
personnel and supervisors of depart­
ments related to cancer care. The 
event was held in recognition of the 
information accumulated and re­
)X>rted by Highlands Tumor Registry 
for the cancer program. This was the 
first year Tumor registries have ob­
served National Tumor Registrars 
Week. 

Displays of comparison graphs 
showing changes in cancers treated 
since Highlands began gathering 
information in 1987 were presented. 
A collection of pertinent photographs 
taken during the past five years were 
also displayed. 

The National Tumor Registrars 
Association is comprised of approx i­
mately 1500 cancer data specialists 
throughout the world. Tumor regis­
tries are part of the cancer program 
which collects, maintains, and ana­
lyzes information about cancer treat­
ment, and trends in cancer research. 

ReJX>rting cancer and maintain­
ing tumor registries became a re­
quirement of the Kentucky Legisla­
ture in January, 1991. 

However, Highlands began gath-

ering information on cancer patients 
before it was required by law. Stella 
McCown, HRMC Certified Staff 
Tumor Registrar, routinely collects 
information about Highlands' cancer 
patients and their treatment and sur­
vival statistics. 

Designation of a National Tumor 
Registrars Week was established by 
the American Cancer Society, and 
the National Cancer Institute. These 
organizations are currently working 
together to develop a national data­
base of cancer patient information 
gathered by local tumor registrars 
nationwide. 

With the American Cancer Soci­
ety estimating that more than 1.1 
million people will develop cancer in 
1992, it is important to note that in­
formation gathered by tumor regis­
trars in the past will be used by phy­
sicians to treat patients in future. 

Highlands' Cancer Program was 
the first cancer program in eastern 
Kentucky approved by the American 
College of Surgeons' Commission 
on Cancer.

THE KELLY PROCESS 
Soap update -------------- (Continued from. B 1) 

William Kelly (1811-1888), dis­
covered a steel making method which 
made it possible for civilization to 
pass from the Iron Age to the Steel 
Age. Born in Pittsburgh, Pennsylva­
nia, the cradle of steel, Kelly could 
describe the process of making steel 
while still a child. 

When he and his brother, John, 
moved to Kentucky, they built fur­
naces at Kuttawa in Lyon County to 
manufacture wrought iron from pig 
iron by burning out excess carbon. 
However, the fuel supply proved to 
be of inferior quality and was too 
costly to be brought into the area in 
large quantities. Then, Kelly found 
that blowing cold air on molten pig 
iron resulting in a material more 
malleable, and stronger, than iron­
without the expensive fuel. The idea 
sounded so absurd that Dr. George 
M. Huggans, an early Eddyville 
doctor, was called in to judge Kelly's 
sanity-he found him sane. 

An Englishman, Bessemer, ob­
tained patents on the same "air-boil­
ing" process in England in 1855 and 
in the U.S. in 1856. Kelly filed a 
priority claim in 1857, and the U.S. 

awarded him the patent. Although 
the U.S. refused renewal to the Eng­
lishman. this methcx' of making steel 

is universally known as the Bessemer 
Process and not the Kelly Process.

TELL ME WHY 
WHAT IS A WHIRLPOOL? 

You've probably noticed small 
whirlpools in a brook. They take place 
where a bank juts out into the current 
and gives a circular twist to the water. 
As the water spins around in the 
narrow space behind the bank, it tends 
to pile up on the outside of the circle 
and to hollow out into a funnel-shaped 
hole in the center. 

What causes the larger whirlpools? 
When the tide comes sweeping in 
and it meets the ebb current of the 
preceding tide head-on, the ocean 
currents start to move in rotary fash­
ion. This happens quite often in the 
narrow passages between groups of 
islands and the shores of the main­
land. 

When the narrow passage through 
which the tides flow is very deep, the 
rotary turning of the water some­
times changes to a spiraling flow, and 
then a downward-draft to a deep 
center takes place. 

But it doesn't take place in the 
open ocean. A whirlpool in the open 
ocean is nothing more than an eddy 
on a large scale, which simply means 
a flow of water in rotary fashion. 

