"We have advised the Finance 
Cabinet we no longer wished to pro­
ceed with the design" of the golf 
course, Bender said. "It became ap-
arent that the process of mining the 

site further could take five or six 
years."

Bentley said that he had rio au­
thority to close the school, that deci­
sion must be left to the board of edu­
cation, but added that the health of 
the children was his primary con­
cern.

Bentley said that absenteeism at 
the school had been high since the 
hepatitis scare began, with 1 OS stu­
dents absent on Monday and 92 ab­
sent on Tuesday. 

"Otherwise," Bentley said, "we're 
carrying on school as usual." 

In the meantime, the school is 
taking every precaution to make sure 
that the virus does not spread. The 
bathrooms, cafeteria, and all surfaces 
that the students might touch and 
pick up the virus, such as doorknobs, 
are being cleaned and sanitized sev­
eral time. per day. However, the main 
burden for preventing the further 
spread of the virus remains with the 
students themselves. 

"We're encouraging the students 
to use good hygienenotonlyatschool 
but also at home," Bentley said. 

Officials from the health depart­
ment are working closely with the 

families of those infected with hepa­
titis A in an effort to prevent further 
spread of the virus. 

Health department workers ad­
minister gammaglobulin to those at 
high risk of contracting the disease. 
Gammaglobulin functions only as a 
booster of the natural immunity 
against hepatitis A, not as a cure for 
the disea<>e, as had been previously 
reported.

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Frazier says again that he's no candidate : 

Sparks fly in

Education Commissioner Thomas 
Boysen has been asked to suspend 
Floyd County's search for a new 
superintendent amidst new battle lines 
drawn in the county between those 
who support the fmal five candidates 
and those who want the job in the 
hands of a local man. 

A wave of public supportfot F1oyd 
County candidate Gary Frazier as the 
next superintendent has prompted 
Frazier to stress he's no longer inter­
ested in the job. 

That same support has brought 
scorn from the district's screening 
committee who has called the out­
pouring "appalling." 

Last week's bizarre twist to the 
selection process-reports that the 
number one candidate's wife was 
convicted of altering drug prescrip­
tions; that one candidate was arrested 
in Florida for marching down the 
highway 

with a stolen American flag and 
later suffered a nervous breakdown; 
and two other candidates were not 
rehired by their boards of education­
has caused both sides to tum to the 
state for help. 

Gary Frazier, who did not make 
the fmal cut for the job, said last week 
he no longer wanted to be considered 
and asked the state Office of Educa­
tion Accountability to investigate the 
selection process. 

That move led to a request by 
screening committee chairman Carol 
Stumbo that Dr. Boysen suspend the 
selection process. Stumbo also ac­
cused the board's committee repre­
sentative of trying to pressure other 
members to include Frazier. 

Boysen, who has an informal 
agreement with the board to approve 
their choice of superintendent, has 
not responded to the request to sus-

pend the selection of a new superin­
tendent. 

Frazier issued a statement Tues­
day evening thanking those who are 
keeping his name linked to the job, 
but stressed he is not interested. 

"Following my announcement last 
week that I was removing myself 
from further consideration ... there 
has been a tremendous outpouring of 
support both in Floyd County and 
statewide," Frazier said. 

"I have received hundreds oftele­
phone calls, petitions have been cir­
culated within the county, support 
has been expressed through the local 
media, the Floyd County Fiscal Court 
passed a resolution in my support .. 
.," Frazier added. "However, I must 
reemphasize my position that I no 
longer wish to be considered for the 
position of superintendent. .. There 
are no circumstances which I would 
reconsider my position."

The issue of how much revenue 
wasgeneratedlastyearatthcStumbo 
Park golf course in Allen touched off 
a heated exchange Friday at the Floyd 
County Fiscal Court meeting. 

Sparks flew between County At­
torney Jim Hammond and Nello 
Francis, a representative for local 
golfers, when Francis pressed him 
for an answer on how much money 
the golf course brought in last year. 

Francis has appeared before the 
court for the last three months asking 
that green fees at the course be re­
duced, that improvements be made to 
the course and wanting an answer to 
the revenue question. 

Francis' son, Frankie Francis, 

asked the court if they could set some 
deadlines for improvements to be 
made on the course. 

Nella Francis soon took over as 
spokesman, asking Hammond for a 
breakdown on the golf course reve­
nues. 

"The expenses can't be broken 
down," Hammond said. "It would 
give a false impression of the golf 
course (revenues)." 

''I'm just trying to get the facl<>," 
Nello Francis said. 

"All you want to do, Nello, is play 
golf 300 days a year and play for 
free," Hammond retorted. 

"I think the county attorney is out 
of order," Frankie Francis said. 

"I think you're out of order,"

"I think you 'veal ways b<x'n out of 

order,"NelloFrancis told Hammond. 
"Shut up and let me finish," 

Frankie Francis told Hammond. "We 
don't want a free ride. If my father 
wants play golf 300 days a year, 
that's his prerogative, he's retired. I 
think you owe this court and my 
father an apology. The people who 
have come to me (golfers) have 
worked diligently for you." 

Stumbo called for order and said 
the court could not consider any 
improvements until after July 1. 

In other business Fnday, the court 
heard from Floyd County schools 
transportation director Earl D. Ousley 
about a situation involving school 
buses and coal trucks on Cow Creek 
Road.

James Sherman, who represented 
thetruckingcompany, said coal trucks 
have not been traveling the road be­
tween 3 p.m. and 4 p.m. in an attempt 
to ease the problem. 

Severa I parcn Lc; addressed the court 
and said their children have told them 
many times that their buses have 
almost run off the road or been hit by 
coal trucks. One citizen commented 
he had seen truck drivers throw beer 
cans out the windows. 

One parent complained that the 
children heard some vulgarcommenLc; 
made by the truckers over the 
Citizen's Band radio in the school 
bus. 

That comment prompted magis­
trate Jackie Edford Owens to ac;k 
Sherman if he would "buy a set of 
headphones for the bus driver so the 
kids won't hear" the trucker talk. 

Barney Walker reminded Owens 
and the court that it is illegal for any 
commercial driver to wear head­
phones while operating their vehicle. 

After some debate, Hammond told 
Sherman to tell the truckers to obey 
the law or face being shut down. 

"The issue isn't the size of the 
school huscs, it's the operation of 
coal trucks," Hammond snapped. "I 
assure you the laws will be enforced 
in this state and this county. We'll 
have the state police, DOT and 
sherifrs department up there and no 
trucks will operate. You have to make 
upyourmind(toobey the law)andgo 
do it." 

The trucks will not run on Cow 
Creek road between 2:45 p.m. and 4 
p.m. 

Other citizens speaking to the court 
included Tom_my Murphy of Way­
land, who announced with Hammond 
that Elkhorn Mining Company had 
agreed to donate land at28 Hollow in 
Wayland to be used for a park. 

Murphy said that the area, which 
has been reclaimed by the depart­
ment of Abandoned Mine Lands, 
contains approximately 90 acres and 
two flaLc; that can be used for Babe 
Ruth and LiLLie League baseball fields. 

The .:oat company is willing to 
convey the land to the county and the 
City of Wayland if they can have 
access over the land, Murphy said.

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The cburt instructed Hammond to 
work with Murphy on the project. 

In an issue concerning excess fees 
from the sheriff's department, Ham­
mond LOid the court they could not 
give hack $33,946to the office in the 
form of operating expenses. 

Treasurer David Alkn disagreed 
saying that he had contacted the state 
auditor's office and was told "if the 
court wishes" it could pay any amount 
to the shcrifrs office as an operating 
expense. 

"It's like trading apples fordough­
nutc;," Allen said. "Notxx1y is going 
to gain any money." 

Hammond told the court that, in 
his opinion, it would be illegal to do 
that. 

"I can't advise you to do that," 
Hammond said. "I don't want to get 
myself in trouble. The sheriff can try 
to resolve it with the state auditor's 
office. He knows his way around 
Frankfort." 

Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson re­
sponded that the excess fees were 
generated before he took office dur­
ing a time when the tax bills had not 
been sent out. 

"Something needs to be said about 
excess fees," the sheriff said. "It's 
from money not spent by the sheriff's 
department. Had I known, those fees 
should have been in 1990, I'm sure 
those excess fees would not have 
been there." 

Judge-Executive Stumbo said he 
was told the court could give the 
sheriff's office money for operating 
expenses. 

The court took no action on the 
issue.

Meanwhile, board chairman Ray 
"Shag" Campbell is sticking to his 
word that the next superintendent will 
be one of the five fi nat ists announced 
last week.

Confederate soldiers across Middle 
Creek and into the hills, and neither 
side achieved a clear-cut victory. 

The reenactors also were jolted 
into the past. During Saturday's skir­
mish, as fog engulfed the valley and 
the moonlight was obscured by a 
cloudy night sky, Confederate sol­
diers prepared to fire on an approach­
ing band of troops. "Hold your fire," 
said the officer in charge, "until we 
see the flag." Suddenly, from out of 
the mist unfurled the Confederate 
flag. The soldiers had almost fired on 
members of their own side - an 
event that happened in the actual 
Battle of Middle Creek during the 
Civil War.

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Local politicians endorse Times editorial YOUR

The Floyd County Fiscal Court 
fanned the flames of an inferno in 
unusual fashion Friday, adopting a 
resolution endorsing an April 10 
Floyd County Times editorial that 
even its author has denounced as be­
ing based on incorrect information. 

At the prompting of County A ttor­
ney Jim Hammond, the fiscal court 
voted Friday to endorse the April 10 
editorial written by Times Editor 
Scott Perry, which suggested that a 
superintendent search com m ittce had 
wrongly excluded local candidates 
from consideration. 

That insinuation was retracted in 
an April 17 editorial after it was 
learned that the committee had made 
no exclusions and local candidates 
were still in the running for the school 
post 

"I've written editorials endorsing 
politicians," Perry said this week in 

reference to the 'court's action, "but 
this is the first time I've had politi­
cians endorse an editorial. It's par­
ticularly unusual for the court to take 
this stance when you realize that the 
editorial was based on an incorrect 
assumption and the fact that a local 
candidate was, in fact, among the 
finalists for the job." 

Three magistrates, Betty Caudill, 
Gerald DeRossett andEnnil Tackett, 
andJudge-ExecutiveJohn M. Stumbo 
voted to adopt the editorial. 

Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens 
abstained saying, "I think we ought 
to let the board run it, but I'm not for 
bringing in outsiders." 

