28,505 registered voters cast their 
ballots. 

Non-partisan candidate Danny 
Caudill, who Governor Brereton 
Jones appointed in February to com­
plete Harold Stumbo's unexpired 
term as DistrictJudge, was the stand­
out winner in the 31st Judicial Dis­
trict race with 5,778 votes. 

Caudill will face former Common­
wealth Attorney James R. Allen, who 
received 3,917 votes, in November's 
general election. 

Former Assistant Floyd County 
Attorney Dan Rowland, who received 
1,956 votes, was shut out of 
November's race. 

Incumbent State Senator Benny 
Ray Bailey defeated his opponent 
V.G. Combs in the Democratic Pri­
mary. Bailey received 5,878 votes to 
Combs' 1,881. 

In the race for State Representa­
tive for the 92nd Representative 
District, Democrat Russell Bentley 
defeated opponents Dale Hamilton 
and Pearl Strong. Bentley garnered 
1,079 votes, Hamilton 690 and Strong 
104. 

Although voters in only 8 of Floyd 
County's 47 voting precincts were 
eligible to vote in the 92nd Represen­
tative District, voting totals for that 
race far exceeded those in the race for 
UnitedStatesSenator,in whichall47 
precincts were eligible to vote. 

Almost two thousand Floyd 
Countians cast their ballots for State 
Representative in the 92nd District, 
while only 393 voted for a Rcpubli-

. can candidate forUnited States Sena­
tor. The inequality in election totals 
is due in no small part to the relatively 
small percentage of Republicans in 
Floyd County. 

David L. Williams trounced the 
competition in that race, earning 223 
votes, while opponent Phillip Th­
ompson earned 117 and Denny 
Ormerod earned 53 votes. 

Williams will challenge Demo­
crat Wendell Ford in the general elec­
tion. Ford is the Majority Whip for 
the United States Senate. 

The general election wiil be held 
on November 3.

Health care issues talked

According to studies conducted 
by Kentucky's Commission on 
Health Care, thousands of sick or 
injured Kentuckians are unable to get 
the medical attention they need, ei­
ther because adequate health care is 
too expensive, or because it is simply 
unavailable. 

Governor Brereton Jones spoke 
by videotape to over a hundred phy­
sicians, health department officials, 
attorneys and private citizens who 
convened at Jermy Wiley State Park 
last Thursday evening to discuss ways 
to improve Kentucky's ailing health 
care system. 

The event was sponsored by the 
Governor's Task Force On Health 
CareAccessandAffordability, which 

Murphy will direct new 
state development office 

Eastern Kentucky's economic 
development office in Prestonsburg 
will be headed by RobertL.

Through the use of instructional 
videotapes and a structured question 
and answer session, the task force 
received numerous suggestions on 
such problems as making necessary 
health care available to all parts oft he 
state, controlling health care cosL.;, 
and promoting healthy lifestyles for 
all Kentuckians.

Fire kills 
elderly 
Floyd man

Adam Patton, 72, of Dody Creek 
near McDowell Appalachian Re­
gional Hospital, was killed Monday 
evening when the home he was living 
in burned to the ground. 

Patton, an invalid, was living in 
the home of his sister, JoAnn Patton, 
who was visiting neighbors at the 
time of the fire. 

Eleven members of the Left Bea­
ver Rescue Squad and Fire Depart­
ment fought the frre from 7:30 p.m. 
until approximately 12:30 a.m. 

Floyd County coroner Roger 
Nelson pronounced Patton dead on 
the scene, but it is not yet clear whether 
Patton died of smoke inhalation or 
was burned to death. 

Derrick Thacker, chief of the fire 
department, said that a neighbor had 
spotted the fire and kicked the door 
down in an attempt to rescue Patton, 
but was blown back by heat and flame. 

Thacker said that the house, an old 
single story frame construction, was 
completely destroyed. 

Preliminary investigations show 
that the frre was caused by faulty 
wiring in a space heater, Thacker 
said. 

The Kentucky State Police and 
state fire marshal are currently inves­
tigating the fire, but no foul play is 
suspected.

was the prohibitive cost of medical 
insurance co-payments and deduct­
ibles. 

A wheelchair-bound man who 
attended the forum was particularly 
eloquent in his assessment of the 
problem: "As a person with a disabil­
ity, I cannot get insurance. I cannot 
afford medicare or medicaid because 
of expensive co-payments and dc­
ductibles- I have seen friends of 

mine die because they too were un­
able to afford medical care and were 
therefore unable to get the attention 
they needed. Because I cannot get 
insured, companies where I could 
otherwise be employed arc reluctant 
to hire me. Because of Kentucky's 
inadequate health care system, handi­
capped persons arc forced out of the 
labor market." 

Eula Hall, the founder and direc­
tor of the Mud Creek Clinic, which 
administers primary medical care to 
those unable to otherwise afford it, 
said that she also felt Kentucky's 
health care system discriminated 
against the ooor and unemployed. 

"These PeOple have no money," 
Hall said. "We're only equipped for 
primary ca~ we do everything we 
can for them, but when we've done 
all we can, where do they go? They 
go home to die .... It's time our state 
does all it can to take care of our 
people." 

Gan Maddiwar, M.D., of Banner, 
said that he felt it wac; the responsibil­
ity of all physicians to help the poor. 

"I myself fight to reduce the con­
stantly rising cost of medical care by 
helping out at the Mud Creek Clinic," 
Maddiwar said. "I often treat people 

whether they can afford it or not." 
One possible method of reducing 

medical cost.c;discussed was improv­
ing preventive and early treatment 
programs. This would supposedly 
reduce costs hccause the c.1rlicr a 
disease is found and treated, the less 
likely that costly, prolonged treat­
ment would be needed. 

Jennifer Martin, school nurse for 
the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion, strongly supported such action. 

"I'm a strong advocate that every 
5th grade student should have a ph ysi­
cal and second Measles, Mumps, Ru­
bella vaccination before they arc al­
lowed to enroll for school," Martin 
said. "This could be done hy the 
school nurse at a cost of $3 for the 
physical and $1 for the MMR vacci­
nation. We did this in Floyd County 
last year with the cooperation of the 
health department... We found the 
children had a lot of health problems, 
but we found out about them early 
and got them taken care of." 

