Murder 
tops list of 
true bills

A 21-year-old Floyd County 
woman was indicted for murder 
Wednesday in connection with the 
May 6 beating death of her 72-ycar­
old husband. 

Brenda Michelle Smith of Turkey 
Creek was charged for allegedly 
"inflicting blunt force trauma" on 
Simson W. Smith which caused his 
death. Smith was pronounced dead at 
his home on May 6 by Floyd County 
Coroner Roger Nelson. 

Nelson said at that time Simson 
Smith's death was being investigated 
as a homicide. Brenda Smith report­
edly told Nelson that she had found 
her husband injured and lying beside 
the road near their home earlier that 
morning. She also said her husband 
had refused to go to the hospital. 

A preliminary autopsy showed that

Fidelity's bid is now subject to the

Callihan quits post; 
vacancy debated

Emotions ran high at the latest 
meeting of the Prestonsburg City 
Council, as one councilman resigned, 
and the city's chief of police re­
sponded to accusations of police 
harassment 

William "Bill" Callihan tendered 
his resignation as city councilman at 
Wednesday'smeeting,effectiveJune 
1. Callihan thanked the council and 
the city of Prestonsburg for allowing 
him the opportunity to serve as coun­
cilman for the last seven years, but 
said that his recent relocation beyond 
city limits made him ineligible to 
continue in that capacity. 

Callihan then added a note of 
controversy to the proceedings when 
he asked the city council to elect 
Lyda Margaret Howard to carry out 
his unexpired term. 

Although councilman Mike Vance 
immediately moved that the council 
accept Callihan's resignation and 
nomination of Howard, councilman 
Billy Ray Collins voiced concern that 
the nomination was improper. 

"This is highly irregular," Coil ins 
said. "Bill's resignation isn't effec­
tive until June 1, and I don't believe 
we can fill the position until he's 
resigned." 

Collins also expressed his belief 
that a resigning councilman was not 
allowed to choose his own replace­
ment, as such action is in the province 
of active council members only. 

"If the cook quits, he doesn't get 
to come into the kitchen and fix din­
ner anymore," Collins said. 

Councilman Gorman Collins 
announced that he would like to nomi-

nate David Hereford for Callihan's 
post 

Tempers flared as Bill Collins 
requested that the council conduct 
the remainder of the discussion in an 
executive session, so that the council 
members could resolve their conflicts 
in private. 

Confusion reigned for several 
minutes as the council and members 
of the audience argued whether or 
not an executive session could be 
held at that juncture. 

Kentucky state law concerning 
open meetings does not allow closed 

sessions to discuss or approve the 
appointment of public officials. 

Larry Brown, attorney for the city 
of Prestonsburg, said that the council 
only dtscussed personnel problems 
not related to Callihan's resignation. 

Once the executive session was 
completed, Latta called the audience 
back into the room, and immediately 
called the council to order for a vote 
on Callihan's successor. 

CoJiins ao;ked why Callihan was

A Floyd County mine owner has 
been accused of the improper dis­
posal of radioactive waste in July of 
1988, while he was a resident of 
Pennsylvania 

Travis E. Miller, 49, presidentofJ 
& K Mining, Inc. at Emma, hac; been 
accused of the illegal sale and burial 
of mine scales laced with Cesium 
137, a nuclear by-product material, 
during his tenure as president of the 
Stanford Mining Company in Indi­
ana County, Pa. 

Connie Bowden of the Pittsburgh 
office of the United States Attorney 
General formally indicted Miller last 
week, charging that he had unlaw­
fully sold the scales to the West Vtr­
ginia based Phoenix Equipment 
Leasing Company, a salvage com­
pany that was not licensed to handle 

radioactive waste. 
Bowden also said in the indict­

ment that Phoenix Equipment re­
turned one of the scales to Stanford 
Mining, and Miller ordered an em­
ployee to have it buried at one of the 
company's abandoned mine sites. 
Bowden further charged that Miller 
had lied to the Nuclear Regulatory 
Commission. 

Court documents show that in 
October, 1988, Miller told the NRC 
that the scales had been lcgall y trans­
ferred to Phoenix Equipment, and 
that he had no knowledge of the 
scale's burial. 

If convicted, Miller could face 
fines totalling $1 million, and up to 
14 years in prison. 

