Two Martin Elementary students 
were injured Tuesday morning when 
a three-foot section of plaster ceiling 

• fell on them in their classroom. 
School officials said Tuesday 

evening that the building had been 
inspected by architect Randall 
Burchett Tuesday afternoon, but they 
had not gotten a report on his fmdings 
by late Tuesday. 

The section of ceiling fell in 
Carolyn Layne's sixth grade class­
room at approximately 8:30a.m. and 
struck one student in the face and 
another on the arm. 

"All I kno is that I looked up and 
saw the ceiling falling," Layne said 

• Tuesday. "One child was able to lean 
over out of the way, but the other one 
couldn't." 

Health coordinator Ned Bush said 
Tuesday that the building appeared 
to be structurally sound and that it 
was probably an isolated incident. 

"This building is old and when 
you have the weight and vibration on 
the floor above this can happen," 
Bush said. 

Several parents, though, think the 
problems are more severe. 

"I wish the frre marshal would 
come out and look at it," Terry Ratliff 
said. "An archi teet and engineer said 
this building was structurally sound a 

• year ago. It makes you wonder. They

Currently, 34 other Kentucky 
landfills that accept residential waste 
have closed or are scheduled to close 
on or before June 30, the regulatory 
deadline for disposal facilities to ei­
ther close or upgrade to meet those 
standards.

Deputy is 
busted on 
drug charge

The chairman of the board of di­
rectors for Big Sandy Health Care 
Inc. was arrested by FBI agents 
Tuesday and charged with five counts 
of distributing Schedule ill and IV 
controlled substances. 

Larry Newsome, 45, of Beaver, a 
special Floyd County deputy sheriff, 
was relieved of his duties Tuesday by 
Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson pend­
ing the disposition of the case. 

Newsome was arrested Tuesday 
at the Mud Creek Clinic and taken to 
the Pikeville federal courthouse 
where he was arraigned on the charges 
Tuesday afternoon. Newsome ap­
peared in federal court with his attor­
ney, Ned Pillersdorf, and pleaded not 
guilty. He was released after posting 
ten percent of an $18,000 bond. An 
August 26 trial date was set. 

Big Sandy Health Care Inc. is the 
administrative body for the Mud 
Creek Clinic and the Magoffin County 
Clinic, director Jim Stewart said 
Tuesday. Stewart said the board of 
directors will "have to address the 
issue," presumably at its next meet­
ing which is Monday. 

Newsome allegedly "unlawfully 
and knowingly" distributed Tylenol 
3, Xanex, Darvocet and Ativan tab­
lets during February and May 1991, 
FBI spokesman Bill Cheek said 
Tuesday. The investigation was a joint 
effort between the FBI and the Ken­
tucky State Police. 

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson said Tuesday that he has 
"suspendedNewsome 's deputy privi­
leges" untif the ·dispOsition of the 
case and he deeply regrets the inci­
dent. 

"The citizens of Floyd County 
have my deepest personal apologies 
and regrets for this unfortunate inci­
dent," Thompson said in a prepared 
statement. "If any person has any 
information about any of my depu­
ties, regular or special, or anyone 
engaging in illegal activities, please 
report them personally to me and I 
will see that the offender will be 
penalized and the witness protected." 

Thompson said he felt confident 

that no one else in his office was 
involved in the incident and Lhat "if 
anyone else was involved, the de­
partments, state police or FBI 
wouldn't pass up the opportunity to 
make an arrest." 

FBI agent Sam Smith said, how­
ever, that the investigation is con­
tinuing and declined to say if any 
other officials were involved. 

Thompson said Newsome's ar­
rest would not affect "my ability or 
the sheriffs department ability" to 
continuedrug-relatedinvestigations. 

"Itmaymakeourjobalittleharder, 
but it will not slow me down or hinder 
me in any way," Thompson said. "It 
will make me and my department 
more determined." 

Thompson said Newsome's du­
ties included transporting prisoners, 
serving court process papers and 
patroling the Mud Creek area. He 
was a non-salaried deputy and re­
ceived payment for expenses incurred 
during the course of his duties.

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Woman injured in 
1989 wins civil suit·

A Floyd County couple was 
awarded over $100,000 last week by 
a Floyd County jury for injuries suf­
fered in a 1989 traffic accident. 

Cheryl Spurlock, a cook at Allen 
Elementary school, severed part of 
her tongue when her vehicle collided 
with a car driver by Earl Chaffins of 
Van Lear in May 1989, her attorney 
NedPillersdorf said Thursday. Spur­
lock, who is deaf and had limited 
speaking ability, was awarded 
$60,000 for her loss of taste. She was 
also awarded $40,000 for pain and 
suffering; $4,059 for medical ex­
penses; and the jury awarded her 

husband, Ricky, $100 oecause his 
wife was unable to kiss because of 
the injuries to her mouth. 

Pillersdorf explained that the front 
part of Mrs. Spurlock's tongue, that 
enables a person to distinguish sweet 
and salty tastes, was amputated in the 
accident. He said that further limited 
her ability to speak. 

Chaffins pleaded guilty to a driv­
ing under the influence charge in 
June 1989, Pillersdorf said. He said 
the jury found that Chaffins was 100 
percent at fault in the accident, which 
occurred on Route 1428 near Allen. 

Judge James Knight ofPaintsville 
presided over the civil case and the 
jury deliberated approximately 40 
minutes before delivering its verdict.

New medications available 
to low-income Kentuckians 

More than four times as many low 
income Kentuckians took advantage 

• of the free Pfizer prescription medi­
cations program in 1991 as in 1990, 
and 1992 usage isrunning29 percent 
ahead of 1991, according to program 
administrators. The demand is ex­
pected to increase even more this 
year with the addition of two newly 
released drugs from Pfizer Pharma­
ceuticals, which ·underwrites the 
prescription drug costs. 

Arch G. Mainous Jr., executive 
vice president of the Kentucky Health 
Care Access Foundation, Inc., re­
ported that the prescription medica­
tion program served 3,692 Ken­
tuckians in 1991, compared with 867 
in 1990, the program's inaugural year. 
During the first four months of 1992, 
1,589 prescriptions have been fllled, 
Mr. Mainous said. 

The drugs recently approved by 
the FDA, which will be available to 
Kentucky's eligible citizens, are 
Pfizer's Zithromax (azithromycin), 
an antibiotic for the treatment of 
community acquired respiratory in­
ftctions, skin infections and uncom­
plicated genital chlamydial infec­
tions, and Zoloft (sertraline), a medi-

• cation to treat depression. 
Kentucky's free prescription pro­

gram with Pfizer was established in 
1990 through an initial one-year 
Pfizer commitment to fund up to $1 
million in pharmaceuticals through 
the foundation in cooperation with 
the Kentucky Medical Association 
(KMA) and the Kentucky Pharma­
cists Association. 