Whirlpools occur in many parts of 
the world. The three most famous 
ones are the Malestrom, the 
Charybdis, and the whirlpool down­
stream from the Niagara Falls. The 
Malestrom is located off the Norwe­
gian coast, and the Charybdis lies in 
the narrow channel between Italy and 
Sicily. 

When people think of a whirlpool, 
many of them imagine a huge spin­
ning body of water into which people 
and ships can be sucked and pulled 
down. But it is good to know that 
while whirlpools are often danger­
ous, there is no suction or downward­
draft in them in the open ocean.

Springtime changes 
tadpoles to frogs 

The transformation of a 
tiny, dark-looking fish with 
no legs into a jumping, 
croaking, frog is another of 
nature's wonders. 

It takes four to 21 days for 
an egg to hatch into a tadpole. 

It then takes several 
weeks for the tiny swimmer 
to develop into a frog.

than the salary of the clerk for the 
whole year. I think the clerk who sells 
the ticket should get the bonus.-M. 
T. 

A: Lottery states that give retailer 
incentive bonuses for selling the 
winning lottery ticket most often give 
a bonus amounting to 1 percent of the 
jackpot total to the store owner, not 
the clerk who sells the tickeL And 
you arc absolutely correct; these 
bonuses often amount to very large 
sums. Frequently the bonus is more 
than the store owner makes in a year. 
As you might guess, this bonus acts 
as a real incentive for the store owner 
to push lottery ticket sales. 

Sometimes, however, the store 
owner isn't a person but a corpora­
tion, and then when a bonus is won 
interesting things happen to it. For 
example, on July 24, the single win­
ning ticket for a $12.8 million Mis­
souri jackpot was sold at a Texaco 
gas station in SL Louis. This station 
was owned by Texaco Refining and 
Marketing, Inc. Thebonus?$128,000 

was presented to a Texaco executive. 
But that's not the end of the story. 

Q: What if more than one ticket 
from the same person was drawn for 
the lottery spin game that is held 
periodically? Would lottery officials 

allow that person to compete and 
spin twice, or three times? Has it ever 
happened?-L.M. 

A: It has never happened that a 
lottery has drawn two or more tickets 
for the same person for the same 
drawing, but it could happen. I 
checked with three loueries and two 
of them said that if they drew a sec­
ond ticket for a person who had al­
ready been drawn as a contestant for 
a specific spin game, they would draw 
again so that someone else was able 
to play, rather than one contestant 
competing twice in the same game. 

The third lottery said that they 
would allow the person to compete 
twice-so they thought-but said 
their legal counsel would have to 
decide. 

Although what you are suggest­
ing has never happened, it has hap­
pened several times that a contestant 
has had hisorhernamedrawn for two 
different spin games. One California 
man has been a contestant in the 
California Big Spin game three times, 
one time winning a $1 million. (Send 
your questions to: The Lottery Col­
umn, c/o Ben Johnson, P.O. Box G, 
Bradenton Beach, FL 34217.

SMART MONEY 
HOW TO HANDLE SIBLING'S 
HOME EQUITY 

DEAR BRUCE: My sister went 
through a divorce recently and is hard­
pressed to pay her bills. She got the 
house, as well as the responsibility 
for a $20,000 home equity loan at 13 
percent. 

I can borrow the money for sub-
• stantially less against my home. She 

has proposed that I do that and loan 
her the money so that she can pay the 
lower interest rate. Would you en­
courage this?- L.W., Long Island, 
N.Y. 

DEAR L.W.: It's great to hear 
about siblings helping one another, 
but if you go ahead with what you 
have described, you should insist on 
a ftrm second mortgage. That way, if 
she remarries and that marriage ends 
in divorce, you would hold an inter­
est in the property ahead of her new 
ex-husband. 

But putting that scenario aside, 
you should also recognize that if your 

• sister does not meet her obligations, 
you will be stuck for as much as 
$20,000. Since you're borrowing 
against your home, you would have 

to eat that. I doubt you would be of a 
mind to take your sister to court. and 
as a consequence, you're going to be 
on the hook. I'm not saying that you 
shouldn't help her, just be aware of 
the facts. 

Another alternative could be to 
just subsidize your sister for $1,000 
or so a year. That would be a gift you 
would never see again, but you 
wouldn't be putting $20,000 at risk 
either. 