County Attorney Hammond wrote 
a letter to board chairman Ray 
"Shag"Campbell Monday saying the 
court had adopted a resolution re­
questing the board consider the ap­
pointment of Frazier or any other 
qualified Floyd Countian. 

"This resolution is not to be con­
strued as an attempt by the Floyd

Free Medigap Insurance Program 
offered by National Committee 
by Dr. Susan Aldridge 
Aging Service Director 
A state-of-the-art computer pro­

gram to help older Americans decide 
if they need Medicare supplemental 
health insurance and which policy 
might be best for them is being made 
available free of charge on a nation­
wide basis as a public service by the 
National Committee to Preserve 
Social Security and Medicare, a lead­
ing senior organization. 

The software program is being 
made available to select nonprofit 
organizations as well as hospitals and 
area agencies on aging, and will fa­
cilitate the development of free state­
wide medigap insurance counseling 
programs for seniors. Medigap in­
surance is purchased by individuals 
to cover expenses not paid for by 
Medicare. 

Once in place, the software will be 
loaded with information about the 
various medigap policies sold in a 
state and registered with the state 
insurance commission. Seniors then 
will be able to compare various 
medigap insurance policies sold in 
their state, including the premiums 
and benefits of individual policies. 

"In essence, the computerized 
counseling program will offer sen­
iors a one-stop information clearing 
house on medigap insurance," said

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Most Kentucky job sectors showed little 
or no growth during recession of '91 

Several of Kentucky's major 
employment categories were hit hard 
by the national recession in 1991 as 
evidenced by losses or little growth 
which reversed upswings that began 
in the mid-1980s. 

Manufacturing, construction, ag­
riculture, mining and quarrying, and 
federal government took 1991's wors1 
blows, according to the annual state 
labor trends report by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources. 

Meanwhile, trade, finance, insur­
ance and real estate, and transporta­
tion, communications and utilities 
employment showed little change 
from last year. 

Growth was recorded in 1991 in 
services, state and local government, 
education and self-employment 

"Obviously. the national recession 
was the key element in Kentucky's 
employment picture last year," said 
Ed Blackwell, the cabinet's chief 
labor market analyst. ' 'That negative 
factor, more than anything else, in­
fluenced the turnaround from the 
progress we had been making in the 
last four years when we were grow­
ing in most sectors, particularly in 
manufacturing.

"New hires in services and self­
employed jobs are indicators of a 
tough economic year," he said. 
"During recessions more people 
become self-employed or take part­
time servic~ sector work to supple­
ment their incomes." 

Trade retained its number one 
employment position for the lOth 
straight year. The sector added 300 
jobs from 350,800 in 1990 to 351 ,1 00 
in 1991. 

"Most of the increase in this cate­
gory carne from restaurants, food 
stores, home and furniture stores and 
department stores, but car dealerships 
and apparel and accessories stores 
suffered losses," Blackwell said. 

Services maintained second place 
in employment and showed the most 
growth with 6,200 more jobs for a 
totalof334,500 in 1991 as compared 
to 1990's 328,300. Although serv­
ices registered the fastest growth rate 
in 1991 at 3.2 percent it was lower 
than the 5 percent increase from 1989 
to 1990, he said. Most of the gain 

carne in health, business and educa­
tional services. 

Manufacturing held on as the third 
largestemployerdespitca 7 ,200drop 
(the largest decrease of all sectors) 
from 287,500 in 1990 to 280,300 in 
1991. Within the sector, electrical 
and industrial machinery, textiles and 
apparel,lumber and furniture, petro­
leum, coal, rubber and plastic prod­
ucts, and leather products suffered 

the biggest setbacks, Blackwell said. 
"On the positive side, we have had 

60 manufacturers announce plant 
openings, 387 plant expansions and 
15 supporting industries arc opening 
or expanding," Blackwell said. "If 
those plans mature, we should sec 
someofthoscdcvelopmcnts in 1992." 

The fourth ranked self-employed 
category jumped by 4,900 jobs from 
151,200 in 1990 to 156,100 in 1991. 
Fifth-place education had the third 
highest growth rate ao; it rose 3,500 
from 124,000 to 127,500. 

State and local government grew 
3,500 from 89,800 in 1990 to 93,200 
in 1991 and ranked sixth. Transpor­
tation, communications and utilities 
was next recording 1,000 new jobs 
and increao;ing to 81,100. 

Eighth-placed construction had the 
second greatest loss with 3,700 fewer 
jobs and a total of 63,000 in 1991. 
Most of the decline was in home and 
general building and special trades, 
such as plumbing and masonry, he 
said. 

Finance, insurance and real estate 
had the ninth highest employment 
with 62,200 jobs, which was 800 
more than in 1990. 

Agriculture rounded out the top 
with a 700-job drop to 52,600. The 
federal government fell from 46,400 
in 1990 to 44,700 in 1991. Bitumi­
nous coal mining and rock quarrying 
also slid down the employment lad­
der from 35,500 in 1990 to 32,400 in 
1991.

Press Release from: CAROL STUMBO, President of the Floyd County Education Association 
I am today formally requesting that Commissioner Thomas Boysen suspend the search process for 

superintendent of Floyd County Schools until such time' as an atmosphere can be created that will allow 
a quality candidate to be selected to lead the district and that Commissioner Boysen or members of his 
staff begin an investigation into what I consider are blatant attempts by certain individuals to subvert the 
screening and selection process for a new superintendent. 

Last week an attempt was made to destroy the credibility of four of the candidates recommended 
by the screening committee through local and state media. I believe that the people of Floyd County 
have a right to all pertinent information regarding candidates for the superintendency in Floyd County 
but that they have a right to all of it- not selective pieces of information that have been ted to the press 
by disgruntled individuals within this county. The precedent of examining candidates through the 
media, without access to all of the information about those candidates, and before the screening 
process has been completed is a dangerous one. creating a damaging image of KERA nationwide. I 
would like to know who supplied the press the information that started this examination and what the 
motives of that individual/ individuals were. I know that the rumors regarding the candidates did not 
begin with the press . 

I defend the choices made by the screening committee. Four of the candidates hold doctorates. 
They have impressive backgrounds and skills. The process that the search committee was a good one. 
Anyone who stood in the meeting rooms at Jenny Wiley Lodge and watched teachers and citizens 
talking to candidates last weekend know that what was happening was good, but this is really not about 
the qualifications of these candidates. Someone wants to eliminate them from consideration. Interim 
Superintendent Eldon Smith told members of the Floyd County Education Forum that any superinten­
dent who has been working in education for any length of time will "have his battle scars" and this 
weekend in a phone conversation with me, he indicated that 95% of those superintendents who had 
been on the job for any length of time had probably had some conflict with their employers. These 
candidates are no different. What most of the people of Floyd County have not had the opportunity to 
see is what these candidates have accomplished. 

Members of the screening committee were told consistently that Dr. Jerry Austin was a man of 
"integrity and compassion." The fact that his wife experienced a set of personal tragedies, was involved 
in an incident about prescription drugs, and had to seek medical assistance is not related to Dr. Austin's 
ability to perform as a superintendent. When he realized the seriousness of his wife's condition, he left 
his job in order to help her. He was not fired. Dr. Austin did not try to conceal any of this from the Floyd 
County Board of Education and the Floyd County screening committee. Dr. Austin ran a successful 
school district for some fifteen years. He has won state-wide recognition for his accomplishments. 

Dr. Edward Caputo at the request of his parents did set up religious classes for students after school 
hours. When ordered by the superintendent to cancel those classes, he refused to do so, believing that 
if schools were site-based, parents should have a right to say what was important to their children's 
education. When he refused to go against his parents' wishes and cance I the classes, he was dismissed 
by his superintendent. He worked for fourteen years in the school and won two national awards for his 
leadership as principal. He became upset about the decision to exclude parents from this decision and 
picked up an American flag from an area on the street where he was walking and marched with it to 
protest until he was arrested tor doing so. At that time, he did experience an emotional crisis. "Some 
people might have called it a nervous breakdown," Dr. Caputo told me yesterday, "but I didn't. In more 
than twenty years of working in education, the loss of this job is the only blemish on my record. " An 
equally valid interpretation of what Dr. Caputo did was that he was willing to fight for what he believed 
in and because he cared so much about the children and people ot hiS school, he lost his job and 
suffered emotionally for it. 

The superintendent of the Rockford school district where Caputo currently works investigated the 
incident in Florida and concluded that there was "nothing there" to prevent him from hiring Dr. Edward 
Caputo more than seven years ago. He was fully aware of the situation. That same superintendent 
recommended Dr. Caputo for his ability to bring different groups of people together. In a project known 
as Renaissance, Dr. Caputo was able to get" totally different groups of people working together", a tact 
that the superintendent believed was impossible up to that point. Dr. South, who did an external 
evaluation of schools in Florida, referred to Caputo as an extraordinary administrator. "Three or four 
years after Ed left Florida, people were still referring to it as Ed Caputo's school because of what he 
accomplished while he was there," Dr. South told us. 

Dr. William Jutras, by mutual agreement with his board, has decided not to return to his position in 
North Conway, finding it difficult to work for ten different school boards. He told the screening committee 
that was his reason for looking for a new position. He has not been fired. It is not a crime to want to 
change jobs. The vice-chair of one of the largest of those boards had only the highest praise for Dr. 
Jutras. The board attomeyfor North Conway said, "He is one of the most organized people I have ever 
worked with." 

Dr. Frank Cummings was not rehired by his school district some years ago in Missouri when a split 
board vote occurred. That incident is not related to his performance in his present job. His marriage to 
a staff member by law requires him to seek employment elsewhere. He has not been fired. 

I don't think that anyone on the screening committee would attempt to argue that these candidates. 
may not have some incidents in their pasts that need to be looked at carefully, but the shame about what 
is happening in Floyd County is that we will probably lose five fine candidates without a thoughtful, 
careful consideration of their abilities. Oddly enough, only one of the candidates has not ended up in 
a newspaper article. The real problem isn't that these people are not qualified You don't secure the kind 
of jobs that they presently hold without having administrative skills .. Although some of them may be 
more qualified than others, that could and should have been decided after a more thor~ugh examination 
of their resumes and backgrounds by the board of education. The real problem with the candidates, in 
my opinion, is that they are being considered seriously for a position in Floyd County. As outsiders, they 
would owe nothing to any of the board members, except to do their jobs and hire competent, capable 
people. The crime, it there is one, is that if they are hired, they threaten the local power structure and 
politicians are not about to let that happen. 