Another possible method of low­
ering medical costs was suggested by 
Katie Isaacs, an Advanced Regis­
tered Nurse Practitioner at Hyden, 
Kentucky's Frontier Nursing Serv­
ices. Isaac explained that an ARNP 
was a Registered Nurse with special­
ized training, who worked closely 
with a physician, but was qualified to 
examine and treat patients in the 
doctor's absence. Isaac said that 
ARNPs are paid less than $15,000 
per year, and that a higher ratio of 
ARNPs to physicians would be more 
cost-efficient. 

Dr. R. Sundaram, who practices 
in Prestonsburg and Martin, said that 
"Access to health care should be on a 
unifonn basis ...•.

is the number one cause of bank­
ruptcy in the nation. We need to 
examine what barriers to health care 
should be removed." 

Sundaram later added that he felt 
the government should fonn a single 
national health plan, and offer finan­
cial incentives to employers to enroll 
workers in some sort of insurance 
program. 

Other speakers advocated a na­
tional health care pool that all citi-
7.Cns paid into based on personal 
income, so that the underprivileged 
would have the same access to health 
care enjoyed by the wealthy. 

Other problems and solutions 
discussed were: 

• Making mental health treatment 
more accessible. Pikeville native 
Elaine Scott, mother of a son suffer­
ing from mental iII ness, said that basic 
mental health services must be in­
cluded in any insurance plan. 

"Mental health should be treated 
the same as any physical illness," 
Scott said. "With deductible and co­
payment, medicare and medicaid only 
pay 40 percent of mental health coste;. 

This puts a tremendous burden on the 
families and guardians of the men­
tally ill. 

• Making health care technology 
equally accessible statewide. Accord­
ing to a videotape which the task 
force showed the audience, over 40 
of Kentucky's 120 counties have a 
dra~tic shortage of surgeons and 
equipment. 

• The expansion of hospice pro­
grams, which care for tenninally ill 
patients in their homes, rather than 
using expensive hospital care. 

The task force will hold another 
series of town forums in October, so 
that the community can review the 
legislation proposed by the Commis­
sion on Health Care before it is sub­
mitted to the General Assembly in 
November.

Liberty of thought is the life of the soul-Voltaire 

Just days after the L.A. riots, 
newspapers across this state 
and country attempted to ex­
plain why they happened. 

Some devoted as much as a 
page of editorial space to col­
umnists who told us that much 
of America's troubles could be 
traced back to fatherless fami­
lies. 

When Vice President Dan 
Quayle made a similar sugges­
tion in reference to a popular 
television program's story line, 
those same editorialists took 
after Quayle like hounds on a 
rabbit. 

What exactly did Quayle say 
that created so much furor 
among the pundits? 

He said, in a single sentence 
that was part of a six-page 
speech, that the TV character 
Murphy Brown was "mocking 
the importance of fathers by 
bearing a child alone and call­
ing it just another lifestyle 
choice." 

Since uttering that comment, 
the Vice President has been 
bashed, trashed and accused 
of everything from deriding 
single mothers to having said 
that Murphy Brown was respon­
sible for the L.A. riots. 

What Quayle really said was 
that more times than not single­
motherhood is not a "lifestyle 
choice" and that a television 
show which depicts it as such is 
a mockery of the truth. 

Perhaps Quayle's critics are 
so used to his inanities that they 
are unable to recognize those 
few occasions when he makes 
sense. 

Dozens of U.S. companies 
are moving their operations to 
Mexico, where the price of a 
day's labor is equal to about an 
hour's-worth in the States. 

Thousands of Americans 
have lost their jobs as a result. 

Companies say they must 
take advantage of the lower pro­
duction costs in order to remain 
competitive in a global market 
where, as a matter of informa­
tion, Americans still represent 
the largest group of consumers. 

Let's see how this adds up ... 
Americans are being put out 

of work so companies can save 
money producing products to 
sell to Americans who have no 
jobs and no money to buy the 
cheaper products. 

Makes perfect sense. 

A Harlan circuit judge has 
ruled unconstitutional a part of 
the state's education reform law 
which allows the state board of 
education the right to remove 
local board members from of­
fice. 

While we haven't read the 
ruling, we do find it interesting 
giventhefactthatthe state board 
of education has had the power 
to remove local officials for some 
time, long before the Kentucky 
Education Reform Act was 
adopted. 

There are removal cases, in 
fact, dating back to the early 
part of this century. 

Local school boards weren't 
created by the Constitution, they 
were created by the legislature 
and the legislature, we assume, 
has the authority to direct how 
those boards are regulated. 

So, local board members who 
think the recent decision will 
protect them from ouster may 
be a little premature in their cel­
ebrations. 

By the time you read this the 
election will be over, the votes 
counted, the winners will be 
crowing and the losers will be 
crying. 

It's a safe bet that fewer than 
30 percent of all registered vot­
ers bothered to go to the polls 
despite recurring claims of voter 
dissatisfaction with elected offi­
cials. 

If voters are displeased with 
the way their government is run, 
it doesn't show up in the re­
turns, no matter who has won or 
lost. 

When fewer than a third of the 
people eligible to vote decide 
who will run our government. 
it's hard to put much stock in the 
argument that people are fed 
up.

Most frres could have 
been prevented. Fire drills could save 
lives. Know whattodo if afrrestrikes. 
First, get the family members out.

Have large house numbers on the 
side of each house.

For over a decade now the people 
of the 95th Legislative District have 
honored me by allowing me to serve 
as their State Representative in 
Frankfort, Kentucky. During that 
time, I have had an "open door" pol­
icy to not only the people of my 
District. but to all Floyd Countians, 
Eastern Kentuckians, and in fact, any 
Kentuckian who has a problem that I 
might be of some assistance to. I am 
sure that you can appreciate the fact 
that the constraints of time may often 
limit the type of response which we 
can provide, however; my staff and I 
have made a very conscientious ef­
fort to address our fellow citizens 
needs through my elected office over 
these many years. 