Miller was unavailable for com­
ment at press time. 

State celebrates 200 years :

Mark Monday, June 1 on your 
calendar. Gather up the kids, bake a 
cake, put on your party hat and get 
ready to blow out the candles. Mon­
day marks the 200th anniversary of 
Kentucky's official declaration of 
statehood. 

On June 1, 1792, Kentucky be­
came the 15th state in the Union and 
the first state on the western frontier. 

Although many argue that Ken­
tucky is a commonwealth, not a state, 
it is both. In 1792, the terms "state" 
and "commonwealth" were virtually 
synonymous, meaning a free state, 
independent of government by a king. 

When Kentucky separated from 
Virginia in the late 1700's, the newly 

formed government chose to use the 
term commonwealth. The three Olher 
commonwealths in the United States 
arc Massachusetts, Pennsylvania and 
Virginia. 

Although Kentucky's on-going 
bicentennial celebration began ear­
lier this year, it will kick into high 
gear on Monday, with communities 
across the state holding their own 
events. 

l11e festivities begin with the 
Kentucky Statehood Day Cckhra­
tion in Frankfort, an ali-day festival 
featuring fireworks, bluegrass and 
gospel musicians, historical exhibits, 
and traditional Kentucky food and 
crafts booths. 

The Statehood Day celebration 
will be held on the grounds of the 
Kentucky State Capitol in Frankfort. 

At precisely 12:30 p.m., all of 
Kentucky's 120counties will parttci­
pate in "Ring Out Kentucky." Church 
bells, courthouse bells and sirens w iII 
ring simultaneously statewide. 

On June 2, the Kentucky Histori­
cal Society will sponsor an 1860's­
style baseball game at 6 p.m. at the 
Ancient Age Distillery Park in 
Frankfort

• The continuance of the "Ro­
mance of the Hills," which began in 
April and will continue through Oc­
tober in the Southeastern mountain 
region of the state.

commanded the 18th Brigade, made 
up of two Ohio regiments and two 
Ohio regiments and two Kentucky 
regiments.

The 
soldiers in the 14th were mainly from 
the Big Sandy Area. These soldiers 
marched up river, arriving in Law­
rence County December 26, 1861. 

"The first skirmish between the 
twoarmiestookplacenearPaintsville 
on January 4, 1862," writes Floyd 
County historian John David Preston 

'e in his essay, "The Battle of Mid­
dJecreek." Preston said the armies 
kept moving, winding up at Jenny's 
Creek on January 6. This skirmish 
made Brigadier General Marshal 
withdraw to a place he thought was 
safer. Marshall withdrew to 
Prestonsburg. It took two days to 
move his troops. 

Colonel Garfield also went toward 
Prestonsburg with 1,100 union sol­
diers, arriving near the mouth of 
Abbott Creek January 9, .1861. 
Gadield's troops spent the night 
waiting until morning to cross the hill 
into Middlecreek. 

At the forks of Middlecreek, 
Marshall waited. He knew that 
Garfield'stroops wereacrossthehill. 
He decided to put his artillery in the 
valley of the Left Fork. On the other 
side of the Creek, to the right of the 
artillery, he placed his regiment of 
Kentucky and Virginia units. Also on 
the ridge was a Calvary unit. The 
confederate soldiers numbered 1,967 
at the battlefield. 

During the two and one-half mile 
trip up Middlecreek, Garfield's troops 
exchanged shots with the rebel's 
Calvary, early on the morning of 
January 10, 1S62. He continued 
marching his troops until he got 1 ,000 
yards awav from the southern troops.

MEMORIAL CEREMONY 
SHOWS NEED FOR SUPPORT 

OF POLICE OFFICERS 

I had the opportunity not long ago 
to take part in the 15th annual Ken­
tucky Police Officers' Memorial 
Ceremony of the Kentucky State 
Lodge of the Fraternal Order of Po­
lice. 

A numocr of us wentlo Frankfort 
to honor the courageous service of29 
Kentucky pol ice officers no longer in 
our mid-;t, including three who have 
been killed in the line of duty in the 
tragedies of recent months. 

We were there to offer our support 
and our prayers to the loved ones of 
all of these fallen heroes and to the 
fellow police officers left to carry on 
their grcal legacy of service. 

I believe that one message from 
this ceremony should be clear to all 
Kentuckians. 