"Pfizer continues to show strong 
leadership in helping those Ken­
tuckians who are most in need of 
help," said Governor Brereton C.

If you have space please let me 
share a special moment with your 
readers. 

Last Friday, I had to make a deci­
sion. It was one of the hardest deci­
sions I've had to make. 

Let me begin at the beginning. 
It was about 12 years ago and my 

husband and I went to pick up a 
Pekingese dog I had purchased from 
my brother-in-law. 

I brought her home and sat her 
down. My husband looked at her and 
said, "She looks like someone hit her 
in the face with a flat shovel." 

She 
had big brown eyes that looked like 
they were ready to pop out at any 
time. She had long, beautiful blonde 
hair that drug the floor when she 
walked.

After a few weeks I found this 
man had indeed become attached to 
this dog he thought looked so funny. 
When I said that to him, he replied, 
"She kinda grows on ya" 

After two years of careful watch­
ing she ended up with puppies and 
she became very sick one Sunday 
afternoon. We rushed her to the 
Animal Hospital. The examination 
showed that she was suffering from 
dehydration and a urinary tract infec­
tion. 

We finally left her at the hospital 
in the care of the doctor. 

At around 11:30 that night, the 
doctor called to inform me that the 
IV' s had not taken care of her and he 
would have to operate at the expense 
of the puppies. 

"Go ahead," I exclaimed. "I do not 
want the puppies." 

We had already decided, as every­
one does at a time like this, that we 
will never have another dog-never 
again. It hurts too much to say goo­
dbye. 

We waited by the phone until 
12:30. The phone rang and it was the 
doctor. "Sandy," he asked. 

"Yes," I answered. 
I knew by his voice it was not 

good news. 
"Ginger died before I could get 

her ready for surgery." 
I can't tell you how much I loved 

that little dog. My husband and I 
worked everyday and when we came 
home she was there-always there, 
no matter what. 

And with a soft voice on the phone 
I heard the doctor say, "She had six 
puppies inside her. I removed them 
and they are healthy- looks like they 
will make it." 

"No, I don't want those puppies." 
I loved Ginger and now she is gone. 
"Don't talk to me about those pup­
pies. I will be there in the morning to 
pick up Ginger. Do whatever you 
want to with those puppies." 

In what seemed like an hour or 
two but was only a few minutes I 
wrestled with my emotions and my 
daughter said, "Mom, please don't 
kill them, she died for them. The least 
we could do is give them to someone 
and let them live." 

So I called the hospital back and 
told them I would be there to pick up 
mother and babies in the morning. 

Bright and early the next morning 
the girls and I went to pick up the 
mother and six liule orp~s. not 
having the slightest idea of how. we 
were going to care for those little 
creatures. But in my heart, I knew we 
would- some way. 

When animals are born without 
their mother to nurse them they need 
special milk with antibodies to help 
them fight infections, so this meant 
geuing in touch with a pet store ?wner 
and having him special order milk for 
the babies. I also needed a 2 1/2 inch 
boule to feed them. That bottle was 
smaller than my fmger. 

We had a large cat at home-a 
tomcat at that. How would he take to 
these orphans. I worried he might try 
to harm them- thinking they looked 
like small mice. 

The next thing I needed was a 
place to keep the small creatures. I 
got a laundry basket an~ placed a 
large rug in the bouom wtth several 
towels on top to make it soft and 
warm, but that was not enough. We 
managed to hook up a light bulb to 
keep them warm and finally sleepy­
time for everyone. 

Every hour on the hour they woke, 
crying to be fed. Even though they 

were only 3 to 3 1/2 inches long, they 
were loud enough to let you know 
when they were hungry. 

We lost one of the puppies that 
day. 

Now the time had come to face the 
fact that adoption time was here. It 
wasn't hard to find someone to take 
them. Most of my friends knew the 
mother and eagerly wanted a puppy 
even if it wasn't pure breed. 

Three of the puppies were just like 
their mother, so they went right away. 
That left us with one that looked like 
abeagleincolorbutwithhismother's 
face and ears, short hair as well. 

No one wanted the other one be­
cause she had short red hair, her legs 
were much longer than the mothers, 
but she was a beautiful puppy. 

After a week or so, we finally 
made up our minds-we had two 
puppies on our hands and didn't want 
any, but Tiger and Ginger became 
part of our family. 

That old cat sure was a good foster 
parent to those puppies. They be­
came close as they grew. 

Over the past 10 years, these ani­
mals have become a precious part of 
the family. 

Our girls grew up, got married and 
moved away. They now have chil­
dren as well as our boys. They have 
also given us grandchildren. 

Visits from the grandchildren 
meant a lot to my husband and l­
and yes, to the puppies as well. Tiger 
liked to ride. He would get in the car 
and go anytime, anywhere. 

My husband often remarked, "He 
should have been a girl-He likes to 
run the road so much." 

Ginger was a home dog. Just leave 
me here and hurry back to me was her 
attitude. 

I often took them fiShing with me. 
We loved and cared for them just as 
you would anyone you loved. And 
they in turn showed their love for us 
as well . 

After moving to Kentucky with 
them, Tiger became allergic to flea 
bites. And as any pet owner knows, 
this is terrible. 

Thefleasbitethedogsanditleaves 
a sore which seems to grow and grow. 
It was terrible. · 

After battling this for seven years 
with shots and shots, medicine and 
medicine, baths every other day, 
winter and summer, visits to the vets 
office, this seemed to be taking a toll 
on Tiger. 

He developed a really bad ear 
infection last year and after six hours, 
I thought it was gone. It came back a 
few weeks ago. 

My husband came in Friday and I 
told him Tiger was worse today and 
getting worse by the minute. He did 
not want me to touch his head or ears. 
They were so tender. 

After a long conversation, we 
decided it was wrong to let him suffer 
so. I went in the house and called Dr. 
Ousley. 

"I have to have Tiger put to sleep," 
I said. 

"Bring him over and I'll take a 
look at him," he replied. 

I hung up the phone and walked 
back out on the porch. 

"I want to bring him home and 
bury him," I told my husband. 

"Ok," he answered. 
While he was on the hill digging 

the hole for Tiger, I opened the car 
door and in he jumped as he had often 
done before-andsodidGinger. This 
was strange because she did not like 
to go. We had to make her get out of 
the car. 