DEAR BRUCE: I was hospital­
ized for a very serious illness. Thanks 
to the doctors and the good Lord, I've 
had a full recovery. But I am very 
perplexed. I received two bills from 
physicians of whom I have no knowl­
edge. There were times when I was 
pretty much out of it and under seda­
tion, but I never authorized these 
people to come in and examine me, 
nor do I know what the results of 
these examinations were. 

I do have insurance and it will 
covermostofthe bills, but I can't see 
them being paid unless I know pre­
cisely what was done. When I called 
their offices, of course, I couldn't 
talk to the physician. I only reached a 
clerk and receptionist who said their 

bosses were called in to consult, and 
this was their consulting fee. 

How do I ftnd out who authorized 
this consultation and the medical 
benefit that resulted from it? -L.T., 
Kansas City, Kan. 

DEAR L.T .: First, talk to your 
primary physician, the one who is in 
chargeofyourcase. The likelihood is 
that he or she called in the consultant, 
which is not in itself a bad thing to do. 
I am much more comfortable with a 
second and third opinion before any 
radical procedure is undertaken. 

Rather than just call the doctors' 
offices, write to each of these practi­
tioners and explain that you were a 
patient and want them to be paid for 
whatever services were rendered, but 
you would like a written explanation 
of what those services were. 

If more people did what you are 
doing, our health insurance premi­
ums, in my view, could be substan­
tially reduced. Congratulations on 
your recovery.

EDELL HEALTH NOTES 
KIDS: SAFE AT HOME ••• Is it 

safer for your kids to be in day care or 
at home all day with a baby sitter? 
The answer offered by this Centers 
for Disease Control (CDC) study is 
noteworthy because it points out the 
importance of childproofing your 
home no matter where your children 
spend their days. 

The CDC concluded that day care 
is less dangerous after surveying 
1,775 households that included 2,250 
children under the age of 5. Between 
roughly 9 am. and 5 p.m., the rate of 
injuries for kids in day care was only 
two-thirds that for kids staying at 
home, and every one of a reported 
171 poisonings happened at home. 
But after 5, when the daycare kids 
were home, too, they were the ones 
more likely to be hurt. (This study did 
not look at infectious disease, though 
it's ~sumed to be higher for kids in 
day care because they come in con­
tact with more germs.) 

The fact that day-care kids got 
into more scrapes once at home sug­
gests that their parents may be more 
lax about safety. Following are some 
suggestions on how to prevent acci­
dents from happening where you live: 

- Round up all the cleaners, sol­
vents and other chemicals you use 
around home and corral them in one 
or two childproof cupboards or clos­
ets. Do the same for all medications 
around the house. Remember to keep 
the cupboards closed. 

-Staircases should have safety 
gates at the top and bottom. Test the 
security of each gate. Does it have a 
working latch? Could a child push it 
open? Would it stop a toddler on a 
rolling wagon? If not, you've got to 
buy a better one. 

-Walkers give babies mobility 
that far exceeds their judgment. Let 
them crawl and save your money. 

- AnychiJdtallenough toreacha 
doorknob probably knows how to 
open it. Fit a plastic sleeve (from the 
hardware store) over the knob on the 
doors leading outside, to the garage, 
to the basement stairs, or to other 
placesyourtoddlershouldn'tgo.Only 
a firm adult grip can tum a sleeved 
knob. 

-Check the windows. Kids can 
squeeze through openings less than 6 
inches wide; don't count on the win­
dow screen to stop a fall. Fasten safety 
locks on the upper tracks of double­
hung windows so they can open no 
more than 4 inches. Install door-type 
safety chains on side-hinged case­
ment windows and clamp-on stops 
on sliding windows.

EVERYONE FEELS FAT"' 
Whydosomanywomenthinkthey're 
fat when they're not? Trying to an­
swer that question would malce an 
interesting study. But these research­
ers merely provided more evidence 
that many women - even normal 
women untroubled by eating disor­
ders - have a distorted self-image. 