What is happening now is the largest struggle for power that has ever occurred in Floyd County, 
the first real test of KERA's abilities to remove politics from our school system. I believe that individuals 
fortheirown political motives are attempting to subvert the process in Floyd County and if they succeed, 
then once again, our children will suffer. 

Although Gary Frazier, the local candidate, has removed himself from consideration for the position 
of superintendent, insiders believe that he is still very much a candidate. What I believe is happening 
here is an attempt to attack the creditability of the screening committee and the process it used, then 
clear the field of qualified candidates so that politicians can then turn to the local candidate after a 

ground swell of public support has been demonstrated and then offer him the position. Other events 
that took place this past week seem to indicate that this is exactly what is happening. 

When a fiscal court votes to endorse a candidate for superintendent of schools, as happened last 
week in Floyd County, politics are still very much at work in Floyd County. The position of the 
superintendent has traditionally been important in that political structure, a way for candidates to 
secure votes and support. Apparently, that still is the case. 

When 16 administrators meet for the purpose of endorsing a candidate and 14 of those have not 
even bothered to meet or listen to the other candidates, I wonder how interested they are in finding the 
most qualified candidate. 

Petitions and "surveys" are being circulated among certified and non-certified staff in the school 
district gathering support tor Gary Frazier. Some teachers are worried that if they don't sign the petitions 
that their jobs will be in jeopardy or that they will be somehow punished. Again, this is in direct conflict 
with the spirit and intent of the reform act. It is the old way of selecting a superintendent in Floyd County 
through fear and intimidation. I am requesting that the individuals resp6nsible for circulating these 
petitions be identified and asked to cease immediately. The intimidation of teachers by anyone in a 
work setting is wrong. If some teachers choose to support Gary Frazier as superintendent, that is their 
right, but other people have the right to work in an environment free of intimidation. 

All of these are just the latest events in a long series of activities meant to subvert the selection 
process. Tommy Boyd, the board member appointed by Chairman Ray Campbell and the administra­
tive representative Gary Newman have clearly advocated the selection of a local candidate (Gary 
Frazier, in particular) from the beginning of the process which is within their right as representatives, 
but they also attempted to pressure other members of the search committee into supporting him as 
well. Mr. Boyd reminded people of past family connections and favorable treatment, but when none of 
this worked, he began to attack members of the committee and the search process itself, charging 
everything from improper selection of the two teacher representatives to rigged voting procedures. 

Some of the charges that were made against the screening committee have since been repeated 
by Gary Frazier in the press. The voting procedures used in selecting the two teacher representatives 
on the screening committee were outlined in a letter that was been sent to Dr. Penny Sanders right after 
the committee was formed. In a phone conversation with her several weeks ago, she told me that she 
had found nothing wrong with the manner in which the election was held. The ballots tor that election 
are on file at KEA and we have offered to sh~w them to anyone who is interested in looking at them. 
No one has. Apparently, it is easier just to make the charges in the paper, and in the process, damage 
the image of the committee. 

The attacks and charges against committee members became so bad that two weeks prior to our 
last meeting, I met with Interim Superintendent Eldon Smith and informed him of the situation and then 
wrote a letter to Dr. Penny Sanders of the Office of Educational Accountability, sending copies of that 
letter to Eldon Smith and Chairman Campbell. When Gary Newman learned that I had written Dr. 
Sanders, he wanted to know what I thought she could do. "Slap my wrists?" At the last committee 
meeting, Tommy Boyd issued a thinly veiled threat ag~inst teachers in this county when he told me that 
the elimination of Gary Frazier had "put the board in a bad place and they wouldn't like it. Shag 
(Chairman Campbell) and I have been good to teachers." Mr. Newman, on two different occasions 
made direct appeals for his candidate choice, quoting a promise that Mr. Frazier had made to clean out 
the central office, removing, at least, two individuals that had supported previous superintendents. 

Mr. Boyd informed me that it was no one's business, except that of the committee, who was 
recommended for the position of superintendent and charged two groups with exercising undue 
influence on me and the committee. All of this behavior was inappropriate for this committee and 
especially for a board representative. It is inconceivable that Chairman Campbell, who had selected 
Mr. Boyd as his representative, was unaware of these activities since I reported them to him and since 
Mr. Boyd and Mr. Newman often visited Chairman Campbell's house after the screening committee 
meetings were over. As board chairman, Mr. Campbell had a responsibility to insure that the process 
for screening was carried out with integrity. That did not happen. I have never been involved in anything 
as mean and ugly as some of the screening committee meetings were. 

As much as I hate to admit it, Commissioner Boysen and his staff were correct in their assessment 
that the screening process could not work in this school district. I wanted the people of Floyd County 
to be involved in the selection of the new superintendent because the schools belong to the people of 
Floyd County. In spite of the charges made by Gary Frazier, no attempt was made by the screening 
committee to eliminate candidates because they were from Floyd County or Kentucky. We selected 
people solely on the basis of their qualifications, but it is becoming increasingly clear that perhaps we 
should have considered only applicants from outside the area. What is happening in Floyd County is 
not about children or education. I support the commissioner fully in any action that he may choose to 
take in this matter. He has demonstrated his concern for our children and his belief that people need 
to be involved in the process. The political leaders of Floyd County, as usual, have shown that other 
things are more important to them. 

A parent told me several weeks ago that I was like a person who was standing in front of an army 
equipped with guns and all that I had to defend myself was a small knife. He went on to say that 1 didn't 
stand a chance. If I have a weapon, I hope it is the truth and the deep love I have tor children in this 
county. I know with all my heart that we can no longer make the choices we have in the past. We can't 
turn our heads and pretend we aren't hurting our children. We have allowed people to hold power for 
so long that they believe they are accountable to no one. I don't think the people of Floyd County want 
that kind of school system. 

In addition to the request that I am making of Commissioner Boysen, I am asking the people of 
Floyd County to support a quality superintendent . I am also asking every politician from the county 
judge executive to the county attorney to our state legislators, to stay out of this selection process and 
allow our children to have the kind of leader that they deserve, to build a power base somewhere else 
one that does not destroy our children and our future. Parents want their children to be able to stay 
home and find jobs. That won't happen until we have a good school system, one that business leaders 
will be attracted by. 

I would hope that Gary Frazier, if he has withdrawn from consideration as a candidate, would let his 
supporters know that he really means that and, in doing so, help create an atmosphere that is suitable 
for the selection of a superintendent. It is easy to support a process when the results are the ones that 
you desire. The real test comes when the decision is not one that you want, but in those times, it is even 
more i~p~rtant to defend the ~rocess. If all of these appeals fail and the activities that are presently 
oc~urnng 1n Fl?yd ~?unty cont1nue, I hope the people of_FI?yd County will call their board represen­
tatives and therr political leaders and let them know that th1s t1me, we are willing to fight for our children.

• Nelson P. Bingham of Mary 
ice, Kentucky, has owned an auto-

obile dealership in Harlan since 
962. He has also been active in 
arious civic organizations. 

Bingham favors a capital gains 
-cut, and feels that such a cut would 

ncourage increased investment in 
rivate business, in turn stimulating 
he economy. 

Bingham also believes that an 
mproved infra-structure, which in­
tudes water, sewage and utilities 
ystems, would greatly benefit exist­
ng Eastern Kentucky industries and 

ake Eastern Kentucky more attrac­
ive to prospective new businesses. 

• Jerry Cecil, who owns a farm in 
olfe County, was orphaned as a 

hild, but overcame his misfortunes. 
ecil is a decorated Vietnam veteran 
d a graduate of the U.S. Army 
ilitary Academy at Wc..c;;t Point. 

ecil has also been a Pentagon aide 
d has operated a number of suc­

essful businesses. 

Cecil unsuccessfully challenged 
'ncumbent Representative Chris 
erkins in a bid for the 7th District 
ongressional seat two years ago. 
ecil' s leadership abilities and oppo­

sition to Perkins long before Perkins 
announced his retirement have earned 
him the endorsement of the Lex ing­
ton Herald-Leader. 

Cecil has generated some contro­
versy through his opposition to abor­
tion except in cases of rape, incest, or 
when the pregnancy threatens the 
mother's life. 

Cecil has cautioned against rely­
ing on the already overburdened 
federal government, stressing instead 
that economic growth and reforms 
should begin at home. Cecil feels 
that any new jobs in the area should 
be created by the private sector. 

• John Doug Hays, a Pikeville 
attorney ,had a strong record ofinteg-

rity and intelligence ~n his one term 
as a Kentucky state senator. Hays, 
who grew up in Stanville in Floyd 
County, received his undergraduate 
degree from Pikeville College, and 
graduated from the University of 
Kentucky Law School in 1972. 

Hays has called for a 10 percent 
decrease in income taxes for the 
middle class, saying that the middle 
class is the back hone of the country. 

Hays feels that although Eastern 
Kentucky must take care of and sup­
port the coal mdustry, coal is not the 
future of the region. 

If elected, tlays will work to en­
courage businesses who utilize East­
em Kentucky's natural resources to 
locate their operations in the region. 

• Carol Brown Hubbard, a resi­
dent of Somerset, is the wtfe of 1st 
District U.S. Representative Carroll 
Hubbard, but insists that her husband 
has no innuencc upon her political 
policies. 

Hubbard has come under fire from 
a few of her political opponents be­
cause over one fourth of her cam­
paign funding was contributed by po­
litical action committees and special 
interest groups. Hubbard counters 
these claims by saying that she will 
offer no special political favors to 
any group. 

The main thrust of Hubbard's 
campaign is that she is in the unique 
position of having lived her entire 
life in Eastern Kentucky, yet has the 
political tics to actually enact her 
proposed policies. 

Hubbard has suggeste.d a program 
to train unemployed Eastern Ken­
tuckians in fields utilized by compa­
nies that rely on the region's natgural 
resources, by training them through 
federal programs.

·Ned Pillersdorf, a Prestonsburg 
attorney, has worked extcnsi vely with 
several charitable organizations, and 
often represents individuals and or­
ganizations free of charge.

Tuition, UK room and 
board rates to increase 

The University ofKentucky Board 
of Trustees today confirmed tuition 
increases established by the Council 
on Higher Education and approved 
increases in other fees and some room 
and board rates. 

Undergraduate tuition and fees for 
full-time, in-state students will total 
$999 a semester, beginning in fall 
1992. 

That rate represents a total in­
crease of $77 in tuition and the man­
datory registration fee, which ~~~ers 
student health, student acuv1Ues, 
student government, athletics pro­
grams and other student pr~grams. 

Tuition rates arc established by 
the state Council on Higher Educa­
tion, which sets tuition at all state­
supported universities in Kentucky. 