It is from that perspective that I 
would respond to the letter which 
appeared in last week's edition of 

your newspaper from Libby Martin, 
AKAElizabethR. Martin, AKA Mrs. 
Otto Martin. Attached hereto are 
copies of three letters from my office 
to Mrs. Martin. The first bearing date 
of September 23, 1986; the second 
bearing date of May 27, 1987; and the 
third bearing date of January 7, 1988. 
I have known about her problem as 
you can see, since 1986. My staff in 
Frankfort has been monitoring the 
Public Service Commission's han­
dling of this matter since it involves a 
small telephone company, the Th­
acker-Grigsby Exchange, to which 
she is a customer. We are told, re­
peatedly, that there is no legislative 
solution to this problem, and in fact, 
on July 12, 1991, South Central Bell 
made a proposal before the Public 
Service Commission for an area call­
ing service ( ACS) to begin in April of 
1992 to make available new local 
service options to its customers who 
wanted expanded community of inter­
est calling areas at a rate structured 
where they could call anywhere 
within their community of interest 
without paying high long distance 
rates. Theplanisoptional.andifMrs. 
Martin were a customer of South 
Central Bell's, her problem would be 
solved. The Public Service Commis­
sion tells us that it is hopeful that the 
implementation of the ACS will 
spread and an agreement can be 
worked out between independent 
telephone companies such as the one 
that serves Mrs. Martin and South 
Central Bell, which serves the rest of 
the county, in the very near future, 
hopefully within the next twelve to 
eighteen months. 

It should also be noted that in its 
decision concerning South Central 
Bell the Public Service Commission 
required South Central Bell to file the 
necessary infonnation in order for 
the Commission to extend these of­
ferings to areas served by independ­
ent telephone companies. 

Mrs. Martin was well aware of all 
of this, and she apparently is simply 
one of those people who cannot 
understand or do not want to under­
stand when things are explained to 
them, time and .time again. 

I might add that she is not a con­
stituent of mine, nor does she live 
within my District, however. as I 
pointed out above and as I believe 
that the attached Exhibits in the fonn 
of our letters show, we have not ig­
nored her problems, to the contrary. 
we have kept abreast of them and 
worked with the Public Service 
Commission in an attempt to allevi­
ate that concern. 

I was also amused by her com­
ment about the legislation which 
provided that utility companies could. 
in fact, pass along the cost of emis­
sions control equipment without a 
fonnal rate structured hearing. Con­
gress has imposed upon the nation 
the Federal Clean Air Act which 
requires all utilities to meet certain 
emission standards by the year 2001. 
The Legislation encourages and pro­
vides an incentive for Kentucky­
based utilities to continue to bum 
Kentucky-produced coal rather than 
go to the cheap coal now flooding the 
markets from the western states. The 
utilities are offered this incentive 
which will allow them to purchase 
the necessary scrubbers to meet the 
emissions standards. And so, yes, 
Mrs. Martin, I am guilty of voting for 
legislation that encourages Kentucky 
corporations to burn Kentucky coal 
produced by Kentucky miners living 
right here in our area. 

In conclusion, I might add that my 
staff and I look forward to continuing 
our "open door" policy of hospitality 
and service to all of our fellow Floyd 
Countians and Kentuckians; to date, 
our office has welcomed and assisted 
with the arrangement for over 1,500 
school children who are visiting the 
State's Capitol in Frankfort from 
throughoutEastern Kentucky. I chose 
to write this response because I would 
not want anyone in the future to be­
lieve that my office would not be 
receptive as we have been in the past 
to helping solve whatever problem or 
concern it is in Frankfort that we can. 
I pledge to centinue working to im-

prove thequalityoflife for the people 
of the 95th District and those in East­
ern Kentucky, and I look forward to 
being able to serve in that capacity. 
However, I must point out that it may 
require an exception to our "open 
door" policy with regards to Mrs. 
Martin and people like her who do

Karen Caldwell, United States 
Attorney for the Eastern District of 
Kentucky, announced the sentencing 
on Friday, May 22, 1992 of six per­
sons pursuant to their convictions for 
multiple offenses arising from the 
operation of twenty-six illegal strip 
mines in Knox County, Kentucky 
between 1985 and 1988. The defen­
dants were tenced in United States 
DistrictCourtinLexington by United 
States District Judge Karl S. For­
ester. 

According to Assistant United 
States Attorney, H. Davis Sledd, the 
sentences were as follows: 

Orville Hubbard, 43, was sen­
tenced to 5 years for his conviction of 
the crime of mail fraud, and was 
sentenced to 27 months for his con­
viction of the crime of bankruptcy 
fraud. 

JerryLeeMills,42, was sentenced 
to 5 years for his conviction of the 
crime of mail fraud, and was sen- · 
tenced to 18 months for his convic­
tion of the crime of bankruptcy fraud. 
In addition, Mills was convicted of 
two misdemeanor violations of the 
federal laws governing surface coal 
mines, and was sentenced to 12 
months on each count. The sentences 
will run concurrently, and will be 
followed by a two year term of super­
vised release. 

Ronnie Hubbard, 29, Orville 

Hubbard's nephew, was convicted of 
three misdemeanor violations of the 
Federal Mine Safety and Health Act 
and the Surface Mining Control and 
Reclamation Act, and was sentenced 
to 7 months on each count, the sen­
tences to run concurrently. 

Tom Hubbard, 36, and Patricia 
Hubbard, 32, Orville Hubbard's 
brother and sister, were each con­
victed of three misdemeanor viola­
tions of the federal mining laws, and 
were each sentenced to two years 
probation as a condition of which 
each will serve a term of one month 
home detention. 

Carl Mills, 40, was convicted of 
three misdemeanor violations of the 
federal mining laws, and was sen­
tenced to two years probation on each 
count.