We must do whatever it takes to 
increase oursupportforthose willing 
to stand on the front lines of a con­
tinuing war on crime and drugs at a 
time of decl ining financial resources 
at every level of government. 

I am pleased to say that the crime 
bills of 1988 and 1990 already arc 
channeling new help to the state and 
local levels. Byrne Memorial State 
and Local Law Enforcement Assis­
tance grants to Kentucky have risen 
from less than S2 million in 1989 to 
more than $6 million this year. 

These same hills have produced 
increased death and dic;abilily bene­
fits for police officers and the death 
penalty for drug-related crimes rc­
sultingin the death of a police officer. 

Our recent federal legislation is 
also contributing to improved police­
officer training, another crucial form 
of progress that must be continued 
under the new crime bill still before 

the Congress. 
I am encouraged to see the Ken­

tucky General Assembly moving 
toward a more universal system of 
professional training for law enforce­
ment agencies. We must continue to 
build upon the foundation of training 
and incentive pay that we were able 
to put in place when I was governor in 
the early 1970s. 

We can do many things to help 
meet the tremendous challenges fac­
ing all law-enforcement agencies 
today. But one thing we must do, in 
my opinion, is to follow the example 
of those who have made such great 
sacrifices for us. 

Our fallen police officers must 
live in our hearts and minds as role 
models for our children and our en­
tire society. They exemplify the 
family values of honesty, hard work, 
compassion, responsibility and cour­
age that continue to make this nation 
great. 

We recently dedicated our Na­
tional Law Enforcement Officers 
Memorial in Washington. This monu­
ment now contains the names of 
12,561 officers, including 251 Ken­
tuckians, who have lost their lives in 
the line of duty since theearliestdays 
of our nation. 

I urge all Kentuckians to support a 
drive planned by the FOP to build a 
new memorial to all of our fallen 
Kentucky officers at the old Capitol 
buildmg in Frankfort. 

A new Kentucky memorial can 
symbolize the need to place law en­
forcement and the secunty of law­
enforcement officers at the very top 
of our national agenda. It can be a 
lasting reminder of a debt that can 
never be repaid to our fallen heroes 
- the true representatives of the 
dedicated police officers of this na­
tion.

"SHAME"beganthelettertoyour 
paper from Laura Goble about the 
"fish pond at the Festival of 
F.A.C.E.S."Thereal "shame", which 
some of you may not know, is whal 
happened Friday night! 

After a great deal of care was 
taken to compare the temperature of 
the waters in the Big Sandy River to 
that of Dewey Lake, since trout must 
have cold water (approx. 55-62 de­
grees F) to live, and have the 
Prestonsburg Fire Department bring 
that water to the pool. After provid­
ing oxygen to the water, using a pump 
specially prepared by one of our local 
merchants, and securing over 100 
bags of ice to keep the water in the 
tank cool, the fish were delivered by 
the Kentucky Department ofFish and 
Wildlife. Keep in mind that these fish 
have never enjoyed the freedom of 
the open waters, but were bred and 
raised in capt.ivity, a fish hatchery to 
be precise. And to set the record 
straight, approximately 600 fish were 
procured for the display. Mem hers of 
the local Boy Scout Troop, their lead­
ership, local firemen, and city police, 
watched the tank for hours to insure 
that "God's creatures" had every 
chance of survival. At approximately 
9:10 Friday night, after the artificial 
environment had stabilized, those of 
us in charge ofthe display, left for the 
parking lot to get a bit of food. At 
approximately 9:30,20 minutes later, 
we arrived back at the tank to find

two Scouts dipping like mad to re­
move soap suds from the top of the 
pool and the trout gasping for their 
life. That's right, some idiot had 
poured liquid soap into the tank. 

Being a wildlife biologist, I 
thought the only way to possibly save 
the fish, was to empty the tank. By 
this time fish were already beginning 
to float to the top from a lack of 
oxygen. My wife immediately left to 
contact a fisheries biologist, and one 
of our scouts contacted the 
Prestonsburg Fire and Police for their 
assistance. The firedepartmentcame, 
and my wife returned with the news 
we already knew, the water in the 
tank must not only .be changed, but 
the tank thoroughly cleaned. There­
fore, all600 fish had to be transferred 
to temporary holding, under the same 
environmrntal conditions thatexistrd 
in the original pool, before the addi­
tion of soap. 