As I drove away with Tiger, he sat 
up and looked out the window in the 
frontseatashealwaysdid. Barking at 
the dogs as he always did. Never 
thinking he had himself in the care of 
someone who would in fact end his 
life. This person whom he loved and 
indeed needed so much, the one who 
took care of him all his life. 

As I looked at him I felt so alone. 
When we arrived at Dr. Ousley's, 

it was after hours and no one was 
there except the doctor. Always be­
fore Tiger was eager to go inside and 
check out the dogs inside. But he 
seemed to hesitate this time. Just as if 
he knew something was not okay. 

With loving hands, I picked him 
up and placed him on the metal table. 
It never seemed so cold. 

"He won' t feel anything, will be?" 
I asked. 

"No," he answered. 
"I'll just give him a couple of 

shots and he will go to sleep as if I 
would do surgery on him. Then, I will 
give him the other one." 

So I held him in my arms until he 
fell asleep. Then came that awful 
time, I went to get his towel as the 
doctor gave him the last one. 

"He was a tough little fellow," Dr. 
Ousley said. 

After what seemed like hours, but 
was in fact only a few minutes, it was 
over. 

Dr. Ousley rolled him in his towel 
and gave him to me. I felt as though 
I had taken my best friend away­
and indeed I did. 

I cannot tell you how much that 
hurt. If he had died from something 
other than in this manner, I might 
have felt better. But deep down in­
side I knew I wouldn't, not really. A 
loss is a loss regardless of the manner 
in which it comes. 

As I drove home with Tiger in the 
front seat beside me, I decided to 
write this letter because I knew in my 
heart it was the right thing to do for 
Tiger. 

I did not want to see him suffer 
anymore. It would have been selfiSh 
of me to do that to him. 

There is only one question on my 
mind now- If it is okay for me to 
have mercy on that liUle creature, 
who loved me so? 

Then why in God's name is it so 
terrible to ask the same of our loved 
ones? 

When my time comes, please do 
not try to hold me. If I am ready, and 
God knows when, remember the 
words, "If you love me-let me go."

The Supreme Court and East 
Coast Garbage 

A recent U.S. Supreme Court 
decision is threatening our right to 
keep East Coast garbage from clog­
ging our landfills. But I'm not going 
to stand by and do nothing while the 
progress we've made in Kentucky 
goes to waste. 

The Supreme Court struck down a 
Michigan law - very similar to one 
enacted last year in Kentucky- that 
allows county governments to con­
trol the flow of garbage into their 
landfills. 

The court said the law violates a 
clause in the Constitution giving 
Congress the exclusive authority to 
regulate interstate commerce. 

This decision does two things: It 
puts Kentucky's solid waste law in 
jeopardy, because it is so similar to 
the Michigan law. It also demon­
strates beyond a doubt why Congress 
needs to pass my interstate garbage 
bill. 

The legislation, which I introduced 
last month, would give local govern­
ments the power to block out-of-state 
garbage shipments into their landfills 
and is totally consistent with 
Kentucky's solid waste law. 

gence and how I fell about i~. Know­
ing I was no longer a constituent of 
Rep. Stumbo, I still took th~~robl~m 
to him because he was famihar w1th 
it from earlier correspondence and I 
trusted him to be helpful. 

The last correspondence I had 
previously had from Rep. _Stu~bo 
was in January, 1988, at wh1ch ume 
he commented on the Greenup 
County (countywide telephone serv­
ice) case and also pointed out a then 
cmrent law providing for telephone 
users to pay an additional tax to get 
extended-area service. He also said 
he would be watching the Greenup 
case to see how the Appeals Court 
would rule. I never heard another 
word from Rep. Stumbo until, in 
answer to my May 4 letter, he wrote 
me on May 11, 1992, which crossed 
with my recent letter to the TIMES. 
In his letter he referred to some action 
by the Public Service Commission 
concerning South Central Bell and 
which may affect our situation within 
another year. (We have just been 
waiting for over fifteen years for some 
kind of action.) In December, 1991, I 
found out direct from Frankfort, not 
from Rep. Stumbo, that the Appeals 
Court decision had already been 
handed down in favor of the people 
of Greenup County to have county­
wide telephone service. Therefore, I 
am wondering when Rep. Stumbo 
said in his letter to the TIMES that an 
explanation had been given to me 
"time and time again", just when did 
all this explaining take place. When I l 
took the file to him he accepted it and 
voluntarily promised to get back to 
me within a week. If he knew at that 
time this matter was not a legislative 
matter, why did he not point this out 
to me then? Since the matter had been 
settled for Greenup County through 
legislation and court rulings, I was 
hopeful the same could be done to 
include all counties and all telephone 
exchanges. He also knew from older 
correspondence that seventeen of us 
had appeared before the Public Serv-
ice Commission a number of years ii... 
earlier without success. "!! 

This whole controversy, insofar 
as Rep. Stumbo is concerned, could 
have been avoided, with my respect 
for him intact, if only he had gotten 
back to me by written word or a 
telephone call from one of his secre­
taries sometime between early Janu­
ary and theadjoumingofthel..egisla­
ture. I realize legislators are busy 
during legislative sessions, but he 
had made a promise which he did not 
keep, which to me is very important 
in someone who is elected by the 
people. 

I thank the TIMES for this space, 
and I know the rest of the people, 
both those of Thacker-Grigsby and 
those of Harold Telephone ex­
changes, who suffer discrim~nation 
by having to pay long-distance 
charges for in-county calls, includ­
ing their county offices, also are 
appreciative for any time this injus­
tice can be publicized.

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David School plans building project: 
Modern school with mountain facade My! My! 

Sakes Alive ... 

The students of the David School 
have been served well by current 
facilities, however these formerly 
abandoned Princess Elkhorn Coal 
Company buildings have reached the 
end of their life-span. Beyond the 
constant problems of maintenance 
and upkeep, factors including struc­
tw-al integrity are threatening the 
future of the David School. To re­
main in service to the disadvantaged 
youth a new building had to be con­
structed. 

The David School Board of Di­
rectors completed an intense, com­
prehensive three-year study to deter­
mine needs for a new school facility 
at David. The study included com­
parison of input and architectural 
renderings, recommendation from 
building and construction profession­
als, and a comprehensive needs as­
sessment by faculty and students of 
the David School. With'the comple­
tion of that study, a plan exists for a 
new facility to meet the needs of the 
present and future students of David 
School. 