At the University of South Flor­
ida, 40 college women, half with 
eating disorders, were shown a dia­
gram of body shapes. Their first task 
was to identify the "ideal" figure. 
Both groups chose the slimmest fig­
ure, which I guess is to be expected. 
When asked to identify the way she 
felt, every woman picked a figure 
fatter than she really was. The only 
difference was that women with eat­
ing disorders thought themselves 
much heavier. 

It would be unfair to pin Madison 
Avenue and Hollywood with all the 
blame for this. But media portrayals 
of women certainly could stand to be 
filled out Doing so might just help 
women learn to accept themselves as 
they are_

BIRTHING PROCEDURE 

HURTS MOTHERS MORE 
THAN IT HELPS ... Obstetricians 
increasingly question the value ofthe 
episiotomy, an incision made in the 
opening of a woman's birth canal to 
allow the tissues to stretch without 
tearing during delivery. At least that's 
the theory. But several studies have 
shown that episiotomies do little to 
reduce the severity of the tearing. 
This new data find that they can even 
malce matters worse. 

Doctors at Mount Sinai Hospital 
in Toronto, Canada, looked at medi­
cal records from almost 10,000 nor­
mal deliveries and compared the 
incidence and severity of birth canal 
injuries with and without an episiot­
omy. Among the women who'd had 
them, the researchers found fewer 
tears in general, but the tears were 
four times more likely to be serious. 

While routine lacerations are easily 
fixed,majortears like these can cause 
extensive problems, perhaps inter­
fering with bladder and elimination 
function. 

There are shortcomings in this 
study. The doctors themselves point 
out that not all minor tears may have 
been reported, and that the study 
didn't include birth weight nor any 
measure of how difficult the delivery 
was. Nevertheless, this study only 
fuels the growing movement against 
using episiotomies.

THE COUPON CLIPPER 

'BUY ONE' OFFERS CREATE 
TAXING PROBLEMS 

Dear June--I recently purchased 
Crystal Light soft drinks on a "buy 
one, get one .free" offer. But I was 
charged sales tax on the full price of 
both items. It dido 't amount to much, 
but I don't think this is right What do 
you think? - John Stenglin, New 
Brighton, Pa. 

Dear John-If the "buy one, get 
one free" was a store sale, then the 
free item is the equivalent of a store 
discount, and you should have only 
been charged tax on one item. 

But if it was a manufacturers' 
coupon, the store was right to tax you 
for both items. Since the store is 
reimbursed for the free item, it has, in 
effect, sold it. Thus, the taxing au­
thority is entitled to the tax on the full 
price. 

Kim Widmer, a reader from 
Blairsville, Pa.,had another"buyone, 
get one free" problem. She had a 
manufacturers' coupon that offered a 
free dairy product worth up to $3 if 
shepurchasedtwoboxesofKellogg's 
cereal. Kim presented that coupon, 
along with two regular Kellogg's 
cents-off coupons, at the checkout 
counter. The cashier said that she 
could not use both the "buy two, get 
one free" coupon and the regular 
cents-off coupons. 

Kim asked to speak with the 
manager. The store manager arrived 
atthecheckoutcounter, took a look at 
the coupons and agreed with the 
cashier. "The manager made the 
comment that to accept all three 
coupons would amount to fraud," 
says Kim. 

Kim says that in the past she has 
been allowed to use coupons in this 
way. "Would you please explain the 
redemption rules," she asks. 

To explain the redemption rules, 
you have to read the flne print on the 
coupon. Typically ,coupons say, "One 
coupon per purchase." This means 
you have a choice, use the "buy two, 
get one free" coupon OR the cents­
off coupons. You can't use both! 

Occasionally, manufacturers have 
broken their own rules by allowing 
consumers to use more than one 
coupon on a purchase. In this case, 
Kellogg's decided to be very spe­
cillc. The "buy two, get one free" 
coupon Kim sent me says, "Limit one 
couponpertwopackagespurchased." 

There is no question here. A regu­
lar cents-off coupon cannot be used 
with this Kellogg's "buy two, get one

Production of bourbon documentary 
under way for public educational TV 

One Kentucky bourbon distiller 
claims to be a descendant of the noto­
rious James Brothers, outlaws Frank 
and Jesse, and has their guns to prove 
it 

Legend says that a Baptist minis­
ter unwittingly invented bourbon by 
aging his corn whiskey in a charred 
oak barrel, givingthespirititssmooth 
taste and amber color. 