The student fee, which will be 
$159 a semester for full-time stu­
dents in the fall, is being increased to 
maintain the current level of service 
·n Student Health Services and to 
expand computing services to stu­
dents. In addition, the Student Gov­
ernment Association, the Student 
Activities Board and WRFL, the 
student radio station, will receive 
budget increases. 

Other per-semester tuition rates 
effective in the fall for full-time stu­
dents are: 

- A $90 increase for out-of-state 
undergraduate students to $2,500; 

- A $30 increase for in-state 
graduate students to $920; and 

- A $90 increase for out-of-state 
graduate students to $2,760; 

The board also ratified tu1t1on 
·ncreases for students in taw, medi­
cine and dentistry. 

The board voted to increase tui­
tion by $10atall butoneofUK's 14 
community colleges to $350 a se­
mester for f u 11-time in-state students. 
It approved a$30-a-semester increase 
for those 13 colleges' out-of-state 
students, who will pay $1,050 begin-
ning in the fall. . 

At Lexington Commumty Col­
lege, tuition stayed the same as in 
1991 for full-time in-state and out­
of-state student..<: in a first step toward 
bringing LCC's tuition, ~hi~h in t.hc 
past has matched UK' s, m h~e w1th 
l.hat of the other 13 commumty col-

leges . Tuition for f.ull-time, in-state 
• students at LCC w11l be $810 a se­
mester; for out-of-state, $2,430. In 

addition, LCC students pay the $159 
mandatory fee paid by University 
system students. 

ROOM AND BOARD 
On the Lexington campus, under­

graduate housing in residence halls, 
which includes meals, will go up by 
$18, from $2,734 to $2,752 a year, 
for the Dinercard plan. The plan al­
lows students $1,100 a year for food, 
deducting for each food purchase as 
the year progresses. 

Fees for the two-meal/five-day 
undergraduate housing plan also will 
increase $18, from $2,934 to $2,952 
a year. 

The $18 increase is being made to 
cover the sewer charge increase re­
cently passed by Lexington-Fayette 
Urban County Government. 

Student payments totally support 
UK's housing and dining system.

Rowe has repeatedly said that every 
American citizen should be entitled 
to free healthcare, just as every 
American criminal is entitled to free 
legal defense. 

Rowe also says that, if elected, he 
will fight for a national energy policy 
that will emphasize the utilization of 
clean coal and gas, and reduce the 
country's dependence on nuclear 
energy and foreign oil. 

• Logan Turner, 44, was born and 
bred in Breathitt County. He founded 
and serves as the administrator for 
the non-profit Reader's Systems 
Incorporated, which combats illiter­
acy. He graduated from Morehead 
State University in 1987withadouble 
major in history and government. 
Turner has also operated several 
successful small businesses. 

Turner emphasizes that he repre­
sents "the common man," and that 
average citizens have been neglected 
for far too long. Turner feels that all 
of his opponents are wealthy and 
therefore out of touch with the aver­
age citizen's sentiments and feelings. 

Turner has advocated a graduated 
income tax. plan, based on the income 
and number of children per house­
hold, that will take the tax burden off 
the working man and remove the 
loopholes that the rich use to avoid 
paying taxes. Turner says that the 
nation's tax. codes, at over 90,000 
pages, are much too complicated an.d 
legalistic, and says that under h1s 
plan, the code would only be 5-l 0 
pages. 

Turner also advocates shifting 
much of the money that the federal 
government wastes each year into an 
escrow account that would channel 
funds into manufacturing jobs in 
districts whith an unemployment rate 
higher than 3 percent. 

Turner also feels that the federal 
government should begin an interest­
free loan program that would provide 
start-up capital for the small busi­
nessman. 

Turner supports the construction 
of the new Interstate66 and feels that 
connector roads to the economic 
centers in Eastern Kentucky should 
also be built.

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Homecare helps 95 over age 100 
and 12,000 other elderly stay home 

Across the state, 95 Kentuckians 
over 100 years old thank the state's 
homecare program for the opportu­
nity to live in their own homes and 
savor the essence of independence. 

ing May, Kentucky's Homecare 
program marks its lOth anniversary. 

Homccare is a local program, also; 
the state contracts with the 15 area 
development districts that provide or 
subcontract for the services. Each 
eli em has a case manager who builds 
a support system in the community 
while arranging for the services 
needed and visiting or calling the 
elderly person at least monthly. 

personal care home. Of the approxi­
mately $16 million annual cost of 
Homecare, $1.1 million is federal 
money. 

Sarah Smoot of Owenton is 101 
years old; her only surviving child is 
81. Living alone in her apartment 
with homccare help, she says the hot 
lunches delivered every weekday "are 
what have kept me alive this long." 

She and the other cen tcnarians arc 
among 12,123 Kentucky residents 
over age 60 with some impairment 
who might likely be in nursing homes 
if there were no homecare program. 
Over 7,000 of these current home­
care clients live alone, and their rela­
tives-many of whom live out-of­
state-write and call the state's 
Department for Social Services fre­
quently with praise for the program 
that lets their frail relatives live as 
they choose-out of institutions. 

Homecare can mean cleaning, 
shopping, cooking, yardwork and 
minor repairs; personal care and 
health assistance; escort service for 
medical appointments and other 
needed trips; delivered meals and 
respite care. 

"That says a great deal about this 
state's commitment to its elderly 
residents and their quality of life," 
said Heth. "Plus, therc'sa real aware­
ness that this is a major cost-saving 
program. Of the 13,448 we served 
last year, 59 percent reported family 
incomes under $7,000-meaning a 
huge cost to the state if they had to 
live in institutions." 

Hcth said that Homecare grew out 
of the pilot Project Independence 
program in Western Kentucky and 
was enacted by the 1982 General 
Assembly.

Last month, thanks to a court case 

brought in behalf of New Yorkers 
whose payments were arbitrarily cut 
off, these cuts, which began in 1981, 
andhavecontinuedforsome 11 years, 
are now halted and payment'> may be 
reinstated for most of the hundreds of 
thousands of persons unfairly de­
prived of their disability benefits. 

If you or someone you know had 
been among those purged (and, by 
the way, the word-purge-with all 
its terrible connotations, is the 

government's word, not ours) make 
sure you reapply for your benefits as 
soon as possible. 

Isn't it ironic that the administra­
tions which are quick to cutoff needy 
folks who maintain "fiscal responsi­
bility" have toted up a slew of bad 
debts in the White House credit un­
ion, with many of the loans written 
off as uncollectible? Just a side 
comment.

EXTENDED WEAR 
CONTACT LENSES 

A lot has been published lately about 
the safety of wearing ext.ended wear contact 
lenses overnight and for extended periods. 

Recent studies have shown that although 
the risk of ulcerative keratitis (one of the 
most serious potential complications from 
contact lens wear) from overnight wear is (J 
quite low, it is no less imperative to have 
routine ex.aminations and yearly lens re­
p!Jtcements when wearing all types of 
contact lenses. 

A study published in the New England 
Joural of Medicine estimates that among 
extended wear contact lens users who wear 
lenses overnight, 22 to 32 out of 10,000 
(0.2%) will experience corneal ulcers . 
Thus, ,99.8% of contact lens wearers are 
not likely to experience serious complica­
tions from overnight wear. 

While the risks are low, the swdies 
show that contae1 lenses must be treated 
with the same respect and care as any 
medical products prescribed by a doctor 
and the eye must be examined to rule out 
the start of corneal ulcers. iiOil 

Research also indicted !hat each addi- "7 
tiona! night of overnight wear was found 
to increase lhe risk of complicatioos. Tile 
Contae1 Lens Institute members recom­
mended !hat extended wear lens patients 
not exceed seven consecutive days of ovel"­
night wear. Daily wear lenses should never 
be worn overnight or while napping. 

The most imporunt advice is to relig­
iously follow your eyecare professional's 
instructions for !he wearing, cleaning, and 
replacement of your lenses. The same re­
search suggests a higher risk of complica­
tions in people who do not follow their 
eyecare professional's guidelines. Have 
your eyes examined at least yearly, if not 
every six months, to prevent corneal com­
plications. 

Whenever you have questions about 
your contact lenses or your eyes call your ~ 
eyecare professional immediately. If you 
experience soreness, blurred vision, or 
redness, remove your lenses immediately 
and contact your eyecare professional. 

Bacteria that can cause eye complica­
tions may be present on your hands or in 
the open air and might seule on your con­
tact lens at any time. Such bacteria can 
!hen be transmitted to your eye and begin 
to grow on lhe cornea. Oeansing and dis­
infecting helps remove this bacteria before 
you replace the lens back in your eye. 

Proteins that exist in the tears gradually 
build up on your lenses and may lead to 
complications. 

Remember to replace your contae1 
lenses and have an examination at least 
yearly. · j

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KENTUCKY ELIGIBLE FOR 
SLICE OF $270 MILLION PIE 

Kentucky is slated to benefit from 
over $4.4 million in federal excise 
taxes paid on sporting equipment by 
anglers and hunters. 

Over $2.2 million are earmarked 
for sport fish restoration programs in 
Kentucky and nearly the same amount 
applies to a combination of wildlife 
restoration and hunter education 
programs, according to preliminary 
apportionment figures for fiscal year 
1992 released by the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service. Programs using 
these federal dollars are carried out 
by the Kentucky Department ofFish 
and Wildlife Resources. 

A couple of decades-old federal 
aid programs, perhaps more familiar 
to readers as Pittman-Robertson 
(wildlife restoration) and Dingell­
Johnson (sport fish restoration), re­
turn sportsmen's dollars to state fish 
and wildlife agencies to help finance 
land acquisition, education, research 
and fish and wildlife restoration pro­
grams. 

Distribution of both funds is based 
on land/water area and the number of 
fishing/hunting license holders in 
each state. Hunter education monies, 
for example, are allotted based on the 
state's total square miles and the 
number of hunting licenses sold in 
the state. 

How Are Federal Dollars Used? 
Aquatic education and raising fish 

for stocking in public waters are only 
two examples of how the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources spends sport fish restora­
tion dollars in the commonwealth. 
Here are some others. Both the 
Frankfort Fish Hatchery and Minor 
Clark Fish Hatchery (near Morehead) 
are being upgraded. The darn on Lake 
Reba in the city of Richmond is being 
brought up to safety standards, while 
fish habitat is being improved in this 
and several other lakes in the state by 
adding brush sites, stake beds and 
fallen trees along shorelines. Federal 
dollars not only are helping the de­
partment acquire a tract of land in 
southeastern Kentucky's Shillalah 
Creek area for fish management but 
playing a major role in constructing 
an earthen, handicap-accessible jetty 
on Yatesville Lake in Lawrence 
County. And each year boat launch­
ing ramps (including parking facili­
ties) are either repaired or new ones 
constructed in various locations 
across the state. 