Within the past few years, presi­
dential assassinations have been the 
hot topic of conversation among 
average citizens thanks to a group of 
movies dealing with the subject. 
Movies based on the assassination of 
President John F. Kennedy have 
caused a resurgence of speculation 
on all presidential assassinations. It 
is a foregone conclusion that the 
assassination of a president has a 
terrible effect on the history of a 
nation, however, some cause more of 
a problem than others. The presiden­
tial assassination that seems to have 
caused the greatest uproar was the 
murder of President Abraham Lin­
coln. The deadly encounter between 
President Lincoln and his murderer, 
John Wilkes Booth, caused a rift 
between the Nonh and South that 
still has not completely healed. 

President Abraham Lincoln was 
the nation's leader throughout the 
War between the States. This war 
was the greatest challenge that the 
United States of America has ever 
faced in its short history. President 
Lincoln knew that if the nation was to 
survive, the South would have to be 
brought back into it. To accomplish 
this task, Lincoln would have to battle 
radicals that wished to punish the 
South for their succession. More than 
once, he conceded that it would be a 
haFd won peace and harder to con­
tinue the peace after the war. 

Lincoln started early in the war to 
promote a reconstruction plan that he

thought would be fair for the South. 
On December 8, 1863, Lincoln is­
sued a proclamation for reconstruc­
tion. On the above mentioned date, 
President Lincoln issued the Procla­
mation of Amnesty and Reconstruc­
tion by the President of the United 
Stales. Part of this proclamation read, 
"I, Abraham Lincoln, president of 
the United States, do proclaim, de­
clare and make known to all persons 
who have, directly or by implication, 
participated in the existing rebellion, 
except as hereinafter excepted, that a 
full pardon is hereby granted to them 
and each of them, with restoration of 
all rights of property." Along with 
this proclamation was an oath re­
quirement and a provision that made 
the act changeable as the war contin­
ued. 

It is evident from this beginning 
act, that Lincoln was advocating a 
humane treatment for the Southern 
rebels. However, it was not to be as 
easy as he had envisioned. With his 
death at the hand of a Southern sym­
pathizer, Lincoln's plans were dras­
tically changed. It is important that 
the assassination of the President and 
the conspiracy surrounding the mur­
der be investigated first to show how 
this fateful encounter caused the 
nation to continue to weep. 

Almost from the beginning of the 
war, the Confederate government had 
issued orders for the capture ofPresi­
dent Lincoln. However, by April 5, 
1865, Lincoln received word that 
Confederate agents had left 
Richmond with the distinct order to 
seriously wound or kill him. Lincoln 
reportedly answered, "1 cannot bring 
myself to believe that any human 
being lives who would do me hann." 

History would prove President 
Lincoln wrong. John Wilkes Booth 
had a deep seated anger against the 
President This anger grew unchecked 
when Booth learned of Lee's sWTen­
der and the capture of Richmond. 
Booth along with two other conspira­
tors, George Atzerodt and Lewis 
Powell, decided that the time was 
right and they set their plan into ac­
tion. Booth was to kill Lincoln; Atze­
rodt was to kill Vice-president 
Johnson; and Powell was to kill Sec­
retary of State Seward. Booth was the 
only conspirator to succeed in his 
assignment 

The other two conspirators failed 
to complete their work. 

After Booth fatally completed his 
assignment to kill the president. He 
jumped to the stage of Ford's Thea­
ter, breaking his leg in the process. 
Then he yelled, "Sic semper tyran­
nis" This Latin phrase, the state motto 
of Virginia, has variously been trans­
lated as "Ever thus to tyrants!" and as 
"The South is avenged." This parting 
phrase was the ftrst clue that the man 
who murdered the President was of 
Southern sympathies. According to 
offtcial reports. Booth was tracked 

down and died, either by his own 
hand or by that of a soldier. 

The brief encounter between Presi­
dent Abraham Lincoln and John 
Wilkes Booth was to cause the South 
to endure through endless years of 
hard Reconstruction. The tough years 
of reconstruction was undoubtedly 
caused in part by the fact that Booth 
was a Southerner that had killed the 
President. The hatred for the South 
started immediately after the assassi­
nation. Upon hearing the news, Gid­
eon Wells, Secretary of the Navy 
exclaimed, "Damn the Rebels, this is 
their work." 

The trial for the conspirators was 
held quickly and they were hanged. 
The trial was conducted under the 
guidance of Army General Joseph 
Holt. The prosecuting Special Judge 
Advocate was John A. Bingham. In

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his summation of the trial, Bingham 
said, "Jefferson Davis is as clearly 
proven guilty of this conspiracy as is 
John Wilkes Booth." It was this type 
of comment that allowed the South to 
take the blunt of all the anger and 
which led to the devastating chang­
ing to come in the Reconstruction 
Era. ... 

Many of the hostilities against the 
South were aired in the Repon of the 
Joint Committee on Reconstruction, 
June 8, 1866. One part of this report 
listed that the South was responsible 
for the deaths of 250,000 loyal sol­
diers of the Union and for not less 
than a increase of $3,500,000,000 
added to the national burden. These 
two numbers along with the death of 
Lincoln by a Southerner caused an 
uproar in Congress and therestofthe 
nation. President Johnson tried to 
follow Lincoln's plans at first, but 
was quickly caught up in the moment 
and allowed Congress to enact harsher 
reconstruction acts. Soon, the entire 
South was under the control of the 
military. The same military that had 
just invaded and conquered them. 

It is obvious to see that the goal of 
the radical members of Congress was 
to punish the South for its attempt to 
leave the Union. It was these gentle­
men that were able to half talk Presi­
dent Johnson into and half coerce 
him into working with reconstruc­
tion acts that caused the South to 
suffer more than was necessary. The 
South soon became a playground for 
politics, that scholars agree would 
not of happened if Lincoln had lived 
to support his ideas. 

Most historians agree that if Lin­
coln had lived, he would have been 
more able to control the direction of 

the reconstruction. He was a strong 
President that through his official 
powers and his charismatic power 
would have been able to quiet the 
fears of the Northern political ma­
chine. Instead, his death at the hands 
of a Southerner, was a catalyst that 
caused more fear and rebellion. 