The fire department quickly as­
sembled a portable 600-gallon tank, 
while every hand available was busy 
scraping soapsuds from thr top of the 
pool, onto U1c ground.Undc:-r the hcst 
of circumsl:mces, trmll arc:- difricult 
to keep alive and these were certainly 
less than the "best of circumstances." 

As the night grew longer, several 
people stoppc.d by to src what all the 
fuss was ahout. A number of people 
had heard it on the scanner and just 
stopped tooffcrtheirassistance. Word 
had made il to several of the scouts 
and their families who brought nets, 
pool test kite;, and extra hands. We 
had thrCC' fire trucks. and what seemed 
to be the entire fire department, as­
sisted hy members ofD.E.S., the city 
police and the Floyd County Sheriff's 
Office. A wildlife biologist stayed 
there until 2 a.m., until the safety of 
"God's creatures" could be insured. 
Two ofTroop#877's assistant scout­
mastersandonejuniorac;sistantscout­
master, stayed with the tank the 
remainder of the night, to insure that 
the same stunt didn't happen again. 
To make a long story short, we never 
lost one single fish! So whal's my 
point? 

If the community of Prestonsburg 
could work on everything together, 
as well ac; we did at saving those fish, 
there's nnlhing that we couldn't do! 
"SHAME", it's a matter of perspec­
tive, I guess. The work put into set­
ting up the display, and later working 
like mad to save those fish was well 
worth the smiles on the faces of the 
children who caught perhaps their 
frrst fish from that pool. One kid was 
at the pool at 9 a.m. sharp, Saturday 
accompanied with his father to catch 
his first fish. The expression on the 
faces of my two sons, Kevin (6) and 
Justin (3), was well worth all my 
efforts, of course that's a personal 
testimony. 

"SHAME"? The real "SHAME" 
is that someone single handedly 
nearly killed600troul fornopurpose 
at all. Thanks to the efforLc; of the 
Prestonshurg Fire and Police, Boy 
Scout Troop #877, their families, 
friends and the neighbors of 
Prestonsburg, we kept those trout 
alive long enough to see those many 
precious expressions the next day. 

"SHAME"? Maybe to some it's 
still a "SHAME", but to the kids who 
fishrd, and apparently many others 
who didn't complain, it was for a 
good cause. We may have even 
learned something from that expcri­
rncr, if we arc all willing to look at it 
in Uwl light. 

I do not agree with what you say 
Ms. Goble, "but I'll defend to death, 
your right to say it."

The thoughts, feelings and dreams 
of students at David School will form 
Act V of a 6-act play "Voices From 
Within," arranged by Boston play­
wright Josef Comperchio. 

Comperchio, who took a year's 
sabbatical from Dedham Country Day 
School in Massachusetts after writ­
ing 40 plays a year, was at David 
School recently to combine the inner 
voices of David youth to those of 
America's teens. 

Comperchio, a playwright and 
drama director, has visited four high 
schools across the continent to cap­
ture the diversity and similiarity of 
the nation.' s culture through its youth. 
He usually spends from three to six 
weeks at each high school, compiling 
data to create one act of the play. 

Act One, the voices of inner city 
youth, was created in Chicago. Rural 
voices were recorded at a school in 
Michigan. 

In Phoenix, Arizona, Comperchio 
heard the voices of Hispanic youth, 
and in Santa Fe, he listened to the 
voicesofNative American teens. The 
final act in the play will be created at 
a private prep school in New England 
where Comperchio will hear the 
voices of upper class youth. 

The lines from the play are direct 
quotes from the students. At each 
school, Comperchio asks students to 
share their lives by answering ques­
tions such as "What do you see when 
you look out the window? or What 
sliver in your heart do you wish you 
could take out?" 

Thestudentsanswerinessay form. 
Because the answers are anonymous, 
students can express their deepest 
feelings. Comperchio links the 
student's comments, adds lyrics and 
music, and creates a moving por­
trayal of the region's culture. 

"The play becomes a montage, or 

a reflection on them," said 
Comperchio. "The play is a mirror to 
their lives." 

The student's words are powerful 
and Comperchio gets goosebumps 
each time he reads them. In Chicago, 
for instance, a student wrote about 
the violence that is part of the every­
day world in the inner city. 