With the purchase of a 210 plus 
acre valley near the present school 
site, the David School was awarded a 
major matching funds grant from the 
Appalachian Regional Commission 
for the construction of a new facility. 
Significant funding commitments 
from individuals and foundations 
have also helped to make the new 
building a reality through Phase I. 

As a private, nonprofit alternative 
school, the David School does not 
receive state or federal funding ex­
cept through competitive grants from 
agencies that fund such programs as 
school lunches, job training and vol­
unteer stipends. The David School 
also receives donations from indi­
viduals, church groups and civic 
groups across the country. In addi-

• lion, volunteer groups representing 
universities and churches donate 
thousands of hours per year on the 
campus, doing repairs and supplying 
materials. 

The David School coordinates and 
offers a network of educational serv­
ices including preschool (20 chil­
dren), high school (100 students), 
adultliteracy (125pupils)and G.E.D. 
classes (400 adult students). The 
growth of the David School and its 
increased involvement in the total 
education of the regional population 
have obviously strained its present 
facilities. Extensive renovation of 
those buildings would not produce 
significant improvements in the 
working environment of the school 
(students enrollment and classroom 
facilities would continue to be lim­
ited), although the cost of that reno­
vation would be almost equal to the 
total for the new construction. 

The community of David, which 
has been injected with a large dose of 
pride because of the school's suc­
cess, has been highly supportive of 
the plan for growth. The David 
Community Development Assoeia-

• tion, Inc. sold the slightly more than 
210 acres for a fraction of its market 
value; convincing evidence of the 
community's support. A grant from 
the Readers Digest Foundation along 
with the private gifts enabled the 
David School to obtain property. 

The restoration of an area ball­
field at the mouth of the new school 
site, has provided an opportunity for 
the school and thecommunityto work 
in partnership, and has shown the 
school's commitment and gratitude 
to the town ofDavid for its long-term 
support. The land had to be cleared, 
filled with soil, graded, drained with 
culverts and seeded. Bleachers, do­
nated by a Pennsylvania firm, have 
been erected. R/S Truck Body of 
Allen, has provided assistance 
through the fabrication of a backstop. 
Floyd County Judge Executive 
Stumbo and Magistrate Gerald DeR­
ossett have given help with heavy 
equipment when needed.

The new David School will be located two blocks from the current site. The facility will be 17,000 square feet, 
2-story, pre-engineered metal building with a log and stone facade. Phase I construction Includes caissons, 
foundation, erection of metal building, concrete second floor and Installation of exterior walls, windows and 
doors. Phase I completion Is planned for mid-summer. 

labor from students, staff and local 
residents have been responsible for 
the most of this work. This part of the 
construction was primarily funded 
by the Honorable Order of the Ken­
tucky Colonels. 

The mountains of Appalachia 
make it very hard to fmd readily 
available property to build on. Be-­
cause of the lay of the mountains, site 
preparation was very extensive. Major 
land development began in the spring 
of 1990 by Mountain Pipeline of 
Prestonsburg. Transforming this 
mountains wilderness into a model 
campus included major reclamation 
ofalakeandsurroundingarea. Clear­
ing the land allowed installation of 
drainage and culverts, and to con­
struct a 2400 foot road to the future 
site of the school. A grant from the 
Soil Conservation Service provided 
for the construction of a new pond to 
be used by science classes for wild­
life and environmental study. This 
pond also provides a second source 
of rue protection. 

The construction of a 17,000 
square-foot, two-story, steel-frame 
structure will contain classrooms 
which have been purposefully de­
signed to accommodate teacher/stu­
dent ratio of 10:1. The new facility 
will also include faculty space, the 
school's fJTSt real library/learning 
resource center, adult education 
classes, work and instructional 
kitchen (culinary program), dining 
hall and multi-purpose auditorium 
and recreation area. 

Phase I construction includes cais­
sons, foundation, and the erection of 
a pre-engineered,2-story, metal build­
ing with a log and stone facade and a 
standing seam roof. This phase also 
includes concrete of the second floor 
and installation of all windows and 
exterior doors. The general contrac­
tor is Thacker Construction of Pikev­
ille. The building manufacturer is 
Kirby Building Systems of Portland, 
Tennessee. Completion of Phase I is 
targeted for July. 

Phase II work will take the struc­
ture from a secured shell to a func­
tional facility. With Phase II com­
pete, the frrst floor will be ready for 
occupancy. The David School's stu­
dent body will be able to leave their 
present coal commissary building and 
move into the new structure. 

Phase III of the building program 
provides for the finishing of the sec­
ond floor. Work involves any addi­
tional wiring, plumbing, heat and air 
conditioning not completed in Phase 
II. At the end of this phase it will 
allow the David School to substan­
tially increase enrollment and help 
other disadvantaged youth through­
out the area. 

The David School is a private, 
non-denominational, non-profit, 
educational service network. Its core, 
a full time alternative academic-vo­
cational high school, was established 
in 1974 in response to the critical 
problems of students "dropping out" 
in the mountains of east Kentucky. 
The D~vid School with its non-tradi­
tional environment and creative ap-
proaches to learning, was started in 
order to confront the problems of 
literacy, employable skills training, 
and socialization of the individual 
student The program was designed 
to meet the special needs and inter­
ests of youth in our area. The class 
size, an average of 10, is purposely 
low to allow an optimal learning 
atmosphere and close interaction 
among pupils and instructor. Due to 
the great need for remedial work, 
many receive one-on-one instruction 
from specialists in reading or math. 
Today, the staff consists of20 profes­
sionals, many of whom are volun­
teers, interested in service to human­
kind. Students are placed on one of 
three tracks: 1. completing require­
ments for high school diploma; 2. 
literacy training; or 3. G.E.D. prepa­
ration. The primary focus of the school 
is to help persons achieve self -confi­
dence and socialization skills. The 
school adheres to the Kentucky 
Department of Education policies on 
curriculum and attendance. 

The school is fortunate to have 
merited state and national recogni­
tion for its work. Kentucky officials 
have used the school in publications 
and presentations as a model for stem­
ming the dropout rate. Danny Greene, 
the director has received the top ac­
colade for adult education efforts in 
Appalachia, the KirkusAward. ABC­
TV has selected David School for its 
frrst in a series of national public 
service advertisements on dropout 
prevention. Readers Digest chose 
Danny as a "Great American Hero in

Education." The Today Show also 
has focused an educational piece on 
the David School. And finally, the 
President of the United States has 
chosen David School as the "lstPoint 
of Light in Kentucky," "57th Point of 
Light in the Nation" in President 
Bush's 1,000 Points of Light Com­
munity Service Program. But for the 
staff of the David School, the best 
reward is to see the smiling faces of 
young people-and old-who have 
learned despite obstacles of econom­
ics, poverty, and circumstances of 
birth, they still succeed, though once 
they had failed. With the resolute 
courage and determination of their 
mountain forbearers, they are beat­
ing the odds against them, something 
learned first, not surprisingly, at the 
David School. 