And lhe state that makes all bour­
bon whiskey also produced the ax­
wieldingCarrieNation, whocrusaded 
to destroy taverns during the Tem­
perance Movement 

These and other fascinating de­
tails about the rich legend and lore of 
the Kentucky bourbon industry will 
be portrayed in "Made and Bottled in 
Kentucky," a one-hour television 
docwnentary currently in production. 

The documentary, by independ­
ent Charles Cowdery, is funded in 
part by a grant from Kentucky Edu­
cational Television's Fund for Inde­
pendentPToduction. 

The documentary will highlight 
the history of whiskey-making in 
Kentucky, particularly its heritage in 
communities such as Louisville, 

Bardstown and Frankfort, where most 
bourbon is made. It will also profile 
the modern bourbon industry, which 
is booming overseas and currently 
enjoys a modest revival domestically 
after more than a decade of decline. 

"People are familiar with brand 
names such as Jim Beam, Early 
Times, Maker's Mark and Wild Tur­
key, but they don't know about the 
heritage and unique culture of this 
tiny comer of the world where all 
bourbon is made," says Cowdery. 
"Bourbon is a distinctly American 
drink, this country's lone contribu­
tion to the great whiskies of the 
world." 

"Made and Bottled in Kentucky" 
will depict how bourbon is made 
through a fascinating mixture of tra­
ditional and modem methods. It will 
include historical photographs and 
commentaries, contemporary views 
of those images and interviews with 
bourbon makers, including direct 
descendants of early distillers. A look 
at the Oscar Getz Museum of Whis­
key History in Bardstown reveals 
original distilling equipment and old 
bottles, labels and advertising.

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Mission closes after 28 years 
in one-room schoolhouse

Members of the Daniel's Creek 
Mission learned a lot of lessons from 
a one-room schoolhouse. 

For 28 years, Leo and Pearl Watts 
taught Sunday school in the last ex­
isting one-room public schoolhouse 
in Kentucky. 

But the final class was held April 
5. The mission was forced to close 
when the facility was purchased by 
the historical society ofFloyd County 
to be displayed at the Jenny Wiley 
State Resort Park in Prestonsburg. 

Daniel's Creek Mission began in 
1964 by First Baptist Church of Al­
len. 

Since that time, 350 to 400 people 
have come through those doors, said 
Fre_nch Hannon, pastor of the spon­
sonng church. Harmon credits the 
~attses, church members who have 
directed the Sunday School mission 

since its beginning, with the success 
of the effort. 

"The Wattses are truly one of the 
most dedicated couples I know. They 
are an example of what Christian lay 
men and women can do," he said. 

Both retired school teachers, the 
Wauscs felL right at home leading the 
9a.m.scrviceintheonc-roomschool­
house on Sunday mornings. 

The building was not used as a 
school after 1985, but the mission 
continued to meet there each Sunday. 
The Wattscs said they arrived about 
7:30 on chilly Sunday mornings to 
build u warm fire in the pot-bellied 
stove. The mission members began 
arriving around 9. 

Sometimes they had to walk part 
of the way when the roads were so 
rulled and muddy that driving was 
impossible. 

Average attendance grew from 21 
the flfSt year to41 in 1977. The record 
high attendance was Chrisunas of 
1984, when 130 were present 

By providing gifts and a special 
program during the Christmas sea­
son, Harmon said the Daniel's Creek 
Mission "was the only Christmas 
some of those children ever had." 

Vacation Bible school was one of 
them iss ion's most successful events, 
Hannon said. It was held every 
summer, with an overall average 
enrollment of 125. 

The Wattsessaid they believe they 
reached almost every family in the 
rural community. 

"The mission has been a tremen­
dous blessing," said Jim Smith, di­
rector of missions in the Enterprise 
Association. "Its absence will leave a 
big vacuum in our association's 
work." 

But Harmon is confident that both 
the spirit and the mission effort will 
continue. "We will look for other 
opportunities now. Christians are 
always looking for new areas where 
their gifts can be used," he said.