Wildlife restoration monies are 
applied to river otter, wild turkey and 
rough grouse restoration, in addition 
to all kinds of wildlife studies (water­
fowl, deer, small mammals, etc.) 
including the study of three endan­
gered bat species found in the com­
monwealth. Most of the state's wild­
life management areas benefit from 
the fund along with the computerized 
Fish and Wildlife Information Sys­
tem which is used to store data col­
lected on the occurrence and location 
of all vertebrate species. Again, these 
are only a few examples of how 
Kentucky uses its portion of federal 
dollars-dollars that come from 
sportsmen. 

Although hunter education mo­
nies may be spent on both hunter 
education and shooting range devel­
opment, Kentucky elects to spend all 
of its apportionment on hunter edu­
cation. Kentucky's hunter education 
program, which began in 1946, not 
only is nationally recognized for its 
achievements but serves as a role 
model for other states.

141rfederal allotments come with strings 
attached. The allotments aren't "up­
front" money, but are, rather, reim­
bursements on work completed. 
Here's how it works: Kentucky sub­
mits a detailed written proposal for a 
specific project which falls within 
established federal guidelines gov­
erning how funds may be used.

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what is, or is not, allowed.) If all the 
ho~ework has been done correctly, 
gettmg federal approval for the proj­
ect isn't so difficult-HOWEVER­
the fish and wildlife department must 
have "the money in the bank" when 
submitting a project for approval. 
And that's the hitch. 

The fish and wildlife department 
must not only show it can finance a 
proposed project before gaining 
approval but actually pay for project 

costs before federal funds are returned 
at a rate of 75 cents on the dollar. In 
other words, the fish and wildlife 
department pays 100 percent of a 
project's cost, then, once the work is 
completed, 75 percent of that cost is 
reimbursed to the fish and wildlife 
department from Kentucky's federal 
allotment 

There is a definite "no-no" con­
nected with sport fish and wildlife 
restoration funds: They are not to be

added to states' general fund monies. 
The safeguard was put in place when 
each fund was established to insure 
that sportsmen's dollars are used for 
their intended purpose. A state that 
ignores this rule can halt its own 
federal aid. That's the penalty. 

A state that diverts sport fish and 
wildlife restoration funds is not al­
lowed to participate in or receive 
funds from the federal programs until 
either legislation is in place to pro-

hibit further diversion of federal 
monies or the value of the assets 
taken are returned to the fish and 
wildlife agency. Kentucky has nearly 
lost its federal fish and wildlife fund­
ing several times in the past decade. 
A short-term windfall in state coffers 
is not worth causing Kentucky to lose 
sport fish and wildlife restoration 
funds.

WILL ADDING SCENT 
IMPROVE YOUR LURES? 
For years bass fishermen have been 

idding various scents to their lures in 
hopes of making them more attrac­
tive to fish. Everything from fish oils 
to motor oils has been used. 

Do they work? 
"I think fish attractants are a defi­

nite plus," says professional fisher­
man Denny Brauer ,a former B .A.S .S. 
Angler of the Year and a member of 
the Evinrude Outboard Pro Staff. 

"For the past several years I have 
been able to do a lot of independent 
testing of different types of scent 
attractants, and rm convinced they 
can make a difference, especially for 
inactive bass." 

Brauer cites several reasons for 
his conclusions. 

"First," he continues, "we know 
bass do have an olfactory system in 
which they can detect odors. This 
system may not be as well developed 
or as heavily used as it is in catfish or 
salmon, but it defmitely is used. 

"Why shouldn't we try to influ­
ence it by adding some type of favor­
able scent?" 

Nex.t, says Brauer, adding scent to 
a lure not only gives ita pleasing odor 
to bass, it can also hide human odors 
that may be offensive to the fish. 

"It is well documented that some 
of us excrete more offensive odors to 
bass than others," says the Evinrude 
pro. "Anything we can do to elimi­
nate offensive odors that may turn 
bass away from a lure is worth trying. 

Brauer also points out that adding 
a xent attractant also makes that lure 
more shiny in the water so in effect it 
may also help make the lure more 
visible. Some scent attractants are 
even designed to produce tiny flakes 
or "scales" that float through the water 
and leave a scent trail. 

"So many times when we're fish­
ing we encounter bass that aren't in 
an active feeding mood. They may 
have just eaten, the weather may have 
them shut down, or they may just be 
spooked by heavy angling pressure. 

"When you encounter bass like 
this, you need to do whatever you can 
to generate lure interest. One of the 
most common techniques is trying 
different. erratic retrieves that may at 
least get the fish to come in for a 
closer look. 

"Once the bass does get closer, if 
it smells something appealing, then 
you have to have increased your 
chances for a strike." 

The different types of scent attrac­
tants anglers have used is surprising, 
says Brauer, and doesn't always fol­
low logical thinking. Before com­
mercially-made scent attractants 
became available, many fishermen 
spit tobacco juice on their lures, or 
even dipped them in oil or gasoline 
for "good luck." 

"They caught fish, too," smiles 
Brauer. "Maybe just the fact the lure 
smelled totally different from any­
thing normally found in the water is 
what made the bass strike." 

TRYTHESEPLACESAND 
TECHNIQUES FOR LARGER 

SPRING BASS 

To a bass fisherman, spring means 
only one thing: big fish in shallow 
water. Spring ranks as one of the best 
times of the entire year to catch a 
trophy bass because the fish are both 
accessible and usually willing to bite. 

"The key to catching a big bass," 
says tournament pro David Wharto~, 
"is fishing specific areas that will 
attract big fish, and then using proven 
big-fish lures. 

"Certain lakes, of course, are 
known for the trophy bass they pro­
duce, but even on these lakes, the fish 
are in specific areas." 

Wharton, amemberoftheJohnson 
Outboards Pro staff and a former 
guide on Lake Sam Rayburn in Texas, 
has caught numerous big bass, in­
cluding one monster of nearly 13-
pounds. 

"I believe the major things to look 
for are very thick cover, possibly 
nearby deeper water, and a food 
source, preferably bream or crayfish," 
continues Wharton. 

"I really think heavy cover may be 
more important to big bass than deep 
water, because deep water is relative. 
In one lake, deep water could be 10 
feet but in another it might be 25 feet. 

"The big bass I have caught al­
ways came from heavy cover, and 
there was often a depth change nearby. 
but it certainly wasn 'tal ways a major 
change." 

The Johnson pro feels the pres­
enceofbream or crayfish in an area is 
also a strong indication of the pres­
ence of big bass. 

"I remember seeing bream in 
nearly all the areas where I have 
caught my big bass," says Wharton. 
"Really big bass prefer bream and 
cmyfish over small ~had, ~o when I 
begin seeing food like thiS, I start 

thinking about catching a big bass." 
Wharton's favorite big-bass lures 

are a heavy spinnerbait with a single 
size six willowlead blade, and a jig 
with a plastic crayfish trailer. 

"I believe it's important to use 
larger lures when you'lre after big 
bass," he notes, "and to fish them 
slower. Big bass don't eat a lot, and 
they don't move a lot to chase food. 
In my experiences, big fish seem 
content to stay in heavy cover and 
possibly ambush something that 
comes past. 

"To get these fish to strike your 
lures, you have to use something big

that gets their attention, and then you 
have to give the fish plenty of time to 
get it." 

Wharton's favorite big-basscover 
is vegetation, especially milfoil and 
hydrilla, which he fishes regularly in 
many Texas lakes. Not surprisingly, 
this type of vegetation not only grows 
extremely thick, it also provides ideal 
habitat for bream and crayfish. 

DO YOU CHANGE LURES 
TOO OFTEN? 

In Larry Nixon's opinion, bass 
fishermen everywhere have two 
major problems. First, they take too 

many lures with them in the boat. 
Second, they try to use too many 
lures while they're fishing. 

"I think most fishermen change 
lures far too often," says the well­
known Arkansas tournament pro. 
"Not only does stopping to change 
lures make you lose concentration, it 
also causes you to change your fish­
ing rhythm, both of which will hurt 
you in competition." 

Nixon, a member of the Evinrude 
Outboards Pro staff and winner of 
more than $1 million in tournament 
prize money, always rigs his rods 
with the lures he wants to use before 
he starts his fishing day, and he may 
only use one or two different lures 
during the day. 

"You know bass are going to be 
around some type of cover," says 
Nixon. "If you have a good idea of 
where the bass are located around 
that cover and the depth they're in, 
you're normally going to get a bite 
when you work through that area, 
unless the bass just are not biting at 
all. 

"You know the types of lures you 
like to fish, and you know the lures 
that are most effective around the 
particular cover you believe the bass 
are using, so why keep changing 
lures?" 

Many times, says the Evinrude 
pro, if he doesn't get a strike on his 
first pass through an area he believes 
holds bass, he will turn around and 
fish it again from a different angle. 

Strikes often come on his second or 
third pass. 

"Another reason I don't like to 
change lures," continues Nixon, "is 
that I lose concentration. I see all 
those lures in my tackle box and I 
start wondering if the one I've cho­
sen is really the right one. 

"That, in turn, leads to a loss of 
confidence. Before you know it, 
you're changing lures again, and once 
you start doing that, you stop think-

ing about fishing." 
Although it usually takes Nixon 

less than 60 seconds to remove one 
lure and tie on another, that brief 
interval is often enough to break his 
rhythm. 

"Fishing rhythm is not simply the 
number of casts you can make in a 
minute," says Nixon. "It's a combi­
nation of casting and retrieving a 
particular lure, along with maintain­
ing the proper boat control while you 
use that lure. 

"When you change lures, such as 
switching from a fast-moving spin­
nerbait to a slow-moving plastic 
worm, your fishing speed changes, 
so your boat control must also change. 
If you keep changing lures, you never 
get back into a rhythm again." 

Nixon often begins his search for 
bass with spinner baits and crankbaits, 
fast-moving lures that allow him to 
keep the same rhythm. Once he lo­
cates bass, he may change to a differ­
ent lure, but it is often the only change 
he makes all day and it's a lure he 
already has tied on.

· . ATISSUE 
Indian Names in Pro Sports? 

John A. Ketcher is the 
deputy chief of the Chero· 
kee Nation of Oklahoma. 
He has been a member of 
the Cherokee Tribal Coun· 
cil since 1983 and has 
served with the Bureau of 
Indian Affairs and as .an 
educator. 