Historian James F. Rhodes wrote 
the following paragraph that shows 
the feelings of many scholars as it 
relates to the differences of roads 
taken during reconstruction. 

"Most revolutions go too far and 
so did ours, but it undoubtedly would 
not have don~o had not Lincoln 
been killed. Three men are respon­
sible for the Congressional policy of 
reconstruction: Andrew Johnson by 
his obstinacy and bad behavior, 
Thaddeus Stevens by his vindictive­
ness and parliamentary tyranny; 
Charles Sumner by his pertinacity in 
a misguided humanitarianism. 
Emerson's words tell the story, "They 
mix the fire of the moral sentiment 
with personal and party heats, with 
measureless exaggerations and the 
blindness that prefers some darling 
measure to justice and truth." 

This paragraph is one of the most 
poignant and descriptive of the atti­
tudes about the problems caused by 
the death of President Lincoln. 
Rhodes and other scholars show that 
the men that took power after the 
assassination were notable to clearly 
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see what was needed after the Civil 
War. The clash of different political 
views and different moral sentiments 
after the war caused the Reconstruc­
tion of the South to go wrong An­
other basic issue during the Recon­
struction Era that caused a number of 
problems was the question of elimi­
nating slavery in the South. President 
Lincoln had issued the Emancipation 
Proclamation to free all slaves. 
However, when the war was over and 
Lincoln dead,the burden fell to Presi­
dent Johnson. This burden seemed 
too hard to carry as Johnson refused 
to accept the equal rights provision of 
the Civil Rights Act He also refused 
to accept the provisions of the Four­
teenth Amendment. Historians 
Lavanda and John H. Cox wrote that 
President Johnson won the support of 
the Southern whites by his refusals to 
completely integrate the races. 
However, he lost the political back­
ing and suppon of the people of the 
North. This was a devastating blow 
to his career, as the Nonh was the 
political powerhouse that would 
decide if he was to be reelected as 
president. The historians quote Sena­
tor Fessenden as writing, 'The truth 
is. Mr.Johnson hascontinuedtoexcite 
so much distrust that the public mind 
is, easily played upon by those who 
are seeking only the accomplishment 
of their own purposes." 

From the writings of many his­
torical scholars, it can be derived that 
the death of President Abraham Lin­
coln and the taking of the office by 
President Johnson was one of the 
largest changes in politics in the his­
tory of the United States. It can also 

be seen that this change in politics 
and life was a direct consequence of 
an encounter between two men. One 
man being John Wilkes Booth, a 
distraught Southern sympathizer that 
blamed one man for the def~at of the 
South and its way of life. And the 
other man being President Abraham 
Lincoln, the President of the United 
States, who refused to let the Union 
be pulled apart. 

This short, but productive encoun­
ter between two men plunged the 
entire nation into years of bad feel­
ings and corruption. The feelings of 
betrayal still can be seen in many 
parts of the South today. Numerous 
Southerners still talk of how they are 
second class citizens stemming from 
the treatment of their forefathers 
during the Reconstruction Era. Old 
Wounds heal slowly in the fertile 
lands of the South.

Frazier named to facuHy 

of Institute for Teachers 
Dr. Donald Frazier, son of Ethel 

Frazier of Martin and the late T.M. 
Frazier, has been named as one of 
four faculty members to a new sum­
mer science academy for teachers 
from the seven-state Lower Missis­
sippi Delta region, which includes 
Kentucky. 

Frazier is chair and professor of 
physiology and biophysics at the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Medicine. 

Approximately two out of every 
five individuals will be involved in 
an alcohol-related crash at some time 
during their lives, she explained. 

Drunk drivers don't always end 
up killing. Every year, nearly 540,000 
people are injured in alcohol-related 
crashes. 

"When we look at the conse­
quences of the drunk driving crash, 
we aren't just looking at deaths and 
broken limbs; we are also looking at 
permanent brain damage, spinal in­
juries, loss of arms and legs, and 
recurring nightmares, as well as many 
other long-term emotional injuries, 
not to mention grief inflicted upon 
those who have lost loved ones," she 
said. "Many of those injuries innicted 
by the drunk driver arc invisible 
wounds that last a lifetime." 

There arc also financial issues 
involved. Estimates of the economic 
costs of drunk driving range from 
$11 billion (NHTSA 1985) to $24 
billion (FBI, 1989) each year. 

Statistics on alcoholism reveal that 
over 18 million adull~ are either alco­
holic or have a serious substance 
abuse problem. At least 4.6 million 
adolescents annually become ad­
dicted. Three out of every ten teen­
agers have alcohol problems and nine 
out of ten teenage crashes involve 
alcohol. 

"It is often amazing forthoseofus 
who work with MADD to hear some 
of the comments from individuals 
when someone has been arrested for 

"Frequently, the opinions ex­
pressed range from 'This man is such 
a nice guy ... he has never been in 
trouble before ... he really should get 
another chance .. .' to 'This was her 
first offense. Everyone is entitled to 
make one mistake,'" lamented Free­
man. 

"My first inclination when I hear 
comments such as these is to invite 
those who have made such comments 
to go with me to visit a six-year-old 
boy lying in a hospital room with a 
leg amputated because his father had 
a 'couple of beers' before picking 
him up at the day care center." she 
said. 

"Or, [would invite the individual 
to visit a local funeral home to pro­
vide comfort and support for two 
young parents whose only child had 
been killed hy a well-respected busi­
nessman who ref used to let any of his 
associates drive him home after hav­
ing a couple of drinks at an office 
party." 

In 1989, there were 1.7 million 
arrests for drunk driving in the Un­
tied States. For every arrest, it is 
estimated that at least 1 ,000 trips by 
drunk drivers have gone undetected. 
Only 1 in 500 to 1 in 2,000 drivers 
with a blood alcohol content (BAC) 
over .1 0 percent arc arrested in any 
given 24 hour period. 

Most alcohol-related fatal crashes 
involve drinking drivers who do not 
have a prior DUI conviction on their 
record, said Freeman. 

The American Medical Associa­
tion warns that impairment actually 
begins with the first drink. Even at 
BACs as low as .02 percent, alcohol 
affects driving and craSh likelihood, 
Freeman said.