"They shot him. He was shot for 
no reason. The bullet was not meant 
for him. The gangbangers were on 
drugs while they were shooting. It 
was ao accident. They didn't mean to 

kill him but they did. They killed my 
brother." 

Students from David told a differ­
ent story: 

"I was born in Ea~tem Kentucky. 
My home is in a mountain holler and 
ifleverleftmymountain home, I feel 
that I would be lost," wrote a student. 

Only the act that represents the 
student's region is performed and the 
students become the actors. No stu­
dent, though, is allowed to read his 
own lines. 

When the play is being performed, 
the atmosphere "is almost like a 
chapel," said Compericho. "What 
makes this unique, I think, is that 
they' rc not putting on someone else's 
story, they're pulling on their own 
life story." 

When the play is over, student~ 
have told Comericho that they didn't 
realize others felt as they did until 
they heard the inner voices of their 
fellow students. 

"That to me is the power of the 
project," he said. 

Originally, Compericho'ssabbati­
cal was to be an artist in residence 
program, but after hearing comment<> 
from Chicago's youth, he conceived 
the idea of combining teen voices to 
help teens identify with each other's 
struggles. 

"What I found in common is that 
the primary universal issues that the 
inner city black gang from Chicago

can feel and a Mexican-Hispanic kid 
from Phoenix can feel is that they feel 
alone in their feelings because they 
don't know how to communicate that 
feeling," said Compericho. "What I 
want them to experience is to be able 
to identify their pain and to hear that 
they're not the only ones to have it" 

When the acts arc completed, 
Compericho hopes to have the col­
lection published and then performed. 
His dream is to have three teens from 
each region perform in the play. 

"In every single place, I've learned 
a lot ahout the culture," he said. "I've 
really loved the kids in this school 
(David). Kids in this area are very 

open and I just found them to be real 
dear." 

Comperchio, who also teaches 
theatre at a summer school in Ver­
mont, is enthused about the project 
and said the experience will defi­
nitely broaden his writing. 

"I carry inside of me ... the 
student's voices from each place I've 
gone. When I reuturn to my job, the 
voices of the kids are going to perme­
ate my writings ... " he said. 

"It's given me more than 1 could 
have ever gonen from reading. I've 
lived with them, talked with them 
about their pains and they honestly 
blurted out their feelings. 

"And that's affected me deeply."

Last week, I wrote an article about 
"alleged" police harassment that, 
well, might have been a bit one-sided. 
Not because Ididn'ttry to get oppos­
ing testimony. I called and called and 
called and called.

Regardless of personal opinions, 
good reporters (I know I'm only 
mediocre, but I'm learning) aren't 
supposed to print opinions and sup­
positions. They're only supposed to 
print what they're told in an objective 
and impersonal manner.

EDELL HEALTH NOTES 
GOOD NEWS ON HAIR DYE 

AND CANCER. .. If you are one of 
the estimated 30 million American 
women who regularly dye their hair, 
you will be pleased to hear about a 
large new study designed to show 
whether hair dye causes breast can­
cer. After screening more than a 
thousand women, researchers con­
cluded that using hair dye, no matter 
what kind or how frequently, does 
not significantly raise your chances 
of getting breast cancer. 

There was one possible exception 
to the report compiled at New York 
University Medical Center's Labo· 
ratoryof Epidemiology: People who 
had worked for five years or more as 
beauticians showed a slightly ele­
vated risk of getting breast cancer. 

In a review of 98 hairdressers, 
other researchers found that 40 per­
cent had traces of solvent<; and other 
toxic chemicals in their urine. But 
researchers refused to say whether 
this means that hairdressers face an 
increased risk of any kind of cancer. 

Keep in mind that the first study 
looked on! y at breast cancer. We have 
very little infonnation so far about 
connections between hair-dye use and 
other kinds of cancer. 

Even if they don' t lead to cancer, 

many hair dyes can cause serious 

allergic reactions. Minimize your 
exposure by wearing gloves when 
you dye your hair and washing off 
any dye that ends up on your skin. 
Look for products free of phenylene­
diamine, a chemical that can cause 
allergic reactions; most semi-penna-

nent colors don' t contain it. Natural 
colorings, such as henna, are non­
carcinogenic and non-allergenic. You 
can also choose to have your hair 
highlighted or frosted rather than 
dyed, and so use less of the stuff. 