Introducing the school to the public 
has played a very important part in its 
growth.

CHANGING RETRIEVES 
HELPS CATCH STUBBORN 

BASS 

More and' more fishermen are 
discovering they need to do some-

• thing different to catch more bass. 
What they're doing is changing 

their retrieves to make lures look and 
act more erratic. 

"I almost never bring a lure stmight 
back to the boat without stopping it 
suddenly ,letting it fall, or bumping it 
into something," says 1986 world 
bass fishing champion Charlie Reed. 
"I've been doing it for years, and it 
works." 

"There are three primary reasons I 
believe it does work," continues the 

Johnson Outboards Pro Staff angler. 
"First, it helps get the attention of the 
fish. The sound waves and vibrations 
change when the lure changes speed 
or direction. 

"Secondly, it makes the lure look 
injured and like easy prey. And fi­
nally, it sets my lure apart from the 
dozens of others just like it the bass 
may have already seen in recent days. 

"I believe bass can become too 
accustomed to certain lures, and when 
they do, they stop hitting them. I try 
to make mine stand out." 

Reed says any lure can be made to 
look and act erratic by changing the 
retrieve. 

"Even jigs and plastic worms and 
crayfish, which are really popular 
now, can be retrieved erratically," 

Ratliff named head coach 
at Bath County High School 

"What was attractive about the 
coaching job at Bath County was the 
new school and gym," said Alvin 
Ratliff upon officially being named 
the new head basketball coach at Bath 
County High School.

From 1973 until 1979 Ratliff 
guided the Wolfe County program 
before moving to Johnson Central in 
1979. He remained head boys • coach 
until the 1982 season when he stepped 
down. He then took over the girls' 
basketball program and held that 
position for six years before stepping 
down for a year. He coached the 
boys' program during the '90-'91 
season and then again this past year. 

Not only will Alvin Ratliff be 
leaving theJ ohnson Central program, 
but he will take one of the top Golden 
Eagles' players with him in his son 
Shane Ratliff, who is currently play­
ing on the Kentucky Junior All-Star 
team. Ratliff will see the return of 
Andre Jones at Bath County next 
season and, with son Shane, hopes to 
develop a winning program at Bath 
County. 

Ratliff has an overall record of 
356 wins and 16llosses. Bath County 
was 7-19 last season.

"There is a fisherman on Lake 
Fork in Texas who does all his fish­
ing fr?m the bank, and he uses plastic 
crayfish almost exclusively. He 
makes them jump and vibrate like 
this, then stops and lets them sit still, 
then he jumps them again. 

"Last year he caught nine bass 
over 10 pounds fishing this way. His 
largest fish weighed over 17 pounds. 

When he fishes spinnerbaits, Reed 
often stops reeling as the lure ap­
proaches a tree or stump so the lure 
falls beside it. This was the same 
technique fellow OMC pro Ken Cook 
used to win the 1991 world champi­
onship, and Reed believes it is one of 
the most effective ways to fish spin­
nerbaits. 

For crankbaits, Reed prefers to 
bounce and richochet them off tar-

gets as he is retrieving. In fact, he 
deliberately tries to make them hit 
something. 

"Another retrieve with a crankbait 
is to simply stop it," he notes. "When 
you do, the lure will either begin to 
float to the surface, or start sinking 
slowly. After you let the lure do this 
for a second of two, begin reeling 
again really fast 

"If a bass has been following, it 
will generally hit right after you start 
reeling again because it thinks the 
prey is escaping." 

Changing retrieves like this is easy, 
continues Reed, and with continued 
use it will practically become auto­
matic. 

To help keep your outboard run­
ning smoothly all season, OMC rec­
ommends the use of OMC Engine 
Tuner.

Celebrating 1 00 years of life

Bellevue's (Ohio) Ivelee Hamil­
ton has an idea for handling income 
taxes that is even simpler than presi­
dential candidate Jerry Brown's pro­
posed flat 13 percent tax: "No one 
should have to pay income tax when 
they hit 100 years of age." 

That's it. A total exemption for 
those lucky enough or smart enough 
to have made it to the century mark. 

I velee has good reason for her 
philosophy: today(Apri115)notonly 
the day her own income. taxes were 
due, it is the tOOth anniversary of her 
birth. 

Ivelee doesn't know if she will 
have enough lung power to blow out 
1 00 candles on either of the two birth­
day cakes that will celebrate today's 

• momentous occasion, but she says 
she will give it her best shot. 

Now a resident of the Bellevue 
Care Center, Ivelee has few physical 
problems other than failing eyesight' 
and needing some support when she 
walks. Her mind is as sharp as a tack 
and she is looking forward to today' s 
birthday party atthecenterandalater 
one with family members. 

A delightful lady, she is defmitely 
a product of her era, her upbringing 
and the attitudes that were prevalent 
during her formative years. She has 
lived through two major World Wars, 
19 presidents, the invention of the 
automobile and airplane, the atomic 
bomb and nuclear energy, the cold 
war, the rise of Communism, the fall 
of the Soviet Union. 

She has seen the development of 
the telephone, space shuttles, peni­
cillin. She has seen tuberculosis de­
feated- and now its return. She has 
learned to use electricity and indoor 
plumbing - a century's worth of 
growth and change. 

But to Ivelee, many of the old 
ways remain the best ways. She be­
lieves strongly that her 65-year mar­
riage succeeded because both she and 
her husband, the late Lawrence 
Hamilton, worked hard and because 
he was the boss. 

"I don't believe in women's lib­
eration. I think women are better off 
at home, taking care of the children 
and the family. I think that has been a 
bad deal," she says with conviction. 

When her own daughter, Esta 
Wicker was married many years ago, 
she gave her daughter her best ad­
vice: "Do everything your husband 
tells you to do." 

Ivelee says that the one time she 
voted it caused her considerable 
consternation and worry. 

"I didn't think it was women's 
place to do that. I really worried so." 

The petite little lady, eyes spar­
kling brightly as she reflects on the 
past century, has kept her beliefs near 
and dear. Deeply religious, much of 
her life has revolved around her faith. 

Born Aprill5, 1892, in Kentucky, 
she was one of nine children. Presi­
dentBenjamin Harrison was in power 
and the country was primarily agri­
cultural. 