Should American Indian names be used in 
pro sports? 

Yes. The majority of Cherokees take no issue 
with pro-sports or other teams using the names 
Braves, Redskins, Indians or Redmen. Individu­
als who feel good about themselves, about who 
and what they are, are not offended by teams us­
ing Indian names and mascots, if done in good 
taste. These individuals have taken the best of two 
cultures and bridged the gap. 

Teams bearing Indian names say they honor 
American folklore. How do you respond? 

Without a doubt, when teams were formed, many 
names were considered. I am sure teams looked for 
names with a positive connotation that would de­
pict bravery, strength and fearlessness. No one 
would pick a name that would be ridiculed by the 
fans and opponents of the team. Teams having In­
dian names are reflective of the nch heritage of Na­
tive Americans. A couple of years ago, the Native 
American Student Association of Northeastern State 
University in Tahlequah. Okla., voted to retain the 
names Redmen and Lady Reds for their athletic 
teams. The name Redmen has not damaged the im­
age of Native Americans in this area. 

What effect would changing the names have 
on teams and on Americans? 

None. When the Stanford University Indians 
changed to the Cardinals, there was no effect on 
the team or their fans. When the University of 
Oklahoma did away with Little Red because of a 
vocal minority, it did no harm to the team or 
Sooner fans. but it did eliminate a scholarship for 
one Indian student. 

It would be a sad commentary if all teams 
dropped their Indian names and mascots. We do 
have more serious causes we should be engaged 
in, which in our opinion, would develop positive 
images for Native Americans. If we, as individual 
Indian~ and as tribal groups, would concentrate our 
efforts to combat social and health problems with 
the same fervor used to fight team mascots, we 
would elevate the image of Native Americans and 
save the lives of our cousins. 

Wabun-Inini (a.k.a. Ver· 
non Bellecourt) of the 
White Earth Anishinabe 
People of the Chippewa 
Nation is a representative 
of the National Coalition on 
Racism in Sports and Me· 
dia and has been a national 
representative of the Amer­
ican Indian Movement for 
20 years. 

Should American Indian names be used in 
pro sports? 

No. Indians are a people, we are not mascots for 
fun and games. While the words Indians, Warriors 
and Braves are not in themselves offensive to the 
indigenous nations of peoples of the Americas, the 
words "redskin" and "savages," as characterized in 
most dictionaries, are "offensive to the American 
Indian." The use of these names, along with logos, 
themes, mascots, chants and cheers, create a hostile 
environment for Indian people by perpetuating rac­
ist stereotypes. When sports fans are told that this is 
offensive to Indian people, many, as we witnessed 
during the Super Bowl and the· World Series, be­
come very antagonistic and threatening. 

Teams bearing Indian names say they honor 
American folklore. How do you respond? 

The headdress of eagle feathers always has been 
reserved for our most revered and respected chiefs 
and spiri tual leaders. Each feather is earned 
through a lifetime of service and sacrifice. The 
markings on the face are an important part of the 
spintual ceremonies of most Indian nations. Our 
music is made up of social songs, prayer songs or 
honor songs. All are part of a culture that is thou­
sands of years old. The- use of our names, spiri­
tual and cultural symbols, coupled with mascots, 
pseudo-Indian attire and cheap Hollywood chants, 
are demeaning and degrading depictions of our 
true culture. Further, they trivialize and belittle us 
as a people and have a detrimental impact on our 
young people's self-esteem. 

What effect would changing the names have 
on teams and on Americans? 

Except for the short-term economic impact on 
changing uniforms, promotions, etc., cleansing 
amateur and professional sports of lhese vestiges 
of racism will be good for the image o( the Amer­
ican people throughout the world. Dartmouth and 
Stanford universities changed their mascots 20 
years ago. The mascot "Litlle Red" also is gone 
from the University of Oklahoma campus. 
Changes like these must be made so that our 
Indian peoples and all other Americans can 
feel proud. t.1

Day-care provider uses video to market service 

Day Care pioneer 
Former Floyd Countlan Betty Schwenk Is considered a pioneer In the field 
of day care. She has released a video that details the Ins and outs of day 
care providers.

Betty Schwenk might be consid­
ered a local pioneer of home daycare. 
With more than 26 years of experi­
ence caring for little ones, the term 
was part of her vocabulary long be­
fore day-care became a common 
household word. 

"I've been in child care since my 
children were preschoolers," said 
Schwenk, of the 5200 block of Tall 
Timber Trail. "Back then we didn't 
have child care." 

Her rewarding career became 
profitable after a friend suggested 
Schwenk try baby -sitting in her home. 

At a choral concert reunion a year 
ago, the 54-year-old saw a videotape 
done by a father of two daughters 
Schwenk has had in her home day 
care. "I decided I needed to have a 
video to show my clients, so they 
know our curriculum." 

Bill Rosswurm, presidentofMEC 
Video Productions, put together a 
13-minute video titled "Kids at Play," 
the name of Schwenk's business. 

"After completing the little video, 
Bill said I had a product I needed to 
market," Schwenk said, "The chal­
lenge was putting 26 years of day­
care knowledge into 30 minutes of 
video." 

The licensed home day care pro­
vider, with help from her husband, 
Gene, 54, a claims processor the past 
three years at Lincoln National Corp. 
after spending 25 years in the minis­
try, wrote the contents for "A.B.C's 
of Childcare." Rosswurm undertook 
the videotaping. 

The tape is being used as a train­
ing·tool at the YWCA, Fort Wayne 
Women's Bureau and Lincoln Na­
tional Life. 

Schwenk says the video addresses 
the importance of facility, indoor and 
outdoor equipment, themes and spe­
cial days, play, music, art and cur­
riculum. The tape also stresses how 
to market child care, how to inter­
view parents, licensing requirements, 
taxes and a fee and payment sched­
ule. 

"It gives you a good idea on how 
to get started, and if you are started, 
how to do a better job," she said. 

In her home day care, Schwenk 
specializes in 3-, 4- and ?-year-olds. 
With the assistance of two part-time 
helpers, she cares for 16 children (10 
full time and 5 part-time). 

Schwenk's son, Patrick, 16, a 
sophomore at Homestead High 
School, sometimes helps after school 
with the day-care business. And when 
the business owners' two grown 

daughters were home, they also 
helped with giving the children 

snacks, tying shoes and putting away 
cots and pillows. 

A graduate of Moody Bible Insti­
tute of Chicago, Schwenk has a de­
gree in Christian education. She is 
now pursuing a degree in early child­
hood education from Summit Chris­
tian College. 

Schwenk says she has a fulfilling 
career that is virtually recession-proof 
because more women are usually 
forced to work when the economy is 
bad. 

Schwenk strives to offer the very 
best in her home day care for chil­
dren. "I try to make my home their 
home away from home.

Anyway, on the particular sum­
mer day I attempted my equestrian 
acrobatics, a couple of other adven­
ture seekers my age and I discovered 
that someone had pastured a little 
brown pony in there. 

I don't know if the pony was old or 
just a special breed, but he moved 
awfully slow and was so sway-backed 
that I actually thought his belly was 
going to touch the ground. We all 
knew that a real cowboy would never 
ride such a tiny creature, but the three 
of us thought we'd try-if we could 
catch him. 

We borrowed a short rope that 
someone had left hanging in the old 
dairy bam and set out on our round­
up. 

Now the trouble was that Sonny 
Stafford, an old gentleman who lived 
in town and always dressed in a suit 
and tie when he checked his live­
stock, had recently unloaded about 

half a dozen high-spirited, full-grown, 
regular-sized and mean-looking 
horses in there, too. They were easily 
spooked and it was very difficult to 
get close to them.

Spring is time for rabies shots 
RABIES 

It's spring again, and while birds 
are on the wing again and a young 
man's fancy is lightly turning and 
daffodils and other things are blos­
soming - it's time to think about 
rabies. 

Not that there's any particular 
magic about rabies this time of year 
- it is a disease that exists year 
round. But there are more people 
exposed to the possibility of attack 
by rabid animals during warm weather 
when more folks are outside. 

And so, while it seems redundant 
to keep mentioning the danger of 
rabies from time to time, it also seems 
necessary because each year in Ken­
tucky a few people manage to get 
bitten, and each could have been 
prevented. 

And because there is no other way 
to keep up the barrier against rabies 
between hwnans and wild animals 
than to keep dogs and cats vacci­
nated, continual reminders are 
needed. 

Rabies, though it is not often 
apparent, is always present in the 
wild. It is frequently seen in skunks 
and bats and less frequently in foxes, 
raccoons and other wild animals. 

When humans are exposed to the 
disease, it is almost always through a 
dog which has not been vaccinated 
but which has been biuen by a rabid 
wild animal. Occasional I y. horses and 
cats spread the disease to humans. 

Because it is impossible to elimi­
nate the disease in the wild, it is 
imperative to keep up the barrier. 

The disease is serious. Described 
as an acute, viral disease of the cen­
tral nervous system, it affects all warm 
blooded animals. 

I tis almost always spread by bites. 
Though very rare instances have been 
reported in which fresh, already ex­
isting wounds have been contami· 
nated by the virus and also in which 
virus in the air in bat-infested caves 
has infected humans, the normal 
means of transmission is through 
bites. 

The saliva is deposited in the 
wound, and the virus makes its way 
up the peripheral nerves to the spinal 
cord and then to the brain. 

The virus may be present in the 
saliva of the animal and may be trans­
mitted by the infected animal several 
days before clinical signs appear. 
Once clinical signs appear, the dis­
ease cannot be reversed and death is 

almost certain. 
Rabies is seen in two fonns in 

animals "dumb" and "furious." In the 
former, the animal seems listless and 
paralyzed, but will bite if irritated. In 
the latter the animal is agitatetl and 
hallucinating, behaves irrationally 
and may bite without provocation­
such as a fox attacking a porcupine, 
which occasionally happens. 

Basically if an animal behaves 
out-of-character, especially if it is a 
wild animal, leave it alone and call 
animal control personnel or law en­
forcement personnel. 

Vaccination will protect domestic 
animals, but must be maintained 
annually. However, it is unwise to 
attempt to vaccinate your animal 
yourself. For one thing, vaccines vary 
as to what animals they are designed 
to protect - and using the wrong 
vaccine may give your animal rabies. 