The Cancer Information Service is part of the Kentucky Cancer 
Program and is supported by the National Cancer Institute. 

Q: I had a hysterectomy several 
years ago. Do I still need to have a 
Pap test? 

A: The need for a Pap test follow: 
ing a hysterectomy depends on the 
reasons for the surgery and the type 
of procedure done. Regular Pap tests 
are needed if your hysterectomy was 
a treatment for cancer, or if you had a 
partial hysterectomy and your cervix 
was not removed. If your uterus and 
cervix were both removed (a total 
hysterectomy), you need to have 

• regular pelvic exams. Your doctor or 
nurse may recommend a Pap test 
every 3 to 5 years. 

Q: Dosomekindsofcancerrun in 
families? My brother and his son 
both have colon cancer. 

A: Some familiesdohaveagreatcr 
risk for certain cancers. 

Colon and breast cancers arc the 
most common types. Most heredi­
tary cancers also must be triggered 
by something in a person's environ­
ment or lifestyle, such as the use of 
tobacco, radiation, air pollution, vi­
ruses or diet. 

Since several members of your 
family have colon cancer, you may 
have a greater risk for getting this 
disease. But you can help yourself by 
doing these things: 

• Tell your doctor about the colon 
cancer in your family. Your doctor 
can check your colon and remove 
any growths (called polyps) in the 
colon. These polyps can become 
cancerous if they are not removed. 

• Eat foods that are high in fiber 
and low in fat. Foods such as fruits, 
vegetables, whole grain breads and 
cereals help protect the body from 

• colon cancer and other cancers. For 
information about how to improve 
your diet, call 1-800-4-CANCER. 

Q: I have been smoking for over 
20 years. I have tried to quit "cold 
turkey", but I never last for more than 
a few days. Is there anything else I 
can try? 

A: Most people are able to quit 
"cold turkey" after several tries. Since 
that hasn't worked, try setting a "quit 

It) :late" for the near future. After you 
choose the day, start cutting down on 
the number of cigarettes you smoke 
each day up to the day you will quit. 
This will help your body get used to 
not getting nicotine from cigarettes. 
Nicotine is an addictive drug found 
in tobacco that makes you want ciga-

rettes. On the day that you quit, get 
rid of all yourcigarettesand wet them 
down so that you won't be tempted to 
get themoutofthe trash. Start saving 
the money you spend on cigarettes 
each day to buy something for your­
self. Stay busy on the day you quit. 
Spend time in places where smoking 

._ isn't allowed. Keep things like gum, 
hard candy, and toothpicks with you 
to use in place of cigarettes. If you get 
the urge to smoke, do something else, 
drink water, take deep breaths, or talk 
to someone who wants to help you 
quit. Reward yourself for getting 
through the day without smoking. 

If you do smoke while trying to 
quit, don't think that you can't do it 
- keep trying. Quitting isn't easy 
and some people are more addicted 
and need extra help. Talk to your 
doctor. He or she may decide to pre­
scribenicotinegumoranicotinepatch 

• to help you. It can help relieve with­
drawal symptoms while you stop 
smoking. Morethan3 million Ameri­
cans quit every year- you can be 
one of them!

Q: One of my worst fears about 
breast cancer is the thoughtoflosing 
my breast. I heard there is breast­
saving surgery now. Is it safe? 

A: Breast-saving surgery, called 
lumpcctomy, is the removal of a breast 
lump and the tissue around it. 
Lumpcctomy allows a woman to keep 
her brea<;t. Studies show women who 

have lumpcctomy followed by s1x 
weeks of radiation live as long as 
women who have their enLire breast 
removed by mastectomy. 

Not all women with breast cancer 
can have a lumpcctomy. The type of 
surgery a woman has depends on the 
size of the lump, where it is, plus 
other reasons. A woman who has 
breast cancer needs to talk to her 
doctor about what treatment might be 
best for her. Kentucky law says she 
must be given a copy of "Choices: 
Treatment for Breast Cancer" by her 
doctor before treatment begins. If 
you would ' like more information 
about lumpcctomy or other breast 
cancer treatments, please calll-800-
4-CANCER. 

Q: Couldadietthat'sgoodformy 
heart also help prevent cancer? 

A: A diet that is low in saturated 
fat and cholesterol and includes plenty 
of high fiber foods is good for your 
heart and can help prevent cancer. 
This diet should include at least 5 

servings of fruits and vegetables a 
day. Fruits and vegetables contain no 
cholesterol (animal fat). Mostarelow 
in fat and sodium and many are good 
sources of fiber and vitamins. Apples, 
cantaloupe, broccoli, carrots, greens, 
lettuce, okra, potatoes, spinach, 
squash, tomatoes and zucchini are 
good choices because they are high 
in fiber and vitamins A and C. When 
you go out to eat, choose low-fat, 
high fiber items on the menu. These 
would be your best choices. When 
cooking at home, avoid frying foods 
- baking, steaming, broiling and 
microwaving are much healthier ways 
to prepare foods. If you would like 
more information on food choices, 
please call 1-800-4-CANCER. 

Q: I'm afraid I'll gain weight if I 
quit smoking. lsn 't being overweight 
just as bad for you as smoking? 

A: Not every person who stops 
smoking gains weight. The average 
for those who do is 5 to 10 pounds. 
The risks to health from smoking are 
far greater than the risk frorrl a small 
weight gain. 

Exercise is a good way to cope 
with cigarette cravings-and to avoid 
weight gain. It also helps to eat low 
calorie snacks such as carrot sticks 
and fruits, and to drink 6 to 8 glasses 
of water a day. 

Don't diet while you stop smok­
ing-there will be time after you are 
a nonsmoker. Focus first on ending 
your addiction to cigarettes. 

Remember, a small increase in 
weight may not hurt your appear­
ance, but smoking does. It causes 
yellowed teeth, bad breath, stale cloth­
ing odors, and, possibly, wrinkled 
skin.