Of course there's always another 
Option. Gray gracefully.

When he was 14, Hill had killed an 
insurance agent by beating him and 
stabbing him 17 times on a dare. He 
served nine years for that crime. (He 
then was convicted of raping a 16-
year -old girl the year he was released, 
and served 3 1/l more years.) The 
mayor said Hill had paid his debts to 
society, and besides, he can type 95 
words a minute. 

-In January, William Powell was 
named deputy director of the North 
Carolina state agency that ensures 
compliance with federal and state 
Medicaid and Medicare regulations. 
Powell, a pharmacist and longtime 
Republican officeholder and activist, 
pleaded guilty in 1984 to felony 
Medicaid fraud. He also had his 
pharmacist's license suspended on 
twootheroccasionsforviolatingstate 
law. 

-In January, a year after 
Onandaga County, N.Y., took her 
then-3-year-old child away from her 
for alleged abuse, Denise Perrigo got 
the daughter back, and told reporters 
of her plans to sue the county. The 
baby was taken from Perrigo after 
she called a local hot line in search of 
information on breast-feeding. When 
she told the hot line volunteer that she 
wanted to know whether it was nor­
mal 10 be sexually aroused when 
breast-feeding (it is), the volunteer 
reported her to authorities, who, with 
no more investigation, took the baby 
away. 

-In December, the Detroit News 
reported !Oxic contamination in the 
soil at a local housing project, embar­
rassing Mayor Coleman Young, who 
had been especially proud of the 
project. Young then paid an environ­
mental laboratory in Missouri to 
examine the contents of a groundup 
issue of the Detroit News. The lab 
found that the contents exceeded the 
maximum safe levels set by the 
Environmental Protection Agency for 
several substances. Newspaper offi-

cials pointed out that humans don't 
ingest newspapers, but Young re­
torted that they don't ingest soil, ei­
ther. 

-In January, as New York bus 
and subway fares rose and municipal 
budget cuts went into effect, the 
Transit Authority approved a $50,000 
contract for consultant George 
Kelling to study the relationship be­
tween subway station managers and 
the police officers assigned to the 
stations. 

-The Wilmington (Del.) News 
Journal reported in January that the 
Internal Revenue Service'' s reason 
for failing to-pay 97 tax refunds to 
Delaware residents is that they are 
"unable to find" them. However, Alan 
Levin,sonofoneWilmingtonwoman 
on the list. pointed out his mother's 
name in the Wilmington white pages. 
Said IRS spokesperson Harriette M. 
Williams, the phone book had been 
used in the past to find people but "is 
not very fruitful. It's not the most 
expeditious way of handling it." 

-Newsweek reported in Decem­
ber that former White House chief of 
staff John Sununu so controlled Presi­
dent Bush's agenda that Secretary of 
Health and Human Services Louis 
Sullivan had to mail his proposal for 
a health-care initiative to Bush's post 
office box in Kennebunkport. 

-Singapore's environmental 
ministry announced in January a 
crusade against chewing gum. Tour­
ists will be permitted only "a few 
sticks." Packs will be confiscated, 
and a fine of.up to $6,000 could be 
imposed on importers. The govern-

ment called gum a "perennial nui­
sance" for cleanup workers. 

-Last summer, local officials in 
Collinsville, Ill., discovered that the 
Comer Deli was not in compliance 
with health codes because it had only 
one bathroom for patrons, even 
though the restaurant scats only 18. 
Forced 10 install a second one, own­
ers Ed and Sandy Dawdy put a port­
able toilet in their front window.

-In Bloomfield, N.M., in April, 

Laura Thorpe, 39, who said she was 
frustrated dealing with physicians 
about her breast implants, removed 
them by herself, using a disposable 
razor on one breast and squeezing 
until most of the silicone gel came 
out She then passed out but came to 
several hours later and completed the 
same procedure on the other breast. 
The next day, a physician removed 
the bags. Thorpe said her regular 

doctor told her she had done a good 
job.

-Burglars stole 25 homing pi­

geons from a Dallas bird sanctuary in 
January. The birds' trainer told re­
porters, "This doesn't make any 
sense," in that the pigeons must al­
ways remain caged, or they'll fly 
back to the sanctuary.