She met her future husband, who

lived nearby, at a church function. He 
was six years older than she and when 
she was 14 and he was 20, they mar­
ried. 

"they didn't try to school children 
in those days," she recalls. 

The newlyweds took up farming 
in rural Kentucky, near Harold, and 
when Ivelee was 15 she gave birth to 
the first of her 14 children. Two of 
those died shortly after birth and 
today ,lveleehasoutlived three more. 
Of the surviving nine children- two 
daughters and seven sons- two live 
in Kentucky (Her son Millard Hamil­
ton lives at Toters Creek, near Ha­
rold), one is in South Carolina, one is 
in Florida, and the rest are in Ohio. 

Even after the death of her hus­
band in 1972, she continued to keep 
up the family home untill978 when 
she broke up housekeeping and 
moved to Bellevue (Ohio). She spent 
the first three years with her daugh­
ter, Esta, then lived for several years 
with her son, Cun Hamilton (in 
Bellevue). For the past three years, 
she has resided happily in the care 
center, where she remains a favorite 
of staff, other residents and visitors. 

Her large extended family gathers 
for a reunion every August in 
Monroeville, a chance to ~new their 
ties and catch up on the latest births 
and weddings. Those have been 
considerable. 

Today,Iveleereignsoverafamily 
that includes hernine living children, 
59 grandchildren, 95 great -grandchil­
dren and 15 great-great-grandchil­
dren. Her oldest child is 84 and the 
youngest is 57. 

Her family has a history of lon­
gevity. Her oldest sister lived to be 
106 and an aunt made it to 103. 

"It doesn't bother me (reaching 
1 00). It doesn't seem like I have been 
on this earth that long," she says 
laughingly. 

Today, she occupies herself in 
much the same way as she did as a 
younger woman. She can no longer 
read, but daily listens to Bible tapes 
in a tape player next to her bed. The 
cheerful walls are covered with fam-

Kentucky coal miners could have 
been the only ones voting. 

Anyway, what kindled these 
thoughts about these two historic 
characters in the ftrst place, was a 
picture on the front page of the paper 
last week. It showed President Bush 
wiping tear gas from his eyes in 
Panama. It seems that riot police were 
trying to break up an anti-American 
demonstration and the wind shifted. 

Even though this happened in 
another country, it got me to think­
ing. If something like that had hap­
pened to FDR, my parents would 
have been appalled. Now, we think 
nothing about it. 

We~ accept, without so much as 
blinking an eye, all kinds of jokes and 
items of gossip about our leaders. 
Not back in the forties, though. Ifl'd 
come running into the house yelling, 
"Roosevelt's got a mistress!

TO SUSPEND OR TO PADDLE? 
If you're a parent of school age 

children, you may 
have recently re­
ceived a questi9J;I­
naire from school. 

This particular 
memo, if you will, 
asks parents to 
circle yes or no, on 
behalf of corporal 
punishment, two a.:.:::::.:..~:=:..::..~ 
words soWlding extremely harsh as 
far as our children are concerned. 

However, bringing the paddle 
back into the classroom, to some 
would have been less harsh and per­
haps surprisingly even more recep­
tive. 

Detention and suspension are not 
two means of punishment that seem 
to be helping the children of the 90's 
behave in a manner to which we're 
accustomed. 

Keep in mind this does not in­
clude all children. So, before you 
become upset, hear me out. 

There have been incidents where 
a child has been suspended for unruly 
behavior, and the child. in tum. was 
thrilled. 

Suspension meant a day off from 
school. to play, ride bikes, watch 
T.V., etc. 

Detention was fine too. Out of the 
classroom, out of mind. 

I was one of the parents in support 
of bringing the paddle back. How 
could I believe this way-you asked? 

After recently witnessing, chil­
dren paying no attention to the threat 
of being suspended, I feel the paddle 
could improve behavior. 

I remember my frrst grade year at 
Osborne Elementary. Ruth Raimey­
my teacher-could get us quiet by 
merely a show of the wooden slab. 

I remember my senior year, get­
ting 15 licks from Coach Daniels for 
skipping school. Sitting wasn 'tsome­
thing that came easy the remainder of 
the day, either. 

I learned real fast in the first grade 
to keep my motor mouth shut and pay 
attention. 

And as a senior, I drove the coach 
nuts, butyoucanrestassuredldidn't 
dare skip or cross the man again. 

We all scream that parents are re­
sponsible for our childrens' behav­
ior, true? 

And the majority of both parents 
work today. So, when a child is sus­
pended for 1, 2, 3 or more days, 
who's in charge? 

A very close and dear friend ex­
perienced this form of discipline re­
cently, and the way she handled the 
situation was admirable. 

Her child was not allowed to go 
outside, tum on the T.V., or radio. 
Instead, the child scrubbed floors, 
commodes, cleaned closets and out 
from under beds, ran the vacuum, 
dusted, and anything else she could 
·think of. 

The child was miserable, not to 
mention worn out, and swore being 
suspended would never be an option 
again. 

A manner of discipline that may 
keep being suspended from looking 
quite so good, would likely be more 
effectiNe. 

As adults, as parents, it is our re­
sponsibility to eliminate those fonns 
of punislunent that just simply do not 
work, and go to another form that 
does. 

I reluctantly use Oprah as an ex­
ample here, but I saw the episode she 
aired with children of parents who 
believed in spanking, or a smack on 
the hand towards their bad behavior, 
and children whose parents believe 
in time out, and would never lay a 
finger to them. 

Thc,>sechildren whose punishment 
was to sit in time-out. were running 
on the set, while parents pleaded 
"Honey you need to sit Sweetheart, 
sit please. Baby come on now, let's 
sit down, okay?"

The children whose parents be­
lieved time-out didn't work, sat qui­
etly and listened. 

I do not profess to be a perfect 
parent by any means. I do not know 
orhaveall the answers. I do have this 
column; and my opinion, and so far I 
ha~en't had to deal with my girls 
bemg suspended for unruly behav­
ior, knock on wood.

Child care availaable for those 
barely making ends meet 

Child care assistance - a well­
known aspect of the Job Opportuni­
ties and Basic Skills (JOBS) welfare 
reform program - is NOT limited 
solely to JOBS clients. 

That's the message officials of the 
Department for Social Insurance are 
trying to send to Kentucky families 
whose income have enabled them to 
break away from their reliance on 
Aid To Families With Dependent 
Children (AFDC benefit). 