Beyond that, sometimes vaccines 
fail in the field. Your veterinarian 
will be notified if a particular batch is 
flawed, and will notify you and re­
vaccinate your animal. If you have a 
bootleg vaccine, you will likely never 
know if the vaccine is impotent 

And beyond that. vaccinating your 
dog yourself confers no legal imm u­
nity, and you are not protected from 
legal actions or from your dog being 
confiscated for observation if it bites 
someone. 

Should a rabid dog bite you, wash 
the wound with soap and water and 
get to a physician immediately. 
Prompt action can prevent most in­
fections. Capture and confine the 
animal, and if you must kill it leave 
the head intact Report the incident to 
your health department 

Your veterinarian can vaccinate 
your animal, with the proper vaccine, 
any time of the year, and also educate 
you about the disease. In some com­
munities you may also find clinics 
for purposes of animal vaccination.

Strawberry lovers might be miss­

ing out on some of the fruit's nutri­
tional value if the berry becomes 
bruised. 

"If berries are stacked over five 
inches high, the weight of the berries 
will cause those at the bottom to 
bruise and lose quality and their vita­
mins," said Jerry Brown, extension 
horticulture specialist with the Uni­
versity of Kentucky College of Agri­
culture. 

"Strawberries are an excellent 
source of Vitamin C, especially for 
thosewhodon'teatmanycitrusfruits. 
Three-fourths of a cup of strawber­
ries equals the recommended dietary 
allowance for Vitamin C," said Kathy 
Daly-Koziel, extension foods and 
nutrition specialist with the UK Col­
lege of Agriculture. 

To avoid losing vitamins, con­
sumers simply need to be careful so 
the fruit is not damaged after it is 
purchased, Brown said. 

"Not only are they high in vita­
mins, but the berries also are low in 
calories. They have only 45 calories 
per cup full, if you exclude whip 
cream and shortcake," Daly-Koriel 
said. 

The best way to pick strawberries 
is by rolling the stem between two 
fingers and then pulling the berry off. 
Gently place them in a container 
which is not too full, Brown said. 

When buying strawberries, make 
sure the box is not soggy as it could 
contain too many over ripe berries. 
Strawberries with bright green caps 
usually are fresh, he said. 

"Once you pick this fruit, you want 
to keep it in the best possible quality

Are you getting 

enough iron? 
Many of us are cutting back on 

high-protein foods--speclftcally 
red meats-In response to health 
experts' advtce to reduce satu­
rated fat, which Is found In such 
foods. The experts note that most 
of us consume more protein than 
we need anyway. A concern, 
however, is that we still get 
enough of the Important nutri­
ents, such as iron, that are pro­
vided by high-protein foods, says 
Mary Helen Gunkier, registered 
dietitian and staff nutritionist for 
Total cereal. 

Gunkier went on to say that 
iron is essential to build and 
maintain healthy blood. If the 
body is short on iron, healthy red 
blood cells cannot be produced, 
and anemia can develop. 

Following the Dietary Guide· 
lines for Americans can help 
assure that iron Intake is ade­
quate. The guidelines suggest two 
to three servings daily- totaling 
6 ounces-of meat, poultry or 
fish. Lean cuts are the best 
choices because they can help 
reduce saturated fat In the diet. 
Other protein sources that also 
contribute iron are dry beans 
and peas as well as eggs. 

Certainly. other foods also 
supply Iron. They Include Whole 
GralnTotalcerealand other iron­
fortified cereals plus wholegrain 
and enriched breads. A variety of 
vegetables also supply iron. Green 
leafy types are the best sources. 

Iron from plant sources Is not 
as readily absorbed as iron from 
meat. However, foods rtch In vi­
tamin C, such as citrus fruits 
and juices, can be combined with 
these foods in a meal to help 1m­
prove the absorption. Using cast 
iron cookware also can Increase 
the amount of Iron 1n foods. On 
the other hand, some research 
suggests that drinking coffee or 
tea with a meal may hinder iron 
absorption. 

Gunkier concludes by saytng 
that as with a ll nutrients, the 
best way to get adequate iron is 
to follow the Dietary Guidelines 
for Amertcans, enjoying a varied 
and balanced diet with plenty of 
nutrient-dense foods.

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Families entwined in innovative 
treatment for troubled teens 

Like a strong and thriving vine, 
Kentucky's innovative program to 
re-bind troubled youth and their 
families is spreading in various path­
ways around the state. 

Called family-sensitive residen­
tial treatment, the program begins 
with youngsters who have been in 
serious trouble with the law or at 
school and are placed at one of the 49 
treatment facilities overseen by the 
Department for Social Services' 
Children's Residential Services Di­
vision. 

"We're training staff to help the 
facilities' counselors empower the 
families to be partners in the treat­
ment process," said Division Direc­
tor Martin Anderson. These staff 
people also build family support links 
to help juvenile offenders stay out of 
trouble and treaunent over the long 
term. 

"Our aim is reuniting families­
youth and parents, a grandparent, 
foster parent, or whoever is signifi­
cant in their life-when the young 
person is better prepared to function 
successfully, and family relationships 
are being rebuilt," Anderson said. 

As the vining process spreads, staff 
membersatthefacilitiesimprovetheir 
treatment techniques, connect with 
community resources as well as 
families, and benefit from ties to 
specialists at the University of 
Louisville's Family Therapy Pro­
gram. 

Fanning the heart of the state's 
new program are a team of treatment 
advisers- 12 specially selected state 
employees with counseling-related 
degrees and experience, and a collec-

lion of video cameras and VCRs. 
Videos starring the youth and their 

relatives go back and forth between 
treatment centers and the youngsters' 
homes. 

"The videotapes bridge commu­
nication gaps and geographical spaces 
to keep families in touch with the 
youths and help them understand what 
is happening at the treatment site," 
said John Schauer, acting clinical 
services branch manager. 

"When parents see their kid who's 
pushed them to the end of their rope 
on TV, looking mature and express­
ing feelings hard to say in person, 
they get a whole new perception of 
the young person," he added. 

Tapes also bring assistance from 
the university specialists to counsel-

ors out in the state. 
"Videotapingfortrainingandcase 

consultation isn 'tnew ,but using video 
to bring the family to the youngster 
and vice versa was the treatment 
advisers' idea-and it's an innova­
tion being picked up by others now," 
said Dana Christensen, who super­
vises the advisers' training at U of L.

Terry Dotson was born in Grundy, 
Virginia,January20,1950,thesonof 
Herman Lee and Olive Anderson 
Dotson. He grew up at Fedscreek, 
KY, in what he calls "the hollows of 
Pike County." The family moved to 
Pikeville in the early 60's where his 
father owned the Dotson Cycle Shop 
and Landmark Ashland Service Sta­
tion. He has a younger brother, Rick, 
who now owns Panther Equipment 
Company in Regina. 

He has high praise for the people 
who influenced his life in a positive 
way. He had been unhappy at Pikev­
ille High School after the smaller 
Fedscreek, and when band director 
Thelmer McClanahan learned he had 
a musica1 talent he recruited him to 
enroll at Johns Creek High. There he 
played trumpet with the band for four 
years. 

He credits Johns Creek Principa1 
James T. Dotson (no relation) with 
taming whatever wild streak he had. 
After graduating from high school in 
1968, he went to Pikeville College on 
a music scholarship and served as 
president of student government for 
two years. 

Today he is a member of the col­
lege board of directors and serves as 
chairman of both the external affairs 
committee and the fund raising 
committee. "I feel sometimes," he 
says, "as if I've been helping to raise 
money for Pikeville College all my 
life." 

After graduation he had a short 
stint of working in Detroit. He also 
had a marriage he ca1ls a mistake and 
says, "It lasted two years, one month, 
four days, three hours and twelve 
minutes."

He soon moved to retail sales 
where he was named top sa1esman 
severa1 times before coming to the 
corporate office in 1979. In 1981, at 
the age of3l, he was named president 
of the company. 

Terry is a Christian, a member of 
First Baptist Church in Prestonsburg, 
and recognizes that God has helped 
him many times and through many 
people. One of those was a wonderful 
friend and father figure, James H. 
"Buck" Harless of West Virginia. He 
was part owner ofMatewan National 
Bank and Gilbert Lumber Company. 

"He and I bought the stock of 
WorldwideEquipmentin 1985,"says 
Terry. "He got in because of me and, 
in 1989, he got out so the employees 
and I could own the company. I was 
named chief executive officer and we 
had a record profit year."

JOBS helps Kentuckians find employment

For 1,600 Kentuckians, the Job 
Opportunities and Basic Skills 
(JOBS) program is a ticket to inde­
pendence. 

That's how many JOBS partici­
pants have gained full- or part-time 
employment since the program be­
gan in October of 1990. 

"Considering the time it takes for 
JOBS participants to complete pro­
gram components, we're very pleased 
to have 1 ,600 success stories in the 
first 18 months," said Mike Robin­
son, commissionerofthe Department 
for Social Insurance, the agency that 
manages Kentucky's welfare pro­
grams. 

JOBS is the centerpiece of 
Kentucky's welfare reform effort, 
sending Aid To Families With De­
pendent Children (AFDC) recipients 
back to school and through job readi­
ness activities in an effort to make 
them more employable. 

More employabifity is just the 
ticket for Kentuckians like Rose 
Stacy, a 25-year-old Perry Countian 
with two children, who received 
AFDC and food stamps before par­
ticipating in the JOBS program in 
October of 1990. Now Stacy is a legal 
secretary for the Appalachian Re­
search and Defense Fund. 

"I can never, ever repay JOBS for 
what it's done for me," said Stacy. "I 
knew I belonged somewhere but I 

just didn't know where. I couldn't 
find a job, I was depressed and watch­
ing soap operas a11 day. 

"I feel that if anyone wants off of 
welfare, JOBS is the way to go. It's a 
support system. When I became dis­
couraged, my caseworker encouraged 
me, and I want to thank everyone 
who gave me an opportunity to learn 
and to take care of myself and my 
family. Now I can give my kids a 
future." 

For Kate Marshall of Boyd 
County, the JOBS program meant 
going from standing in the welfare 
lines to working behind the desk as a 
casework specia1ist at the local So­
cial Insurance office in Ashland. 

Marshall is a single parent of two 
children and is now attending col· 
lege. After the birth of her second 
child she moved out on her own 
because her parent's house became 
too small. 

She then began receiving AFDC 
and food stamps. In October of 1990, 
Marshall enrolled in the JOBS pro­
gram. 

"JOBS has made an incredible 
difference in my life. Every time I get 
my paycheck, I'm thankful. Every 
time I pay my bills, I'm thankful. 