EXTENDED WEAR 
CONTACT LENSES 

A lot has been published la!cly about 
the safety of wearing extended wear contact 
lenses overnight and for extended periods. 

Recent studies have shown that although 
the risk of ulcerative keratitis (one of the 
most serious potential complications from 
contact lens wear) from overnight wear is 
quite low, it is no less imperative to have 
routine examinations and yearly lens re­
placements when wearing aU types of 
contact lenses. 

A study published in the New England 
Joural of Medicine estimates that among 
extended wear contact lens users who wear 
lenses overnight, 22 to 32 out of 10,000 
(0.2%) will experience corneal ulcers. 
Thus, 99.8% of contact lens wearers are 
not likely to experience serious complica­
tions from overnight wear. 

While the risks are low, the studies 
show that contact lenses must be treated 
with the same respect and care as any 
medical products prescribed by a doctor 
and the eye must be examined to rule out 
the start of corneal ulcers. 

Research also indicted that each addi • 
tiona! night of overnight wear was found 
to increase the risk of complications. 1be 
Contact Lens Instimte members recorn· 
mended that extended wear lens patients 
not exceed seven consecutive days of over· 
night wear. Daily wear lenses should never 
be worn overnight or while napping. 

The most important advice is to relig­
iously follow your eyecare professional's 
instructions for the wearing, cleaning, and 
replacement of your lenses. The same re­
search suggests a higher risk of complica­
tions in people who do not follow their 
eyecare professional's guidelines. Have 
your eyes examined at least yearly, if not 
every six months, to prevent corneal com­
plications. 

Whenever you have questions about 
your contact lenses or your eyes call your 
eyecare professional immediately. If you 
experience soreness, blurred vision, or 
redness, remove your lenses immediately 
and contact your eyecare professional. 

Bacteria that can cause eye complica­
tions may be present on your hands or in 
the open air and might settle on your con­
tact lens at any time. Such bacteria can 
then be transmiued to your eye and begin 
to grow on the cornea. Cleansing and dis­
infecting helps remove this bacteria before 
you replace the lens back in your eye. 

Proteins that exist in the tears gradually 
build up on your lenses and may lead to 
complications. 

Remember to replace your contact 
lenses and have an examination at least 
yearly.

Volunteer is friend to Day Care residents 
by Sandy Williamson 
Big Sandy ADD 

' If you asked most people in South­
eastern Kentucky what they felt was 
our area's greatest natural resource 
they probably would say coal. But if 
you ask the people at the Prestonsburg 
Agape Adult Day Care they would 
definitely say Orville Ousley. A re­
tired coal miner, Orville has literally 

dedicated his life to helping senior 
citizens who suffer from Alzheimer's 
and other forms of dementia. 

Since its opening in April ofl991, 
Orville has been a regular feature at 
the Day Care or as Orville would say 
"as regular as a goose goin' bare­
foot" On the average, he devotes at 
least 80 hours per month volunteer­
ing. 

What really makes Orville unique 

is his giving spirit As Dana Caudill, 
the Day Care director, puts it, if he 
sees something that needs done, he 
does it. Every thing from doing dishes 
to walking with the "wanderers" to 
taking the male clients to the bath­
room. He feels these people, though 
limited due to their condition, are just 
like family. His philosophy is to 
"spend the rest of my life helping 
people." 

When I flrst met Orville, his easy 
smile and calm nature made it evi­
dent that he just has a way with the 
people at the Day Care. He proceeded 
totellmeastory aboutaclientwhohe 
loves being with. They do dishes and 
swap stories. When I asked Ms. 
Caudill about this, she told me that 
although this woman suffers from 
Alzheimer's, and has totally lost 
concept of time, Orville has made the 
biggest difference in her recovery. 
To illustrate this, as the time grew 
close for Orville to arrive one day, 
she looked at her watch and said, "I 
don't think Orville's comin' today." 
As Ms. Caudill puts it, this is just one 
of many examples of how much the 
clients seem to trust him and how 
much he cares for them. 

When I asked Orville what made 
him feel confident enough to be able 
to help these people even though he 
only has limited education, he an­
swered that there were three main 
reasons. The first was due to the 
wholeheartedsupportofthepaidstaff. 
"Ilike all of them and I think they like 
me. We're like family." 

The second was the extensive 
training he received. This training 
called Alzheimer's 101 consists of 

16 hours of intense education on hO\ ., 
to deal with the particular concerns 
of Alzheimer's patients. 

Finally, he said that the encour­
agement of his family, especially his 
wife, has made all of this possible. 
Withouttheirundcrstanding,itwould 
be impossible. In fact, you might say 
its a family affair. The last Friday of 
every month, Orville and his wife, 
Alvie, prepare a home-cooked meal 

of chicken and dumplings with all the 
trimmings for the entire staff and 
clientele. It's one of the highlights of 
the month at the center. 

In conclusion, the next time some­
one asks you what difference can one 
person make or what good comes 
from volunteering, just remember 
Orville Ousley in the small town of 
Prestonsburg, Kentucky. As Ms. 
Caudill put it, "I don't know what 
we'd do without him," People like 
Orville are the backbone of programs 
like the Agape Adult Day Care. We 
only wish we had more volunteers 
like him.

• Myth: High-carbohydrate 
foods make people fat. 

• Fact: Carbohydrates have 
just four calories per gram ver­
sus nine calories per gram for 
fat. So, foods high in complex 
carbohydrates, such as pasta, 
bread, cereal and rice, are often 
recommended as substitutes for 
foods high In fat.

Do not use rear-facing 
infant seat with air 
bags, AAA warns 

While using a seatbelt with air 
bags can be top-of-the-line protec­
tion for adults, it can be a deadly 
combination for infants in rear-fac­
ing child safety seats, according to 
the Blue Grass Auto Club Founda­
tion for SafeLy. 

Air bags are designed to protect 
people sitting upright and facing the 
front of the car. When an infant in a 
rear-facing safety seat is placed in 

,. front of an air bag during a car crash, 
the child's head is exposed to the full 
force of the air bag as it activates. 