-Currently, 935 children are being 
served through the Transitional Child 
Care (fCC) program and funds are 
available to care for more. And while 
JOBS services are available currently 
in only 32 Kentucky counties, eli­
gible families may access TCC assis­
tance statewide. 

provider they choose, whether it is a 
day care center or in-home care. as 
long as the care provider meets state 
and local requirements.'' he said. For 
example, clients can use unregulated 
child care if the caregiver is caring 
for three or fewer unrelated children. 

"Many parents have jobs and can 
afford the basics. But for those with 
minimum wage jobs, child care ex­
penses are difficult to meet," Robin­
son said. ''Transitional child care can 
make and is making a difference in 
people's lives." 

Although the Department for 
SocialinsuranceoverseesKentucky's 
welfare reform programs, including 
JOBS and TCC,another state agency, 
the Deparnnent for Social Services, 
handles the applications as part of its 
child protcction and family services 
responsibilities.

SUMMERTIME

he Summer Solstice, the first day of summer in the northern 
hemisphere. arrives on June 20, at10:14 P.M. EST, when the 
Sun reaches the Tropic of Cancer, (23 \.2° north latitude).

In a country awash in fads and 
technological changes that often die 
before they are accepted, agriculture 
stands as a constant and reassuring 
presence in our society. 

Here in Kentucky ,our farmers are 
among the nation's leaders in the use 
of soil conservation practices. They 
are continuing to discover new, envi­
ronmentally-sound production prac­
tices, particularly in regard to the 
handling of livestock waste and pes­
ticides. 

As Kentucky enters its peak ani­
mal rabies season, the Floyd County 
Health Department is reminding 
Floyd Countians to make sure their 
dogs and cats are vaccinated and to 
take precautions around wild animals. 

Earl Compton, Administrator of 
the Floyd County Health Department 
says that although rabies in humans 
is rare, Kentuckians reported 3 ,584 
animal bites last year, putting these 
people at risk. 

"Humanscancatchrabiesifbiuen 
or scratched by a rabid animal." 
Compton said. "That's why it's ex­
tremely important that all dogs and 
cats have the proper shots and that 
people avoid contact with wild ani­
mals." 

In 1991, the Statr. Department for 
Health Services reported that 50 ani­
mals tested positive for rabies. Skunks 
(31) accounted for 44 percent of the 
positives. Other animals testing posi­
tive were 6 dogs, 4 foxes, 4 bats, 3 
cattle, 1 horse and 1 raccoon. 

The requested tests performed by 
the state detect only a fraction of 
actual cases statewide. 

Compton offers the following 
guidelines for protecting your family 
and your self from potential rabies. 

- Avoid contact with wild ani­
mals, especially skunks, foxes, bats 
and raccoons. Wild animals such as 
raccoons and ferrets, and hybrids such 
as wolf/dog mixes, should not be 
kept as pets. 

-Vaccinate your dogs and cats 
against rabies. Pets can be vaccinated 
by a private veterinarian, or by the 
Fioyd County Health Department 
rabies vaccination clinic, which will 
be held on in June (See the schedule 
below.) 

-A void contact with obviously 
ill animals and report such animals to 
animal control officials. The signs of 
a rabid animal are nervousness, ag­
gressiveness, excessive drooling or 
salivation and abnormal behavior, 
such as a wild animal's lack of fear of 
humans or a nightime-active animal 
out during the day. However, an ani­
mal can appear perfectly normal and 
still have rabies, too. 

- Report stray animals to animal 
control officials. 

Mr. Compton says that if a person 
is bitten or scratched by any animal­
domestic or wild-certain actions are 
imperative. 

"All animal bites should be re­
ported to the health department so 
that the animal can be quarantined or 
submitted fortesting. "Compton said. 
"The physician, then, can make the 
determination about whether the bite 
victim should undergo treatment for 
rabies. Treatment usually involves 
five inoculations in the upper arm 
and one in the buttocks," Compton 
said.

MUSHROOMS IN LAWNS? 
DON'T WORRY ABOUT 

THEM 
All the recent rainfall has stimu­

lated many mushrooms to sprout up 
in home lawns. 

Don 'tworry about them, said Paul 
Vincelli, extension plant pathologist 
with the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture. , 

"These mushrooms, often called 
toadstools, don't do any damage," 
Vincelli said. "In fact they some­
times enhance the growth of grass by 
releasing nitrogen into the soil from 
decomposed organic matter." 

Just leave them alone, Vincelli 
said, and they will disappear in a few 
weeks. It is worth mentioning, how­
ever, for those who have a taste for 
mushrooms, that these types of toad­
stools that spring up in lawns so often 

should not be eaten, as some may be 
poisonous. 

Toad stools are temporary repro­
ductive bodies of certain fungi, he 
said. These fungi live year-round in 
the soil where they decompose dead 
organic matter such as thatch and 
dead leaf blades. They are not para­
sitic on the turfgrass. 

If homeowners want to remove 
them, they can be mowed easily with 
the next grass cutting, and it doesn't 
hurt to leave them scattered on the 
lawn. 

Although some homeowners may 
consider the toadstools unattractive, 
they should consider the ecological 
value of the fungi. 

"Without microorganisms to di­
gest dead organic matter," Vincelli 
said, "we'd all quickly be knee-deep 
in undecomposed plant material."

How­
ever, simply advertising through 
recognized media outlets does not 
ensure the legitimacy of the company 
behind an ad. In addition, such com­
panies often use delivery systems 
other than the US Postal Service, 
such as overnight or courier services 
to avoid detection and prosecution by 
postal authorities. 

Legitimate credit grantors may 
charge fees to process your loan 
application, but they witl not guaran­
tee that you will qualify for a loan. 

~ Illicit advance-free loan schemes, on 
the other hand, either promise or 
strongly suggest that a loan will be 
provided in exchange for an up-front 
fee. 

HOW TO PROTECT 
YOURSELF 

The FTC suggests the following 
precautions before you respond to 
ads for advance-free loans: 

*"'Be wary of advertising that 
claims that bad credit is no problem 
in getting you a loan. If money is not 
available to you through traditional 
lending institutions, it is unlikely to 
become available in response to a 
classified ad. 

**Be cautious of lenders who use 
"800" and "900" numbers. 

** Check out the company. Con­
tact your local consumer protection 
agency and the state Attorney 
General's Office to learn if they have 
received any complaints about com­
panies offering advance-free loans. 
Just because your local consumer 
protection agency has no complaints 
on me does not mean that an ad­
vance-free loan business is legitimate. 

*"' Be careful about making any 
loan agreements over the telephone. 