"Some complain about how little 
state employees make but I just re-

Q: I have been unemployed for 
most of 1992. However, I will be 
called back to work soon. Will I have 
to pay income tax on my unemploy­
ment benefits? How much?-L.W., 
Boston 

A: Congress changed the rules 
back in 1987. Since then, all monies 
received for unemployment have to 
be included in taxable income. The 
amount of tax you will have to pay 
depends upon your total taxable in­
come and which tax bracket you are 
in. 

Q: I recently sold my home. Be­
cause homes in our town are not 
selling well, we sold at a loss. Is the 
loss on our home deductible for in­
come tax?-N.J., Lake Jackson, 
Texas 

A: Unfortunate} y, you cannot 
deduct a loss from the sale of your 
home. The loss also has no effect on 
future gains should you buy a new 
house and then later sell it at a profit. 
This is true even if you used all the 
proceeds from your prior residence 
to purchase the new house. 

Q: I am changing jobs and have 
the option of taking my retirement 
funds out or rolling them over to my 
IRA. What do mostindividualsdo?­
B .E., Topeka, Kan. 

A: They do some financial plan­
ning. 

Whether you are retiring, making 
a career change or resigning from 
your job, you may be faced with the 
task of evaluating several options 
available to you upon distribution of 
your pension or profit sharing funds. 

The decision you make could carry 
some significant tax consequences. 

For instance, you could choose to 
take all or a portion of your money 
outright, but you may immediately 
lose a substantial portion of your 
payout to income taxes. 

Instead of electing to take your 
lump-sum payments all at once in a 
taxable distribution, another option 
would be to open an IRA rollover 
account, which would result in no 
immediate tax on the distribution 
whatsoever. You will eventually pay 
income tax on the funds but only as 
you take distributions from your IRA 
account. 

Good tax planning is advisable. 

Q: What's the telephone number 
to order free IRS publications? - J.D. 
Memphis, Tenn. 

A: 1-800-TAX-FORM (1-800-
8293676). You can also order free 
tax forms at this same toll-free num­
ber. 

Q: What is the usual turnaround 
time for a tax refund? Is there a way 
I can expedite it?- M.E., Pittsburgh 

A: Yes, there is a faster way to 
receive a tax refund. Instead of mail­
ing your tax return to the Internal 
Revenue Service, you can have it 
filed electronically. If you file elec­
tronically, you will receive your re­
fund in about three weeks. Even faster 
if you have it deposited directly into 
your checking or savings account. 
The most used route is via the post 
office. The mode of deli very, gener­
ally, will get you a refund in six or 
eight weeks.

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WORKING LONGER CAN ADD 
TO YOUR BENEFITS 

If you continue to work full-time 
past age 65, you may increase your 
basic Social Security retirement 
benefit in two ways. First, for each 
month that you do not receive a bene­
fit-until the month in which you 
reach 70-your benefit amount will 
automatically increase. 

Second, you will be adding years 
of high earnings to your S9Cial Secu­
rity record, and these earnings may 
result in higher benefits. 

Under the delayed retirement 
credit provisions, if you will be 65 
this year or in 1993 and you continue 
to work, your benefit amount will 
increase 4 percent per year. By age 
70, your Social Security benefit will 
be 20 percent higher than it would 
have been if you began receiving 
monthly benefits at age 65. 

If you're like many people who 
continue to work after age 65, your 

most recent earnings are your highest 
earnings and continuing to work adds 

them to your Social Security record. 
Because benefits are based on earn­
ings averaged over most of your 
working career, higher lifetime earn­
ings result in higher benefits. 

One important point to remember 
is that if you decide to delay retire­
ment, you should be sure to sign up 
for Medicare at age 65. You need to 
contact Social Security about 3 
months before your 65th birthday to 
sign up for Medicare hospital insur­
ance (Part A). 

And, you also need to let Social 
Security know if you want to apply 
for medical insurance (Part B). 
Medical insurance may cost more if 
you delay applying for it If you or 
your spouse are covered under an 
employer. health plan, check with 
Social Security to discuss your op­
tions for Medicare enrollment You 
do not need to be retired to enroll for 
either part or Medicare, but you do 
need to let Social Security know if

• Researchers develop new 
technique to analyze fuels 

Researchers at the Center for Coal 
Science at Western Kentucky Uni­
versity have developed a method to 
predict the burning characteristics of 
mixed fuels in boilers. 

The work is part of a larger proj­
ect, partly funded by the Kentucky 
Division of Energy, to use low-cost 
fuels such as coal fines, sawdust, and 
municipal solid waste in fluidized 
bed combustion systems. If success­
ful, the project could simultaneously 

• expand the use of renewable energy 
sources, reduce the amount of trash 
going to landfills, and solve a waste 
disposal problem in coal-mining 
areas. 

The researchers - Tim Roth, 
Mingxu Zhang, Dr. John T. Riley, 

and Dr. Wei-Ping Pan- presented a 
scientific paper on their method at 
the 9th International Coal Testing 
Conference held in Lexington on 
March 17-19. 

According to project director 
Riley, the method provides very 
consistent, easily obtained data on 
the burning characteristics of mixed 
fuels. A "thermogravimetric/fourier 
transform infrared analysis" (TGN 
FfiR) system is used for analysis of 
combustion gases. 

The Division of Energy is funding 
$19,330 of the total project cost of 
$4 7 ,624. The original source of these 
funds administered by the division is 
the TVA's Southeastern Regional 
Biomass Energy Program.

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First quarter home resales up in most states 
Affordable interest rates and re­

viving consumer confidence boosted 
resale activity in 45 states during 
1992's frrst quarter, the National 
Association of Realtors reported 
today. 

According to the association's 
latest quarterly survey of sales of 
previously owned homes, 44 states 
posted increases from the first quar­
ter of 1991 to the first quarter of 
1992. The increases ranged from 1.6 
percent in West Virginia to 46.7 
percent in New Hampshire. Only two 
states and the District of Columbia 
posted declines, and one state re­
mained unchanged from a year ago. 
Figures were not available for Alaska 
and Maine. 

NAR PresidentDorcasT. Helfant 
said the first-quarter sales figures are 
even better than expected, but not a 
total surprise, given the low interest 
rates that have prevailed in the last 
six to nine months. "Because we are 
seeing the lowest rates in more than 
15 years, buyers all over the country 
are responding accordingly, realiz­
ing they no longer can pa<is up the 
affordable opportunities out there." 

Nationwide, the survey showed 
an increase of 11.3 percent from first 
quarter to first quarter to a seasonally 
adjusted annual resale rates of 3.77 
million units for the period covering 
January, February and March of this 
year. The survey covered sales of 
existing single-family detached 
homes, town houses, apartment con­
dominiums and co-operatives. Hel­
fant said the resale rate shows the 
beginnings of a sustained recovery 
-driven by interest rates- starting 
with the housing sector. 

Additionally, all four regions 
posted overall sales increases from 
ftrSt quarter to ftrSt quarter. NAR 
Executive Vice President Dr. Almon 
R. "Bud" Smith noted that the hous­
ing rebound is embracing the entire 
country. "We're seeing more than 
just a few isolated housing markc~ 

getting back on their feet- it look~ 
more like a full-blown housing re· 
covery, as evidenced by across-the· 
board increases." 

In the Northeast, the first-quartet 
sales rate was up 15.1 percent from 
one year ago. Smith said it is ex· 
tremely encouraging that every state 
in this region posted increases, and 
every state, except New York, posted 
increases in the double digits. New 
Hampshire, Vermont and Rhode Is­
land each posted year-to-year im­
provements of more than 40 percent. 

The Midwest posted a 13.4 per­
cent sales increase from first quarter 
to first quarter, with all 12 states in 
the region reporting improvements. 
South Dakota, the midwestern state 
with the largest increase in resales, 
boasted a 37.3 percent increase from 
the first quarter of 1991. Missouri 
followed, with 30.1 percent, and 
Minnesota was up 28.5 percent. 

Smith said housing markets should 
continue the revival seen so far this 
year. "Lalit year, lower rates boosted 
sales, but the rally was all adrenaline 
and collapsed quickly. This time 
around, a reviving economy will give 
the housing rally muscle enough to 
pace itself through the year." 

The South posted a 7.2 percent 
increase, with 15 states reporting 
improvements. Only Georgia and the 
District of Columbia reported de­
clines. North Carolina•s existing­
home sales led the way for the South, 
shooting up 23.7 percent from the 
frrst quarter of 1991. Ten additional 
states - Mississippi, Virginia, Ar· 
kansas, Tennessee, Alabama, Dela­
ware, Oklahoma, Kentucky, Mary­
land and South Carolina - posted 
double-digit increases. 

The West posted a first quarter to 
frrst-quarter improvement of 11.7 
percent Tenstatesrecordcdincreases, 
eight of which were in the double­
digits. Montana led the way with a 
sharp 46.1 percent rise; Utah fol­
lowed with 26.6 percent; Wyoming, 
24.6 percent; New Mexico, 24.5 

percent; Idaho, 21.1 percent; Wash­
ington, 18.3 percent; Arizona, 12.9 
percent; California, 10.6 percent; 
Hawaii 5.7 percent; and Nevada, 2.0 
percent Oregon's sales pace declined 
18.8 percent and Colorado's pace 
remained unchanged from a year ago. 

Helfant noted that m addition to 
affordable interest rates, another 
bright spot this year has been infla­
tion, which should remain in check in 
1992. She predicted that during the 
second half of 1992, we will see 

sustained growth with moderate inter­
est rates. "We will inch along rather 
than cruise, which, in the long-run, 
may be healthier. The overall growth 
rate may be lower than we like, but it 
will be clear that growth, not reces­
sion, will win the day," she said.

Check 
your home

One of the questions on the disclo­
sure form that the new Kentucky law 
requires home sellers to answer for 
prospective buyers is, "Has the prop­
erty ever had a drainage, flooding or 
grading problem?" 

Some tips on answering that: 
See that the ground slopes away 

from the home. If the home is down­
hill, see if drainage slopes or tiles are 
there to keep the water moving around 
the house and downward. A good 
builder will "raise" the house and 
have basement walls protected with 
impermeable water barriers. 

If it has rained, check for ponds or 
puddles near the home. 

If the home has a septic system, 
check around it during the wet season 
to make sure smelly stuff isn't rising 
to the surface. That could mean the 
water table has risen and, with a faulty 
septic system, has caused the sewage 
to rise, a health risk. 

If you are building a house or 
excavating around it, make sure the 
contractor packs down ("compacts") 
the ground. Otherwise, water could 
cause the ground to settle or shift 
That could crack the foundation or 
cause water to puddle or flow toward 
the foundation or basement.