"Air bags are a step forward in 
protection for children and adults 
sitting upright However, they are 
just not compatible with rear-facing 
child safety seats," said Lilla S. 
Mason, Executive Secretary for the 
Blue Grass Auto Club Foundation 
for Safety. The back seat is still the 
best place for an infant's rear-facing 
child safety seat. If it is absolutely 
necessary to place a child in front of 
an air bag position, move the passen­
ger seat back as much as possible.

Stamps 
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The Kentucky Coffeetree: 
Symbol of living heritage 

Although the KcntuckyCoffeetree 
only became the official "state tree" 
in 1976, the tree has a long and im­
portant history in the development of 
the state. 

American Indians and early set­
tlers to what later became Kentucky 
brewed a hot beverage from the 
roasted seeds, said Bill Fountain, 
E. tension horticulturist with the 
Uniwrsity of Kentucky College of 
Ag1 iculture. 

The earliest pioneers found the 
ucc growmg in river bottoms and 
woodlands, Fountain said. At that 
time, coffee was very expensive away 
from coastal ports, ifitcouldbefound 
at all. So they learned to roast the 
beans and usc the beverage as coffee 
~ubstitute-hcncc the name "cof­
fcctrcc." 

"L·md developers and speculators, 
who wanted to get settlers to move 
out West, advertised Kentucky as a 
place where a coffeetree grew that 
produced a fine-tasting coffee substi­
tute," Fountain said. 

"The evidence of how good it 
really was can be seen by how many 
people today have tried it," Fountain 
said. "Even the pioneers quickly 
dropped it as soon as the real thing 

became available." 
Farmers should be careful that 

livestock not be allowed to eat the 
seeds, he said. Cattle have been known 
to die after drinking from pools of 
water where seeds have fallen. 

"The seeds contain an alkaloid 
called cystisine which is toxic," he 
said. "The toxicity is broken down 
when the seeds arc roasted, but un­
roasted seeds could be harmful to 
livestock and children. Seeds can lie 
on the ground for up to two years 
before they germinate." 

Fountain said the coffeetrcc is a 
good choice for a "state tree." Its 
heritage goes all the way back to 
George Washington who mentioned 
the tree in his diary when he planted 
some seeds at Mount Vernon in the 
1700s. 

Not only does it have a role in the 
state's heritage, it also is a hardy tree. 
It has no serious disease or insect 
problems. It tolerates drought, alka­
line soils, pol)ution, and deicing salt 
very well. 

"EvenJapanesebeetlesdonotfced 
on it very much,"Fountain said. "Like 
the early settlers, this tree is truly 
tough."

Investments in farm machinery

Con­
tinued price increases may temper 
purchases of new farm machinery 
and equipment," he said. 

Stegelin said that sales of farm 
equipment will pick up soon after 
farm incomes increases, whenever 
that happens. 

"Rising farm income provides not 
on\ y money for which to finance large 
investment items, it also provides Lhe 
enthusiasm for making such pur­
chases," he said.

IS IT ALZHEIMER'S? Some 
• symptoms that have been noted in 

people with Alzheimer' sdisease may 
closely resemble those seen in other 
conditions. One example is demen­
tia, which is loss of intellectual f unc­
tion. It's not always easy for doctors 
to determine if the dementia in a 
patient is caused by Alzheimer's or 
some other illness. However, there is 
a process of elimination that doctors 
can use to determine if the symptoms 
being exhibited are caused by 
Alzheimer's or other conditions. 

Dr. Robert Friedland, clinical di­
rector of the University Hospital in 
Cleveland, believes that an early 
diagnosis is important for at least two 
reasons: 

Florida,companies with deceptive 
marketing of travel packages to con­
sumers - many of whom were sen­
iors-via a telephone network set­
up.

Q: Are there still only three tax 

rates in 1992? Are capital gains taxed 
the same?-P.L., Andover, Mass. 

A: Subject to what the U.S. Con­
gress and the president decide, there 
are presently only three tax rates for 
1992: 15 percent, 28 percent and 31 
percent. The same as for 1991. The 
maximum tax rate on net capital gains 
is still 28 pertent. 

Q: Either the Social Security 
number on my card is in error or my 
employer is using the wrong number. 
The IRS says that they're both wrong 
and is holding up my tax refund. Now 
what?-B.T., Springfield, Mass. 

A: If both the name and Social 
Security number on your tax form do 
not agree with your Social Security 
card, your refund may be delayed and 
you may not receive credit for your 
Social Security earnings.

Q: My former husband gives me 
additional money to provide for his 
former home and general expenses. 
Now he wants to deduct them as 
alimony and for me to include them 
as income. I say it's wrong and not 
fair. He says that if I want to keep 
receiving this additional money, I 
have to go along with him. What's 
right?-M.M. North Conway, N.H .. 

A: Betwixt-and-between. Pay­
ments not required by a divorce or 
separation instrument are not consid­
ered alimony for tax purposes. For 
instance, ifonespousegives the other 
an amount of money beyond the stipu­
lated amount in the divorce decree, it 
is not alimony. Therefore, this is not 
deductible by the payer or includible 
as income by the recipient. That's the 
law. Your former husband's rule has 
no suhstance other than the fact that 
he has Lhe strings to the money bag.

Q: What is a marital deduction? Is 
this limited to $600,000? - L.W., 
Atlanta 

A: The marital deduction is a 
deduction allowed for computing a 
deceased person's federal estate tax; 
it permits a deceased person's prop­
erty to pass to his or her surviving 
spouse free of estate taxes. There is 
no limit on the amount of property 
that may qualify for the marital de-
duction. · 

By leaving all your assets directly 
to your surviving spouse, you avoid 
estate taxes entirely at the time of 
your death. 

However, for individuals with 
taxable estates valued at more than 
$600,000, transferring the entire es­
tate directly to a surviving spouse 
may not be the best means of obtain­
ing an overall family estate tax sav­
ings. While the unlimited marital 
deduction would eliminate the estate 
tax for the deceased spouse's prop­
erty, an excessive estate tax might be 
imposed on the surviving spouse's 
estate when that spouse dies. Careful 
estate planning is very important.