**Do not give your credit card, 
checking account, or Social Security 
numbers over the phone unless you 
are familiar with the company. 

A good rule is to aim a little lower 
than lender guidelines. Remember, 
all lenders care about is whether you 
can make your payments. They rarely 
take into account how hard you will 
have to work to make the payments, 
and what sacrifices you will have to 
make to meet the loan agreement So 
use common sense and don't stretch 
your budget out too thin. 

Once you've determined that you 
can qualify for the loan you need, 
decide how much of a down payment 
you would like to make. A typical 
conventional loan requires anywhere 
from 10 to 20 percent of the home's 
purchase price to be paid up-front. If 
you choose to put 20 percent down 
rather than 10, your monthly pay­
ment will be less because you will be 
paying interest on a smaller sum. 

Finding the money for your down 
payment can be the hardest part of the 
transaction for first-time buyers. Start 
by listing all the assets you currently 
own that can be turned into cash. Can 
you sell that extra car or convert 
some stocks and bonds? 

Gifts from family members can 
work to your benefit as well as theirs. 
According to federal tax guidelines, 
any family member can give up to 
$10,000inacalendaryeartax-free. If 
you do receive a family gift, place it 
in a short-term CD or Money Market 
a few months before you buy a home. 
Lenders will look less skeptically on 
a down payment that comes from the 
liquidation of your own assets than 
on a lump-sum check from a relative. 
Sometimes a lump-sum gift will 
require a note from the giver stating 
that you do not have to pay the money 
back. 

The secret to easing the stress of a 
down payment is to calculate how 
much you need beforehand, so that 
you know exactly how much must be 
raised in advance. 

What to do if you are a victim 
If you believe you have been vic­

timized by a fraudulent advance-free 
loan operation, contact your local 
consumer protection agency, state 
Attorney General and Call For Ac­
tion (202-537-0585) to report the 
company. 

You may also ftle a complaint 
with the FfC by writing to: 

Federal Trade Commission, Divi­
sion of Credit Practices, Washing­
ton, DC 20580. 

Although the FTC generally does 
not intervene in individual disputes, 
the information you provide may help 
to indicate a pattern ,.f possible law 
violations requiring action by the 
Commission.

Bad federal tax laws 
devalue property 

Punitive federal tax laws toward 
real estate have eroded local property 
values and caused a decline in the 
quality of services communities pro­
vide, a U.S. Congressman said re­
cently during a session at the Na­
tional Association of Realtors' mid­
year legislative meetings. 

About 75 percent of a 
community's services are funded by 
property taxes, so when properties 
are devalued and the property tax 
base is reduced, the quality and ex­
tent of community services such as 
law enforcement, schools and health 
care, decline dramatically, according 
to Rep. Jim Moran, D-Va. 

Moran, a member of the U.S. 
House Banking Committee, ad­
dressed the Realtors' Legislative 
Committee about the importance of 
healthy real estate markets and the 
direct affect they have on the stan­
dard of living for families and com­
munities, during the association's 
Midyear Conference and Trade Ex­
position. More than 5,000 Realtors 
and guests attended the April 24-29 
meetings. 

"There are certain industries we 
are more reliant on for a healthy 
economy and improved living stan­
dards, and real estate is one of the 
most intrinsic ones," said Moran. 
"The American people do not yet 
fully understand the connection be­
tween a thriving real estate industry 
and the economy. We must educate 
the public, who then must educate 
Congress and the administration," he 
said. 

Moran said he doesn't know any 
area of the country that isn'tdepend­
ent upon the health of its real estate 
markets. He said the average Ameri­
can may not relate to many of the 
technical aspects of real estate, "but 
what they do relate to is the safety and 
quality of their neighborhoods and 
schools. People have to understand 
that it's their quality oflife at stake." 

In 1981, Moran explained, the 
federal government began cutting off 
aid to state and local government<; for 
funding of community programs. As

a result, localities became mcreas­
ingly reliant on property taxes for the 
community services they offered. 
'The programs that arc most impor­
tant to people at the local level, are 
almost completely dependent on 
property taxes," he said. 

According to Moran, the 1986Tax 
Reform Act included at least 20 dif­
ferent ways to punish real estate, the 
biggest penalty being the treatment 
of passive losses. Unfortunately, 
Congress didn't realize that chang­
ing these laws would reduce the value 
of commercial real estate by as much 
as 20 percent, which exacerbated the 
savings and loans crisis, and ulti­
mately ted to the recession, Moran 
said. 

As a result of the problems cen­
tered around failed commercial real 
estate projects, banks have stopped 
making real estate loans, which has 
further hurt the real estate industry 
and local economies. Some lawmak­
ers say that the banking industry is 
getting back on its feet, Moran said 
this is not true. "Banks are still not 
making the necessary loans for real 
estate to get this economy back on 
track. Because real estate has always 
led recoveries, we must take the 
necessary risks," he said. 

Moran discussed some of the tax 
bills recently considered by Congress 
this year, but said the outlook for tax 
legislation in 1992 is dim. He said 
both President Bush and Congress 
are to blame for the stalemate that has 
occurred. 

However, Moran noted that sig­
nificant changes in the tax code are 
imperative and needed soon. "In order 
to resume economic growth in this 
country, we must undo the effects of 
the 1986 Tax Refonn Act, which 
singled out real estate, and restore 
value to residential and commercial 
real estate markets." 

The National Association of Re­
altors, "The Voice For Real Estate," 
is the nation's largest trade associa­
tion, representing more than 750,000 
members involved in all aspects of 
the real estate industry.

Taxpayers 
question tax 
refund delay 

An unprecedented number of 
Kentucky taxpayers are questioning 
the whereabouts of their 1992 in­
come tax refunds, according to 
Frances Jones Mills, state treasurer. 
She repeated an earlier concern that 
the phones at the Department of 
Treasury are ringing incessantly on 
the matter. 

"The treasury cannot process the 
refund checks until an authorization 
is made by the state Finance Cabinet. 
The authorizations are coming gradu-

11tllty, but are still running two weeks 
behind schedule," said Mills. 

The Revenue Cabinet accepts and 
processes the state income tax return 
and notifies the Finance Department 
if a refund is to be made. Once an 
authorization is issued by Finance, 
the treasury writes a refund check 
within 24 hours! 

"Mter we print the check, it is 
returned immediately to the Revenue 
Cabinet to be mailed either the same 
day or the day after," said Mills. "I 
regret the delays of refund checks to r• taxpayers, but the treasury cannot cut 
checks until the Finance Cabinet is­
sues the appropriate order."
